Spartacan forces are nearing Wesel,
the newspaper says, and a Muenster de-
spatch to the Rotterdam Courant says
the Red army’s strength is now 120,000.

Some reports from: the frontier indi-
cate that the workmen are bombarding
Wesel with large calibre guns. The ad-
vices are conflicting, however, other re-
ports declaring the situation is quiet.

The semi-official Netherlands Corre-
spondence Bureau states that the Dutch
ininister of war has been in conference
with the army leaders with regard to
the taking of precautions against the
crossing of the ‘frontier by German re-
volutionary troops or fugitives.

EBERT CABINET.

Berlin, March 25—Conferences over
the reconstruction of the cabinet took
place yesterday and it was decided that
the Ebert ministry will not retire in a
body, but merely be subjected to a
“freshening up.” A prominent Demo-
cratic deputy declared that was really
all that was required in view of the
proximity of the new elections. i

Definite announcement was made that
the Majority Socialists would surrender
the Best of minister of defense to 'he
Democrats, as Philipp Scheidemann’s
party is only too glad to dodge the un-
comfortable assignment of overhauling
the army. :

London, March 25—Naval units at
Kiel on Tuesday deposed their officers
and the officers of the Baltic station, as
well as Rear-Admiral Evers, the newly
appointed chief of the station, according
to advices from Berlin. These posts
they filled with deck hands and members
of the republican officers’ league. The
units are taking orders from the civilian
governor.

Atlantic City, March 24—Home ties
are being broken all over the east for the
annual pilgrimage to the seashore for
the Easter celebration. This week the

These figures, presented to the legisla-
ture by Hon. Robert Murray, provincial
secretary, explain how the government
proposes to take care of the over-expen-
diture of the last year- They show, also,

that there is a buoyant revenue, and
that as a result of the changes made by
the Foster government the receipts from
crown lands have enormously increased.
For while it is triie that there has been a
large increase in the cut of logs on
crown lands it is also true that increased
stumpage -and . other charges and &
business-like collection of all that is due
to the province have resulted in a greatly
increased revenue. Hon. Mr. Murray
estimates the territorial revenue for the
current year at
with last year’s estimate of $809,500,
which was considerably less than the
actual receipts. From stumpage alone
he estimates receipts of $1,200,000. The
other chief source of additional revenue
is the motor vehicles tax, which is ex-
pected to yield 875,000 more than the
previous year's estimate. From varlous
other sources will come smaller increases,
making up the estimated surplus of
$831,770.52. .
Turning to the expenditures the chief
estimated increases over the past year
are for interest and sinking funds, for-
est service, public’ works, referendum - on
prohibition, vocational education, pro-
vincial hospital, school books, public
health, agriculture and the Boys’ Indus-
trial Home, with minor increases in a
number of other services. The heaviest
items in the -estimated expenditure are:

Agriculture 72,381

While the debt of the province last
vear increased $1,011,026.31, making a
total debt of $20,563,763.24, Mr. Murray
points out that against the debt are
tangible assets to the value of $60,870,-
383.48. Of this he estimates the crown
lands to be worth $50,000,000, but adds
that there are those who would put the
valuation at twice this amount. The
debt has been increased to provide
necessary public services, as, for ex-
ample, the completion of the Valley
Railway. Regarding the financial posi-
tion of the province Hon. Mr. Murray
was able to quote from the Financial
Post as follows:

“The province of New Brunswick is
in the fortunate position of securing its
loan at the lowest price yet reached in
Canada for a government or municipal
security since the war, for at the price
paid the province gets money for the
remarkably low rate of 5.085 per cent.”

Taken as a whole the budget speech
is a satisfactory deliverance. It shows
the finances of the province to be in\a
healthy state. Increase of ‘debt is wise
or otherwisc according to the purpose
for which the debt is incurred. The
present government has honestly endea-
vored to give value for money expended,
and the. only criticism that could fairly
be offered would be that it should have
made the people content themselves with
4 less efficient public service. But the
people will not be content, and so long
as the provincial revenue remains as
buoyant as at present they will demand
steadily improved services. Such mat-
ters as education, public ’works, public
health, agriculture, forest conservation
and others- call for more and more at-
{ention and larger expenditures. The
most that can reasonably be asked of a
government is that it ‘avoid extravagance
and waste, and keep the debt within
reasonable limits, with a proper rela-
tion between the liabilities and the as-
sets of the province.

The Deadly Automobile.

The National Safety Council of the
United States has made the rather
startling announcement that the auto-
mobile is the “deadliest machine in Am-
erica,” and is becoming more deadly.
After a canvass of the automobile situa-
tion in this country, it was apparent that
approximately ‘one-half of the deaths
caused by industrial accidents, of all
sorts, during recent years, were due to
automobile accidents. And it was also
found that the number of automobile
deaths had increased year by yedr, in
almost exact mathematical ratio with the
increase in the number of automobiles.
In 1910 there were 400,000 automobiles
in use in the United States and out of
every 100,000 population two and one-
third persons were killed by automobiles.
In 1917 there were 3,000,000 automobiles
and nine and one-sixth persons were
killed. 'This year it is estimated that
there will be 9,000,000 pleasure cars and
trucks in use, and that unless some de-
cisive action is taken the death rate will
be alarmingly high.

In Chicago 420 persons were killed in
automobile accidents during 1919, in
Cleveland 136, in St. Louis 97. In the
borough of Manhattan 191 children un-
der fifteen years of age were killed by

An Indian chief who was very mucu
in the limelight when the western coast
of America was discovered first was
Chief Maquinna of Vancouver Island.
He had his camp not far from Fort
Nootka, the place Captain Cook founded
in the latter days of the eighteenth cen-
tdry. He clashed with some of the first
visitors but on the whole he maintained
a friendly attitude to the newcomers.
Possibly it was because he saw oppor-
tunities of favorable trade that he was

for a time so courteous. But after a
time he became a very dangerous man
and later he was responsible for some
appalling tragedies. In 1802 he mur-
dered seven British sailors who had de-
serted their ship and sought refuge
among his people. Then the next year
the S. S. Boston was captured by his

| band because he thought he had been

insulted by the .captain of the vessel.
He made the capture of the ship by
bringing some of his warriors aboard to
dance before the captain. At a signal
given by the chief the braves leaped on
the unsuspecting whites and murdered

all bui two members of the crew. They

were kept prisoners and slaves until
1805, when another ship appeared. AS
the chief was anxious for trade, he had
a letter written by one prisoner asking
for business but unfortunately for the
chief the writer told his story of im-
prisonment so when the Indian went on
board the vessel he was held until he
agreed to release his captives.

This taught the old chief a'lesson and
for the Yest of his life he left the whites
alone fairly well. His decision was has-
tened by the fact that in 1805 a lone
white survivor of a ship that had been
taken by Indians farther north touched
off the powder magazine of the vessel

and blew himself and more than 100,

redskins to pieces with 9,000 pounds of

powder. Whites were much more re-

spected after such a demonstration.

FORMER PREMIER

(Canadian Press Despatch.)

London, March 24—Herbert H. As-
quith former premier, who recently was
elected to the house of commons from
Paisley, Scotland, in a speech at the
National Liberal Club today replied to
Premier Lloyd George’s declaration that
all the old parties should unite against
the Labor party to prevent bolshevism.

Mr. Asquith said the appeal was for
class cleaveage and the most mischievous
thing that had been done.

“I am glad we are approaching the
close of a transient era of organized in-
sincerity,” Mr. Asquith declared adding
that the free liberals would not “be
harnessed to the wheels of the Tory
chariot.”

Mr, Asquith branded the Irish bill “a
most fantastic and impracticable scheme
and the greatest travesty of self-govern-
ment ever offered a nation.”

CONCILIATION |
BOARD FOR THE
G. T.R. EMPLOYES

(Canadian Press Despatch.)

Ottawa, March 24—The minister of
labor has established "a board of con-
ciliation to deal with a disptte between
the clerks and other station employes of
the Grand Trunk Railway, members of
the Canadian Brotherhood of ‘Railroad
Employes, to the number of approxi-
mately 1,400. The dispute involves ques-
tions of changes in wages and working
conditions raised by the employes con-
cerned. Fred Bancroft, of Toronto, has
been appointed a member of the board
on behalf of the employes. The other
board members have not yet been ap-
pointed.

MINISTRY OF
HEALTH IN N. B.

(Moncton Transcript.)

When the Foster government establish-
ed a Ministry of Public Health, there
was a great deal of unseemly levity on
the part of some opposition orators and
organs. It was proclaimed with scorn-
ful assurance that the new department
would be an expensive fad, and the
cardinal principles of the public health
movement were represented to be little
better than political jokes. Today it
may be said that ne such captious eritic-
ism is heard in the land.

It need not be pretended that the
achievements of Hon. Dr. Roberts and
his department have been of character
so spectacular.as to confound the op-

position critics and astonish the public. |,

Good work, splendid work, was done
by the department during the influ-
enza epidemics, and much also has been
done by it to curtail small-pox and other
contagious diseases in this province; but
the work of the ministry has at best
been a small factor in tbe revolution in
the public attitude to public health,

The Foster government were ahead of
public sentiment in this province in the
realization of the importance of the new
conceptions of public health induced by
the war. They were ahead of the poli-
tical authorities of many other coun-
tries too. But at that they were only
acting on a proper_ appreciation of two
outstanding facts that had forced them-
selves upon the world’s .consciousness:
One was the revelations of the recruiting
officers as to physical condition of mil-
lions of young men in countries where
civilization has reached its highest de-
velopment; the other was the recogni-
tion of the need of greater attention to
the whole question of public health, of
the better conservation of human life,
after the appalling slaughter and maim-
ing of the nation’s young men.

CITY POLICY OF
INDUGEMENTS 10
NEW INDUSTRIES

Commercial Club Committee
Before Commissioners —
Mayor Said Every Consid-
eration Would Be Given —
Difficult to Establish Fixed
Policy — The Matter of

Competition.

An expression of the city’s policy with
regard to the encouragement to new in-
dustries to come to the city was re-
quested by the tax committee of the in-
dustrial and transportation teams of the
Commercial Club, which appeared before
the city commissioners inicommittee this
morning. The delegation consisted of

B. R. Armstrong, A. S. Peters, George
P. Hamm and J. D. P. Lewin.

Mr. Armstrong read a letter from the
committee to the council in which it was
stated that it was the object of the
club to induce industries to locate in
the city and in order to give prospective
firms the fullest information possible,
the committee wanted tq ascertain what
policy, if any, the city had or would
adopt with regard to exemption from
taxation for new industries or extensions
of old ones.

The inducements held out by Halifax,
Sydney, New Glasgow, Moncton, Three
Rivers, Quebec and Portland, Me., were
outlined and it was stated that it was
possible for St. John to compete with
their offers.

With regard to the authority given
the city by act of legislature, allowing
the city to grant exemption from taxes,
not including school and water rates,
for ten years, where’the industry was
not in competition with another, it was
asked if this was the settled policy of
the city. The committee also asked if
a new industry, manufacturing for ex-
port, which might be in competition

| with another of the same kind, could

also receive inducements to locate here.

Asked by Mr. Bullock, Mr. Lewis
said that there were some prospects
of new industries.

In reply to the mayor, Mr. Armstrong
said that the prospective industries ha-i
not so far complained of the present
attitude of the city.

The mayor said in the case of two
industries manufacturing for export, al-
though the city under the act could not
grant exemption to the second one the
city would no doubt ask.for legislation
to allow for exemption in both cases.

Mr. Fisher was of the opinion that the
council was willing to take every ad-
vantage of the act. Regarding competi-
tive industries for export, he thought
that legislation might be sought for ex-
emption in all cases.

The mayor said that these concessions
might be regarded as in competition, one
manufacturer with the other.

The mayor regarded the present pol-
icy as not being a fixed one, but he said
that the council
would always be glad to assist in the
location of new manufactures. He said
that cases were usually treated on their
merits, and he did not think, on account
of special.cases arising, that a perman-
ent stable policy could be adopted.

In reply to Mr. Bullock, Mr. Arm-
strong said that the committee was not
asking anything in regard to sites. The
committee was assured that favorable
consideration would be given to the re-
quest, and the members withdrew.

One Loses Life, Nine Badly
Injured, When Wilkes-
Barre Building Is Destroy-
ed — Many Jump From
Windows.

One nun lost her life and nine nuns
' were seriously burned or injured when
the Wilkes-Barre Convent of the Order
of Mercy at Wilkes-Barre Pa., was des-
troyed by fire the other morning, with
a loss of $150.000, as a- despatch re-
ported at the time.

Sixty nuns were trapped in the burning
building. Many found safety by jump-
ing from the second and third story
windows. Sister Mary Teresa, Mother
Superior of the convent, and a relative
of the Rev. John Walsh of Fordham,
died as a result of burns.

Injured nuns who were taken to the
hospital are: Sisters Gregory, Julia,
Gertrude, Agnes, Xavier and Felicita.
Three others were burned slightly and
are being taken care of in a local con-
vent.

Firemen saved two Sisters by spread-.
ing nets into which they jumped. The
fall of several others was broken by men
who tried to catch them before they
struck the pavement. One nun who
jumped from the third story had a
miraculous escape from serious injury. '
Two firemen tried to catch her and
saved her.from broken bones.

The Blessed Sacrament was saved
from the fire by Sister Casimir, who.
with Sister Mary John, took It from
the tabernacle and tried to make her
way through the flaming corridors.
Finding this impossible, Sister Mary
John told Sister Casimir to go through
the window. The latter hung to the
ledge with the Sacrament in her hand,
‘while hundreds of spectators below pray-
ed for her. A ladder was rushed up to
the window and the nun was taken from
her perilous position just as her hand
was slipping from the ledge. Sister
Mary John was rescued in the same
manner. Sister Gregory was cut off on
the third floor front and had to jump.

The origin of the fire is unknown, but
the Rev. J. J. Curran, pastor of St.
Mary’s church, believes that crossed
wires between the first and second floors
started the blaze. The whole building
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was in flames before any of the Sisters
made their escape. Their habits were

burned but they bgre up bravely through
a terrible experience.

In addition to the loss of $150,000 on
the building, tapestries, paintings and
musical instruments valued at several
thousand dollars were burned.

HOW THE ISAIAH K.
STETSON WAS LOST

(Yarmouth Herald.)

Joseph C. Watkins of Yarmouth Bar,
who with Captain William Reiker of St.
John, N. B., were the only ones who
were saved from the crew of the ill-
fated schooner Isaih K. Stetson, arrived
home by the D. A. R. last evening. In
conversation with the Telegram this
morning, Mr. Watkins told a most heart-
rending story of the wreck, and the
rescue was not made a moment too soon,
as both were so exhausted and overcome
from exposure as to be absolutely help-
less. They had been taken from the
wreck aboard the Acushnet and landed
in New Bedford, Mass., before they re-
vived’ sufficiently to realize what was
going on.

Mr. Watkins told of how the schooner
struck at a very early hour last Sunday
morning, and almost instantly it was
seen that she would ‘be a total loss.
Captain Reiker at once ordered all
hands to the rigging. The mate, Nelson
McKay, aged about 55, a native of Bar-
rington, and a seaman, Manford Nicker-
son, about 28, of Clark’s Harbor, went
to the forward rigging. For some pur-
pose which shall never be known they

ere shortly after seen returning to the
deck, and almost at the same instant a
huge sea broke over the vessel and they
were not seen again. Watkins stated
that he went in the mizzen rigging to
the mizzenmasthead and that another
seaman, named Ellis, of Digby, went to
a similar position in the mainmast.
Shortly after Ellis attempted to cross on
the mainstay to join Watkins, and as
did so he lost his hold and fell into the
sea and was drowned.

Mate McKay leaves a widow at Yar-
mouth Bar, and Manford Nickerson
leaves a widow and one child, residing
at Yarmouth South.

Mr. Watkins remained in New Bed-
ford until Tuesday morning, when he
felt sufficiently recovered to travel to
Boston, hoping to take passage by train,
leaving that city that evening for St.
John. Mr. Watkins still shows the ter-
rible strain which the exposure made
upon him, and it will be some days yet
before he will be quite recovered from
his awfgl experience.

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Provincial Budget
Forecasts A Surplus
Of $331,771 For 1920

STUMPAGE COLLECTION MORE
THAN DOUBLE

Flattering Comment of Financial Post — Further

Aid for U. N. B. — Details of Income and Ex-

penditures.

Fredericton, N. B.,, March 24—The estimated income and expenditures for
the province, as shown in the budget whifh was presented today to the legis-
‘4sirre by the provincial secretary treasurer shows an anticipated surplus of
$331,77 for the fiscal year of 1920, One of the fost gratifying features of the
sstimates is the hope held out for a very large increase in the revenue. Last
rear the estimated revenue was $2,064,230, and the actual cash receipts $2,182,-
419. The estimates for the current year show a total of $2,829,483. Although
the actual expenses last year far outran the estimates, the revenue'in sight this
year is a quarter of a million in excess of last year’s record expenditures, and
a third of a million greater than the expenditisres planned for this year, which
are placed at $2,497,712.

PROVINCE IN FINE POSITION.

The chief source of the anticipated increase in revenue is the stumpage col-
fection for the timber cut on crown fands, which is estimated at $1,200,000,
more than twice the amount received last year and greater than the total of
any three previous years. This increase, which is based on reports already in
the hands of the department concerned, is,
this year, but much more to the increase in stumpage rates put into effect by
the present government and to the more efficient methods of collection in-
troduced during the last few years. Another large increase is found in the
estimated revenue from the motor vehicles tax, which yielded $116,000 fast
year and which is expected to bring $185,000 this year.

That the province is not merely solvent but extremely rich in its tangible
resources, is shown by the statement made by Hon. Robert Murray in his
budget, when he presented a statement of the assets ‘and . liabilities of the
province, The total bond indebtedness, he said, was $20,563,000, while the as-
sets of the provinge, not including the permanent roads and bridges, repre-
sent a value of more than $60,000,000.

Comment on provincial financing, quoted frem a Toronto financial journal,
by the provinical secretary in his speech today, indicates that in the opinion of
those, qualified to judge, the affairs of the province are being administered in
2 miner which will maintain its prosperity. Referring to the million dollar
loan secured last May, the Financial Post said: :

“The Province of New Brunswick is in the fortunate position of
securing its loan at the lowest price yet reached in Canada for any gov-
ernment or municipal security since the war.” \

FAVORABLE COMPARISON. ’

The minister, in reviewing the loans secured during the year showed how
favorably they compared with those of other provinces and cities. In response
to the criticism that one loan had been made payable in New York, he said
that this was due to the short-sightedness of the previous government in issuing
five year debentures which came due at a time when Canada had been drained
of ready money by the Victory Loan and when it was neccesary to make this
concession to secure a satisfactory price. 5

M, Pecks criticisms of the financial policy of the government were disposed
of in a manner which showed, to use Hon, Mr. Murray’s words, that “the wizard
of finance from Albert county knew as much about financial affairs as a goose
does about geometry.” i

In reply to the insinuation that someone had profited on the loans at the
expense of the government, he challenged the opppsition to produce evidence of
wrong doing or negligence on the part of himself or any member of his depart-
ment,

In his reveiw of affalrs during the year which has passed, Hon. Mr. Mur-
ray touched on some of the more notable achievements of the government and
repdily and convincingly answered what little criticism the oppositfon has had to
offer,

Referring to an editorial comment in The Standard, to the effect that the
government probably regretted having abandoned a system of bookkeeping under
which deficits easily could be concealed, Hen Mr. Mutrray said that the present
government had abandoned that system because they did not wish to conceal
anything from the ‘people. It was because of such methods that the electors
had risen in fheir might and thrown the previous administration out of office, If
they had acknowledged the patriotic potato deficit, for instance, they might
have been forgiven, but the people never would forgive their attempt at conceal-
ment,

Bill Passes Lords Despite Op-
position of Episcopal Bench,
Catholic and High Angli-
can Church Peers.

London, March 25—The House of
Lords by a vote of ninety-three to forty-
five yesterday passed the second reading
of a bill introduced by Baron Buckmast-
 er, proposing important divorce reforms.

The bill, which is based on the ma-
jority report of a royal commission, ex-
tends the grounds for divorce to cover,
among other reasons, three years’ deser-
tion, habitual drunkenness, and cases
where a sentence of death has been com-
muted to life servitude.

After a powerful and impassioned
speech by Baron Birkenhead, the Lord
Chancellor, who supported the measure
on behalf of the government, the second
reading was carried despite the opposi-
tion of the Episcopal bench, and the
Catholic and High Anglican Church

eers.

The bill has not yet appeared in the
i House of Commons, but is said to be al-
| most certain of being carried when it
goes there.

MINERS’ WAGES IN
U. S. AND ENGLAND

Washington, March 25—Suggestion
that the joint scale committee of oper-
ators and miners of the central competi-
tive bituminous coal field meet on Mon-
day in New York to draft a new wage
agreement was made in a telegram yes-
terday by John L. Lewis, president of
the United Mine Workers of America
to Thomas T. Brewster, chairman of the
operators’ scale committee.

The operators and miners were asked
by President Wilson on Tuesday to con-
vene the joint wage conference as soon
as possible so that the uncertainty as to
the fuel supply might be ended. At the
same time the president said he expect-
ed the majority report of the coal com-
mission, recommending an average wage
increase of twenty-seven per cent would
be accepted as binding on both the oper-
ators and miners.

I.ondon, March 25—(Canadian Press)
—Negotiations with the miners who have
been endeavoring to secure an accepglblc
revision of the government’s refusal of
the men’s wage demands, will not be en- i
tered into by the government, it develop-
ed yesterday afternoon.

The delegates of the South Wales min-
ers who are here and have been in con- |
ference over the government’s counter}
proposal of a 20 per cent increase in wages |
declare that the government is hoarding
coal in preparation for eventualities.
Labor Organ’s Statement.

London, March 25—The government,
says the Daily Herald, organ of the !
workmen, has decided on extreme mea- |
sures to defeat the miners in the event
of a strike by them. A plan, says the

newspaper, has been prepared at the
war office and approved by the govern-|
ment for starving the miners into sub-|
mission, using the army as a blockading ,
force. All mining villages and town- |
ships are to be surrounded by military |
cordons and no commodities or persons
are to be allowed to pass it. It says
the plan is ready to the smallest detail,
and can be put into operation on an
hour’s notice. The newspaper says that
“what the government has overlooked is
the temper of the army and the temper
of the workers.”

“There is no shadow of a doubt,” the
Herald continues, “that these two sec-
tions will know how to deal with the
plot. We do not believe our comrades
in the army will allow themselves to be
used against labor in a class war. We
do not believe that any government at-
tempting to operate such a plan will be
‘able to stand against an uprising of
workers so great as it will amount in-
evitably to revolution.”

HIGHER RATE BASE
AND RETURN IN N. B.
POWER CO. BILL

/Fredericton, March 24—The new bill
prepared by the New Brunswick Power
Company, which was introduced in the
legislature today contains several pro-.
posals which will be viewed with inter- |
est by the citizens of St. John. Perhaps
the most important change, to the pat-
rons of the company who pay the bills,
is found in the section which directs
that rates shall be fixed so as to yield a
return of eight per cent on the rate base,
mstead of seven per cent as previously
demanded. The rate base itself is fixed
in this bill at $3,100,000 instead of $2,-
800,000 as recommended by the Curricr
commission, on the grounds, it is saids
that the former figure representing the
replacement value is more equitable than
the cost basis.

The public directors, recommended by
the Currier commission as the represent-
atives of the citizens on the board, are
eliminated, the reason g.ven beiag tnal
the city was unwilling to pay the fees
of such officials. /

The bill provides for the appointment
of an impartial accountant by the direc-
tors each year to report on the propriety
and distribution of charges to the vari-
ous accounts. Notice of the appointment
shall be given to the municipality before
November 1, each year, and if the muni-
cipality objects within fifteen days the
public -utilities commission would be re-
quired to either dismiss the objection or
select another accountant.

The duty of fixing the rates to be
charged by the company is placed on the
board of directors, from whose decision
appeal may be made to the utilities comn-
mission. Meanwhile the rates fixed by
the interm order of Currier commission
would remain in force until the end of
the year and thereafter until revised by
the directors. The board of directors,
according to the bill, determine the ex-
tent and character of the various ser-
yices which public convenience may re-
quire but this also is subject to appeal
to the utilities commission.

The directors are required to provide
out of earnings an annual depreciation
allowance of at least $75,000 until the
fund amounts to at least $220,000, and
shall be maintained at a sum not less
than seven per cent of the rate base.

Another section provides that thek

company may issue and sell additional
shares in its capital stock, and other
securities, not necessarily at par value,
and subject to such stipulations as are
necessary to invite investment of capital
in developments or improvements. It
is provided that-any expenditure made
to add to the company’s plans of work-
ing capital or in development of water
power or acquiring water power proper-
ty, shall be added to the rate base. 1t
is also provided that when current gen-
erated from waher power is supplied by
the company, $118,000 with carrying
charges thereon shall be added to the
rate base to cover cost of water power
property now owned by the company.

In lieu of all other rates taxes or
assessments in the city of St. John or
the parishes of Lancaster, Simonds or
Rothesay, the company shall pay three
per cent of its gross earnings in such
city, municipality or parish. This would
relieve the company of all other charges
except the cost of replacing torn up
streets. and the annual rental for the
use of the bridge at the Reversing Falls.
Authority is sought to continue the oper-
ation of the Eastern Electric Company,
all profits therefrom to be considered as
part of the income available for ex-
penses and return on the rate base.

F. R. Taylor, of St. John, counsel
for the New Brunswick Power Company,
arrived in Fredericton tonight, presum-
ably in the interests of the company’s
bill.

HEAD OFFICE IN MONCTON.

Times of application to the provincial
legislature for the incorporation of the
Central Trust Company with a capital
of $3500,000. The head office is to be in
Moncton and it is understood that a
number of prominent business men in

It is expected to be in
operation in June or July and it is like-
ly that the company will erect a build-
ing in Moncton suitable for its purposes.

Lindsay Crawford in
Quebec

Disavow Loyalty to England
so Long “As She Keeps Ire-
land Fettered, Shackled and
Enthralled in Bondage.”

Quebee, March 25—Lindsay Crawford,
sditor of the Toronto Statesman, ad-
iressed a meeting of some 1,500 Irish-
men here 'last night on “Ireland,” and
the meeting passed a resolutjon “dis-
avowing any loyalty to England as long
as she kept Ireland fettered, shackled and
enthralled in bondage.”

Mr. Crawford argued that the Irish
question was bound up with the wider |
issie of imperial reconstruction and that |
its solution must be found in the com-
plete independence and sovereignty not
only ¢f Ireland, but of Canada and the
other self-governing dominions.

AMERICANS BRING BACK
GOODS SOLD TO NORWAY
TWO YEARS AGO.

Christiana, March 25—American rcp-
resentatives are trying to re-purchase
dry goods and wearing apparel bought
from the United States from 1618 to
1920 for re-export to the United States,
as the prices of these commodities are
50 per cent lower than those now pre-
vailing in the American markets. Im-
mediately after the war Norway was
flooded with American dry goods and
wearing apparel, and Norwegian firins
placed large orders in  America for
further delivery.

El Paso, Texas, March 25—According
to reports brought to the border Ilast
night, an entire Mexican farm settle-
ment near Santa Barbara, Chihuahua,
was wiped out on Sunday, March 14
when Francisco Villa and his followers
massacred more than fifty men, women
and children and burned their homes and
crops.

Tt is déclared that fifteen of the #¥tack-
ing party were killed by the farmers.

The
reduction this year is due to the lower-
ing of the normal‘income tax rate.
