Forty-one Enemy Machines De­
stroyed and Twenty Mere Driven

London, Aug. 11—The official com­
munication dealing with aviation, issued 
this evening, follows :

“On Aug. 10 there was intense fight­
ing in the air mainly over the battle 
area.

“Forty-one enemy machines were de­
stroyed during the day and twenty were 
driven down oat of control. Twelve of 
our machines are missing.

“Twenty-three and one-half tons of 
bombs were dropped by our airmen in 
the course of the day, and thirty-one 
tons, principally upon bridges and sta­
tions in the Somme Valley, during the 
following night

“The work of oconnaiseance and ob­
servation for artillery fire was actively 
carried on along the whole front while 
co-operation with the other arms in the 
battle has been actively continued.

“The amount of small arm ammuni­
tion fired from the air upon retreating 
enemy troops and transport has broken 
all recent recods. On the night of Aug. 
10-11 two hostile night bombing mach­
ines were brought down by us. The 
first was a giant German machine with 
five engines and a heavy load of bombs.

“Anti-aircraft fire has also shot down 
two other enemy machines during the 
last two days.

“On the morning of the 11th inst our 
squadrons attacked the railway station 
at Karlsruhe and a hostile aerodrome.

“Clouds hindered observation, but one 
large bomb was seen to hit the station 
at Karlsruhe, causing an explision.

A few sturgeon are still taken in the 
St. John river. A farmer who told of 
seeing a fisherman near the Devil’s Back 
skinning four sturgeon which were four 
or five feet long, said he remembered 
when it was an important industry and 
fish ten feet long, or of even greater 
length, were not unusual. There was 
then a fish-house on the shore near the 
•Landing, with ice-house, and large quan­
tities of the fish were shipped. The 
meat is reddish in color, and more like 
beef than fish in general appearance. A 
good market is found in New York.

The Canadian people may well be proud 
at the brilliancy of conception, the per­
fection of organization and the rigid 
imposition of the all essential quality of 
secrecy with which the Canadian force 
was moved many miles by long night 
marches and was thrown into action on 
the Somme at the appointed hour en­
tirely unknown to the enemy.

French Continue

London, Aug. 12—The French are cor. 
tinuing their advance between the Avre 
and the Oise, according to news receiv­
ed in London today and have captured 
the town of L’Echelle-Staurin, three 
miles directly west of Roye.

The line on this front now runs from 
L’Echelle-Staurin, southeast through Ar­
mancourt and TUlolloy, three miles 
southwest of Roye, and continues in a 
southeasterly direction through Gury, 
eleven miles southeast of Montdidier. It 
then curves more to the east and passes 
through the Monti guy quarry to the hill 
north of Antoval, just northwest of 
Ribecourt, on the Oise.

Direct From Mill to Home
Washington, Aug. 6—Although the 

national German-American alliance vol­
untarily disbanded itself, under cross­
fire from congress and under the shadow 
of disloyalty, there are not lacking in­
dications that this move on the part of 
the alliance did not spell the end of those 
activities for which this body was called 
to task before the judiciary committee 
of the United States senate. After 
haustive hearings covering the activities 
of the hyphen alliance before and since 
the United States.entered the war, the 
junior senator from Utah, William |
Howard King, who had charge of the

That is 
what Great Britain is doing, and that 
is what you, fellow citizens, are doing 
in fighting for Belgium, Serbia, France 

i and other countries whose people, priests 
and nuns have been massacred and out­
raged by a cruel and unscrupulous foe. 
Your work is a patriotic work. You 
have every reason to he proud of your 
work and proud of your soldiers.”

Of conditions in the United States the 
Continental and Commercial National 
Bank of Chicago says: “Speaking broad­
ly, the testimony of practical business 
men is that tbe country is in a strong 
position for war time.

“There were much more horrible 
tilings in the house—things beyond de­
scription—but the American rightly 
picked that out as most characteristic 
and most dastardly. With a look on 
his face that would have warned any 
opponent to keep his distance, the Amer­
ican said:

“ ‘The next damned German that tries 
to murder me had better make sure that 
he makes no mistake about it.”'

ONTARIO MAY LEAD.
Hon. Dr. Cody, the new minister of 

education in Ontario, has declared him­
self in favor of compulsory medical and 
dental inspection of schools rural as well 
as urban, throughout the province. In 
an address to a meeting of public school 
inspectors and teachers for rural dis­
tricts, held at the Ontario Agricultural 
College in Guelph last week, Hon. Dr. 
Cody said:

“There is a real need, throughout our 
rural schools particularly, for medical and 
dental examination. I don’t think it will 
ever do to let this rest as merely a$i 
optional matter. We are not-conserving 
our children if we do not also try to 
conserve them in body. I feel that this 
matter must be taken up and dealt with 
right speedily. The Women’s Institutes 
are doing excellent work in some parts 
of ^he province in carrying out medical 
inspection, but at the best it is only 
spasmodic. The system when intro­
duced in this province must be compul­
sory and universal.*

Hon. Dr. Cody went on to say that the 
problems of city and country, speaking 
broadly, were the same, and pointed out 
that 45 per cent of the school children 
of the province were in rural schools. 
These required medical and dental in­
spection just as much as city children. 
The cities and towns, or most of them, 
have medical inspection and school 
nurses, and Toronto at least has a very 
thorough system of dental inspection.

“Carry on” has been the motto of the 
Canadian nursing sisters since the Hun 
airmen bombed their hospitals, and their 
courage and steadfastness has gained 
them the admiration of all British, 
French and American soldiers who have 
come under their care.

Night after night, for over a week, two 
of the largest of our Canadian hospitals 
worked steadily, although they were in 
the very centre of one of the heavily- 
bombed areas. Several of the nursing 
sisters were killed and wounded, and sev­
eral of the staff were wiped out. The 
colonel of one hospital decided to send 
the blue-gowned girls to a distant hos­
pital on the icoast practically immune 
from raids. A few were started for this 
haven, then from the others came a 
great protest. “We 'will carry on,” they 
declared, and the colonel permitted them 
to remain.

Each night the sisters on duty were 
served out with shrapnel-proof shields 
to wear under their uniforms, emergency 
operations were carried through without 
a hitch, and many a soldier’s life was 
saved, although the surgical hut rocked 
with the force of explosions from bombs 
that dropped only a few yards off. In 
other huts, when the raid syren was 
blown, these indomitable girls from 
Canada went through their wards and 
gently lifted helpless patients to the 
floor, where under the shelter of the 
sandbag barrier that lined the hut, they 
were comparatively safe from flying 
shrapnel. Then, and only then, they 
sought shelter in the bomb-proof shelt­
ers. If, unluckily, a ward was hit by a

ficers and men whose names are on the 
list By this means in an appreciable 
number of cases, information has been 
received showing what has been the fate 
of the missing.

It will be seen that by these ar­
rangements an endeavor is made to cov­
er broadly the whole field of possible 
witnesses of the missing soldiePs fate, 
and if he has unfortunately met his 
death upon the battlefield to place his 
relatives in possession of definite inform­
ation upon the subject.

If on the other hand he is in fact a 
prisoner of war, news is in the great 
majority of cases received from him di­
rect in the first instance by means of 
letters addressed to his relatives. In a 
few cases his name first appears upon an 
official German list, but unfortunately 
in a number of these, the list shows that 
he has died in hospital a few days af­
ter capture. In all but very exceptional 
cases, the news of his being a prisoner 
comes through before there would have 
been time for an enquiry to be sent to 
Germany, and for an answer to be re­
ceived.

Individual enquiries sent to Germany; 
in missing cases have been found by ex­
perience to produce no correct informa­
tion that was not already in the pos­
session of the War Office, and as the is­
sue of the lists of missing ensures much 
wider circulation of the names individ­
ual enquiries are not now sent

N. B.bomb, one of the first to rush to the res­
cue would be a nursing sister as cool as 
she was courageous, a wonderful tonic 
for the shell-wrecked men who were in 
her care.

In the Canadian casualty clearing sta­
tions closer to the lines girls faced daily 
death and possible capture with an ever- 
changing front. More than one hospital 
has been heavily shelled during a battle, 
when the rush of wounded was so con­
tinuous there could be no thought of 
evacuating the place. On some occas­
ions during the March-April offensive, 
the hospitals were drenched with enemy 
gas, and the sisters had to wear gas 
masks for hours, doing what gentle tasks 
they could with a handicap.

When forward casualty clearing sta­
tions were swept away, little bands of 
these brave girls marched with the re­
tiring troops, occasionally getting a lift 
on an ambulance, until they reached some 
other overworked hospital, and there 
they would forget their fatigue and join 
their comrades in the work of mercy. 
Some Canadian sisters who came 
through that ordeal actually did duty in 
as many as five different hospitals in the 
week, scores of miles apart.

Hardware and Metal:—Unseed oil 
features the markets this week In a de­
cline in some quarters of ten cents per 
gallon A decided drop in the seed mar­
ket of thirty-five cents over figures pre­
vailing last week has brought this about, 
though the feeling generally is that lit­
tle lower prices can be looked for. The 
situation in regard to supplies shows no 
■material Improvement, and only curtail­
ed demand enables crushers to take care 
of orders.

A fifty cent advance in galvanised 
sheets has been made in some quart­
ers. The question of supplies becomes 
increasingly difficult, and jobbers face 
a period when dwindling stocks are 
about the best they have to look forward 
ta Practically all sheets now being 
sold are going to manufacturers engaged 

I in war work. Jobbers have served a 
very useful purpose, it is intimated, in 
looking after this demand, when other­
wise a cessation of operations might have 
resulted from inability to get delivery 
from the mills.

Further advances in manufactured 
steel and iron products are apparent in 
quotations named on screw hook and 
strap hinges, spring butts, floor hinges, 
and shelf brackets.

Commissioner McLellan Presents 
Plans to the Council—Tower to 
be Erected by Grant & Horne 
—Floor Tenders Opened

At a committee meeting of the com­
mon council held tills morning tenders 
for reflooring No. 1 Hook and Ladder 
and No. 7 Engine House were opened. 
Five were received as follows :—

J. McDonald—No. 1, $867; No. 7, $997.
Louis & Thomas Stevens—No. 1, 

$447.96; No. 7, 692.60.
Louis Corey—No. 1, $700; No. 7, $800.
J. H. Burley—No. 1, 706.
B. Mooney & Sons—No. 1, $787; Ne. 

7, $931.
On motion of Commissioner Fisher it 

was decided to refer the tenders to 
Mayor Hayes and the Commissioner of 
Public Safety, to report to the common 
council at Tuesday's meeting.

Commissioner McLellan then reported 
that he had plans and specifications 
made for the erection of a wooden tower 
on a concrete base for the purpose of 
installing a fire bell and striker in the 
rear of No. 5 Engine House in Main 
street. He said that he proposed to use 
the bell now over the Hook and Ladder 
Station in Portland street and to take 
the striker from St. David’s church 
tower and use it as the one at Portland 
street was in poor condition. He satd 
that the long sought bell striker in 
North End was about to materialize. 
After showing the plans to the members 
of the council, he asked that he be given 
authority to have the tower erected and 
to have the work done by some reliable 
firm who had the material and facilities. 
He said that he had interviewed the firm 
« f Grant and Horne and that they had 
the timber, which would have to be used 
in the construction of the tower as well 
as competent men to do the work. He I 
said that their figure would be within 
the $300 set aside for this work. Com­
missioner Fisher advocated that the 
work be given out by tender. Commis­
sioner McLellan said that he had no ob­
jection to offering the work by tender, 
only that he knew the trouble which 
would be experienced in procuring the 
material. He said if it was given out by 
tender that the responsibility of the 
work would have to be taken by the 

Commissioner Hilyard said 
that he felt that it would facilitate mat­
ters if the work was done as suggested 
by Commissioner McLellan and he 
would support a motion to that effect. 
On motion of Commissioner McLellan, 
seconded by Commissioner Hilyard, this 
procedure was agreed to.

Commissioner McLellan then asked the 
members of the council if they had heard 
anything from the government regard­
ing the memorial regarding the police, 
magistrate. All said that they had not.

Commissioner Bullock then asked for 
authority to purchase 1686 lineal feet of 
Douglas fir for use in repairing No. 4 
berth in West St. John. On motion he 
was given the authority asked.

He then recommended the sale of lots 
728 in Brooks ward, comer of Victoria 
and Germain staeete, for a sum of $240, 
and lot 928 imv.Guy’s ward in Watson 
street, for $400. On motion this was also 
granted.
Electric Signs.

Commissioner Fisher spoke about | 
granting permission to firms to erect 
electric signs in front of their places of 
business and said that he felt that some­
thing should be done to draw a line so 
they could be properly controlled. He 
said that he had received a request from 
Arthur Bassis in Dock street and would 
bring up the matter at a meeting of the 
council.

He spoke about the occupation of the 
lower end of Hazen street, near Pond, 
by the Phoenix foundry and said that 
complaints had been received. He ad­
vised that the council take no action and 
that the matter be left in his hands. 
Mayor Hayes suggested that he bring in 
a resolution to that effect. Commissioner 
McLellan said that he would not sup- I 
port any such resolution. He consid­
ered that if the council should not take 
action no authority should be given any 
one commissioner. He said that it was 
only a family squabble and that the per­
son protesting was using the street for 
the purpose of storing teams. He said 
there was plenty of street room for both 
and he did not think any obstacle should 
be placed in the way of a firm manu­
facturing munitions. Commissioner Bul­
lock thought the matter could be ami­
cably settled.
Fuel Question.

Mayor Hayes then brought up the 
matter of the fuel question. He said | 
that there was lots of transportation | 
facilities available, but it seemed that 
when such was the case there was no 
coal available and vice versa. He said 
a report from five of the leading coal | 
merchants showed that during the 
months of May, June and July they had 
delivered 10,367 tons, while last year 
they delivered 18,993 tons. This shows 
a falling off of forty-five per cent. There 
was a large amount of soft coal shipped ; 
this year, according to the figures, which j 
showed that 12,740 tons were delivered ; 
as against 7,777 tons during the same 1 
period in 1917. Mayor Hayes said that 
one merchant told him he had soft coal 
and was in a position to deliver more 
than he was getting orders for. He ad­
vocated that more people should lay in 
a supply of soft coal. The other com­
missioners spoke briefly on the question.

Mayor Hayes read an invitation from 
the South End Improvement League to 
attend the official opening of the new 
playgrounds this evening. The meeting 
then adjourned.
