For instance, 
there are some dogs which will not go 
under leash and there are also some dogs

this part of the law is that the matter 
should be left to the common sense of 
the owner, and he should be made re­
sponsible for the actions of his dog. If a 
man knows that his dog will follow him 
about without wandering and doing dam­
age, he should be allowed to assume- the 
responsibility, and if the dog should do 
any damage he shahid be called upon 
to pay a heavy fine and then be com­
pelled to keep the dog under leash- TMe

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EXTENDS WELCOME INEmpress rod Two Other Recent 
Cases Are Quoted in London

Deposed King rod German Wife 
Said to Be at Variance ;LONDON TO ROOSEVELT iwas

London, June 18—The frequency of 
the receipt of false wireless messages at 
Lloyd’s . has. led, the authorities in Lon­
don to take steps to remedy the evil. 
One or two proposals are to be submit­
ted for approval. One is that all ships 
■equipped with radio-telegraphic appar­
atus should be made to report “all well” 
once or twice every twenty-four hours, 
while another suggestion is that each 
vessel should have a secret password 
known only to the captain and the chiefs 
of wireless stations.

The result of scares is not only a 
good deal of unnecessary anxiety, but 
heavy loss to underwriters, who are in 
fact beginning to doubt the accuracy of 
serious messages. For instance, in the 
belief that the news of the foundering 
of the Empress of Ireland was 
renoe of recent canards, the overdue 
market at Lloyd’s was found willing to 
write the risk of the total loss at the 
nominal figure of two guineas per cent, 
at which a fairly large bushtes swaa 
done, with the result that heavy liabil­
ity was incurred.

Not many weeks ago, it will be re­
membered a German steamer was re­
ported abandoned in the Bay of Biscay, 
and reinsurances were effected at 80 
guineas per cent, but it subsequently 
transpired that she had gone to the as­
sistance of a vessel in distress. Another 
case was that of the Pacific Mail Com­
pany’ liner Siberia, which was said to 
have stranded between Yokohama and 
Hong Kong, but which was all the time 
safe in port. That misleading message 
cost underwriters about $100,000.

Paris, June 18—Although the repeat­
ed rumors of a divorce between the de­
posed King Manuel of Portugal and his 
German princess lack confirmation, 
friends of the family in Paris declare 
that their affairs have reached an acute 
stage. Manuel and his wife have never 
understood each other, and in spite of 
praiseworthy efforts on the part of both 
to arrive at an honorable arrangement 
of their life, they have never succeeded 
in bridging the gulf which opened be­
tween them immediately after their mar­
riage.

The marriage was an idyll. Queen 
Amelia looked upon the daughter of her 
old friend, the Prince of Hohenlohe 
Sigmaringen as the ideal wife for her 
son, possessing all those qualities which 
were lacking in his character. The little 
princess had a will of her own and was 
not devoid of ambition. Might she not 
be the means of bringing Manuel 
to his throne? Such a role, however, de­
manded, first of all, experience, and In 
this the princess was totally lacking. She 
found that Manuel was a careless, easy­
going, almost irresponsible youth, ir­
resolute but yet capable of sudden and 
unforsern obstinacy. He on his side saw 
in her a narrow-minded authoritative 
young person, with ideas which appear­
ed to him out-of-date and provincial,— 
a passion for housekeeping and other do­
mestic virtues which fell in neither with 
his tastes nor his requirements. Under 
these circumstances a quarrel was inevit­
able.

Queen Amelia and the intimates of 
the two families are doing their best to 
smoothe away the differences but they 
are not optimistic.

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EAST AND WEST
The Canadien Manufacturers’ Associ­

ation had some home truths presented to 
them at their meeting in Montreal this 
week by Mr. Charles A. Dunning, gen­
eral manager of the Saskatchewan Co­
operative Elevator Company. He point­
ed out to them that the western farmer 
is worse off in regard to his markets 
.than those of South America, Australia, 
Russia and large parts of the United 
States. The cost of transportation in 
his case is a very serious matter. Mr- 
Dunning told them further that the 
farmers are pressed down by debts to 
the implement makers, and said that 
100,000 farmers in Saskatchewan alone 
owe $85,000,000 for agricultural machin­
ery. Passing to a discussion of the tar­
iff, Mr. Dunning spoke with a frankness 
which must have quite taken away the 
breath of the high protectionists in that 
assembly. A report of his address says:

“The western farmers were over­
whelmingly free traders and this had 
been brought about because they are the 
people who bear the burden of tariffs 
without receiving any benefit from them. 
Newcomers to the west were speedily im­
bued with the free trade ideas of those 
around them, and they could rest assured 
that if the protectionists of Eastern 
Canada put on the screws too hard dur­
ing their time of power there would be 
a great change eventually, due to the in­
creased voting power of the west. No 
one regretted the division of feeling be­
tween Eastern and Western Canada more 
thag he. On each side of the great barren 
stretch north of Lake Superior two 
classes were developing, causing a divis­
ion which may place the future develop­
ment of the Dominion In jeopardy. They 
of the west are as loyal to their empire 
and country as the easterner, and If all 
was to remain united in spirit, they must 
make strenuous efforts to understand 
each other’s ideas and each other’s point 
of view.”

There was here much food for thought 
for the members of the Manufacturers’ 
Association; but we are not told that 
they expressed any desire to exert them­
selves to make the position of the west­
ern farmer in regard to markets or sup­
plies any more satisfactory.

Mr. Dunning might have pointed out 
that the Dominion Millers’ Association 
is able to ship flour to the United States 
and pay duty, and that the price of Can­
adian flour in London is lower than it is 
In Montreal. His appeal, however, and 
that of all who desire larger markets 
and a downward revision of the tariff 
must be made to the people at large. 
There is nothing to be hoped for from 
the manufacturers.

Disgusted, I thought 
of giving up this “heartless profession,” 
having had an offer t(S become private 
secretary to Ellis Ashmead Bartlett.

Mr. Bartlett was interested in a pa­
per called “England,” md the subeditor­
ship of that journal WtW- With the post 
of secretary.

Lucille Kile and Mildred Schwinn, 
both aged fourteen, pupils of the Web­
ster School in East St. Ix>uis, made their 
teachers “lay down” their spelling books 
and end a twelve hours’ contest. Both 
had spelled correctly 1,700 words.

Prince of Wales’ theatre, having built 
it out of the fortune he made over “The 
Colonel.” His first production was a re­
vival of Gilbert’s “Palace of Truth,” 
which did not last long. Realising that 
a successor would be needed in a hur­
ry, I haunted Mr. Bruce’s offices; and at 
last he offered to put up “The Private 
Secretary”—if I could find the means to 
finance it.

Have you ever tried to raise money ? 
It’s a difficult game, believe ’me; but I 
stuck to it, and, after many struggles, 
obtained thé sum Bruce had named. One 
of my chief supporters was the late 
Charles Merry, who put in £800 and 
drew out over £10,000—not bad, that, as 
a twenty to one chance ! So “The Priv­
ate Secretary,” in four acte, was launch­
ed on his interesting career, and at first 
things looked far from promising. On 
March 29, 1884, we rang the curtain up, 
and on its final descent the audience 
booed and hissed—tiffs chief cause at 
their annoyance being a long and unex­
plained wait between the second and 
third acts. This irritated the audience, 
and they “guyed’ ’the rest of the play.

I was appearing at the Court, in 
“Dan’l Druce,” and could not get away 
to follow the fortunes of my play. But 
Arthur Cecil, having seen the first two 
acts, which went splendidly, tore round 
to cheer me with the news that the play 
was a winner. When my show was over, 
I dashed to the Prince’s full of joy and 
bliss. My feelings may be imagined 
when the curtain fell to a stonm of 
groans and on taking the call for the 
“author” I was yelled at and booed for 
having written such a play.

Next day the critics praised the play­
ers and condemned the play—it was 
wonderfully acted, by the way, and Sir

Herbert Tree, who played the Rev. 
Robert Spalding, has never done any­
thing better, to my mind. Some cheer­
ing lines, taken verbatim from one of 
the newspapers, sum up the general ver­
dict on my play: “The talents of capable 
actors were fritted away on worthless 
parts, and not ail their efforts can save 
this play from a dismal fate.” The “dis­
mal fate” turned out to be an uninter­
rupted run of more than two years, three 
successful London revivals, innumerable 
tours—still running—sucçess in Amer­
ica, India, and Australia. In fact, the 
play proved a positive gold mine, and is 
still making money after thirty-one 
years !

From the day 
we put the notice up, “The Private Sec­
retary” became a roaring success, and 
when J am asked how I began, I feel 
constrained to relate the strange history 
of this farce, which is, in point of fact, 
the actual story of the beginning of my 
stage career.

Since then I have produced many 
plays in England, and have been suffi­
ciently fortunate to strike gold several 
times. My London “homes,” theatrical­
ly, have been many; Pve been happy in 
them all, but nowhere happier than in 
my present abode, the Apollo Tehatre, 
where Monckton Hoffe’s comedy, 
“Things We’d Like to Know,” looks like 
settling down into an established 
cess. I could go on “reminiscing” for 
months with a little encouragement, but 
Pm sure you’ve had quite enough of me, 
only you are too polite to say so. Thank 
you—and so long!

Each of these gowns or cos­
tumes is placed in a separate box so ar­
ranged that it can be obtained whenever 
required with a minimum of trouble and 
delay. These are kept at Buckingham 
Palace, and whenever Her Majesty trav­
els to any other of her residences, or to 
pay visits either to the provinces or to 
foreign countries, she takes her list and 
indicates to her maids which frocks she 
desires to take with her.

As might be expected, Her Majesty 
finds the staff necessary to take charge 
of her wardrobe rather a large one, and 
has no fewer than seven maids, in addi­
tion to assistants who are constantly oil 
duty in one capacity or another. She 
never travels without her head maid in 
her suite, who has attended her ever 
since her marriage, and who knows the 
queen's tastes and likings to a very min­
ute degree, while it is to lier hands alone 
that is entrusted the dressing of the 
Queen’s hair, which has to be carried out 
as often as four times a day.
