iNewfl of the death of John Kerr, prom­
inent barrister and chief of the city fire 
department, came as a great shock to his 
friends this afternoon. Mr. Kerr was in 
his usual good health yesterday, but was 
attacked this morning about ten o’clock 
by heart trouble and passed away at two 
o’clock this afternoon.

He was a son of the late David Shanks 
Kerr, who was & widely known barrister 
in the city. Chief Kerr is survived by his 
wife, who was formerly Miss Dunlavy, 
of Carleton.

Chief Kerr had been in charge of the fire 
department for thirty-one years. He had 
seen the department grow from small 
numbers and little apparatus with old-time 
methods to its present state with a great­

ly increased staff of men under his control, 
modem apparatus, and a great share of 
responsibility upon his shoulders, which 
he bore with ability. Six years ago he 
honored by the men in his department up­
on the occasion of his twenty-fifth anni­
versary as chief, and he was then made 
the recipient of a loving cup and address . 
in honor of the event, as testimonial to the 
good-will and esteem in which he was held 
by those beneath his charge.

He had handled all the fires in the latter 
day history of the city, including the In- 
diantown fire about fourteen years ago.; 
He knew the fine pointa of the schemtf 
of fire-fighting and trained hie men accord­
ingly. His; men had much respect for hi*

longest period in half a century.

The beginning of the Balkan war in October last, when the financial strain on 
the continent of Europe was acute, necesitated a 5 per cent, rate, hut the recent 
improvement in monetary conditions abroad, which allowèd the Bank of England 
to absorb the weekly arrivals of gold, and the amelioration in the Balkan situation, 
with improving prospects of peace, have enabled the directors to make a relaxation 
of one-half per cent, from the abnormal rate of 5 per cent.

This reduction is expected to be followed by a further diminution as soon as 
peace between Turkey and the Balkan allies has been signed, and money which is 
being hoarded in all parts of the European continent comes more freely into cireula-

WORK EOR JAIL PRISONERS

It is now lawfnl in the state of Maine 
to employ prisoners from the jails to build 
or repair highways in the counties where 
they are imprisoned. An act was passed 
at the last session of the state legislature, 
under which county commissioners may 
make rules and regulations and appoint 
overseers and keepers to have charge of 
prisoners so employed. No prisoner shall 
be so employed, however, if the judge in 
sentencing him exempts him therefrom, or 
a physician cèrtifies that he is unfit. The 
county commissioners must provide suit­
able clothing, which must not be a uni­
form, and must also provide tools and im­
plements and other equipment. Before 
prisoners are get at. work, however, upon 
the highways, a written petition signed by 
at least three per cent of the voters of 
the county, as determined by the last 
vote for governor, must be presented- re­
questing that they be so employed. 
Wherever the experiment of employing 
prisoners upon the highways has been 
tried it has given much greater satisfac­
tion than the old system, of merely con­
fining them in jail. The prison farm, how­
ever, is still more advanced and a more 
satisfactory solution of the problem.

SIR CHARLES TUPPER
a he venerable Sir Charles Tupper has 

bidden farewell to British Columbia, and 
the Vancouver Sun comments upon the 

‘rather painful simplicity of the departure 
of the surviving father of confederation 
from Vancouver. It says that of all the 
Conservative politicians who owed him so 
much not one was present. Sir Charles 
gave the Sun a brief interview in the 
course of which he said:

“When I introduced the first Canadian 
Pacific Railway bill in 1881, 1 do not be­
lieve there were 200 white people between 
Lake Superior and the Pacific coast, and 
even here there was only a small commun­
ity in Victoria, at Kamloops and at some 
other small points. How wonderful hbs 
been the change. There was then, of 
course, no Vancouver. Such a magnificent 
city as this was then never dreamed of, 
but great as has been your progress so far, 
it is nothing to what it will be.”

Sir Charles Tupper has lived to see his 
predictions fulfilled and his faith justi­
fied. In 1881, as he said, there was no C. 
P. It., and only a handful of white people 
between Lake Superior and the Pacific 
coast. Now the great west is almost grid- 
ironed with railways, is dotted with cities, 
and new towns are springing up on every 
hand. The world had not previously seen 
anything to compare with this wonderful 
transformation of the Canadian west with­
in the last quarter of a century. That 
which has been accomplished is but the 
banning, and he who thirty years hence 
looks back to the conditions of today will 
be able to tell a more wonderful story of 
progress than that of the period referred 
to by Sir Charles Tupper.

knowledge in this connection and also es­
teemed him highly. His first care was the 
interest of hi*’ department, and in any­
thing pertaining to its betterment and the 
advancement of hie men. Hie death will 
be much regretted by the member* of the 
department and by citizens in general.

Chief Kerr was at his office this morn­
ing and complained of having a slight 
touch of bronchitis, but about ten o’clock 
was compelled to go home in a coach.

Chief Kerr was bom in St. John about 
66 years ago. Mr. Kerr was admitted as 
an attorney in 1869 and as a barrister in 
1870 and by the time of hjs appointment 
as chief of the fire department in 1882 
he had won an enviable reputation as 
a criminal lawyer. One of his most cele­
brated oases was the Xheall murder case, 
iin which he defended the prisoner, car­
rying the case to the supreme court of 
Canada and succeeding in having the ver­
dict reduced to one of manslaughter. Since 
his appointment as chief of the fire de­
partment his law practice was confined 
more to office work.

Besides his wife, formerly Miss Mar­
garet Dunlavy, of Carleton, he leaves one 
brother, Charles J. Kerr of New Amster­
dam, N. Y. Chief Kerr was a prominent 
member of the Masonic fraternity and was 
also a member of the Loyal Orange Lodge.

epublican government. When the reins 
f power were sefcted by the demagogues 
rho engineered the revolution, the Portu- 
uese were assured that a halcyon era was 
boat to be inaugurated. What are the 
ctual facts? Instead of taxation being 
ightened, as was promised, government 
nposts are increasing to such an extent 
hat owners of landed property and farto­
ns in the country generally are refusing 
o pay them. Despite the comfortable ae- 
uranccs of the department of finance, na- 
ional credit is impaired, and the coun­
try's resources, drained for the advantage 
if unscrupulous office-holders, i are being 
teadily depleted.
It is not too much to say that the coun- 

ry is seething with discontent as the re- 
ult of the flagrant abuses of office and 
lower which the Republicans have com- 
nitted since they imposed their yoke on 
in unwilling nation. In the words of a 
imminent' diplomatist accredited to Lis- 
ion, Portugal is now “a monarchist coun­
ty with an anarchist capital.” A power- 
ul reaction has set in against a govern­
ment which panders to Socialists and Syn­
dicalists and other forces of anarchy in 
Order to ensure support against the, ap­
proaching wave of public indignation that 
threatens to sweep it away.

As if driven by an inexorable fate, the 
Republicans are paving the way to their 
own downfall by the harsh measures taken 
against the Royalists. Jails are filled with 
so-called “conspirators” who are con­
demned to the same treatment as the most 
hardened criminals. To quote two in­
stances,’the Marquis of Ficalho, who held 
the rank of captain in the Austrian army, 
and Don Belmonte, a great-grandson of 
John VI. of Portugal, are at this moment 
undergoing' sentences of ten years’ cell 
imprisonment side by side with murderers 
and thieves. Persecution, however, has 
only had the effect of increasing the num­
ber of adherents to the monarchist cause, 
and in both the army and navy—honey 
combed with secret societies pledged to the 
overthrow of the hated republican regime 
—the rank and file are practically beyond 
the control of their officers.

As in the case of the Royalists, so every 
ngine of state tyranny and oppression is 
icing employed against the Catholic 
ihurch, whose faith is professed by the 
jreat majority of Portuguese. Not only 
are the Catholic clergy the objects of op­
pression by the government, bnt they have 
to endure persecution at the hands of the 
Carbonarios (revolutionary societies), 
whose influence with the authorities is 
such til at they are practically allowed a 
free hand in the cdhuniseion of their law­
less acts. >

Other examples might be given of the 
parlous state to which Portugal has been 
reduced as the result of acquiescing so 
tamely in the coup de main of a few des­
perate revolutionaries, but enough has been 
written to show that the whole country 
now bitterly rues the events which drove

As a help towards the Solution of -ll3 
housing problem in St. John, a builder has 
suggested that while the building laws are 
being revised, it might be worth while to 
consider the advisability of permitting the 
constructidn of brick dwellings, within cer­
tain limits, with’eight ihch walls.

At present nothing less than a twelve 
inch brick wall is permitted by the regula­
tions and he says this makes it practically 
impossible to use brick in the construction 
of cheap dwellings. In Toronto where al­
most the entire city is of brick construc­
tion, the eight inch walls are permitted in 
buildings of certain size. It is thought to 
be due to this that even the cheapest 
workingmen's houses are built of brick and 
a comfortable self contained brick. dwelling 
with modern conveniences mpy be purch­
ased at very moderate pric.es. One result 
is that small brick dwelling* may be erect­
ed of brick at a cost thirty per cent less 
than in St. John. If .it were found feas­
ible to permit such construction in this 
city he thought it might help to solve tne 
problem of supplyingthe demand for 
dwellings at reasonable prices
