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Kitchener's Appointment
Means Farewell of Slatin
Pasha—Hon. John Burns
as Authority on Old Mas-
ters=—Pontius Pilate Born
in Scotland ?

Lord Kitchened's appointment as the
English lord paramount in Egypt and the
the Soudan; is destined to mark the dis-
appearance from the Land of the Nile of
one of its most picturesque and interest-
ing figures, namely, the Austrian Baron
Slatin, Pasha, who holds the honorary
rank of major general in the English
army, bestowed upon him by the late King
Edward, with whom he was. a great favor-
ite,

Popular as Slatin is with everyone in
g0 many quarters, he has never been lik-
ed by Kitchener, and although the latter
has at no time vouchsafed any explanation
of his sentiments with regard to Slatin,
yet he had never made any ' concealment
of his dislike, which is manifestly ting-
ed with a certain amount of contempt..

Slatin  was, “at the outbreak of the

e

.| Mahdi rebellion, governor of the Darfur

province of the Soudan, and was in that
position when Gordon was appointed by
the English Government to proceed to
Khartoum. Gordon relied much on Slat-
in’s holding Darfur. But Slatin surrend-
ered the capital of the province, and his
{ entire army, to the Mahdi in the early part
of 1884, almost without a fight, and fromn
that time forth, until eleven years later,
when he effected his escape to lower
Egypt, was, fimt with the Mahdi, and
after his death, with the Khalifa, at
Khartoum,

General Gordon’s “Journals,”” even in
their edited condition, contain a number
of very derogatory references to Slatin,
showing that th& hero of Khartoum was
filled with resentment and contempt to-
wards him. 'Perhaps it is this that has in-
fluenced Kitchener. Possibly, too, he has
mind the fact that Slatin became a con-
vert to the Mahdist form of Islam, rve-
nouncing the Christian creed; a fact which
did not commend itself to Kitchener as
worthy of an officer holding a commission
in the reserve forces of the Austrian army.

Then, too, there has always been a cer-
tain amount of question as to the pre-
dise role played by Slatin, during the ele-
ven years that he spent at Khartoum.
According to some, and by his own ac-
count, he was a misused, maltreated cap-
tive. According to others, he was the
honored and trusted military adviser of
the Mahdi, and of the Khalifa.

Possibly Kitchener, who is the safe re-
pository of many a eecret, both official
and personal, has some definite informa-
tion on the subject, which he has never
seen fit to reveal, True, heiemployed him
in the intelligence department of his ex-
peditionary force, after his escape, and in
the operations ‘concluding with the battle
of Omdurman, where, according to some,
Kitchener -found definite proofs of  the
role that had been played by the pasha
during the eleven years that he lived
with the-dervishes. s

Since then Kitchener has had little or
no use for Slatin, and has shown his dis-
taqte ;for .the wian, in such’a fashion as
to! lendet! ‘the. continudnée “of’ Blatin in
the Egyptian service as inspector general
of the Soudan, a matter of impossibility.
In fact, Kitchener's appointment to Egypt
has been followed by Slatin’s resigrnation,
and by the announcement that he is with-
drawing from Egypt, to spend the re-
mainder of his days in Austria, the land
of his birth.

Pontius Pilate’s Gurds

King George’s sanction in presenting new
colors to thie-Royal ‘Scets Regiment dur-
ing his recent stay in' Edinburg has result-
ed in some inquiries being addressed to
me by readers, as:to the reason why this
particular corps of the British army should
be known by the nickname. of ‘“Pontius
Pilate’s Guards.” Strictly speaking; this

regiment was formed of Scottish bands of |

volunteers, by King Gustavus Adolphus
the Great, of Sweden, in 1611, and it con-
stituted . the nucleus of the celebrated
“Green Brigade,” which won such. Euro-
pean renown on the battle fields .f the
Thirty Years’ War.

After the death of King Gustavus Adol-
phus at Lutzen, the Green Brigalde took
service under the French crown, becoming
merged into the ancient Sccttish Archers,
and Scots Guards, of the Kings of ¥rapce,
and as the Regiment de. Douglas.

Charles II. of Kngland hiougit orer most
of them at the restoration, and enrclled
them as the.First or Poyal Regiment of
Foot, of the modern Britich arny.

1t is a matter of tradition, howcver, in
the regiment, that its history goes tark
much further; back, indeed. to tie day: of
Pontius Pilate, who 'n his capacity as To;
man governor of Jerusalem, oad uncer
his orders a Caledonian .egion of the Ro-
man army, which he placed on duty at
Golgotha, on the day c«f the Crucifixion.

In this connection it may be well tc men.
tion that, according to ancient Sccttish
belief, Pontius Pilate was Lo et Gien-
lyon, not far from rie spot where the en-
cient yew of Fortinzall hias florriched, ac-
cording to experts 1n arboricultute, for
near 3,000 years, heing altendy an ancient
tree at the time of the birth of Christ.
It is recorded circumstantially tnet a little
before the birth of Christ, a Roman em-
bassy was sent to fcotland by Fijarer
Augustus, one of the cnvoys being ilre fa-
ther of Pontius Pilate.

He was accompuanied by hiz wife. and
they were very hospitably received by Me-
tellaus, or Metellanus, 2 C'alelonian king,
and were enterteined by Lim ir biz prim-
itive abode near Fortiagul where “M:s.”
Pilate gave birth e Zantivs,

1t has been proved histocicall; thas Cae-
gar Augustus did «end an embassy 1o Scot-
land about the beginning of the Christian
era and that Metallaus or Metellanus was
the name of & Scottish ruler who was
reigning in the second year of the
Christian ~ era.© The remains of a
Roman camp -are still visible near
Fortingall. It is  on historic record
that the misston of the Roman ém-
bessy was successful and that it sstablish-
ed with King Metellanus “an amitie with
the Romans which continued betwixt them
and his kingdom for a long time afterward

I do not know whether my Scotch read-
ers will thank me for recalling this ancient
tradition, which ascribes to the Land o'
Cules the doubtful honor of having been
the birthplace of one of the least attract-
ive characters of the Biblé; but it ‘is in-

: teresting all the same.

Otdest Tree in Europe -

As for the yew tree which cast its shad-
ow over the earliest infancy of Pontius
Pilate, it is asserted to be the oldest tree
in Europe. It was deseribed by the Hon.
Darius Berrington in “Thé Transactions
of the Royal Society of 1769,” in these

terms: “l measured the circumferénce of
this yew tree, and therefore cannot be
mistaken when T inform you that it am-
ounted to fifty-two feet;” in the “Statis-
tical Account of Scotland,” published in
1791, the dimensions are also given as fifty-
two feet.

In 1879 the late Sir Roberf Christison,
one of the most learned arboriculturists in
Europe, made a thorough examination of

the Fortingall yew, and calculated that it

must have been considerably over 3,000
years old. Though now reduced to a mere
shell, it still carries profuse foliage, and
may justly be regarded as one of the mar-
vels of the vegetable world.

Grand Chief Templar Jackson’s report
pointed out that the loss of membership
began three years ago when the number of
organizers in the field was reduced. Hith-
erto there had been good gains. This year
with organizers employed only a few
months there was another loes. IHe advo-
cated keeping prominent organizers em-
ployed. There had been no appeals to
settle during the year. He had reorgan-
ized Albert District Lodge, Coronation
Lodge at Charterville.

He complained that several lodges had
died because of the executive not being
kept informed by the local deputies. Tem-
perance legislation was at a standstill in
New Brunswick. The Temperance Feder-
ation had evidently fallen asleep. XKent
orthumberland Sons of Temperance
were laying recommendations before the
grand lodge which he approved. New
Brunswick should help in the prohibition
fight in Maine.

3rand Secretary Hetherington’s seventh
annual report showed a falling off of the
total active membership from 3,039 to
2,715. Thirteen lodges were over four quar-
ters in arrears. Seven members had died
during the year, one was expelled, 330 sus-
pended, 250 withdrawn by card, 40 re-

ceived on card and 30 reinstated.

Mrs. Jackson reported that juvenile work
showed a decrease of temples of from ten
to nine and of members from 603 to 542.
She was compelled to retire because of ill
health.

Grand Superintendent Kelly recommend-
ed that in view of the nearness of the
general elections we pledge ourselves, re-
gardless of political party affiliations, to
support all candidates who pledge them-
eslves either publicly or in writing in a
manner satisfactory to us to support pro-
hibition, and that where no candidate gives
such assurances, we nominate independent

prohibition candidates; second, that all
clergymen be made honorary members of
lodges; third, that every member become
a missionary for the order.

The templar committee reported having
handed over the subscription list to the
national templar, The propagation ‘com-
mittee reported less work done this year
than usual. More organization work was
needed.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley and Liberal
Candidate at the Field Day and
Picnic— Important Public
Works Carried on By Govern-

ment

St. Andrews, N, B, Aug. 15—Politics
was mixea with pleasure today.at the an-
nual field day and picnic on Campobello
Island, attended by Hon. William Pugs-
ley, minister of public works; W. F. Todd,
who is the Liberal candidate for re-election,
and other Liberal workers.

.The minister’s party left St. Stephen at
8 o’clock, coming to St. Andrews by auto-
mobile. Here Dr. Pugsley 'inspected the
dredging and wharf building being done
by his department and met E. T. Shewen,
of St. Jolin, resident engineer, to give some
directions for the further prosecution of
the work.

The minister was joined here by Mrs.
Pugsley, Mrs. Gilbert Pugsley and J. A.
Pugsley, who came from St. John by au-
tomobile, and, the business over, a large
party embarked in F. P. McColl’s hand-
some yacht ‘Katherine for Campobello.
Those in the party beside the minister and
family were: Mr. and Mrs. W. F. Todd,
of St. Stephen; Mrs. N. Marks Mills, Mr.
and Mrs. R. G. Stuart, of Ottawa; G. D.
grimmer, of St. Andrews; and Mr. Mec-
Joll.

On arrival at the island, where the boat
races were in progrees, the party were met
by a band and escorted to the home of
H. M. Merriman, manager of the Campo-
bello Corporation. Mr, and Mrs. Merri-
man entertained the party at luncheon,
with many summer residents in the island
present. George M. Byron, Miss Mildred
Todd and the Misses Young.of St.
Stephen, were among the guests.

Tmmediately after luncheon the party
drove to the grounds where the sports
were in progress and the minister met
many of the fishermen who were enjoying
a day’s play after several days of hard and
successful labor.

That Dr. Pugsley is interested. in the
welfare of the islands was made amply
evident by the announcement that a dredge
would be at work in Welchpool harbor
within fourteen hours of his visit.

Mr. Todd appeared to be much in de-
mand and received many assurances of
support from men who have voted Con-
servative all their lives but who'are wide-
awake to the advantages of reciprocity,
as applied to their-business, and fully real-
ize that a vote for Todd is a vote for bet-
ter prices. i :

Mr. Todd is billed to speak at Pomeroy
Ridge, twelve miles from St. Stephen, to-
night, and it was necessary for the party
to leave the grounds early in the after
noon, so that the idea of having speeches
was abandoned.

The Katherine made a quick trip up from
the island and on arriving here the min-
ister left in his son’s auto for St. John.
Before leaving he expressed himself as
highly gratified 'at the hearty reception
given him at every point while in Char-
lotte, and also that he could not fail to
be impressed with the prospects for a
great Liberal victory in this constituency.

At the public meeting at St. Stephen
on Monday evening Hon. Dr. Pugsley
stated that he was inclined to believe that
the votes received by Mr. Todd for public
works and improvements in the three years
since he was elected in 1908 were greater
than the total expended in the thirty-two
years between confederation and Mr.
Todd’s’ election.

Asgked today if he could verify ‘this re-
markable statement, Mr. Todd said that
he had no doubt it was correct.
he went to Ottawa he had found the min-
ister very ready to extend aid to the fish-
ermen and many highly important public
works were under way.

Speaking first of the dredging Mr. Todd
eaid: It wil be of interest not omly to
Charlotte county but to the whole prov-

part of the town, costing about $300,000.
The work may be commenced this fall, the
cost to be shared by the Canadian and
United States governments.

“There is also a job to be done at the
C. P. R. wharves at St. Stephen by the
dominion government. Twenty-six thous-
and cubic yards are 'to be removed at
once.

“The work at St. Andrews is highly im-
‘portant and shipping and fishing interests
have been greatly benefited by what has
already been accomplished, The C. P. R.
already has a large export trade drawn
from the counties in the interior-and from
Aroostook. With reciprocity we fully ex-
pect that this export trade in farm pro-
duce will be more than doubled.

“In the dredging operations, however,
we have on hand a much larger™scheme,
that is bringing the international line or
other direct steamers from Boston to St.
‘Andrews. If we could accomplish this
passengers for northern Maine would find
the quickest route through St. Andrews
and the tourist travel would be very
heavy,

“Great development is also taking place
at St. George. We have built a wharf
and warehouse besides beginning the dredg-

WITH MONEY T0
BEAT RECIPROCITY

American Trusts Make up Cam-
paign Fund of Millions to Keep
Market Across Border From

Dominion. People

Montreal, Aug. 15—A special ' to the
Herald rrom Washington today says:

“Definite information that a final re-
scrt to the use of a huge campaign.fund
has been determined upon to defeat reci-
procity in Canada, has been received in
administration circles here,

“Specifically, the lumber trust, the paper
trust, and the beef trust, are in the field
with any sum that may be deemed neces-
sgry to buy the Canadian electorate.

“Again, specifically, the Jlumber trust
will spend $1,000,000 to save the $1.25 on
lumber, which will be wiped out if Canada,
in the pending election, votes in favor of
the reciprocity pact.

“The headquarters of the boodle funds
will bd in New York, not far from the
offices of the paper trust. A high official
of the paper concern will be in charge of
the campaign. And so certain is it that
these facts are beyond dispute that an in-
vestigation is already under way, intend-
ed to trace the money back from the
points of distribution . in Canada to its
sources in New York. ~

“The Montreal Herald correspondent
learned these: facts. today upon indisput-
able authority. A plan' of campaign has
been mapped out, not ingenipus only, but
dastardly in the double respect that it
looks to the corruption of a considerable
body of the Canadian electorate by ‘the
stirring up of racial and national pre-
judice, tu the disruption, in fact, of the
friendly relations that exist between Can-
ada and the United States.

The plan is to beat reciprocity on the
ground that it is the forerunner of annex-
ation. A propaganda is under way to show
or attempt to show, to the Canadians, by
inuendo, by the distorting of statements
of statesmen anG the press, by absolute
forgery of public utterances, that there is
concealed behind President’s. Taft’s reci-
procity plan a purpose, later on to force
Canada to become part of the United
States. .

“Newspapérs are to be supplied with
‘Special correspondence’ from the States
to help along the propaganda.

“A special corps of cartoonists will be
engaged, and there will be a literary
bureau, from which will emanate the
‘boiler plate’ or ‘patent insides,’ that are
so dear to the editors of country news-
papers. In addition, money will be spent
freely in the places where it will do the
most good.

“These facts are known to administra-
tion officials here, and there is good rea-
son to believe that they have been com-
municated to the officials of the Laurier
administration at Ottawa.

“For instance, it can be said that both
the president and Speaker Champ Clark
have been informed that a boodle fund is
being raised. Other officials and congress-
men know of it. It is talked of freely in
congress and in the hotels here.

“And, a most:significant fact is that of
the great horde of lobbyists who herded
here during the reciprocity fight, not one
now remains. They have winged their
flight, bag and baggage, northward, and
two guesses‘are not necessary to: desigmate
their destination.

“In Canada, these interests will join
hands with the protected interests of the
dominion in one final fight against the
tendency toward the battering down of
false barriers against the public weal.”

ing and so bright are the prospects for
this town under reciprocity that J. Sut-
ton Clark, a Conservative and a manufac-
turer, has come out in favor of the trade
agreement. .

“The job of dredging the Maguagadavic
is, however, not completed and a dredge
will be sent there before very long. On
the islands the dredging at Leonardsville
is to be completed and a task of consider-
able magnitude in building a harbor of
refuge at Chocolate Cove will be given out
to tender, a first vote having been granted
for the project.

Todd called attention to the important
work at St. Andrews in addition to what
the C. P. R. were doing and also men-
tioned a substantial wharf at Cummings
Cove, the appropriations of money to take
over the Fairhaven wharf and to build the
Bayside wharf, all on the St. Croix.

“On the islands,” said Mr. Todd, “we
have built a new breakwater wharf at Seal

ardsville, Deer Island, and the new wharf
at Welchpool. We have an appropriation
to start a breakwater at Castalia and plan

“Coming up along the coast you will
find a large new wharf at Beaver Harbor,
new wharves at Woodlands, and at Try-
ner’s Cove; a w‘hgrf breakwater at Le-
preaux basin and an appropriation has
been made for a wharf at Mill Cove,

“We have aimed always at protecting
the lives and property of the fishermen,”
continued Mr. Todd, “and have constructed
an up-to-date life saving station and look-
out at Two Islands with all the necessary
buildings and equipment. Gannet Rock
has been connected with this station by
cable.

“We have also Daced many buoys and
guards for the protection of the fishermen
and hope to do even more of this in the
future. My constituents know that I tried
to persuade the lighthouse board of the
necegsity of a light on Clam Cove Head on
the St. Croix, and I will not rest content
until this dangerous point is marked out.

“Generally, the county has been favored
by the dominion government grants,” con-
cluded Mr. Todd. “The first vote has been
made for a public building at St. George
and before the next four years roll around
I hope to get public buildings in both 8t.

Andrews and St. Stephen.”

There was no doubt of what Sir Wil-
frid had come out to discuss. at the open-
ing meeting of his campaign in Simcoe to-
day. It was reciprocity from the drop of
the hat, and it was what the people want-
ed to hear.

The premier was in the happiest of
moods, and whén he said that he was in
better health than ever, tnere was a
burst of cheering that was as sincere as
it was spontaneous. There was not a
sound in the crowd, the most perfect at-

by short applause. No time was lost in
cheering.

One of the biggest ‘“hits” which the
premier has made in a long day was the
climax of his history of the reciprocity
negotiations.

“Now the question ¥s for you to an-
swer, Do you want it?” he cried and
there was an instant ye!l. With his hands
spread wide, he asked the help of On-
tario to put an end to the race prejudice
being created in Quebec by certain fac-
tions. i

Laurier’s Poser.

Sir Wilfrid was fairly bubbling with
good humor. “Who knows anything about
Bolivia? ILet him hold up his hand,” he
said, answering the argument that foreign
countries will be able to compete with
Canada under the most favored nation
treaties.

It was just like a school master to' his
class, none of the scholars knowing any-
thing about Bolivia. The speaker again
demanded’ information\ about Columbia,
and the class again failed to make good.

Sir Wilfrid’s peroration lifted the crowd
right off ‘its feet.. It was one of the fin-
est efforts the ‘premier has ever made. Ut-
tered without rhetorical flourishes or or-
nate gesture, it appealed to the higher
feelings of the erowd. It was just the
sort of thing which the premier does as
no one else can. There was a wild. burst
of applause when he took his seat, and
once again the crowd rose to its feet,
cheering wildly again and 'again.

Efforts to Get Reciprocity.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said: “It is over
forty years since I entered politics and if
I had followed my own inclinations it is
possible I would not be where I am today.
I thought I would have to retire but kind
Providence has been kinder than ever—
(applause)—and has blessed me with a
share of health better than I ever had be-
fore.”

“It is my privilege to offer you this
policy of freer trade with our neighbors.
It has reeeived:the active support of every
man who hes been at the head of affairs
in Canada for forty years and this policy
has been the goal not only of the Liberal
party but of the Conservative party, for
forty years until last February when the
present Conservative leaders turned back
on the ‘tracks of their leaders of yore.
The Conservatives have turned their back
on their forty-year .policy.You may say
to me: ‘How the mighty have fallen,” hut
I say it is not the mighty that have fal-
len. We know that many have struggled
towards paradise and have been thrust
back at the gate.” (Laughter and ap-
plause.)

“It is only three years since this parlia-
ment was opened. The Conservatives say
that the election has been called because
of the superior tactics of the opposition.
But the Conservatives have merely . block-
ed business in parliament.

“, 8ir, I am as old a bird as these gen-
tlemen in these matters. I understand
their tactics. They were simply bluffing.
They did not want an election, for when
we finally decided to go to the people,
they commenced to wail and squeal and
squeak like crows fallen from a nest. It
is not the dissolution they wanted.

Will Benefit Canada Most.

“We believe that between two countries
like the United States and Canada inter-
reciprocal trade is beneficial to both sides.
It is mutually beneficial to both countries,
but especially beneficial to Canada as it
must be to the weaker party.

“I appeal to both Conservatives and
Liberals. This is’ a free country. Every
man may .think and vote as he pleases,
but I eppeal to the Conservatives, even
more than to my Liberal friends.

“Sir John Macdonald is the Moses of
the policy of reciprocity and. like Moses,
he was not destined to see the promised
land. Unworthy as I am, I may prove to
be the Joshua who will carry the people
to the goal of reciprocity.

“This is an old policy. When the form-
er treaty was abrogated in 1866, Sir John
A. Macdonald was in office. He sent com-
missioners to Washington, but they were
unable to get the treaty renewed. He him-
self went to Washington in 1871 and did
his best to obtain this boon of reciprocity
without sucqess.

“We have made an arrangement under
which all the natural products, which I
have named just now, shall be admitted
without duty into the United States. This
is the policy which we have adopted. It
was not accepted readily on both sides
of the line. I am not surprised that there
were objections from our American neigh-
bors. They claimed that it involved un-
due concessions to the Canadian farmer
in the face of the American farmer.

“If the people of Ontario will give us a
hand we shall put an end to all these race
prejudices and passions in Quebec and
shall have a majority in this election and
parliament will be summoned at the lat-
est in November or even in October, and
the opposition will have to come down,
and we will have reciprocity all along the
line.

The Annexation Bogey.

city for one or five years, or ten years,
and we do well, but the United States
should then desire to terminate the agree-
ment.

When the convention met
at Philadelphia, and passed the declara-
tion of independence in 1775, they did it
in sorrow ‘on aeccount of the folly of the
British government at that time. Today,
however, we have nothing but thankful-
ness for the' British government. Today
we are a free nation.’

Beneath Contempt. -

“This talk of *annexation is:; beneath
contempt and béneath the attention of a
thinking people. It is funny fo learn that
the Conservativeg are so zealous for pre-
ferential trade with Great Britain, when
they opposed every step we took to secure
‘lm'dd enlarge preferential "trade with Eng-
and.
stand that they ‘would not give a prefer-
ence to Great Britain unless they return-
ed it We refused, however, to ‘do such
bargaining with the motligrland. :We of-
fered and gave her ‘a preference without a
return. There are people who think the
British peoplé will give us a prefarence,
but at three different elections they have
refused to do so. ‘

‘Will Not Hurt British Preference.

“We have made an agreement with the
United States involving: a mutual. abolition
of tariff on natural products. Does this
act as an obstacle to a British preference?
Surely not. There is nothing in the agree-
ment whiéh is an=obstacle to it. .We can
enter into presarcntial arrangements in the
matter of manufactured articles when and
wherever desired.

“I say more, there. is still another rea-
son. If the American people did take ob-
jection to our giving a preference to Great
Britain, we would say ‘Very well, then,
take your course.’

‘“Remember this is not a treaty. It is
only an agreement and it can be abrogated
at any time. There is another conmsidera-
tion. If the Democrats come into power
and there is a reduetion of tariff, it will
be given to all the world. We would meet
there the competition of all the world.
Under the present agreement the prefer-
ence is given to Canada alone. Which is
the better for Canada?

“You have been told, with wails and
lamentations, that in giving this agreement
to the States we have opened our doors
to the old world. ‘What does such a state-
ment mean?

Sir ‘Wilfrid read the resolution moved
by him, passed unanimously at the last im-
perial conference and adopted by the Brit-
ish government.

“For this action I was criticized by the
Tory party and press and called a traitor
separatist, one with an ulterior object. I
was accused of aiming to remove Canada
from her British allegiance.

“We are not traitors. I do not parade
my loyalty very often. But I-was born
under a form of liberty, and it is not on
any false appeals to loyalty that I expect
my fellow Canadians to be estranged from
me and the policies which I advocate.

A Bond of Peace.

“This agreement is a bond of peace, har-
mony and concord between two peoples,
between whom there should be-a bond-ef
mutual respect. and affection. We share
with our neighbors the northern hemis-
phere. We are sprung from the same
stock. We have inherited from England
practically the.same institutions.

“Tt is not very long ago since there was
a feeling of hostility between the States
and Great Britain. There was a talk of
Yankee treachery on the one hand and
British arrogance on the other. But thank
heaven such expressions .are no longer
heard. We have seen the dawn of & new
era. Our better angels on both sides of
the line have led us into better ways. We
have learned in real earnest that blood is
thicker than water. ;

“This ‘agreement 1 offer you today is an
advance towards that higher civilization

which at one time was considered imprac-

tieable but which’ we see now is coming
‘closer every day.

“The agreement is before you today and
it is in line with the historic traditions
of Canada that William Charlton shculd
be chosen as the candidate first to discuss
it and that historic Norfolk should be the
first riding to carry the banner to vie-

Unfortunately, in Ontario, as ‘well g8 in
the other Provinces of Canada, the tide
of travel takes us westward, and few of
us realize how, miich’ we miss by our in-
difference tol't{w attractions of the Mari-
time Provinces in’general, and New Bruns-
wick in particular. While engaged in:the
work' of the Women’s ‘Institutes in* that
Province, I had an excellent opportunity,
such as falls to the lot of few, to become
acquainted with “the Province, ‘and - par-
tieularly with: the: ﬁ"iwm‘fa!ivgu tiof

There is & fascination about Néw Btu
wick—the rivers are so large, the hills are,
so high, and the distances are so great.
The gradual slope of the farms on eéither
bank of the rivers, ‘the dense ‘woods, the
wonderful inland waterways and the ex-
cellent harbors, make New Brunswick one
of the most desirable Provinces in our
Dominion. i !

The impressions that I received on my
first trip in the Province, from McAdam
Junction up to Perth, have remained wery
clear, and it is to this part of the Prov-
inte that my thoughts ‘turn first.  For
miles we ran along the shores of; the: Si.
John river, and I never saw this river
afterwards without feeling that I'was get-
ting ‘back home. As far as I have seen,
there is no other river in Canada that
‘can ‘compare with this “Rhine of Ameri
ca.”  The farms slope gradually away from
the river, their upper edges covered with
sprucé woods, - All summer. long:the- river
is dotted by immense rafts of spruce logs
being towed down to mills at St. Jobhn.

It is not, omly+in this river that the
rafts of logs are fo be found, but in every
river and stream in the Province large
enough to float a log. Millions of feet
are taken out of New Brunswick woods
each  year, and yet the lumbenman will
tell you that, owing to the rapid growth
of the spruce tree, the forests are just as
valuable today as they ever were, and,
after seeing the woods at close range,
you can easily believe it. They are a
solid 'mass of vegetation, through which
it would be almost impossible to force a
path. The gray caribou moss hangs from
the branches of the spruce trees, and the
thick undergrowth grows to the very edge
of the roads., If a cleared piece of land
is left unpastured or uncultivated for a
year, it will be covered with small epruce
trees, and in ten years be dlmost as thick-
ly wooded as it originally was.

The: New Brunswick woods must be a
delight to hunters, for many times in our
trip we caught sight of deer, and once
saw two moose, like clumsy, overgrown
colts, trotting through a piece of half-
cleared land which lay along the track.
We heard tales of bears and of the great
cats which inhabit the woods in some
districts, and wmaking the keeping of
sheep an impossibility for the surrounding
farmers. #

One of the first impressions you get in
New Brunswick is, “What a great Prov-
ince for agriculture!” This impression
is particularly strong when going through
Carleton County, in the districts surround-
ing Sussex, and going further inland in
the districts back from the St. John
River or along the Petitcodiac. Unfortu-
nately, the majority of the farming class
in New Brunswick have never proved this
impression to be true, probably because
they have never been entirely dependent
on their farms as a means of support. 1In
the winter, numbers of the men work in
the lumber woods, and very often go
river-driving in the early summer, and the
farm is a secondary consideration. They
.can make a fair living without farming
very ardently, and so the farms ave ne-
glected for lumbering in the winter, and
very often for fishing in the summer.
The farms are often cropped steadily
without any regard for the s=oil or for
the advantages of rotation of crops, until
much of the land is useless, and will re-
quire years to build it up to its old-time
feptility. ' There are many caseg, however,
where the land has been intelligently
worked, and the results prove that, given
a fair chance, the greater part of the soil
of New Brunswick will yield just as
profitable crops as anywhere in the Do-
minion.

The Government has proved that, with
proper care, apples, may be grown to
great advantage in the Province, and they
have ostablished several demonstration

orchards which are proving to the farmers

.that .apples cannot” only be grown, but
can be profitably grown.

The farm homes in New Brunswick are
pattieularly attractive. = During my trip
through the Province I never saw a stone
building, and only twice did I see.a brick
houge. The houses arve clapboarded , “or
shingled, and are painted white, with red

roofs. Very often the other buildings ‘are
white; also, and it seems to give the whole
landscape a fresh, clean appearance, whqn’
it./is dotted with these groups of white|
buildings. The schools are also painted
white; . and, in comparison with our stone:
buildings, are, on the outside, at least, par-

Jticularly clean and cheerful-looking.
