On Thursday Mrs. Owens received a 
letter from Emmons, in which he said he 
was about to go to St Louis to accept a 
place,'and requested an interview. Mrs. 
Owens anftwered the letter, granting the 
ttqtfesr

This evening Emmons appeared at 
Mrs. Owens residence, He greeted her 
in a pleasant way and began to talk 
abont his prospective trip to St. Louis.

Before the interview ended they 
quarried again, and at the dodr Mrs. 
Owens refused to shake hands with Em­
mons. Upon this he drew7 a revolver 
from his hip pocket and fired five 
shots in rapid succession. The first 
two shots did not take effect, bnt 
lodged in the wall. Mrs. Owens ran 
screaming into the kitchen, closely fol­
lowed by Emmons. The latter then 
fired three shots, all of which took effect. 
The first one struck her on the left wrist 
and glanced off, the second bullet pierc­
ed her left cheek, and the third lodged in 
the neck, in the jugular vein.

This was the fatal bullet 
soon bled to death. Emmons, while 
standing over her as she was on her 
hands and knees, placed the revolver at 
the left side of his head and fired. The 
wound is not believed to be fatal.

Paris, Oct 24.—Three aeronauts, Valles 
Lelice and Truelle, have just met with 
an exciting adventure, which very near­
ly had a fatal termination. They left 
the gas works at La Villette at 3 o’clock 
yesterday afternoon in their balloon, 
Mozart intending after a brief ascent to 
return to the ground just outside 
the fortification.

They Saw Blood Under tbe Bed.
Fifty seven men arrived in this city 

by train Saturday night They were 
French or Italian railroad laborers who 
had been employed on the Cape Breton 
railway, and were on their way to Digby 
to work on “the missing link.” They 
stopped at a boarding house on Smythe 
street Saturiay night; but Sunday 
night they were looking for 
other quarters and were telling
a strange story. Several of them came 
to a person at the I. C. R. station and 
inquired as to the reputation of the house 
they were stopping at They seemed 
much excited and had a 
dread in consequence 
which their bad English 
plain to the party they talked to. They 
were understood to state, however, they 
were very much afraid to stay
another night in the bouse where they 
stopped Saturday night, and that if 
they could not get quarters else­
where they would walk the streets 
all night rather than remain there. 
The cause of this fear was, they 
said, on account of something they had 
heard which led them to believe that 
some one had been murdered in that 
house very recently.

They also said that in one of the rooms 
upstairs they had seen a large quantity 
of blood on the floor under the bed, and 
that much of the bed clothing in this 
room was covered with blood. This 
seemed proof that murder had been 
committed there.

Two or three groups of these men told 
the same strange story to more than one 
person about the 1. C. R. station and 
asked tc be directed to some other 
place where they could find shelter for 
the night as they were afraid some of 
them would be killed if they remained 
where they did the previous night. It 
certainly seemed strange that a number 
of men of this class should become so 
frightened, and the story of the blood in 
the bed and on the floor, upon which 
they founded their fears of foul play, is 
stranger still. Whether there was any 
truth in their story remains to be seen.

Having moved among the great ones 
of the earth for upwards of half a cen­
tury Mr. Gladstone is necessarily well 
versed in the courtier’s arts but he thor­
oughly dislikes them and when in office 
>ractices them as little as his position as 
Prime Minister will permit

Mr. Gladstone cannot or will not talk 
down to the level of the average prince 
and in the presence of the Queen be bears 
himself with an air of proud humility and 
manly deference which is sometimes 
embarrassing and not infrequently an­
noying to his royal mistress. It is not to 
be wondered at, therefore that the great 
liberal statesman is not a favorite at 
court and that he is rarely invited there.

During the session Mr. Gladstone is 
very regular in his attendance at the 
House. One of his peculiarities is his dis­
like of Inner Lobby which is always 
crowded with newspaper men, ex memb­
ers of Parliament and few others who 
enjoy the precious privilege of being on 
the speaker’s list.

When not actually engaged in debate 
but sitting as an interested listener Mr. 
Gladstone has hard work to suppress his 
natural inclination to jnmp up and join 
in the fray and he has a carious habit 
of betraying his eagerness and impatience 
by grabbing his knees and clutching 
impressively at the air with his long 
muscular fingers. Every member knows 
when Mr. Gladstone is about to make 
an important speech the event being 
heralded by Mrs. Gladstone’s appearance 
in the lady’s gallery, while the great man 
himself wears a flower in his coat and 
puts on the table before him a little 
Dottle full of a thickish yellow liquid, 
generally understood to be a kind of egg 
flip. It is made by Mrs. Gladstone 
her own secret recipe, and it always has 
a wonderful restorative effect upon the 
orator.

Occasionally within the last few years 
symptoms of deterioration have been 
noticed in Mr. Gladstone’s superb voice 
but when last^heard in the House it was 
very full, strong and musical.

Mr. Gladstone is richly blessed in his 
domestic-relations. His* wife has been 
his devoted helpmate for more than fifty 
year’s and his bearing toward her is still 
that of a devoted lover.

There are various 
ways of making it; the caterer, as a rule, 
makes a sweet butter or icing of choco­
late, pistachio, coffee, almond 
in which he mixes a gill c 
chartreuse or maraschino to be had. In­
to this delicious syrup small cakes or 
cubes of loaf cake are dropped and dried 
in a quick oven. The home cook 
who prides herself on having 
things just a little better 
than the regulation, and a great deal bet­
ter than the common, has a loaf cake 
made to order without sugar. When a 
day old this is cut into slices, finger 
pieces or cat tongues and steeped in a 
pan of good, fiery old-feshioned rye 
whiskey. Then a butter, made of pista­
chio, flavored with curacoa, mint or ab­
sinthe, is spread over the top, and when 
the tipsy slices come from the oven they 
are ready for consumption and confusion. 
As these liquored cakes can be made 
playfully stout and dangerously strong, 
t is just as well for the fair guest to eat 
them with caution.

There is another form of tipsy “indi­
viduates” which are still more insidious, 
sometimes known as cherry drops. A 
single brandied cherry is pinched into a 
fresh macaroon or between the halves of 
around spongecake and plunged into

STraders, Manufacturers and owners of Weight», 
Measures and Weighing Machines generally are 
specially requested to read carefully the following 
instructions and act accordingly:

1. The Weights and Measures Actprovidee for 
a regular biennial inspection of all Weights and 
Measures need for trade purposes, as well aa for 
irregular inspections of the same, which may be 
made at any time when deemed necessary by the 
inspector, and it also imposes a heavy penalty on 
any trader or other t>eraon who wilfully obstructs 
or impedes an inspector or assistant inspector in 
the performance of his duty under said Act, or 
who refuses to produce the whole of his weights 
and measures for inspection when called upon to 
do so by au inspecting officer.

2. Every trader, manufacturer and owner of 
weights, measures, and weighing machines when 
paying moneys to Inspector# or Assistant Inspect­
ors of Weights and Measures for verification fees, 
is entitled to, and is specially requested to de­
mand from the officer who makes the inspection, 
an official certificate (“Form (576” with the words 
"Original for the Trader” printed at the head 
thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also 
at the same time to carefully ascertain whether 
or not the stamps attached to such certificate 
represent exactly the value the amount of cash 
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that 
certificates of verification are of no value what­
ever unless stamps covering the foil amount of 
fees charged are attached.
