the natives use the mails more and more
every yeni-. The number of letters and
newspapers carried last year were twice
as many as ten years ago. There are
now over fifty thousand miles of rail
routes in India. A fast mail train car-
ries letters at the rate of forty miles an
hour, across the country from Calcutta to
Bombay, and the Queen so manages her
Indian Post Offices that they almust pay
for themselves. The native letter-car-
riers use bicycles to'a great extent.

It is the same : with the use and the
growth of the telegraph. The English
Government owns all the lines,
and it has <covered the coyuntr
with a mnetwork of wires, says a
writer in the Cosmopolitan. India has.
now over & hundred thousand miles of
telegraph-wire and a curious thing about
the construction of telegraph-lines is that
the posts are made of iron.

One of the great pests of India is the
white ant, which eats anything wooden.
A telegraph-post such as is used in the
United States would disappear ina night,

{ and even the ties on the railroads are in

many cases of metal.’ The ordimary
Indian' telegraph-post is made of three
galvanized-iron tubes which fit into one
another and which are sunken into the
ground. The post extends above the
soil about half as high as do our posts,
and the wire is fastened to it with
insulators. In some parts of the country |
the wires are hung upoa iron rails, the;
same as those upon which the cars

move.

Qurious Works of Art Found In the Ruins
of Buried Cities.
‘When the moderns read in Pliny of the
extreme degree of excellence to which
Greek artists had attaipedin his day and
of the prices which some of their works
fetched, equivalent to £10,000 or £12,000
of our money, scholars and other com-
petent authorities dismissed these as
tx‘avelers tales. They could not bring

wedding, but, like the blﬁding and the
bidder, it is now falling into disuse, and
is more rarely seen than even in ‘the
middle of the present cemtury. But
three or -four hundred years ago the
wedding casket wasas important an. ac-
cessory to the ceremony as the ring.

During the middle ages there were
among the kings and noblemen of Eu-
rope two kinds of marriages—the one in
which the wife shared the honor of her
husband and her children inherited his
rank and fortune, if he had any, the
other in which he gave his left hand
during the ceremony; his wife was
merely his legalized companion, her
children could not inherit h s property
and she herself did not take his name
nor share his rank. - The latter marriage
was confirmed the morning after its cel-
ebration by a gift—the morgengabe—
generally of deeds to property the doc-
uments being inclosed in & small but
valuable box.

Ac-
cording to an ancient Egyptian custom
the countenance of the deceased was
represented at the head of the mummy
or coffin, This custom was adhered to
in the Greeco-Roman epoch of Egypt,
but instead of the plastic head, which up
to that time had been alone‘in use, a
painting was substituted representing a
real portrait of the deceased. These
portraits, which were painted on a thin
panel of wood, were laid over the face of
the mummies, the outer bandages of the
shrouds being then wrapped about them
s0 as to cover the margin of the picture,
the latter alone being visible.
