Quadra lea ling to the rescue of the 
crew of the barque Coloma, a purse 
is to be made up and sent to the lady 
for a Christmas present.

The noble work of Mrs. Paterson has 
aroused a spirit of admiration and 
gratitude not alone in Victoria. In 
Seattle and New Westminster the part 
she played in saving the lives of the 
crew of the Coloma has been taken 
up, and in the former city subscriptions 
are to be received. The Seattle Post- 
Intelligencer says: “The news of Mrs. 
Paterson's heroic struggle along the 
hurricane-swept cliffs and through knee 
deep bogs for five miles to carry word 
of the Coloma’s perilous position and 
dispatch aid, has aroused a deep feel­
ing of gratitude among marine men.' 
They recognize the difficulty of the 
task she had to undertake and also the- 
fact that without her timely help the 
crew of the Coloma would probably 
have been drowned. ‘Every shipping 
man remembers the heroic way in 
which Mrs. Paterson, at the time of the 
Valencia wreck, stayed by the telegraph 
key in the Beale lighthouse for thirty- 
six hours in order to send out word to 
agonized friends and relatives, and of 
the other noble work she did at this 
time,’ said Mr. lsted, of the Merchants’ 
Exchange. _ ‘Th fact that she saved 
the crew of the Crfloma from almost 
certain death renders it imperative 
that the shipping men of Seattle 
acknowledge her actions in some way. 
Since the publication of her daring 
feat, I have had many men come to me, 
representing big companies, and de­
posit sums of money with me or offer 
to subscribe to a fund for her. This is 
a case which, in the opinion of every 
shipping man I have talked with merits 
public acknowledgment.’ ’’

In New Westminster the Local Coun­
cil of Women decided to extend Its 
congratulations, and to bring the case 
cf Mrs. Paterson to the attention of 
the Canadian branch of the Royal 
Humane Society with a view to secur­
ing a medal or some other suitable re­
cognition of the services rendered.

A graphic account of the rescue for­
warded to the Times from Bamfield, 
but which was delayed in transmission 
owing to the wire between the coast 
and Victoria being down, has just been 
received. This account, which is the 
first detailed one that has yet been 
published, is as follows:

“At 11 o’clock on the night of Decem­
ber 7th, wet and footsore, Mrs. Pater­
son after a hazardous trip from Cape 
Beale reached Bamfield with the news 
that a three-masted vessel was In dis­
tress off Cape Beale. The fore and 
mizzen masts were reduced to stubs, 
she said, the mainmast was standing 
and the decks were awash. Her hus­
band was just abje to distinguish the 
signals for aid, and could see that the 
crew were huddled around the mizzen 
stump. Duty compelled Mr. Paterson 
tu stand by the lighthouse, but Mrs. 
Pateison immediately started out over 
an almost impassable trail, which was 
rendered ail the more dangerous by 
flying timber in the heavy storm that 
was prevailing. The telegraph line be­
tween Cape Beale and Bamfield 
down, so there was no other alternative 
than to cover the distance on foot. At 
the head of Bamfield creek the worst 
part of the journey was encountered. 
Undeterred by the many obstructions 
in the way, Mrs. Paterson left the 
regular trail and partly wading through 
water and by taking the unbroken bush 
finally reached the McKay homestead. 
By this time Mrs. Paterson’s clothes 
were dripping wet. Getting 
boat Mrs. McKay rowed the 
messenger to the mouth of Bamfield 
creek, where word of the 
plight was passed to the Quadra. With­
in twenty minutes the 
under way. Two volunteer 
ties also set out for Cape Beale and 
Pachcna beach. They reported at 4 p. 
m. and reported that the Quadra, in 
spite of tremendous seas, had rescued 
the crew and had 
direction of Victoria.

be assembled for massed singing on 
certain occasions. The value of such 
musical education was demonstrated 
by the immense good it had worked 
for the musical world in England and 
the United States. The outcome of the 
discussion vas the passing of the fol­
lowing formal resolution: "That in the 
opinion of this meeting it would be ad­
vantageous to follow the example of 
Vancouver in appointing a supervisor 
of singing in the public schools."

There has never been much doubt in 
the minds of those who followed the 
evidence in the murder case that 
Featherstone was guilty of the crime 
of which he was convicted. He was 
found guilty of the murder of Miss 
Mary Jane Dalton and received his 
sentence of death at Nanaimo on Oc­
tober 22nd. The man who met his doom 
this morning was convicted on the 
strongest circumstantial evidence.

On the afternoon of the 21st July the 
dead body of Mary Jane Dalton was 
discovered lying in a pool of blood in 
her father’s house, South Wellington. 
Three revolver bullets had taken effect 
on the deceased. One had passed clean 
through the body. The second entered 
the head at the back, had shattered the 
skull, and the third inflicted a terrible 
wound In the forehead. Any one of the 
three shots was sufficient to cause 
death. The shot in the forehead was 
fired at close quarters, as marks of 
powder were found on the face.

Featherstone was head sawyer at the 
mill in South Wellington. The night 
previous to the day of the crime he 
had spent in Nanaimo. On the morn­
ing of the day, when Miss Dalton was 
foully done to death, he was sent home 
to South Wellington in an intoxicated 
condition. The evidence showed that 
he had been seen in the neighborhood 
with a revolver and laboring under the 
influence of drink. When arrested a 
revolver was found in his room and on 
the handkerchief he carried were blood 
marks.

Winnipeg, Dec. 10.—J. T. Gordon, who 
is one of the largest cattle exporters In 
the West, speaking of the season just 
closed, says:

“It has been very satisfactory to 
ranchers and fairly satisfactory to 
dealers. The export trade has not 
been as rosy as exporters would like 
but it has been a great improvement 
over anything we have had for the 
past three years.

“Consumption has been greater til 
the old country, and range cattle have 
been in better condition this year 
throughout than they have been since 
1896. In fact, Alberta and Saskatche­
wan have two crops of range cattle fit 
for market this year. This was brought 
about by the heavy rains of August 
that amounted almost to a deluge. 
These were the heaviest rains of the 
year, and arriving just as the grass 
was drying up, and all classes of stock 
got fat.

“In 1905 the total export of cattle 
from the West was 55,000 head. This 
year export has run up to 87,000 head, 
or an increase of about 60 per cent.

“The old country markets have been 
fairly steady with the exception of the 
period between September 1st and 30th, 
when they dropped very low. I under­
stand old country markets were never 
exceptionally high, but they were very 
steady. Export cattle from the Cana­
dian West have brought better prices 
than cattle from Ontario, because they 
were In better condition, grass having 
been, short in Ontario."

It is also proposed to place a 
lightship on the reef at Fame Point, 
and erect a series of light towers, with 
powerful lights, all along the north and 
south shores and erect lighthouses and 
foghorns at Cape George, Pontrlch and 
the St. Mary Islands, which will com­
plete a regular circuit of lights and fog 
alarm systems and make the St. Law­
rence safe.

LIFE-SAVING BOAT 
E0R THE WEST COAST

Will Be Provided at Once—Orion Has Been En­
listed And New Telegraphic Connection 

Will Be Established.

Ottawa, Dec. 12.—The eight miles of 
telegraph wire required to connect the 
Clayoquot line with the Sechart whal­
ing station will be built at once, in­
structions having been given by the 
public wprks department to-day. The 
work will be rushed and 
should be in operation in a few weeks.

Capt. Balcom tendered the use of the 
steamer Orion for life-saving on 
coast wherever and whenever avail­
able, and as the steamer is generally 
at dock with steam up during rough 
weather when wrecks occur, and at no 
time is far away, the importance of 
having a reliable telegraphic connec­
tion with Sechart Is obvious.

Captain Balcom has proposed to 
carry the necessary equipment which 
will he provided by the government, 
and to proceed whenever necessary to 
reach and save life. The Orion is a 
splendid vessel for the purpose, and 
manned by experienced seaman contin­
ually patrolling the coast in the wreck 
area, her enlistment in the cause of 
life protection is the best step yet 
taken by the department for that pur­
pose. The building of the telegraph line 
was necessary if the Orion was to be 
reached from other points on the coast, 
and this having been ordered, it is now 
up to the local officials of the public 
works department to push the work to 
completion. Messrs. W. Sloan and R. 
Smith, In whose district all the wrecks 
occurred, have interested themselves in 
pressing the great necessity for this 
and other improvements, and are to 
be credited with the success in this in­
stance.

long before an American life-saving 
plant has been provided for the West 
Coast there will be an efficient station 
working on the Canadian side. As in 
Victoria so in Seattle and other Puget 
Sound cities, there have been strong 
appeals made for a life-saving appar­
atus for the West Coast, especially 
since the terrible disaster to the Val­
encia. Both governments were accused 
of being apathetic, but when all things 
are considered it will now be conceded 
that while citizens were complaining 
here the government at Ottawa has 
been working. Without any ostenta­
tion it has established a life boat at 
Victoria, which has been manned by a 
crew of experienced men who have 
regular drills to perform, and who 
must respond to call for service at any 
hour of the day or night. Tenders are 
being invited for three surf boats, two 
of which will be placed at Clo’oose and 
Ucluelet, and a third Is to be carried 
by the salvage steamer Salvor, which 
makes her headquarters In Esquimau. 
Investigations are also being made by 
the department of marine and fisheries, 
according to a message from Ottawa, 
published some days ago, with a view 
to ascertaining the best type of motor 
boat for a station at Bamfield. In con­
sideration of what the government has 
now done, however, it may not be 
necessary to construct this boat. A 
contract has been entered into with 
Capt. Balcom, managing director of the 
Pacific Whaling Company, whereby the 
steam whaler Orion, which makes Se­
chart her headquarters, will be on 
hand in case of a shipwreck. In addi­
tion Sechart satlon is to be connected 
by wire with Victoria. The suitabil­
ity of the Orion for the work will at 
once be realized by all interested in 
marine affairs, for she is always on 
the coast wherein most of the trouble 
occurs; she always has steam up, and 
furthermore the power which she pos­
sesses for the handling of whales often 
in rough water renders her an ideal 
boat for the purpose. The news of 
this contract, being entered into with 
Capt. Balcom, is given in a. telegraphic 
dispatch to the Times, which was re­
ceived last evening too late for publi­
cation, and which is given above.

SUSTAIN INJURIES

Ten Racers In Mix-Up on the Track 
—Teams Set a Faster 

Pace-

New York, Dec. 13.—With the begin­
ning of the fourth day of the bicycle 
race at Madison Square gardens the 
riders began setting à faster pace with 
the evident intention of relegating to 
the rear the weaker ones of the contest­
ants, By 7 o’clock the average had 
been raised to more than 19 miles as 
against 16 yesterday.

The attempts of Walthour and Bedell 
to regain the lap they are behind the 
other 12 teams remains the chief point 
of interest.

The garden was crowded again last 
night and at daybreak from six to eight 
thousand spectators were still cheering 
the riders.

One of the worst spills of the race 
occurred at 7.25 a. m. to-day, ten of 
the thirteen riders going down in a 
smash-up. Vanoni, of the French- 
Italian team, was thrown over the pro­
tecting fence into one of the boxes. He 
sustained painful injuries, and Hol­
lister was said to be suffering from a 
possible fracture of the skull. The 
race was suspended for a while and the 
injured were carried to their quarters.

At 8 o’clock the score was: First 
twelve teams, 1,424 miles 7 laps; Wal­
thour and Bedell, 1,424 miles 6 laps. 
The record is 1,567 miles 9 laps.

All of the riders with the exception of 
Hollister and Vanoni were able to con­
tinue with the race which was resumed 
after a delay of an hour and a half. 
The partners of the injured men con­
tinued the grind and it was believed at 
that time that both Hollister and 
Vanoni would be able to resume after 
two or three hours’ rest.

Later Report.
New York, Dec. 13.—The worst acci­

dent since the beginning of the present 
six day bicycle race at Madison Square 
Garden occurred to-day when ten of the 
thirteen riders in the race went down 
in a bunch on what is known as Dead- 
man’s curve on the 26th street side of 
the square. Hollister, of the Samuel- 
son-Hollister combination, of Salt Lake 
City, and Vanoni, one of the foreign 
riders, were severely injured, and sev­
eral of the other riders were badly 
shaken up. The'board track was torn 
up for a distance of nearly 25 yards, 
and the race was suspended for an 
hour and a half while the repairs were 
made.

It was thought at first that Hollister 
might have been fatally injured or at 
least so bally that he would be com­
pelled to withdraw from the race. His 
injuries, however, were confined to a 
severe shaking up, and the loss of sev­
eral teeth, and it was announced that 
probably he would relieve his partner 
Samuelson after a rest. Vanoni has a 
fractured nose and minor hurts, but he, 
tco, is expected to continue later in the 
day. All the others who fell were able 
to take their places on the track when 
the race was resumed at 9 o’clock.

In order to maintain the positions 
with the leaders which their teams 
held, the partners of Hollister and 
Vanoni will remain on the track con­
stantly till the injured men rest them­
selves.

TUBERCULOSIS.

Professor Von Behring Reads a Paper— 
Did Not Tell Secret of His Remedy^

Stuttgarth, Germany, Dec. 12.—Pro­
fessor Von Behring read a paper here 
last night before the “Society for the 
Care of Sick in the Colonies” on his 
method of treating tuberculosis.

According to Von Behring’s view', 
sumption is the “Last verse of the song, 
of which the first verse was sung in the 
infant’s cradle.” In other words, he be­
lieves that the bacilli of tuberculosis find 
their way into the human system through 
milk. His theory directly contradicts Dr. 
Robert Ivoch’s doctrine that tuberculosis 
in milk is not dangerous, and consump­
tion in most cases is contracted as a re­
sult of breathing. . Professor Von Beh­
ring holds that the germs reach the lungs 
through the lymphatics and blood vessels. 
He contradicts Dr. Kocli flatly in the 
matter of tuberculosis in milk, w'hich Dr. 
Koch considers to be most harmless. 
Prof. Von Behring, on the other hand, 
says that germs from a tuberculosis cow 
are no more dangerous than the germs 
originating from a human being, 
professor intends to recommend his 
remedy, called "Tuiazeliktln,’’ as a pre­
ventative of tuberculosis in infants.

It was expected that during his talk 
Prof. Von Behring would communicate 
the secret of his remedy preparation, but 
he failed to do so.

Port Arthur, Ont., Dec. 10.—Steamer 

Monarch, of the Northern Railway 
Company, which left Port Arthur in a 
blinding snowstorm on Sunday night, 
went on the rocks of Isle Royale, forty 
miles out of the harbor, and is a com­
plete wreck. Some forty people were 
on board. It was the last trip of the 
boat for the season previous to laying 
up at Sarnia for the winter.

Word was brought to Port Arthur by 
a passing steamer, which turned back. 
They saw forty people clinging to the 
rigging, and it was feared that owing 
to the cold weather many lives would 
be lost before aid reached them. Later 
in the day, however, all the passengers 
were taken off in safety.

The Monarch was built twenty years 
ago for the old Beaty line. She carried 
forty thousand bushels of wheat for 
Sarnia and four hundred tons of flour. 
The passengers were commercial trav­
ellers and navvies on the way to the 
Koo. The Monarch was commanded by 
Captain Robertson, one of the oldest 
captains in the company. The boat 
was valued at $100,000.

Isle Royale, where the Monarch was 
wrecked, is a rocky island on Lake Su­
perior and just on the line dividing the 
United States from Canada, and some 
time ago was the subject of a dispute 
between the British and American gov • 
ernments. In clear weather it can be 
seen from the deck of vessels running 
into Thunder bay. It is in the neigh­
borhood of forty miles in length and its 
shores are very treacherous, being sur­
rounded by rocks rising above the sur­
face of the lake for several miles from 
its shores. It is uninhabited save from 
few lighthouse keepers.

LIQUOR LICENSE H- 
> LAW VOTED DOWN
LIVELY DISCUSSION AT

CITY COUNCIL

Wordy Warfare Between the Mayor and 
Aldermen—Routine Trans­

acted Last Night.

(From Monday’s Daily.)
Mayor 1 Morley’s scheme (or the 

amendment of the liquor license regula­
tions has gone by the board. Alter a 
somewhat wordy discussion at the city 
council last night the by-law was re­
jected by six votes to three. Mayor 
Morley, Aid. Fullerton and Fell voted 
in the affirmative; Aid. Stewart, Hall, 
Douglas, Yates, Vincent and Davey in 
the negative.

In introducing the motion Mayor 
Morley said that there was nothing in 
the by-law as far as he was aware, 
with the exception of that clause deal­
ing with women being allowed to in­
dulge in hotels, that did not exist in a 
city like Los Angeles. The clause 
which touches on the regular hours for 
closing and that dealing with the sep­
aration of saloon premises from others, 
was necessary in the interest of the 
men owning the licenses as well as to 
the citizens themselves. Until the pos­
sibility (jf recklessness was removed 
the licensees would always be in a pre­
carious condition. Their licenses might 
be revoked at any time, even though 
the men themselves might be very 
strictly inclined. He was very anxious 
to see this by-law pass, and thought 
it should be considered clause by 
clause.

At this point Aid. Fell interposed, and 
said that clause number one was an 
act of confiscation.

Mayor Morley replied that it was 
hardly fair to condemn the by-law 
without discussion.

"Your Worship is always asking for 
a fair show, and during your term of 
office you have had as fair a show as 
any mayor who has sat in that chair," 
quickly responded Aid. Fell.

Aid. Stewart said that the provincial 
act imposed sufficient restrictions. 
There had been no end of trouble on 
the liquor question. In fact they had 
never had half so much trouble as had 
arisen this year. In his opinion the 
provincial law was enough.

“It gives us power to regulate the 
closing hours,” replied Mayor Morley.

“As we are near our demise," said 
Aid. Yates, “it is hardly necessary for 
us to go into this by-law. Let the new 
council generally review the whole 
question, and by this means we will re­
move the onus from our shoulders.”

Aid. Davey then got up to speak. 
“My objection to the by-law is on the 
grounds of principle. My reasons 
are—”

Mayor Morley here endeavored to 
prevent him from speaking for the 
reason that he had already given his 
opinions on the subject. This incensed 
Aid. Davey. who retorted that it was 
the object of the Mayor to railroad the 
by-law through. He, however, agreed 
tc the Mayor’s ruling and sat down.

Aid. Douglas intimated that he would 
like to see the by-law shelved.

“Let us vote for a second reading 
and then introduce it,” said Aid. Ful­
lerton.

“Yes,” agreed Aid. Hall, “let us in­
troduce and amend it."

Mayor Morley asquiesced to the last 
two speakers, and said that it should 
be introduced and discussed clause by 
clause.

Aid. Davey here interjected with a 
query as to how often the Mayor was 
allowed to speak on the subject.

“I want this by-law passed,” said 
Mayor Morley, “because as Mayor of 
this city I know the city needs it.”

“My objection.” replied Aid. Davey, 
“is that in most deliberate assemblies 
when a question is once decided it is 
not in order to bring it up again. These 
are established rules. This question has 
been decided, and I can see no reason 
for any change of opinion. It is wrong 
policy to bring up a subject of this 
kind, and which can only tend to em­
bitter outside opinion against certain 
aldermen. As to the by-law, it re­
quires to be redrafted. We shall be 
liable to be accused of electioneering 
purposes by considering this matter as 
it is. Therefore, it ought not to be in­
troduced again, and I shall vote against 
it.”

Mayor Morley again interposed, and 
was about to reply when Aid. Stewart 
sprang to his feet. “As presiding offi­
cer you should not speak ar> much. You 
should hear a',1 the speakers and then 
if you differ, answer them in detail."

“The principle is still before the 
council,” said the Mayor.

Aid. Stewart rejoined. "There is too 
much being said about the morals of 
this city.”

An altercation here ensued between 
the Mayor and Aid. Stewart relative to 
the morals of Victoria.

The discussion was finally wound up 
by Aid. Stewart, who said that the city 
was one of the most law abiding on 
the American continent. “We are go­
ing much too far with this question, 
and are advertising ourselves all over 
the country.”

On a vote being taken the by-law 
was thrown out as heretofore related.

On last night’s agenda there was a 
considerable amount of routine busi­
ness. Much time was occupied in dis­
cussing the difference between the pow­
ers of the provincial legislature and 
those of the council.

A letter was read from F. Elworthy. 
It appears that when this gentleman’s 
wife was returning home from the 
Arion Club concert on Wednesday night 
last in going to catch a tram in Men- 
zics street she walked into a hole full 
of water, which damaged her clothing. 
Her husband in consequence claimed 
$50 from the council.

Aid. Douglas remarked that there 
were scarcely ever any lights placed 
on the roadway where work was being 
done. The matter was referred to the 
city engineer.

Next arose the question of the race 
track. A resolution was moved by 
Aid. Stewart and seconded by Aid. 
Yates that the option be exercised and 
a sum of $40,000 be advanced to the 
city solicitor to complete purchase, arid

also that the $175 rent should be taken 
from a man named Clark, who at pre­
sent holds under lease, part of the 
ground, and that m the event of the 
city requiring any part of his land, a 
rebate should be allowed. '

This reeolutton was subsequently 
smended by "striking out all reference 
to Clark’s lease, and then carried.

The question of street extension and 
expropriation for opening new roads, 
was received and filed and marked “no 
funds at present.”

A letter Intimating that William 
Graham had received a sum of $200 as 
compensation for injuries received 
while working in Douglas street, was 
received and filed.

A petition from a city firm asking 
for a new crossing in Government 
street was referred to the streets com­
mittee.

A number of tenders were rectved for 
fencing Elk and Beaver lakes as fol­
lows: C. M. Tuppen, 914 cents per foot; 
Wm. Dalby, Elwood wire, 16 cents; and 
Page wire, 15 cents per foot; M. A. 
Thomas, Page wire, 8 cents per foot; 
J. McDonald, Elwood wire, 1214 cents, 
and Page wire, 11 cents. Referred to the 
purchasing agent and the water com­
mittee for report.

Aid. Hall moved that a referendum 
be taken on the question : Shall regula­
tions be passed to prevent the sale by 
retail in stores of spirituous and ferm­
ented liquors (bottle license) except in 
premises devoted exclusively thereto? 
The motion was carried.

The council adjourned at 10.20 p. m.

Will Make Application Next Year in 
Order to Extend Curriculum 

of High School.

The most important matter discuss­
ed at Monday’s meeting of the boarf 
of school trustees was that of second»" 
ary affiliation with the McGill Univ*f_ 
sity, application for which will Vo 
made. Superintendent Eaton brought 
to the notice of the board the matter 
of accommodation at the High school 
which, since the new building was 
erected, had been called upon to ac­
commodate a growing attendance of 
scholars. The present roll was 300, and 
next year it was reasonable to expect 
that it would be 350. He expressed the 
opinion that Lae affiliation with McGill 
in 1902 was a step forward, which had 
considerably benefited many children, 
and he thought the time had come for 
a second year’s affiliation, which would 
extend and enhance the present High 
school curriculum, and would Include 
a second year in arts and a first year 
in applied science. He pointed out that 
although the suggested change could 
not be brought about until the opening 
of the college year in May it was best 
to take the matter up at once as it 
would be necessary to consider it when 
framing the estimates for next year.

In the discussion that followed Mr. 
Eaton was asked his opinion on the ad­
visability of charging an increased 
education fee for pupils taking advan­
tage of the higher branches on the cur­
riculum. He said that the additional 
cost which might be incurred in in­
creasing the staff would be met by, the 
lees proposed.

Dr. Hall moved, and Mrs. Jenkins 
seconded, that application be made for 
secondary affiliation with McGill Uni­
versity. This was carried unanimously.

The trustees present at the meeting 
were Dr. Ernest Hall, Mrs. Jenkins, 
and Messrs. Riddell, McKeown, Jay 
and Lewis. Chairman Hugget being 
absent Trustee Jay filled the chair, gad 
Superintendent Eaton filled the $esl of 
secretary.

Miss Hart, of Spring Ridge school, 
tendered her resignation at the end of 
this term, which was accepted.

The finance committee presented ac­
counts totalling $529.85, which were re­
ceived and ordered paid.

Trustee Lewis reported that the 
architect of the board estimated the 
cost of the proposed sanitary work at 
Hillside school at $800. He moved that 
the building committee be empowered 
to carry out the work as expeditiously 
as possible, but upon the suggestion of 
Trustee Jay he amended his motion to 
read that the committee report on the 
matter at a special meeting of the 
board. This motion carried.

Trustee Jay reported, on behalf of 
special committee appointed to inter­
view the provincial government regard­
ing the erection of an institute for the 
education of children with defective in­
tellects, having interviewed the min­
ister of education, who had promised 
to give the matter full consideration. 
He said that an effort would be made 
to determine the approximate number 
that would be fit inmates of such a 
school.

Trustee Hall said that he favored the 
establishment of such an institution as 
from three to five per cent, of the 
children in the public schools needed 
separate training.

It was decided at the last meeting of 
the board to delay the painting on the 
public schools for an indefinite time, 
and Superintendent Eaton reported in 
regard to this that he would advise 
the immediate carrying out of the work 
at Spring Ridge school. Joseph Sears 
being the lowest tenderer was awarded 
the contract for the work.

In reference to the offer of Dr. Mc- 
Micking to fill the post of medical in­
spector of public schools for a salary 
of $50 per month the report of the com­
mittee appointed to take the matter 
up «“commended that the city council 
take up the question with the city 
health officer, who could be given an 
adequate salary and fill the both posi­
tions.

Trustee Lewis again drew attention 
to the lack of school accommodation 
in Victoria West, and urged that an 
estimate be made and submitted to the 
council for additional accommodation. 
It was decided, however, to let the mat­
ter lay over until the new board is 
appointed.

Miss Alice Boorman was selected, out 
of many applicants, to fill the position 
of sewing instructress in public schools 
and will commence her duties next 
term at a salary of $600.

The meeting tnen adjourned.

CRISIS IN FRANCE
PRIESTS ORDERED TO

REMAIN IN CHURCHES

The Pope Rejects Offer Made By Gov­
ernment-- Authorities Ready 

to Act.

Paris, Dec. 10.—France appears to 
face an alarming religious crisis. The 
Pope has rejected the government’s 
eleventh hour proffer under which 
Catholic worship was to be continued 
under the common law. According to 
the Pope’s orders the parish priests 
must remain in their churches until 
driven out by violence.

Cardinal Richard has instructed the 
clergy to continue services in the 
churches, but to abstain from making 
the declaration called for by the law. 
Prayers were yesterday offered in all 
the churches for the protection of God 
during the coming period of persecu­
tion. There is no sign of the govern­
ment faltering, but all recognize that 
it may be forced to resort to, extreme 
measures. The government recognizes 
the stand taken by the Pope as little 
less than a summons to French Catho­
lics to open rebellion.

The government’s calculations clear­
ly have been upset and new legislative 
authority may be necessary. It having 
been decided that religious services 
are no longer permitted after to-mor­
row without a preliminary declaration 
under the law of 1881, the Pope’s or­
ders entail the immediate .initiation of 
prosecutions, and logically the invasion 
of churches by the police to pronounce 
their dissolution and expell the parish 
priests. The militant Catholics seem­
ingly welcome the prosg^cts of violence 
which will compel the closing of the 
churches with the attendant excitement 
of religious passions.

M. Jaurès, Socialist, professes to be­
lieve that the Vatican has deliberately 
determined to test the strength of the 
party of reaction in an effort to over­
throw the republic. The government 
has made preparations to cope with 
the situation, but is keeping them se­
cret, evidently awaiting to see whether 
any considerable proportion of the 
clergy will revolt.. The cabinet, how­
ever, maintains a resolute front. In­
structions to the public prosecutors 
were telegraphed broadcast to-day. 
Premier Clemenceau is quoted as say­
ing: "If the church elects to have war 
it will have it, but the world will bear 
witness that the Vatican is like a for­
eign power trying to dispute the au­
thority of the French government."

Dr. Briand, minister of public wor­
ship, said that he thinks the Pope 
yielded to the importunities of the 
U1 tramontanes, who are ever possessed 
with the mad idea that out of disorder 
and chaos they will emerge triumph­
ant. The government does not now 
face a revolt of the consiences of 
French Catholics, but a purely political 
enterprise.

BLEW OFF TOP OF HEAD.

Tailor Placed Muzzle of Gun in Mouth 
and Pressed Trigger With Tpe.

Seattle, Dec. 10.—Without any ap­
parent reason, except that he was tired 
of living. Earnest Reetz, a tailor, com­
mitted suicide yesterday in his room 
in the Erie house. Fifth avenue south 
and Main street. He had blown off the 
top of his head with a shoutgun. Al­
though no one heard the report of the 
shot, the man had been dead but a 
short time when he was found, for the 
body was still warm.

Reetz had lived in Seattle several 
yc-ars.

to be erected next spring.

A system of wireless telegraph will 
be established in the near future. Tend­
ers have been received and 
under consideration.

A life-boat has been built and mann­
ed, and is now held, ready for service. 
The questions of extending and improv­
ing the life-saving service, and of

building a coast road are now engaging 
the attention of the government.

ronto News, a paper that is not by any 
means friendly to the Dominion gov­
ernment, has lately -furnished him with 
another feature of the business situa­
tion that oughL to convince him that 
his fantastic theory is as absurd as his 
plea that because the revenue of the 
country has increased tremendously 
therefore the rate of taxation must 
have been increased also, and accord­
ing' to the measure of such increase 
must it be oppressive upon business. 
The News takes the record of the Post 
Office Department as a basis from 
which to draw its deductions, saying: 
The most interesting items to be ex­
tracted from the Postmaster-General’s 
annual report are that in 1904-5 he sold, 
through the postmasters of the Do­
minion, about six and a quarter mil­
lions of dollars’ worth of postage 
stamps. In 1905-6 this amount was in­
creased by nearly on million, yore cer­
tain evidence of general prosperity and 
of increase of business and population 
cannot be found. The surplus revenue of 
the department exceeded a million. The 
proposed application of this sum is not 
shown in the report. It is more likely 
that it will be devoted to the increase 
of salaries now paid to country post­
masters and. to extensions of mail ser­
vice, than that any lowering of rates 
on the various classes of postal matter 
will be contemplated.

The value of a world monopoly in such 
a business is quite apparent, and 
plains the extraordinary efforts of the 
company in that direction. It has se­
cured the extension of the limit of ter­
ritorial water around these islands 
from three miles to sixty miles, a con­
cession allowed to no other nation, for 
the United States is the spoiled child 
among the nations of the earth. Noth­
ing short of exclusive use of the Pacific 
Ocean will now satisfy the promoters^ 
and that, preposterous clartm is actual­
ly being furthered by diplomatic nego­
tiations with British representatives.

The habits of the fur seal resemble 
those of the mackerel in the Atlantic. 
These fish after spending the year in 
the open sea return to breed in Can­
adian territorial waters around the 
Magdalen Islands. When they appear 
in the open sea the shoals are pursued 
by American fishermen with purse 
seines, the most destructive methods 
of fishing yet invented. They chase 
the fish to the three-mile limit, catch­
ing great quantities. When within 
Canadian territorial waters they are 
protected by regulations, but on their 
return to the open water they must 
run the gauntlet again. It would be no 
more absurd and no more preposterous 
for the Canadian government to claim 
ownership of these fish than for the 
Americans to claim ownership of the 
seals. Perhaps if we were to make do­
mestic mackerel-fishing a monopoly a 
movement to that end would be in­
augurated. It is admitted that the de­
struction of the herd would be a mis­
fortune. But Mr. Macoun’s report has 
shown that the diminution in numbers 
was due to disease, and not to pelagic 
sealing. Should such a result threaten 
there would be a natural remedy in 
the voluntary abandonment of pelagic 
sealing. The principle at stake is too 
important to be overridden on any 
seeming effort to prevent aquatic ani­
mals from destruction.

of Vancouver Island. It may be assum­
ed that after all the authorities who 
advise the ministers on such matters 
are qualified in some respects to fill 
their positions or their services would 
speedily be dispensed with. This much 
may be admitted without questioning 
in the slightest degree the sincerity or 
questioning the technical or the expert 
knowledge of the critics who 
thundering against the government, the 
members or the servants of the public.

POSITIVE EVIDENCE.

On one memorable occasion Mr, Geo. 
E. Foster, hard put to it for a reason­
able excuse for criticism of a budget 
speech of the present Finance Min­
ister, advanced the rather extraordin­
ary proposition that the prosperity of 
Canada was net a real, substantial 
thing.

PROVINCIAL NOMENCLATURE.

The sixth report of the Geographic 
Board of Canada has been issued from 
the government printing office at Ot­
tawa. The reason for the existence of 
this board is explained by the mandate 
His Excellency the Governor-General 
has been pleased to issue, that 
questions concerning geographic names 
in the Dominion which arise in the de­
partments of the public service shall 
be referred to the board, and that all 
departments shall accept and use in 
their publications the names and ortho­
graphy adopted by the board.” Mr. 
W. F. Robertson, Provincial Mineral­
ogist, is the British Columbia repre­
sentative on the board, to whom the 
Times acknowledges its indebtedness 
for copies of the report. Mr. Robert­
son solicits the aid of the press "in the 
bringing of this official spelling into 
daily use, as only by its use 
newspapers can a uniform spelling of 
place-names ever be attained.” 
is perhaps not necessary to say we 
shall do all that lies in our power to 
carry out the wishes of the board, be­
cause in so doing we shall be serving 
our own interests. We are not advo­
cates of spelling reform according to 
the theories and practice of President 
Roosevelt, but in uie nomenclature of 
British Columbia there is a redundancy 
of letters, due to the adoption of native 
place-names, that at times is very em­
barrassing to printers. Hence we be­
lieve the majority of the suggestions of 
the Geographic Board are conceived in 
wisdom, and if carried out in practice 
will afford a substantial measure of 
relief. Since we have been given offi­
cial authority for dropping many of the 
native gutterals and the hyphens by 
which unpronouncable syllables are 
connected, we shall be most happy 
indeed to adopt the suggestion and to 
carry it out in practice as quickly as 
our staff can make itself acquainted 
with the reforms. By the way, we ob­
serve that “Bamfield,” which is appar­
ently destined to become a word of 
very common use in British Columbia, 
has been changed into "Banfield.” A 
considerable number of other well- 
known names have daubtless also been 
dropped from the common vocabulary. 
Of these we shall also make notes as 
soon as we nave the opportunity.

PELAGIC SEALING.

In pursuance of the annual custom 
of presidents of the United States of 
recent times, Mr. Roosevelt in his mes­
sage to Congress dealt at length with 
the sealing question, giving the Ameri­
can view of the causes of the alleged 
threatened extinction of the seal herds. 
The president dwelt with emphasis on 
the necessity of some drastic measures 
being, taken to preserve for all time 
these valuable fur-bearing animals. Of 
course he gave expression to the Unit­
ed States point of view on this ques­
tion, which is merely another name 
for the very biassed opinions of the 
managers of the Alaska Comercial 
Company, which has a monopoly of the 
seal hide business on the northern isl­
ands of the Pacific. In his comments 
the president animadverted with char­
acteristic emphasis on the part Can­
adian pelagic sealers are said to have 
borne in the diminution of the seal 
herds. He took the position that if 
the men who conduct their business 
on the high seas could but be suppress­
ed the future of the seals would be 
sured. At the same time he practical­
ly admitted that but for the obduracy 
of Canadians there would be little dif­
ficulty in reaching a settlement with 
the British government, 
dent’s message contained many inter­
esting passages, dealing as it did in a 
vigorous, not to say “strenuous,” man­
ner with all the problems confronting 
the resourceful politicians of the Unit­
ed States. But the plain intimation in 
the message that 
Great Britain have at length reached 
a stage of development from which 
they can take a judicial and judicious 
view of the interests of Canadians 
when they are placed in juxtaposition 
with the demands of the United States 
was the prominent feature of the presi­
dent’s lecture to Congress.

On this feature of the president’s 
message the Toronto Globe of Decem­
ber 6th had a strong and vigorous 
leading article. We believe our eastern 
contemporary gives faithful expression 
to Canadian opinion in this article, 
which we reproduce:

When the Alaska Commercial Com­
pany in its eagerness for a monopoly 
made the customs laws of the United 
States fantastic and ridiculous, and had 
every sealskin jacket which was taken 
into the republic either ripped open or 
confiscated, it was not the concern of 
other nations. But when that 
pany makes the Republic bestir itself 
to secure the abrogation of other 
tions’ rights on the’ high seas it be­
comes a matter of vital and immediate 
interest to the maritime world. It be­
comes no longer a question of corpor­
ate monopoly, but of international 
rights—of the most important of all 
international rights, 
more sacred or more worthy of being 
carefully guarded than freedom on the 
high seas, and Canada will look to the 
British government to

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Robin Has Filed Application For 

Permission to Hold Religions 
Services in Churches.

Paris, Dec. 12.—The day of grace 
granted to local churches in the execu­
tion of the law providing for the separ­
ation of church and state postpones 
until to-morrow the measures for its 
enforcement. The delay, however, has 
only served to increase the excitement 
caused by the expulsion yesterday of 
Mgr. Motagnini, secretary of the Papal 
nuncio at Paris.

It has been decided immediately to 
take over the buildings belonging to 
the ecclesiastics, stop the pensions of 
the clergy, compel aspirants to the 
priesthood to fulfill their military obli­
gations, and, if necessary, treat the 
clergy as subjects of a foriegn power. 
This constitutes a sufficient demonstra­
tion of the spirit with which the gov­
ernment intends .to meet resistance. 
The reception of Premier Clemenceau’s 
speech in the Chamber of Deputies last 
night also shows that he has parlia­
ment at his back. Nevertheless M. 
Clemenceau was careful to say that 
there still was time for the Catholics 
to conform with the law.

That the rank and file of the Liberal 
Catholics disapprove of the intransigent 
attitude of the authorities at Rome, is 
evidenced by the fact that the editor of 
the Renaissance, Felix Robin, has filed 
with Prefect of Police Lepine an appli­
cation under the Public Meetings law 
of 1881, for permission to hold; religi­
ous meetings in all the churches. This 
affords the single ray of hope in the 
situation.

The Figaro to-day says that Cardinal 
Richard, archbishop of Paris, at first 
declined to approve of M. Robin's a ca­
tion, but that later he changed his 
mind. This application, if accepted, no 
matter whether it is approved by the 
clergy, will legalize the holding of re­
ligious service, and render unnecessary 
any proceedings against parish priests 
or vicars to-morrow.

It turns out that the papers seized at 
the Papan nuncio yesterday placed in 
the government’s hands important evi­
dence which may prove embarrassing 
to the Vatican if open war ensues. 
They include the diplomatic records, 
covering the correspondence before the 
rupture with the Vatican, recent in­
structions from Cardinal Merry Del 
Val, the Papal secretary of state, a 
mass of letters from prelates all over 
the world, and letters in the handwrit­
ing of deputies of the Right party. M. 
Jaurès, the Socialist leader, asserts in 
his paper that the seized documents 
prove the existence of- a conspiracy.

The clergy of Paris issued special ap­
peals to-night to their parishioners to 
be present at the churches to-morrow 
at the first mass celebrated outside the 
pale of the law. The government, how­
ever, purposes to proceed gently. These 
services will not be broken up but po­
licemen will be in attendance to note 
infractions of the law. The chief dan­
ger of disorders in Paris lies in the pos­
sible invasion of churches by rowdies 
and free thinkers. Reserves of gend­
armes will be stationed to-morrow at 
various points throughout the city to 
guard against trouble on this score.

The indications are against anything 
which might be dignified by the name 
of a religious war as the prompt expul­
sion from France of Mgr. Montagnini, 
secretary of Papal nuncio here, since 
the recall of the nuncio, coupled with 
threats to expel recalcitrant clergymen 
from France, has had a sobering in­
fluence. The militant Catholics are in 
a hopeless minority and the masses are 
either indifferent or, except in a few 
isolated instances, inclined to side with 
the government.

There was a riotous demonstration at 
Nancy to-day while the bishop was 
moving out of his residence. ' A crowd 
of two thousand accompanied the offi­
cials to the residence, hooting them 
constantly. The bishop will be prose­
cuted on the charge of assaulting a po­
liceman because he laid his hand upon 
a policeman's shoulder while he was 
leaving his residence.

Instructions to Clergy.
Rome,vDec. 12.—The Vatican author­

ities denounce the action of the French 
government in having Mgr. Montagnini 
accompanied to the frontier by police, 
as being “an odious action, showing a 
desire to inflict humiliation on those 
who, because of their weakness, cannot 
retaliate.”

It is believed that even now', not­
withstanding the gravity of the situa­
tion, France wmuld not find it difficult 
to conciliate the Vatican if negotiations 
w'ere opened. Meanwhile all the Vati­
can forces have been mobilized to take 
part in the campaign. Even Father 
Wernz, the general of the Jesuits, has 
joined the belligerents.

The last instructions sent to the 
French clergy are, in substance, that 
they are to look upon the 
from its worst aspect and organize pri­
vate religious services.

Thousands of telegrams have been 
sent from Freemasons, anti-clericals 
and others to French officials, congrat­
ulating them on their energetic atti­
tude. On the other hand, the Vatican 
authorities have received thousands of 
telegrams of sympathy and encourage­
ment from bishops. Catholic clubs and 
Protestant Catholics, Italians and for­
eigners.

SUICIDE OF CAPTAIN.

Is Tired of Life and Swallows the Con­
tents of a Bottle of Laudanum.

F. O. Sodergrin, a retired sea captain, 
after writing hisof San Francisco 

wife a note telling of his discourage­
ment, swallowed the contents of a bot­
tle of laudanum and ended his exis­
tence.

After purchasing a four ounce vial of 
laudanum Sodergrin went to the Cas­
ino, and, leaving orders not to be called 
until after 6 that evening, retired. 
About 7 o’clock, according to his in­
structions, a waiter employed at the 
place, tried to awaken Sodergrin, and 
on failing to arouse him entered the 
room and found the man dead, with the 
empty bottle on the floor by his bed­
side. Pinned to the bed clothes was a 
note addressed to Mrs. Laura Soder­
grin, 1,102 Page street, which read as 
follows:

’’My Dear Wife Laura—When this 
reaches you I will be no more. This 
world has been a cruel and cold one to 
me. It has tricked me in every place 
till I could stand it no more. Once 
your husband, but now no more. God 
bless you, woman.”

Little is known of the dead man’s 
past in San Francisco except that for a 
number of years he was a captain on 
a coasting vessel.

BARKENTINE LOST SAILS.

Caught in Gale on Thursday—Crew 
Were on Short Rations.

Port Townsend, Wn„ Dec., 12.—The 
barkentine Amelia, Capt. Kure, was 
towed in here this morning, minus 
sails and in a leaking condition. The 
vessel Is out 36 days from San Fran­
cisco for Astoria. Owing to the long 
voyage the vessel, ran out of provisions 
several days ago, the crew being ip a 
starving condition upon arrival, .lav­
ing been on short rations for some 
time.

The Amelia got the brunt of the gale 
of last Thursday, during which she lost 
every stitch of sail. The vessel must 
be repaired and secure an outfit of new 
sails before proceeding to Astoria.

THE REICHSTAG.

Will Be Dissolved If Money to Main­
tain Force in German South 

Africa is Refused.

Berlin, Dec. 12.—Emperor William has 
authorized Chancellor von Buelow to 
dissolve the Reichstag and order new 
elections if the supplementary appro­
priations asked for by the government 
are not granted by the House.

The question of the Reichstag ap­
propriating eno-#;h money to main­
tain the present army in German 
Southwest Africa, the government 
holds, is equivalent to the question of 
whether the colony shall be given up 
or retained. An appeal to the country, 
if necessary, will be made on that is­
sue, the government's position being 
that if the present garrison there |s 
reduced from 12,000 to 2,500 men, as the 
Centre party an 1 Extreme Le£f con­
tend should be done, the insurgent 
natives would obtain possession of the 
colony.

LETHBRIDGE MINES.

Lethbridge, Alta., Dec. 11.—The mines 
are once again hives of industry. Men 
are timbering underground, and the 
work is being rapidly done. The out­
put Is increasing, but is yet under 400 
tons. The strikers are returning, and 
all are being given work as soon as 
work Is available.

The report of the ladies’ committee 

was next considered. It showed con­
siderable progress and activity on the 
part of the committee during the last 
few months. In full it was:

Ladies and Gentlemen Your commit­
tee of management in submitting their 
34th annual report have pleasure in con­
gratulating the subscribers on the con­
tinued usefulness and prosperity of the 
institution. There are 48 little ones in 
the Home receiving of your bounty and 
the requisite moral, intellectual and phy­
sical equipment for the discharge of their 
duties as good citizens in developing the 
manifold resources of the country, and 
at the same time we hope will help to 
maintain our high character as an in­
dustrious and law-abiding people. It is 
necessary to explain that this annual 
meeting is held several months earlier 
than usual in order to comply with the 
provisions of our declaration, thus reduc­
ing our present financial year to one of 
ten months.

It is encouraging, however, to know 
that although the expenditure has been 
consequently less, our income for this 
shorter period has been larger than for 
many years past; and that our present 
financial position is extremely satisfac­
tory. A full statement of the receipts and 
expenditures, kindly audited by Jas. L. 
Raymur, will be laid before you by our 
honorary treasurer, E. Crow Baker. The 
generous liberality of the subscribers 
will, we hope, be sufficient to enable the 
Incoming managers to carry out many 
needed improvements and alterations, 
and especially to see th?* fences and 
grounds surrounding the Home are made 
to harmonize with it. The necessity of 
providing systematic and thorough over­
sight of the children, after' leaving the 
Home is becoming more and more appar­
ent. At the most critical period of their 
lives girls and boys are removed from 
the authority and influence they have 
been accustomed to and are left almost 
dependent upon strangers. It is then 
that friendly help and advice is needed, 
and there should be some one charged 
with especial duty to visit, encourage and 
watch over them. Some of the expense 
Involved might be shared with kindred 
societies and possibly aided by govern­
ment grant. It having been determined 
by good authority that our by-laws were 
inconsistent with the constitutions or 
declarations filed with the registrar when 
incorporating under the Benevolent So­
cieties Act, it became necessary to re­
vise and amend them. To this work your 
committee have given very careful atten­
tion, endeavoring while conforming to the 
letter of the declaration to embrace in the 
new by-laws the spirit of the o-ld ones, 
and it is earnestly hoped that they may 
receive your kind attention and formal 
approval.

A report from the ladies’ committee will 
also be laid before you. This committee 
have, as in the past, continued in charge 
of the internal affairs of the Home, thus 
relieving the managing committee of 
many cares and duties, besides also as­
sisting in various ways in augmenting 
our funds. The subscribers are deeply 
indebted to the ladies for their efficient 
and economical management of this 
branch of the work.

ladies’ committee present their eighth 
annual report of the British Columbia 
Protestant Orphans’ Home. Our com­
mittee has met regularly on the first 
Monday in each month, and the meetings 
have been well attended, upon which oc­
casions we have tried faithfully and hope 
successfully in doing and advising what 
we considered best for the advancement 
and benefit of the Home and its youthful 
inmates. The Home at present contains 
forty-eight children, seventeen boys and 
thirty-one girls, all of whom, we are de­
lighted to say, are in the best of health, 
thanks to the unremitting care and kind­
ness of Mrs. Kay, who,v we are sorry to 
state, on account of ill-health, has had 
to ask for three months’ leave of 
absence, which was granted, her place in 
the meantime being occupied by the for­
mer much beloved matron, Miss Hyndes.

The annual pound party was, we think, 
a greater success this year than on pre­
vious occasions, each pound of food do­
nated helping to replenish the empty lar­
der and at the same time being a great 
factor in relieving the exchequer.

Our grateful. thanks are due to Pro­
fessor Wickens, who, with his usua. gen­
erosity and thoughtfulness, handed a 
very handsome sum to the committee, 
the result of a concert given by himself 
and his clever pupils for the benefit of 
the home.

One of the greatest treats the children 
enjoyed this summer was inaugurated 
by the Messrs. Hutcheson Bros., when, on 
a glorious day in summer, six automo­
biles left the Orphanage loaded with ex­
cited and happy children (not to mention 
a number of nervous ladies on the com­
mittee) to enjoy a luxurious trip to Gold- 
stream, where refreshments were pro­
vided, including a box of candy for each 
child from Miss Hutcheson, and a very 
happy day spent. Mr. Challoner and Mr. 
D. R. Ker contributed in no small way 
to the pleasure of the outing by kindly 
placing their autos at the disposal of the 
Messrs. Hutcheson Bros.

The circular appeal sent to friends in 
the outlying districts for fruit and vege­
tables for the winter supply of the Home 
was answered in a way far beyond ail 
expectations, the cellar being at tue time 
the appeal was sent out much in the 
state of old Mother Hubbard’s cupboard, 
but now shows the generous result of 
the appeal. It seems as if we have only 
to ask to receive for the Orphans’ Home.

The chrysanthemum show held in the 
Carnegie library, kindly placed at the 
disposal of the ladies’ committee by the 
corporation of the city of Victoria, was a 
magnificent success, the net result being 
$228.50. greatly exceeding the most san­
guine hopes of those in charge. The ob­
ject of the exhibition being to form a 
nucleus for purchasing new clothing for 
the children. Having started under such 
favorable auspices, the ladles have con­
cluded making it an annual event. The 
ladles’ committee again specially desire 
to extend their warmest thanks to all 
those who were so instrumental in mak­
ing the exhibition such a decided success.

Many kind friends have entertained 
the children during the past year, for 
which we and the children are extremely 
grateful, such acts being rays of sun­
shine in the days of their sojourn at the 
Home long to be remembered even after 
they have gone out into the world to 
battle for themselves.

PROMINENT ARTIST AND BIL­
EANS.

Toronto, Dec. 13.—One hundred repre­
sentatives of the Methodist, Presbyter­
ian and Congregational churches of the 
Dominion assembled in the schoolroom 
of the Metropolitan Methodist church 
to-day to continue the consultation 
about a basis of church union. Dr. 
Carmen presided.

In view of the action taken by the 
general assembly at the last session In 
London, it was decided to appoint a 
committee consisting of four Method­
ists, four Presbyterians and two Con- 
gregationalists, to conduct negotiations 
with the Anglican and Baptist churches 
regarding the possibility of the Bap­
tists and Anglicans accepting an Invi­
tation to take part in the conference.

The Baptists wished the union move­
ment God-speed, but did not say whe­
ther they would at present Join in it. 
The responses of all the Anglican bis­
hops were cordial and hopeful, but as 
the general synod of the Church of 
England will not meet until 1908, no 
action could be taken by that church 
until then. These matters were left 
without discussion In the hands of the 
sub-committee.

The report of the sub-committee on 
doctrine was presented by the secre­
tary, Rev. T. B. Hyde. The few alter­
ations suggested from the report sub­
mitted previously were mere verbal 
changes, and nothing fundamental was 
altered.
, The report on church property was 

presented by the secretary, Rey. Walter 
Murray, of Daihousie University, N. S. 
It likewise contained few alterations, 
and these were not fundamental.

The sub-committee on ^ministra­
tion, of which Rev. Dr. E. D. Mac- 
laren is secretary, reported that three 
conferring denominations have the fol­
lowing numbers of ordained ministers 
in Canada: Methodist, 1,790; Presby­
terians, 1,506; Congregationalists, 150. 
There are 12 Methodists colleges and 
six Presbyterian. The Methodists have 
52 ministers engaged as professors, 
editors, etc.; Presbyterians, 41, and the 
Congregationalists, 4.

Dr. J. R. Inch, superintendent of 
education for New Brunswick, stated 
that that province was mostly in favor 
of union. He is a strong advocate of 
it, and believes progress is being satis­
factorily made.
Anglicans, he thinks, may join later.

C. Bell, of Halifax, stated that the 
general feeling is in favor of union. 
A factor in encouraging the older pro­
vinces is the unanimous feeling fbr 
union in the West. There would be no 
forcing in the matter, he said, but the 
outlook was very hopeful, as things 
seemed ail to be progressing favorably.

Rev. Principal Gordon, of Queen’s 
University, Kingston, said there seem­
ed to him to be an opportunity in Can­
ada to-day for a union of various sec- 
lions of the Protestant churches, such 
as had not been afforded in any coun­
try for a hundred years, perhaps not 
since the reformation.

Gentlemen :—In accordance with the re­
solutions passed at the annual general 
meeting of tills association held at the 
city hall on the kith December, 1905, a 
petition was forwarded to the municipal 
council requesting" them to submit the 
following In the fefm of a referendum at 
the general elections :

(a) Shall the auditor be elected by the 
ratepayers as an Independent officer, at 
the time and In the same manner as the 
Mayor of the cltyî

(b) Shall honorary park commissioners 
be elected by the ratepayers at the time 
and in the same manner as the aldermen?

(c) Shall free accommodation and tui­
tion in' public schools be limited to the 
age of sixteen?

To this the council replied: (1) “That 
while the council is in favor df an inde­
pendent auditor, from time to time, they 
do not think the appointment by the elec­
tors proper or wise.” (2) The above ap­
plies with equal force to the appointment 
of honorary park commissioners, with the 
further objection that the control of ex­
penditure could not be relegated to such 
commissioners, and (S) That this was a 
matter wholly within the legislative con­
trol of the provincial parliament."

These propositions were then laid before 
the Attorney-General and the Minister of 
Education, with a view to securing 
amendments to the Municipal Clauses 
Act and School Act; suggesting further 
in the latter case, that the ever-increas­
ing demands tot educational purposes 
should be “met by special reservations 
of the public domain, as special endow­
ments in every district, so that local de­
mands and local development might go 
hand In hand.” These propositions were 
submitted to the municipal committee of 
the House, and to Messrs. Hall and Cam­
eron (our members), but without definite 
result being secured.

2. Durmg the last session of tne local 
House we secured the following amend­
ments to the statutes:

Just before the Times went to press 

a fhessage was received from Bamfleld 
stating that Capt. Townsend, of the C,
P. R. steamer Queen City, which ar­
rived there from down the coast, re­
potted that a dismasted vessel went 
ashore on Vargos island, at the en­
trance to Clayoquot Sound, at 8 o'clock 
on the morning of the 9th. Captain 
Townsend was of the opinion that the 
vessel was the Coloma. Elsewhere in 
this issue the possibility of the Queen 
City picking up this vessel was men-, 
tloned, but from the tenor of the above 
message it would seem that the steam­
er passed In rough weather when it 
was impossible to approach the dis­
tressed vessel or her skipper did not 
hear of the wreck until some time later.

In relating the experiences of the 
crew of the barque Melanope, a dis­
patch to the Post-Intelligencer from 
Port Townsend says:

"Twenty-two in an open boat, fight­
ing for their lives with means that 
counted no more than straws and the 
providential escape from what appear­
ed to be instant death, is the latest 
account of marine disaster that comes 
out of the awful storm that swept the 
coast from Alaska to Mexico last 
Thursday night. The party consisted 
of Capt. Willis, master of the British 
barque Melanope, now presumed to be 
at the bottom of the ocean, Capt. Wil­
is’ wife and two daughters, aged eight 

and ten years, and eighteen members 
of the crew of the foundered ship. The 
party was brought here tp-night by the 
American schooner Wm. H. Smith, 
I'aptain Hanson, on his run from Re­
dondo to Tacoma.

"The Melanope, a fifteen hundred ton 
Iron vessel, was two days out from 
Eureka, Ç&I., in ballast, destined for 
this port for orders when struck by the 
gale. After a short time spent In op­
posing the force of the wind and sea, 
the sand ballast shifted to the stern, 
and like a rearing horse the iron ship 
went on her beam ends and all but 
foundered. This occurred at 7 o’clock 
Thursday evening.

“In this position the crew and family 
of Capt. Willis held to the forward 
shrouds throughout the night of the 
storm and terrible elements that will 
be long remembered by mariners of 
these waters.

"Nothing could be done to attempt an 
escape from the vessel which was slow­
ly sinking, owing to the fact that all 
lights were extinguished and the force 
of the gale made it impossible for any 
of the crew to leave the frail hold that 
separated all from death. In this man­
ner the night was spent and with the 
approach of daylight, a point off Cape 
Blanco, the California coast had been 
reached.

“Daylight after a night had been 
given up to an expectancy of death 
with every wave that buried the vessel 
in spray and sweeping comber that 
passed through the half submerged 
wreckage of yards and masts, brought 
practically no hope of escape, but bet­
ter than to go down like imprisoned 
objects, an attempt to unlash the for­
ward boat and get it afloat proved 
successful after four hours In the ef­
fort had been attempted. At 10 o’clock 
Friday morning all the party had suc­
ceeded in getting Into the small boat, 
and with only this as protection from 
the barque that was slowly bobbing 
ebout as hampered by the floating sails 
and wreckage that formed a sea an­
chor.

“Not a particle of food and without 
i iothing other than that they had on 
when the vessel upended was possessed 
by any of the party, and in the case of 
Mrs. wniis and her two daughters they 
"'ad neither coats nor head covering, 
having escaped from the cabin as the 
upheaval came only by the narrowest 

? circumstances.
“In the direful position where they 

had been placed by the fury of the 
elements, hope for safety 

àrcely improved, but with 
strength could be mustered a pull for 
the shore sixty miles distant was com­
menced. After three hours spent in 
a valiant labor that probably did not 
carry the boat that number of miles 
from the wrecked barque, a sale was 
sighted.

“A signal was promptly hoisted and 
so quickly as the high sea that was 
running would permit, the schooner W. 
H. Smith hove to near by and with a 
line had the shipwrecked party aboard.

ALASKA COAL. !Seattle Expects to Get a Supply From 
the North.

-O-
—Frank Humber and J. A. Thomas, 

of Victoria, and Mr. Anderson, of Los 
Angeles, were successful candidates at 
the recent dental examination held in 
Vancouver.

Seattle coal dealers are looking to 
Alaska for a supply to fill the needs of 
the city and overcome the scarcity there. 
According to dealers there, sources of 
supply at Victoria are being absorbed by 
the growth of that country in the same 
way as the Seattfe supply. A steamer of 
the Alaska Coast Company was sent to 
Victoria for a cargo of coal, says the 
Post-Intelligencer, and found the same 
conditions obtaining as here. The boat 
was able to get only enough coal to en­
able her to return to Seattle.

In speaking of the prospects of relief 
in the market through the tapping of 
new coal fields in Alaska, H. R. Harri- 
man, secretary of the Alaska Petroleum 
& Coal -Company, said:

“We will be able to relieve the coal 
stringency in this city about next fall, 
when, through the construction of new 
railroads, the output of Catalla mines in 
the Bering river coal fields, thirteen 
miles by survey from salt water, and 
probably the mines at Matanuska, on the 
river of the same name, which is 125 miles 
north of Seward, Alaska, will be ready 
for shipment. The Alaska coal is a very 
superior coal, the lignite, semi-bitumin­
ous, bituminous and anthracite all being 
superior to the ordinary qualities obtain­
able in this market. The Alaska bitumin­
ous shows about 60 per cent, of carbon, 
th£ semi-bituminous about 84 per cent, 
of carbon, and the anthracite above 85 
per cent.

“The Guggenheims and the J. P. Mor­
gan interests will begin building towards 
the Bering river fields early in the spring, 
and other railroad interests are to tap 
it from another direction. The Catalla 
mines are very, near salt water, and 
little work is required to make the pro­
duct of that mine accessible to the Seat­
tle market.

“The various grades of Alaska coal will 
be put-on the market here at frjjm $7 per 
ton for the lower grades to $14 per ten 
for the anthracite. All of this coal is 
superior in carbon qualities to the same 
grade of coal now on the market, and 
every ton of Alaska coal is worth from 
two to three tons of the same graded coal 
now sold in this market.

“At the prices stated it will really be 
cheaper coal than that sold in Seattle 
now for less prices. I really do not see 
much prospect for very much relief from 
the present scarcity of coal until the 
Alaska product begins to come in. That 
source of supply will be practically inex­
haustible. The people here have no con­
ception of the tremendous bodies of coal 
that will be available in the Alaska fields, 
some of the veins running thirty to forty 
feet in thickness.”

SCHOOL MATTERS.CRUSHED TO DEATH.

■O- To the Editor:—My attention has been 
drawn to a letter from “One of the Moth­
ers,” appearing in the Times on Dec. 6th, 
and I beg to reply. I can fully sym-* . 
pàthize with the writer and many others, 
who are sacrificing much in order to give 
their children what is considered a good 
education, and I realize with her the un­
necessary expense of providing many 
books which are scarcely ever used; but, 
as the writer remarks, we must wait until 
in the wisdom of councils a set of books 
shall be selected to meet the demands of 
some definite period of time. It must be 
remembered that the trustees have done 
much in laying repeatedly before tne sev­
eral governments of recent years the ad­
visability of seeking a solution to the 
much vexed question by aiding to secure 
a set of text books for the whole Domin­
ion, and such a set to cover the reason­
able requirements of a number of years, 
when revision might be necessary. So 
much for the book question.

In reference to the several complaints 
which have come to me, including that of 
the writer, to whom this letter is a reply,
I beg to say that I at once phoned Prin­
cipal Paul to ascertain the facts. In an­
swer to my several questions he stated 
the following:

1. That the pupils interested in resur­
recting the monthly paper known as the 
Camosun waited upon him and asked for 
the privilege of ascertaining from the 
several classes, first, as to how many of 
their fellow students would like to see 
the paper published again ; and, secondly, 
how many would become subscribers 
thereto. Mr. Paul states that this mat­
ter was authorized by himself, that he 
visited the classes with tne interested 
students, and that he can vouch for the 
truth of the statement that the pupils 
were not pressed in any way to sub­
scribe. I believe the principal’s state­
ment, and, further, think that the de­
sire for the re-publication Of an extreme­
ly interesting monthly is to be commend­
ed. I would further say that the paper 
was managed entirely by the students of 
Victoria College, that the editor and sub­
editors were all members of the school, 
and that it was a source of gratification 
to me to find so much ability displayed, 
as was evident in the various issues that 
came to me. The paper died because the 
subscriptions were too few; it died the 
death that many other papers do, even 
though managed by “big boys.”

I am strongly opposed to the sale of 
tickets for “outside affairs” within the 
school buildings, and there is an unwrit- | 
ten rule that such cannot be allowed; 
and, notwithstanding the splendid charac­
ter of Dr. Crockett's lecture, the tickets 
should not have been sold within the 
building, for much time must have been 
taken up, and the mind§ of the pupils 
diverted from their work. If tickets were 
not sold within the school hours I do not 
see what harm a simple announcement of 
the lecture could possibly do. Principal 
Paul reports to me that he does not sanc­
tion the soliciting of financial support for 
purposes outside the legitimate work of 
the school, and does not endorse the ac­
tion of some teachers who from time to 
time think it necessary to secure funds 
for this or that club. Mr. Paul is in auth­
ority and his word should be law in all 
matters of school discipline and manage­
ment. I do not believe that the teachers 
can be justly charged with many indis­
cretions that are attributed to them, for 
they are men and women of good sound 
judgment, but, like all of us, they may 
make mistakes at times. In order that 
the truth may be correctly ascertained. I 
have written the board advising the ap­
pointment of a committee to investigate 
the causes of recent complaints, so that 
the teachers may not be unjustly criti­
cised, and that the parents of the chil­
dren may be saved from the persistent ap­
peals which are made to them through 
their children.

I regret that, owing to my absence from 
the city to-night and for the most part of 
the time until Christmas, that I shall be 
unable to serve in such investigation as I 
have suggested to the board, or take part 
in urging the appointment at no distant 
date of a thoroughly qualified music in­
structor for the schools of this city.

have already taken steps to prevent, If 
possible, a repetition of this mistake, 
and *e are glad to find that two of our 
most/capable and active members, Mrs. 
Jenleins and Mrs. James McGregor," 
were elected on the, advisory bbard at 
the .last annual meeting of the agrl- 
iSDltttral association. Surely this is a 
Step in the right direction, and we may 
congratulate ourselves that the board 
by so doing, has recognized the hard 
and self-denying work, done for many 
years by this council, and that these 
ladies have kindly consented to repre­
sent us.”

The corresponding secretary In her 
report says:

“The resolutions from the Mothers’ 
Club, which refers to young boys being 
permitted to carry firearms ; from the 
Home Nursing, as to compulsory 
maintenance of illegitimate children 
by their fathers; and from the St. 
James’ Guild, on the necessity of gov­
ernment Inspection for the enforce­
ment of the Shops Act; these all being 
questions upon which legislation is 
necessary, were placed In the hands of 
a committee, who, however, have not 
yet reported their progress in the 
work.

“The question of alien divorce and 
remarriage, which was introduced by 
the Ladies’ Aid of the First Presbyter­
ian church, was deemed by the execu­
tive to be too weighty a subject, and 
too wide-reaching in its relationship, 
to be dealt with by one council. A re­
quest was therefore forwarded the Na­
tional Council, that the subject be 
placed on the agenda of the National 
Council, to be discussed at its annual 
meeting, which met in Hamilton in 
June last, and to be dealt with as a 
national question. The request, we 
are glad to say, was complied with, 
and doubtless action will be taken in 
the near future.

“The great and long-felt need of a 
maternity ward for the Jubilee hos­
pital was brought before the council 
by the Ladies’ Auxiliary of that insti­
tution. The committee into whose 
hands was placed the work of carrying 
Into effect this resolution, has com­
menced the task with a good degree of 
energy. Through the co-operation of 
the Ministerial Association, the estab­
lishment of Hospital Sunday was se­
cured, when subscriptions for this good 
work were received in the various

the initiative taken in the teaching, of 
purity in the schools and recommends 
that the pupils be regularly Instructed in 
the same.”

Dr. Hall said that he had been urged to 
speak on this subject and that he had 
accepted as a duty, rather than a plea­
sure, for the difficulties in dealing with 
it were very obvious. Dr. Hall said he 
spoke, not only for himself, but for a 
society lately formed called “The Ameri­
can Society of Sanitary and Moral Pro­
gress,” with which are associated many 
noble names, both lay and clerical. 
Courageously and deliberately the speak­
er brought a terrible arraignment against 
permitted sub-social conditions and the 
wilful ignorance and indifference display­
ed concerning them. The medical profes­
sion, ever on the look-out from the watch 
towers of human experience, knows well 
the true secret of that evil, which 
counts for fifty per cent, of the inmates 
of our asylums, and twenty to fifty per 
cent, of our hospitals.

“A clearer understanding, ’ hé said, 
“must and can come only uirough proper 
instruction and intelligent exposure. 
Concealment and half statements are 
what hurt. The truth never hurts, and, 
when once unuerstood and expressed 
with force and reason, Health and amend­
ment become possible. Put questions of 
suçh immense importance can only be 
handled by what may be suggested as a 
co-operative system of education and in­
struction. The words of that sage who 
knew almost as much about human pro­
blems as we do to-day may be taken 
equally by ourselves as a warning and 
as a very severe criticism: ‘Ye simple 
ones, how long will ye love simplicity; 
and fools hate knowledge!’ It is possible 
to be too simple—indeed, most of the evil 
and the crime in the world may be traced 
to this initial defect—and then when 
young men, aye, and young women, too, 
seek a place for repentance it cannot be 
found, though they seek it bitterly and 
with tears. Nature and judgment have 
then to be reckoned with, according to 
those eternal laws which cannot be 
broken.”

Dr. Hall expressed a hope that the 
whole subject would be some day regu­
lated and placed under the supervision of 
the board of health. Meanwhile, he urged, 
with great dignity and feeling, a proper 
investigation and adoption of such means 
as would instruct and protect the future 
generations.

A cordial vote of thanks was tendered 
to Dr. Hall. Rev. G. K. B. Adams also 
spoke forcefully upon this subject.

EXPELLED FROM FRANCE

HON. MR. FISHER EXPLAINS
SCOPE OF MEASUREURGED BY MEMBERS

Rome, Dec. 11.—There is great ex­
citement at the Vatican because of the 
situation in France, and news from 
that country is eagerly awaited.

The Pope to-day received Cardinal 
Vincent Van Nutteili and in the course 
of the conversation it is said the Vat­
ican declined responsibility for what 
might happen in France.

It is believed here that the coming 
conflicts may prove more serious than 
those which occurred at the time of the 
taking of the inventories.

The expulsion from France of Mgr. 
Montagnini, sercetary of the Papal 
nunciature at Paris, who has repre­
sented the Vatican at the French cap­
ital since the recall of the nuncio, has 
caused not only astonishment but con­
sternation at the Vatican. According 
to the Vatican officials, this step is an 
evident proof that the French govern­
ment wishes not only to strike at the 
church as a religious institution, but to 
represent it as an enemy of the repub­
lic and allied with the republic’s foes. 
Furthermore, the officials characterize 
this step as taken in a spirit of mean­
ness, as the French government knows 
the Vatican cannot, because of its posi­
tion, indulge in a similar action as a 
reprisal, with the individual who is 
looking after the French interests in 
Rome.

The fact that diplomatic relations be­
tween France and the Vatican ^were 
ruptured two years ago, adds to the 
difficulty of the Vatican. M. Nisard, 
the last ambassador of France to the 
Holy See having left Rome in 1904. 
Mgr. Montagnini stayed in Paris after 
the departure of the Papal nuncio, in 
order to deal with certain matters 
pending between France and the 
church. It is observed here to-night 
that possibly Mgr. Montagnini remain­
ed in Paris too long. A curious phase 
of the situation is that Mgr. Montag­
nini being an Italian subject, any pro­
test against his expulsion or the 
searching of his house, must be com­
municated to the French government 
through the Italian government.

Excitement at Vatican.
Rome, Dec. 11.—Contrary to his usual 

habit, the Pope remained up until a 
late . hour to-night, for the purpose, 
probably, of reading the telegrams and 
going over certain documents concern­
ing the situation in France. With him 
at work is Cardinal Merry Del Val, the 
Papal secretary of state, who is prov­
ing an indefatigable assistant. Both 
the Pope and cardinal are being aided 
by the substitute secretary of state, 
Mgr. Della Chiesa, and the secretary 
extraordinary of ecclesiastical affairs, 
Mgr. Gasparri.

Persons thoroughly familiar with 
Vatican affairs declare that no such 
excitement and apprehension has pre­
vailed at the Vatican as to-night since 
the loss of temporal power. The Pope 
is described as calmer than any mem­
ber of his entourage. He is reported to 
have said: “Men cannot fathom all 
the designs of Providence. Perhaps the 
present tribulations are intended only 
to quicken and emphasize the ultimate 
and inevitable triumph of the church.”

Ottawa, Dec. 12.—Hon. Sydney Fisher 
in the House to-day introduced a bill *’ 
for the supervision and inspection of 
canned and uncanned meat, fish, fruits 
and vegetables. The inspection of can­
ned and uncanned goods is to be more ' 
drastic than that in regard to fish, 
fruits and vegetables.

Hon. Mr. Fisher preceded his explan­
ation of the bill with a statement as 
to why legislation is necessary. There 
were certain revelations in Chicago 
which affected the markets of the 
world in regard to canned meats. He 
sent one of his officers to examine all 
the packing establishments in Canada. 
The report showed that these establish- 
ments, which were not situated to­
gether, the same as in Chicago, were 
in excellent condition as far as sani­
tary arrangements were concerned. 
There might be one or two instances 
which required a little remedy, but 
these were corrected when shown to ex- 

Indeed, packers were as anxious 
as the government to have a system 
of inspection, so that their goods might 
be more easily marketed abroad. The 
workmen engaged in Canadian packing 
houses were of a superior class, and 
came principally from Europe. There 
was no kind of inspection, however, 
and this was necessary so that tlM 
trade might regain and hold its place 
upon the British market.

“Since the Chicago revelations the 
governments of European countries 
have teen investigating more closely 
than ever the character and sanitary 
condition of food products imported,” 
said Hon. Mr. Fisher. "Communica­
tions have been directed to my depart­
ment from England and other coun­
tries abroad asking what were the 
laws of Canada in regard to this mat­
ter. The British government sent an 
officer to the United States to report 
on whether it would be possible in fu­
ture for them to buy United States 
canned and other foods for the sup­
plies of the British service. Municipal 
organizations in England, the London 
county council and other similar bodies 
have passed very stringent regulations 
as to the supervision and sale of these 
foods to the consuming population. All 
this indicates that it is necessary for 
us to do all we possibly can to inspire 
the confidence of the markets of the 
Old Country in the articles which we 
export, for if we do not comply with 
the regulations in force in those mar­
kets we would be at a great disadvan­
tage, especially in comparison with our 
greatest competitor, the United States.

“The provisions of the act are brief, 
and I intend to incorporate them in 
this bill with a more extended applica­
tion. Those concerned in the canned 
goods trade in Can'ada seem to realize 
the importance of such a law as I now 
propose, and although it has been 
known to them that we purpose intro­
ducing a measure of this kind, we have 
had no complaint, and in fact they 
seem to welcome such law.

THE WRECK OF THE MONARCH.

Sufferings of Passengers and Crew—One 
Man Drowned and Another 

May Die.

Fort William, Ont., Dec. 11.—Having 
been isolated for three days and nights 
on a rock in the middle of Lake Superior, 
without shelter from the freezing tem­
perature, intensified by the continuous 
gales, and with nothing to eat but flour 

■ and water, 41 persons, passengers and 
crew of the ill-fated Monarch, wrecked 
near Isle Royale, arrived in Port Arthur 
last night on the tugs Whalen and Laura 
Grace.

James Jacques, of Point Edward, a 
watchman, was drowned, and G. Farquar, 
a passenger en route to his home in Sault 
Ste. Marie, may die as a result of hard­
ships experienced. Several of the crew 
were frozen about the hands, and all are 
suffering mentally from the terrible or­
deal.

It is feared that the Monarch and cargo 
of 1,600 tons of grain and merchandise 
will be a total loss.

“Whereas, in other places women, as 
sanitary inspectors, have proved most 
competent and sa^sfactory, and believ­
ing that increased efficiency would be 
secured thereby,

“Resolved, that the Local Council of 
Women call the attention of the civic 
authorities to this matter with a view 
to the additional appointment of a wo­
man.”

Resoluion X.—Proposed by the ex­

ecutive:
“Resolved, that a petition be present­

ed to the legislative assemly of the 
province of British Columbia praying,

“(1) That every container of a pro­
prietary medicine he labeled so as to 
show the nature and quantity of the 
various ingredients of wihch the medi­
cine is composed.

“(2) That every medicine designated 
as poison in the Pharmacy Act be la­
beled ‘poison.’

"(3) That every container of a pro­
prietary medicine, one ingredient of 
which is alcohol, shall be labeled so 
to show the quantity of alcohol.”

Mrs. W. Grant made a protest against 
indiscriminate drinking, and asked îfor 
a boycott of such medicines as 
put in bottles which did not bear a 
label stating the nautre of the contents 
and its ingredients. She cited several 
famous authorities who contended that 
alcohol was useless in the medical pro­
fession, and also read some statistics 
which showed that 50 per cent, of mod­
ern patent medicines contained alcohol, 
while others contained injurious quan­
tities of morphine.

Dr. Fagan also spoke on this sub­
ject. The Dominion government, he 
said, was about to introduce legisla­
tion which would regulate the evil. The 
provincial government had promised 
supplementary help. He contended 
that the most popular patent medi­
cines of the present day were made up 
of poisonous ingredients, of little or no 
medicinal value. “Sedatives” and 
“cough mixtures,” widely advertised 
and largely purchased, were the cause 
of much infantile loss of life, while 
“headache powders” and other so-call­
ed “remedies” were the cause of more 
heart disease and more sudden deaths

uod products. It will apply first of all 
to canned meats and canned fruits and 
vegetables and canned fish. It applies 
also to all meats not canned, such as 
beacon and ham, poultry, meat and 
slds or quarters of the largest animals. 
There are two divisions of this bill.

“The wording of the act will cover 
cans or bottles or any similar packages. 
The recent popular excitement has 
been chiefly directed to uncanned and 
canned meats, and I have received 
representations which lead me to be­
lieve it is quite important we should 
have a supervision over, and inspec­
tion of other canned good. As to the 
meats, the proposal is that we should 
have inspectors who should inspect the 
animal before it is killed, the meat be­
fore it is put in the can and afterwards 
through all its process to the final seal­
ing of the can. Should there be any 
suspicion as to the contents of the cans 
we take power to have them inspected 
after they are sealed.

“The intention is that all such meats 
and canned meats shall be marked as 
having been inspected by the Canadian 
government inspector, and that no 
goods of such character may be sold 
for export or interprovincial trade 
without that mark."

As to fish, Hon. Mr. Fisher said he 
would leave to the House to say whe­
ther it should be included with meats 
or vegetables and fruits, in the matter 
of inspection.

R. G. Macpherson (Vancouver) said 
that fish ought to be placed along with 
meats. The canners wanted a law of 
that kind so that the Brjà^.h buy.er 
would be assured that the jNritish Col­
umbia salmon was a pure and whole­
some product, as every Canadian knew. 
it was.

Hon. Mr. Fisher said that two In­
spectors would be appointed at each 
establishment. The government would 
have to pay for the inspectors, the cost 
would be about $60,000 a year. If fish 
were placed with meats it would re­
quire more.
