The American Fishing Vessel Sels-
ure.

The seizure at Digby, N. 8., of
the American fishing schr. David
J. Adams, by the Domirion cruiser
Lansdowne, to which we referred
last week, is a fruitful subject of dis-
cussion by the newspapers on both
sides of the line here, as well as in
England  The statements respecting
the offence for which the seizure was
made vary considerably and those
who desire to arrive at conclusions
based on actual facts, have consider-
|able-diﬁiculty. First, we were told

had been buying bait, which was
claimed to be an infraction ot the
treaty of 1818 and; subsequently,
that it was also for being in port
| over twenty-four hours without enter-
ing at the Custom House. Another
official statement of the matter comes
from Great Britain, where, on Thurs-
day last, “Mr. Morgan, Under Col-
“onial Secretary, replying in the
“House ot Commons to Mr. Charles
“Vincentanember of Centre Sheffield,
“said that Earl Granville, Secretary
“for the Colonies, had cabled to the
“Marquis of Lansdowne, Governor-
“General of Canada, asking him for
“full details of the seizure of the
“Awmerican fishing schooner Adams,
“and had received a reply stating
“that the schooner had not complied
“with maritime law, had concealed
“her name, her port and her register
“and that the case would be investi-
“gated in the Halifax Admirality
“Court, and that no question of
“territorial waters was involved.”
‘When the highest authorities differ
so widely in reference to what ought
to be a simple matter of tact, ordin-
ary people are inclined to think that
a mistake has been made somewhere,
and that it is on che part of the
Dominion. The alleged infraction of
the Customs laws is ovidently an
after-thought, for the earlier reports
of the afiair did not mention it. It
is not entirely clear that the purchas-
ing of bait by an American fishér-
man is an infraction of international
law as between the Britiskr and
United States—-peoples—the declara-
tioil of the Under Secretary for the
colonies, appearing also to confirm
this view, and it therefore seems
that our Government, through the
agency of its cruiser’s commander,
has been unfortunate in making this
particular seizure as a test case on
which to try conclusions under our
changed fishery relationships with
"our United States neighbors. We
shall be glad to find the matter tak-
ing a more favorable turn for the
Canadian authorities, but, in the
meantime, hope there will be less of
bluster and talk about the vindica-
tion of our rights until the fact that
we have a good case in the Adams
seizure is more clearly demonstrated.

Look Out for It.

Ir I were evena clergy-
mau, and combined with that vocation
those of lumberman, millowner, store-
keeper and general trader, I would have
sufficient respect for the intelligence of
the people who know me to assume
that the sacreduess of my clerical call-
ing might sometimes be smirched and
the church to which I belonged suffer
in prestige through the exigencies of my
worldly business. Aud if, as a trader,
having acquired hundreds of acres of
lumber lands I vainly strove as a politi-
cian to induce a Government to pursue
a policy by which T might secure still
more, and for that reason was charged
with opposing them, I should have suf.
ticient respect for my church to abstain
from pushing her forward to blind the
people, and crying out that I was
attacked as one of her priests. You
say, —

“My experience of over thirty years
passed in this my native Province, and
the,courtesy, kindness and general re.
spect bestowed on me personally since I
entered the clerical atate, by all classes
of people, satisfy me that there are but
few D. G. Smiths in the Province, It is
fortunate that such is the cose, otherwise
peace, harmooy and mutual security
would vanish from the community,
pomted out asthe

I am amazed, sir, at your bolduess
and at a loss to understand how one in
your position dares to pose as you do;
and you will have to pardon me for
returning your compliment and saying
that there are not only “*but few,” but
there is butone M. I'. Richard ina the
Province, and, unlike you, I shall prove
what [ say from the records.

As if to make further use of your
cloth to conceal the cloven foot beneath,
you imitate Mr. Adams in his declara-
tion-day speech, by giving a rehash of
what you profess to have snid in the
church at Rogersville. Do you think
that Mr. Adams and yourself are not
understood as you thus persist in parad-
ing the Rogersville church aund its
priest before the public?  Whilo 1 may
remark that intelligent usen who heard
you on that day were thoroughly con-
vinced that yoa desived it to be urder
stood that you were unfavorable to the
Government candidates, and while Mr.
Adams spoke immedintely afterward
outside of and near the church, making
your remarks a text for his strong
speech against the two Government can-
didates, the ADVANCE has never referred
to what you said in thechurch. Why,
when Mr. Adams—only a few minutes
after you spoke—referred to your words
in the church as indicating that the
peuple of Rogeraville should not vote for
the Government candidates,did you not
reprove him for dragzing you into the
election ! You could, however, readily
tolerate that Sunday speech of his,
almost under your window, and find in
the huzzas of your parishioners for the
opposition nothing to disturh your pious
meditations, but you are exceedingly
shocked when 1 —thinking of your
milling, lumbering, storekeeping and
ortgage influences—forget your cleri-
cal character and refer to you as *‘ the

respected ruler of Rogeraville,” Talk
of monopolists ! When to your *‘ledger
influence "’ in the Parish of Rogersville
is added the ghostly one of the calling
which you are as anxious to parade as
you are to conceal all the others, you
may be congratulated on having as
close a monopoly as any man in this
country, and it i8 no wonder that the
peculiar system of ‘‘colonization” favor-

ed by you is noted for the cry of dis-
tress that has gone out in behalf of its

| ill-conccived 1 tter to the

people more than for any real success
that has attended it.

If 1 were concerned to prove yeur at- ‘
titude in the late election and to justify
the Avvance's inthmation that your ins |
fluence was exercised against the Goy- |
ernment, I necd hardly go beypud your
World und
itisa watter of surprise to we that
having exercised your influence as you
did, yow should go to such trouble to
have people believe that you were in-
different.  Your denials are of piece
with your pretended quotatious from
my paper in reference to this same elec-
tion, where you throw in the words
“‘ballot box thieves,” knowing, at the
same time, that no such words appear-
ed. Itis, however, a part of your
style and policy and you cannot help it.
If you were what you would have
people believe you are, you would not
resort to such misrepresentation, and if
you were not what you are you would
not have so many of the ear-marks of

your political patron.

Respecting your attempis to arouse
the prejudices of onr French population
against me, I may remark that there
are different kinds of French,, just as
there ore differgnt kinds of other people
—English, Irigh, Scotch, ete. The
French of Rogersville, for instance, are
one kind of French and those of Aln-
wick are another. In the latter case
you find a people of the same nation
ality independent and divided in their
political views—diftering in no way
from their fellow-citizens in the Connty
generally—and equal to any in intelli.
gence. In Rogeraville they are totally
different, and just what you have
taught them to be. They will be 8o as
long as you are with them and if you
ave satisfied with the contrast you must
be easily pleased. You ought not,
however, to discount your fellow-
Frenchmen everywhere by straining
comparison 80 much as to liken your
especial charges to them.

You are, 1 observe, exceedingly cave-
ful and guarded in your statements re-
specting your attitude towards the can-
didates, and between your non.com.
mittal phrases on that particnlar point
and nimbus-like halo of “glittering
generalities” on the subject of the
citizen's vight to exercise his judgment
in political matters, it is not dificult
for one acquainted with the processes
of inductive reasoning to undevstand
that while you did not canvass for or
against, or discuss ““the merits orde-
merits of the candidates who svught
election,” you took the more effective
method of favoring ‘*‘the ticket” by
condemning the particular part of the
Government’s policy in which you had
interested your neighbors and, thus, did
all that in you lay to induce them to
vote against the Government caundi-
dates. Did you not poeint out to your
Rogersville neighbora that there had
been men in power—a Government—
which had pursued a policy under which
the sertlement had been ‘‘colonised”
and that it was to their best interests
and those of their children that addi-
tional tracts of laud should be given to
them by Government for their benelfit
and that of their children? And did you
not intimate that in view of the treat-
ment they had received they must vote
according to their interests and con-
science for the men who wonld give
them good Government ! What Gov-
ernment did you have in your mind as
the ‘‘good Government?**  Was it not
the Government which preceded the
present one! You and your neighbors
knew that the present Government, of
which Mr. Gillespie was & member and
Mr. Burchill a supporter, had refused
to make further Free Grants. These
two gentlemen were the Government
candidates and were opposed to the
candidates in the interest of your *‘good
Government.” Lest there should be
any misunderstanding of your inductive
iustructions, Mr. Adams—on the Sun-
day already referved to—gathered your
congregation about him imwmediately
on their coming out of church—
with your words fresh in their minds—
and addressed them from the platform
in front of your store, explaining to
them that if they wanted additional
lands for their children, to be careful
that no ballot of theirs had the name
of Burchill or Gillespie upon it, but
to vote for the whole ticket—the oppo-
sition ticket, or, in the words of your
letter, ‘‘for another Government than
the une supported by thecandidates
who had charitably assisted them.”
You could well atford to abstain from
voting, after so tine a day's work for
your friends, although there does not
seem to be any mevit in your duing so,
beyond that which commends itself to
the class of politicians known as trim-
mers, who are chiefly concorned to tind
themselves on the winning side in
evory contest,  You know that you
were anxious to have a dawm construct-
ed at Government expensc over your
miil pond on the Barnaby River and
your application for the same under
tho guise of » roadway over that par.
ticular spot was entertained to the ox-
tent of a promise by a member of the
Government that he woeld use his
influence to secure some 8500 for the
dam and road this year aud the same
wount next year. But, by some
means, you are credited with having
eonceived—perhaps by induction—the
sage idea that while you were sure of
these two 8500 contributions for that
pet work of yours, you would, were
the ‘‘guod Government” to be return-
ed to power, get just twice as much.
Sowe of your frieuds tell us that this
was oune of your calculations, and it
may explain the self-abnegation which
you parade in connection with your
non-exercise of your voting privilege
m two Counties. You remind me of
the story of the dying sinner who
was asked by the parsonif he ‘‘re.
nounced the devil and all his works”
and was implored not to press the
matter just then as he didn't exactly
know into whose hands he was about
to fall.

To return, however, to the subject,
upon which your inductive canvass turncd,
I submit that had you been as impartial
toward the present (rovernment as you |
would have us believe, you woull have |
candidly stated both sides of the ques- |
tion. You would have put yourself in the
(Government's place aund done as you |
would have others do to you. You would |
have said that the Goverument had be. |
come convinced that the Fres Grants Act |

mill.owners, store-keepers, ete, You
might, for instance, have read to thom a list
taken from our/Public Records, of .trans-
fers of real and other property made
during the last fourteen mouths in the
settlements to which you modestly boast
of being‘‘the pastor,the father,the friend,
the patron, the defeader.” It is as fol-

I pass over other 'records of translers
to your relatives—the firm of B, Richard

& Co and others—and hold that, in view
of what you must have known of the
wretched failure of your colonization sys-
tem, except in so faras it has promoted
your personal interest, you ought to have
hesitated bafore condemning, by inference,
a Government which had the courage to
resist appeals for further Rogeraville
grauts, even though coming from so ins
tlueutial a property-holder and trader as
yourself. Besides, they, no doubt,suspect.
ed that your geal for more land for your
neighbors might not be wholly unconuec-
ted with ultimate visions of further
transfers of lumbering privileges, from
which to supply your saw mill and fill
timber and other contracts of the firm of
which you are a sleeping though sub-
stantial and important partuer. You say
in your letter,—

“I could distribute within one or two
years at least 3000 acres in Rogersville

and Acadieville alone, among willing and
industrious settlers,”

I have not the least doubt ofit. And in
one or tWo years more—should you have
no reason to change your *‘fatherly” hand
among said “willing and industrious sets
tlers,” you would scoop in every acre and,
like Oliver Twist set up anothercry for
more. Ifhistory repeats itaelf and you
are not different from most great land-
lords, you will soon have a little Ireland
of your own in Northumberland and
Kent. Indeed,you have'already had the
distress and the potato famine there
and, before long, we may expect the rack-
rent, coercion and other luxuries of the
system you have inaugurated.

Many things suggested by your letter
claim attention, and I regret that the
tpace at my disposal does not admit of my
dealing with them at present. I have,
however, I hope, satisfied you that you
have made a mistake in supposing that I
had the remotest idea of referring to you
in your clerical capacity when, as editor
of the Apvance, I attributed the doubt-
ful honor of having furnished the province
with anoppesition to ‘‘the respected ruler
of Rogeraville,** Remembering that you
were aclergyman, I prefaced the title I.
applied with the adjective, for those who
know me will, notwithstanding your un-
worthy sneersand reflections on my char-
acter and motives, believe that I yield to
no man in genuine respect for the priests
of the great and honored historic church
which, you will pardon me for thinking,
is not benefitted by your stepping down
and out from her #0 often into the arena
of the world's temporal business—its
politics and intereats. That you do so
cannot be truthfully denied, and when, as
a politician, I meet your influences as &
workerin levels so far beneath what 1
have always conceived to be the ocleryy-
man’s sphere, when I find you laying plans
for adding to your vast landed possessions,
acquired in trade,through politica—op:
posing a good government because it de.
eires to puta stop to the turther looking
up of our public lumber lands, uuder the
hollow pretext of colonisation—I hold
that you have no geod cauee to complain
of my paper indicating, as it did, who
Northumberland is 80 largely indebted to
for the present extraordinary relation-
ship it holdstowards the government of
the province. Quibbleas you may, you
cannot prevent the government from re-
alizing the striking agreement between
the vote of Rogersville on 26th and the
statementa expressed in your manifesto
in the World of last Wedneaday. The
remarkable consonance of opinion exist-

ant voters of Rogeraville and their rich
and educated pastor and leader, botraya a
harmony inconsistent with your pretence
that you were silent on the issues of the
election. Iamuot ®0 narrow.minded as
to question your right to exercise your
influence as you did: but Iam at aloss to
account for your setting up a claim of
neutrality in one breath, while, in the
next, you disclose how atrongly you are
opposed to the government in a polioy
which conatitutes almost the sole politioa
of your people,

The defence you have ob'ized me to
make of my position iu this matter is no
pleasant task. I hoped that you would
have been satistied with the malicious ate
tempt made in your behalt by Mr. Adams
on declaration day to exvite the pfjudices
of my Roman Catholic fellow-citizsens
against me. It seems, however, that you
wern not fully'satistied with the manuner
in which he acquitted himself, and you,
ton, have descended—have ‘‘humbled
yourself” as you put it—so far as to en-
gage in the same mission, Be assured,
however, that your purpose will fail,
You knew, in your conscience, that thu
ADVANCE might have gone much further
thau it did in its references to your course
in the election, and you should have been
content with matters as they were, When
| you choose to be a trader and politician I,
a8 another, will always be prepared to
meet you on that level. With your high.
er oalling aud with you, in that capacity,
I havo nothing to do. If, when I deal
with the political influences exercised by
M. F, Richard as a mill-owner, land-
speculator,and general trader, you and Mr.
Adams choose to drag in*your church, I.
disclaim all responsibility for your course,
but, at the same time, will not be deter.
red by you from exercising iy right of
journalistic criticism any more than by

The shipowning and mercantile inter-
esta of Liverpool are 8o clossly identified
with the prosperity existing among the
inhabitants of the'United States and Can-
adaasto create an uneasy feeling with
respect toany breach of friendly relation-
ship between the two latter Anglo-Saxon
communities, Weshall, therefore, refer
again to the fisheries disputein order to
explain the position of affairs as disclosed
by treatics. The American Government
purchased certain tishery privileges fora
term oxtending over fifteen years. That
period terminated in 1885, and the tem-
porary treaty also which was eutered in.
to peuding a reference to the Govern-
ments and Legislatures of the United
States and the DNominion, Fishermen
from the United States will now have to
conform to the law of nations and forego
the advautages they possessed under the
treaty of 1870, They will have as stated
in the House of Commons by the Under
Sceretary tor the Colonies, to revert back
to the treaty of 1818, Iu ocarryiug this
convention into force there ia lizely to be
some trouble, The American fishermen
have exercised tishery rights for a num.
ber of years, and it may bedifficult to re-
strict them to the requirements ,of inter-
natioval law, The Beardof Trade in a
recent advertisement warn British fish-
ermen not to pursue their oodupation in-
side the threc-mile limit ou the oceast of
France, and, as we remarked on a prc-
vious occasion, all nations oclaim juria-
diction in all acts ‘done within that line
of territorial contiguity,. We will make

cap. 38, his Majesty was empowered to
make regulatione with respect to the
taking and curing of fish in certain paris
of the coasts of Newfoundland, Labrador,
and other British possessions in North
America, in acoordance with a cobventien
made between his Mn'y and the Press
ideunt of the United States of America,
In pursuance of that Act, and the cou-
vention signed in London on Ostober 20,
1818, his Royal Highuess the Prince Re-
gent on June 10th, 1819, issued an Order
in Council, in which it was set forth
that it had been agreed that the inhabi-
tants of the United States should have,
for ever, in common with the snbjects of
her Majesty, the liberty t ke fish of
every kind on that part the southern
coast of Newfoundland which extends
from Cape Ray to the Rameau Islands, on
the western and northern coasts of New-:
foundland, from the said Cape Ray to the
Juniper Islands, on the shores of the
Magdalen lslands, and also on the coasts,
bays, harbours, and creeks from Mount
Joly, on the southern coasts of Labrador,
aud through the Straits of Belleisle, and
then rertherly indetinitely along the
coast, without prejudice, however, to any
of the exclusive rights of the Hudson’s
Bay Company, It having also been
agreed by the said Convention that Amer-
ican fishermen should have liberty for
ever to dry and cure fish 1a any of the
unsottled bays, harbors, and crecks of
the southern part of the ocoast of New.
foundland, desoribed in the agreement,
and of the coast of Labrador, but that so
soon as the same or any portion thereof
should be settled, it should not be lawful
for the said tishermen to dry or cure fish
without previous arrangement and con-
sent of the inhabitants, proprietors or
possessors of the grouuds, it was ordered
that the convention should take effect
from the date of the proclamation. That
treaty recognised the threeemile limit:
but a8 to the landing to dry tish, the
state of affairs has altered considerably
in several respects since the year 1818.
The American fishermen are sufficiently
intelligent to understand the difference
as regards settlements in 1818 and 1880,
Of this we may be sure that the Ameri.
oan Governntent would not permit Cans
adian fishermen to land just where they
pleassd without hindrance, and then sail
away again in their boats winus all cus-
tom-house formalitics. If, therefore, the
Americans insist upon fishing within the’
three-mile limit, and conducting oper-
ations on Cauadian territory, the Feders
al Government must make compensation
or forego the priviloges. It is reported'
that the Dominion Cabinet has been sum.
moued to Ottawa to consider the reported:
seizure of an Amerioan fishiny vessel on the
Nova Scotia coast for a violation of the
fishing laws, This seisure will, it is said,
probably complicate the situation, The
belief obtains, eaya the report, that under
pressure from England the Dowminion Gov
ernment was moderating ite attitude,
and had determined to withdraw its
cruisers and to appoint magistrates at the
coast ports to enforce the laws against
American vessels, There would be very
little notice taken in England of a vessel
being warned off or seized; but this
Awmerican dispute is mixed up with alleg~
ed antecedent usage. We may state that
the colonists took measures to enforce the
treaty under an Act of the Council of As.
sembly of Prince Edward Islanid of April
15th, 1843, It was cenacted that the
United States, having by the Convention
of 1818 renounced for ever any Iherty on-
joyed or claiined to take, dry, or cure tish
on er within three marine milesof any of
the coasts, bays, oreeks, or harbours of
her Majesty's dominions in America, but
that American fishermen should be per.
mitted to enter allsuch places for shelter,
repairing damages, purchasing wood, and
for obtaining water, and for no other pur.
poses whatever, any vessel found within
the three-mile limit would be searched,

This lhg was taken iu order to put a
atop to the syatemn of amuggling then con-
ducted by American vessels, and a Hine
wan impozed of £200 for breach of the
Convention, Tue Awnvicns renonnoed the
indisoriminate landing at any places they
leased. and agreed to coutine their curing .
