THE BLESSING OF SIMEON.

MISSION OF JESUSS~BALVATION AND ‘DESTRUC-
TION.

NUMBER 2.

The langusge of Simeon as with the infem
Jesus in his arms, he blessed God for the gift of
one who was to be a Saviour, for all nations—a
Lignt unto-the world, excited the astonishment
of Joseph and Mary. Simeon theu continues
his propheey in a strain fitted to excite still greater
astonishment in the minds of his hearers. While
the Holy Spirit bad presented before vhe mind
of Simeon a gloriuus vision of a Saviour for the
lost, a light for the henightéd---with an eye un
dazsled by the splendor of the vision, he was
able to perceive the more special characteristics
of the office which Jusus was to fill, and the ‘work
which he wes to perform, He saw in the future a
salvation provided lut:% igrespectiye of race or
language. He saw, also, the darkiess which
overhung the earth being dispelled uniil eartn
rejoiced in a noon-day brightness. But he ulso
perceived that not ull should be saved nor enlight-
ened ; that the mission of Jesus was destructive
as well as saving ; that while on an errand ot
mercy, he also recognized the claims of justice,
and that while many would be raised by him
pbove the power of sin, and the ruin which
| threatgned the sinner, to a position of unspeak-
able honor and felicity,—many also will, in con-
sequence of his coming, be involved in deeper
{ guilt, and exposed to more fearful penalties
than if he bad never coms to the earth.

Simeon, after he had presented Jesus as a
Baviour for al: the world, now goes on to show
lglhe astonished parents, that the mission of this
friend_ of humanity, this Savicar of sinners,
while it will result in blessing to many, will also
involve many others in deeper guilt and misery.

In agcordance with representations given of
Jesus in the Scriptures -Simeon kas him pres
sented before his mind as a rock—the chief cor-
ner stone (Isa. Xxviii, 16,) or the stone cut out of
the mountain which subsequently filled the whole
earth (Daniel ii, 35 seq.)
ascend this stone snd gain u secare and happy
position, others sgain stumble over it and are
ruined. ** He 18 set for the fall and the nse of
many in Israel,” says Simeon. Jesus also says,
* the stone which the builders 1ejected is be-

It must be borne in mind that Jesus saves not
by a direct exercise of Almighty power, not by
destroying the prison prepared for the wicked,
nor by adapting the pursvits and enjoyments of
heaven for the unholy—but by presenting truth
—He saves by enlightening. It is possible to
rejeet the truth, to shut the eye tu.the hight. In
such a case salvation is out of the question.
Those who thue remain in error anc sin, have
incurred pdditional guilt, have placed themselves
anew under the tyranny of sin, and of course are
in a 'mui condition than if they had never
heard the iruth, or had merey offered to them.
It must alao be borpe in mind that Jesus, though
the mapifestation of Divine love, yet was never
the less g revelation of Divine jumice. In the
way of salvation which he unfolded, justice and
mercy were not antagonisiic, but harmoniously
blended. Those who were enlightened by Jesus
were sgved in harmony with the demands of the
strictest justice—while those who despised tha

demands of even love itself. [ow terrible the
conditign in one who not only has incurred the
penalties of justice—but who is deserted in the
hour of need, even by infinite love—and whose
doom is pronouuced righteous by mercy itself.
All who have heagd the truth as it is v Jesus,

The Mode] Revival,

1t cannot be doubted that many of our modern
revivals are spurious. A great amount of machi-
nery is requived to produce them ; they are accom-
panied by great display of zeal and emotion, while
the results are t00 often meagre iu the extreme,
In our anxiéty for the conversion of sinners we too
cften employ_means which can result in little more
than a transient excitement, It must be borne in
mind that while any eloquent speaker can excite
emotion in the breasts of his hearers, the Spirit of
God alone can produce & genuine revival of religion.
It is proper for those who desire the conversion of
sinners, and the enlargement of the Church, to in-
quire what means to these ends have been sanc-
tioned by the Holy Spirit. An article in the last
number of the Ezaminer thus presents the Penti-
costal season as the first revival, and consequently
as the model revival ;

vLet us look at it for a moment, and we are
much mistaken if it do not appear to us as very
different, indeed, from some of the so-called things
we have witnessed in our times; a8 tor instance,
connected with this revival, we see not present the
 far-famed and far-fetched Revivglist, 10 GRT IT UP;
nor do we see the so-called anezious seat, nor altar ;
nor is there to be seen a party singing im this cor-
raying in that cormer, and
another party in yonder corner telling the dreams
and visions they have had. Nor do we see the
members of the church going from pew to pew, and
from place to place, urging, pulling, and half-fore.
ing persons to go to the anxious seat or altar, to
be prayed for ; nor is there 10 be seen a multitude
of preachers, or of days and weeks of preaching
meetings. One speaker, one sermon, one day does
the whole work towards the conversion of THRER
THOUSAND 8ovLs ! How do all these things com-
pare with some so-called revivals of the present
time ?

But in the assembled multitude we see deep and
powerful convietion of sin, strong and deep emotion
of heart and spirit, sincere contrition, and godly
gorro». We hear the anxious and spomtaneous
cry, ** Men and brethren, what shall we do?”’ We
gee an immediate consecration of themselves to the
Lord and to his church ; and we read in after time
concerning them, * | hese all continued steadfast
in the Apostles’ doctrine and fellowship ; in break-
ing of bread and in prayers.” ' But more, we see
preceding this. revival what we consider as the
means of ebtaining it, namely, a protracted meeting
of the whole ehurch for social prayer. Not a preach-
ing meeting of weeks' duration, but a prayer-meet-
ing—and not a prayer-meeting where only some of
the members of the church attended, but a pro-
tracted meeting for prayer only, at which every
member of the church was present.

Let
this first revival bear witness.

With all our reverence for the Fovereignty of
(God—and it is as great as any can claim—we hesi-
tate not to proclaim that ehureh guilty which is
destitute of this reviving, soul-saving influence,
seeing it may be had, always had, ever enjoyed,
the church using the same means to ohtain and
preserve it, as did this first Christian church.

“ A veesel has just ealled here, dira.c(_' from
Erromanga, on her way to New Calcdotiia, and |
i hasten to send.gou‘a note by her. She hni
confirmed the painful intellienc brought here a
week ago by andfhér vessel, namely, the murder I

of the Rev 'Mr. Gordon and his devoted wife:
Alas! they have fallen by the hands ‘of a cftel, .
superstitious people. Their work is done : ﬂleyf
are now receiving their reward. Two mibire |
names are added to the long and noble listaf
martyrs. The particulars of the euse are thehe.l
In consequence of the mensles, which have been ]
raging among these islands, and followed by a
fesrful mortality, the natives of ! rromanga de-
termined to kill all the white people of that island
Iocking wpon them as the caase of the disease,
not drawing any distinction between the trader
who took tne sickness and the missionary who
was uging every effort to euhdue it. It appears
that Mr. Gordon was fully aware that the natives
intended taking his life, but evidently thought
that, ina little time, they would change their
purpose. He likea brave, faithful soldier, stuek |
to his post, undoubtedly feeling hat there was
no place of greater security than upon the ‘..oek
of Ages,’ and that He who, by a word of His
mouth, instantly turned the wmighty, raging,
restless sea into a perfect calm, could as enfily
quell the turbulent passions of a savage pegple,
But God's ways are not as vur ways, Hewaw
fit 1o take then home, and now the four mn;t’y‘-
of Erromanga (Williams, Harris,"Mr, and M#s
Gordon) have recewved their crowns, and occupy
their places near the throne of God, in the night-
less land of Beulah. ¢

¢« It was one morning, about three weeks ago,
while Mr. Gordon was busily engaged erecung
a printing-office —the few natives who Hre
nominal Christians being away to gt grassiio
thazch the roof—that a party of heathens went
to him and asked hi:.a to go and ser some
natives who were sick. Mr, Gordon said he was
just going to have breakfast, and offered them
medicine ; they, however, urged him tw go and
see the parties, in order to ascertain the res)
charucter of the disease. 'le at once consented
and was going to his house to get some medicine,
with one native before and another' behind him,
When they got ncar some bush the latier strack
Mr. Gordon with his tomahawk. on the back,
upon which Mr. Gordon fell, then a pumber of
natives rushed out from the bush,and with their
hatchets dispatched him, His arm was broken
in three places in the act of defending himself,
and his head upd neck were cut fehrfully. After
Mr. Gordon fell four of the natives instantly zan
off to Mrs. Gordon, who came ‘to the door gnd
asked what the noise was she heard. The men:
replied, ‘Oh, ’tis only some natives laughing.’
She turned round to go into her house, and was
treated in a similar woy to her hushand, There
happened to be but one Englishman on the
island at the time, who resided about & mile and
a-hulf from Mr. Gordon’s house. He, upon hear-
ing what had taken place, armed himself, and
went 1o the fatal spot, and rescued the bodies of
Mr, and Mrs. Gordon, and was just in time' to
save their house, which had been set on fire by
the natives. Our lamented and much-loved
friends and late fellow»labourers are buried on
the spot where Harris fell and was wmurdered
by this cruel people. Oh ! that the light of the
glorious Gospel of love and peace may shing on
dark Erromanga: Four have fallen iartyrs to
the truth of that island, and little or no fruit as
yet. "isone of Satan’s strongholds, nor will he
letit go without a desperate struggle. Shall we
raise the siege P God forbid, even should it cost
forty lives to plant the Gespel standard on
Erromanga. What is that compared with the
good that would follow ? Are there not to be
tound a sufficient number of young men, witha
little knowledge in their heads and therr he:rts
full of love to Christ and perishing souls, who are
willing to give their lives to Jesus in order to
rescue multitudes from Batan? Four hundred
lives would not be considered too much in the
taking of a city; here is an’island under the
bondage of the worst of tyrants; wherever you
turn your eyes there is darkness, idolatryys and
blood, yet in the siege we have, as our _leader,
the ‘King of Kings.' We neéd not fesr the
result—a few lives may be lost, or, rather a few
martyrs’ crowns may be ganed, ultimately it
must be added to the conquests of Christ ; gror
and superstition can never stand betore the ftuih
as itis in Jesus. Who will come to take ihe
place of the two who have fallen ? Oh! that a
voice may go forth from the tomb of our friends,
and arouse the Christian woild from its slahber
and worldliness to energy and devotedness. May
this sad news, when it reaches you, pass over the
churches of the Christtan world liL« a blazing
comet, that the whole Church of God may./Burst
forth in a mighty flame of love ‘townrds:these
poor, degraded, benighted heuihen, 1 woi ld' say

of old, determine not 1o let Jesus go until He
has blessed poor Erromanga.”

reside. Mrs. Gordon was an English lady.

limb. Heavier articles, even to chain cables,
were so carelessly stowed that they broke loose,
with fearful noise and. violence: Two cows
were rolled about till they were killed—one, it
seems, by a sailor, who he said, * killed her to
save her life.”” “Mirrors eracked, everything
moveable and breakable, of course, was smashed.
And, worst of all, the vassengers’ lugguge was
#0 loosely and carelessly packed in one of the iron
compartinents into which the sea ran down, that
after being rolled about so many hours in' the
iron fompartment, the whole was reduced to one
indistinguichable pulp, - in whieh possibility of
identification had entirely vanished, Twenty-
seven serious accidents, including broken legs
and arms, were under care of the surgeon on
Sunday morning, when they started for home.
It ought not to be omitted that en Saturday
evening, a litile brig, the Magnet, from Halifax,
saw their signals of distress, and kindly lay-to
by the Great Eastern till she was seen to be in
sufety~a pigmy in charge of a giant. It is
too .early yet to say much either in the way
of praise or of blame ; the latter ought to be left
till atter careful inquiry, though some neglects
and mismanagement seem but too obvious. A
doubt has siruck us, whether the captain, who
conducted himself #o nobly during the hours of
peril, was not too slow in perceiving the ap~
proaching dacger, and therefore, in a'tempting
toplace thé ship in the right position to meet
it. But nausiesl men must decide this. One
thing appears to be certain, that the largest ship
afloat isalso the strongest. With sll the tossing
and straining she underwent, not a rivet was
siarted, not a plate injured; and the engines, not-
withstanding the envrmous shocks and etrams
to -which thev  were subjreted, ‘performed
benrutifuliy till the last. Any.other shiy in the
same ciccuwstanges, with the eight hundred
«ouls on board, wust, in the opinion of all
nautical men, have gone to the boitom. The
jmiddles must he strunger to encounter another
Uyelone, the rudder head requires more then ten
inches of wolid ironto ateer with in such a storm;
the internal firtings must be better ordered 3 but
it the estastrophe showed that men are not vet
abiclutety manrers of the migntiest element, and
it the Great Esstern berself seemed “ tiny”
amidst the mountai s of water amid which she
was tossed, we gy atleast say with one whe
waus in it all, * It really reems as if the great
1dea were realised in the constructicn of a ship,
“ not to be liroken up by wvinds oy waves."”

It is reported thet notwithsianding ull ‘the
tossing and tumbling she has sustained there is
not the slighest indication of the least strain on
her hull.  Every door continues on its hinges,
and works as freely as the day she started/on her
voyage. As soon as she 18 refited she will re«
sume her trips across the atlantic.
