GROCERS PROTEST AGAINST 
WHAT THEY CALL PERSECUTION

Wholesale Guild Urges the Appointments 
of a Commission to Study Trade 

Conditions
TORONTO, Ont., Mar. 5-At the an­

nual meeting of the Dominion Whole­
sale Grocers’ Guild today the attention 
of the Dominion and Provincial Gov­
ernments was drawn in frank language 
to the fact that no action has been 
taken as a result of the recent inquiry 
held In Hamilton. The resolution says 
the position of Ontario and the federal 
governments in connection with tha 
prosecution of the wholesale grocery 
trade for alleged conspiracy and ille­
gal combination, is most unjust and 
unwarranted, 
peated suggestions for the appointment 
of a commission to make a study of 
trade conditions, no action has been, 
taken. Through the attitud'e of tha 
government in permitting crown at­
torneys to carry on such prosecutions 
without evidence except difference of 
opinion as to the meaning of the word 
"unduly," trade has been put to ex­
pense in defending their rights to ex­
istence, and by reason of erroneous and 
false statements manufacturers have 
been threatened with extinction and 
merchants with One and imprisonment 
for fair and reasonable efforts to pro­
tect investments. The resolution urges 
the Dominion Government to define 
the meaning, of the word "unduly" if it 
is to be left in the criminal code, and 
to ask that the Ontario and Dominion 
Governments reimburse the wholesale 
grocers for the expenses that have been 
incurred through the action taken by 
consent of the crown.

Nelson Joins the Ranks of

MONTREAL, March 6,—Interest in 
the Dominion Coal Company meeting 
tomorrow is at a high pitch, and the 
tw’O camps that have been busy gath­
ering proxies for some days past are 
ready to put up a big fight. Mr. Ross’ 
friends claim they have proxies repre­
senting at least 110,000 shares of a total 
of 180,000, and the anti-Ross element 
state they will have in excess of 26,- 
000. The latter, owing to their small 
voting power, will not insist on asking 
the meeting to adopt the plan for a 
holding company for both the coal and 
steel oempanies, but will, instead, 
confine their actions to entering a pro­
test against the manner In which Mr. 
Ross has gone right ahead In his deal­
ings with the Steel Company without 
even consulting -with his board.

Previous to the shareholders' meet­
ing the old board will meet and carry 
out their plan of declaring a quarter­
ly dividend on the common stock for 
the first quarter of 1907.

NEW YORK, March 6,—"Battling"

NEW YORK, Mar. 6.—Alexis Aladln, 
delegate of the Russian revolutionists 
to the people of the United States, In 
an address to the City Club last night, 
said that he satv little hope for the 
Russian people in the present Douma.

Aladin, “and it seems unmistakable 
that once more a great opportunity has 
been missed by our crown, 
crown had only uttered a single word 
of clemency, a single word of forgive­
ness, the people would have been satis­
fied. But instead the crown has follow­
ed the advice of the statesmen who sur­
round it.

“I tell you that the men about the 
emperor are stirring up more revolu­
tionary feeling than the people of the 
left. These latter represent 70,000,000 of 
people, and they will report results.”

PRESIDENT ELIOT IS 
STILL DOWH OH SPORT

He Again Denounces Football 
and Other Games

And Declares That II is High Time the 
Exaggeration ot Athletics Should 

Be Done Away With

BOSTON, March 6,—President C. W. 
Eliot of Harvard University In his an­
nual report which will be presented to 
the board of overseers this week, main­
tains that football, despite new rules, 
remains an undesirable game for gen­
tlemen to play or multitudes of people 
to witness. President Eliot declares 
that football Is properly described by 
the adjective “fierce,” and that no 

In which there is recklessness,game
causing or receiving bodily Injury, is 
fit tor college use.

Basket ball and hockey are placed 
in the same class with football, and 
President Eliot advises that inter-col­
legiate contests in any one sport be 
limited to two games, all other games 
to be between teams made up at 
Harvard.

The report concludes:
"It Is high time that the whole pro­

fession ot teaching in school, college 
and university unite to protest against 
the present exaggeration of athletics 
during the period of education, and 
limit competitive sports between 
schools and colleges within reasonable 
bounds and assert the supremacy of 
intellectual and moral interests over 
physical interests in all institutions of 
education."

MONCTON, N. B„ March 5,—The 
Moncton Board of Trade tonight decid­
ed to vigorously oppose the application 
of the C. P. R. for running rights over 
the I. C. R., a strong resolution being 
unanimously passed at a largely at­
tended meeting. Several members also 
expressed themselves emphatically as 
being opposed to the proposal, and it 
was decided to communicate with the 
boards of trade of outside places, In­
cluding St. John, Sussex, Amherst, 
Newcastle, Campbellton, and have 
them join In the movement to retain 
the railway. A resolution will be for­
warded to the minister of railways, 
urging him to postpone consideration 
of the question until such time as other 
railways are in a position to apply for 
the same power. The opinion was ex­
pressed that tjie present action of the 
C. P. R. was but an entering wedge, 
and if once granted running rights the 
company would ultimately secure con­
trol of the whole road. One member 
stated that he had- heard on good au­
thority that the minister of railway? 
was the authority for the statement 
that- he would never consent to giving 
the C. P. R. more rights than they 
have at the present time.

The board decided to recommend to 
the I. C. R. that a nine hour day be 
granted employes of the I. C. R. me­
chanical and other departments where 
advisable. The matter was brought to 
the attention of the board through a 
circular letter sent from the Canadian 
Manufacturers’ Association asking the 
board to oppose an eight hour day 
system, and the board expresses the 
opinion that while a ten hour day was 
too long,an eight hour day was too 
short 'from the employer’s point of 
view and therefore decided on a nine 
hour day.

A scheme to advertise Moncton 
through the Maritime Merchant was 
approved of by the board. A communi­
cation was received from Campbellton 
saying the Board of Trade of that 
place had appointed a delegation to go 
to Fredericton with reference to the 
N. B. Telephone Company’s legislation 
and the Moncton board appointed F. 
W. Sumner and City Clerk J. S. Magee 
as local representatives.

OTTAWA, Ont., March 5.—The com­
mons today talked of the enforcement 
of the laws and the new tariff. •

W. F. Maclean expressed the opinion 
that in respect to the alien labor law 
the power export law and the labor 
laws for settlement of disputes and 
many other similar provisions the prov­
inces could not he expected to enforce 
them successfully.

He moved, "That the opinion of the 
house is that the government are re­
sponsible for the due enforcement of 
federal laws and that if any further 
legislation is necessary to secure such 
enforcement and punishment of violat­
ors thereof, it is the duty of the gov­
ernment to forthwith introduce such 
legislation.’’

Mr. Aylesworth said the British 
- orth America act required the prov­
inces to enforce criminal laws and the 
present system had been followed by 
the first minister of justice of Canada, 
John A. MacDonald, and had been fol­
lowed ever since.

R. L. Borden sympathized with Mr. 
Maclean’s object, but thought the re­
solution went too far, as it meant the 
federal government would have to en­
force all the criminal laws.

Mr. Monk -wanted the Dominion to 
relieve the provinces of the expense of 
enforcing criminal prosecutions.

Sir Wilfrid was opposed to the en­
forcement of federal laws being trans- 
trred to the Dominion.

BRITISH POLICY
■

New Premier of TransAaal Says Boer 
and Briton are United Again Mag'ee’s Hats.

PRETORIA, March ^-General Louis 
Botha, the new Premier of the Trans­
vaal, In a speech, here, recently, said:

“British supremacy will be safer In 
the hands of the Boers than In those 
of cosmopolitan capitalists. Wo have 
fought and suffered grievously, more 
than anybody else In this country. 
That Is past, and no one Is so foolish 
as to want It over again. The questions 
of the flag and of supremacy have been 
settled for all time. They are both now 
outside politics. We are now concern­
ed with our domestic affairs.

"Having got free ' government, our 
natural desire Is, and our sole endeav­
our will be, so to govern that this 
country shall prosper and the two 
races be drawn together. At Vereenlg- 
lng I signed the treaty of peace. I then 
solemnly accepted what Is so dear to 
you—your King and your flag. They 
are now our King and our flag."

Referring to the mines and to the ne­
cessity of restoring confidence on the 
part of Great Britain and Continental 
Europe in the Transvaal, General 
Botha said: “People talk about our 
hostility to the mines. There is no such 
hostility. We simply object to the men 
who run the mines also controlling the 
running of the country. Had I wished 
ill to the mining industry, as such, I, 
more than any man, had the fullest op­
portunity during the war of harming 
the industry by wrecking the works 
along the Wltwatersrand Reef. I re­
cognised then, as I recognise now, that 
my people must look to the mines for 
help, and, as I protected the mines 
then, so shall I see that they are not 
Injured now."

The education and language ques­
tions rank next in importance to the 
labor and mining Industry. In regard 
to these, Premier Botha said:

"We want to pursue a Just and lib­
eral policy. It Is an accepted principle 
that English shall be the compulsory 
language. Then, as regards education 
generally, we are prepared to work on 
the basis of the compromise which was 
reached 15 months ago by the repre­
sentatives of the Volkites and the offi­
cial representatives of the Govern­
ment, including the Colonial Secretary 
and the Director of Education. Com­
plete agreement was then effected, and 
a minute was drafted which was ac­
ceptable to both sides."
