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ADVANCED LEGISLATION

Hon. Dr. Landry Forecasts Appointment of New
Official as Superintendent of Societies And
“Measures for Practical Training in Schools---
First Meeting of Association Largely Attended.

Preisdent Hatheway’s Address, Somewhat Partizan
in Character, Questions Veracily of Government
Statistics and Defends Reciprocity-=B, M. Faw-
cett Thinks New Brunswick Better than the West

Fredericton, N. B, Feb. 28.—The
thirty-fifth annual meeting of the’
Brunswick Farmers’' and Dairymen's
Association opened at the City Opera
House this evening with an attend-
ance of upwards one hundred mem-
‘bers, representative of the various
districts of the province. With every
indication of many other delegates ar-
riving tomorrow morning, it seems
probable that the attendance at the
convention will be the largest on
record.

This evening the opi‘nlng session
provided good addresses, Hon. Dr,
Landry, commissioner for agriculture,
forecasting in his address the ap-
pointment of a superintendent of ag-
ricultural societies, increased. grants
for the various departments of agri-
culture, changes in the educational
system of the province so as to pro-
vide for agricultural education in ru-
ral schools of the province, and a
great future for fruit growing, poultry
and other branches of the industry.

During the course of his timely ad-
dress, Hon. Dr, Landry was warmly
applauded and received a fine wel-
come from the representative gather-
fng of farmers. ,(

President’s Address,

The annual report of President
Jiatheway wag in some ways rather
fovel, one of its features being that
it comtracdicted the reports and sta-
tisties complled by the provincial ag-
rieultural department regarding the
crops of the provinee of the past
year. ‘The president also referred in
a somewhat partisan way to the de-
batable question of reciprocity and
the activities of the provincial depart.
ment.

The president’s address follows:—

Gentlemen:—Again we are privil-
eged to meet in this, the thirty-fifth
annual convention of this association,
and it is with pleasure I note the
large and representative attendance
at this opening session. Those of us
fortunate in having dry land have had
good harvests, while wet land has not
paid expenses and a large acreage was
abandoned completely.

The outstanding feature of the sea-
gon has been the great benefits of un-
derdraining, the basis of good farm-
ing. I am glad to note that *“tile drain-
ing” occupies a prominent place in
our programme, and I believe it will
be a popular subject.

The number of vacant and partially
worked farms gtill increases and in
many sections’ with restricted mar-
kets and indifferent transportation
there seems little inducement for
farmers to increase production,

Agriculture In Schools.

Lack of theoretical knowledge and
technical training is seriously handi-
capping farmers and the agricultural
development of our province, and it is
high time a more practical system of
education was adopted in our rural
schools. Even our superintendent of
education acknowledged before thel
technical commission that our edu-
cational system was designed to meet
the requirements of the arts course.

The general agricultural condition
of our province is far from what it
should be. Our imports are increasing
disproportionately to our exports, until
now we buy in foreign markets the
greater part of our food supplies. And
yet New Brunswick must always de-
pend on agriculture for the greater
part of her revenue.

With our farmers lacking in know-
Jedge of the soil, rotations and sys-
tems, lacking in adequate transporta-
tion ‘and with an educational system
tending towards other professionsy
than farming, how ecan we expect to
develop our latent natural resources,
or what inducements have the rising
generations to stay by the land?

Government pclicies, both past and
present, have never given agriculture
gerious consideration. Our agricultur-
al department is inadequate and as
has been repentedly evidenced, seems

ting agriculture
beyoml what p\lbllc sentiment forces
it to do.
Need Farmers In House.

Our officials are capable and intel-
ligent men, but have not, or ever will
have a free hand in shaping our agri-
cultural policy so long as we lack a
sufficlent number of capable and in-
‘telligent farmers in our legislature
who will take an aggressive stand in
framing our laws and promoting poli-
cles most advantageous to the great
mass of our people. Our stock indus-

is in a wretched condition. Our
ghops are fllled with western beef for
the local trade, our contractors are

In any reference to government sup-
port I express myself with no political
sentiment, but as a farmer who has
all invested in New Brunswick, who
intends to live and get his living here
and who speaks only for the welfare
of the country.

On Reciprocity.

In December last I had the honor
and pleasure of representing this as-
sociation and along with another
New Brunswicker, W. B. Fawcett, of
Sackville, the farmers of the prov-
ince, at the noted Farmers’ Conven-
tion at Ottawa, I unhesitatingly, both
at the convention and before the Pre-
mier, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, advocated
the free interchange of farm products
with the United States and endorsed
strongly all the other resolutions pro-
posed.

I was not influenced by persenal
views in this matter, but by the over-
whelming evidence I _secured from
prominent farmers and  shippers
throughout. the prlovluce men  With

the seriousmess of a reau-lcted mar:
ket and who beélieved that in advo-
cating such a course New Bruns-
wick would become “the land of op-
portunity.” Moreover, men who were
broadminded enough not to consider
for a moment that improved trade con-
ditions with the United States would
influence or taint our Imperial senti-
ment or our love for King and Empire.

If this tariff reform becomes a real-
ity, both in Canada and the.United
States, it will stand as the greatest
achievement and to the everlasting
credit of Canadian farmers and the
marked ability of Canadian states-
men,

Dominion Exhibition,

The past year New Brunswick held
her first Dominion Exhibition. As an
exhibitor I wish to say that from an

agricultural standpoint the show with |

the exception of stock, considering its
magnitude and government grant,
lacked in educational features,

Stock was seen at a great advan-
tage, but the products of the farm
came in for only a passing notice,

This suggests +the question as to
whether in making grants of local
government money to exhibitions we
are adopting the most practical plan
of assisting agriculture, it would
seem that the farmer and small
breeder under present conditions has
little chance of improving much from
increased prize money.

Exhibiting is being professionalized
and trades and manufactures are be-
ing stimulated at the expense of agri-
culture.

Changing of His Views,

From that time his views had chang-
ed gradually, but steadily and with
certainty. He accepted the tariff of
1897 as a good policy, perhaps the
best policy. In 1898, when the efforts
of the joint high commission failed,
his convictions were strengthened.
Two years ago, in an address deliver-
ed«in New York, he opposed reci-
procity. His views were : not spas-
modic but the result of twenty years
of contact with the public affairs of
Canada. He laid down two exceed-
ingly interesting propositions:

1—He dissented entirely from the
proposition that everybody in Canada
for the past forty years has been in
favor of reciprocity with the United
States. There was mo warrant for
that. Twenty years ago the Liberal
party di@ not favor reciprocity, al-
though the platform of 1893 did con-
tain “what might be called a look at
reciprocity.”

In 1898, after the joint high com-
mission had ceased to act, Sir Wilfrid
Laurier clearly repudiated the policy.
Three elections passed without a ref-
erence to reciprocity by either govern-
ment.

This part of Mr. Sifton's speech
was an explicit agreement to Mr.
Foster’'s contention.

2. He gave a highly interesting
description of the tariff of 1897. It
had three features: the British prefer-
ence, a reduction of duties upon ar-
ticles commonly used by the farm-
ing communities, a reduction in the
duties in raw material of manufactur-

Frankly it was protection, it did
not fully implement the promises of
the platform of 1893. The party, once
in power, found that some of its pro-
mises in opposition could not be car-
ried out without injury to the coun-
try. In 1900 the country approved. It
was a policy of moderate protection
made applicable to all classes of the
community,

improperly Handled.

Next a very dangerous blow. He
complained of the way in which the
government has handied the debate.
It has not made adequate inquiries
as to the effect. It has nct collected in-
formation. The government has not
furnished the House with a full and
clear statement as to the effect of the
arrangement upon Canada’s relations,
with the most favored nations, it had
furnished no comparative statement
as to prices. This compared very
badly with the way the Laurier gov-
ernment had pjlaced other measures
of importance before the House.

“I would conclude,” he said, “that
either our honorable friends in the
government had not made investiga-
tions and dognot possess the facts, or
else that the facts do mot bear out
the contentions which they put for-
ward.”

Then another damaging criticism.
He fully accepted all that has been
said .in protest against the arbitrary
way in which two or three men have
undertaken, without consultation,with-
out the knowledge of the people, to
reverse the fiscal policy of the Bo-
minion. The government had no man-
date. He held no theory of govern-
ment by delegation. He agreed’ that
the government must exercise consid-
erable discretion, but here was a pol-

“I do not believe that in the recent
history of Canada anything has hap-
pened which has given to the thinking
people of Canada so painful and sud-
den a shock as the sudden realiza-

Affecting Home Market.

Next Mr. Sifton dealt with details.

First, he pointed out the prosperity
of the country, especially he dwelt
upon the enormous growth of Can-
ada's home market. In his judgment
this counts more than anything else
for the steadiness of the prices which
the farmers are receiving for their
produce. Is this prosperity sound.
Is it a hot house growth? In reply
he cited the history of = wholesale

Fielding in the House recently to
avoid giving prominence to the fact
that one effect of the Reciprocity
fagreement with the United States
will be to enable no less than twelve
foreign countries to have their natur-
al products and manufactured articles
come into this country on the same

““terms as granted to the United States,
but with no corresponding reductions
in duties to.Canada, show that the
government when brought to bay real-
izes the one-sided nature of the bar-
gain.

‘When questioned ow. this point, Mr.
PFielding indulged in al manner of
evasions and subterfuges to escape
giving a direct answer, and it was
only by sharp cross-questioning on
the part of Mr, Borden that the truth
was flnally dragged out. The pages
of Hansard have rarely disclosed a
more lamentable example of quibbliug
on the part of a minister of tie
Crown.

The head office of the trust would
be in the United States, the only re-
medy would be to put the duty back
where it is now and start over
again to bulld up the local industries
now marked for destruction, -

The whole tendency is to induce the
farmer to sell his produce to the
United States and to do away with
by products, It is to break down the
system of interrelated dndustries
which makes the present prosperity of
Ontario,

Take Quebec, The home market of
that province should be very large.
It is not well farmed at present. The
agricultural problem of Quebec is to
induce the farmer to keep his hay at
home and follow an intensive sys-
tem. The treaty puts a bonus on poor
farmers by tempting the farmers of
Quebec to ship their raw products to
New England and deplete the fertility
of their soll.

Effect In The West.

Then—the prairfe provinces. Mr.
Sifton boldly grappled with the al-
leged benefits which the treaty will
confer on them. He held out a hint of
an educative campaign.

(1) As to wheat. He cited Mr.Hill's
argument that the price would not in-
crease, Even if the duty did not;
make a difference the influx of Cana-
dian wheat would beat the United
States price down to export level,

“I deliberately give it'as my opin-
ion, representing a constituency of
farmers, that the Manitoba farmer
will get less for his wheat in the long
run.”

That is not all. In a condensed and
masterly argument he drew attention
to the effect of the agreement on the
sustained effort of Canada to keep
Manifoba grain pure, to prevent mix-
ing. The revision of the inspection
act, the control of terminal elevators,
the keeping of Canadian wheat under
contrel right dnto Liverpool, would
improve the price by three or four
cents a bushel,

The increased volume of trafic
would' enable the Canadian rallways
to lower freight rates, so as to make
the total advantage six or seven cents
& bushel. But under reciprocity Can-
ada must change her inspection act,
she must adopt American grades, she
must turn the control of her grain
market over to Minneapolis,

(2)—As to cattle, For the present the
western farmer would benefit, ' The
market for second grade cattle just

ilow is poor because it is a new
country. But that is no reason for
throwing that market away., It was

a reason for starting a great chilled
meat industry. With a sudden burst
of feeling he denounced the 'making
of the western country, “A backyard
of Chicago.”

General Effect,

From details he passed to the gen-
eral effect. The treaty puts the farm-
ers on a free trade basis for what they
sell and a protective basis for what
they buy. They will not stand that.
What then? Off with the duties on
the "manufacturer. What is that?
Commercial union. Again Mr. Sifton
dwelt on the favored nations which
would come in under reduced duties.

“If ever a government got in wrong
on a subject, my Hon. friends have
got in wrong on this subject.”

He passed with force the disinte-
grating effect of the bargain.

Together the binding of the provin-
ces to adjacent states, what about the
transcontinental railways? What
about Sir Wilfrid Laurier's demand
in 1903 for independence of the Unit
ed States?

He gave figures to
show that the consideration of by-pro-

Agrees With Mr. Foster,

He fully agreed with Mr. Foster that
every day on which Canada adapted
herself to United States markets, she
strengthened the grasp of the Unit-
ed States on her policy. Unless there
i rupture there will be no revision
Of the tariff without pressure from the
United States interests and United
States lobbymen. More, this domina-
tion has begun. For 30 years the Unit-
ed States had nothing so say. As soon
as Canada won her commercial inde-
pendence, they shook a club. The
Canadian government vielded.

Mr. Sifton agreed that the conces-
sions of a year ago were slight—but
it was a mistake to yield at all,

The rest of the day was taken up
by Sydney Fisher—a striking con-
trast 1o Mr, Sifton. Comment on his
speech must be deferred.

Vote Not Improbable.

Washington, Feb. 28-—The action

No Place for Potatoes,

Continuing, Hon. Dr. Landry stated
that he did not believe that the con-
vention was the proper place to In-
troduce politics and he did not think
it would be productive of good tq em-
bark too strongly on the varlous po-
litical questions. The future for ag-
riculturé in this province was bright,
and the " present provincial govern-
ment was prepared to give all the
assistance to the farmers in its pow-
er. The government had already in-
creased the grant to agriculture and
the number of agricultural societies
had been almost doubled and would
be twice as large within a year as
when this government came into pow-

The fncreasing of interest in the
work of the agricultural socleties was
one of the best things that could be
done in assisting agriculture and it
would be only a couple of years be-
fore the government would have a su-
perintendent of agricultural socleties
to go about the province from one
soclety to another, keeping them in
touch with one another and finding
out what the different ones are doing
80 that they can work together in the
importation and improvement of the
stock and for their general welfare.

Stock Importation.

During his administration of the
department of agriculture importa-
tions of cattle, sheep and horses had
been made and it was proposed to
continue the policy.

During the past year the importa-
tions had been made at a clear loss
to the department of $3,000. If the
full benefits were to be derived from
these importations the farmers must
band themselves together so as to
take concerted action and show what
was needed.

A horticulturist had been appointed
and he had been doing good work
with eyery évidence of there being
good results therefrom in the course
of a reasonable amount of time.

There was a great future for New
Brunswick in fruit growing and the
St. John River Valley was the equal
of any portion of the province of
Nova Scotia for successful apple
growing, Evidence of the excellence
of the fruit grown in New Brunswick
orchards was the fine list of prizes
won at the last two Colonial fruit
shows in London, when New Bruns-
wick carried off a fair share of the
prizes in competition, with all the
colonies of the British Empire,

Poultry Encouragement.

The St, John winter port afforded a
market for poultry and eggs which
would be taken advantage of and for
that reason @& poultry inspector had
been appointed, a capable man having
been selected to encourage the poul-
try industry, showing to the people
the possibilities of the business and
the proper methods of taking advan-
tage of it so that in a short time it
was hoped that the farmers of New
Brunswick would. be furnishing the
entire supply of poultry, for the win-
ter port, much of which now came
from the fpper (provinces. Every
farmer had a chance to make a few
hundred dollars extra money annually
from poultry as a side line without
interfering with his general farming
and the opportunity should be taken

Landry said,that he did pot wish to
detract in any way from the excel-
lence of New Brunswick’s education-
al system, it was only a few yedrs
ago that the South African commig-
sion after travelling throughout Can-
ada came to the conclusion that this
province had the best educational
system and took Principal Mullin, of
the Normal School to South Afriea
to establish a similar system there,
But the advisability of changes in the
educational system of the province
was seen when the technical educa-
tion commission visited New Bruns-
wick and others in charge of the edu-
cational work of the province hud ex-
pressed themselves as favorable to
as much agricultural education as pos-
sible in the rural schools.

1t took time to make thesé changes,
but they were coming. At the Normal
School for instance, he believed that
the students should be given instrue-
tion as to testing milk so as to be
able to carry on that kind of work in
their schools. ’

Depend On Agriculture,

Hon, Dr, Landry said that it would
be by paylng attention to such mat-
ters that New Brunswick would rise
up to the. plane where she should
be, but in so doing the province must
depend upon its agricultural progress.

“Our lumber lands are belng gradu-
ally depleted, and our fisheries will
be gobbled up if this— No, I sald 1
would not discuss potitical questions
here,”” saild Dr. Landry, amid laugh-
ter and applause,

Continuing, Hon, Dr. Landry urged
the young men of New Brunswick to
fit themselves to meet all competition,
If it did not come from without it
would come from within, it was im-
possible for a farmer to be success-
ful without proper study of the scien-
tific methods. He needed to study his
profession just the same as a lawyer
or doctor must study for his profes-
sion. New Brunswick had as rich a
soil and as bright a sun as any coun-
try in this world, but the farmers
Just simply have not got the expert
knowledge to take advantage of the
opportunities before them.

The.old government had introduced
a good policy which was now -being
vigorously carried out of assisting
young men in taking short courses at
the Truro agricultural college and
long courses at Guelph and St. Anne
de Bellevue colleges which had no
superiors in the whole world, and he
would like to see hundreds of young
men of the province taking advantage
of this assistance,

He concluded his interesting ad-
dress by strongly urging the farmers
of New Brunswick to show will
ingness to make the necessary sacs
rifices to allow their sons to get the
expert knowledge they so badly. need-
ed from the agricultural colleges so
that New Brunswick might come to
its own and have its resources de-
veloped,

POTATO GROWERS AND RECIPROCITY.

The Times, which daily inflicts upon its readers a
short—commendably short—instalment of alleged
humor, in singing the praises of Reciprocity, sarcastically
remarks, “Shall the rich potato warmed in New Bruns-
wick soil, and nourished by the balmy airs and golden
aunlight of New Brunswicks be saved from the potato
bug to make French{ried for a Yankee glutton? Perish
the thought!” We must infer from the foregoing that
the Times is laboring to convey the impression that
Reciprocity In farm products would open yp a wider and
better market in the States for New Brunswick potatoes,
An instance of what ig actually happening in the potato
market, and what will happen to a much greater ex-
tent if the duty is removed, occurred in Charlotte County
only last week, and is referred to in the St. Croix Cour
fer. It is worth noting.

“Some Charlotte County people,” says the Courier,
“have been shipping potatoes to the Montreal market.
The tubers have been shipped in bags containing nine-
ty pounds, or a bushel and a half, and last week the
price received was $1.10. But Aroostook County in the
neighboring state of Maine, also grows “some potatoes,”
for which “the market of ninety millions” has failed
to form a complete outlet. With more potatoes on
hand than they could dispose of in all the United States,
the Aroostook County dealers had to seek n market else-
where, and Montreal looked good to them,

“They sent potatoes there, with the result that the
market was glutted and the price dropped at once to
90 cents per bag. Reciprocity is not yet in effect and
the Aroostook dealers first paid the customs duty of 25
centg per bushel or 371 cents per bag. This, with
other charges deducted, brought tife margin of the
Maine dealers down to about 26 cents per bushel and
the returns to the Maine farmer even below that figure.
With the duty removed where would the Charlotte
County farmer sell his surplus tubers and how much
would he get for them at home or abroad?”

Peterborough, belleve that no reci-
procity treaty should be agreed upon
which will allow American farm pro-
ducts or American manufactured
goods to come into Canada more
freely than they do at present. We
believe that the home market for
farm products is better than any for-
elgn market, for the following rea
sons:

“1. The farther the consumers are
from, the farmers the more it costs
to carry farm products to them, and
the more middlemen there are to
share the profits,

“2. Many kinds of farm products
command the best prices when they
are fresh. If they are shipped to dis-
tant markets, they lose their freshness
before they reach the consumers, and
consequently the farmier gets a lower
price for them than he would get if
he could sell them while fresh in a
market near at hand. Some kinds of
farm products are o perishable that
they cannot be profitahly shipped to
distant markets,

“3, A workman employed in a éity
of the Unitéd States, c¢r any other
foreign country, consumes only a few
cents worth of Camadian farm pro-
ducts in a yéar.

eat from Canadian farmers, At present
owing to the low Canac tariff on
.{m:m products, large quantities of Ame
erican farm products come into Can-
ada.

“The undersigned farmers believe
that the Canadian taritt should be
ralsed high enough to shut out such
American farm produets and preserve
:\l‘x‘: home market for Canadian farm-

“Great quantities of manufactured
goods also come into Canada from
the United States because the Canad-
ian tariff is not high enough to keep
!hvm out. The working men employed
in making those goods are fed by
,‘.\mer!ﬂm farmers. The undersigned
farmers of Peterborough County be-
lieve that the :Canadian tariff should

be 80 framed as to enuse the manu-
facture of such goods in Canadian
towns and cities by workmen who

will be fed by Canadian farmers,
“We believe that the principle ex-
pressed in the following motto is a
good one: ‘Keep your money in eir
culation at home by buying goods

made in Canada. \When you can't
get what you want in Canada, buy

within the British Empire.’

“If American manufacturers wish
to sell their goods to the Canadian
people they should builg branch fac-
tories Iin Canada. The Canadian tar-
iff soould be high enough to make
them do so. :

“The .undersignod
a policy of thorough protection for
the produets of Canadian farms
mines, and factories, with rnclpm(‘al'
preference arrangements between
Canada and the other countries of
the British Empire.”

Every farmer 3 asked to read
the declaration efully,. and was
told that if he did not entlrely agree
with it we did not want hig sigll:xiu!‘o.
It was found that a large proportion
of the farmers of both political par-
ties were hotly opposcd to reciprocity
with the United States, Hven among
the 20 who refused to sign there were
a number of men who expressed ap-
proval of the declaration against re-
ciprocity, but said they made it a
rule never to sign anything.

One farmer said: *“I ggree with
every word on that paper, but I won't
sign it because I believe you are a
Conservative and working “for the
Conservative party.”

He was assured that the canvass
was not being made in the interest
of any political party. Both political
parties were well represented on the
list of signatures,

On January 19 Mr. Bruce Johnston
met at Ottawa the deputation of pro-
tectionist farmers led by Mr. David
Jackson, d read the declaration
to Sir Wilfrid Laurier,

There was not time to canvasg the
farmers in a large area, but we think
that if a similar canvags were made
throughout Eastern Canada it would
be found that a majority of the farm-
ers are protectionists and opposed
to reciprocity with the United States.

IN THE COURTS

No 8ill Against Wm, McAfthur For
Escaping From Custody, But True
Bill Against Stanton and Stone For
Burglary.

The February term of the County
Court opened yesterday morning at
11 o'clock, with Judge Forbes presid-
ing. C. J. Coster, K, C., appedred ‘for
the Crown, ; :

Both the civil and criminal dockets
are light, there being but one criminal
case to try and no civil jury cases.

The grand jury had two cases to
deal withthe case of the King ys. Wil-
liam McArthur and the case of the
King vs. Stone and Stanton. After be:
ing out for nearly an hour and a hulf,
they returned no bill against McArthur
and a true bill against Stone and
Stanton. Stone is out on bail and nel-
ther the prisoner nor the bail were
present in court.

Shortly after the court opened, his
honor delivered his charge to the
grand jury. In charging the grand
Jury, his honor referred to the ab-
sence of serious crime in the com-
munity. The first case presented was
the King vs. Willlam McArthuy, charg-
ed with escaping from the chain gang.
His honor thought that the depositions
disclosed sufficient evidence to put
the accused on his trial The next
case presented was that against Stone
and Stanton, the facts having been
published during the preliminary ex-
amination. Judge Forbes termed this
case as tragic, as whoever committed
the stealing in Emerson and Fisher's
store, actually loaded rifies to pro-
tect them if molested in thelr.criminal
act.

His honor referred to the large num-
ber of truancy cases which have come
before him, and said that very young
boys were being sent to the reform
school to mix with boys of criminal in-
stinets. Judge Forbes called upon the
government to erect a separate re-
form school, where truamts might be
sent.

Louis - Garrel, private detective,
Montreal, occupied thé stand up to
the time of adjournment, His evidence
went to show improper conduct on the
part of the husband. The plaintiff
formerly livéd at Bachurst, where she
was married to the defendant, who

ducts a coal busi at Montreal,
where they resided until she left him
and returned to Bathurst.

When the couwrt opened in the af-
ternoon the case was resumed.

Electrically Heated Car be
Put on Route as Test=-Form-
al Argument Tuesday.

The Public Utilities Commission
met yesterday and heard evidence
with regard to the complaints about
the loop car in the West End. After
hearing witnesses the commissioners
stated that in their opinion the loop
car service was not as good as the
people had a right to expect, and re-
quested the street railway to put an
lectricity-heated car on the route for
a week In order to determine whether
it would gjve a satisfactory service.
“We are not making an order,” said
‘he chairman, “and will not until we
Lave heard argument. We merely re-
quest you to do this.”

JH. M. Hopper said the company had
experimented with an electrically-
heated car, and found that owing to
the low voltage an electrlc heater
would not keep the car sufficiently
warm. The company, however, wounld
comply with the request and put on
an electrically-heated car for three or
four days.

All the commissioners were pres-
ent. . R, Taylor and H. M. Hopper
represented the street railway, while
G. 8. Mayes conducted the case for
the complainants,

Morning Session,

At the morning session Recorder
Baxter testified that the loop car,
which was heated by a stove was not

reasonably warm in cold weather.
He said that the summer ‘car was
leaky, ~

Col. Vince—I think you will find

that the commission does not favor
leaky cars anywhere,

In reply to Mr. Taylor, the Record-
er sald that he could not state defl-
nitely that the rain which wet the
seats in the summer had not come
through the ventilators, but his belief
was that it was due to the leaky roof.

He had complained to Mr. Hopper
at various times regarding these con-
ditions,

In answer to Mr. Otty, the witness
said that he did mot agree that an
open car was a necessity during the
Summer, There were nights when
the closed cars were more comfort-
able,

8. M. Wetmore gave evidence to
the same effect as that of the Record-
er,

Cars Very Coldi

Capt. J. H. Crossley, sworn, stated
that he frequently rode on the loop
line and in winter found the car too
cold. He knew of at least one occa-
sion when the fire was out. The con-
ductor had said that the stove held
so little coal that it was hard to keep
it going. Even with the stove red
hot it did not heat the whole car.

Rev. G. F. Scovil was next called
and described the condition of the
car in wet and cold weather. He had
known the seats to be too wet for
use. In cold weather he and others
had frequently walked because of the
car being so cold. He knew of work-
men walting for the electrically heat-
ed car because the other was too
cold,

Witness thought that on account of
the company having the use of the
public square in Carleton, the West
Side people were entitled to at least
equal consideration. He had known
for some time that the people were
much dissatisfied,

In reply to Mr. Taylor the witness
said that he could not say that the
moisture on the seats had not come
from the ventilators. The attention
of the conductors had been drawn to
the matter and they hagd replied that
they were doing their best,

The commigsion then adjourned and
proceeded to Carleton to ipspect the
loop car.

Company Officials.

At the afternoon session 1, A.
Brown, chief electrician of the Street
Rallway Company, F, D. Vaughan of
the Vaughan Electrical Company and
C. 8. Holder were examined. Their
evidence disclosed the fact that the
loop car was about 16 years old, while
many on the other lines were less
than two years old. A suggestion of
Mr. Mayes that one of the new cars
be put on the loop was greeted with
some laughter.

The electricians testified that as the
maximum power available on the loop
service was only 500 volts, satisfac-
tory results could not be obtained for
an electric heater in the loop car as
the majority of the other cars were
climbing hills.

A heater set to 300 voits would not
provide sufficient warmth, and was li-
able to be ruined when the full cur-
rent of 500 volts was on.

They &id not think satisfactory ser-
vice could be secured from a heater
in the car unless a sub-station was
built on the West Side, or the whole
line equipped with copper wire,' They
estimated that it would cost between

25,000 and $30,000 to build a sub-sta-
tion or install copper wire,

After the evidence had been taken
the commissioners announced that
they were ready to hear argument,
Mr. Mayes said he was ready to pro-
ceed, but Mr. Taylor said he did not
think he could do justice to his cli-
ents’ case unless he had a transcript of
the stenographer's notes of the evi-
dence,

Service Not Good.

The commissioners then announced
that in their opinion the evidence
showed that the public were not get-
ting as good a service cn the loop
route as they had a right to expect,
This was not a final judgment. They
merely wished to indicate their posi-
tion at the present time. Council for
the company would probably save time
if he confined his arguments to the
point as to whether or not it was
practicable for the company to run
an electrically heated car on the loop.
If it was shown conclusively that the
company would have to expend $25-
000 1o remedy the difficulty, then the
commission would have (o give very,
serious consideration to the question
involved. It was not disposed to be
unreasonable, but it felt something
should be done if possible, to give the
public a better service,

Col, Vince then requesied the com-
pany to put an electrically heated car
on the loop for a week or two, and af-
ter some argument Mr, Hopper agreed
to make a test for a few days,
though he said it would be ‘necessary
to take the car off in event of a snow-
storm,
