BRITISH PRESS It appears as though almost the 
whole city, carrying its richest pos­
sessions, had been set in motion sud­
denly and was struggling through 
clouds of dust to keep pace with a 
hurrying escort of fédérais, accord­
ing to the rebel scouts.

The reports brought to General Villa 
were that food supplies were so scant 
that not only the poor but the wealthy 
faced starvation and that finally these 
representations induced the fédérais 
to evacuate. '

Villa sent couriers today to learn 
whether General Chao, the constitu­
tionalist, had entered the city. Villa 
said he did not regard the evacuation 
of Chihuahua as a complete surren­
der of federal authority, but rather 
that the federal troops had decided 
to adopt guerilla tactics after replen­
ishing their supplies and communicat­
ing with Mexico City.

Washington, Dec. 2.—The most Im­
portant development in the Mex 
situation here today was President 
Wilson’s outline in his address to 
congress of the status of affairs in the 
southern republic. His declaration that 
Mexico has no government, that at­

despotism set up,” his denunciation of 
Huerta’s usurpation of power, and the 
assertion that the Huerta regime 
would soon Mumble were received 
with close attention, and enthusiastic 
applause by members of congress of 
all political faiths.

The President’s remark that Huerta 
had “forfeited the respect and. moral 
support even of those who were at 
one time willing to see him suc­
ceed,” and the asserting that Huerta's 
Isolation meant his gradual elimina­
tion “with the collapse, not far away,” 
were phrases much stronger than had 
been used by the President heretofore 
in referring publicly to Huerta.

He began his military career as a pri­
vate In the Queen’s Own Rifles of To­
ronto, and In 1864 was gazetted lieut­
enant In 1865, shortly after attain­
ing his majority, he married Marian, 
daughter of the Rev. James Porter.

WHY HARD TIMES?

Just what do we mean when we re­
fer to "hard times.” "financial depres­
sion," "money stringency,** and simi­
lar subjects, in connection with the 
City of St. John or the Province of 
New Brunswick? It will be readily 
admitted that there has been, and is, 
something of a tightness in the world’s 
money market but is it as bad as we 
think it is? The record of failures in 
this Province will not show that the 
present has been a disastrous year.

Aside from local causes which may 
have been responsible for a slight dis­
arrangement of conditions, such as the 
mill men's strike, the effect of which 
was particularly felt in the North 
End, there has been no serious dis­
ruption of business and the situation 
is not nearly so bad as we have been 
believing it to be.

Once convince a man that a period 
of hard times is due, and it is most 
natural for him to shove his cash 
deeper into his pockets and do busi­
ness on longer credit but with the 
prospect of a continuance of prosperi­
ty he will be the more ready to p^rt 
with his money and put it into circula­
tion. New Brunswick has had a good 
year in practically every line. St. John 
also has enjoyed prosperity. A walk 
through the city streets will afford 
evidence of this. On every side can 
be found tangible proof of progress. 
Developments hinted at twelve montits 
ago have now become realities. The 
city is moving onward. Most.of the 
people are spending just as much 
money as ever they did and yet the 
savings banks do not report any very 
great excess of withdrawals over de­
posits.

Really there is nothing the matter 
w ith the East, and much of the general 
impression of hard times has filtered 
in from larger centres where there 
has been more or less depression". 
The Maritime Provinces today are the 
most prosperous in Canada.

THAT POTATO EMBARGO.

The decision of the United States 
government to put an embargo on 
potatoes from Canada appears to be 
a cheap attempt to make tariff out of 
a supposed disease that does not ex­
ist. Some time ago, it will be remem­
bered, Great Britain, while supposed­
ly admitting cattle free of duty put 
a restriction on Canadian cattle, caus­
ing them to be slaughtered practical­
ly on arrival. This was because of n 
disease that was supposed to exist in 
cattle, but it had the effect of pro­
ducing tariff.

The United States government low. 
ered its tariff because It needed 
Canadian goods. Potatoes were among 
the food stuffs to benefit The pota­
to trade developed between New 
Brunswick and the United States is 
now sufficiently important to warrant 
the very best efforts of the Dominion 
government to protect it. New 
Brunswick potatoes will hold their 
own for quality against the world, 
and when the consumer in the 
United States purchases them he 
does so because the quality is 
there, not because he saves money, 
for they are not sold any more cheap­
ly than tubers raised on American 
soil. To make a tariff concession to 
attract Canadian potatoes and then 
reject them because of an alleged 
disease, is one way of protecting the 
United States grower from Canadian 
competition.

It is fit and proper that the local 
Board of Trade should discuss this 
question as they did yesterday, and 
there can be no doubt that the gov­
ernment will insist that Canadian 
potato growers shall not be subjected 
to unfair treatment

Wilfrid Laurier is merely trying to re­
establish the Liberal party upon a 
policy of unpicking the web which the 
Liberals themselves wove when in 
power.

Possibly he is right but even If 
we admit that he is, does he suppose 
the removal of the Canadian duty will 
tend to return our 50,000 cattle or as 
many American cattle when they can 
be sold for more in the United States 
than in this country.

The cost of living is a serious prob­
lem but Sir Wilfrid can hardly solve 
it. “Grow food" would seem to be more 
closely applicable to the present case 
than "free food.” It the Canadian pro­
ducer can produce enough to meet the 
demands upon him, the cost of living 
will decrease. The question is by no 
means a new one, even though it ap­
pears to have Just forced itself upon 
Sir Wilfrid.

tor driven apparatus.

As the New York chief stated in his 
speech at the convention about a 
month ago: “Ï am sorry to see the fa­
mous old Are horse go but he has An­
ally got to go and hie place taken 
by the motor."

Ip Halifax, Amherst. Moncton and 
a number of places east the Are de­
partments are trying out the motor 
vehicle, which la giving satisfaction. 
It is stated on good authority that St. 
John will soon have motor equipment. 
The argument in its favor is that if it 
has proven a good thing in other cities 
(with hills), then It should be a good 
thing for St. John.

In the far west as the towns grow 
Into cities and the Are departments 
grow larger, the old good 
horse Is being placed in the discard 
and the motor is being Installed.

In a recent issue of the Dally Capi­
tal of Edmonton, Alberta, there is a 
large front page picture of the motor 
outAts of the Are department of that 
city lined up for inspection in front 
of the civic building. The account 
shows that in addition to Fire Chief 
Lauder’s car there is a combination 
chemical, hose wagons and other pie­
ces of apparatus added to the depart­
ment. The mayor and aldermen of 
the city were given a forty-seven 
mile an hour ride on the motor ladder 
truck. Mayor Short stated after the 
ride that he was quite satisfied that 
the truck could reach an alarm In 
good time. The article in the “Capi­
tal" states that it was the largest dis­
play ever shown in Western Canada 
and that the town is one of the beat 
equipped in the west. The following 
article published in the Capital speaks 
for itself:

"The largest display of motor fire 
fighting apparatus in Western Canada 

seen this morning in front of the

Owing to Improvements In the water 
service, the laying of larger mains and 
Installation of new hydrants on the 
west - side, the city’s valuable wharf 
property at Sand Point will be better 
protected from fire this winter than 
ever before. The water department 
has just completed the work of put­
ting down a new two way hydrant on 
Union street, which is fed by an eight 
inch pipe. The department now has 
an Eli machine with which it is pos­
sible to connect a hydrant with the 
water main without shutting off the 
water.

Altogether this summer the city has 
Installed twenty new fire hydrants. 
Of this four are on Adelaide Road and 
two in Douglas Avenue. The others 
are scattered about the city in loca­
tions which the safety department se­
lected as the most in need of extra 
fire plugs.

Com. Wigmore stated yesterday that 
It had been a long time since any 
complaints have been received from 
residents of Lancaster Heights relar 
live to the water supply. One man 
used to come over nearly every Week 
to complain that he was paying for 
water and not getting it, but when 
the department ’offered to not send 
him a bill for water and shut off the 
water altogether, his complaints stop­
ped at once.

Month of November Mildest Since 1903, Says Official 
Record—Advance Many Theories for Continued

State Smoke Acts a8

i■mois
Summerlike Weather 
Smudge in Fruit Orchard.- Board of Trade to Take 

Active Steps in this 
Matter—To Meet on Fri-who has studied the weather condi­

tions for many years, told The Stand­
ard yesterday that the winters were 
about the same as usual. Before 8t 
John had street cars and had arrang­
ed for the removal of the enow from 
the streets the snowfalls had appeared 
much larger and he thought there 
woidd be great Inconvenience In any 
modern winter if the snow were allow­
ed to accumulate, 
thought that the winters were milder 
In the cities than in the country. He 
cited the fact that in California the 
fruit growers kindled smudge fires to 
dispell the frost This practice was 
In vogue In large cities where the 
smoke from the chimneys of the fac­
tories and mills caused a cloud to hov­
er over the district and the early 
frosts were thus counteracted. Dis­
tricts lying only a few miles from 
8t. John had been visited by frosts 
while vegetation In the city was not 
at all affected. From a close study of 
conditions It was felt that nature had 
In no way changed the course of the 
seasbn but that the conditions brought 
about by the hand of man had mitigat­
ed to a great degree the severity of 
the winter season in the cities and 
towns.

The month of November was re­
markable on account of the mildness 
of the temperature, the average read 
ing of the thermometer being 39.5. 
This was the highest since 1903 when 
the average was 40.3. The month just 
ended was cold during the first and 
last parts but the intervening time 
was particularly mild and some of the 
days were almost summerllke.

Only a few snow flurries were ex­
perienced and the total rain fall was 
only 1.4 Inches. The highest tempera­
ture was 62.

In 1903 while the average was 40.3 
and the maximum temperature waa 63 
still there was a heavy snowfall, the 
total for the month of November being 
1114 Inches while the month ended 
with four Inches of snow on the 
ground.

During November, 1912, the average 
temperature was 37.7 and the highest 
was 57.7.

The weather of the last month has 
been particularly agreeable with but a 
few stormy days. There has been con­
siderable discussion in regard to the 
winters in recent years and some peo­
ple have advanced the theory that the 
snowfall and cold weather had been 
curtailed to a great extent.

Arrangements are being made to 
hold a special meeting of the Board 
of Trade on Friday, the 11th Inst, for 
the purpose of discussing the housing 
question, and trying to work up In­
terest in the provision of better hous­
ing. Secretary Hoag has been col­
lecting data as to what haa been done 
along this line in other cities, and it 
is believed the whole question of hous­
ing can be gone into with advantage 
to the city. Thomas Mantle, who was 
employed by the board last winter to 
meet steamers at Sand Point and try 
to Induce the passengers to locate in 
St- John or the province, frequently 
complained about the difficulty of se­
curing housing accomodation for such 
Immigrants as he was able to Induce 
to locate in the city. Quite a number 
of newcomers with families, who were 
provided with a Job in the city threw 
up their positions and started for the 
West because they were dissatisfied 
with the housing accomodation, which 
notwithstanding the high rents was 
worse in some respects than what 
they had to put up with in the old 
country. ,

One phase of the housing question 
which will probably be thrashed out 
at the special meeting of the board 
is the reason of the high cost of build-, 
ing operations here as compared with 
other cities. It is said that one of the 
chief reasons of the high cost of build­
ing operations is that the contractors 
have to do business in a small way, 
and that the habits developed by the 
jobbing custom tends to prevent rap­
id progress being made. Some out­
side .construction companies which 
have come in here dùring the year 
have taken contracts at figures that 
greatly surprised local contractors.

Secretary Hoag says he knows of 
quite a number of men who wish to 
build homes of their own, but have 
hesitated to make a start because the 
estimates of cost which they been 
able to obtain have rather frightened 
them.

It is believed that if thç whole ques­
tion is discussed from various angles 
and emphasis placed on the need of 
better housing at reasonable rates 
some good will result, and that If the 
local builders do not rise to the sit­
uation, outside < onstruction compan­
ies will come here and the main prob­
lem tend to solve Itself.

According to some 
authorities the export trade of Can­
ada last year increased 126,000,000, 
of which increase about 117,000,000 
was handled through American ports.

! B. POTATOES
St. John Dealers Much In­
terested in Present Situ­
ation — United States 
Crop Very Short.

potato dealers are very 
much Interested in the discussion now 
going on in the United States rela­
tive to the advisability of lifting the 
embargo on potatoes which the Wash­
ington authorities put into effect in 
order to prevent the introduction of 
diseases affecting potatoes. The Unit­
ed States Agricultral department has 
enforced the embargo against Euro­
pean as well as Canadian potatoes, 
In view of the prevalence of the po­
tato wart. It is reported that tjto 
Washington government will call a 
public meeting at Washington on De­
cember the 18th with a view to dis­
cussing the advisability of admitting 
potatoes which have been pronounced 
by foreign experts to be free from 
diseases.

The United States potato crop is 
said to be 10,000,000 bushels short 
this year, and that to meet the de­
mands of the market large Imports 
will have to be made. The present 
situation is rather exceptional, as in 
the past year or so Canadian potatoes 
have found a small market to Cuba, 
owing to the fact that the United 
States was able to send large quanti­
ties of potatoes there.

St. John potato shippers believe that 
if the embargo is removed they will 
be able to reap considerable advant­
age from the shortage of the crop 
in the United States, and it Is under­
stood they will urge the Board of 
Trade to send a representativé to the 
public meeting at Washington, to de 
fend the character of the New Bruns­
wick potato and urge Its admission. 
It is said New Brunswick potatoes 
are practically free from the disease 
against which the United States has 
raised an embargo. Some people here 
are inclined to think that tht embar­
go Is largely a method employed by 
the Washington authorities to avoid 
giving effect to its policy of admitting 
food products free of duty, and if 
reciprocity had been adopted the 
Washington government would have 
used this method whenever crop con­
ditions warranted to protect Ameri­
can farmers.
