Fall Back in Dobrudja

Black Sea Divisions Retreat to North of Danube Town
of Tchergavoda—On Transylvania Front, East
of River Alt Teutonic Forces Com-
pelled to Retreat Northward.

Bucharest, Oct. 25, via London—
Roumanian forces operating in the
Black Sea province of Dobrudja have
retired to the morth of the Danube
town of Tchergavoda, according to the
Roumanian official statement issued
today.

On the Transylvanian front, east
of the River Alt, the statement says:

“The Teutoni¢ forces were driven
towards the north. In the region of
Vulcan Pass, in  the Transylvanian
Alps, the Roumanians ceded ground.”

The statement follows:

“On the northern and northwestern
(Transylvanian) fronts, at Tulghes
and Bicaz, and in the valley of the
Trotus, the situation is unchanged.

“In the Uzul Valley the combat con-
tinues. We have advanced towards
the west, and taken prisoners, three
officers and 180 men.

“At Oijtuz the enemy has been re-
pulsed completely beyond the frontier.
We took 159 prisoners.

“In the wvalley of the Buzeu, at
Table Butzi, Bratocea and Predelus,
the situation is unchanged. Fighting
took place in the region of Predeal.
In the region of Dragoslavle violeut
fighting took place.

“We repulsed the enemy'’s attacks
to the east of the River Alt, and are
continuing to drive the enemy to-
wards thé north.

“To the west of the Alt an unim-
portant engagement took place to
the west of the Jiul; we have ceded
a little ground in the region of Vul-
can Pass.

“At Orsova artillery duels took
place. On the southern front all along
the Danube, there is no change.

“In Dobrudja we retreated to the
north of Tchernavoda.”

But thig formed the right flank of the
attack, and the Canadian troops were
obliged not only to secure their proper
objective, but also to connect the right
of the captured position with their
original line in such a manner as to
make a defensive flank to the east.

German Account of Battle of
Narayuvka, Galicia, States
Czar's Troops Met Com-
plete Defeat, Suffering
Heavy Losses.

Berlin, Oct. 25, by Sayville.—Re-
viewing the battle between the Austro-
Germans and the Russians on the
River Narayuvka, in Galcia, the
wmilitary critic of the semi-official
Overseas News Agency writes:

“The battle of Narayuvka, after
seven days of violent fighting, has ter-
minated completely in Germany's fa-
vor. The Russian attempt to reach
Lemberg, thé Galiclan capital, once
more has failed, in spite of gigantic,
sanguinary sacrifices. The Russians in
this sector advanced across the Nara-
yuvka, In the form of a bend, about
2 kilometres deep and four kilometres
long. Within this bend were the dom-
inating heights of 345 and 310, which
offered an excellent base for the Rus.
slan offensive to advance,

Three Attacks by Russians.

“The Russians, on October 15, made
three attacks without success on the
front between Lipivka and Skomo-
rochy. A new attack, which was still
more violent, followed on the six-
teenth, when 33,000 men were sent
forward. Soldiers from Pomerania
and Brandenburg repulsed this attack
in sanguinary fashion. -The Germans
then, in turn, attacked. They captured
36 officers and 1,937 men, and took the
Russlan position for a depth of one
kflometre.

“On October 19 the

“Though bleeding with sacrifices
and bending with effort in behalf of
the great Empire, of which she is an
integral part,” he said, “Canada’s big-
gest role in the play of natlons is not
now, but in the future.”

“The history of the Dominion,” he
sald, “showed that what mistakes
have had to be rectified have been
due to short vision, and that the deeds
most criticized had been of over-an-
ticlpation. As between those two,
Canada would, after the war, steer a
middle course of steady develop
ment."”

Canadians Make Assault.

For this purpose troops from West-
ern Canada and Montreal were em-
ployed. An Ontario battalion was also
to advance in close support.

During the night of October 20-21
the assaulting troops took up their
position. The night was clear and
frosty. The trenches, dug in heavy
soll, were halffilled with mud and
water, for there had been much rain
during the previous days.

The ground about was in a difficult
condition, churned and beaten into a
sticky pulp by the 1long bombard-
ments. The morning sun could do
little to dry the water-soaked earth,

Shortly before noon the enemy, sus.
pecting perhaps the imminence of an
attack, began a heavy artillery fire
upon our front lines. About noon our
ownl guns opened with the full fury of
their massed batteries. The concen-
tration was terrific and the hail of
heavy shells and shrapnel descended
with deadly force and accuracy.

The infantry advance began. The
men clambered out of their trenches,
and in long lines dashed forward,
close under the barrage, advancing
as rapidly as the state of the ground
would permit. In ten minutes the
500 yards of open ground had been
crossed, and Regina trench was ours.
On the right a tragic incident for a
moment threatened the success of the
assault.

Lleut. Scott Killed.

Lieut. Scott, son of Canon Scott, of
Quebec, was advancing at the head of
his men and was directing their pro-
gress in accordance with the artillery
barrage. Ag the men threw them-
selves down to await the momentary
1ift of the guns Lieut. Scott was shot
and instantly killed. His death was
not at first remarked, and his men
still waited for the signal to advance.
Not uwtl the barrage had passed be-
yond thé German trench did the men
vealize the situationy

Then with a fierce jnipetuous rush,
which nothing could arrest, they dash-
ed for the Gemnman trench, eager to|
avenge the death of their gallant |
young officer. In the meantime, how-|
ever, the enamy had been able tp man
his parapet and had opened a rapig
fire at this polnt. We therefore suffeg.
ed some casualties, but the result was
the same. Our men went in with the
bayonet and thare Wu~ short-shrift for]
the-Germans,

Eages to Surrender. ' ¥ |

At some points the enemy,
of Prussians brought recently from the
Ypres salient, were eager to surrender.
They jumped out of their trenches and
advanced to meet our men, holding
hands above their heads.

76 and 100 dead Germans were counted
in the -trench. Among those who sur-
rendered were two or three machine
gun crews who abandoned their guns,
One of the prisoners, a sergeant, tak.
en by a Montreal battalion, was a Ger
man who was actually Hving in Mont.
real at the time the war broke out. He
had been there for a year and a half,
employed as a moulder, He stated that
in June, 1914, he had applied for a
passport to the Unmited States, but it
had been refused to him on the
ground that a war was imminent and
that he would have to hold himself in
readiness to return to Germany at a
moment's notice

Not only was the whole of our im-
mediate objective secured and the
flank protected in the manner intend-
ed, but strong parties pushed well over
beyond and established posts in cer
talg tactical positions. The opera-
tion was entirely successful. Consoli-
dation was proceeded with and during
the following night communication
trenches were rapidly constructed,
linking up the old line with the new.

Counter Attacks Fall.

Attempts by the enemy to counter-
attack were promptly disposed of by
our artillery. At 1.80 p. m, several
hundred Germans came out from the
village of Pys and, deploying in the
open, advanced with the evident in-
tention of attacking. This wave was
blotted out by a heavy burst of shrap-
nel fire. Omly about 60 were seen to
reach a forward trench which was un-
der our direct obeervation. Here
high explosive shells were fired, and
the tremch severcly damaged. Sev-
eral Germans were seen to be hurled
into the air,

Again at 2.12 p. m. the enemy came
out of a trench in considerable num-
bers and attempted to make their way
down the communication trenches.
Our guns were brought to bear with
great effect, and the Germans were
seen to fall literally in groups.

During the afternoon relnforce.
ments in small parties continued to

trenches. As these were all now vis-
ible targeis our bursts of fire caused
them severe losses, Every effort of
the enemy to organize & counterat-
tack was thus tnmua and our men

He next saw the
prisoner upstairs and there he smelled
liquor on him. He helped Rogers up
the three top steps to the first fidor.

Ferdinand J. Landry, another ems
ploye in the offices, saw Merrill about
twenty minutes to three. He con-
sidered that the accused was drunk,
and he had helped in the arrest.

John F. Thatcher, elevator man
saw the accused at first on the first
floor, and later in the basement. He
was flourishing a revolver and yelllag
“stand, stand, stand.” He heard the
revolver shot and on going down stairs
to the basement saw Rogers lying on
the floor covered with blood.

Roy Gould, stenographer in the gen-
eral offices was told that there was an
armed man in the cellar, and vent
down to investigate. He saw the ac-
cused flourishing a revolver and he
started to go for help. Just as he
turned to go upstairs he heard the
report from the revolver. In his
opinjon the accused was drunk.

Trueman Colpitts, the janitor saw
the man walking up and down eeveral
times in one of the corridors, and
after the shooting, when the accused
was in custody, he had taken a revol-
ver away from him.

| The voters of the Australian com-
monwealth, as well as those in khaki
doing Empire duty overseas, will, on
October 28, vote “yes” or “no” to the
following question:

NO GERMAN RHODES SCHOLARS.

German Rhodes scholars will be
seen at Oxford no more, for the Bri-
tish Parliament has decided to cancel
that part of the will of Cecil Rhodes
which provided for the establishment
of scholarships for Germapn students.
For some years prior to the outbreak
of war fifteen German students resid-
ed at that famous university. They
were nominated by the Kaiser and for
the term of thelr residency received
from the Rhodes Trust an annual al
lowance of two hundred and Affty
pounds sterling.

The clause of the will authorizing
the attendance of the Geérmans ex-
plained the purpose of the legacy as
follows: “The object s that an under
standing between the three great pow-
ers will render war impossible, and
educational relations make the stron-
gest tie."

CHURCH UNION

Does It Mean a Giving Up
of the Rights of the Con-
gation to Call or Keep
a Minister ?

When church union comes, will the
old calling system disappear, or will
present relationships between minis-
ter and congregations be interrupted?
Both will be conserved. The utmost
care will be taken in every depart-
ment of the work to retain the prac-
tices now prevalling in the different
denominations,

What is the arrangement proposed?
Congregations or mi ers desiring
change apply, through the Presbytery,
to the settlement committee. The
changes sought will ordinarily be
made at the end of the church or con-
ference year.

In anticipation of a vacancy at the
end of the year a congregation may
call or invite any minister of the
and may submit other names,
if their first request cannot be grant-

1f it is found impossible to issue
the matter at the end of the year, a
further period not yet fixed will be
allowed during which a call may be
issued.
Rut to guard against long and inju-
rious vacancies, if a congregation fails
to take action at the end of this fur-
ther period, the settlement committee
is empowered to make an appoint-
ment. But as, at the end of any year,
application may be maae for change,
this appointment, if unsatisfactory to
either party, may then come up for
review.
1f on account of death or some other
emergency, a vacancy occurs during
the year, Presbytery shall confer with
the charge and may thereafter ar-
range a supply to the end of the year.
It is important to remember that
existing arrangements will not be in-
terfered with. Though a way of mak-
ing such changes as are necessary is
provided, it is expressly stated that
there is to be no time limit to the
pastorate.
The whole arrangement is thorough-
ly democratic. The settlement com-
mittee is the servant of ministers and
congregations desiring readjustments
of relationship, and is expressly en-
joined to comply as far as possible
with the wishes of all parties concern-
ed.
The ideal that is contemplated in
the basls of union is the continuous
supply of every pastoral charge, and
the continuous employment of every
effective minister. Pastoral relation-
ship will continue as long as they are
mutually satisfactory.

Ottawa, Oct. 256.—American “dram-
mers” in the wake of floods of snap-
py American advertising are playing
hob with the United Kingdom's sales
in’ Canada according to F. C. T.
O’Hara, deputy minister of the trade
and commerce department.

“There is comparatively little BEng-
lish advertising in Canada, Britain
does not seem to appreciate the Ca-
nadian market,” declared Mr. O'Hara.
“Goods will not sell themselves, they
must be pushed. Often manufactur-
ers order over night from New York
goods that primarily came from Eng-
land, because the goods have uot
been sufficiently advertised in Can-
ada to warrant the merchants carry-
ing large stocks. The United States
maintains 100 consuls in the Domin-
jon who are always alert for trade
opportunities. In the daily commer-
cial reports commereial information
on Canada is always listed. A con-
sular certificate must accompany all
goods exported to United States and
a small fee is attached. In this way
it is known that in many cases tke
consulates are more than self-support-
ing, and after all the expenses are
paid a surplus is sent to Washington.
There are over 300 forelgn consular
officers in the Dominion reporting
trade opportumities to their home gov-
ernments and but one British trade
commissioner and three assistanis
who, however, capable they may be
cannot cope with such competition.”

DUTCH FISH BOUGHT BY
BRITISH GOVERNMENT.

Harrison Watson, trade commission-
er in London, has reported under date
September 22, to the Department of
Trade and Commerce, Ottawa, as fol-
lows!:
In view of the great importance of
maintaining supplies of what has al-
ways been an important article of diet
to the population of the United King-
dom, the government has made com-
stant efforts to relieve the situation,
and quite recently arrangements have
been concluded with the Netherlands
government whereby the British gov-
ernment acguires the right to purchase
a considerable proportion (35 per cent)
of the fish taken by the Dutch fleet,
the greater part of which has hitherto
been shipped to Germany, owing to
the extrafrdinary high prices which
the Germans have been prepared to
pay for fish. The first consignment of
Dutch fish was received in the United
Kingdom this week.

King Constantine still retains his
ocourt at Athens, aithough the Allies
have landed marines in that city to
prohibit royalist d rations. The
fourteen or fifteen Greeks in the city
are now wondering who their sover-
eign is. One prominent Greek in-
formed The Standard that Venizelos
was the most popular man in the king-
dom, and; with the exception of the
few adherents to the Greek king, held
absolute power,

When asked if the reverses suffered
recently by the Russians and Rou-
manians would have any serious mor-
al effect upon the people of his coun-
try, he sald the people stood behind
Venizelos and were willing to abide
by his ruling. “At any evemt you
will never see a civil war in the
country while Venizelos is in power,”
he continued. -

Black of Middle Sackville
will regret to hear of his death which
occurred at his home at an early hour
yesterday morning. Councillor Black
had been ill for some time and his
passing was not entirely unexpected.
Lieut.-Col. Frank B. Black, M. L. A,
was summoned home from the battle-
fields of France on account of his
brother’s critical illness and only ar-
rived this week.

Councillor Black was a son of the
late Joséph L. Black, for many years
a Conservative leader in Westmor-
land dnd member of the legislature.
He was born in Middle Sackville
about forty years ago. He was a
member of the firm of J. L. Black &
Sons and had represented the parish
of Sackville at the muhicipal board
for several years.

Councillor Black was not only ac-
tive in the business and social affairs
of the county but he was prominent
in the militla. For several years he
was connected with the Eighth Regi-
ment of Cavalry, Princess Louise Hus-
sars, holding the rank of major. His
poor health prevented him from serv-
ing his country at the front.

Major Black was twice married. His
first wife was Miss Sadie Borden,
daughter of Judge and Mrs. R. A. Bor-
den of Moncton. His second wife
formerly Miss Joy Charters, daughter
of 8. C. Charters, Canadtan govern
ment railways terminal agent at
Point du Chene, who survives him, He
leaves two children, a brother, Col.
Black, and & half-sister, Mrs. Edmund
Burks of Toronto.

The funeral will be held tomorrow
at 2.30 from the family residence,
Middle Sackville.
