Canton, O., Sept. 19—With majestic 
solemnity, surrounded by his countrymen 
and his townspeople, in the presence of 
the president of the United States, the 
cabinet, justices of the United States 
Supreme Court, senators and representa­
tives in congress, the heads of the military 
and naval establishments governors of 
states and a great concourse of people who 
bad known and loved him, all that is 
mortal of the third president to fall by 
an assassin’s bullet, was committed to the 
grave. It was a spectacle of mournful 
grandeur. From every city and hamlet in 
Ohio, from the remote corners of the 
south and from the east and west, the 
human tide ilowed into the town until 
100,000 people were within its gates here 
to pay last tribute to the fallen chief.

The final scenes at the First Methodist 
church where the funeral services was 
held, and at the beautiful Westlawn ceme­
tery, where the body was consigned to a 

• vault, were simple and impressive. The 
service in the church consisted of a brief 

^oration, prayers by the ministers of three 
Trienominations and singing by a quartette. 
The body was then taken to Westlawn 
cemetery and placed in a receiving vault, 
pending the time when it 'will be finally 
laid to rest beside the children who were 
buried years ago.

The funeral procession was very impos­
ing and included not only the represen­
tatives of the army and navy of the 
United States, but the entire military 
strength of the state of Ohio and hun­
dreds of civic, fraternal and other organ­
izations. It was two miles long.

One of the most pathetic features of 
the day was the absence of Mrs. Mc­
Kinley from the funeral services at the 
church and from the cemetery. Since the 
first shock of the shooting, then of death 
and through the ordeal of state ceremon­
ies, she had borne up bravely. But to­
day found her too weak to pass through 
the trials of the final ceremonies. Through 
the open doer of her room she heard *he 
prayer of the minister as the body was 
borne out of the house. After that Dr. 
Kixey remained close by lier side and 
although the full force of the calamity 
had come upon her, it was believed by 
those about her that there was a provi­
dential mercy in her tears as they gave 
some relief to the anguish of the heart 
within.

At 7 o’clock tonight President Roose­
velt and the members of the cabinet start­
ed back to Washington.
The Funeral In Detail.

As the time approached for bearing the 
body from the McKinley home to the 
church, the little cottage on North Mar­
ket street was the centre of a vast con­
course of people. Regiment after regi­
ment of soldiers, acting as guards were 
in triple lines from curb to the lawn. In 
front of the McKinley cottage were drawn 
up the body bearers—eight soldiers of the 
navy and eight soldiers of the army— 
awaiting the order to go within and take 
up the casket.

Just at 1 o’clock tflie (black chargers of 
the Cleveland troops swept down the 
street, their horses four abreast. Their 
coming was the signal for the approach 
of President Roosevelt and the members 
of the cabinet. The presidential party

It was 1.50 when the procession passed 
the Court house and turned into Tus­
carawas street bo the stately atone edifice 
where tJhe funeral services were to be 
held. At the dnurch entrance was drawn 
up deep files of soldiers, with bayonc/ts 
advanced, keeping a clear area for the ad­
vancing casket and the long train of 
mournars. The hearse halted while Pres­
ident Roosevelt and members of the cab­
inet lighted and grouped themselves at 
either side of the entrance with uncover­
ed heads. Then the flower-covered coffin 
was brought from the hearse, and as it 
ptitidcd within the black-draped entrance, 
the president and lids cabinet followed. 
The mourners, too, passed inside, but the 
stricken widow was not among them. She 
liad remained behind in the old home, 
along with her grief.
Church Deeply Draped.

The scone within the church when the 
casket was carried on the shoulders of the 
soldiers and sailors, was profoundly im­
pressive. A black border 20 feet high, re­

Joyce, of Minneapolis, 
followed with a brief prayer and the ser 
vices were concluded with the singing of 
the hymn which President McKinley re- 
peated on his death bed: ‘‘Nearer My 
God to Thee.” The entire congregation 
arose and joined in the last stanza. Father 
Valbman, of Chicago, chaplain of the 29th 
infantry, pronounced the benediction. 
Then tiic notes of the organ again arose. 
The ccffin was taken up and borne froan 
the church. The relatives and those in 
official life went out in tflie order they 
lmd entered.

by the members of the family, passed out 
of the cemetery and returned to the

door of the vault where it was rested 
upon the catafalque. It -was carried by the 
same men of the army and navy who have 
carried it ever since it left Buffalo. Be­
fore them, as it came up the walk, walked 
Col. Bingham, who had been aide to 
President McKinley. At. its head on the 
right walked Liçut. Hamlin of the army, 
and on the left,, Lieut. Ebcrle, of the 
navy. Just as the bearers lowered the 
coffin to the catafalque, Abner McKnley 
and Mrs. Barber alighted from their car­
riages and stood at the foot of the line 
of officers. After a few seconds they pass­
ed up to the foot of the casket where 
they remained during the brief services.

Service at the Vault.
There was a moment’s pause as Col. 

Bingham looked to see that all was in 
readiness. He then looked toward Bishop 
Joyce, of Minneapolis, who read the burial 
service^of the Methodist church, slowly, 
but in a voice that could be heard dis­
tinctly by all who "were grouped around 
the vault- As his words ended there was 
a brief pause, for it had been understood 
that a quartette of the Knights Templar 
was to be present to render a hymn- 
Through a misunderstanding, however, it 
had not arrived, and after satisfying him­
self of this Col. Bingham waved his hand 
to eight buglers of the Canton band who 
had taken stations upon the mound above 
and to the south of the vault.

falling to the floor, rfwept conipdctely 
around lllie interior. Only the gilt organ 
pipes back of the pu-lpit rose above it. The 
vestibules on either wide of the chancel 
loading into the church wore black tun­
nels, stained glass windows on either side, 
wore framed in black and the balcony of 
the Sunday school to the rear thrown 
open by large sliding doors was shrouded 
in the -same «ombre colors. Graceful black 
streamers, festooned along the grained 
arches of the naive farmed a Mack canopy 
above the chancel. From this, directly 
above the low flag-covered catafalque on 
which the casket wras to rest, hung a beau­
tiful silk banner, its blood-red and snow- 
white folds tied midway witlh a band of 
orepe.
Magnificent Floral Display.

But it was the floral display at the 
front of the church winch filled the whole saw 
edifice wiitli glory. The centre of it all 
was a great wreath of American beauties, 
framing a blaclvboixlcred portrait o>f Pres­
ident McKinley. From it, extending out­
ward and upward, was a perfect wealth 
of gorgeous blossoms. THiey extended up 
even to the organ pipes against which 
lay four iwreoiiihs. Purple and green wrere 
the dominant notes—orchids, violets,
palms and evergreens, against the som­
bre back grounds. Against the walls on 
either side wrere floral flags and upon the 
pulpit rested an urn in white carnations, 
broken at the base to repressent the 
water flowing from it. At either side of 
this urn wore the crests of the Knights 
Templar and the crown of the Knights of 
Pythias, while to the east was the square 
and comjmas of Masonry.
Distinguished Ones Present.

The members of the Loyal Legion, Gov­
ernor Nash, Governor 
Tennessee,
of JVlisissippi, each with 
uniform, had already entered the church 
and had filled up the -most westerly sec­
tion of pews. Members of the Sonaite 
and House of Representatives had pro­
ceeded the coffin through the door at the 
aide of the chancel, through which it en­
tered. Senator AMiiison, of Iowa, and Sen 
ator Bate, of Tennessee, headed the «en- white, 
otorial representation, of which there were 
about 40, and Speaker Henderson and Rep­
resentative Diilzoll of the house, of which 
more than half the membership must have 
been present. The local clergymen oc­
cupied the scats below the organ, usually 
occupied by the choir.

All had risen as the coffin was borne 
in. The generals and admirals of the 
army and navy who comprised the guard 
of honor, fallowed the body and occupied 
the firat pews on either side of the centre 
aisle. President Roosevelt and the cabi- body 
net came slowly after. They were in 
black and wore black gloves. The presi­
dent alone had on an overcoat. He took 
his place immediately behind Lieut. Gen­
eral Milas, next the centre aisle in the 
second pew to the eastward. So close was 
he to the coffin he could almost have 
leaned over and touched it. Secretary 
Uontelyou, Justice McKenna, of the Su­
preme court ; John M. Milburn, and John 
N. Scatcherd, of Buffalo, and several 
others, took seats immediately in the 
of the cabinet. Then fallowed the mourn­
ing relatives wrbo occupied the tier of 
pews in left of the centre aisle.

Knights Templar Sing Hymns.
The delay caused by the services at 

the vault being over, the procession re­
sumed its march. Every man in. the line 
gave those in uniform, who rendered ap­
propriate honor in other ways, went patfi 
With uncovered head. As the head of the 
division containing the Knights Templars ^ 
-Wheeled inter tlie cemetery, the quartette, 
that liad been delayed in -reaching the 
place for the previous ceremonies, took. 
up a position to the south of the vault 
,-yid sang: ‘‘Farewell, My Brother.’ Tine 
hvmn w'as followed by others, including 
“Rock of Ages,” “The ChristMun’s Good­
night,” and “The Wayside Cross.” The 
selections were beautifully rendered and 
no part of the funeral ceremonies in Can­
ton were more iimpre^Hve.

Bearers Take Up the Body.
The church bells began tolling and the 

time had come lor taking up the body. 
A brief private service had been held 
within the darkened chamber, l>r. Man­
chester saying a prayer while the rela­
tives gathered around, and Mrs. McKin­
ley listened from the lialf-oxion door of 
(her adjoining room. The double file of 
body bearers stcpi>ed into the room and 
raising the flag-wrapped casket to their 
shouldcis, boro it through the open en­
trance. A sol emu hush fell upon the mul­
titude as the bearers advanced with mea­
sured tread. Not a bugle blast went up; 
not a strain of the hymns tlie dead man 
had loved so well went up. As the casket

The Funeral Cortege.

Preceding the funeral car, and forming 
tlie first division rode General Torrance, 
national commander G. A. R., at the head 
of a long line of grizzled veterans. After 
them moved the National Guard of Ohio. 
Then came tlie funeral cortege, the late 
presidents favorite command, troop “A,” 
riding ahead. At the head of each of the

The March to the Grave.

Funeral Procession Described.
For nearly an hour before the head of 

the funeral procession arrived at the gate 
of the cemetery the strains of the dirges 
plaed by the bands came over the hill 
tops to the watchers by the vault, telling 
them that the procession was on its way.
Then the detachment of mounted police 
heading the parade came slowly around 
the corner of Lincoln street and passed 
Up West Third street to the cemetery 
gates. Behind them came the Grand Army 
band of Canton, and the solemn notes of 
Nearer 31 y God to Thee swelling out as 
it came up the driveway. A moment after 
entering the cemetery, the music was 
Clanged to Chopin’s funeral interlude and 
it was to the sound of this that the bund 
passed on to Kentucky avenue at the 
south side of the enclosure.
Children Strew Flowers.

Behind the band came the Grand Army 
posts, fully 500 of the veterans marching 
by. As they passed along the flower strewn 
path many of them were weeping bitterly.
Tlie sweet pea blossoms that were, scat­
tered along the road were the offering of 
the school children of Nashville, lenn.
Tonight hundreds of the blossoms are in 
possession of the marchers.

After the veterans came the men of the 
6th Infantry of the National Guards, the 
Engineer Corps from Cleveland, the com­
rades of the late president in the ranks 
of the 23rd Ohio Volunteers during the 
civil war. Then came a long line of car­
riages bearing the members of the family 
and the distinguished visitors. From the 
first carriage that stopped at the foot of 
the walk leading up to the vault, Presi­
dent Koosevelt and Commander Cowles,of 
the navy, alighted. Without waiting for 
those in the second carriage which con­
tained Secretaries Root and Gage and 
Attorney General Knox, the president 
walked slowly toward the vault and took a 
position on the south side of the walk close 
to the door.

The Royal Visitors’ Welcome at Quebec Duplicated in Montreal — Splendid 
Spectacle As They Were Escorted to the Home of Lord Strathcona.

i Quebec, Sept. 17-(Special)-Yesterday’s 
proceedings in honor of the visit of the 
Duke and Duchess of Cornwall closed with 
fan extraordinarily brillant display of fire- 
jvorka from the city heights, while the 
lelectrical display was something grand— 
the finest it is said that lias ever been seen 
In Canada, the situation of the ancient 
capital giving it an advantage in that re­
spect not enjoyed by any other place in 
the dominion, the result being an almost 
panoramic effect, both on land and water, 
(which was viewed by scores of thousands 
of persons who arrived here. The hotels 
end private houses in the city were all 
crowded and with the exception of a furi­
ous storm, wthioh raged for a while in the 
afternoon, and somewhat demoralized the 
decorations, the first day’s demonstration 
In honor of the son and heir of Great 
Britain's monarch was intensely loyal and 
enthusiastic, all classes of the population 
straining every nerve to bring about the 
result. , .

At 9 o’clock, when the state dinner in 
the citadel had concluded, the royal party 
and household, staff, the governor general 
and staff and invited guests went over to 
the King’s Bastion to view the illumina­
tions and hear the open air concert on 
Dufferin Terrace. As soon as the signal 
was given that their royal highnesses were 
on the way all the men-of-war were in 
Stanly illuminated with many thousand of 
electric lamps, which traced the outlines 
of the vessels and their masts, also several 
coats of arms erected on the ships.

The Indian chiefs, who were 
dressed in full Indian costume, shook 
hands with the duke and the squaws 
knelt. Both the Duke and Duchess were 
apparently pleased and amused by this 
novel incident.

•:lWhy Not Accommodate the Consum­
er?—A Hint From Foreigners.

A few wee Ha ago there came to my 
place two bright young men from Bel­
gium, graduates from a university, 
who had been traveling over our states 
for six months visiting our transporta­
tion Industries. They had money and 
leisure and Intended to locate here, and 
they had decided that the fruit indus­
try offered the greatest Inducement of 
anything they had discovered in Amer­
ica. They criticised some of our meth­
ods. They said to me:

“One trouble is you place your stuff 
In the market at any place at all, 
whether it is overloaded or not, and 
then, too, you put it in a barrel. If I 
want to buy an apple, I buy two for 
5 or three for 10 cents. I pay $10 a 
barrel at that rate, but I can buy the 
whole barrel at $1.75 to $2. But if you 
are staying at a hotel you don’t have 
any room for that much. You force 
a family to buy a barrel, and the way 
they have of living in flats and all that 
sort of thing you have no place to put 
them unless they are put under the 
bed, and that is not a good place to 
put apples. And then if you buy a 
small quantity you pay an extrava­
gant price.”

point in our fruit market today is the 
lack of putting the fruit up properly, 
that our peach package of live-eighth 
or one-half bushel Is pretty large for 
falinily consumption, therefore they arc 
dumped on the s thuds.

NEAST MARGARETVILLE. Oleo and Process Batter.
It Is asserted that the renovated or 

process butter can be readily and sure­
ly detected by placing a small piece on 
a glass plate and pressing It to a thin 
film with a cover glass. It gives ont a 
mottled appearance of blue and yellow, 
under a microscope with a selenite 
plate, while with butter freshly made 
there was only a plain blue appearance.
The yellow appearance was due to fat 
crystals formed by heating and cooling 
during the renovating process. Nonriat 
butter has no crystals. Oleomargarine 
shows the crystallized appearance even 
more plainly than the renovated but­
ter, which is due to the lard and tallow 
in It, as those substances crystallize 
easily. Out of over 250 samples oC 
alleged butter tested In this way 58 
showed signs by crystallization of bav- ' 
Ing been melted and cooled again, and 
most of these they were able to trace 
back to the renovating factories. While 
other tests were used on some of the 
samples this seems to bo the most 
reliable.—American Cultivator.

removal of barriers to trade. The free list 
was considerably increased in 1897 and the 
result is apparent in the larger importa­
tion of articles which are in the nature 
of raw materials.

The chief feature of the year’s business 
was our "trade with the United States. 
The increase of imports was not large, 
being barely over half a million; but in 
exports to that country there was a 
growth of over $8,000,000, our American 
neighbors having purchased $67,983,073 of 
Canadian products during the year. A 
fact like this gives special significance to 
the speech which the late President Mc­
Kinley delivered recently at Buffalo, be­
cause that speech spelled reciprocity in 
every sentence, and if we can make such 
a gain in the face of a hostile tariff the 
question naturally suggests itself as to 
what we might do if the way were made 
easy. As it is, a very large proportion of 
what we buy from the United States 
comes in free, while nearly everything we 
sell to them is obliged to bear a high rate 
of duty,

There was a falling off of $1,777,000 in 
our,imports from Great Britain; but that 
applied wholly to free goods- In imports 
subject to duty and affected by the pref­
erential tariff there was an increase, al­
though not a large one. In exports to the 
motherland there was also a decrease, 
amounting to $3,705,350, due to special 
reasons- In view, however, of the phen­
omenal expansion in our sales to England 
during the past five years this temporary 
drop is- not surprising, and does not af­
fect the staple lines which have formed 
the basis of our trade. It is perhaps the 
only feature of the year’s record which 
is not on the side of growth. These 
fluctuations are inevitable, and as they 
relate to the unprecedented total of last 
year they do not warrant a pessimistic 
view.

It must reveal to 
every one who pauses "to think the mon­
strous Character of a system which strikes 
down an innocent and kindly man, whom 
everyone should love rather than hate, 
and yet does not get one step nearer to 
the end; at which it is aimed. It must 
also increase the" vigilance of those who 
represent ttlie law, and make the lot of 
the avowed anatchist one of constant 
peril, tt is also a call to the people "of 
i great and powerful nation to stop and 
think—think about the conditions upon 
Which anarchism feeds; and when they 
have done tins it may be that means will 
be devised to quiet the unrest which is 
jnst now menacing the peace and safety 
of the American common wed th. No act 
of violence can possibly force the Ameri­
can people into anareny, but must tend 
rather to tighten and give permanence to 
the institutions of government as they 
exist; yet there is in the wild and start­
ling outbreak at Buffalo the manifesta­
tion of a power which roust be measured 
and dealt with. If the anarchists are 
merely a few cranks their suppression 
will be a thing of ease; but if they are 
the representatives of a deep and general 
discontent among the toiling millions ot 
America, then the matter wears a more 
serious aspect. This is the shadow wliiab 
broods over the United States today.

A Telegram Thursday from Mr. George 
Robertson, M. P. P., to the attorney 
general conveyed the news of a change in 
the plans for the entertainment of the 
royal party in this city. When the an­
nouncement was made that St. John was 
to be favored with the presence of the 
Duke and Duchess of York and their re­
tinue, the government of New Brunswick 
declared its willingness to entertain them, 
rather than allow the burthen of the ex­
pense to fall entirely on the city of St. 
John. This was fair and just in view of 
the fact that St. John was to be the 
only point in the province at which a 
stay would be made by the royal visitors.

From among the generous offers made" 
of their homes by a number of St- John’s 
prominent citizens, the local government 
accepted the use of the residences of 
Messrs. R. Keltie Jones and P. S. Mc­
Nutt as being for several reasons the most 
suitable for the purpose. This action was 
taken at the request of the governor gen­
eral’s secretary. Major Maude, who asked 
that photographs and plans of the resi­
dences be submitted to him, which was 
done and the residences approved of as 
suitable. The government upon receiving 
this endorsation proceeded to get the 
houses in shape, in which they were gen­
erously assisted by the owners who not 
only placed their homes freely at its dis­
posal, but have taken upon themselves a 
share of the expense of fitting them- Con­
tracts were in many cases given and the 
work in various lines entered upon by 
the contractors. Now the announcement 
reaches the government that the royal 
party will use their train as a residence 
while in this province.

There is, of course, nothing to do but 
accept in as pleasant a manner as possible 
the decision arrived at, hut it would seem 
as though Major Maude had gone beyond 
his authority in accepting the plans of 
the local government so far as St. John 
is concerned. The work of renovating the

Akxxttding to recent despatches from 

India Russia is offering great opposition 
to the new route and its further develop­
ment. Russia views with alarm the in­
crease of British trade in Persia, and she 
ie endeavoring to choke ft'“ih its infancy. 
This is ail the easier for Russia since she 
controls the customs of Persia. The 
Persian officials who are either Russian 
subjects or under Russian control, harass 
the Indian merchants by means of vexa­
tious quarantine regulations on the ground 
that they are infetited with plague, which 
delay them, and, further, the customs 
officials endeavor to extort money from 
them in the form of illegal dues.
British" traders realize that, unless the 
government bring great pressure to bear 
upon the Persian authorities at Teheran, 
it means the destruction of this business.

' It is reported that the British-Indian 
chants have become so discouraged at the 
condition of affairs at the Persian fron­
tier, that they are returning to India in 
disgust. This is a regrettable state of 
-affairs as the action of the Russian offi­
cials and the inaction of 'the British must 
have a prejudicial influence upon the 
native Indian mind. This the British gov­
ernment cannot counteract too soon as it 
will spread very quickly over India.

In 1898 the opportunity was offered 
Britain of becoming firmly established in 
Persia, but Downing street failed to re­
spond. The Shah was in financial difficul­
ties and English capitalists were prepared 
to supply the money. Russia threatened 
the Shall, and instead of the British gov­
ernment taking effective steps to back up 
British enterprise it permitted Russia to 
win the day and get control of Persia. 
How it was accomplished is a secret, but 
suffice it to say that ever since Russia ob­
tains all the concessions she desires.’ The 
British government, if it intends to re­
tain the trade, and a good position in the 
eyes of the Indians, must act resolutely 
and intelligently in the matter. Half meas­
ures will be of little use, they must be 
well considered and then adhered to ten­
aciously.

The full statement of trade for the 
fiscal year which ended on 30th June last 
has just been made public at Ottawa. It 
is in every respect satisfactory and en­
couraging. The aggregate of foreign trade 
for the year amounted to $386,903,157, as 
compared with $381,520,280 for the pre­
ceding year. This increase of $5,382,871 is 
not as large as the preliminary state- 
ments indicated, but that is due to the 
decision reached by the Minister of Cus­
toms to eliminate the amount heretofore 
included for goods exported to the United 
States and entered in the reports as 
"short returned.” This rule will be ad­
hered to hereafter, although it strikes 
$6,108,789 from the account this year.

The total is made up of imports to the 
value of $181,237,983, and exports amount­
ing to $196,487,632. It will thus be seen 
tliat there was a substantial excess of 
exports over imports for the year, which 
would have been regarded as a great na­
tional advantage by Sir Leonard Tilley 
in bis day- It was to secure this favor­
able balance of trade that Sir Leonard 
gave his approval to the policy introduced 
by the Conservatives in 1879, although 
that distinguished politician lived long 
enough to know that tke National Policy 
produced an opposite result. During the 
eighteen years it was operative tjie excess 
of imports over exports ran beyond $200,- 
000,000; while since 1896 the balance in 

favor has reached upwards of $60,-

It 
is often the case that theological 
seminaries cut a man and clip him 
and square him and mold him and

, individual iç gone out of him and 
he is only a poor copy, of a man who 
was elected to a professorate be­
cause he could not preach. We 
want less deadwood in the theologi­
cal seminaries and more flaming 
evangels. I declare that a man who 
cannot preach himself cannot teach 
others how to preach.

Young ministers are told they must 
preach Christ and him crucified. Yes, 
but not as an abstraction. Many a 
minister has preached Christ and him 
crucified in such a way that he 
preached an audience of live hundred 
down to two hundred, and from two 
hundred to one hundred, and from 
one gundrod to fifty, and from fifty 
to twenty, and on down until there 
was little left save the sexton, who 
Was paid to stay until the service 
was over and lock up. There is a 
great deal of cant about Christ and 
him crucified. It is not Christ and 
him crucified as an abstraction, but 
as an omnipotent sympathy applied 
to all the wants and woes of our im­
mortal nature — a Christ who will 
help us in every domestic, social, 
financial, political, national struggle 
—a Christ for the parlor, a Christ 
for the nursery, a Christ for the 
kitchen, a Christ for the barn, a 
Christ for the street, a Christ for 
the store, a Christ for the banking 
house, a Christ for the factory, a 
Christ for the congressional assem­
bly, a Christ for the courtroom, a 
Christ for every trial and every 
emergency and every perturbation.

In all our cities within a few years 
churches have been built large 
ough to swallow up two or three of 
the old time churches.

sion that church attendance in 
America is in decadence.

last Saturday morning (July 20) by two pros­
pectors about 10 miles up the Agiapuk river 
near an old Esquimo village.

George Dean, Jack Huston and Joseph C 
Thirey originally comprised the party, but 
six hours before the rescuers arrived, Dean 
bad breathed bis last and the starving men, 
recognizing in their dead comrade a means 
of deliverance from their awful condition, 
cut from his thigh six inches of flcslh to the 
bone and when discovers! were preparing a 
stew in the egloo (Esquimo house) which 
had been their home for about two weeks. 
The opportune arrival of their rescuers alone 
prevented the starving men from eating 
human flesh, for the meat was almost ready 
to serve. Surely Divine Providence prompted 
these two rescuers to stop their boat upon 
that particular sandbar end, discovering in 
the distance a peculiar looking boat, proceed 
to examine and finally to catch the sound of 
a faint whistle and 'hear the feeble cry of 
“For God’s sake don't leave us; we are 
starving.”

To^empty the boiling pot of its gruesome 
contents and prepare a gruel for the sur­
viving men was but the work of a abort 
time. Being given such nourishment as was 
deemed best, the two living skeletons were 
tenderly placed in the canoe and by night 
they reached Teller City and immediately 
willing hands attended their every want.

It seems that the taroe men started for 
Teller City from Quartz Creek, heading for 
Burk Creek, in the middle of June. They 
found* Berk Creek full of water and decided 
to stick to the divide, following it down to 
the Agiapuk river. They lost their way in 
the vicinity of Salt Lake and floundered hope­
lessly through shough and marshes, but they 
stuck it out bravely till they got to the 
Igloo on the Agiapuk river. By this time 
their provisions had long been exhausted and 
they were slowly famishing. They tried to 
make a boat to cross the river for help but 
they had to use rotten canvass, taken from 
an Indian corpse, and it leaked.

It was this boat, however, that attracted 
the attention of their rescuers. Dean had 
become partly paralyzed long before reach­
ing the Igloo and begged his companions to 
leave him, but this they refused to do.

Alaska’s wealth is very mudh over-esti­
mated and the hardships that have to be 
endured are many—a warning to those who 
may wish to better their condition—‘‘All is 
not gold that gutters.”

Many miners come in from the creeks to 
winter in the city. The business portion of 
Nome is well built; all the principal streets 
are planked; those that are not are practi­
cally impassable, the mud being about four 
feet deep. The saloons do the most thriving 
business here and all kinds of gambling 
games run night and day. pme is an in­
corporated city and has good protection from 
the lawless element. We also have a good 
fire department Outside of the Nome city 
limits I cannot speak so well of the law 
being enforced. Claim jumping and gun 
plays seem to be the principal happenings.

Anril, Dexter, Glacier and Snow creeks are 
the bonanza creeks in this district and are 
all short creeks. There is a vast territory 
here but a very small portion of it is rich.

Discouraged miners are now coming in 
from the Arctic, Blue Stone and Kougrock 
districts. This year they are working the 
beach over for the third time. Miners are 
strung along the beach for a distance of 30 
miles, working with rockers and sluice boxes 
and on account of its being the third time 
worked, they get very little. The gold is 
very fine. There is very little work to be 
had, so 'hundreds are going home on every 
outgoing steamer.

There are only three months out of the 
year when mining can toe done, July, Au­
gust and September; the rest of the year the 
ground is frozen.

It is estimated that we have 40.000 men 
in this portion of Alaska prospecting this

His honor 
said drunkenness was no justification for 
a crime though it might be an extenuat­
ing circumstance in sentencing the prison­
ers, if he was called upon to do so.

The jury retired at 4-10, and were out 
nearly two hours- They brought in a 
verdict of “not guilty.” The prisoners 
were accordingly discharged and the court 
was adjourned sine die.

Murray McCutcheon, the young man 
who pleaded guilty to forging orders on 
Slipp & Flewclling was sentenced yester­
day. Judge Forbes said in passing sentence 
that the crime which the prisoner com­
mitted was a very serious one indeed, 
especially when it was committed in a 
business community. While the prisoner 
was charged with only one crime, yet he 
had admitted that he was the one who 
had received the money from Captain 
Brennan some time ago and the worst fea­
ture of the whole case was that he had 
stood by and seen an innocent man, Hairy 
Nelson, of the North End, almost sent to 
«he penitentiary for *vhat he, the prison­
er, had done. His honor stated that he 
had received letters from Slipp & Flew- 
elling, and from Capt. Brennan stating 
that they did not wish to push these mat­
ters against the prisoner. He asked the 
prisoner if he was willing that the money 
which had been found in his room should 
be returned to the rightful owners. The 
prisoner signified his willingness for the 
restitution to be made. His honor then 
gave the prsoner some good advice, and 
said he would give him the minimum pun­
ishment that the law allowed—six months 
at hard labor in the common jaH. An or­
der was made for the payment of the 
money recovered to the persons to whom 
it belonged.

The contempt cases against Frederick 

Morrison and James Crawford came be­
fore Judge Gregory WVdueadav nrotliiivif. 
These arose in connection with the suit 
of Morrison vs- the Street Railway. At­
torney General Pugsley stated that he had 
received a letter from Mr. Morrison stat­
ing that he regretted very much having 
done anything improper. He did not know 
that it was improper when he did it. He 
admitted communicating with Miss 
Brownell, but stated that it was before 
she was subpoenaed. His brother, the 
late Dr. Morrison knew nothing about his 
action, and was very much annoyed when 
he learned of it. Under these circum­
stances Dr. Pugsley suggested that the 
matter be dropped.

Mayes vs. Connolly came on at 2.15 
o’clock- It will be tried in the Equity 
Court room in Pugsley’s building. Attor­
ney’General Pugsley and J. B- M. Baxter 
appear for Mr. Mayes, and Dr. Stockton, 
K. C., and L. A. Currey, K. C., for Mr- 
Connolly. There are two- claims, one for 
$25,000, alleged to be due the plaintiff on 
the Long wharf contract, and one for 
$30,000 damages for delay in the prosecu­
tion of the work.

In 1898 M. & N. F. Connolly obtained 
a contract from the dominion government 
for the construction of wharves at the 
Long wharf property for $328,000. Gershon 
iS- Mayes, as sub-contractor, agreed to 
build the crib work for $145,000. One ac­
tion is brought to recover a balance 
alleged to be due on^this contract, and 
the other for damages to the plaintiff 
caused by alleged delays in the dredging. 
The total amount sued for is $57,000- 

Messrs. Connolly put forward a counter 
claim for delay alleged to have been caus­
ed by Mr. Mayes not having the crib- 
work ready for sinking when the en­
gineers certified that the dredging was 
completed; part of the contract money 
had been .withheld on that account.

London, Sept. 19—The torpedo boat de- 
rtrover, the Cobra, has foundered in the 
North Sea as the result of an explosion. 
The vesel was en route from the yard of 
her builders, the Armait rangs of Newcastle, 
to Portsmouth.

THie first intimation of the disaster was 
4Jhe arrival of a fishing boat at Yarmouth 
with six bodies which dhe had picked up 
in the vicinity of the spot where the 
Cobra was last seen. A despatch from 
Middleboro says twelve survivors of the 
crew of the Cobra ivere landed there this 
morning and confirms the frnrt report that 
all the others were drowned. The Brutish 
admirably has received information that 
tfhe explosion occurred after the Cobra

struck a rock and that she sank immed- 
iateb'.

The Cobra, like her sister boat, the 
Viper, was a turbine engine vessdl. She 
wias undergoing a boiler teat. About one 
year ago the torpedo boat de-ibroyer Corba 
beat the record of the Viper and won the 
title of the fast Celt vesel in the world.

Corrected figures as to the Cobra show 
that she had 79 souls on board. For 67 
no hope is held out but torpedo boats and 
croisons have gene at full s]>eed to the 
scone of the disaster which is the mart 
serious the British navy has suffered since 
the sinking of the Victoria.

Lieut. Bosworth Smith, the Cobra’s 
commander, stood uiw>n the bridge with 
his arms folded, as impassive as if on 
.pattude, and went down with the veeeel.
