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Napoleonio Superstitions,
By Moncure D. Conway.

In the will of Napoleon I1I. oecurs
the following remarkable passage:

1% With regard to my son, let him

keep 88 a talismap the seal I used
to wear attached to my watch, and
which comes from my mother; let
him ecarefully preserve every thing
that comes from the Emperor, my
uncle; and let him be conviuced
that my heart and my soul remsin
with him.” The telegram from Cape
Town which announced the finding
of the late ex-Prince Imperial con-
taine these words: ¢ The Prince’s
body whs found stripped of all cloth-
ing, tug had not suffered mutilation,
and the ‘reliquary which he wore
suspended by a chain from his neck,
together with his watch and rings,
was found lying near the spot where
he fell.”

The ‘‘talisman” which the late
Emperor eo solemnly enjoined his
son to wear, which be did wear, and
which returns to his mother from
that wild ecene beside the Tom-
bakala, is almost certainly the once
famous charm of Charlemague. It
bas a more interesting story than
any gem in Europe, if not in the
world. In the course of studies for
other purposés I have recently come
upon legendary traces of the curious
object. ;

*‘La plusbelle reltque de I’Europe,”
a8 a French antiquarian described it
in the last generation, was by one
myth said to have been contrived by
one of the Magi belonging to the
court of Haronnal-Raschid, who came
from the East to pay homage to the
great Emperor of the West aJong witb
certain ambassadors. The wife of
Charlemagne, Fastrada, asked the
Magi for a talisman which would al-
ways cause her husband to be
fascinated by its wearer, and this
charm was framed at her instance.
But another fable ascribed to it the
following origin. While Charlemagne
had his seat at Zom Loch, near
Zurich, administering exact justice
to all, be had a column fixed to his
gates with a bell and a rope. It
was open to any one demanding
justice to sound the bell; and when
the Emperor heard it, even though
at- his meals, he would instantly
answep the summons. - On ore oc-
casinn this bell was repeatedly rung
without any person being found near
it. At length an enormous serpent
was found twired around ‘the rope.
The Emperor hearing this, im-
medisiely went forth; the serpent
inclined respectfally before him, and
them movegslowly off ; Charlemagne
followed it* to the river , where he
saw a monstrous toad sitting vpon
the nest and eggs of the serpent.
Resolved to administer justice to all
creatures, the Emperor ordered the
toad to be burned. A few days after,
this serpent crept into the judgment-
hall. boweil low to the Emperor,
crept upon the table, and baving
dropped a precions stone into a
golden goblet, glided quietly away.
The Emperor, . impressed by this
marvel, built on the spot where the
serpent’s nest had heen a church
called ¢ Waaeserkeleh.” He gave the
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the guardian of wells. At any rate,
Hortense had an experience of ils
attractive powers widely different
from that of Fastrada. The Magian
amulat could not co-operate with the
trne cross, and Hortense waes
divorced frora her husband in 1810.
It appears to have had equally little
of the power oripinally ascribed to
it in the ease of the late Emperor.
For while it was worn by him, and
he was writing so solemnly about. it
in his will (dated April 24, 1865),
he wrote sadly in another classe of
the same instroment that, ‘‘con-

ies seldom 1epder [obe]
justice,” and ¢ it is necessaryto con-
sider that from Heaven on high
those whem you have loved regard
and protect you ; it is the soul of my
illustratious uncle that has always in-
spired and sustained me.”

Whether the late Emperor wonld
have expressed himself sd strong-
ly: about the talisman if his
will bad been written after Sedan, is
questionable. It is open-to specula-
tion how far the young ex Prince
was influenced by this falisman.
That which his father wore at his
waich chain the son wore snspended
vpon his breast, as Catholics wear
the most sacred religuaries in whose
protective virtues they believe. The
strange mystical addresses to the
Deity found among this youth’s
papers, reveal a degree of supersti-
tion about himself which amounts to
a psychological phenomenon. At
the seat of war in Africa he_dis-
played a recklessness which he led
some to believe that his desire to
do *“ something to get himself talked
ahout ' (words reported from him by
his intimate friend M. Amigues)
amounted to insanity, while others
helieve that he sought death. Bat
it is possible that a natural rasbness
of disposition, and the tradition that
a Napoleon must begin with a
wilitary halo, were turned to fatal
forces by secret faith in the potency
of this talieman.

There is, I think, no reason to sup-
pose that the Bonaparte fawily are
hy nature more superstitious than
others. It would rather appear that
Imperislism 1tself is a grert supersti-
tion, and that ail who become heirs
to it find themselves brought into a
weird realm of shadows, which he-
come potent through belief in their
reality.

IuPRESSIONs OF MaNITOBA.—MT.
William Weld, Editor of the Farm-
er's Advocate, writes as follows from
Manitoba :— e

The stone so drew to-
ward her the Emneror’s love that he
could hardly suffer her ont of his
sight. Tn the hour of her death, the
Empress, dreading lest another
should succed her in the affections of
the Emperor, placed the the gem be-
neath her tongue, and it was buried
with her. Charlemagne counld not
separate himself from the body, and
for eighteen years carried it about
wfth him. At length his confessor,
by some black art, discovered the
stone and its virtues: after which
Charlemagne allowed the body to be
interred, and transferred his affection
to the confessor, who hecame his
Prime Minister, Archbishop of
Mainz, and Chancellor of the Em-
pire. But then, either in 8 moment
of repentance or anger, this individ-
usl threw the stone into a lake near
Ingethum. Then the affection of
Charlemagne was diverted from his
former favorite to the lake. and he
built beside it a palace, for whose
decoration his other imperial resi-
dences were made bare. But when
Charlemagne came to die, his throes
were long and _yiolent; and the
archbishop knowing the cause, had
the lake dragged for the gem he had
thrown into it. The talisman having
been restored to the person of the
monarch, he died peacefally (814).

The tomb of Charlemagne, at Aix-
la-Chapelle, was opened by Otto I11.
in 997. and it is said that the wonder-
ful gem was found suspended from
his neck. However that may be,
the gem bad been for a long time
the most valued relic in Aix-la-
Chapelle when it was presented. by

THE animal remains found in the
Rocky Mountains show the gigantic
size of the monster of pre-historic
ages.

Dinosaurians were exhumed twen-
ty-five feet long. The atlantosan-
rians, a lizard-footed animal, must
have heen forty feet long while alive.
Another animal, embedded in a hard
matriz of rock which was removed
with difficalty after much blasting,
‘Was thirty feet long. Such were
some of the monsters that once en-
joyed themselves around the Rocky
Mountains. They were reptiles,
and most of their friends and foes
were the same, even the birds being
balf reptiles. What eggs some of
these reptiles, must have laid, may
be imagined when one female atlapto-
ssurian is described as 100 feet fong
with thigh bones measuring nine
feet, and probably twenty-five feet
high.

Tar recent investigation by two
French doctors for the infl of
mental iabor on the growth of the
brain and ‘skull was full of interest.
They weasured the heads of persons
of many different pursuits, educated
as well as illiterate, The resolts
were in favour of educated men
leeding an intellectual ; that is to say,
the heads of these men were much
more fully developed than®those of
other men.

there can be no trustworthy security

gainst  maladming: is one
which, in our age and country, few
people will be inclined to dispute.
From these three propositions it
plaiuly follows that the administra.
tion s likely to be best conducted when
the sovereign performs no" public act
withoitt the concurrence and instru-
mentality of a Minister.”” How does
that exposition of the principles of
responsible government accord with
the act of the lale Governor of
Quebec, committed in defiance of the
wishes of his Ministry and of the
Legislature?

Here was a Governor taking upon
himself solely, the exercise of the
most extensive powers known to a
government, and yet claiming entire
irresponsibility! The evil results
of allowing such assumption 1o pass
unchallenged are pointed out by the
N. Y. Times: * The Lieutenant-
Governor—and, by a parity of rea-
soning, the Goveinor-General, may
dismise his ministers whether they
have the support of Parliament or
not. He may gather around bhim
wen represcnting & Parliamentary
minority, and dissolving the Parlia-
ment, may enable his friends to use
all the patronage and power of the
Government to influence the Elec-
tions. Whence this doctrine is de-

‘ rived and - whither it leads every

Liberal ought to know. Itsadoption
in Canada to-day would make pos-
sible the wildest of pretensions to
personal rule.”

The gain to popular liberty by
Sir John’s dismissal of Mr. Letellier
are thus stated by L' Evement, a Lib-
eral organ in Quebec: Thus our
Lrovincial autonomy receives new
guarantees ;-hereafter it has nothing
to fear from Federal intervention.

In 1875, the funded debt of the Em-
pire amounted to $1,000,000,000.
This has been increased since by
some $250,000,000 floating debt and
$250,000,000 Russian War idemnity.
Even these sums—enormous as they
arein the aggregate—are not alarm-
ing if the Turkish_people themselves
were an industrious, enterprising,
wealth-producing people. But, they
areafecble people,voluptuaryintheir
tastes, through ages of degeneration
they have become thoroughly ener-~
vated, incapable of great excrtions
either in carrying on domestic
industry orv grappling the problems
of self government.

The Vice-Regal party left Quebec
on Taesday morning in the Steamer
Druid for Rimouski, where they took
a epecial train for 8t. Joln on
Tuoesday night. They arrived at
Moncton yesterday at 8 o’clock, a.
m., when they were met by Lieut.-
Governor Chandler and the members
of the Local Government. Mr.
Girouard, M. P. for Kent, presented

them with. an address from the
Acadian French, signed by Meassrs.
Landry, M. P. P., Johneon, M. P, P.,
Theriault, M. P. P., and about thirty
other leading French gertlemen, to
which His Excellency replied in
French. i

A very handsome bouquet was
presented to Her Royal Highness by
Miss Poirler, of Shediac, for which
the Princess returned thanks in
‘French.

The Princess and His Excellency
then repaired to the office of Mr.
Trites, the track master, where .they
conversed with His Honor the
Lieut.-Governor and the members of
the - Local Government, while the
train was being made up on the St.
Jobn track. The Lieut.-Governor
and Members of the Government
and press. joined the Royal train
here.

The rain poured down in torrents
during the reception bhere of the
Vice-Regal party. Theybreakfasted
on hoard.

At the St. Jobn Railwry Station,
which was reached at ncon, the train
was received by five batteries of
artillery under the command of Lt.

Col. Blaine, N. B. Engineers uuder
Capt. Perley, and a squadron of
Artillery under Major Domville. The
Deputy Adjatant . General, Lieut.
Col. Maunsell had command of the
whole. In the:Station was the Guard
of Honor under Captain Hazen, the
Mayor, Corporation, Municipality,
and dignitaries generally. . On land-
ing a procession was formed which
pursued the following ronte:
through Paradise Row to Mill
street ; from Mill to Dock street;

Square into King street ; up King to

nation had now no head, apd they
wished to bave no more black Kings,
but would prefer John Dunn for
King. They promised to bring all
the chiefs of the coast districts to
the Emangwene meeting, hut these
tribes do not constitute the most
warlike part of the nation.

A flying column started for
Emangwene, on July 14th, to pre-
pare for the meeting. x

Our readers will remember from
facts stated in our last, that the
bonded debt of Albert County is
$70,000, floating -deht $3,000—in_all
$78,000. The interest on the bonde,
together with the heavy schgol as-
sessment and contingent sccounts
make a large sum, estimated this
year at $18,416, large for even so
wealthy and prosperous a . county as
Albert to pay. This is made up
probably as follows : ;

way debt, which, added to the pre.
sent expenditure, will render the an-
pusl expenditure of that county $14,-
000. It wonld be a very easy and
simple process to exceed that sum,
provided the Council becomes Tax-in-
watching the expenditure of the 1ate-
payers’ money.

No doubt good reasons exist-
ed why these sums should have been
paid, and perhaps the Council exer-
cised 8 wise discretion in paying
them, but when one considers the
fact that every such case forms a

tended and how necessary it
is to commence with a firm hand
the work of allowing no bills what-

 ever, except the most pndoghied.

The financial affairs of the County
have been in & very muddled condi-
tion ; ap to the present time nointel-
ligible account could be obtained of
its real condition, and the Council
itself bas had mpch difficulty in deal-
ing with the acconnts. This was
owing perhaps not so much to the
compiex nature of its affairs, as to
the fact that the .rate,payers persist
in filling up the Council with farmers
instead of business men. Farmers
are nol, as a rule, accountants.
Aceonnts can be 80 manipulated by
a professigns] as to deceive and
hoodwink ninety-nine ont of every
hundred farmera, and therefore thiee
or four first-class accountants wure
needed . in every Council. Albert
Coanty needs a few trained business
men to andit and check: its finances
and until sngh mep gre elected its
husiness will never be plagerl on a
thoroughly sound basis,

Thoughts on the Administration of
: Law.

e

Mr. Epitor,—All reasonable pey-
sons acknowledge the necessity of
having some standard of law and
the great importance of having it
properly administered.  Beside
those conditions which require the
making of laws as matters of’ expe=
dieney, to expedite business, ete.,
there are other conditions which
render it absolutely nccessary.
There are some individuals in every
community who have it in their
hearts ' to outrage the rights and
liberty of others in sBme form or

‘other; in some cases even to the

taking of life. when it seems to them
a means to obtain what they have
set their hearts upon. The only
thing which deters them is the fear
of punishment. Out of this incli-
nation or rather determination to
do evil, arises the need of law, and
the admiunistration of law is a bene-
fit only in so far as it .operates on
those selfish fears, the object clearly
being as far as l)ussible to prevent
crime, protect life, roputation, and
property by administering undor
the law prompt and efficient pun.
jshment to its violator,

It-is wise for us to consider just
now when erime abounds whether
the law is so ndministered? Does it
secure the object for which it is in-
tended ? 1 think not. As fur as |
have observed its administration in
this County, it would appear that it
the law-breaker is careful to exercise
some cunning in the exccution of
his deed, he ?ms little to fear, espe-
cially if he is connected in any way
with some influentia]l party or can
command money. At feast he can
assure himself if convieted that the
punishment will bo of the mildest
character. Tt is often adminisiered
ina way calculated to encournge
crime; the bad do not fear it, and
the good have no fiith in or respect
for it; they have no confidence in it
as a protaetion either to life or pro-
perty. and us for character, you
might as well go to Billingsgate as
to some of our courts-of:law, no
matter how just the cause which
might tempt you to go there. Many
of our lawyers seem to have given
up the idea that it is possible to be
o lawyer and a gentleman at the
same time.

No doubt we as a community are
to blame for negligence in looking
after the breaking of the peace, such
as theft, incendiarism, threats of
violenee, actual violemce, illicit
liquor. selling. gambling, ete., as
every such offenco uninvestigited
and consequently unpunished gives
license to crime, but I maintain that
the officers of the law are largely
responsible for this negligence on
the part of the community; they

0o | ent

same time are all alive to the learn~
ed technicalities, quibbles, etc., of
their profession or office and to the
money advantages to themselves,
and so administer the law in a way
to discourage well-meaning and pro-
fitable'citizens from attempting
follow up the offender and enfor:
the law. The very men who a
clothed with authority by the pu
lic for the public good, often trample
public interest under foot, use the
public for their own mercenary
ends, (the people are for them, not
the;
m{;ﬁng they actually hinder and
retard the real progress of the
country, usmg the law so as to
defeat the end for which it was
made. It is one thing to practicea
noble profession and quite another
thing to disgrace it as many of thom
do. A glance at. the docket of
Westmorland County for the last
number of years is a sufficient com-
mentary on the inefficiency of the
administration of law here, where,
as a rule, more cases are added from
ear to year than are disposed of.
'ardy justice is often the grossest
injustice. The court is a conveni-
Elnce for lawyers to pretend to
work desperately for their clients,
to quarrel with each other by the
day (very often on matters having
no bearing ‘on the «ase) at their
clients expense ; so that if he should
win, he also loses. Justice (if he
does got any) costs altogether too
much. Instead of being a terror to
the evil door” lawyers are inore
froquently *‘a terror to them that do
well.” The natural tendency of all
this is to encourage villainy and dis-
coarage uprightness, to. demoralize
the community instead ofto improve
it. If we inquire into tho causes of
such prostitution of law, it seems
evident that many of the officials
must either have a sympathy with
or a foar of the law-breaker, or, per-
haps a compound of the two. I
would ask what other motives can
he assigned unless it be the merce~
nary end above roferred- to? The
country is groaning under this legal
oppression and seriously disposed
people feel that this is a very sad
state of affairs, are getting restive
under it and begin to ask how and
where reformation must begin. I
do not think we can expect it from
the legal profossion, they have. for
50 long considered themselves all
but irresponsible; they are the law.
The rights of individuals and com-
munities are matters of secondary
importance. They might simplify
the law and thereby lesson the
amount of litigation, but then * the
craft would be in danger by which
they Irfive their wealth, ” so there
is very little hope from that quarter.
We should expect some reform
through our legislators. They are
too apt to forget that they are indi-
vidyully responsible for having well
defined ideas hased an pringiple and
so shelter themselves as individuals
under their representative respon-
sibility, which is a most indefinite
affair.  Necd we wonder that in the
attempt to please everybody they
find it necessary to bo indefinite in
all legislation. No one can tell ex~
actly what-they mean, henco there
can be no very serjous cause of of
fence. * It is like the lawye:'s lotter ;
the person getting it could not read
it, the lawyer himself could not
read it, so he could interpret it as
best suited his purpose for that par-
ticular acecasion. If our legislatars
spent half tho time in constructing
and defining the fundamental prin-
ciples of law, and clothing them in
definite language (so that they
could net be misunderstood and
misupplied) that is spent over the
trifles which occupy their attention
day after day, they would by this
time at least have made it intellig-
ible to thomselves, vide Tomper-
ance Act and others, The fact is
there are too many lawyers in the
legislature ; thoy legislate for them.
selves. - There are too many poli-
ticians, trickstors, ete. 'We should-
send more statesmen and patriots.
Why should not these men be the
leaders of reform instead of being
driven into it, as is too often the
case? I hopo the time is not far
distant whon the community will
attend to these matters in earnest
and seriously consider the bost
means of accomplishing reform.]

This
rate was reduced to 43, then to 40,
and then to 37 cents. ' On 1st Jana-
ary last another reduction was made
to 33 cents. Each box contsins 24
bushels. A fair day’s work is 4
‘boxes. This would give $1.832 per
day wages, Out of this dedunct oil
and powder found by the miner him-
self and his wages would net about
$1.15. Outside men had their wages
at the same rate, being since 1st
January about 90 cents per day.
You may say this is good wages? So
it is if men had continuous eggmloy-
ment, but from 1st of January till
1st of April, the Miners only worked
half time. “In May, they made only
4 days in a week. In June they
made only 13 days work. July,
they made & larger ouiput, probebly
in anti¢ipation of a strike. Thus it
will be seen that unmarried men
cannot earn much more than their
board, while married men are ex-
pected to live and keep their families
on an average &0 cents per day! As
if these wages were not low cnough
the Company has given notioe, they
intend to reduce wages 0 per cent.
on 1t August?

The Memoria! states that the re:
ductior. of January last wassubmitted
1o hy reason of univeisal depression
in trade, although it entailed severe
privations upon those affeoted by it ;
that the rates paid coal.cutters in the
Spring Hill mines are lower by 20,
24 and even 30 per cent. than in any
other mine in the Province; that in
all other coal mines, road-masters
are employed to lay tracks, and cut-~
ters are paid extra for timbering the
mine. while here they lay all their
own tracks, put up their timbering,
and ave allowed nothing for it.

Qf course the company claims that
hard times, depression in business,
etc., has compelled them to reduce
wages, but the Company all the sawe
appears to be prospering. The
stackholders divided a good round
sum last January as a dividend;

Fishery Officers may seize upon their
own view, or on complaiut, any fishing
gear subjcct to confiscation, and fine of-
fenders terthwith.

British and foreign fishermen alike are
required to conform to to the Canadian
fishery laws.

It having been ostablished in evidence
that certain kinds of nets used for mackerel
and other fish, are fished in contravention
of the fishery'laws; by destroying quanti-
ties of small fish, besides mature fishes
which are thrown away dead or dying, or
are left to decay. on the fishi g grounds, or
within the inshore waters; the fishery of-
ficers are instructed-to strictly enforce the
fishery laws passed to prevent such illezal
and injurious practices.

They are also instructed that British
subjects. when fishing in British waters,
are bound to conform in every respect to
the Canadian fishery laws, and that for-
eigners fishing within three miles of the
cousts of Canada, under treaties, in com-
mon with British subjects, are required to
do 80 in conformity with the ﬂlllcl‘{ laws
which govern the operations of British
fishermen.
