Napoleonic Superstitions.

In the will of Napoleon III. occurs 

tbe following remarkable passage: 
“ With regard to my son, let him 
keep as a talisman the seal I used 
to wear attached to ray watch, and 
which comes from my mother ; let 
him carefully preserve eveiy thing 
that comes from tbe Emperor, my 
unqje; and let him be convinced 
that my heart and ray soul remain 
with him.” Tbe telegram from Cape 
Town which announced the finding 
of the late ex-Prince Imperial con­
tains these words : "The Prince’s 
body whs found stripped of all cloth­
ing, but had not suffered mutilation, 
and the reliquary which he wore 
suspended by a chain from his neck, 
together with his watch and rings, 
was found lying near tbe spot where 
he fell."

Tbe “ talisman ” which the late 
Emperor so solemnly enjoined his 
son to wear, which be did wear, and 
which returns to his mother from 
that wild scene beside the Tom- 
bakala, is almost certainly the once 
famous charm of Charlemagne. It 
has a more interesting story than 
any gem in Europe, if not in the 
world. In the course of studies for 
other purposes I have recently come 
upon legendary traces of the curious 
object.

‘La plusbelle relique de l’Europe," 
as a French antiquarian described it 
in the last generation, was by one 
myth said to have been contrived by 
one of the Magi belonging to the 
court of Haronnal-Raachid, who came 
from the East to pay homage to the 
great Emperor of the West along with 
certain ambassadors. The wife of 
Charlemagne, Fas trade, asked the 
Magi for a talisman which would al­
ways cause her husband to he 
fascinated by its wearer, and this 
charm was framed at her instance. 
But another fable ascribed to it the 
following origin. While Charlemagne 
had his seat at Zum Loch, near 
Zurich, administering exact justice 
to all, he had a column fixed to bis 
gates with a heff and a rope. It 
was open to any one demanding 
justice to sound the bell ; and when 
the Emperor beard It, even though 
at hia meals, lie would instantly 
answer the summons. On one oc­
casion this bell was repeatedly rung 
without any person being found near 
it. At. length an enormous serpent 
was found twined around the rope. 
The Emperor bearing this, Im- 
mediaiely went forth ; the serpent 
inclined re=pedfnlly before him, and 
them movedUlowly off ; Charlemagne 
followed iP to the river , where be 
saw a monstrous toad silting upon 
the nest and eggs of the serpent. 
Resolved to administer justice to all 
creatures, the Emperor ordered the 
toad to be burned. A few days after, 
this serpent crept into the judgment- 
ball. bowed low to the Emperor, 
crept upon the table, and having 
dropped a precious stone into a 
golden goblet, glided quietly away. 
The Emperor, impressed by this 
marvel, built on the spot where the 
serpent’s nest had been a church 
called “ Wnsserkelch.” He gave the 
precious atone to his beloved spouse, 
Fast rade. The stone no drew to­
ward her the Emneror’s love that he 
could hardly suffer her out of his 
sight. In the hour of her death, the 
Empress, dreading lest another 
should succed her in.the affections of 
the Emperor, placed the the gem be­
neath her tongue, and it was buried 
with her. Charlemagne could not 
separate himself from the body, and 
for eighteen years carried it about 
wfth him. At length his confessor, 
by some black art, discovered the 
stone and its virtues: after which 
Charlemagne allowed the body to be 
interred, and transferred his affection 
to the confessor, who became his 
Prime Minister, Archbishop of 
Mainz, and Chancellor of the Em 
pire. But then, either in a moment 
of repentance or anger, this Individ 
nal threw the stone into a lake near 
Inge'.bum. Then the affection of 
Charlçmagne was diverted from his 
former favorite to the lake, and he 
built beside it a palace, for whose 
decoration bis other Imperial real 
deuces were made bare. But when 
Charlemagne came tq die, his throes 
were long and violent; and the 
archbishop knowing the cause, bad 
the lake dragged for the gem he had 
thrown into it. The talisman having 
been restored to .the person of the 
monarch, he died peacefully (814).

The tomb of Charlemagne, at Aix- 
la-Chapelle, was opened by Otto III. 
in 997. and it is said that the wonder­
ful gem was found suspended from 
hia neck. However that may be, 
the gem bad been for a long time 
the most valued relic in Aix-la- 
Chapelle when it was presented, by 
that city to Napoleon I. It was at 
a moment when beseemed to many, 
pre-eminently In jnmself, an avatar 
of Charlemagne. Napoleon pre- 
aented it to his favorite Hortense, 
ci-devant Queen of Holland. At her 
death, in 1837, it passed to her son, 
Napoleon 111. It shared Ins im­
prisonment at Ham, and accompanied 
him through all hia vicissitudes.

In tbe course of its long history 
tbe precious stone has undergone 
evolutions. Tbe nut-like atone con­
stituting Ha basia ia surrounded by 
antique filigree of fine gold, and is 
set with various gems. There are 
several relics about It. In tbe 
centre is a portion of the Holy Cross. 
Possibly it gained it sanctity after 
losing its viitues as a love charm. 
Some of variants of Its legend look 
aa If Its virtues bad gone into the 
thermal waters of Aix-la-Cbapelle, 
which would account for tbe gasocia- 
tion of tbe serpent with it—of old

the guardian of wells. At any rate, 
Hortense had an experience of its 
attractive powers widely different 
from that of Faetrada. The Magian 
amulat conld not co-operate with the 
true cross, and Hortense was 
divorced from her husband in 1810. 
It appears to have had equally little 
of the power originally ascribed to 
't in tbe ease of the late Emperor. 
For while it was worn by him, and 
he was writing so solemnly about, it 
in his will (dated April 24, 1866), 
he wrote sadly in another clause of 
the same instrument that, “con­
temporaries seldom tender [one] 
justice," and " it is necessary to con­
sider that from Heaven on high 
those whom you have loved regard 
and protect you ; H ie the soul of my 
illustrations uncle that has always in­
spired and sustained me.”

Whether the late Emperor would 
have expressed himself st strong­
ly about the talisman if his 
will bad been written after Sedan, is 
questionable. It is open-to specula­
tion how far the young ex Prince 
was influenced by this talisman. 
That which his father wore at his 
waieh chain tbe son wore suspended 
upon his breast, as Cal holies wear 
the most sacred reliquaries In whose 
protective virtues they believe. The 
strange mystical addresses to the 
Deity found among this youth’s 
papers, reveal a degree of supersti­
tion about himself which amounts to 
a psychological phenomenon. At 
the seat of war in Africa he, dis­
played a recklessness which he led 
some to believe that his desire to 
do “ something to get himself talked 
aliout" (words reported from him by 
his intimate friend M. Amigues) 
amounted to insanity, while others 
believe that he sought death. Bat 
it is possible that a natural rashness 
of disposition, and the tradition that 
a Napoleon must begin with a 
military halo, were turned to fatal 
forces by secret faith in the potency 
of this talisman.

There is, I think, no reason to sup­
pose that the Bonaparte family are 
by nature more superstitious than 
others. It would rather appear that 
Imperialism itself Ia a grert supersti­
tion, and that ail who become heirs 
to it find themselves brought into a 
weird realm of shadows, which be­
come potent through belief in their 
reality.

Impressions of Manitoba.—Mr. 
William Weld, Editor of the farm­
er's AdimciUe, writes as follows from 
Manitoba :—

“ Persons of small means, do not 
think of coming to this province 
this season. The labour market is 
over-stocked. There are over emi­
grants at the emigrant sheds here ; 
some have been here five weeks and 
connot find work. Many have gone 
to the Slates, and some are walking 
back to Canada ; they are leaving 
daily. We believe they would kill 
the emigrant end circular writers if 
they could get at "them. No emi­
grant agent bas yet gone to the 
shells. The poor are begging, and 
good meu, good mechanics, Ii is a 
sad night to see them and bear their 
accounts. Many of them have been 
to the Canadian Pacific Railroad and 
have been shamefully used. We 
have seen farmers from ail parts of 
Manitoba. Men that have $150 to 
spare may come and examine the 
country ; many will like it. No 
settler should come this rear unless 
he can command $600 at least. 
There may he some good openings 
for those who have plenty of capital 
and energy. All are not satisfied 
that are here ; some are highly de­
lighted."

The animal remains found in the 
Rocky Mountains show the gigantic 
size of the monster of pre historic 
ages. The backbone of one animal 
is three and a half feet wide, and 
implies a neck fully five feet in width.

Such were 
some of the monsters that once en­
joyed themselves around the Rocky 
Mountains. They were reptiles, 
and most of their friends and foes 
were the same, even the birds being 
half reptiles. What eggs some of 
these reptiles, must have laid, may 
be imagined when one female atlanlo- 
saurian is described as 100 feet fong 
with thigh bones measuring nine 
feet, and probably twenty-five feet 
high. _______________

The recent investigation by two 
French doctors for the influence of 
mental labor on the growth of the 
brain and skull was full of interest. 
They measured the heads of persons 
of many different pursuits, educated 
as well as illiterate. The results 
were In favour of educated men 
leeding an intellectual ; that ia to sav, 
the heads ot these men were much 
more fully developed ihan'lhose of 
other men. It was found that both 
halves of the head were not always 
symmetrically developed. In stud­
ents, for example, the development 
of the left frontal region was fuller 
than that of the right ; hut in illiter­
ate subjects the right occipital region 
larger than the left. In the students 
the frontal region was ' more dev­
eloped than the occipital ; In illiter­
ate subjects the occipital region was 
the largest.

Caroline Clare.
Tier Canadian Girl who Throws

off as Sharp Shocks as the

South American Eel.

About two years niece a daughter 

of Mr. Richard Clare, Caroline by 
name, and then 17 years of age, 
living on lot No. 25, on the second 
concession of Rodney, was taken ill. 
Her disease could not be correetly 
diagnosed, nnd had many peculiar 
features. Her appetite fell off, and 
she lost flesh till from a strapping 
girl of 130 pounds weight she barely 
weighed 87 pounds. There did not 
seem to be organic complaint. The 
bodily functions were not impaired, 
and although she ate less than 
formerly, the falling of in this re­
spect was not such as in itself would 
alarm her friends. After the lapse 
of a few months she took to her bed. 
Then it was that a change occurred 
in her mental condition- Formerly 
she was no+ed rather for lock of con­
versational powers, but now fits or 
spasms would coroe over her, on the 
passing away of which her eyes 
would become set and glazed, her 
body almost rigid, and while in that 
state she would discourse eloquently, 
and give vived descriptions of far-off 
scenes, far exceeding in their beauty 
anything which she had ever seen or 
presumably even read of. On the 
of this state she exhibited a great 
degree of lassitude and indisposition 
to moue, and was taciturn and surly 
in reply to any questions. This con­
tinued till about, a month since, 
when an extraordinary change took 
place. The girl, although still not 
gaining flesh, appeared to rally. 
She became light hearted and gay, 
and her friends anticipated an early 
release for her from the room to 
which she had been confined so long. 
Their exoectations were not in vain, 
for she is now about the house ap­
parently as well bodily as ever. But 
another remarkable development has 
taken place. She is constantly 
given off electrical charges, and 
to be a perfect battery. A person, 
unless possessed of the very strongest 
nerves, cannot shake hands with her, 
nor can any one place his hand in a 
pail of water with hers. By joining 
hands she can send a sharp shock 
through 15 or 20 persons in a room, 
a**d she possesses -all the attraction 
St a magnet. If she attempt's to 
pick up a knife the blade will jump 
into her hand, and a paper'of needles 
will hang suspended from one of her 
fingers. So strongly developed is the 
elcctHcal power, that she cannot re­
lease from her touch) any article of 
steel which she may have taken up. 
The only method yet found is for a 
second party te take hold of the 
articles and pull, while the girl 
strokes her own arm vigorously 
from the wrist upward. On entering 
E room a perceptible influence seizes 
hold of all others, and while some 
nre affected to sleepiness, others are 
ill and fidgety till they leave, and 
even for a considerable time after­
ward. A sleeping babe will wake 
up with a start at her approach, but 
with a stroke of Her hand she can at 
o: ce coax it to slumber again. 
Animals are also subject to her in­
fluence, and a dog of the household 
will lie for hours at her feet as 
motionless as in death. A curious 
part of the phenomena is the fact 
that the electricity can he imparted 
to her by any article with which she 
habitually comes in contact. - The 
other «iay a younger sister, * while 
doing the house work, took up a pair 
of corsets belonging to Caroline, and 
on her hand touching the steel she 
was compelled to drop them with a 
loud cry and an exclamation to the 
effect that she had run a needle into 
her finger. Wooden spoons have 
had to be made for her, as she can­
not touch metal. Altogether the 
case is a most remarkable one, and 
attracts scores of visitors to the 
house of Mr. Clare. Medicai men 
ore especially interesting themselves, 
and jt has been stated that Dr. Tve 
of Thamvsville will read a paper on 
the subject at the meeting of the 
Provincial Medical Association, 
which is to be held in London in 
the course of this summer.

Clare is the father of a family of 
seven children, none of whom ex­
cept Caroline show any abnormal 
qualities.

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Triumph for Liberalism.

Macaulay says: “The doctrine 
that the sovereign is not responsible 
is doubtless as old as any part of our 
constitution. The doctrine that bis 

e Ministers are responsible is also of 
immemorial antiquity. The doctrine 
that, where there is no responsibility 
there can be no trustioorthy security 
against maladministration is one 
which, in our age and country, few 
people will be inclined to dispute. 
From these three propositions it 
plainly follows that the administra­
tion is likely to be best conducted when 
the sovereign performs no public act 
without the concurrence and instru­
mentality of a MinisterHow does 
that exposition of the principles of 
responsible government accord with 
the act of the late Governor of 
Quebec, committed in defiance of the 
wishes of his Ministry and of the 
Legislature?

Here was a Governor taking upon 
himself solely, the exercise of the 
roost extensive powers known to a 
government, and yet claiming entire 
irresponsibility 1 The evil results 
of. allowing such assumption to pass 
unchallenged are pointed out by the 
iV. I". Times : *• The Lieutenant-
Governor—and, by a parity of rea­
soning, the Governor-General, may 
dismiss his ministers whether they 
have the support of Parliament or 
not. He may gather around him 
men representing a Parliamentary 
minority, and dissolving the Parlia­
ment, may enable his friends to use 
all the patronage and power of the 
Government to influence the Elec­
tions. Whence this doctrine is de­
rived and whither it leads every 
Liberal ought to know. Its adoption 
in Canada to-day would make pos­
sible the wildest of pretensions to 
personal rule."

The gain to popular liberty by 
Sir John’s dismissal of Mr. Letellier 
are thus stated by VEvement, a Lib­
eral organ in Quebec : Thus our 
J‘ro/inrial autonomy receives nett 
guarantees / hereafter it has nothing 
to fear from Federal intervention. 
Henceforth the Licut.-Governor must 
be deaf to requests that may reach 
him from Ottawa, and must follow in 
all things the expressed will of the 
Local Legislature ”

The present deplorable condition 
of Turkey illustrates the truism, 
that it is the people that make the 
government and not the government 
the people. The Sultan and his 
Ministers pro anxious to carry out 
needed reforms ; they have the ad­
vice of the leading statesmen of the 
day and the assistance and sympathy 
of England and the other great 
powers ; groat promises have been 
piadc respecting reforms in the ex­
penditure, in legislation, and in the 
administration of justice, and the 
■world has expected that the “sick 
man," had at last received a remedy 
that would help him. Alas! for 
human calculations! That Empire 
has gone from bad to worse. The 
efforts of the Sultan’s government 
have simply resulted in nothing. 
The laws and edicts they have pro­
mulgated, they might as well have 
tired and burned up for all the ef­
fect they Jiavc had on the people. 
In 1875, tne funded debt of the Em­
pire amounted to $1,000,000,000. 
This has been increased since by 
some $250,000,000 floating debt and 
$250,000,000 Russian War idemnity. 
Even these sums—enormous as they 
arc in the aggregate—arc not alarm­
ing if the Turkish .people themselves 
were an industrious, enterprising, 
wealth-producing people. But, they 
are a feeble people, voluptuary in their 
tastes, through ages of degeneration 
they have become thoroughly ener­
vated, incapable of great exertions 
either in carrying on domestic 
industry or grappling the problems 
of self government. In 1875, the 
expenditure reached $125,000,000, 
while the revenue was about $45,- 
000,000 less. Since then Bulgaria, 
Bosnia, and the Herzegovina have 
been cut off and now it is stated 
that'not over $60,000,000 can pos­
sibly bo extorted from - the people. 
Thus the Empire cannot pay a dol­
lar of her. interest independently of 
the principal In this emergency, 
the ever patent remedy of the Turk­
ish financier amuses the capitalist 
of Europe—he coolly proposes a new 
loan.

Until national indolence ceases to 
pauperize the laud, it is impossible 
to hope better things of Turkey.

The Marquis and Princess 
New Brunswick,

in Finances of Albert County.

The Vice-Regal party left Quebec 
on Tuesday morning in the Steamer 
Droid for Rimouskl, where they took 
a special train for St. John on 
Tuesday night. They arrived at 
Moncton yesterday at 8 o'clock, a. 
m., when they were met by Lieut.- 
Govefoor Chandler and the members 
of the Local Government. Mr. 
Girouard, M. P. for Kent, presented 
them with an address from the 
Acadian French, signed by Messrs. 
Landry, M. P. P., Johnson, M. P. P„ 
Theriault, M. P. P., and about thirty 
other leading French gentlemen, to 
which His Excellency replied in 
French.

A very handsome bouquet was 
presented to Her Royal Highness by 
Miss Poirier, of Shediac, for which 
the , Princess returned thanks in 
French.

The Princess and His Excellency 
then repaired to the office of Mr. 
Trites, the track master, where they 
conversed with His Honor the 
Lieul.-Governor and the members of 
the Local Government, while the 
train was being made up on the St. 
John track. The Lieut.-Governor 
and Members of tfie Government 
and press joined the Royal train 
here.

The rain poured down in torrents 
during the reception here of the 
Vice-Regal party. They breakfasted 
on hoard.

At Sussex the Governor-General 
was presented with an address from 
the municipality of King’s. Tbe sta­
tion was handsomely decorated for 
the occasion, and a iaree and enthu­
siastic crowd was present. Miss May 
Arnold presented the Princess a 
basket of flowers. At Hampton 
an arch was erected and a plat­
form built. The Princess was here 
presented with a hoquet and the as­
sembled Sunday School children sang 
he National Anthem. Miss Otty 

gave the Princess a bouquet.
At the St. John Railwry Station, 

which was reached at noon, the train 
was received by five batteries of 
artillery under the command of Lt. 
Col. Foster, 62nd Bait., under Lt. 
Col. Blaine, N. B. Engineers uuder 
Capt. Perley, and a squadron of 
Artillery under Major Domville. Tbe 
Deputy Adjutant General, Lieut. 
Col. Maunsell had command of the 
whole. In the Station was the Guard 
of Honor under Captain Hazen, the 
Mayor, Corporation, Municipality, 
and dignitaries generally. On land­
ing a procession was formed which 
pursued the following route : 
through Paradise Row to Mill 
street ; from Mill to Dock street $ 
through Ddck and across the Market 
Square into King street ; up King to 
Charlotte street, thence through 
Coburg to Garden street ; down 
Garden street to the railway bridge 
and then on to Reed’s Castle, which 
has been handsomely ornamented by 
Mr. F. A. Jones of the Park Hotel, 
The work exhibits a great degree of 
taste and skill on the part of that 
gentleman. The dressing room floors 
are covered by a very rich Moquette 
carpet. The furniture is of walnut 
with green and gold satin trimmings. 
Flowers in profusion adorn the 
bay windows. The chamber, occu­
pied by the Princess, is on the second 
floor. The view from the windows 
commands a large portion of the St. 
John River. Tbe carpet on the floor 
is a most beautiful Brussels of a soft 
light brown color of a fern pattern. 
The set of furniture in the room is of 
walnut finished with crimson satin, 
with rich, deep fringe. Over the 
Princess's bed is laid a magnificent 
lace spread, lined with crimson satin 
and with heavy lace fringe. To 
cover the sofa there is a beautiful 
rug, hand made, of worsted silk., 
The curtains to the windows are of 
lace, Swiss applique, and very fine.

London, Aug. 4.^»The despatches 
of special correspondents in South 
Africa agree the that the capture of 
Cel y w ay o is all important, because, 
as long as he is free, he will remain 
the centre of conspiracy and mischief. 
General Woleeley, however, has no 
intention of pursuing him with 
British troops, as the nature of the 
counti'ÿ renders such a course im­
practicable. His policy rather is to 
stir up the neighboring tribes against 
tbe king. Agents have been sent to 
the Swazies and Amatongas with 
this object in view and 5,000 catth» 
have been offered to Oltain if he will 
capture his brother. One telegram 
even says that a price has been set 
upon Cetywayo’s head, but this seems 
an exaggeration. Gen. Woleeley, In 
an address to a number of chiefs on 
July 12th, informed them that lie 
had no desire to take any of their 
territories, but Cetywayo was a 
fugitive ar.d could never more be 
King. Gen. WoKeley had summoned 
all native chiefs to be at Emangwene, 
about nine miles north of Umlatoo<ti 
River,- on July 19, to hear his final 
words and settlement. The Chiefs 
who were present at the meeting on 
July 12th declared that the Zulu 
nation had now no head, and they 
wished to have no more black Kings, 
but would prefer John Dunn for 
King. Tbev promised to bring all 
the chiefs of the coast districts to 
tbe Emangwene meeting, hut these 
tribes do not constitute the most 
warlike part of the nation. .

A flying column stalled for 
Emangwene, on July 14th, to pre­
pare for the meeting.

The Government of P. E. Island 
and the City Council of Charlotte­
town have refused to grant anv 
money to meet the expenses of tbe 
Governor-General’s reception and 
unanimously agreed that the new 
Governor—Mr. Haviland—shall foot 
the bills. The Governor baa not 
publicly expressed his ecstasy at the 
prospect.

Tbe County ought in 
future to raise a sinking fund of say 
$2,000 additional to pay off tbe Rail 
way debt, which, added to the pre. 
sent expenditure, will render the an­
nual expenditure of that county $14,- 
000. It would be a very easy and 
simple process to exceed that sum, 
provided the Council becomeslax in 
watching the expenditure of theiate- 
payers’ money. Tbe expenses con­
nected with criminal trials look large, 
for instance:

The above sums were paid for the 
attendance of witnesses alone. We 
do not wish to say that the sums paid 
were unduly and improperly allowed, 
but in expenditures of this character 
there is room for swelMng cnormousr 
ly, services rendered, which, when 
taken advantage of, results simply in 
increasing the taxes and robbing tbe 
tax-paver. It is well that such items 
as the above should àt nil times be 
closely scrutinized by the Council.

The contingent account also con­
tains one or two amounts paid 
Justices for costs in criminal 
cases—probably on summary convic­
tion. No doubt good reasons exist­
ed why these sums should have been 
paid, and perhaps the Council exer­
cised a wise discretion in paying 
them, but when one considers the 
fact that every such case forms a 
precedent for future claims and that 
a door is thereby opened, whereby 
each 6ne of the some )50 Justices of 
the Peace of the County may claim 
costs from the County Treasury in 
criminal cases triad by himself, our 
Albert readers can see how their 
taxes may be indefinitely ex­
tended and bow necessary it 
is to commence with a firm hand 
the work of allowing no bills what­
ever, except the moat undoubted.

The financial afliirs of the County 
have been in a very muddled condi­
tion ; op to the present time no intel­
ligible account could be obtained of 
its real condition, and the Council 
itself* has had mpeh difficulty in deal­
ing with tbe accounts. This was 
owing perhaps not so much to the 
complex nature of its affairs, as to 
the fact that the ratepayers persist 
in filling up the Council with farmers 
instead of business men. Farmers 
are not, as a rule, accountants. 
Accounts can be so manipulated by 
a professional us to deceive and 
hoodwink ninety-nine out of every 
hundred farmers, and therefore three 
or four first-class accountants are 
needed in every Council. Albert 
County needs a few trained business 
men to audit and check its finances 
and until sncl) men are elected its 
business will never be placed on a 
thoroughly sound basis.

Thoughts on the Administration of 
Law.

Mil. Kmtoh,—All rmsonuMo per­
sons acknowledge t ho necessity of 
having some standard of law and 
the great importance of having it 
properly administered. Beside 
those conditions which require the 
making of laws as matters of expe­
diency, to expedite business, etc., 
there are oilier conditions which 
render it absolutely necessary. 
There arc some individuals in every 
community who have it in their 
hearts to outrage the rights and 
liberty of otliors in sHtmo form or 
Other ; in some cases even to the 
taking of life, when It seems to them 
a means to obtain wlmt they have 
set their hearts upon. The only 
tiling which deters them is the fear 
of punishment. Out of this incli­
nation or rather determination to 
do evil, arises the need of law, and 
the administration of law is a bene­
fit only in so far as it operates on 
those selfish fears, the object clearly 
being as far as possible to prevent 
crime, protect life, reputation, and 
properly by administering under 
the law prompt and efficient pun 
ishment to its violator.

It- is wise for us to consider just 
now when crime abounds whether 
the law is so administered? Docs it 
secure the object for which it is in­
tended ? I think not. As flir as I 
have observed its administration in 
this County, it would appear that if 
the law-breaker is careful to exercise 
some cunning in the execution of 
his deed, lie lias little to fear, espe­
cially if he is connected in any way 
with some influential party or van 
command money. At least he can 
assure himself if convicted that the 
punishment will lie of the mildest 
character. It is often administered 
in a way calculated to encourage 
crime ; the had do not fear it, and 
the good have no failli in or respect 
for it; they have no confidence in it 
as a protection either to life or pro­
perty, and ae for character, you 
might as well go to Billingsgate as 
to some of our courts-of-law, no 
matter how just the cause which 
might tempt you to go there. Many 
of our lawyers seem to have given 
up the idea that it is possible to lie 
a lawyer and a gentleman at the 
same time.

No doubt wo as a community are 
to blame for negligence in looking 
after the breaking of the peace, such 
as theft, incendiarism, throats of 
violence, actual violence, illicit 
liquor selling, gambling, etc., as 
every such offence uninvcatigittod 
and consequently unpunished gives 
license to crime, bull maintain that 
the officers of the law are largely 
responsible for this negligence on 
the part of the community; they 
neglect their own duty but at the

same time are all alive to the learn­
ed technicalities, quibbles, etc., of 
their .profession or office and to the 
money advantages to themselves, 
and so administer the law in a way 
to discourage well-meaning and pro­
fitable citizens from attempting 1 
follow up the offender and enfbrc 
the law. The very men who ai 
clothed with authority by the pul 
lie for the public good, often trample 
public interest under foot, use the 
public for their own mercenary 
ends, (the people are for them, not 
they for the people). Instead of 
assisting they actually hinder and 
retard the real progress of the 
country, using the law so as to 
defeat the end for which it was 
made. It is one thing to practice a 
noble profession and quite another 
thing to disgrace it as many of them 
do. A glance at the docket of 
Westmorland County for the last, 
number of years is a sufficient com­
mentary on the inefficiency of the 
administration of law here, where, 
as a rule, more cases arc added from

Çear to year than are disposed of.
ardy justice is often the grossest 

injustice. The court is a conveni­
ent place for lawyers to pretend to 
work desoorately for their clients, 
to quarrel with each other by the 
day (very often on matters having 
no bearing on the ease) at their 
clients expense ; so that if lie should 
win, ho also loses. Justice (if he 
does got any) costs altogether too 
much. Instead of being a terror to 
the evil door" lawyers are more 
frequently “u terror to thorn that do 
well.’' The natural tendency of all 
this is to encourage villainy and dis­
courage uprightness, to demoralize 
the community instead of to improve 
it. If wo inquire into the causes of 
such prostitution of law, it seems 
evident that many of the officials 
must either have a sympathy with 
or a foar of the luw-breakor, or, per­
haps a compound of the two. I 
would ask what other motives can 
lie assigned unless it bo the merce­
nary ond above referred to ? The 
country is groaning under this legal 
oppression and seriously disposed 
people foci that this is a very sad 
state of affairs, arc getting restive 
under it and Login to ask how and 
whoro reformation must begin. I 
do not think wo can oxpoct it from 
the legal profession, they have for 
so long considered themselves all 
lint irresponsible ; they are the law. 
The rights of individuals and com­
munities are matters of secondary 
importance. They might simplify 
the law and thereby lesson the 
amount of litigation, hut then “ the 
craft would ho in danger by which 
they lrflvo their wealth, ” so there 
is very little hope from that quarter. 
We should expect some reform 
through our legislators. They are 
too apt to forget that they are indi­
vidually responsible for having well 
defined ideas bat ed on principle and 
so shelter themselves as individuals 
under their representative respon­
sibility, which is a most indefinite 
affair. Need wo wonder that in the 
attempt to plunso every hi sly they 
find it necessary to bo indefinite in 
all legislation. No pno can toll ex­
actly what they moan, lienee there 
can lie no very serions cause of of 
fence. ' It is like the lawyer’s letter ; 
tlie person getting it could not read 
it, the lawyer himself could not 
read it, so he could interpret it as 
best suited his purpose for that par­
ticular occasion. If our legislators 
spent half tlio time ill constructing 
and defining the fundamental prin­
ciples of law, and clothing thorn in 
definite language (so that they 
could not bo misunderstood and 
misapplied) that is spent over the 
trilles which occupy their attention 
day after day, they would by this 
time at least have made it intellig­
ible to themselves, rule. Temper­
ance Act and others. The fact is 
there are too many lawyers in the 
legislature ; they legislate for them­
selves. There are too many poli­
ticians, tricksters, etc. Wo should 
send more statesmen and patriots. 
Why should not those men bo the 
leaders of reform instead of being 
driven into it, us is too often the 
case ? I hope the time is not far 
distant when tho community will 
attend to these matters in earnest 
and seriously consider tho host 
means of accomplishing reform."

The Zulu War.

A liespatrh from Cape Town, of 
July 15, says that Gen. Crealock'e 
cavalry have burned Ondini and 
Nagwende on the eastern fine of the 
British advance. Dabulmanz, Cete- 
wayo's brother, and several other 
important chiefs have surrendered 
to Lord Chelmsford. The move­
ment of troops retiring from tbe 
neighborhood of Ulundi was ex­
pected to be retarded by heavy rains 
and Increasing difficulties which 
would prevent another advance this 
season, even If one were necessary. 
The naval brigade has been «re- 
embarked for England. Tbe volun­
teers originally raised for the 
campaign against Scereolnl have 
been ordered into position between 
Fort Webster and Derby, to tbe 
north of Zululand, so as to cut off 
Cetewayo's retreat northward, and 
prevent the raids by the Zulus In the 
neighborhood of tbe In'ombl and 
Assegai rivers. The Colonial Min­
isters have Informed the Assembly 
that they consider the present an In­
opportune time for giving effect to 
the recommendation of tbe Home 
Government, in favour of Confedera­
tion, lut they would take steps to 
carry them out ae soon as peace is 
restored. Tbe action of the Cape 
Government la generally approved. 
Sir Garnet Wolseley’e despatch to 
tbi War Office Is as follows : I pro­
pose to form « brigade of artillery 
and engineers and a squadron of 
cavalry for tbe Transvaal. I am re­
ducing expenditures. I have given 
permission to Lord Chelmsford to re­
turn to England, and am disband­
ing some of the expensive irregular 
cavalry. Cetewayo la said to be in 
the Ingome forest.”

Spring Hill Troubles.
(From our Correspondent.)

Aüg. 2.—On Thursday week, a 
meeting of the Miners took place at 
the Rink to consider the reductions 
in pay made by the Company, and a 
Committee was appointed to draft a 
memorial to the Directors. A night 
or two after, at another meeting, the 
Memorial was adopted abd approved 
unanimouely. It was sent to the 
directors and they were given till 1st 
of August to consider it, and if they 
did not rescind the late order reduc­
ing the pay, before the 1st of August, 
it was determined to strike. The 
Directors exhibited no signs of 
“backing down** and on Thursday the 
Miners struck. In order that your 
readers may understand the situa­
tion I roav ssv. that when the Mines 
opened in 1873, the coal cutters 
wages were 50 cents per box. This 
rate was reduced to 45, then to 46, 
and then to 37 cents. On 1st Janu­
ary last another reduction was made 
to 33 cents. Each box contains 24 
bushels. A fair day's work is 4 
boxes. This would give $1.82 per 
day wages. Out of this deduct oil 
and powder found by the miner him­
self and his wages would net about 
$1.15.

July, 
they made a larger output, probably 
in anticipation of a strike. Thus it 
will be seen that unmarried men 
cannot earn much more than their 
hoard, while married men are ex­
pected to live and keep their families 
on an average 50 cents per day ! As 
if these wages were not low enough

The Memorial states that the re? 

ductior. of January last wassubmitted 
to hy reason of univeisnl depression 
in trade, although it entailed severe 
privations upon those affected by it ; 
that the rates paid coal cutters in the 
Spring Hill mines are lower by 20,. 
9S and vvqn 30 per cent, than in any 
other mine in the Province ; that in 
all other coal mines, road-masters 
are employed to lay tracks, and cut­
ters are paid extra for timbering the 
mine, while here they lay all their 
own tracks, put up their timbering, 
and arc allowed nothing for it.

Of course the company claims that 
hard limes, depression in business, 
etc., has compelled them to reduce 
wages, hut the Company all the same 
appears to be prospering. The 
stockholders divided a good round 
sum last January as a dividend ; 
they also presented the Directors 
some thousands of dollars ; they also 
laid by a rest of $13,009 ; they also 
appropriated $6,00Q for surface im 
provenants, repairs, etc,, all out of 
the earnings, The employees are 
willing to suffer like all classes from 
the general stagnation in trade and 
scarcity in money, but to thrust 
upon them all the loss of profits re­
sulting from restriction in the coal 
sales, they consider unjust.

The miners struck on Thursday 
morning the 31st. They refused to 
go to their several duties. It is said 
that the cause of their striking one 
day sooner than they informed the 
Company they would do so, was on 
account of there being two vessels 
loading coal at Dorchester and they 
would have to sail without being 
fully laden. This was not treating 
the Company in good faith. How it 
will end it is impossible to say, I 
should not he surprised if the Com­
pany would have to give in to a 
certain extent at least. Meantime 
business ia dead and the merchants 
talk of closing their stores. Should 
the Company bring miners from 
other places there would be trouble 
without doubt. The miners have 
been warned to leave the Company’s 
bouses, but refuse to do so. Every 
day must he » great loss to the 
Company.

PUBLIC NOTICE, and particularly 
the>attention of DEEP SEA and 

INSHORE FISHERMEN, is directed to 
thë'TOilowing provisions ot the Statute 31 
Vic.. Cap. 60, known as the Fimiemies 
Act, passed on the 22nd May. 1868 :

1. Section 14: l'rohshits. the throwing 
overboard or leaving of dead or dveaving- 
fish, or remains of offals of fish, or other 
marine animals, within any water where 
fishing is carried on, or upon any fishing 
hank ; also forbids leaving the same in any 
net or other fishing apparatus.

2. Section 14. Sub-section 2: Provides 
that dead or decaying fish, or any other 
deleterious substance, shall not lie drawn 
into, or allowed to pass into, or be leit, ork 
remain in any water frequented by any 
kinds of fleh mentioned in the fishery

3. Section 13, Sub-section 7 : Bag-nets 
and trap nets and fish-pounds are prohi­
bited, excepting under special licenses.

Besides the fines imposed by said Sta­
tute, aity offender against the Fishery 
Laws iyfiable to the forfeiture of the nets, 
materials, implements or appliances used 
in connection with the offence.

Fishery Officers may seize upon their 
own view, or on complaint, any fishing 
gear subject to confiscation, and fine of­
fenders forthwith.

British and foreign fishermen alike are 
required to conform to to the Canadian 
fishery laws.

It having been established in evidence 
that certain kinds of nets used for mackerel 
and other fish, are fished in contravention 
of the fishery laws# by destroying quanti­
ties of small fish, beside* mature fishes 
which are thrown away dead or dying, or 
are left to decay on the fishi ig grounds, or 
within the inshore waters; the fishery of­
ficers are instructed to strictly enforce the 
fishery laws passed to prevent such illegal 
and injurious practices.

They are also instructed that British 
subjects, when fishing in British waters, 
are hound to conform in every respect to 
the Canadian fishery laws, and that for­
eigners fishing within three miles of the 
coasts of Canada, under treaties, in com­
mon witli British subjects, are required to 
do so in conformity with the fishery laws 
which govern the operations of BrltUh 
fishermen.
