VaniLLa.—The vanilla so much prized
for its delicious flavor, is the product of a
vine which grows to the tops of the loftiest
trees. Its leaves somewhat resemble those
of the grape ; the flowers are red and yel-
low, and when they fall off are succeeded
by the pods, which grow in clusters like
our ordinary beans ; green at first, they
change toyellow, and finally to a dark
brown. To be preserved, they are gathered
when yellow, and put in heaps for a few
days to ferment. They are afterwards
placed in the sun to dry, flattened by the
hand, and carefully rubbed with cocoanut
oil,and then packed in dry planrain leaves,
so as to confine their powerful aromatic
odor. The vanilla bean is the article used
