OUR MINERAL RESOURCES.—In view of 
the recent discoveries of valuable deposits ot 
gold, copper, lead and other metals in Low­
er Canada, we learn that a Company has 
been projected, and is in course of formation 
for the purpose of developing these mineral 
resources of the country.

GOLD HUNTING ON THE CHAU- 
DIERE.
Quebec, Aug. 26, 1861.

Desirous to visit the gold region on the 
Chaudiere, of which we have heard a great 
deal for several years past, and to ascertain 
what truth there was in the reports as to 
their richness which have been recently 
spread abroad, I started on an excursion to 
the diggings, last week, in company with 
two gentlemen, one of whom was to some 
extent interested in the locality, the other 
not.at all- We crossed the St. Lawrence on 
Thursday evening, and went up the Kenne- 
bee road, past St. Henry's, to St. Insidore, 
where at a distance of 21 miles from town, 
we rested for the night. The next morning 
we were off betimes, and went through St. 
Joseph's and St. Mary's to an inn at the 
mouth of the Taschereau river, where we 
dined. Shortly after this we came to the 
first indication that we were approaching a 
gold country, viz., a vein of quarts running 
across the river, but it did not seem to be 
auriferous, for though we hammered away 
at it for some time, we could find no indi­
cations of the precioua metal. We therefore 
pursued our way towards and past St. 
George’s Church, crossing the Riviere des 
Plantes, and stepping for tea at the house of 
one Barbeau. This recital is dry and unin­
teresting, 1 know, but I give it for the bene­
fit of future travellers that wey. They will 
find the road excellent as far as St. Henry's 
—tolerable further on—and the country on 
both sides of it not only fortile, but as thickly 
settled as that between Quebec and St. 
Anne’s. Barbeau’s, let me say, is on the 
northerly limit of the gold field.

The Turks held the Danube— 
but it cost the Allies dear to wrest the Cri- 
mea from Russia. Caucasians and Caffres 
and Arabs have tasked the strength and vex­
ed the spirit of three great Powera. Men 
fighting on their own soil must be outnumber- 
ed before they can be conquered.

The Federal Government must take coun- 
sel of this truth—or they will foil to out­
number the Confederates. They may fail 
again unless they draw upon the North by 
the compulsion of a definite purpose and an 
earnest spirit. “War for the Union" is a 
well-sounding praise, bet hardly an inspired 
idea. Gradually to surround the rebels may 
be admirable strategy,—but civil ware are 
not occasions for strategy.

The soldiers are citizens, and more accus- 
tomed to think than to obey.

show to strangers. I looked at their house, the following inscription :—The writing by
both inside and out, with some care, to find

It was far more slovenly and less comforta­
ble than the average of the habitants’ houses 
in the neighborhood; yet we were told that 
they were money-lenders, and looked sharp 
after their interest.

We then found another old gold-digger, 
named Antoine Bernard, and put ourselves 
under his guidance, promising him conside­
rable pecuniary benefits if he could shew us 
a vein of quartz with nuggets in it, which 
he professed to be able to do. We took one 
of the light carts of the country, hired * 
fast horse, and went up the river. _ We 
crossed the Riviere Gilbert and the Riviere 
Famine —tributaries of the Chaudiere, both 
famous for gold—and stopped for a moment 
at the store of one McCarrol, generally called 
Monsieur Miques, who lives at the junction 
of the DuLoup with the main stream. Mon­
sieur Miques showed us a large pill box, half 
full of small grains of gold, and told us be 
frequently took in $200 worth of them per 
annum. Having ordered supper to be ready 
for us on our return, we went on under the 
guardianship of Bernard, left the Kennebec 
road here, forded the Du Loup, and went 
on for two or three miles to the Falls of the 
Chaudiere, where the river forces itself over 
and through a succession of ridges of slate 
and quartz, very similar in their character 
to those near Barbeau’s. The land here be- 
longs to a family named Stafford, who, we 
were informed, used to go digging when 
they wanted gold to pay their store bills 
with at Monsieur Miques’ establishment. 
We, however, found them busily at work on 
their land, carting bay, and while they said 

. there was plenty of gold in the neighborhood 
and showed us a small box of nuggets, they 
evidently preferred agricultural operations 
to hunting for it. We obtained Mr. Staf­
ford's leave to explore, and went to the river 
side. There, both above and below the 
falls, Bernard showed us, what indeed we 
could have found ourselves, an abundance 
of quartz veins, which he said were aurife- 
rous. We hammered away at them, broke 
off perhaps a hundred weight or two, exam­
ining every little piece as we broke it, but 
we only found one or two minute specks of 
the precious metal. Bernard said the gold 
was in the middle of the river, which may 
or may not have been the case. We made 
him wash several pans of the earth and stones 
on the bank, both of the main river and a 
small stream which falls into it close by the 
falls. We found a few grains of gold in 
each pan, not large enough to be worth 
bringing away.

Next, we determined to aee the works on 
the Du Loup, and thus to wind ep our ex- 
plorations. So we returned, and went up 
the left bank of that river for a few rods to 
where the Napanee Company’s works are 
situated. This Company consists of several 
gentlemen, chiefly residents of Napanee, who 
began operations about three years since. 
They at first confined their operations to 
washing, and it is said, found gold enough 
in the bed of the river, which they diverted, 
to pay for all the work they have done since, 
which consists in making a shaft, six feet 
by eight, to the depth of 45 feet. .They ex- 
pect to reach a bed of gravel, below the slate 
rocks they are driving into, and in that to 
find nuggets plenty. They say Australian 
experience leads them to this belief, but I 

. must say I do not think the event will bear 
them out in their idea, for as the slate strate 
are not horizontal, gravel-beds, if they exist, 
should crop out somewhere on the river 
side, which I did not observe though I ex 
amined carefully, both above and below,- 
They sey they will sink 200 feet and give 
up the undertaking if they find no gravel at 
that depth, returning to gold-washing again. 
We bade them good-bye, went back to Mon- 
sieur Miques, then to Monsieur Barbeau’s,

Roused by the fierce assaults 
upon his reputation, he inflicted a severe 
punishment upon the authors and abettors 
of the wrong through the columns of his 
newspaper. The boldness and severity of 
his criticisms upon the character and acts of 
the leading officials of that period were such 
that they determined, by physical violence, 
to put an extinguisher upon his journal.— 
In 1826 a band of young men, connected 
with the Government, met in the office of 
the Attorney General on a summer evening, 
and went to the house of Mr. Mackenzie, 
(who was then from "home,) and having 
gained access to his office took his Press and 
types down to Allan's Wharf and threw them 
into the bay. This event formed an inter­
esting episode in the history of his journal, 
for, by an appeal to a jury—even when 
juries were often packed for the occasion— 
be obtained a verdict for $2,500 against the 
“Type Rioters," thus furnishing him with 
means to prosecute the war against corrup­
tion and misrule.

Previous to the general election of 1828- 
29, with his characteristic liberality, and 
with the spirit of genuine patriotism, he en- 
deavoured t influence the electors to make 
a wise choice of representatives by an appeal 
to facta which none could deny. He circu­
lated at his own expense 3,500 copies of a 
pamphlet containing a list of the Parlia- 
mentary votes of pretended Liberals. As 
one of the results of this campaign be was 
himself elected as member for York in the 
Tenth Parliament of Upper Canada, when 
it may be said he commenced a career of 
toil in the service of the people of this Pro- 
vince, which, whether it be viewed in the 
light of its patriotism or extent has, we ven- 
ture to affirm, no parallel in the history of 
the Colony.

At this period, 1829, the attempt to es- 
tablish a dominant church in Upper Canada 
roused the population as no question had 
ever done before, excepting perhaps the U. 
E. Loyalists upon the Alien Bill of 1825.—

Others ere held at a high 
rent. Many of the stores built one year ago 
are not leased, and the builders have to pay 
their ground rent punctually. I was told 
by a gentleman who put up an elegant mar- 
ble store last autumn, and intended to have 
it ready for the May renting, and which in 
ordinary times would have readily leased for 
the sum of $25,000, that it has been empty 
all the season, while he has to pay the sum 
of $5000 ground rent ; and the whole con- 
cent will be a dead loss to him. And this is 
but a specimen. And the dwellings have 
all come down; some houses I have seen the 
last year rented for $800 and $1000 are 
gladly rented for $500 and $600; and many 
leases have been thrown up and surrendered 
from sheer inability to keep them. Factor- 
IM are closed, workmen discharged, mer- 
chants reducing their force and the pay of 
the men in their employ mechanics are idle 
and money is scarce.

But bad as this state of things is in the 
world, it fa more powerful on religious insti­
tutions and societies.

-Many churches io New York will be well 
nigh ruined. I bear of some of the moot 
powerful and wealthy that really bend under 
the present pressure ; aad our benevolent 
societies can do but little save stand etill, as 
the usual aid is almost wholly taken away.
