That is, the people could vote for the
four schemes, marking each one as
they regarded it, 1, 2, 3 and 4.

It was when all the ballots marked
“1” were counted and separated, that
the filtration scheme took the lead.

But under the system, considera-
tion had to be given to people who
voted for one scheme with the under-
standing that if that was defeated,
they had the right to name another
as a second choice.

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LONDON'S SOCIAL
GLORY FADING

The Brilliant Seasons Known
Before the Boer War
Are Gone,

London, July 22.—At the commence-
ment of the Lond.n season hopes and
prophecies are heard that now at least
the lengthy, hrilliant seasons of before
the South African war days will come
again. Year by year these hopes have
been blighted and the prophecies fal-
sified. Last year hopes were higher
than ever that the glories of the past
were to be revived for sure, but dis-
appointment followed. Critics within
and without society are now agreed
that the London season is fast sink-
ing into the category of the glorious
past. One society writer laments the

fa'~t that the season must now be re-
cognized to be a thing both shorter
and far less brilliant than it was. The
writer argues that the prohibitive class
distinctions here mnowadays may be
said hardly to exist, or at any rate
are extremely elastic. Provided one
has a certain amount of money one
may emuiate the pleasures of fashion’s
follies of any class.

Most ranks of society, however, are
as inaccessible to outsiders as in any
‘ former epoch, but the outer circle long
since has thrown down any barriers
it may ever have possessed, and day
after day hordes of invaders join the
throng just within the walls. In plain
English, the middle classes have risen
up and asserted their rights to enter
society, and as a preliminary step
have invaded London during the sea-
son.

The shortness of the season now is
such a serious factor in its decline as
to make it seem to many hardly worth
while giving anything.

Moreover, there is in society a dis-
tinct tightness of money. The great
landed proprietors feel the ‘deprecia-
tion of the land war, which is still
responsible for much enforced econ-
omy. The stock exchange is notoriously
depressed. Certain great famiTies soar
above all such sordid considerations,
and the South African magnates, not
to mention the plutocratic traders
who have arrived in high places, are
expected to keep the ball rcliing and
set money {n circulation. But it is
fumored everywhere among the initi-
ated that some of even the most high
placed have fallen upon evil days, and

that the estates of certain of the most’

mighty of all are mortgaged up to the
&ilt to keep pace with gambling follies.

Such a state of affairs naturally af-
Cects the glory of the London season.
King Edward and Queen Alexandra do
their part nobly in the interests of
trade to withstand the ebb of the tide.
His majesty has set his face against
the week end habit and as often as
is consistent with the dignity of a
sovereign honors his personal friends
with his presence at social events.
‘Then, no doubt, the great increase in
luxury has effected a curtailment of
the season, for it is only the immense-
ly rich who can keep the ball rolling
at the present scale of expenses for
longer than a few week at a time.

Probably the advent of the automo-
bile is killing the London season. The
verage educated member of the upper
classes, known as society, is in spite
of the detractors in the smart set a
person of fairly cultivated mind and
wvide interests, and tae possibilities
Wwhich motoring have opened out to the
most intelligent of these is simply
limitless. There are speed lunatics
and motormaniacs, but these are in
the minority. The great majority
values the open air life and increased
knowledge of men and countrysides
which motoring gives and receptions
and overcrowded dances are apt to go
by the board in consequence.

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CORELLL ADDS T0
ATTACK ON “MAN”

In Preface to New Novel She
Explains Why She Does Not
Like His Ways.

London, July 22.—Lovely, and also
unlovely, woman has been much to
the fore this week. Marie Corelli,
the novelist, felt impelled to deliver
another message to her sex, which
was a denunciation of the other one.
In the preface to a new volume of
short stories the author tells of “lazy
noodles who spend their time first ac-

cumulating debts and then looking
about for a woman to pay them.”

“To put it plainly and bluntly,” she
writes, “a great majority of men of
the present day want women to keep
them.”

These same men, according tec the
writer, are the readiest to call “un-
seed” woman who seek to strike out
in an honest endeavor. “This word
‘unsexed’ is always cast at brilliant
women,” she says. ‘“The woman who
paints a great picture is ‘unsexed.’ The
woman who writes a great book is
‘unsexed.” In fact, whatever a woman
does that is higher and more ambitious
than the mere act of flinging herself
down at the feet of a man and allow-
ing him to walk over her makes her
in man’s opinion unworthy of his con-
sideration as a woman.

1  Thinks Little of Man’s Notions.

“What are the occupations a man
graciously permits a woman to follow
without affronting her by the opprob-
rious epithet?” asked Corelli, and she
then answers: “He is chiefly willing
to see her on the stage—the music
hall stage for preference. What he
asks of her is a beautiful body and
a trained walk, to look well, and aff-
able, with a grin expanding at the
sight of champagne.

“It is certain,” concludes Corelli,
“the true intention of woman’s des-
tiny has not yet been carried out. She
is fighting towards it, but if I may
venture to say so she is using her
weapons wildly and in various wrong
direotions. It is not by opposing her-
self to man that she can be his real
helpmeet. It is by cultivating and
cherishing to an utmost every sweet
and sacred sentiment of womanhood;
by taking her share of the world’s
intellectual wotik with force as well
as modesty, and by showing faultless
example, gentle reserve, and delicate
chastity.”

Corelli’s message to her sex is form-
ulated just at the moment when women
are being held most responsible for
the unclean novels which are flooding
the market. The publisher of a Lon-
don paper sald recently: “The real-
istic sex novel is completely outstrip-
ping in sales the fiction of any but
a few authors in the front rank”
Other testimony indicates it is ousting
even these.

To charge that the preponderant
quantity.of this nauseous rubbish is
written by women, says an answer
made In a letter to the Times by “a
woman who writes for her bread,” is
ridiculous. She discovers masculine
Jealousy to be the root-of it all.

Lays It to Jealous Man.

“These days,” she argues, curlously
like Corelli, “women discovered that
men do not want to work for them, and
they must work for themselves, and
they discovered also that they have
sufficient intelligence to do literary
work. but because a few finding that
if to write clean, intelligent books
they run the risk of belng called
“nambypamby,” aped, then masters
and tried passionate or sensual themes.
The jealous have cried aloud. Men are
jealous ©f everything a’ woman does
outside the nursery and drawing-
room.”

It is worthy to note that the novel
which now is having the greatest sale,
which is In everybody’s mouth, and
which is at least partially responsible
for the charge that women are dealing
unblushingly with sex problems is Mrs.
Clayton Telyn’s new work.

 BARTELS FIGHT

Visits Father in Jail—Declares
Brewer's Fortune Has
Shrunk $300.000.

Toronto, July 22.—Incensed at the
sight of his father, the former Au-
burn, N. Y. brewer, tottering to meet
him along the jail corridor, clad in
Jail unitorm—-,the old man scarcely
able to articulate as the result of an

apopleptic stroke, induced by excite-
ment, Hermann Bartels, jun., states
emphatically that he never will rest
until someone has. been brought -to
book in connection with this now
cclebrated case.

Hermann Bartels, jun., a determined-
vis-
ited his father at the jail with Mr.
Bartel’s sister. They were shown into
a side room where, after a time, Mr.
Bartels, who was sent to jail for 90
days for escaping from custody, came
in. The three stayed ‘together only
some fifteen minutes, and afterward
Mr. Bartels, jun. returned to Syra-
cuse, and his aunt went back to Au-
Lkurn, N. Y.

‘“When I look at father now and
think of him as he used to be it breaks
me all up,” sald the son. “Yes, he
was a millionaire and over some time
ag(, but this affair, to my certain
k* c(wledge, and I am business man-
fger, has already cost him $300,000.

The eléer Bartels is now in the jail
hospital. He is pretty nearly all in,
and the doctors fear the result of an-
other stroke such as the one that has
contracted his right side so that to
speak is difficult for him.

The old man while in the hospital,
is relieved from the discipline of jail
life to some extent, but so far no
special privilege has been accorded
him in the shape of food of a superior
variety to what the others get.

FRAUD IN NAVY BUILDING

Defective Casting in Construction ot
the King Edward VII.

London, July 22.—What is described
as a “gross and deliberate piece of de-
ception,” in connection with the con-
tracts for warships is revealed in the
first report of the committee of pub-
lic accounts, just issued. It appears,
says the report,- that twelve months
after the rudder casting for H. M. S.
King Edward VIL was received and
built in to the ship the admiraltfy
were informed by a dismissed employe
of the firm in quesiion—the Ayrshire
Foundry Company—that on a certain
Sunday the management collected
some of the hands, and by means of
electric welding concealed & large
fault in the ecasting.

An examination of the man’s story
showed prima facie evidence that the
stated defect did exist, and the ad-
miralty decided that the casting must
be a new one. This offer was accepted
but- the second casting was full of
flaws and defects, and a third proved
no better. The admiralty then decided
that the casting should be made in the
dockyard and the cost charged to the
contractors.

“The pecuniary lcss in this case was
small,” adds the committee, “but the
conduct of the firm would appear to
have provided proper matter for a
prosecution for fraud, and your com-
mittee on the evidence before them
do not understand why some attempt
was not made to bring the persons
to trial.

“The loss of admiralty orders and
the rumors of this transaction bi‘ought
such financial loss to the Ayrshire
Foundry Company that it shortly be-
came bankrupt. Your committee hopes
that it will not again be their duty.
to Investigate a case where a British
firm, for any commercial advantage,
will callously hazard the lives of hund-
reds of their fellow countrymen.”

The report also mentions that a case
of payment of secret commissions to
certain stewards in one of the naval
depots accidentally brought to light
grave irregularities. Four stewards
were employed to examine and pass
ready-made clothing received from the
contractor. They received from the
contractor a commission of 5 per cent
on all the clothing examined, and in
this way they admittedly received
payment amounting to £666. When
called upor for an explanation the con-
tractor said that he thought it was
the custom, and the men pleaded that
they were doing what their predeces-
sors had done.

Soon To Be Destroyed.

Londoni, July 22. — Many tourists
today went to Exeter Hall to bid a
last farewell to the famous home of
religious thought and action which is
soon to be destroyed. The farewell
took the form of meetings lasting
throughout the day.

Exposition.

JEWEL LOSS A HOAX

This Writer Asserts That No Theft
Occurred at Dublin.

London, July 21. — The report of
Conan Doyle having offered his ser-
vices to his vrelative, Sir Arthur
Vickers, in the elucidation of the Dub-
lin Castle jewelry theft is without
foundation, and the mystery still re-
mains unsolved.

There is no lack of would-be Sher-
lock Holmeses, eager and anxious to
undertake the role which Doyle would
not assume, and some amazing theories
have been ventilated. One of these
is put forward by a Dublin correspond-
ent who signed himself “Lex,” and
whose contribution is displayed with
great prominence by several of the
most conservative London papers.

“Lex” states boldly what has been
frequently hinted during the past few
days, viz, that the Insignia has not
been stolen at all, but merely put out
of the way until after the King’s visit
to Dublin, In order that there will
be no Installattons in the most illustri-
ous order of Knights of St. Patrick.

Conan Doyle, meanwhile, is devot-
ing more attention to the Edalji case
than the Dublin Castle mystery. This
ifs the case of one George Edalji, a
minister’s son, near Wrigley, England,
who, in 1903, was sentenced to seven
vears In prison on exceedingly unsatis-
factory evidence. Later he was re-
leased. The case was the outcome of
a series of diabolical mutilations of
cattle. Doyle is firmly convinced of
Edalji’'s innocence.

The former matter came up In the
House of Commons last week, when
F. E. Smith, a young barrister mem-
ber from Walton, who created a sen-
sation by his maiden speech in the
house, and who has been regarded ever
since as a ministerial possibility, de-
livered an impassioned plea for the
compensation of the victim .in this
miscarriage of justice. Home Secre-
tary Gladstone has assumed a nobo
possumus attitude, and the subject has
been dropped, for the present at
least.

Doyle, however, will return to the
charge In his endeavor to right the
wrong which has been done by the
state. :

“It concerns our nation’s honor and
should de set right™ he sald In the
course of arguments. Tn a lengthy
letter printed yesterdav Dovle men-
tioned that he was writing at the rate
of thirty-five words ner minute. An
Wcﬂtﬂﬂm might be made

on how much he would earn on this
basis by a recent charge of £200 for a
400 line article in the postscript of his
latest letter on the Edalji case.

At a recent meeting of the Senate in

Paris Prof. Dieulafoy, commissaire du
Couvernement, recommended the pro-
hibition of white lead as an ingre-
dient .of paint, and concluded his re-
marks by saying that to permit tha
use of white lead for painting the in-
terior of houses was the same thing
as knowingly to expose painters to the
risk of being poisonead, although the
laws of hygiene and the dictates of hu-
manity gave them a right to protec-
tion.

THE WATER VOTE.

It is not easy to see at present

.wherein the result of the “mail-order”
vote brings the water problem nearer

if the vote means anything, it means
that the sentiment of the ratepayers

Since July, 1894, there have been a
number of treaties, protocols and-
agreements affecling the reiaticns of
Japan and Corea, and they show that
the latter has gradually asvpled &

agreement signed on Nov..17, 1935,
which established a Japanese protec-
torate in the fullest sense. The first
article of this agreement provides that
tnereafter  the department of foreign
affuirs at Tokio should have control
and direction of the external affairs
of Corea, while the diplomatic 3nd
consular representatives of Japan
should have charge of the subjects
and interests of Corea abroad. Japan,
by the second article of the treaty,
uncertook to see to the execution® of
the treaties existing between Corea
and other powers, and Corea engaged
not to perform any act or thereafter
conclude any engagement of an inter-
national character except through the
medium of the Tokio government.

In spite of this the Corean emperor
without the consent or knowledge of
Japan, authorized the demand of a
Corean delegation for admission to the
peace conference at The Hague, which
was obviously a violation of the pro-
visions of the treaty. His ministers,
who are evidently men of greater wis-
dom, recognized the gravity of the
situation, resulting from the em-
peror’s course, and, acting perhaps on
a hint from Japan, demanded that he
atone for his breach of good faith by
journeying to Tokio and apologizing
to the Mikado, or abdicate. He has
chosen the latter. The emperor’s de-
fense that the agreement of Novem-
ber, 1905, was not binding upon him
because, while signed by his foreign
minister, it bears neither his own sig-
nature nor the imperial seal, i1s a
rather lame one, inasmuch as none of
the treatles and agreements with
Japan bears his signature, but in each
instance his consent was signified
either by active compliance with their
provisions or by tacit acquiescence in
them. Had he desired to express dis-
approval of this latest or any of the
other agreements there were plenty of
means of doing so, but there is no
record of any protest on his part.

A new emperor, in the person of the
crown prince, has been installed,
doubtless with Japan’'s approval, who,
if he is wise, will do the bidding of
his country’s protector; for no one can
suppobse that Japan, after fighting two
wars costing thousands 'of lives and
millions:of money, will submit to any
attempts at thwarting her as the mas-
ter spirit of the Orlent.

CITY TURNS 'UNDERTAKER

Vienna Extends Enterprise to Funer-
o als and Burials.

Vienna, July !
which Socialists say is merely social-
.sm masquerading as something else,
i carried further here than in any
other city on the continent. Not con-
tent with buying out the principal un-
dertaking companies, and monopoliz-
ing the funeral business, the city au-
thorities have gone a step further.
They have introduced a system of
burial insurance by which folk will be
abls to shuffle off this mortal coil
without putting their relatives to any
expense. The premiums are so graded
that the insured can arrange for sim-
ple or stylish obsequiles, cheap or dear
graves, a plain headstone or a monu-
ment, the inscription on which he may
himself select. If he desires it, by
paying an additional sum, he may en-
joy the felicity of knowing that for
all future time his grave will be kept
green.

All this is to be carried through
the medium of the Emperor Francis
Joseph Jubilee Life Insurance Com-
pany, an institution which forms yet
another department of the city’s mu-
nicipal activity. The insurance cover-
ing funerals and graves will be divided
into ten classes, the monthly prem-
fums in which will range from 40 hel-
lers (8 cents) to 9 kronen ($1 87).

The insured must be between the
ages of 18 and 50, in good health, and
not engaged in any dangerous occu-
pation. In the event of -death occur-
ring within six months from the date
of insurance the policy will be vold,
and the premium paid will be returned.
Separate insurances must be effected
for monuments, the premiums for
which will range from 1 kronen (20
cents to 16 kronen ($3 33) a month.
And finally, by payment of a capital
sum the company will agree to keep
graves in order and to decorate and
illuminate them on-the feast of All
Souls in every year, so long as the
cemetery is in existence. 5

This latest venture in the fleld of
municipal enterprise is interesting for
the various burial socleties already
formed In the city. And it also prom-
ises to be Interesting for the monu-
mental mason. As the city now owns

extensive stone quarries, it is thought
not unlikely that (its next step wili
be to engage In the business of man-
ufacturing and erecting funeral monu-
ments.

HEFY TS WILL OPERATE A

Seoul, July 22.—The discovery of a
plot against the throne resulted in the
arrest between midnight and dawn to-
day of one of the elder statesmen of
Korea, together with Pak Yung Ho,
who yesterday was appeinted minister
of the imperial household, Yi Do Chai,
grand chamberlain of the former em-
peror, and four Korean officers.

The intervemntion of the former em-
peror in the affairs of today is evi-
denced by the fact that he prevailed
upon his son, the present emperor, to
refuse his signature to a proclamation
framed by the cabinet, the object of
which was to calm the people and re
store order. The appointment of Pak
Yung Ho to his present post is an-
other evidence of the refusal of the
deposed sovereign to surrender power,
and there is reason to believe that he
is planning to precipitate an outbreak
on his own reserve.

The ministers of war, justice and ed-
ucation were assembled at the palace
at b o'cleck yesterday afternoon. The
remainder of the cabinet joined them
at 10 o’'clock in the evening. The full
Tabinet deliberated until this morn-
ng.

The minister of war has reported to
Marquis Ito, the Japanese resident-
general, that he has no control over or
communication with the army. The
former emperor is responsible for four
anti-Jipanese conspiracies since his
abdication. The first conspiracy con-
sisted in ordering the imperial guard to
rush the palace on the night of July
19. The second is found in the defi-
;nce of the minister of war by the

M@bage‘rs‘ ‘as Barometers
| Of Their Teams’ Standing

Various Ways in Which Major
Leaders Accept Victory
or-Defeat.

Managers of major league ball clubs
vary as much in the way they take
victory and defeat as they do in their
personal disposition. Some accept what
is falling to the lot of their teams
with a show of indifference, but in a
majority of cases the course of events
is indicated, if in no other way, by
their facial expressions. The more
excitable ones go farther and show
by their actions what is happening,
and it is just as easy to tell by them
as it is by the score board who is
winning and losing.

St. Louis owns two of the mana-
gers who can be used as barometers
of the luck with which their teams are
meeting in McCloskey of the Cardi-
nals, and McAleer of the Browns. Mc-
Closkey is the more spectacular of
the two, and he comes pretty near
tbeing worth the price of admissicn by
himself. Winning or losing, McCloskey
is never perfectly still, but when the
team is out in front his movements
are less abrupt ard explosive. While
his team 1s winning he will slide
along the bench or lean over tec talk
to some player and give him a verbal
pat on the back. When the team
starts to lose, McCloskey bounces up
and down on the bench as though the
latter were too hot to sit on with com-
fort, and the comments he lets loose
are sharp, sarcastic and to the point.
In fact, McCloskey has heen accused
of going too far, and it is possible
that he does in the heat of excitement.
Those who know McCloskey well doubt
that he is even aware of some of the
things he says to his men when things
are breaking bad. On the other hand,
few if any managers are better liked
than McCloskey is by his own play-
ers, because he is always willing to go
to the front for them and is Dbig-
hearted and honest.

McAleer is less explosive than Mec-
Closkey, but feels defeat and victory
just as keenly and shows it as un-
mistakably. McAleer's style of wear-
ing his hat is a byword with the St.
Louis fans, and it gives a pretty clear
indication of how the gauge of battle
is going. When the team is winning,
McAleer leans back on the-bench with
his hat or cap tipped on the back of
his hcad and a smile on his face.
When things are going wrong he jams
his hat or cap down over his eyes,
leans forward with his elbows on his
knees, with a frown on his face. He
is inclined to be bitter and sarcastic
in his remarks to players, and when
he calls one of the latter down he
makes it bite. McAleer, on the other

‘| the

hand, is always willing to take upon
his own shoulders the responsibility
for anything done by the team, and it
fs rare thet he can be led to make a
statement reflecting on any of his
men.

Since the Brown manager has been
on the coaching line his actions there
have shown how the game is going.
When things are going to his liking
he wears a Jjaunty air and slings
around coaching advice with freedom.
When things are going wrong, it does
not stop McAleer from coaching, but
he gets more business-like and sav-
age in his remarks. Off the field and
away from the park, losing affects
McAleer more than it does McClos-
key, the latter forgetting what has

happened in the afternoon almost as
soon as he has left the park, while
Brown manager continues to
worry and plan when away from the
team. Like McCloskey, McAleer |is
well liked by his players, as he be-
lieves in seeing that the latter get
what is coming to them, and nis
word is worth as much as his bonad.

Of the other managers of the Amer-
ican and National Leagues who have
seen any length of service, McGraw
and Griffith are the most spectacular.
McGraw is vicious when his team is
losing, and when the New Ynrk man-
ager is fuming around on the bench,
or third base, and advising his play-
ers, it is a sure indication that things
are going wrong. “Griffith is nervous
and high strung, and when his team
begins to lose he is inclined to lool
for trouble with umpires and others
who thwart his plans. When winning
he puts more humor into his coaching,
though he makes just ahout as much
noise, and is always fighting for more

ll;uns. Lo matter how many his team
as.

Jones and Chance, managers of the
Sox and Cubs, respectively, are of
the quieter order of coachers. Jones
shows by his lack of interest in the
game and the hunched forward posi-
tion he assumes when his team is
losing. He goes about his work
quietly, and one indication of the
game being close or against the White
Sox is consultations between Jones
and Davis, Donohue or Isbell, and
there is something stirring as a rule
after these. Chance takes things
more stoically, and he does not indi-
cate very markedly how the game is
going.

Connie Mack, Hanlon and Donovan
are all of the quieter school of man-
agers, and they are winning or losing
pretty much as a matter of course.
Mack’s distinctive, sign of victory be-
ing a peculiar smile which he wears
when things are going right. Lajoie
does not make much noise, and he
takes things pretty evenly, while,
from what could be judged of° Mec-
Guire, when he was here last week,
he is inclined to be quiet and go along
pretty evenly. Clarke, of Pittsburg,
is somewhat like McGraw, in that he
gets more determined and more sav-
age when the tide is against his club,
while Tenney, of Boston, is Inclined to
sulk when things go wrong.

Three of the new managers this sea-
son, Jennings, Cantillon and Murray,
are of the nervous, explosive type.
Murray stays off the coaching line on
the bench, but he hunches around a
good deal and fires comments at his
players in decidedly spicy style. Jen-
nings and Cantillon have raised a
storm of protest in-some quarters by
the way they coach, but there is noth-
ing particularly harmful in it after all
and a deal of amusement for the fans.
If they want to make monkeys of
themselves that is pretty much their
own business, and the fans certainly
have no violent objection, as Jennings
is decidedly popular in St. Louls with
the fans, despite the fact that the lat-
ter delight in talking back at him.
Hughey yells out a lot of nonsense
and makes some peculiar noises, and
he keeps it up whether winning or los-
ing. When hLe sprang a new one on
Clark Griffith in the shape of a whis-

HE HANGED HIMSELY
FOR A LIVELTHOOD

CAREER OF NOTABLE MUSIC
HALL FINALLY CLOSED.

There died in Paris the other day @
man whose life may be said to ex-
emplify periectly all that may be
gained in life if a man will but hang
to it. That is, it will exemplify this
to persons of particular cast of
thought. To others it may as perfect-

ly exemplify all that falls to the mere
hanger-on.

“Le Pendu,” as he came to be called
—his real name was Simeon Aiguier,
and he was born at Sollies Ville in
1851—“Le Pendu” made his living by
hanging himself. He grew to hc one
of the best known of music hall ar-
tists. TUnlike Fregoli, who imitates
various personages by sudden changes
of clothes, Le Pendu cculd in a way
transform his body and possessed tha
most curious physical adaptabilities
ever known. When a young man he
surprised and puzzled the army doc-
tors.As he presented himself for physi-
cal examination he appeared as a
thin, spare-ribbed fellow, almost a
skeleton, .and before the examination
was over he stood in the presence of
the army dcctor with an enormously
inflated abdomen, as if he had dropsy.
While the physician was examining
this abnormal development the abdo-
men retreated, and a big, bloated tu-
mor suddenly grew on the young man'’s
throat. He had, apparently, in an in-
stant, transferred the swelling from
the lower part of his body te his
throat. When the examination was
over, he stood there, a skeletonlike
young fellow, as before.

His gifts in bodily transformatiox
soon became known all over his na-
tive district, and he was induced t¢
show himself on the musical hall stage.
For a long time he was known as the
skeleton man, though he also exhibit-
ed himself as the fat man. His physi-
cal transformations did not stop
here. He was able to imitate the
process of dying and death itself te
perfection. Scientists and the mem-
bers of various medical faculties often
wished to examine his strange facul-
ties, but he constantly refused to Gi-
vulge the secret of his transforma-
tions. When he imitated the state
of a dead person he threw himself
intc a perfect coma. His heart ap-
parently ceased to beat, and the most
expert physicians are said to have
been unable to detect the slightest
movement of his pulse. They wenf
so far as to apply various instru-
ments to detect life, without success,
and even through the sethoscope, not
the slightest action of the heart could

tle the latter went up in the air, and |

be perceived. The most expert doc-
tors would have declared him dead,
and yet in the next instant he would
jump up and crack jokes and be as
much alive as anyone.

His last trick, and one which kept
{ audiences spellbound, was when hae
used to hang himself by the nechk
with a cord. There was no make-
believe about it. He would hang
himself, or allow himself to be hang-
ed from a nail in the ceiling in the
presence of a large audience. The
rope would fasten around his throat,
his muscles would stiffen, aund the
frightened public would see him ga
through every one of the phases of a
man who was actually hanged.

The ghastly spectacle was first ex-
hibited in a cabaret in Montmartre,
and despite its horrors, or, rather, on
account of them,.it had a great suc-
cess. A story is told that he oncae
played the trick in a hotel where ha
was stopping. He hung himself from
!the ceiling after ringing the bell, and
1\xfl‘}en the waiter entered he was hor-
ll'llltfd by the sight and rushed down
| to inform the proprietor. Before they
‘returned to the room the man, whe
was supposed to have hanged himself,
had taken up his valise and met them
quietly on the stairs. Although it
might have been expected that some
day he would hang himself in real
earnest, such a calamity never befell
him.

He died of a most
illness, the grip, at his home nearx
Toulon, where he had retired, after
earning a considerable fortune on tha
stage. He never divulged the secret of
how he produced the extraordinary
rigidity of the muscles of his neck
when he used to perform his feats
of hanging, and carried the mystery
with him to his grave. Doctors pro-
posed to perform an autopsy on his
body to discover his secret, but his

family refused to allow it.—Boston
Transcript.

Ottawa’s Grand Home Greet-
ing to the Premier.

—————

LOUD IN PRAISE OF THE CITY

Wants No Higher Honor Than to End
His Days as a Plain
Citizen.

Ottawa, July 22.—Ottawa’s welcome
home tonight to Sir Wilfrid Laurier
may not have rivaled in spectacular
impressivgggss and exuberant enthus-
iasm the demonstration of Quebec and
Montreal, but in addition to the uni-
versal Canadian pride in the nation’'s
chief representative as manifested at
Quebec and Montreal, there was evi-
dent in the capital’'s reception of her
first citizen topight a feeling ‘of per-
sonal aftection for a fellow-citizen,
friend and neighbor. Irrespective of
all party reeling, Sir Wilfrid is un-
questionably the most popular citizen
of Ottawa. Where he is best known
he is best liked. Consequently his real
nome-coming tonight was the oc-
casion of a splendid manifestation of
the whole city's genuine affection and
admiration for him and for Lady Lau-
rier, who shares with him the popu-
jar esteem. The weather was not
propitious. His arrival at the Central
Station at 7 o'clock was accompanied
by a steady drizzle of rain. But the
cheering crowds at the station, lining
the streets and massed in front of the
city hall felt that the rain, like the
return of the Premier “was good for
the courtry.”” The station, the streets,
the city hall, and Sir Wilfrid’s re-
sidence on Laurier avenue, were gay-
ly decorated with streamers, flaes and
Jbunting. Although the hour of his
arrival was not favorable o the gath-
ering of a great crowd, there were
many hundreds covering the station
ward and platform when the train
pulled in. 8ir Wilfrid on alighting
was greeted with rousing cheers, fol-
lowed by the singing of that com-
pelling national alr. “0Q, Canada,”
from a volunteer choir of two hundred
voices. After greeting Mayor Scott,
the members of the clvic reception
committee and Hon. Messrs. Scott and
Templeman,who were at the station to
welcome him, Sir Wilfrid and Lady
Laurier entered a carriage in waiting,
and, followed by the carriages of the
aldermen, were escorted to the city
hall, via Wellington, Bank and Sparks
streets, passing en route a decorated
arch at the main entrance to the par-
liament buildings, surmounted in elec-
tric letters by the word “Welcome.”

The City's Welcome.

In the crowded council chamber of
the city hall, which was so lavishly
decorated, Sir Wilfrid was presented
by Mayor Scott with the civic address
of welcome. The Premier's reply was
characteristically felicitous and apt.
He expressed his delight at coming
back to his own home in the city
where he had lived for eleven years,
and where he expected to end his days.
He declared that he would always re-
main a citizen of Ottawa. No ambi-
tion led him to desire to end his
career as Lord High Commissioner of
Canada in Great Britain, as had been
suggested in the press. If there were
any other position he might like, he
added, it would be that of a member
of the Ottawa Improvement Commis-
sion, so that he might actively engage
in the work of making Ottawa one of
the finest and most beautiful cities of
the world. He promised that one of
the first things to engage his attention
now would be the pushing forward of
the project for the new G. T. R. mil-
lion-dollar hotel, which, he was dis-
appointed to find, had been delayed
during his absence. After a brief re-
ference to his mission across the At-
lantic he concluded by expressing his
heartfelt gratitude for the warm re-
ception to himself and Lady Laurier,
to whom he paid a particularly grace-
ful tribute as being ever his constant
helpmate and loving counselor. After
shaking hands with many of his per-
sonal friends and receiving their
greetings, the Premier and Lady
Laurier were escorted to their resi-
dence, thus happily ending a long
three months of trying and almost
constant public functions in the ser-
vice of Canada.

Sir Wilfrid's Speech.

“I have now reached,” said Sir Wil-
frid, in responding to the civic ad-
dress, “my last stage of what has been
in many respects a most pieasurable
trip, and the most pleasurable of all
is that I am again home among my
fellow-citizens. I appreciate, as I
never did before, how sweet home is,
and the truth of the saying that there
is no place like homé. (Cheers). The
Joy of my return is intensified by the
hearty welcome which I have received
at your hands, my fellow-citizens.
Need I say how proud I am that my
fellow-countrymen have come to meet
me, so many of my friends and neigh-
bors, so many who are politically as-
sociated - with me and so many of
those that I eannot claim the privilege
of their political support? To you,
one and all, I offer from the bottom of
my heart deepest gratitude. I have
peen now a fellow-citizen for eleven
years, and, as time rolls on, it seems
that the ties of affection are winding
more and more around my heart, and
it is my intention, whatever may be
the fortune or misfortune of my fu-
ture life, to live and die in the city of
Ottawa. (Cheers). A newspaper pub-
lished in Montreal, in an article re-
cently, an article inspired with the
most flattering intentions and couch-
ed in still more flattering language,
has expressed the opinion that I shall
become Lord High Commissioner and
minister plenipotentiary to the Court
of Bt. James. While it was flattering
to me, 1 cannot help saying that 1
have no¢ such ambition, (Cheers).

[ROQUOIS RAKE
UP AN OLD CLAIM

Employ Lawyer to Collect Long
Unpaid Annuity From New
York State.

Cornwall, July 22.—The Iroquois of
St. Regis, near Cornwall, have joined
hands with the Caughnawagas . in
pushing their claim for the payment
of their annuity money against the
people of the State of New York,
which with annuity and the arrears
since 1800 is roughly figured at more
than $100,000. Before the treaty,
made at the City of New York, 1796,
the State of New York was the do-
main ard home of the Iroquois con-
federacy, but the white man began to
encroach and trespass on the Indian
lands.

Several years before 1798, Alexand-
er Macomb, a rich fur trader of De-
troit, acquired an enormous tract of
land in the state where the ancestors
of the Iroquois of St. Regis and of
the Caughnawagas had their settle-
ments. These Indians, though settled
in Canada, never renounced their
rights to the former home of their
fathers, and entered into a treaty
with the people of the State of New
York, 1796, wherein, for a certain
lump sum and a perpetual annuity of
213 pounds, 6 shillings and 8 pence,
they gave a quit claimx of all their
lands situate within the state.

An eminent lawyer of Washingten,
D. C., has the Indians’ case in hand
and he is expected shortly in Caugh-
nawaga, where he will meet the chiefs
:ud people of St. Regis and the lead-
ing men of Caughnawaga.

The last payment of the annulty of
213 pounds, 6 shilling and 8 pence was
made Aug. 19, 1800, at the mouth of
the River Chazy, on Lake Champlain,
as it appears on the treaty now in

possession of the Indians of Caughna-
waga.

MARK HOME AGAIN

Author Clemens Has His Joke With
the New York Reporters.

New York, July 22.—Samuel Clem-
ens (Mark Twain) came back to the
United States today from England,
bringing with him a degree of doctor cf
laws, recently conferred upon him by
Oxford University, and some brand-
new jokes.

Cordons of police kept the crowds in
check for an hour or more, but then
lost control of them, the masses push-
ing and crushing forward to the
doors with the evident intention of
storming the entrance.

There were many shouts from the
crowd of “Hau is not guiity,” the
volces penetrating to the court room.
Finally two companies of infantry
and a squadron of mounted police ap-
peared on the scene and drove the
rioters before them.
