(A Letter from Rev. Dr. Richey, to the
Editor of the Boston Ciristian Times.)

Newcastre-uronN-Tyne, England,
July 3lst, 1851, }

Reverenn Dr. Cuouvres:— My dear
Friend :—Your personal application to me
for a letter or two, in respect 1o the proceed-
ings of our Conference, and the course that
it might be led by existing agitations, to
mark out for its future guidsnce in the ad-
ministration, or by the mod.fication, of its
disciplive and polity, — was made under
circumstances which rendered it impossible
for me to say, Nay. ‘The delight | experi-
enced at meeting you so unexpeciedly in the

. N
picturesque metropolss of the French (1 had
almost said, military) Republic, secured
my uuhesitating acquiescence in giving the
pledge, which I must now, as best 1 may,
endeavor, to redeem,

T'he Conference has been only two days
in session, and therefore you cannot expect
this communication to contain a large
amount of information as to its doings ; but
as from the state of the atmosphere aud the
aspect of the heavens in the morning, we
are accustomed to anticipate with a proba-
bility that seldom disappoints, the kind of
weather we are likely to bave for the day ;
80 the spirit in which the Conference has
commenced, and the character of s preli-
minary and incipient action, afford vamis-
takeable indications of the rule by which it
is its unswerving purpose to walk. An en-
tire week, as you are aware, is annually
occupied by the sittings of various Com-
mitiees in connexion ‘with the iuterests of
our church, before the opening of Confer-
ence. All those commitiees, several of them
comprising many lay mewmbers, — were,
throughout, characterised by the utmost
harmony in epirit and action. [ ought not
to omit to apprize you that the Rev’d. Dr.
Beecham, our President during the past
year, summoned aboat two hundred ol she
more intelligent and wfluennal official mem-
bers of our Societies, 10 meet in Mauches-
ter a number of our tentor ministers, a few
days previous 1o the assembling of Confer-
euce, 1 order to confer with them as 1o the
best means ol aillaying the spint of agita-
tion which has already resulied in the di-
arinution of- our numbers to the atmount of
more than filty thousand.  Afier, at that
meeting, more than eighty propositious or
suggestions were submnued, 1t was, alier
much prayerlul deliberation, unanimously
resolved, 10 refer the whole subject 1o the
collecing wisdom of the Pastorate, with an
earnest recommendarion, that while they
ma ammed miact, the great constitutional
principies which he at the basis of our Con-
nexional economy, they would adopt auy
coneilintory modifications as 10 the mode ol
admmistration, 10 partiicular cases, that
might be decined expedient, at the present
crisis.  T'o tlus reasonable desire, there
exists, | believe, every disposition in the
leading mimisters of the Couference, to re-
spond ; and 1 the expressed wishes of 1he
most Liberal of our tanhful people are not
in ail respects met, it will be, because they
are [ li 10 be dissonamt 1o, and, however
good thewr design, subversive in their tea-
dency of our ascipline, which in all its es-
sential artinibutes, we believe (o be in per-
lect accordance with the New Testament.

The Mussionary Committee of Review,
as we techuically call it,—met according 11
usage, the day immediately preceding the
Conlerence,  As the assailauts of our peace
have directed their most unmitigated host-
Jity aganst our great Missionary lustitu-
tion, s meeting, in the composition ol
which there 18 a lair representation of the
sentiments and spitit of the laity of our
Church throughout ‘the kingdoin, is the
most anhiful mirror of the general state ol
our Socicuies. ‘T'his was a meeting not
ouly more than usually harmomous and
happy, but sliogether unprecedented in its
characier. — I'be lay brethren emulated
each otlier in the expression of their entire
confidence in the management of our Mis-
sions, and in the eminent caldinniated meu,
on whom has been devolved the~ouerous re-
sponsibilny of conducting their exiended
operatious.  Their concurrent testimony
was borue in words that burn, not uafre-

quently interrupted by profound and tender
emotion, and rendered pathetically empha-
tic by many tears. Such a meeting, assem-
bled on such an oceasion, so hallowed, so
ielting, so tranquil amidst exterior agita-
tion, so blessed, notwithstznding the malig-
nant efforis employed 1o disturb our peace;
in_a word, so heavenly aud heavenlike, |
have never witnessed. This is an auspici-
ous omen of the adequate voluntary support,
and by the blessing of God, of the trium-
phant progress of the work of salvation, by
the ministrations of Methodism,

On Wednesday, July 30th, the Coufer-

exercises. The first work was 1o supply
the chasm made by death or superanuation,
in the hundred members of Conference,
which is vesied by Mr. Weslev's Deed, the
property of the Connexion..

reasonable and disappoiuted men, by com-
prising principles lor the matenance of
which, in unimpaired integrity, they con-
scientiously feel their responsibility 1o the
llead of the church.

The second day’s sitting was distinguish-
ed by an accurrence and decision by wiich
the Conference has solemnly and delibe-
rately committed usell’ 1o the principle of
rejecting all proposals of conferring with
the antagonistic separatists 1 relation 10
any alteranions suggested by them as ne-
cessary to be made in our disciphne.  An
application from the, so call®d Delegates,
to that eflect, has been respectfully but
firmly answered i the uegative,  There 1s
an end, therefore, 1o all conumunication,
the way of connsel with them, or rather the
resolve is final never io apen such commu-
uwication with them. By some this will be
regarded, and by the antagonmist portion ol
the Press donbiless represented and denoun-
ced, as an unchantable and ish-handed
measure. But 10 have our good evil spoken
ol is not our peculiar mhernance. s a
stale device of the accuser of the brethren.

is- 1o add a fresh element to the agitation
which aims at the subversion of our entire
code of discipline.

A Sister's Influence.

A sister! This is one of the most ten-
der aud eudearing appellations in our lan-
gnage, and the relationship is one from
which flow some of the gentlest aud most
affectionate sympathies which sofien and
sweeten the tercourse of the family cir-
cle. No ues of consanguinity are more
delicate or more powerful than those which
proceed from and entwine themselves aronnd
the heart of a lovely and affectionate sister.
I'he names brother and sisters are enshrined
in the affections of every bosom, and can
never be seperated or forgotten.  And all
who bear these endeared and endearing
names ought to cherish in their hearts, and

inyg affections of them.

Whatever be the canse of the differ-
ence, It very often happens that the eisters
of a family are more virtuous, pious, amia-
ble, and exemplary, in all regpects, than the
brothers.  And no one can taml 1 obsery-
wy and rejmcing in that bemgn and pow-
ertul influrnce which many sisters exert
over their reckless and wayward brothers.
Sometimes the only earthly hope of a young
man s the gemal and plastic influence of
an affectionate sister. For her sake, and
under her influences, he will abstain from
vices, which, but for that auspicious influ-
euce aud regard, would disgrice her and
ran himsel; and would do things for his
own advantage, which, were 1t not for her
example, sausfaction, and gentle persua-
sions, he would never do.

Ste can entertain lnm and make him
happy at home, or induce him to accompany
her 1o the abodes of salutary and refined so-
cicty 3 in default of which, the haums of
mfamy, the abode of profhigacy, and the re-
sorts of dissipation, would be visited for re-
creation and indulgence.

She can gently and insensibly instil into
his muind the doctrines and precepts of re-
hgion; compel him 1o admire virtue and
prety by a loving and winmng exemphifica-
von of their heaveuly grace, in her own
character, conversanon, and life; and she
may prevagl upon him o accompany her to
the bonse of Gad, where he may hear the
words of eternal hife ; when, but for her, he
would shde into mfiaelity, learn 1o despise
and scoff at religion, and spend the Lord’s
dav i adleness, dissipation, and revelry.

The Caferpillar,
ITS WONDELRTFUL TRANSFORMATIONS.

The observer of natural history sces in
the varied transformations of this inscet or
worm the most wonderful powers. To a
common and unob:zerving mind there is
nothing strange in all this. Yet we have
no hesitation in saying, in the instance be-
fore us, nature displays powers which are at
the same time truly beautiful and astonish-
inz.  One almost believes the invisible hand
of God is at work. The caterpillar proceeds
from an egg deposited upon the leaf” of a
tree by somne kind of a fly. The June sun
warms it into life, and we see proceed from
the egg. loatesome black grubs covered with
black hair and feclers, eating up the leaves
of the trees and huddled together, thousands
on one branch. It grows to the length of
three-fourths of an inch, and in"a week or
two falls to the ground. 1t then crawls to
some dry branch or the fence, and hangs by
its head or beak to the fence until it changes
its form from a grub to a differént shape,
losing its feclers and its black hair and
swelling in size. A substance of a yellowish
appearance oozes out of its body and sur-
rounds it until it is covered. This ycllow

- oily substance dries and turns to a tough

wooly sort of cloth or paper in which the
worm is completely enveloped. Inside you
will find a live worm of a greenizh appear-
ance denuded of hair and almost of all ap-
pearance of skin; yet exhibiting active
signs of life, although almost shapeless.

after he had ereated a pertect physical organized
vehicle for its reception.  The mspired narra-

To the Children of the Wesleyan Sabbath Schools
in Barrington Circuil.

DeARr CHILDREN,— What blessings and privi-
leges do you enjoy! While numbers of chil-
dren in what are called Christian countries, are
brought-up in ignorance and misery ; and_mil-
lions in Heathen lands, are early trained to ido-
latry and every vice; you have been born of
Christian parents, by them been led to the
House of God ; you have also been placed on the
Sabbath day, in Sabbath Schools under the care
of pious teachers who labour for your benefit,
and are anxious for your religious improvement,
and for vour eternal salvation. 1 hope, dear
children, you will be thankful for these privileges
and remember the great (God who has given them
to you, expects that you will employ them to his

ou have learnt to read. Make good use of
your learning : read much, but do not read bad
books and novels; they will do you harn;
read only those books which will increase your
knowle?}u, and lead you to God. You have the
benefit of a Sabbath School library consisting of
a number of and useful books. Some of
these books describe the earth on which you
dwell. It is very important that you should
learn everything that can be known about the
carth. Some are journals of travellersin foreign
lands ; these books are very interesting and in-
structive, particularly thosc journals that relate
to Mission Stations, and to the effect the preach-
ing of the gospel is producing in heathen and
barbarous countries. Some books in your libra-
ry treat of what are called the * Arts and Sci-
ences” ; these you should try to understand, be-
cause in some of them you will be engazed.—
Others are historical. You must know some-
thing of history if you expect to mix with intcl-
ligent society. But many of the books in your
library, are decidedly of a religious character.—
Some of these explain the Scriptures ina very
simple and interesting manner. Others are
biographics, that is; the lives of people. Somwe
of these are the lives of eminent ministers, others
tne lives of private persons : and many of them
ave the lives, and happy deaths of children who
were connected with Sabbath Schools.

But remember, dear children, the best book
you have is the Bible. “There you read how
man was created ; and how man fell from the fa-
vour of God ; how sin took possession o his heart,
aad how it influenced his life: how God'loved a
world of sinners and how he sent his-Son to save
the world. How Jesus Christ suffered and died ;
how he ascended to heaven, and how he shall
to come to judge the world at the last day. O
my dear children I hope you will love that God
who has loved you, and that Saviour who has
died to save you. You have also a series of
catechisms ; these will relate to you the facts and
instruct you in the docfrines of the Bible. But

ou likewise read the Bible regularly in your
s>hool, and hear it explained by your teachers.—
Listen to your teachers, and try to profit by what
they say.

In that blessed book. you read of many emi-
nently pious persons who loved and feared God.
You read of pious Samuel who was called of
God while a child : of David who feared God
from his youth and was raised from the employ-

* ment of a shepherd, to be king over Israel: of
Daniel who prayed to God and was preserved in
a den of lions:” of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-
nego—three Hebrew youths who refused to bow
the knee to an idol on the Plain of Dura, and

"~ were delivered from the *burning fiery fur-
nace.” In the New Testament you read of a
beloved John ; of a zealous Paul ; and of a youth-
ful Timothy; who “from a child knew the
Scriptures.”

Beptism,
To the Readers of The Wesleyan —

My Drar Frienps,—Let us suppose that a
perfect translation of some Greek anthor, which
has never before been translated, is required.—
In the Greck, like every other language, there
are many woris which are susceptible of’ several
meanings : as for instance the verb alouo which
has, among other meanings, the signification of
our Enclish verb to obey; and also of the verb
to hearken.  Now apart from the declaration of
Scripture, to obey is better than to hearken; to
obey and to hearken evidently embrace very dif-
ferentideas.  Such being the case, we will further
suppose that the translator, in his labours, has
met with this identical word alouo. e has his
lexicon before him, and reads over its various
meanines which are so numerous, or rather so
very different, but he is at a loss to know which
to choose.  Under these circumstances, he refers
back to the passage in question and considers and
reconsiders, from the context, in what sense the
author most probably nsed the word. By this
means he finds that it is impossible to determine
its exact force : the context Ihuiting him to two
of its meanings, either of which will make equally
good sensze.  These, we may suppose, are the
two above referred to, to obey and to hearker.
If he should select the former, at some future
day, cither he himself or soine other learned man,
by the light of another passage ot the same work,
or by gome extrancous means, as the writings of
contemporaries, might discover that the English
verb to obey, did not convey the anthor’s mean-
ing; consequently that to hearken did, or wice
rersa—thus the translation would not be perfect.
With these facts in ¢ dread array ” before him,
he resolves in despite of every circumstance to
accomplish the desired end—to obtain the perfect
translation.  T'or this purpbse, instead of at ran-
dom inserting cither of the possible meanings, he
anulifies the word, which in some sense may be
considered translating it, leaving the question of
its meaning open for further investization. At
length the work iz completed—nothing further is

discovered regarding the question.and at last the
translator himself passes away.  Years after, the
translation having passed throngh many hands
and been carefully examined, it is ascertained
that certain parts of it do most assuredly deter-
mine that to obey is the sense in whichahe author
used the verb akouwo. For ever after this dis-
covery cvery lover of truth would regard the
anglification of alouo as signifying to obey.—
Indeed only iznorance of the fact, or wilful
stupidity conld prevent any one from doing so.

What 1 have written is a fair abstract state-
ment of the question of Baptism.  The translators
of the Testament found themselves in a position
precisely similar with regard to the verb haptizo,
as our imagzinary translitor with reécard to the
verb akouo ; and, like him, instead of making an
arbitrary sclection, they anglificd the word, there-
by evincing their wisdom. But the cases are
further parallel.  The translation of the Testa-

«“John truly baptized with water ; but ye shall be
baptized with the 1loly Ghost,” &c.  And Peter,
in the 15th and 16th verses of the 11th chapter,
—* And as I began to speak, the Iloly Ghost
fell on them, as on us at the beginning. Then
remembered I the word of the Lord, how that he
said, John indecd baptized with water; but ye
shall be baptized with the Iloly Ghost.”

Let us for a moment suppose that daptizo
means to immerse, and the last two verses will
read thus —¢ And as I began to speak, the Iloly
Ghost fell on them, as on us at the beginning.—
Then remembered I the word of the Lord, how
that he said, John indeed immersed in water;
but ye shall be immersed in the Holy Ghost.”
Now there is just one difficulty in this rendering,
it makes Peter guilty of a palpable absurdity, by
saying (in effect) that immersion in, and falling
