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1 PROMISING CAMP

It Is Located on Kruger Mountain
Near Lake Osoyoo0s.

IT IS LIKE ROSSLAND

The Mines Around Erie Are Making
an Excellent Showing—Work Has
Been Discontinued on the Elmore—
Other Notes of Interest.

Some handsome specimens of copper
ore, from the new camp on Kruger
mountain, west of Lake Osoyoos, dis-
played in the window of Tme MINER,
were brought in Monday by J. C.
Fisher, formerly of Rossland, but for the
past six months, 8 resident of the Kru-
ger mountain country.

«“There is 4 fine surface showing in the
camp,” said Mr. Fisher, “but there has
been only a trifling amount of work done
yet. It is an interesting fact though

that every assessment hole in the camp
has its little pile of ore beside the dump.
They have never sunk a shaft yet that
has not produced some ore, which is a
record of which few camps can boast.

“The camp is located in the foothills
of Kruger mountain, much as the chief
mines around Rossland lie in relation to
Red mountain, and is about equally
divided by the international boundary.
The mineral zone seems to be about
three miles long by a mile wide, and the
ledges, which are from eight to 20 feet
wide, much resemble these of this camp,
except for a notable absence of iron cap-
ping, while there is considerable quartz
and calcite in the ore. Surface assays
range from $2.50 to $47 in ‘gold, with
from 2 per cent to 30 per cent copper.
There is also some telluride present,
and assays as high as $1,200 have been
obtained. The claim from which this
value was secured was recently bonded
to an English company, whose engineer
is there now making arrangements fo
commence work.

“We have plenty of timber and water,
and as the camp is only a mile back
from the Okanagan river, we have open
navigation.’’

The ore brought in by Mr. Fisher is
from the Sadie A., the Gold Dust and
the Peacock. The Sadie A.rock is a
coarse white quartz, carrying magnifi-
cent streaks of copper chlorides and
solid masses of smooth grained chalco-.
pyrite, such as is found in the Velvet.
Mr. Fisher says that it will go about 25
per cent eopper and $7 ingold. There is
a streak-of it about six inches wide, and

One of Large Oapacity to/be Krected at
Grand-Forks.

John A. Manly has returned from a
visit to Grand Forks. He reports that
the people there feel very much elated
over the prospect of the building of the

C. P. R. into that section and hope
that road will be completed at the earliest
- posgible moment. Grand Forks, hesays,
is soon to be the theater of a great deal
of activity. One of the chief features
that will bring about this activity is the
erection of a 500-ton smelter by an
English company. This company has
taken over the Grand Forks townsite
and the papers in the deal were gigned
a couple of days since. Under the terms
of the contract work has to commence
on the smelter within 60 days.
Mr. Manly brought to Rossland some

The Mines Around Erie.

T. L. Roberts is back from Erie, where
he was engaged in examining the Treas-
ure Box and the Armstrong groups,
which W. Davis, the London promoter,
recently purchased to float in England.

The former gronp, which is located about
a mile and a half south of Erie, includes
the Treasure Box, the Perhaps, the
Sherman and the Pinnacle. The Arm-
strong group comprises the Armstrong,
the Black Night, the Fort Sheppard, the
Myee, which was located by Mr. Davis
on his recent trip, and the Xious.
It lies on the divide north of Erie and
south of Beaver creek. The Armstrong,
so Mr. Roberts says, has been opened by
a tunnel 200 feet long and & crosscut of
15 feet, and the assays are reported to be
from $4° to $80, chiefly in gold. The
Myee, he says, has a granular quartz
ledge extending into the Treasure Box,
and giving values of from $14 to $30.

It is considered by the board of horti-
culture that sufficient attention has not
been paid to the inspection of fruit im-
ported from the south via the Spokane
Falls & Northern railway, and in order
that the provincial law governing the
importation of fruit may be properly
inforced, Judee Townsend bhas been
asked to take charge of the matter here.
The judge’s acceptance of the appoint-
ment, it is safe to say, will give great
satisfaction in all quarters.

The board of horticulture particularly
desires that section 8 of the horticultural
regulations shall be inforced. Under
this section it is necessary that all fruits
and nursery stocks imported to this
province shall be plainly marked with
the name of the shipper or sender and
the locality where grown.

MoxTREAL, Que., May 18,—Parties of
Englishmen are still arriving here by
the St. Lawrence route bound for the
Klondike. The great rush, however, is
evidently over for the season. There
can be little certainty as to the actual
number of those who have proceeded to

the Klondike from all parts of the
country during the past four montbs.
Cut rates upon railways doubtlessly
proved an enormous stimulus, though
only a moiety of those who reached
Vancouver at the reduced fares were
able to proceed mnorth. The O. P. R.
,convo&‘ed many thousands from the east,
but their final destination could not
easily’ be traced.

Of
this enormous number it is on record
that 200 have returned as far as Van-
couver.

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CITY WATER SUPPLY

The Water Company Will Consider-
ably Reinforce It.

NEW DAM IS TO BE MADE

With the Augmented Supply It Is
Thought That There Will Be Suffic-
1ent to Fight the Largest Conflagra-
tions—Insurance Should Be Reduced

H. S. Fellows, the manager of the
Water & Light company, is arranging
to proceed at once with elaborate im-
provements in the water supply of the
town. The improvements, which will
be completed about the first of July,
will enable the company to furnish 3,-
000,000 gallons of water daily, or three
times the amount at present consumed
here. The most important feature in
connection with the change is that it
will give practically an inexhaustible
supply for fire protection, and will do
away with the dread heretofore existing
that in case of serious conflagration the
fire department might run short of

water.

Mr. Fellows, who has been planning
the improvements for some time, has
about completed his preliminary sur-
veys, and work will commence _next
week Water will be obtained from
Stony creek as at present, but a dam
will be built across a box canon below
the point where the stream is now tap-
ped. Ifitshould be found necessary,
this dam can be raised so as to impound
3,000,000 gallons of water, which would
form an additional permanent reserve in
case of need.

A new pipe line will be constructed to
convey the water from the dam to the
present reservoirs, just north of town.
The pipe, which will be close to 10,000
feet long, will be 12 inches in diameter
inside and will be made of the best red
ceaar, planed to shape, and reinforced
by iron bands. It will contain 90,000

_~feet of lumber, and will cost $5,000.

Valves will be inserted throughout its
length to enable it to be kept free from
sand and the like. Most of the under-
brush along its route has -been cleared
away, so that there is little danger of
forest fires damaging the pipe line.

Work on it will commence about the
10th of June, and it will be finished by
the 1st of July.

The old hopper shaped reservoir up
Centre Star gulch is to be repaired,
which will put it in shape to hold 90,000
gallons of water. The new reservoir has
a capacity of 170,000 gallons, and about
100,000 gallons will be constantly stored
above the new dam. Besides this, the
pipe itself, from its construction, will act
as a reservoir, and will contain 50,000
gallons, so that there will be over 400,-
000 gallons of water always on hand
in case of need. This alone should be
sufficient to put out even a serious con-
flagration, but in case of a long contin-
ued fire the city can always depend upon
flow of Stony creek. Between the water
reserve and this inflow it would be almost
impossible] for any fire to exhaust the
water supply.

What with the new paid fire depart-
ment and this addition to the water-
works system, it is very likely that a
reduction of insurance rates can be
effected. The local insurance agents of
course have no authority to make any
changes in the existing rates, but they
promise to bring the matter to the at-
tention of their companies.

A SIXTEEN-FOOT FLAG.

It Will Fly From Andy Revsback’s
100-Foot Pole on the 24th.

Andrew Revsback is preparing to put
up a flag pole in front of his.neat resi-
dence on the hill on East Columbia
avenue that will astonish his neighbors.
The pole, when it is in position, will be
within a few inches of 100 feet in height.
In order to secure this great.length two
cedar trees have been secured. These
are each over 50 feet in length and will
be fastened together by crosstrees. The

big pole will be in position by the Queen’s
birthday. In honor of the occasion Mr.
Revsback. has secured a magnificent
British flag 16 feet in length and six feet
wide. This, when it is flung to the
breeze on the Queen’s birthday, may be
seen from all parts of the city. The
flag pole wil: form one of the landmarks
of the'town. It will cost when com-
pleted $140. Mr. Revsback will also
purchase an American flag and a Danish
flag, each of which will be 12 feet in

+ length, and will be placed under the
Union Jack on state occasions.

Mr. Revsback is getting the garden in
front of his house in condition. Last
fall he dug up all the rose bushes,
planted them in boxes and placed them
in a green house. When he looked at
them a few days since he was much dis-
appointed to find that only two out of
150 had survived. The rest had been
killed by the frost. As he did not know
that the importation of roses was pro-
hibited he sent to Washington for 100,
but the customs officers, in obedience to
the law, refused to deliver them. Now
he has sent to Victoria for a supply. It
is his intention to have the finest flower
garden in the division. Indeed, his
cottage, his garden and his flagpole form
one of the pleasant sights of the city.

THE BUNKER HILL.

John R. Reavis Returned With a Good
Account From That Property.

“The government has given an appro-
priation for improving the road up the

Pend d’ Oreille from Waneta, and work
will proceed at once,” said John R.
Reavis Friday eveningon his arrival from
a visit to the Bunker Hill, in that dis-
trict, in which he is interested. There
is considerable activity in that section,
both in the placer diggings and the lode
mines, and the road will prove a big con-
venience when the contemplated im-
provement are completed.

Regarding the Bunker Hill, Mr.
Reavis said that the tunnel is now in 320
feet and has opened on the chute for a
distance of 250 feet. The ledge is be-
tween two and six feet wide, with an
average of a little better than three.

““An average value on the ore would
be about $10,”” continued Mr. Reavis,
“sand of this from $7 to $8 is in gold,
carried largely in the quartz, while
there is between five and six ounces in
gilver, per ton. The ore is about 25 per
cent free milling, while the rest will
concentrate and can be cyanided.

“We expect soon to commence a new
tunnel on the ledge 200 feet below the
existing tunnel and for the present our
work will be concentrated in opening
ground.”

The Jubilee Mine.
The first block of treasury stock of the
Mountain Goat Mining company, operat-

 ing the Jubilee mine in the Ymir dis-

trict, consisting of 100,000 shares, has
all been sold at fivé cents per share. A
contract has been let by the company
for the driving of a 100-foot working tun-
nel on the Jubilee, and work will be
commenced with as little delay as poss-
ible. At a meeting of the company held
in Rossland Friday, it was decided to
withdraw from the market stock still in
the treasury.

An effort will be made to induce the
association to visit Roseland and other
points of interest in Kootenay while on
this trip.

ELECTIONS IN JULY.

An Amendment Proposed to the Legal :

Professions’ Act—Rallway Bill.

Vicroria, May 12.—Premier Turner
stated in the legislature today that the
provincial general elections will be held
probably in the early part of July.

In committee on the Legal Professions’
act an amendment proposed by the
attorney-general was adopted which will
meet such cases as that of Mr. Gwilliam

of Slocan, who shas bad difficulty with
the law society on account of having

originally been called in the Northwest |

Territories, where the term of service re-
quired is but three years. The amend-
ment reads: ‘“Whenever an applicant
for a call or admission as a barrister or
golicitor under section 37 has been called
or admitted as such in more than one place
or province in Her Majesty’s dominions
he may lease his claim for call or ad-
mission on any of the various places or
provinces in which he has been called or
admitted, notwithstanding that the part
of such dominions where he has heen
called or admitted in the first instance
requires less than five years study, so
long as it requires not less than three
years study.”’

The railway loan bill passed through
the committee stage with one important
amendment, proposed by the attorney
general, as follows: ‘‘In the case of the
line from Teslin lake to the Stickeen
river being built by a “company entitled
to a land grant for the construction of
line, the subsidy herein ordered shall
only be paid to such company upon its
giving up its claim to the land grant for
such portions of its line.”

YUEKON RAILWAY SUBSIDY.

It Passed Yesterday by a Vote of 19
to 12.

Vicroria, May 11.—The debate on the
second reading of the public works loan

bill, providing amongst other things forg

the grant of a subsidy of $1,600,000 to
McKenzie & Mann, for the building of a
railway from the British Columbia coast
to Teslin lake, was:concluded this after-
nooni. The motion being adopted on the
division of 19 to 12.

LoxpoN, May 12.—The Daily Mail to-
day devotes an editorial to the railway

development of Canada and says it
would be a much better policy for the
Canadian government to subsidize rail-
ways and waterways through habitable
tracts of country instead of aiding roads
in profitless territory like the Yukon.

TO AID THE HOSPITAL

The Government Has Granted the

Sisters $3,000.

This Sum Was Secured Mainly Through
the Unselfish And Untiring Efforts
of Dr. Edward Bowes.

Dr. Bowes received a message Friday
from Victoria, announcing that charita-
ble appropriations for the year would in-
clude a clause allowing the lecal hospital
$3 000. The grant will come at a most
opportune time, for the sisters have been
forced to strain every resource in order

to meet the heavy expénses of maintain-

ing such .a charitable institution as the
hospital.

The struggle to secure the much
needed grant has been a hard one.
While the towns all over the province
were receiving appropriations in aid of
their hospitals, Rossland and the Trail
Creek division were steadily ignored, re-
gardless of the fact that from the nature
of the town’s transient population, it was
peculiarly necessary  to haye a hospital
aided by the province sufficiently to en-
able it to care for the strangers from all
parts of the world who might fall sick
here without friends and without means.
The sisters, who erected their hospital
here about a year ago, endeavored to fill
the need of a charitable hospital, and
they have done wonders; but, heavily
handicapped by the debt incurred in
building, they found the task a weary
one.

Dr. Bowes, who has all along been one
of the stanchest supporters of the hos-
pital, and has given his time and his
money without stint in its aid,
realizing that the sisters could hardly
continue their good work without prov-
incial assistance, began several- months
ago to use all his influence toward se-
curing an appropriation from the gov-

ernment. The executive wag obdurate, |

but he persisted, and when in March
with the other members of the commit-
tee from Rossland, he waited upon the
government to secure the appropriations
needed for this district, Dr. Bowes bent
all his energies to securing an allowance
for the Sisters’ hospital, with the result
that Premier Turner promised him a
grant upon condition that the province
be allowed a representative among the
trustees of the institution. Dr. Bowes
was largely responsible for the making
of this provision, as he is opposed to the
granting of public money to sectarian
institutions. ~ The doctor’s advice
was accepted by the sister’s,
who sta in 'regly that they
had not the slightest objection
to such .an arrangement. On
his return to Rossland Dr. Bowes so in-
formed the government, but still the
grant was not made. Undaunted, the
doctor commenced a regular fusilade of
letters to the executive, urging the im-
mediate necessity of making an appro-
priation, and yesterday he received word
that the government had included an
item of $3,000 for the Rossland hospital
among the appropriations for charitable

purEoses.
The grant will Yrove a godsend to the,
sisters, and it will do marvels in enabl-
ing them to pay their outstanding in-
debtedness and continue their noble
work in attending to the wants of the
gick, who are treated free of charge
whenever necessary, regardless of re-
ligion or politics.

Yesterday one of the greatest spirita of
the nineteenth century crossed the dark
river of death in'England when William
Ewart Gladstone, statesman, orator and
author, passed away., He died full of
years and honors, for he lacked but a
few months of being ninety years of age
and was undoubtedly up to almost the
last moment of his life the foremost
statesman of Europe. All the many
vears of his manhood have been devoted
to the services of his fellow man' either
in his capacity of a statesman or as an
author, and none more deserve the praise
contained in the quotation “Well done

jin’s _re-
marks have served & threefold purpose.
In the first place he showed conclusively
that Lord Salisbury’s foreign policy,
instead of being ‘‘weak and vacillating,”
has been one of courteous diplomacy and
graceful concessions, not incompatible
with a firm maintainance of the count-
ry’s honor and interests. The claims of
the Radical press that England has lost
commercial prestige since the Salisbury
administration came into office, have
been completely disproved by the ex-
tremely gratifying results that have been
recently achieved in the Orient, in
Africa and elsewhere, while a glance at
the conditions of affairs at home shows
that unexampled prosperity prevails
among all classes, with the exception of
the agricultural interests, which it seems
difficult to maintain on the satisfactory
basis existing prior to the development
of the new agricultural regions in other
parts of the world and the inaugeration
of cheap ocean transportation.

The second feature of importance in
the speech is the allusion to the need of
an Imperial federation. Mr. Chamber-
lain’s remarks in this respect are sim-
ply an echo of what is so much desired
in the outlying portions of the Empire.

It might be said that Mr. Gladstone’s
life and work are typical of the demo-
cratic spirit of Great Britain. We refer
to that democracy that goes hand in
hand with monarchial institutions, and
while keeping up the union, removes
some of the feudal features that have
outgrown their usefulness, This de-
mocracy is loyal to the king or queen
and yet it is willing to give more actual
freedom to the people than is enjoyed in
most countries where a republican form
of government attains.. Mr. Gladstone’s
democracy was manifested in his dises-
tablishment of the Irish church, his
schemes for parliamentary reform,
the extension of the franchise and other
like measures.

Mr. Gladstone had a sympathy for the
oppressed and downtrodden that was
not limited by geographical lines. This

was strongly shown by his efforts to put

present trouble with Spain. Britishers
have ever regarded the people of the
United States as kinsmen. The fact
that the European powers may ai any
time declare war on Great Britain does
not cause her people to hesitate in siding
with their erican cousins. The con-

quest of Spain by the United States is a

foregone conclusion, provided Spain re-
ceives no assistance from the powers.
However, should Russia, Germany and
Frgnce offer their services to Spain, the
outlook for the United States would be
decidedly serious, if she is aunsupported.
But there is no cause for alarm. Mr.
Chamberlain has announced that Great
Britain is willing to stand by the Great
Republic, and the two combined can
vanquish all the powers of Europe.

rate of taxation for the coming year was
fixed at 15 mills on the $1. The basis is
$1,173,663 worth - of ratable property,
which is the assessed valuation of the
city, free from all exemptions. The

council decided to grant a rebate of 10
per cent on all taxes paid, before August
31. The council decided not to levy a
poll tax.

The final reading of the loan bylaw was
accomplished and the bill, which author-
izes the sale of $35,000 worth of civic

bonds, was finally signed, sealed and

numbered. :
A Band Discussed.

An innocent looking letter from *‘Pro-
fessor” Graham, asking for a grant of

$10 in aid of the ¢*Rossland Independent
brass band,” caused a lively war in the
usually placid ranks of the councilmen.
Mayor Wallace was disposed to favor the
grant since the band had agreed to play
all day on the Queen’s birthday if a
grant were made, but the proposal im-
mediately inspired the ire of Alderman
Thompson, who declared that on the oc-
casion of the celebration last year, the
band, after getting $100 from the city
and $150 from the citizens on its promise
to play during the festivities, incon-
tinently refrained from tooting, and as
the personnel of the Graham band, so
Mr. Thompson said, was the same a8
that of the recalcitrant organization of
last vear, he was enthusiastically -op-
posed to granting it anything. N

“But,”’ suggested the mayor, ““if we
can get the band to play all day for $10,
we shall be getting its services very
cheaply.”’

<“Ag  for me,” retorted Alderman
Thompson, ‘Rather than to be tortured
by hearing & band that would play all
day for $10, I should prefer paying it $50
to keep quiet.” .

Here peace was happily restored by
Alderman Clute, on whose motion the
band question was referred to a special
committee.

Mayor Wallace informed the council
that the medal for the winner in the
military tournament on the 25th of the
month had been ordered. It would cost,
he said, about $50.

In a letter to the aldermen, Hon. D.
M. Eberts announced that in response
to the representations of the council, a
provision for aiding;thelRossland Sisters’
hospital had been included in the sup-
plementary estimates.

The Ten-Hour Day Agaln.

The board of works, in its report, re-

«scothmended >that -fhe-ten-hour aystem

be resumed on street work, gince the

.eight-hour day had proven impracticable
because of the fact that feams had to be
hired for a full 10 hours, whether used
for that length of time or less. The re-
commendation was opposed by Alder-
man Goodeve. who urged that the eight
‘hour day would allow the employment
of more men, but it was adopted by the
.council.

The board of works also reported that
it had under favorable consideration the
request of A.H. MacNeill for opening
Earl street, but owing to lack o funds
it could not carry out the work at pres-
-ent.

Government Asked to Repair Roads.

The following resolution, introduced
by Alderman Lalonde, was passed with-

-out opposition:

Resolved, that in view of the fact that
the wagou road to the War Eagle and
the Le Roi mines is impassable for
-vehicles, and that the road is not now in
~use for.the want of repairs, and that all
wagons going to these mines are obliged
‘4o travel several miles instead of three-
-quarters of a mile by the original road,

And further that in view of the facts
that these mines do now and have for
years employed several hundred men,
.and that the government has collected a
very large sum from these miners,

Therefore, in view of all these facts
this council recommends that the gov-

.ernment be asked to make the repairson
this road at once.”
The Court Should Come Here.
The following resolution, re a sittings
.of the supreme court at Rossland, which
was passed unanimously by the Bar
association, was forwarded to the coun-
-cil by Edward Cronyn, secretary of the
association. . Mayor Wallace was re-
-quested by the council to communicate
at once with the attorney general regard-
ing the matter. The resolution was as
.follows:

Whereas, A large portion of the legal
business of the Kootenay district is
transacted at Rossland, where the
parties, their solicitors, counsel gnd wit-
nesses reside ; and

Whereas, All supreme courf cases
arising in the Rossland sub-registry of
the Victoria judicial district have at
present to be tried either at Nelson or at
some more distant assize town ; and

Whereas, It isa very serious matter
for all the parties to such action that
they have to attend with their wit-
nesses and counsel at Nelson, or some
more distant town, thereby increasing
the costs of legal business very greatly
and unnecessarily ; and

Whereas, There is suitable temporary
accomodations in Rossland (pending the
erection of the promised court house)
both at the Masonic hall and the Do-
minion hall for the holding of supreme

. court sittings; and )

Whereas, Since the establishment of
the supreme court registry at Rossland,
writs of summons have been issued
thereout and many of the cases are now
ready for trial, and |

Whereas, Litigants in the Trail creek
division feel very strongly that owing to
there being no sittings here, they are
being put to a great expense and loss of
time, which they cannot byt feel can
and ought to be obviated: helding sit-
tings for trial in Rossland; , there-
fore, be it

Resolved, That the honorable, the
attorney-general, be respectfully urged
to procure sittings of the supreme court
at Rossland during the coming sum-
mer immediately after the termination
of the sittings at Nelson in June next.

It was discovered in
1887, a great vein protruding from the
brow of the meuntain, with free gold
plainly visible in the rock. A busy
camp has sprung up around the prop-
erty.

Eprror. Mingr—Sir: Tomorrow, the
17th of May, is Norway’s national holi-
day, and the Norsemen on this side of
the Atlantie will celebrate it with no
less enthusiasm and patriotism than
their kinsmen in old Norway itself.

THE ROAD TO TRAIL

It Is Soon to Be Widened to &
Standard Gauge.

SURVEYORSNOWAT WORK

The Only Question That Remains to Be
Decided Is Whether the Present or
a New Route Will Be Followed—
Shaughnessy Will Decide.

L Y
“Survey'/ors are new at work between
here and Trail establishing the best
route over which the Canadian Pacific
railway can build a standard gauge line

into Rossland,” said W. F. Tye, the
chief engineer of the Canadian Pacific
railway, to a MINEr reporter at the
Allan last night. It 1is undecided
yet whether the present Columbia &
Western will be broadened or whether
an entirely new grade will be estab-
lished, but Vice-President Shaughnessy,
who is expected here within a fortnight,
will probable settle that point. The
widening of the present road could be
accomplished at considerably less cost
gshan if an entirely new line were con-
structed, but the grade of four.per cent
would prove somewhat of a drawback.
In case that it were thought desirable
not to exceed a three per cent gradient,
2 new line would be built from Trail to
here, chiefly along the north side of the
ereek. It would not need be more than
four or five miles longer' than the exist-
ing line. Which ever route is selected,
it is expected that the Canadian Pacific
will get into Rossland with a standard

sTenders for the construction of the
company’s line from Rdbson to Midway
will not be received after the 15th of
this month, and immediately thereafter
eonstruction’ will commence. According
to the terms of the contract, the line is
to be completed by the first of next year.
Tenders call only for the construction of
the line from Robson to Midway, a dis-
tance of just 100.miles, but it ig probable
that the line will be constructed to Pen-
ticton, about 85 miles farther on, at the
gsame time that the easterm section is
being built.”’

Dalton McOCarthy Passed Away Yes-
terday at Toronto.

ToroNTO, Ont., May 12.—Dalton Mé—
Cart,lgy died shortly after 9 o’clock last
night, the result of an accident. His
funeral is fixed for Saturday, and will be
private, but very many citizens will
doubtless attend. Many telegrams O
gsympatbhy with the bereaved family were
received this morning. .

Toronto, Ont., May 12.—The Mail
says editorially of McCarthy: We are
not at all disposed to agree with the as-
sumption that he espoused any cause
with a view to injuringhisold associates,
or to satisfy any feeling of jealousy. Mr.
McCarthy’s position and power were al-
ways recognized by the Conservativés
and if his ambition had been for minis-
have been realized under Sir John
MacDonald or after the death of Sir
John under his successors, Sir John
Abbott or Sir John Thompson. As a
matter of fact Mr. McCarthy had no
gpecial degire to be a minister of the
crown. Seeing then that his course was
not dictated by personal feelings, al-
though in the heat of the debate his per-
sonality sometimes asserted itself on
both  sides, it follows, and
there is reason to believe
that this view in the case i8 absolutely
true, that it was mapped out and
pursned by principle. Mr. McCarthy
had strong opinions on questions deeper
than the ordinary current of politi-
eal thought, and these he expressed
fearlessly and independently. Natur-
ally and necessarily he felt in conflict
with those leaders with whom he had

conflict waxed more severe as the period
for the struggle before the people ap-
proached. But when all was over and
the issues were settled, the strain was
relaxed, and the distance by which a
oross current had separated Mr, Mc-
CGarthv from his old colleagues was Te-
duced. In the meantime the Liberal
leaders with whom Mr. McCarthy was
historically and strictly at variance,
profited by his geparation from
the Conservative ranks. They
ecast into the arena the bone of conten-
tion of the Manitoba school question;
just as they had raised the Riel question
and the Jesuit question before 1it. Out
of the Riel and the Jesuit questions they
veaped no results, but did better with
the Manitoba question, because they
were able to hold it in the field and to
agitate all around it. They then made
the law, and they urged Premier Green-
way and Hon. Clifford Sifton to ‘studi-
ously refrain from amending it. Then.
in Quebec they campaigned violently on
racial and religious grounds for remedial

posed such legislation, and professed
that the government was not 8o bent on
interfering with Manitoba could they
get the very settlement which they were
counselling Premier Greenway and as it
turns out, manipulating Hon. Clifford
Sifton not to concede. This was a time
when it was not possible to see clearly
the strategical side of the question or the
finesse that was resorted to\in order to
secure a victory that could not other-
wise be obtained.

The
Joss of Mr. McCarthy is thus the loss of
a rectifving influence, influence which
at any time and under any government
the country can ill afford to spare.’’

EELLIE TRUCK ACT.

It Has Passed the Legislature and
Awaits the Lieut.-Gov’s. Signature.

The Kellie Truck act as amended by
the legislature has been passed, and all
that is necessary to make it the law of
the land is to be approved by the lieu-

tenant-governor. The act is intended
to do away with the company boarding

house and store. Among the provisions
are the following: It provides that it
shall be unlawful to pay employes in
anything but lawful money of Canada.
It declares that any ‘agreement between
an employer and an_employee directing
the place where the latter shall board or
where any part of an employee’s wages
shall be laid out shall be illegal Jand void
The entire amount of wages due an em-
ploye shall be paid and any deductions
on account of goods furnished to an em-
loye by an employer is declared jillegal
In an action at law for the collection of
wages a counter claim for goods delivered
and sold to an employe by an employer
shall be of no avail. An employer can-
not maintain an action against an em-
ploye on account of goods furnished by
the former or for board furnished by an
employer to an employe.
In any action brought by a workman
for the recovery of his wages, the em-’
ployer shall not be entitled to any set
off or counterclaim in respect of any
goods, board or lodging supplied to the
workman by any person under any or-
der or direction of the employer or any
agent of the employer, and ‘the em-
ployer of a workman or any agent of the
employer, or any person supplying goods,
board or lodging to the workman under
any order or direction of such employer
or agent, shall not be entitled to sue the
workman for or in respect of any goods,
board or lodging supplied by such em-
ployer or agent, or under such order or
direction, as the case may be.
The foregoing provisions shall only
apply:
(a.) To any workman employed alto-
gether, or in part, or on works or under-
takings situated wholly or in part in any
incorporated city or town, or within
three miles thereof; or

. (b.) To any goods, board or lodging
supplied or contracted to be supplied to
any workman in any incorporated city
or town, or within three miles thereof.

It is further provided that the pro-

visions of the act shall not prevent an
employer from contracting to supply
those in his employ with medicine and
medical attendance, fuel or prevender
for any working animal or tools, rent or
boarding or lodging in company board-
ing cars. No deduction shall be made
for the sharpening of a workman’s tools,
except by agreement not forming the

by check on any lawful bank or in any
of the notes of the responsible banks.
No deduction for goods, board or rent
shall exceed the real and true value of
that which is furnished. It is made a
violation of the provisions of the act for
an employer to direct where an employee
shall board.

If any employer, or the agent of any,
employer, shall, by himself or by the
agency of any other person or persons,
directly or indirectly, enter into any
contract hereby declared illegal, or shall
contravene or fail to comply with any of
the provisions of this act, every such
employer, agent, and person ghall for
the first offence be liable to pay a fine
not exgeeding $100, or to be imprisoned
for not more than one month, with or
without hard labor; and for the gecond
and each subsequent offence to pay a
fine af not less than $25 nor more than-
$500, or to be imprisoned for not more
than three months with or without hard
labor. °

No person shall be punished as for a
gsecond offence under this act unless 10
days at least shall bave intervened be-
tween the conviction of such person for
the first and the committing of such
person of the second offence ; but each
separate offence committed by any such
person before the expiration of the said
term of 10 days shall be punishable by a
separate perfalty as thongh the same
were a first offence ; and if the person or
persons preferring guch complaint or in-
formation shall not be able or shall not
gee fit to produce evidence or any such
previous conviction, any such offender
as aforesaid shall be punished for each
geparate offence Dby him committed
against the penalties, as though each of
such offences were a first offence; and
no person shall be proceeded against or
punished as for a second offence at the
distance of more than two years from
the commission of the next proceding
offence.

The
two persons most prominently men-
tionea recently as likely to succeed the
Earl of Aberdeen as governor-general of
Canada are the Earl of Selborne, at the
present time the under secretary of state
for the colonies, and the Earl of Hope-
toun, the paymaster-general. It has
been said that the former can have the
governor-generalship of Canada if he
wants it. The Earl of Hopetoun is a
Scottish earl. He was born in 1860, was
married in 1883 and has been in public
life much of his life. He has no children.
Earl Selborne was born in 1859 and mar-
ried in 1885. He hasa son, the Viscount
Wolmer, who was born in 1887. The
Earl of Selborne has had a varied ex-
perience in public life.

CROW’S NEST COKXE.

Fifty Ovens Under Construction at the
Mines at the Pass.

VARCOUVER, May 13.—Robert J affray,
president of the Toronto Globe company
and one of the directors of the Crow’s

Nest Coal company, left for the east fo-
day. He has toured through the prov-
ince right from the Crow’s Nest pass t0
Victoria and Vancouver.

Operations at the coal mines are brisk.
The company commenced work last fall,
and have run 1,000 feet of tunneling, not
so much with the idea of getting out coal
immediately but to find the best means
of working the mine. In doing this
development work it has take out about
2,000 tons of coal wnich is now on the
dump, and when the railway is ready to
receive the product it will be able to
mine 300 tons of coal aday. It is not
expected that the demand for ¢oal will
be so large as the demand for coke, and
in view of this the company have com-
menced the construction of 50 coke
ovens.

THE NIMROD’S PARADISE.

Good \Euntmg and Fishing 1n and
About Oariboo Lake.

The country to the north and east of
Cariboo lake is said by those who have
recently visited it to be a veritable para-
dise for the hunter, while the lake fairly

teems with fish of several kinds. Oari-
boo lake lies about six or seven miles
west of the narrows between Upper and
Lower Arrow lakes. Asitis located off
the regular line of travel it has been
overlooked by both the prospector and
the hunter. There is an area of some
25,000 acres to the north and west of the
lake that is full of grass patches and
meadows. One of these meadows is free
from trees and is fully 1,000 acres in ex-
tent. The blue jointed grass is 8o high
on this natural meadow that when the
caribou plunges into it they are complete-
ly hidden from view. This open, rich
country affords an excellent supply of
food for all sorts of game and the result
is that there is plenty of animal life
there. There are plenty of = deer,
caribou, white faced grizzlies, black
bear, porcupines, grouse, fool hens,
white rabbits and. other animals.

*Jay Benn and Robert MacCann,
who visited this
days since, said that'they had in: their
prospecting trips visited nearly every
postion of British Columbia that has yet
been explored, but never in any one lo-
cality did they see so much game as
there. They saw a number of grizzlies,
numerous caribou, several herd of deer,
many rabbits, lots of grouse and any
num ber of fool bens. The animals did
not seem to be afraid of them. This
they took as a sign_that they had not
been hunted mucn, if any. As for Car-
iboo lake, it fairly swarms with fish,such
as trout and white fish. The surface of
the water is constantly being broken by
their breaching out of the water, and
they are very easy 10 catch.

Taken altogether this is an ideal place
for those who like to hunt and fish to
spend a few weeks. There are some ex-
cellent camping spots on the shores of
the lake and the lake is only a short dis-
tance from this city. It is a difficult
country ta get into unless one knows the
road. Mesdsrs. Benn - and MacCann
would be pleased to inform inquirers as
to the most feasible route.

STOCK DEALING.

The mining stock busib/ees is one that
is capable of infinite expansion. Itis
founded on the spirit of speculation that
exists in nearly all members of the genus
homo. It has its beginning and exist-
ence in the fact money kept on hand will

not increase, while if it is put into enter- |-

prises that are liable to increase in value
and to pay dividends, it will often double
and treble the amount that is invested.
The stock business of the camp has been

o built up to its present sound basis prin-

cipally on orders received for the stand-
ard shares of the camp. The brokers
and those who have purchased from
them each have made a fair profit in the
transactions up to date. More money
will be made in these stocks, for, with
one or two exceptions, they have not by
long odds even appoached what will be
the maximum price. Fortunes will yet
be made in the rises in the prices of
stocks of a number of mines. These ad-
vances will occur when the mining prop-
erties which are now unproductive be-
come steady dividend payers. With the’
increase in the dividend payers will
naturally come an augmenting in the
number of those who speculatein shares.

It is now certain that the time is ripe
for the increasing of the scope of the
stock transactions of the Rossland brok-
ers and their clients. The brokers here
have established connections so that

« they have stock buying clients in East-

ern and Western Canada, England,
Scotland and Ireland, on the Continent,
and in different portions of the United
States. They have advertised freely in
both home and foreign papers. In ad-
ditiort to this there area number of local
people who are constantly purchasing
and disposing of shares. The miners
working 1n the better class of mines
often put some of their savings in min-
ing stocks, and it is frequently the case
that they purchase the shares of the
mine in which they are emploved, and
they are rather shrewd judges of the in-
trinsic merits of a property of this
Rossland is the business
and banking center of the Koote-
nays, and the result is that many
thousands of shares are sold locally or
abroad each week. Tur MINER believes
that the benefits of this market should
be extended to all the properties of the
Kootenays, because nowhere else in the
two districts are there the same advan-
tages for the obtaining of shares to an
advantage as here. The brokers here
are enterprising and energetic and so
well supplied with capital that no mat-
ter what stock is ordered, whether in or
outside the division, they are certain to
secure it for their customers. The own-
ers of the shares of mining companies in
all parts of the two great divisions of
East and-West Kootenay are advieed to
send their shares here when they desire
to dispose of them. The same ad-
vice is given when they wish to
make purchases of - the shares of
any particular property. The - reason
for this is obvious. When a Toronto
purchaser, for instance, wishes to specu-
late in a Slocan or a Nelson division
stock he sends neither to Nelson or to
Ymir, but rather to Rosaland. It is the
sace wav with other places, because
this city is recognized everywhere as the
metropolis of the Kootenays. A central
mart for the transaction of the stock
business, like Rossland, where seller and
buYyer can transact business, is one of
the factors for the succeseful carrying
on of the mining industry and cannot
help but redound to the advantage of all
concerned.

A SUCCESSFUL OPERATOR.

Tae MINEr publishes an advertisement
this morning calling a meeting of the
stockholders of the Le Roi company in
this city on June8: Thisis equivalent
to an announcement that the sale of the
property of the company to the British
America corporation is completed, with
the only exception that a short time
must elapse in which to take the neces-
sary legal steps to make the transfer.

Tre MINER congratulates the B. A. C.
and the country upon the success that
has attended the efforts of Governor
Mackintosh to purchase the Le Roi mine
for his company.

Since Mr. Mackintosh first returned
from London and announced that he had
formed the big company which is now so
heavily interested in West Kootenay
mines, he has displayed exceptional
shrewdness and good business sense in
his negotiations for properties. He has
also manifested the greatest desire to
keep faith with his associates in the B.
A.C.and with the public. In certain
quarters the British America corpora-
tion has been criticized because negotia-
tions for the purchase of the Le Roi
were not completed when the London &
Globe Finance corporation issued a cir-
cular giving a list of the properties pur-
chased by the B. A. C. As everyone
now has good reason to know, the sale
had been pending for some time pre-
vious to that announcement, butun-
fortunatly the negotiations were inter-
upted just at the time the circulars ap-
peared. ‘While this criticism must
have greatly annoyed Mr. Mackintosh,
he never faltered in his determination
to do business on & businesslike basis.
To save himself the annoyance of the
unjust remarks that were made about
him at the time he might have paid a
preposterous figure for the mine, but he
preferred to do his duty to the corpora-
tion and,’ as is now proved, eventually
succeeded, after unceasing effort, in
making the deal at his own figure, thus

saving his company a very large sum of
money. He hasvindicated himself, and
put his enemies to rout. The B. A.C.
is now on the high road to prosperity,
and there is no man stands higher in
the esteem of Kootenaians than the resi-
dent director of the corporation, Gov-
ernor Mackintosh.

WISE MEN FROM THE EAST.

The members of the Associated Press
of the Province of Quebec are contem-
plating an excursion to the Pacific coast,
and they expect to spend nearly a month
on the trip. This will give them an ex-
cellent opportunity to study the many
interesting and important features of the
Great West, with which at present they
are none too familiar. The association
is composed of the leading writers of the
Quebec press. It is only natural to sup-
pose that on their return to Quebec they
will tell in detail in their respective
papers the impressions that they have
gathered ‘while out here. This will be
the means of advertising British Colum-
bia very extensively, and good results
for the West are certain to follow.

It would be overlooking a great oppor-
tunity for Rossland and the Kootenay
country to allow these excursionists to
pass through the northern edge of the
district without extending to them a

our vast mineral resonrces and the great
progress that has and is being made to
develop them, and to note the attendant
success. We want the writers for the
Eastern press to be thoroughly familiar
with the nature and extent of our re-
sources, so that they may fully appreci-
ate the great good that will result from
their development, and thus take an
active part in assisting usof the West
in adding to the wealth and commercial
importance of the country.

It is hoped that the Rossland board of
trade will take this matter in hand and
induce our Eastern brethren to visit the
camp, and arrange for them a suitable
reception.

GOOD . TIMES COMING.

The news that Vice-President Shaughn-
essy of the C. P. R. will gshortly arrive
here will be hailed with delight by the
people of Kootenay, forthe reason that
Mr. Shaughnessy’s visit means much for
the future welfare’of the district. Before
returning to Montreal Mr. Shaughnessy
will decide what will be done in several
important matters affecting local trans~
portation and smelting facilities. Promi-
nent among these is the construction of
a standard gauge road from Rossland to
connect via Trail with the main system
at Robson. The plans for the construc-
tion of the Robson-Penticton railway
will also be arranged : by- Mr. Shaughn-
essy. As a result, work on both these
lines will; ©in all probability, be com-
menced within the next 30 days. An
inspection of the Trail smelter will fol-
low, and Mr. Shaughnessy will, it is
said, endeavor to have those works in
operation at the earliest pessible date.
1t is known that the railway company
is anxious to have the Crow’s Nest Pass
railway completed to the Columbia river
before the close of the present year, but
there is, however, some probability that
unless the work of construction of this
line is pushed with great vigor “more
time will be consumed in the task. It ie
almost a certainty’ that after Mr.
Shaughnessy has learned what progress
is being made he will direct that no
effort shall be gpared to have the line in
operation by December 31. There will
be exceptionally good times in the
Kootenays shortly after Mr. Shaughn-
essy’s visit. »

INCREASED LEAD DUTIES.

The end .of the present ses'sion of par-
liament is close at hand, but no definite
steps have been faken toincrease the im-
port duties on lead bullion and lead man-
ufactures, although the Kootenay dele-
gates, who are now in Ottawa, have been
hard at work urging that the step be
taken with as little delay as possible.
There is a feeling of uneasiness preva-
lent in Kootenay as to what the outcome
will be. It is feared that the much
needed legislation will not be passed this
session, and that a year will elapse be-
fore anything is done.. THE MINER
frankly admits that if these fears are
realized, the development of the entire
Kootenay country will be greatly re-
tarded for at least a year. Parliament
should act promptly on this guestion.

PROVINCIAL POLITIOCS.

The agitation for the political separa-
tion of the Island from the Mainland,
and the formation of two Provinces of
what now constitutes British Columbia,
has been revived by some so-called poli-
ticians of Vancouver. Theold plea is made
that the trend of measures forced through
the legislature is towards sectionalism,
and ever leading to the advantage of the
Island at the expense .of the Mainland
interests. Those who are at the head of
the movement declare that this is the
fault of the Turner government.

We do not deny that the present
administration has been guilty of great
neglect of the Mainland interests, while
doing everything possible for the ad-
vancement of the Island constituencies,
but We have yet to be shown what good
could possibly come of the suggested
division.

It becomes more apparent every day
that the Oppositionists at the Coast are
thoroughly incompetent to conduct a
successful political campaign, and that

they are as narrow-minded and selfish

cordial invitation to come and inspect,

as they are incompetent. If they only
had ar leaders men possessed of a
reasonable amount of ability they would
have driven the present government
from office many years egince. It is safe
to say that nothing but failure will ever
attend the efforts of the party so long as
it remains in its present poorly officered
and ridiculously unorganized condition.
In thus ecriticising the Oppositionists
Trae MiNer does not wish to be under-
stood as defending the Turner govern-
ment; it would be impossible for a self-
respecting Kootenay newspaper to do so
after the passage of such Government
measures as the last Redistribution Bill
and the Railway Subsidies Act.

It is plainly evident that nothing can
be gained by the Interior districts by
gsupporting -either the Government or
the Opposition’ party. To vote for the
former is equivalent to a continuance of
the advancement of the interests of the
Island constituences at the expense of
the development of the Kootenay and
Yale districts; while to support the
policy of Messrs. Semlin and Cotton
means that we of the upper country
shall suffer for the benefit of Van-
couver City and the farmersin the lower
Fraser River valley in the event of that
party being placed in office. The welfare
of Kootenay and Yale can best be ad-
vanced in the legislative assembly by
electing men to represent us there,
who are thoroughly independent
of either party and who, by banding to-
gether on all public questions that arise,
would be able to force fair treatment for
the southeastern districts of the Province.
The electors of the interior districts do
not desire to see Vancouver Island made
a separate Province, and they are dis-
gusted with both the Government and
the Opposition. What they do want is
justice, and they are beginning to real-
ize very torcibly that the only way to
get it is to vote for an independent, hon-

|est, able and diplomatic man, who

knows what is wanted for his constitu-
ency and who will never stop until he
gets it,

THE HOSPITAL GRANT.

The Government has acted wisely in
making a grant of $3,000 to the local
hospital. This eleemosynary institution
is conducted on the best lines and is a
genuine credit to the city. Those who
conduct it do not inquire into the genea-
logy of those who knock at its door for
admission. All that they ask of the
person requesting admission is: Areyou
ill? Are you suffering? Are you in need !
These are the open sesame for admission
and careful nursing and medical attend-
ancearegiven the patient. Ofall the mon-
ey that the Government has donated for
the Kootenay country there is none that
would be better placed than this sum of
$3,000. .. _

The credit for the obtaining of this don-
ation is mainly due to the indefatigable
efforts of Dr. Edwin Bowes. He is a
man of broad views and as 'a
humanitarian - has scarcely a peer
in this district, and in his efforts to
secure aid for the hospital here was gov-
erned by two motives, love of his fellow
man and an endeavor to assist the un-
fortunate, for whom the hospital forms
an asylum in time of sickness and die-
tress.

It must be remembered, too, that in
the latter part of the time Dr. Bowes
was conducting the negotiations for the
donation he was in a particularly trying
and difficult position, owing to certain
complications and a change of attitude
between him and the Government.

It is a well known fact:that Dr. Bowes
has always been very friendly towards
Hon. J. H. Turner and 'the other mem-
bers of the Provincial government, and
it is also certain that the Premier has
always held Dr. Bowes in the highest
esteem on account of his many engaging

qualities of mind and heart. This is|

known to many of the citizens of Ross-
land because the Premier was open in
his expression of regard for him during
his visit to this city last fall. The com-
plications that are alluded to had their
beginning with the introduction of
certain legislation by the Government
during the present session of
the legislature. In fact, his loyalty to
the Government was put in the balance
on one side and on the other his friend-
ship and.duty to Kootenay, and the
latter was found to be the heaviest.
It has been interesting _for. the many
friends and confidents of Dr. Bowes to
watch his gradual estrangement from the
Government. It was no sudden rupture
and was tempered by a diplomacy which
was used for the reason that he had cer-
tiin interests to serve which he did not
desire to sacrifice by a sudden and vio-
lent rupture.

It will be remembered when the news
came that the Redistribution bill was
introduced in the legislature, which was
8o palpably unfair in the proportion of
representation that it accorded to this
gection, that a public meeting was called
for the purpose of protesting against it.
Dr. Bowes offered a temperately worded
resolution against the injustice of the
measure, and asking in a respectful way
that simple justice be done this section
in the matter of a fair representation.
At that time it was thought by many of
the more unreasonable Oppositionists,’
who were at the meeting, that the word-
ing of ‘the resolution = was not
sufficiently drastic and severe in
its condemnation of the Government
for the acts complained of. It
cannot, however, be said that the reso-
lution lacked emphgsis and distinctness.
Now, however, there is an opportunity

of knowing why the language of the reso-
lution introduced by Dr. Bowes was
without bitter words of condemnation,
and, while it would have accomplished
the object sought for it, was not calcu-
lated to excite the hostility and anger
of the government. The true inward-
pess of his reason :for so framing
the language of the resolution so
mildly was because he desired
to secure the grant for the hospital, and
in- this he has been successful. It bas
been an exhibition of political skill and
diplomacy that has seldom been matched
in the history of this Province, and is all
the more worthy because the motives
that impelled the line of action that he
followed were entirely unselfish.

WHAT IS REQUIRED.

To bring about a satisfactory condition
of - the Canadian lead industry it is
necessary for the substitution pf a bonus
to be paid for the successful operation of
a lead refinery in Canada instead of that
now paid for smelting; an increase of
the duty upon lead coming into Canada,
especially in the form of an increased
duty upon lead and its products to the
game rates as are imposed by the present
United States tariff upon lead coming
into that country; an increase upon
litharge, now free, white lead dry, now
5 per cent, old, scrap, block and pig, now
15 per cent, &nd bars and sheets, now 25
per cent, to a uniform rate of 35 per
cent. The government is also asked to
appoint a commission to investigate the
subject of a foreign market for lead, and
the conditions under which such market
may be made accessable to Canada.

ROSSLAND ELECTORAL DISTRICT.

As public interest increases in the ap-
proaching elections it becomes more
apparent that the electors of the Ross-
land district are fixed in their deter-
mination to cast off the yoke of Coast
influences and make a bold, manly
stand for the recognition of the just
claims of this section of the Province,
A careful review of the situation here
shows that there is no dispesition to
support a Government candidate. As
Tue MINER has already explained, the
reason for the unpopularity of the Min-
jsterialists is the enactment of certain
legislation during the present session,
which in one instance was a great injus-
tice to West Kootenay, and in other re-
gpects was against the best interests of
the Province at large. We refer to the
Redistribution Bill and the Railway
Subsidies Act. Yet, strange to say, the
Opposition have gained nothing by this
turn of affairs. That party is generally
credited with having as leaders men,
who are less worthy of public confid
ence than Hon.Mr. Turner’s ministry,
and the total lock of organization within
the party causes it to be viewed by the
electors of this district as a factor not-
worth serious consideration. JRT

But out of this chaos has sprung the
idea that the hour has arrived for the
Kootenays to make the attempt to be-
come an important factor in the legisla-
tive assembly. A Kootenay Spirit has
been born, and already flourishes, and
there is every reason to believe that it
will continue to grow so rapidly that at
no distant date it will be the dominatiog
agent in the administration of the affairs
of the Province.

Ever since the development of the
Kootenays was commenced, this district
has been slighted by both the Govern-
ment and the Opposition. The Govern-
ment has not justly considered our
claims for representation ‘in either the
legislature or the cabinet, and insuffi-
cient attention has been given to the
other public needs of the district. It is,
however, only too apparent that the
island and northern constituencies,
which have extensive trade reiations with
Victoria, have prospered at the hands
of the present Administration while we
of the southeastern districts have con-
tinned to suffer. The Opposition has
been equally indifferent to our welfare.
That party seems to have been content
to simply work against the interests of
Victoria in order that the residents of
Vancouver and those at the mouth of the
Fraser river might be benefited. The
leaders of the Opposition has so disre-
garded Kootenay that théy did not con-
gsider it worth while to visit this section
until a few months since, and there is a
well founded suspicion that the trip
would not have been madeif the time
for holding the general elections was
not close at hand.

Tae MINER sympathizes with this In-
dependent or Kootenay movement, and
we believe that it will succeed and prove
to be the political salvation of the dis-
trict. It is too early to venture to pre-
dict who will be the nominee of the In-
dependents of the Rossland district, but,
judging from the present aspect of the
gituation, it would seem that the man
who is most able and willing to devote
his energies tp the advancement of the
welfare of Kootenay, rather than the
Government, or the Opposition, or his
private interests, will stand the best
chance of being chosen as ‘standard
bearer.

AN INCIDENT IN BANKING.

The importance of Rossland as & bank-
ing and financial center was most strong-
ly shown by an incident that occurred
yesterday in connection with the first
payment made by the British America
corporation for the Le Roi mine. The
representatives of the Le Roi company
arrived from Spokane for the purpose of
receiving the first. payment of half a

million dollars. The office manager of

the company drew a check for $500,000
on the Bank of British North America
in this city, where that amount was
standing to the credit of the company
that jssued the check. This was the
largest single check that ever was drawn
on a bank in the Kooténays. It shows
the immense resources possessed by
the banking institutions of thiscity when
through one of them a transaction of
such a magnitude could be transacted
with seemingly very little troubie and
without the least inconvenience to the
particular one on which so large a draft
was made. This reveals with what little
actual money some of the largest deals
are sometimes transacted. The agents

the agency of the Bank of British North
America, then the sum of $500,000 (or
obtained a credit for that sum) and an
order was telegraphed to the Rossland
bank notifying the manager here of the
transaction, and directing him to give
credit to the B. A. C. for that sum, and
as soon as this was done he
was prepared to homor the check of
the British America corporation for half
a million as soon as it is presented. This
is all there was in the transaction. It
is certain that there was no actual cash
or money sent to cover the credit given,
as that method of doing business has

long since passed away as too slow for]

this part of the nineteenth century. It
reveals, too, how great is the honor,
the integrity and the trust that attains
among the banking men of the world in
the transaetions that pass between them.
If the credit given to the B. A, C. bhad
been for a million and had it been sent
by any reputable bank in London the
local banker would just as willingly
have honored the check. This would be
a risk taken on the honor and integrity
of the institution that forwarded the
telegram sending the credit.

Aside from these points the incident
simply emphasis a claim that has fre-
quently been made by Tae MiNer that
Rossland is the banking and financial
center of the Kootenays, and that there
are three well equipped and prosperous
banks here because there is plenty of
financial business for them to transact.
