GRAHAM WRESTLES WITH 
THE NAVY MATTER.

Hon. G. P. Graham, at the North 
Brant nominating convention, under­
took to wrestle with the navy matter 
from the Laurierite stmdpoint. He 
had a hopeless task on hand, and even 
at that did not make much of a job of 
it. In fact, the Hon. George, when it 
comes to sound sense, is regarded as 
one of the most superficial public men 
in Canada. Here is what he is record­
ed as saying in part on the subject:

“In any event, had the bill (to vote 
the price of three dreadnoughts) pass­
ed, it would have made no difference 
to the present war. The dreadnoughts 
would not have been ready until 1916. 
The light cruisers and destroyers on 
the Laurier policy—Canadian ships, 
built in Canada, manned by Canadians 
—would have been ready for action on 
the Atlantic and on the Pacific. Such 
boats could be built in Canada.”

When the Hon. George made the 
above statements he was talking 
through his esteemed hat.

The dreadnoughts would have been 
ready all right, and as to the cruisers 
--built in Canada and manned by Can­
adians—that feat would have been ab­
solutely impossible. In any event, 
Laurier and his colleagues did not 
deem the situation such as to call for 
action.

Here is what Sir Wilfrid said in the 
House no longer ago than last year, 
when he was sneering at the bill intro­
duced by the Administration for the 
voting of the price of three dread­
noughts:

Text of the Leasin, I Sam. xxvi, 5-16,
Memory Veraea, 11, 12—Golden Text,
Luke vi, 27—Commentary Prepared
by Rev. D. M- Stearns.

The lesson, today is a record of one 
of the occasions on which David bail 
Saul completely at his mercy, but he 
refused to lay hands upon him. or to 
listen to the suggestion of A bis ha i that 
David would permit him to smite Saul, 
for be said. “As the Lord livetb. the 
Lord shall smite him. or his day shall 
come to die. or he shall descend into 
battle and perish” (verses 9, JO). Thus 
David left the matter wholly in the 
hands of the Lord, illustrating his own 
words. “Commit thy way unto the 
Lord; trust also in Him, and He shall 
bring it to pass” (Ps. xxxvii, 5),. 1 Sam. 
xxxi tells, how his end came.

On this occasion David took the spear 
and the .cruse of water from Saul’s 
bolster that he might show him how 
he had him in his power, but did not 
harm him. David, was able to do this 
without any one knowing it because a 
deep sleep from the Lord was fallen 
upon Saui and his men (verses 11, 12). 
Compare Gen. it 21; xv, 12. and consid­
er Peter’s release from prison, though 
be was bound with -chains between 
two soldiers, and there was a guard at 
the door of the prison (Acts xii, 6-10, 
18, 19). Truly the God of Israel is the 
God that doest wonders (Ps. lxxiL 18; 
lxxvii, 14). David, with his trophies, 
stood on the top of a hill afar off and 
cried to Abner that, though he was a 
valiant man, he was worthy to die be­
cause he had failed to take care of the 
king, and Jie told him to look for the 
king’s spear and cruse of water that 
had been by his bolster (verses 13-10).

Saul knew David’s voice and pro­
fessed to be> very grateful to him for 
sparing his life, asking him to return 
to him, and saying that he would no 
more seek to do him harm, but David 
knew his enemy too well, and after 
telling him to send for his spear, they 
again parted, each going his own way 
(verses 17-25). This was not the first 
time that David had Saul in bis pow­
er, but refused to harm him. See in 
chapter xxiv how he cut off the skirt 
of Saul’s robe and how Saul then pro­
fessed penitence and good will and 
spoke of David's being king some day. 
Thus Saul sought him every day, but 
God delivered him not into bis band 
(xxili, 14). In the end of chapter xxiii 
there is the record of an incident that 
looked like a close call for David, but 
Saul was suddenly called off and David 
escaped. All through the story we can 
hear David saying: “The Lord is the 
strength of toy life. Of whom shall I 
be afraid?” (Pis. xxvii, 1-3.)

The cave of Adullam story in chap- 
tef xxii is full of interest, beginning 
with his seeking a place of safety for 
his father and his mother till be could 
know what God would do for him and 
ending with his words of comfort to 
Abiathar: “Abide thou with me. Fear 
not, for he that seeketh my life seeketh 
thy life, but with me thou shall be in 
safeguard.” Chapter xxv tells of the 
death and burial of Samuel and then 
the story of drunken Nabal and his 
beautiful wife Abigail—beautiful in 
wise counsel to David and in her con­
duct toward him. Some of her mem­
orable vfrprds are ever with me: “Bound 
in the bundle of life with the Lord thy 
God” (xxv, 29), a bundle which cannot 
be broken, for those to whom He gives 
eternal life can never perish (John x. 
28). Chapters xxvii, xxix, xxx, tell the 
story of Ziklag, which Achisb gave to 
David, but to which David returned on 
one occasion to find the town in ruins 
and the wives, sons and daughters of 
himself and his G00 followers all 
goqe into captivity. That was one of 
the most trying times in all David’s ex­
perience, and they all wept until they 
had no more power to weep. The 
grief of David, almost beyond endur­
ance, was heaped up by the threat of 
his C00 followers to stone him, as if he 
was the cause of all this, so that Da­
vid seemed, as far as human sympathy 
was concerned, to be absolutely alone. 
Then we read the words which havç 
helped so many, “David encouraged 
himself in the Lord his God” (xxx, 6).

A somewhat similar incident in the 
life of Paul is recorded in II Tim. iv, 
16-18. The way that David found the 
enemy, the Amalekites, through the 
guidance of an almost dead Egyptian 
servant, whom he restored to life, and 
how be recovered all—wives, sons, 
daughters, spoil, nothing lacking to 
any, and much additional spoil—is a 
very thrilling record and should en­
courage us all to wait on the Lord and 
not to think anything too hard for 
Him. There were 200 of David's men 
too weak to Join in the pursuit of the 
enemy, but they, too. shared in the 
spoils of victory, and David made it a 
law that those, who tarry by the stuff 
shall share equally with those who go 
forth to battle (xxx.’lO, 24). Let all 
housekeepers be encouraged. The sin 
of Saul in the matter of familiar spir­
its and the witch of Endor is recorded 
in chapter xxviiL This is a prevailing 
sin of many today. It is wholly of the 
devil and is strictly forbidden in Dent 
xviii. 9-12. It is not all trickery, but 
ofttimes some real work of the adver­
sary. The living, those who are truly 
saved, should seek only the living God 
and His life giving word. All else is 
from the devil, and it will be a night 
of awful darkness forever for all who 
turn away from the Word of God. 
“No morning for them” (Isa. viii, 19, 
2Ç; margin and EL V.).

Although the Bible has told 
us repeatedly that God is Love,’ that 
Hi; mercy endureth to the limit, 
and that from Him comes every good 
and perfect gift, nevertheless the 
doctrines of demons instilled into 
our minds from childhood have hin­
dered us from appreciating these 
statements.

Back in the Second Century, when 
Bibles were printed by pen and very 
expensive, and when few had the 
education to read them, Satan laid 
the foundation for gross errors. The 
clergy began to claim Apostolic Suc­
cession for the bishops, who assumed 
the title of Apostolic Bishops. This 
meant that they were successors to 
the Apostles, and consequently that 
their teachings were of equal author­
ity. Gradually the deception fasten­
ed itself; nobody was allowed to 
preach except those authorized, or 
ordained, by those claiming to be in­
spired successors of the Apostles. 
The result was the separation of the 
Church as the clergy—the public be­
ing called the Children of the 
Church, or sometimes referred to as 
the laity.

A little later the Apostolic Bis­
hops, with Emperor Constantine, 
started creed-making. Thereafter 
creeds took the place of Bible study; 
for the Emperor decided that the Ni- 
cene Creed would be the standard of 
Orthodoxy, and that any one differ­
ing from its teachings would be -a 
heretic and subject to persecution. 
Any Bible study thenceforth meant 
liability to be counted a heretic and 
suffer accordingly. Thus Bible study 
was crowded out, and any reference 
to the Bible was considered a slight 
to these Bishops and the creeds 
which they had made.

How long did this last, you ask? 
We answer, twelve hundred yeaiv 
then the authority of the Bishops as 
Apostles began to be questioned. 
The Bible began to be sought and 
studied, but all who did this were 
esteemed heretics, or in danger of 
becoming such by getting out of 
touch with the creeds. How much 
error could be brought into the 
Church in twelve hundred years! Is 
it any wonder that now we find that' 
our creeds are more than half error, 
and that the doctrines of devils 
which were worked into them as 
leaven have corrupted them entirely 
and made them injurious to spiritual 
health?

I remind you that this was the 
very prophecy which Jesus made— 
that leaven, corruption, would be 
hidden in the family portion. (Mat­
thew 16:6, 11, 12; Luke 13:21.) 
Again, Jesus pictures the matter in 
Revelation 17:4. 2, where a woman 
is shown, having in her hand a Gold­
en Cup filled with her own false doc­
trines, with which she makes drunk 
all the inhabitants of the earth.

Jews, who were enemy, subjects, 
were shamefully treated, all men be­
ing, put for some days in prison, their 
families turned into the street, and 
thejr houses sealed up. Dr. Pater­
sons return, cleared as he Had been of 
all su&picron, plainly - roused some 
compunction; for many expressed 
shame and annoyance at the authori­
ties’ conduct, and he did what in him 
lay, by firmness and an appeal to. their 
chivalry, to safe-guard our interests 
and the well-being of our dependants; 
but as it was evident that no more 
work could be, done and âs his con­
tinued presence would have been o.f 
no further advantage during a state 
of war, he soon left for Jerusalem. It 
is right to mpnticn that all enemy 
property, such as railways, post of­
fices, monasteries, hospitals and 
schools everywhere had been taken 
over or closed. Enemy subjects in 
the Holy City and through the Em­
pire, were held as hostages, their lives 
to be forfeit, should open ports be 
bombarded and any of the Moham­
medan civil population be killed. As 
this was not the Allies’ * way, they 
knew such a contingency could never 
arise, and on this feebre they were in 
little concern. What really worried 
them was,first, the suspense of friends 
at home, fox during two months they 
not only had no news, but letters out 
or in were intercepted, and second, 
the lack of money, especially if they 
were to be spirited away, no. one knew 
where, until thé end of the war, as 

frequently threatened. Martial

The fallowing interesting letter 
from the Turkish war zone in Pales­
tine is one of absorbing and graphic 
interest. The writer is a sister of 
Mrs. -A. G. Gardiner/ residing at 87 
Emily street, and is in the employ of 
the mission of which Dr." Paterson 
is the representative from Scotland. It 
is one of the most vivid stories of life 
under the Crescent flag since war 
was declared that has been printed :

“Dr. A. Paterson, Our medical mis­
sionary at. Hebron, was the last to 
leave his post when dur workers were1 
recalled fromPalestine on a eft ount ot 
the? situation created' ‘by ' the partici­
pation of Turkey in the war. He has 
giveri us the graphic story of ' his 
experiences, which describe a Unique 
and historic phase in our mission work' 
in Palestine. > ,

“When the cable came recalling the 
staff, Dr. Paterson jiidged it advis­
able to remain at his post in order to 
emphasize, the fact that, as it ap­
peared at the time, monetary string­
ency had compelled the ladies to 
leave—one person could live when six 
could not—and to present the unfor­
tunate impression that panic wSs the 
motive of their going; also to safe­
guard the property and" the security 
of the native Christian community 
dependent on the mission. Long after 
the departure of the ladies on tne 
21st of September, there was a state 
of suspended judgment as to the 
chances of Turkey taking sides, there 
being notoriously, as there still is, 
a ifery strong anti-war party at Con­
stantinople and in the provinces, in­
deed, if what was told to Dr. Pater­
son in Egypt on his way . home be 
true, Turkey was hurried into it by 
Germany forcing her hand, prema­
turely, at least, against her own 
ering counsels.

On the night of 31st October, a tel­
egram from the consul apprised him 
of the rupture of diplomatic relations 
between Britain and Turkey, and the 
next morning he rode to Jerusalem :o 
lodge title-deeds and other papers in 
the American Consulate, and arrange 
for protection of interests. During his 
absence his house was raided at mid­
night by the commandant and' the 
commissary, with soldiers and police. 
The Christian hospital servant m 
charge was cursed and cuffed for not 
opening to them more promptly, and 
they proceeded to break open locked 
doors and institute a search, for fire­
arms, explosives and incriminating 
documents, on suspicion of his being 
a spy.
