Suppose another U-boat merchant-
man, the mysterious Bremen, ghould
visit one of our ports. Could we,
with due regard to our neutral obli-
gations permit her to take on as-
sorted cargo and/depart on her re-
turn voyage? What means could we
have of knowing that she was not
carryling supplies to the U-53 or oth-
er German submarines that’ might be
awaiting her not far from our coast?

The risk is that without our
knowledge a visiting submarine af-
ter accomplishing some secret pur-
pose of her own in one of our ports,
may, on reaching the open seas, im-
mediately begin to take her part in
operations of naval warfare, as the
U-53 did after leaving Newport. The
plea that we had been deceived
would not avail us against a demand
for damages. We have been abund-

Bayonne, N.J., Oct. 11.—Virtually
all the police of this city are on

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THE SITUATION

“The French by a sudden thrust on
the Somme front yesterday, captured
one village and part of another, and in-
cidentally took twelve hundred Ger-
man prisoners. To-day, over the Cour-
jer leased wire, comes the announce-
ment that they have pushed even fur-
ther and are menacing Chaulnes, The
British also continue to improve their
positions.

From the Macedonian front the
news is still encouraging, The Brit-
ish forces are moving forward in ex-
cellent fashion, as also are the other
allied forces. Berlin admits that the
Serbians have strengthened their grip
along the Cerna.

As expected, the Russians have halt-
ed their drive on Lemberg in order to
help the Roumanians. The German
troops in this field of the fighting have
also been strengthened, and a tremend-
ous battle is imminent.

THe British Government have de-
cided to appoint a Royal Commission
to take the necessary steps to ensure
regular and adequate supplies of wheat
and flour,

TWO LOCAL MATTERS

The Brantford Horticultural So-
ciety did an excellent thing when it
inaugurated an annual prize compe-
tition in connection with lawns, gar-
dens and so forth. The outward ap-
pearance of any community depends
upon the individual efforts in these
Tespects, and there is nothing like
even one attractive looking place:-on
a street to stir up a spirit of emula-
tion among the neighbors. To the
society named is due very much of
the fact that Brantford is noted for
its pretty home surroundings. Mr.
John Thresher, who acted as judge
this year, reports that the two per-
jods of excessive rain and then ex-
cessive heat had their effect, but
that notwithstanding these things,
the showing, taken altogether, has
been excellent. It is pleasurable to
notice that he classes Ward 5 as “the
banner ward.”

CANADIA:! BLACK _IST

It is understood that the Domin-
jon Government is considering the
enforcement of a black list of
United States firms, following the
example of Great Britain and Aus-
tralia. Under this plan citizens are
forbidden to trade with certain con-
cerns under Teutonic control, or in
which German ecapital is largely in-
terested. j o

There was a big hulabaloo in the
United States when this action was
first announced by John Bull, and
the Senate took action, placing in
the hands of the President, the pow-
er to refuse clearance papers to ves-
sels of countries exercising such dis-
crimination, but nothing has since
been heard of it.

In a recent smeech Lord Robert
Cecil, Great Britain’s Minister of
War, Trade, stated most clearly that

Germany, prior to hostilities, had
built up a huge commercial war ma-
chine, fully equal to that of the
army. It is badly shattered now.
The British fleet has seen to it that
her commodities cannot cross the sea
trade channels, and the boycott ‘s
pecoming each day more and more
complete.

That the Allies will see to it, after
the struggle is ended, that the
goods of the Fatherland and Austria
are excluded in their dealings to the
fullest possible extent, does not ad-
mit of any question, and Canada,
right now, would do well to adopt
the Black List program for a
starter.

his duty to promote the general wel-
fare of the public and that with the
support and co-operation of the coun-
cil and of the citizens in general,
that the law would be enforced to
the consequent benefit of the people
of Brantford.

The by-law has had a varied and
stormy career, due chiefly to -’ the
strong and organized opposition wilh
which it had to combat.

It was first drawn up and passed
in December, 1862, fixing the time
at which merchants and farmers
could transact business at eleven
o’clock. On November 8th, 1886, by-
law Number 318 was introduced,
changing the time to 10 o’'clock. The
merchants, however, exerted their
influence again, and, as a result, on

\\

was reduced to 9 o’clock.

This situation was satisfactory to
the merchants until 1907, when the
whole system was abolished in by-
law’ number 916, which was passed
in June of that year.

Following is the by-law which the
Mayor proposes to re-enact, and thus
to reduce, in this instance, the pre-
vailing high prices for food stuffs,
by removing one of the middlemen
in the handling of goods between the
producer and the consumer.

The by-law reads:

No person or persons shall sell or
offer for sale any vegetables, butch-
ers meat, poultry, e2ss, butter,
cheese, fruit, fresh fish, hay, straw,
oats or live -animals, within the
Town of Braftford, at any place but
the public market, nor without hav-
ing first paid the market fees three-
on as hereinafter mentioned.

No person or persons shall buy,
forestall or engross any provisions,
food or produce in the said Town on
which the market fees are ‘hereby
required to be paid, or go to meet
jany person within the Town of
Brantford bringing any of the afore-
said articles to market, for the pur-
pose of buying or proposing to buy
or to import ;any such article - for
the purpose of reéselling ‘the same or
any part-thereof until after the hour
of eleven @’'clock a.m.
