From Benton, California, direct west
{over the Sierra Nevada Mountains to
San Francisco, the distance is about
500 miles, but to get over the moun-
tains we have to travel north 200 niles
to the Central Pacific R. R.at Reno.
Leaving Reno on the evening of Aug-
ust 2nd, we took the oyerland train for
San Francisco. We eross the Sierras
through the night, and asit is dark
there is not much to be seen. The road
winds round the sides of the mountains,
along and across deep and rocky can-
yons and through long lines of tunnels
andsnowsheds (that last winter were
the scenes of the heavy snow blockade),
sometimes on emerging from some of
these tunnels, or snowsheds, great
forest fires could be seen in the distant
| mountains, the dark lurid flames creep-
ing sullenly among the underbrush and
[up the steep slopes, lighting up the
J dark gorges and canyons beneath:

again we see the flames flaring up the

At daybreak we are over the moun-
tains and passing round Cape 1Ilorn
[(where the track seems almost to be
[ laid around the edge of a precipice) and
|get the first view of the Sacramento
[ Valley. A thousand feet below we can
jsm* the dim line of the American River,
while to the west the whole valley lies
below us covered with a heavy mist and
looking like a vast white sea as far as
theeye can reach. We leave behind
| the evergreen pines and are decending |
{ the foothills, on down toward the valley.
| The morning air is balmy and pleasant, |
| We may say exhilavating, and the press
| of California is. quite within. bounds
| when dilating on the delightful climate
|of the “golden state.” |

Here and there through the foothills |

The harvest
has been gathered and aiready the great
wheat fleet of San Francisco is loading
and saiiing cut of the Golden Gate
“bound for poits beyond the sea” carry-
ing the grain erop of California. The
bulk of the sea-going freightis earried
in British bottoms and as we pick up
an Examiner and look over the ship-
ping list, ot vessels loading and charter-
ed and see the names Kilmarnock,
Lochleven Castle, Ailsa Craig, Caith-
ness, ete., we are reminded strongly
that the ship.builders of the Clyde take
no back seatin the world's struggle
for commercial supremacy.

It 1s pleasant to note how friendly
and sociable passengers get to be with
each other ona long journey, a teature
much more noticable on Paciiic Coust
trains than in the eastern states and
Canada. And then the kind partings
and greetings as we arrive and depart
al the various stations.

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OIL ON TROUBLED WATERS,

Experience of the Steamship Corean in a
Great Storm.

Tt e recent experiment of the, steamshi
Corean which, wien threatened with destrue-
tion obtained relief by pouring oil upon the
troubled waters, is almost certain to arousea
deeper and more practical interest in this
important matter, In all about sixty gal-
lons of fish-oil were used for the purpose,
thirty gallons being used on the single day
on which the storm raged most violently.
The result was most gratifying. Indeed, it
is the opinion of the officers in charge, that
had it not veen for the relief thus obtained
the vessel must have foundered, They state
that as soon as the ojl reached the surface
of the water there was tranquility around
the steamer. The big rolling waves wounld
come on toward the brave ship, bearing
down on her with tlu'eateuiug attitude, bat
were repulsed and broken up before doing
any damage. The captain is quite enthusi-
astic over the grand effect of the oil in quel-
ling the raging of the sea, and thinks it an
example that all steamers should emulate,
especially at this season of the year. That
oil should have such a tranquitizing effect is
not a new discovery., From the very carli-
est ages its soothing influence when poured
upon disturbed waters appears to have been
widely known, Aristotle epeaks of the phen-
omenon and assays to give an explanation
of it.  Pliny, too, observes that among the
officers of his fleet the soothing influence of
oil was a matter of common knowledge and
that the Assyrin divers were in the habit of
sprinkling the surface of water with oil when
they wished to smooth down ripples, and to
obtain a better light for Pprosecuting the work
below.ZEventhe North American Ksquimaux
has long been aware of this physical fact,and
in transporting his family trom placetoplace,
always ‘insures ‘a smooth passage for the
omoiak, or women’s boat, by trailinga pune-
tured skin filled with oil from the stern of
his kayah, which he propels at some distance
ahead of the boat containing his wife and
children, Among civilized nations, how-
ever,the practice,which Wwas never universal,
early fell into desuctude, and for centuries
little or no use was made of this means of
contending with the angry waves. But
within the last Twenty years a number of
well-authenticated instances have been plac-
ed on record as to the potency of oil asa
water smoother, and it is safe to say that
any vessels through its agency have, like
the Corean, ridden out gales when others
not employing it have either been forced to
seek port until the weather moderated, or
have suffered great damage.

As to the best kind of oil for the purpose,
it has been found that animal or the heavier
vegetable oils are used with greatest benefit,
Mineral or fossil oils, which possess less vis-
cosity and are less oleaginous in their mo-
chanical properties, exert much less influence
upon the water. The benefit of the oil is
not that it reduces perceptibly the size of
the waves but that it prevents them from
breaking, thus enablinig the ship to vide upon
them instead of being washed by them. The
explanation of the phenomciou, as given by
& commission of scientists who were ap-
pointed by the governments of the United
States and Germany to enquire into the
magtter, is, that the oil acts as a lubricant,
thus lessening the friction between the wind
and the water, to which friction, it is well
known, the waves are due. This anti-frie-
tional force of oil can hardly be over-es-
timated. The pressure of the storm waves
often reaches the average of 6,983 pounds

| per square foot, yet the thin blanket of oil

1s sufficient, wiien applied under certain
conditions, to enable a vessel to navigate
through them in perfect safety, their oiled
summits raising themselves in sullen grand-
eur, but never breaking aboard. One of
these conditions is that {he water shail be

HEALTH

Treatment of Fever,

For some years back the idea “has pre-
vailed that the great danger in fever is a
high temperature, and the remedies at pre-
sent most popular in the treatment of the
varidus forms of febrile diseases, are known
a8 anti-pyretics, among - which are anti-
pyrene, anti-fibrine, and a great variety of
similar drugs. We have, from the first an-
nouncement of these remedies, opposed their
use, for the reason that they have no hand
in removing the causes of the disease for
which they are administered. Prof. Can-
tanni, of Naples, whose authority as an ex-
perienced and observing physician is second
tonocontemporary, has recently brought for-
ward a very interesting theory respecting
the relation of heat to fevers. It is not
geuerally known that the high temperature
connected with febrile disease is the results
of the poisonous matters developed but the
germ causes of the disease. The cure of the
disease necessitates the destruction of
the germs. Prof. Cantanni holds that
the “elevation of temperature is one
of nature’s methods of destroying the
germs to which the fever is due, and
that any medicinal agent, the adminis-
tration of which has the effect to simply
lower the temperature, is a direct damage,
since it; paralyzes the efforts of na.
ture to antagonize the disease. This
theory is one of great interest, and if gener-
ally adopted, will greatly revolutionize the
treatment of fevers, Dr. Cantanni recom-
mends the use of water as the only safe and
Proper method of lowering the temperature
in fever. The method oé’ treating typhoid
fever by means of baths, is obligatory in the
Franch army. As the result, the mortality,
which was 24 per cent in 186 had fallen
to 11 per cent in 1876, and to 9 per cent in
1883.

Dusinfection by Sulphur,

There has been much discussion recently
respecting the efficiency of sulphur as a djs-
infectant for various infectious diseases, the
efficiency of this method of disinfection hay-
ing been denied by some physicians whose
opinions have been widely quoted in the

newspapers. Confirmatory of the results |

obtained by the State Board of Health of
Michigan, we are glad to be able to quote
the following from a work by Dujardin-
Beaumetz, entitleq ¢ Les Nouvells " Med;.-
cations” :—

‘“Twenty grammes of sulphur to a cubic
meter (1.53 1bs. per 1,000 cubic feet of air
space), destroy the different micro-organisms
in a moist state, but it is necessary to in-
crease this dose if one wishes to destroy
some organisms inadry state, Infact since
the last communications to the Academy,
M. Bardet and myself, aided by M. Cham.
bou, have continued these experiments upon
micro-organisms in a dry state, and particu-
larly upon vaccine virus, We have taken
from the pustules of vaccinia, scabs which
we have reduced to fine powder, and placed
in chambers where were variable quantitics
of flowers of sulphur.  When a dose did not
exceed 20 grammes per cubic meter, the
vaceine powder did not loge its properties,
and one could, by inoculating animals and
infants, obtain a vaceine eruption,

‘“ With 30 grammes per cubic meter (2,-
297 pounds per 1,000 cubic feet, of air space),
the results obtained were uncertain, some-
times the powder losing its Properties ; but
when the dose is increased to 40 grammes
per cubic meter (3.06 pounds per 1,000 eubic
feet of air-space), the inoculations are al-
ways inactive. So, then, for vaccine, and
probably for variola, if one desires to deztroy
the contagious ‘““germs” in g dry state, it
is necessary to double the dose of 20 grammes
which we have already fixed.

‘“ According to the experiments of Vallin
and of Legouest, 20 grammes are sufficient
for typhoid fever, while, according to
Vallin, 40 grammes are necessary for the
microbe of tuberculosis,”

By the side of a nicely decorated
altar stands a post about six feet, in height,
and upon the latter hangs an ox chain ten
feet long, the use of which was explained ag
follows by thegood doctor : When Montreal
is given over to carnivals, to balls and part-
ies and when the devil finds it easy to tempt
frail man and womankind, it is at these sea-
sons that the five sisters devote themselves
most intently to penitence and prayer.

The only recognition of this famous com-
munity by the archbishop of Montreal is in
the fact that Rev. E. Tiliatrault, of St
James’ church, is spiritual director of the
five sisters in question, of whom three go to
communion every morning and two three
times a week.

A ROMANCE OF SILK.

The Story of the Old Milis in the Derwent.

One of the most interesting relics in this
interesting old city has disappeared forever.
It was a big building, or cluster of buildings,
onan island in the Derwent River.:W Ior
many generations it was a landmark of the
place, and a cherished landmark, since it
represenced one of the chief sources of the
industrial greatness of Derby. - But in the
course of more than a century and a half
time wrought sad havoc on the edifice.
A few weess ago a considerable portion
of it fell into ruin, and the wail top-
pled over into the Derwent. 1t was then
secn to be necessary to pull down the remain-
ing portions. ‘L'nere will soon, therefore,
be nothing left of i, and its site will in time
be occapied by some new structure,

The old building was the first silk-mill
ever built in Kngland. There were a few
workers of hand-looms at Spitalstield, where
the wdustry dated back to the Frotictorati-
These were mostly Krench Protestant re-
fugees, who had Lied to England for safety
from persecution. I'nsy brought over witn
themn their old hand-looms, and first practis-
ed silk-weaving on English soil.  Arter the
Edict of Nantes was revoged, many more
refugees came over and joined the Spitlas-
fieid colony, so that before this Derby mill
was bulit there were thousands of silk-looms
at work., “1hese were all hand-looms, how-

«arly in the eighteenth century, however,
a youig man nawmed John Lombe conceived
the idea of building a mill where looms
might be run by water-power, and where
there inight be made successful competition
with the tamous silk factories of Italy. It
wus not an easy thing to do. For, to begin
with, he must go to Ltaly to learn how w
equip and operate the mill. And the ltalian
factories were secret istitutions, from which
sight-seers andall visitors were rigidly ex-
ciuded.  Lombe went to ltaly, however,
and, disguised as a laborer, secured employ
mert in asilik mill.  Even then he could not
gaiu the information he wanted, as some
nnportant parts of the establishment were
kept under lock and key, only the actual
operators of the machines being admitted.
He accordingly had recourse to bribery.
T'wo of theforcmen of the mill were induced
in this way to give him secret access to all
paris of the buiiding, at times when the ma.
culnery was not in s otion. He was thus
enabled to study it carefully and make draw-
ings of »1l essentral parts. But about the
tine when he had learned it all, he and his
accomplices were detected by the proprietors
of the mill in the act of making drawings of
somne of the machinery, Had they been
arvested they could
HAVE BEEN IMPRISONED,
s for life ; for in those days it was a
s matter to spy upon an industry
which was protezted by the Government as
a monopoly. But by a desperate struggle
and flight they got away, taking with them
thedrawings. Heavy rewards were offered,
for their apprehension, and they had many
narrow escapes. But at last they reached
the coast in disguise and bribed the owner
of a fishing-boat to take them out and put
them aboard the first English vessel they
met. Inthis way they all got to Englandin
safety, and Lombe frequently remarked that
their detection was really a godsend to him
since it forced the foremen to flee with him
and thus gave him two skilled assistants in
his work in England.

The three men got back to England in
1717, and a year later had erected the mills
at Derby which have now been demolished.
The concern was the wonder of the whole
community and Lombe was the hero of the
hour, both on account of his enterprise in
founding a new and important industry and
also because of his romantic career in Italy
and his hairbreadth escapes. His adven-
tures, indeed, were the snbject of song and
story, and were even dramatized and pre-
sented with great success on the stage. But
in Italy the feeling was bitter., * There was
much diplomatic haggling over it, and even
some talk of war, which ended in talk.
Then vengeance was determined on. Two
women were selected as best fitted to accom-
plish the t One of them was the young
and beautiful daughter of the chief proprie-
tor of the mill in which Lombe had been em-
ployed and the other was one of her friends.
They left Italy in disguise and came to Der-
by, where they pretended to be Italian re-
fugeesseeking employment. Lombe himself |
accepted them and set them to work in his
mill, and they watched their opportunity to
assassinate him and burn the mill. But be-

ed in her design of murder, although !
she was compelled to pretend to the other !
girl that she had given it up. She took her
Iover into her confidence, and by her per-
suasions got him to turn against Lombe and
aid her in killing him. Indeed, it was the
runaway Italian foreman himself who put!
the poison in Lombe’s food. When this was
done Lombe fell ill at once. The doctors |
could do nothing for him, being ignorant of
the nature of the poison. It was, however,
a slow poison, and he did not die for a year. |
He pluckily took advantage of that time to !
mnpart to others all the knowledge of silk |
weaving that he had gained in Italy, sothat |
they coald carry on the workafter his death.
Then he died, at the age of twenty-nine, and
all Derby mourned the loss. His murderer
escaped to Italy and was never punished,
but both the women remained in England.

Lombe’s brother Thomas then carried on
the enterprize. It was to him, indeed, that
the King granted letters patent for the silk-

dated September 9, 1718, and it sets forth
that ‘“ Thomas Lombe, of Our City of Lon-
don, merchant, hath by his petition humbly
{rreseuted unto us, shown and set forth that
he has by long studies, paines and travels
and at great expense found out and brought
to perfection three sortes of engines never
before made or used within this our King-
dom of Great Britain, one to wind the

another to spin, and the other to twist the
finest Italian raw silk into organzie in great
perfection which wasnever bofore done in
this our Kindgom, by which means many
thousand familes of our sub-jects may
be constantly employed in Great Britain,
be furnished with silks of all sorts of the
manufacture of our subjects,and great ¢uan-
tities exported into foreign parts by being
made as good and cheap as any “foreign
silk can be.” Thercfore His Majesty grant-
ed to Thomas Lombe, for the space of four-
teen years, the exclusive right to operate
such machinery and to manufacture silken-
fabric by means thoreof.

Theoriginal factory was enlarged by Thom-
as LomLe until it was really a very consider-
able affair. Saysa writer of those times who
visited it: ‘‘One hand wili twist as much silk
as before could be done by fifty, and thatin a
truerand bettermanner. Thisengine contains
26,586 wheels and 97,746 movements, which
work 73,726 yards of silk thread every
time the water-wheel goes round, which
is three times in one minute, and 318,504-
960 yards in one day and night. One water-
wheel gives motion to all the rest of the
wheels and movements, of which any
one may be stopped separately. One fire-
engine likewise conveys warm air to- every
individual part of the machine, and the
whole work is governed by one regulator.
The house which contains this engine is of
vast bulk, and five or six stories high.” But
despite his patent, Lombe did not prosper.

The building was costly, and the outlay so
exhausted his means that he actually had to
appeal to the country for support. The end
of the matterjwasithat Parliament purchased
from him for $75.000 the right to copy his
machines, and soon thereafter many other
gilk mills were opened in various parts of
England. Bat with these new means the
original Derby mill was now operated suc-
cessfully, and for many years was the most
important establishment of the kind in Eng-
land. There is now some talk of erecting a
monument to the Lombe brothers on the site
of the mill, but the project has yet taken no
practical form. It would, however, be only
a fitting tribute to one of the great bene-
factors not only of Derby itself but of all
England.

A Trinmph for the Ritualists,

The judgment pronounced by the arch-
bishop of Canterbury upon Dr. King, the
bishop of Lincoln, who was under condem-
nation for ritualistic practices not allowed
by the Church of England, is virtually a
triumph for the ritualists, Out of nine in-
dictments, one is dismissed as irrelevant
and four are sattled in favor of the ritualis-
tic party so that the result is, on the whole,
a High Church victory. This judgment 1s a
compromise, so far as the two parties are
concerned, but it is an immense gain that
the archbishop of Canterbury, and not a lay
court, pronounces the decigion. The con-
test all along for several years has been that
the privy council had no right toadjudicate
upon questions of an ecclesiastical or spirit-
ual nature, and to have reached the point
where the archbishoppronouces judgmentas
to what the law of worship in the church
really is an immense gain in favor of the
spiritual independence of the Church of
England. The factalso that each party pays
its own costs is a new phase in a prosecu-
tion of this kind. Asto the actual defini-
tions of ritual law, the .points at issue
are scemingly trivial, but when they arc
understood, asChurchmen understand them,
they have great significance. The mixed
chalice will be allowed hereafter, but the
cup must be mixed beforechand. The cere-
mony of ablution after the holy vessels have
been used is pronounced innocent, but on
another point the decision will be greatly
regretted. It is ordered that standing in
front of the altar during the consecration
of the sacred elements is illegal, and that one
must stand at the end of the altar and make
the consecration beforethe people. Lighted
candles are to be allow:d on the altar.
Absolution is not to be made by the use of
the sign of the cross while pronouncing the
words. These points have a ritualmeaning,
and they do not mean to the outside public
what they mean to those who practise them.
Speaking generally, the judgment is a com-
promise. It makes the point that the strict
Roman ritual is not to be allowed in the
Church of England. The effect of this
decision is - that the bishop of Lin-
coln is not condemmned, and that the
lay people who undertook to unfrock
him have been defeated. The still fur-
ther meaning of it is that Archbishop
Benson has asserted his right to be the
spiritual head of the English church, and
that no single party in it will hereafter re-
ceive his exclusive patronage.

THROUGH THE SUNLESS FOREST.

Extracts From a Lecture by Henry M.
Stanley.

On rising before a New York audience on
Tuesday night, Henry M. Stanley said:
““ Qur journey measured over 6,000 miles.
The time occupied was 987 days. The first
section of about 1,000 miles was along an
unknown country by steamer up the Aru-
wimi river, to aplace called Yambuya. 'Ihe
navigation wus interrupted by rapids. On
foot next for 160 days we went through one
unbroken forest. Ah!the American forest
furnishes no such picturesque sights or plea-
sant glades. Language is too poor to des-
cribe it. First, think of the tropics and a
climate of humidity and the heat of perpet-
ual summer. You feel as you enter into
this unknown region the robustness of vege-
tation. There is a still, warm vapor in suf-
focating volumes. First you dispense with
your upper garments, and then you want to
get rid of the rest.

““The gloom is so great you can only com-
pare it to the twilight of evening. You see
the leafage rising up black and green,impene-
trable clumps ot trees, some of them rising
to the height of two hundred and fifty feet.
There is no symmetry, grace or softness,
but all is wild, uncouth and awful. Atevery
step you sce masses of bewildering under-
growths,a wonderful variety of plants. There
18 the absence of any sense of decay, but
rather the sense of the general healthfulness
of «he plants, an enduring youth, exhaustless
wonders,

‘‘ As we march silently, slowly and pain-
fully on the forest changes its aspect, and we
note the labors of forgotten tribes and come
to swampy grounds. One day our march is
very slow through masses of forest wild-
ness, On the next day we go through a
more open section ; on the following day
through frowning depths and over ground
strewn with dead leaves, worm eaten trunks
or dried branches. But always and above
all tower the primeval woods, the deep
shadows unbroken save by the flashes of
lightning.

‘“ After the guards were set around the
camp we felt safe from the surprises of the
cannibals and those who wished were tree
to wander away. At such a time I have
been sensible of the utter poverty of words
to describe my surroundings. It was nota
time for poetic brooding, but one after an-
other the senses yielded to the charm of se-
clusion. Then I heheld a magnificent forest
in listening attitude, a great gloom, trees
eloquent of antiquity and of vencrable bro-
therhood.

‘‘ The forest represents human life in pan-
tomime—the struggle for place, the indiifer-
ence to the interests of others may be found
there. When one tree is struck by light-
ning its former neighbors extend their
branches over the space it once occupied
and others spring up to usurp its pl
Then countless parasites wind. tlic.nselves
around the stem, eat into their bowels and
make excrescences. The elephants rub their
prurient hides against thein and unsettle
their uprightness. Then you see others
falling into decay with age. Around usisa
group with their dead leaves. Scarcely an
hour passes but a tree falls in our neighbors
hood. There is a crash, a startling shock
and logs come tumbling down. Dut with
their death is life, and as often as one wither-
and dies another has spread and sprung into
life.

‘“ During one year wo notod 560 hours of
rain, equalling one hour of rain for every fif-
teen of dry weather. It seems to usto be
only one hour of sunny brightne 1o one of
rain and gloom. We could observe in the
forest that the sun was out only by its cffect.
In the forks of the treesare conservatories of
lichens and other plants. The stems are wound
around with parasites, twisting about like
immense anacondas. Then there are myriads
of living parasites. There is not a sapling or
a tree from the infant of one year to the hoary

patriarch of 100 years but is infested with |

innumerable parasites. There are thousands
of threadlike filaments around them. * But
when the Storm King rises overhead and the
blast howls through their tops every tree
seems to start into a mood of wailing and
groaning as if it were some lost soul. Dur-
ing the hours of daylight even then these
sounds are awful ; but heard at night they
are inexpressibly terrible. At times the
whole camp is ablaze, but it is far more com-
fortable than when the rain pours over the
desolate scene in drowning showers.

““You can understand now what was in
the minds of our people, who knew not
where those endless marchings were leading
them, and no soul could enlighten them as
to the future. Add to this sickness and de-
pression, as they tossed their dead compan-
ions into the dark river. Their feet were
scarred as they marched along, ulcers ap-
peared and bad water inflamed their bowels
and their blood became corrupted. Then
the savages set on those who feebly crept
after the caravan. Or the savages lay in
wait and shot their barbed arrows into the
weary. In numberless ways they cut off our
people, with lingering torture or sudden as
the lightning strikes.

“Finally, after 160 days of marching we
emerged from the forest. Then our eyes
danced with rapture, for we beheld fresh
young grass spreading out into flowery fields
and pasture, and then beyond round and
picturesquely moulded hills. Such a sight
we hailed with shouts of praise and loud
thanksgivings and murmurs of worship ac-
cording to our respective faiths. The de-
licious grass, the warbling of birds, this
summer loveliness of the land and the warm
life and beauteous earth reposing in
peace caused us to be lost in rapture. Our
men had dreams of joy and they called it
heaven. Its length was 620 English miles
from north to south, and from west to east
520 miles. It comprised 320,000 square
miles, the whole equal to 400,000 sgquare
miles,

“In the beginning of 1886 the Arab
slave trade was there. In 1870 short excur-
sions were made into thisregion, and in 1880
two Arab expeditions set out from the Con-
go on the northeastern track. By 1887 they
had gained a footing and they built two sta-
tions, each one hundred miles apart, forming
the apex of a triangle. They began to hunt
systematically for slaves. For twenty miles
around they looted and burned villages. Be-
fors five months had passed there was a line
of complete devastation 257 miles long.
Not one village had been left standing.

“There would be general hilarity if I
were to attempt to enumerate the names of
the various tribes through whose lands we
passed. It would be far more convenient to
say that the inhabitants of the forest are di-
vided into big people and little people, tall
peopleand pigmies. The pigmies are the

restless little nomads who wander around in

the woods,seldom tarryingin one place long.
The bigger people are much like other Afri-
cans, but not so dark in complexion as the
dwellers on the plains. Each tribe has its
distinctive marks. Someshave their heads,
some wear their hair long or in ringlets.
There ornaments consist of crocodile, mon-
key or human teeth, strung together and
wore as necklaces or bracelets, and collars
of shining iron. Their clothing consists of
a breach clout. There weapons are spears,
bows and arrows, broad knives and some-
times battle axes or swords. These, latter
are used to make clearings in the woods.
They are addicted to cannibalism, but it
must not be supposed that they feed
on their own relatives or tribe, Nor
must it be supposed that they make
raids for the purpose of obtaining these lux-
uries. Neisher is a victiin easy to secure.
Tribes are too far apart to render it easy
of accomplishment, but if a neighboring
community, ten or twelve miles off,
should advance against the village there
might possibly be ag ‘accident’ and thus
a body may be secured for a social feast.

“Daring the many months of our marching
in the forest, we must have captured several
hundred of the small and large natives.
They were very useful in giving us informa-
tion concerning the country round about,
but when we once got beyoud their territory
they were of no ewthly use, and were
therefore permitted to return to their ho:mes,
although in many instances they did not
want to be released. © Through observations
of these captives we obtained a fuir idea of
their condition, and my conclusion 1s that
the forest races are morally the lowest of
the human race. They haveno ideaof God,
They are without tenderness or pity, and
their gratitude is so short-lived that it may
be compared to the spirit shown by a fierce
bulldog, who is restrained from throttling
you by a pressing engagement to dispose ot
a morsel of beef which has been thrown to
him. But though they showed themselves
debased they mustnot be regarded as utterly
incorrigible. Several youthful pig nies, when
taken out of the woods, wiere all their
habits had been atquired, exhibited the at-
tachment and servility of spaniels to those
who had them in tharge.

¢ What a number of ghastly death scenes
I could describe due to the cruel persistency
and devilish maliceon the part of these sav-
ages. At the same time many of our men in
the presence of such dangers exhibit great
carelessness. White men displayed more
caution, but'it was 1lmost impossible to get
the rest of the men to exercise their faculties
of sight, hearing and judgment. Had the
savages generally betn as artful as the pig-
mies we should al!ll have been lost. But,
fortunately, they were thoughtless them-
selves, although cruel enough to work any
mischief upon us.

““ Our scouts frequently came across newly

my camps, and after a while they
learned tiie art of staiking the vicious lit-
tle creatures. The first one we thus got hold
of was a plump little queen of a pigmy tribe.
Around her neck were several polished iron
collars with long projecting horns at the
end and down her breast hnng curiousl
made native chains, Around her arms wer
several rings and her ankles were protected
by several scores of rings, so close together
that they resembleda compact band. Around
her waist was a breech cloth, She must
have been about eigliteen years old, but
she was a3 well developed as a white woman
of twenty-five or twenty-six. Her feet were
heautifully formed, the instep arched, the
hands smail, e fingers slender aud  tio
nails filbert shaped.” The face was broad
and round, the lips full and the large, black
limpid eyes were like those of a young ga-
zelle. The face was singularly impressive,
but the eyes were expressive and seemed to
say :—*‘‘I am much too pretty to be hurt
and I very well know what I am worth.”
The tender treatment that she received re-
assured her. She was ultimately consigned
to the care of the surgeon, whose gentle
manner won her from all thoughts of flight.
After a while she became an intelligent cook
and a trustworthy servant, and she always
bore herself most modestly.

“In October, 1888, the scouts suddenly
pounced upon a colony of dwarfs and suc-
ceeded in capturing a full grown adult and
his wife or sister. Before the pair could re-
cover their faculties they were brought to
the centre of our camp, where there were
hundreds of great, burly men, among them
several tall Soudanese ranging from six feet
to six feet four. I observed that the top of
the pigmy man reached to about the waist
of these big fellows. The man and woman
were considerably agitated, as well they
might be, and wondered what might be their
fate.” Mr. Stanley described in hnmorous
language how the pigmy repaid the kind-
ness of his captors by assuring them by
meansof the sign language that there was
an abundance of food two days off ; that the
river they were in search of was only four
days off ; that he knew where bananas were
as big as logs, compared to which the banan-
as he had been eating when captured were
simply contemptibly small. Mr. Stanley was
of the opinion that this particular pigmy
would have made a verygood actor, and that
in the art of lying it would be dlfficult to
give him points.

A few days after this capture another
group of pigmies was secured. Among them
was a shrewish old woman and a lad so shy
that he could not be made to speak. But
the old woman talked enough for a whole
tribe and kept up an incessantscolding from
morning to night, and exhibited a consum-
mate mastery of pigmy cuss words. Despite
her age she was remarkably strongand nim-
ble,and always carried on her back a ham-
per, into which her captor would stow away
his pots and kettles and other equipments
until the old womanbecame a veritable cam-
el of the forest.

When Mr. Stanley came to her relief and
threw out the contents of her hamper he re-
ceived for his pains an expression of grat-
ituée whichsounded very much like ‘‘ swear
words.” Theshy boy got over his shyness
and became a pet of the officer who had
surprised him, his intelligence and industry
making him almost ivaluable and far su-

erior to the average of white servants.
They came‘in time to regard the pigmies as
indispensable, and some of them would cer-
tainly have been taken to Europe , but after
they got out of the foreststhe changed con-
ditions and the differences in climate proved
toomuch for them. Their little legs could
not stand the long marches, and one after
another they ‘‘ collapsed.”

Mz, Stanley gave an interesting descrip-
tion of his discovery of the famous Moun-
tains of the Moon, which had long been re-
garded as mythical. He saw them several
times, buy owing to the cloudy condition of
the atmosphere they would sometimeés re-
main invisible for weeks, then when the

——

mists rolled away the snow capped peak
would appear clear and distinct, with all
the.lurrounding spurs and abutments, to
vanish again when the atmospheric condi-
tions changed.

Mr. Stanley also described his discoveries
concerning the estuaries to the Albert Ed-
ward Nyanza.

“Day after day as we marched,” continued
Mr. Stanley, ‘“we marked the features of this
splendid primeval world, revealed for the
first time. Now and then we caught glimp-
ses of a multitude of precipitous cliffs, which
towered some 15,000 feet above. As we
approached the Albert Edward we emerged
fromn the forest, and a vast plain stretch-
ed before us, covered by immense fields of
corn and sugar cane. The natives of the
land, black but amiable, collected about us
and sought our protection from incursive
tribes. They volunteered to be our guides
and led us up a vast grassy promontory,
where for a day we revelled in pure, cold
air, and the next day they took us down to
the lake, where we tasted the tropics once
more.”

“‘ From the eastern shores of Albert lake,”
he went on, ‘““two days’ climbing brought
us to a beautiful region. The people were
dividedinto two tribes, butthey were derived
apparently from a common origin. They were
a fine-featured race, and the men grew very
tall. They lived mainly upon milk and sugar-
cane, and, unfortunately for their future
civilization, they are massed intonationsthat
are ruled by despotic kings.

‘*‘From this country we struck the eastern
end of Victoria Nyanza, and by travelling
along the shore we discovered a new addition
to that lake of 26,900 square miles. We
struck the region during its dry season. The
grass was sere ; chilly winds blew over the
uplands ; a cold mist trequently obscured the
face of the country, and a heavy leaden sky
seemed to bear down upon us in searchin
cold. Our hali-naked people shivered, nn%
one day five fell dead in theirtracks as though
they were shot. They would all have perish-
ed had not the ofiicer commanding the rear
guard bolted and made great bonfires.”

Mr. Stanley alluded to the intense political
rivalry between the representatives of the
French and English and German nations that
they discovered as they approached the sea-
shore, ““but as our expedition was solely for
the relief of Emin,” he added, *“ we had rea-
son to flatter ourselves that we had no con.
cern with these political animosities.”

Disquieting ramours conzerning an up
rising of Indians come from the vicinity of
the Sioux reservation in North Dakota. It
is reported that the Indians having secured
Gen. Custer’s rifles which the United States
army never found ,have provided themselves
witha large quantity ofammunition, and that
every Indian in the reservation will shortly
go on the warpath. Citizensand settlers in
that part of the State believe that the au-
thorities do not appreciate the gravity of
the situation ;and that too late they will
learn to what an extent the disaffection has
grown. Many settlers are said to be aban-
doning their farms and ranches because of
the lack of protection afforded by the Gov-
ernment. This news is not cheering, certain-
ly. In view of this another Indian tro ble
one is led to conclude that either these
American red men are exceedingly difficult
to satisfy, or the policy pursued by the
United States towards these sons of the
forest is not marked by the utmost fairness
and wisdom.

Telephone connection is to be established
between London and Paris by a line that,
judging by theory, should give better re-
sults than are usually obtained over much
shorter overhead wires. New overland lines
of four copper wires are being built from
London and Paris to the coast by the Eng-
lish and French Governments, and they will
unite in laying a cable to connect the land
lines. The result will be two complete
metallic circuits between the two capitals,
A sinilar line between Buenos Ayres and
Montevideo, 180 miles, is now in successful
operation. The lines are in cables under
water for a distance of 28 miles. The adapt-
ation of the telephone to long distance talk-
ing is really limited by the cost of the line
with respect to the business to ive done over
it. The cost of tlLe line itself is very heavy,
where a metallic circuit has to be laid with
copper wire, but it insures clear sounds a
distances of hundreds of miles.

They have kept away from
the agencies, and have closed their ears to
all reports of the white man’s numerical
strength and unbounded resources, Some
are ignorant, implacable savages. Others are
men of force and ability, sincerely proud of
their traditions and ways, and deeply morti-
fied at their dependent condition. The
motive for warlike enterprises is never
wanting to this class of men. Another and
much larger class finds in hostile movements
what it considers the best way of extorting
money and rations from the Government.
Among the Sicux tribe this element is par-
ticularly strong, and it hasa long list of
experiences to cite in support of its conten-
tion. In one of this week’s dispatches from
Mandan, Norch Dakota, occurred an inter-
view with a friendly Arickaree which threw
a bright light upon this- sagacious theory.
““Our people,” said the Indian, “are friend-
y. We do not believe in the Messiah, But
we should be glad to see the Sioux go on
use then the Government
give us more ponies, more
and more rations!” The irrecon-
ioux chiels, and many who are
endly, continually point to the
practical benefit to the tribe
which have proceeded from their battles
with the whites, ¢ See !” they say to their
young men, ‘“‘see what we have done for
you. Look at those buildings yonder full
of blankets, calico, flour and sugar. See
the cattle in the corral there waiting for
your knives. Sce our ponies and guns,
They ave the price the Great Father pays
for our friendship. ' Look at the timid
Ponca. Look at the Omaha with his head
down. Look at the dirty Crow. They
work for their living. They are cowards,
and crawl when the white man speaks. So
he put a plough in their hands and they fol-
[ow it ; a spade and they dig. They are
women. But the Sioux holds up his head
and frowns when the Great Father does not
treat him well.” This is a fair type of the
arguments which the older Sioux have been
addressing to their young men since the
battle on the Little Big Horn, and it has the
reat merit of baing backe 1 by sound fasts,
When the conditions above described are
considered, and with them the intenss super-
stition of the Indian mind, it is easy to
account for the scenes that are being enact-
ed at Wolf Creek and on the Wounded-
Knee. An acquaintance with Christian
doctrine has served in many cases only to
zive the Indians wider ficlds forsuperstitious
ﬁreums. Their medicine-men have found in
the doctrine of a personal and omni-presant
God and of a Saviour mysteriously born and
embodied in human form great opportuni-
ties for all kinds of fetich-worship. Super-
stition enters into their lives so thoroughly
that its manifestation in religious dances
has always been regarded as involving the
danger of an outbreak, and although the
winter season is at hand, a time when among
the affected tribes every family is almost
entirely dependent on the Government for
food and shelter, it is by no means impossi-
ble that their fanaticism may lead them
into the commission of &cts which will bring
on a long and fearful war.

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LAXATIVE FOOD,

BY LAURA WILLIS LATHROP.

So prevalent, is the disorder, constipation,
that scarcely a family exists that does not
contain one or more victims. Our best medi-
cal authorities agree, thatno other single de-
rangement of the human system is followed
by such a disastrous train of ills, and is so
little benefitted by medication.

The remedy lies largely in the hands of
the housewife, for the ‘‘come-and-go-lucky,”
** just-as-it-happens ” mode of providing for
the home table is often the cause o the
trouble, It is her duty to so study the
properties of the different food supplies that
she may counteradt this tendency, beit here-
ditary or acquired, by providing an accept-
able variety of dishes known to be beneficial.

Avoid the error of serving any one dish
(no matter Lhow much relished) until the
family tires of it. The daily use of graham
bread is not commended, In many cases its
coarse particles causes a serious irritation
of the delicate lining of the stomach and in-
testines, specially in children. The flour
called ‘“ entire wheat ” is made of the entire

%miu of the wheat ground to a powder, and
differs from g aham in being fine. It makes
a dark, rich bread and delicious gems, Rye
bread is gently laxative, soothing and
nutritious,

The dread of washing utensils, in which
some of the following dishes are cooked, may
be given to the winds if said utencils are
partly filled with cold water, tightly cover-
ed, and allowed to stand on back part of stove
till washed,

ROLLED OATs.—Put two tea cur fuls of rol-
led oats into a double boiler, Add one tea-
spoonful of salt and four teacupfuls of boiling
water; boil fifteen minutes. Best if eaten
either sligh‘ly warm or cold, with cream and
sugar or with plain sweet milk, A bright,

new tin pail, tightly covered, set in kettle
of boiling water is a good substitute for a
double boiler,

OATMEAL MUsH.—To one cup of Scotch
or Canadian ocatmeal, add one cup of cold
water and a teaspoonful of salt, Pour slow-
ly into it five cups of boiling water, stirring
steadily. Pour it into a very smooth iron
pot, stir up from the bottom a few times, to
prevent setiling, until it begins to boil, then
cover closely, and sct back where it will bub-
ble steadily for an hour and a-half or two
hours. This is the Scotch method of cook-

ing, given us by a native Scotch lady. It
may be cooked the day before, turned into a
bowl rinsed in cold water, and warmed up
for breakfast (if wished) by setting the howl
in a pan of loiling water on the back of the

stove, or may be cooked in double boiler.
Rye Musa—This may be prepared of
either rye meal or rye flour, by adding to a
cupful of either, a cup of cold water, a little
at a time, and stirring until it is perfectly
smooth. Then add a level teaspoonful of
salt, and three cups of boiling water, stir-
ing steadily meanwhile, Turn into a
» stir steadily -and

very smooth iron vessel

thoroughly until it boils throughout ; set
where it will bubble steadily for fifteen
minutes. Excellent, eaten either slightly
warm or cold, with cream (or rich milk) and
sugar.

A favorite Scotch remedy

hot mush, then filled from a bowl of cold
milk heside the plate,

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THE OROPS OF ONTARIO.

Mr. Archibald Bine's Last Report.

The fo'owing is extracted from the annual
report of Mr. Archibald Blue,"sccretary of
the Bureau of Industries and Agriculture :
The results of the thrashing ave disappoint-
ing. The wet weather of June and July
caused eonsiderable rust, which resulted in
~ more or less shrunken grain, especially in

she case of spring wheat and oats. The
quality of fall wheat is more favorably com-
mented upon than that of any other cereal.
Spring wheat is a comparative failure,
There is a considerable discoloration of
barley. OQats have proved a great djsap-
goimment, the yield being short and the

erry small and light. The straw is con-
siderably rusted, which will injure it for
feeding purposes. Peas have been attacked
in nearly every®district by the bug.

The quality of corn is below the average.
Owing to rainy weather it was soft, and
there is atendency to mould in the crib.
Beans are far from being a fair yicld, and on
account of wet weather were late in ripening
and difficult to gather. Buckwheat is not
la gely sown, but the yield per acre is large
and the qualityjgood. Frost did slight
injury to the crop, and also touched very
late beans.

The potato crop appears for the most part
to have turned out rather light in yield and
often small in sample. The damage to the
seed was general from heavy rains, and the
drought of summer caused the tubers to
mature before a large size had been attain-
ed. The crop did best on lighter soils, but
was almost a failure on clay lands. Rot is
complained of from all quarters, and, as it
sometimes continues after housing, it may
possibly farther diminish the yield before
spring. Turnips, mangels and carrots are
good crops almost everywhere particularly
mangels. Turnips are small in some local-
ities, but the late rains are said to have im-
proved thein.

In searcely any section of the province can
it be said that the apple crop has been an
abundant one. In the counties of Essex,
Kent, Elgin, Lambton and Middlesex the
apple crop was nearly an entire failure, and
of other f‘:uits there has been not more thaxn
a sufficiency to supply local demands. In
most of the West Midland counties there has
been a small surplus of winter apples, and
there, as well as in the Niagara peninsula
pears, plums cherries, and grapes and other
small frnits have been moderately plentiful,
but grapes are the only fruit of which any
considerable shipments have been made, All
varieties of peaches were scarce. Apples
were a good crop in the counties of Grey,
Bruce and Huron, and also moderately good
in Simcoe. From the first three of these
countics large quanticties have been shipped

There has been considerable increase in
acreaie, and the condition of the ground at
the time of sowing, except on clay land,
which was rather dry and stiff, was most
suitable for a good start. The general ap-
pearance of the fields is such as to evoke ad-
miration. The chief cause for fear lios in
the fact that the plant has made rather too
rank a growth., The prevailing opinion is
that a better outlook for the new crop of fall
wheat has never been reported during the
first week of November.

Fall pastures have been in unusual fine
condition all over the province, and are for
the most part still quite fresh and green ow-
ing to the abundance of warm showery
weather. Hay is very abundant, and of
straw and course feed there is a sufficiency.
All kinds of live stock are consequently in a
thriving condition, but with the exception of
hogs their numbers are somewhat small.
Sheep are in good condition, but not numer-
ous. There has been a greater demand than
usual for breeding sheep. There is quite a
notable inerease in the number of hogs all
over the province. The demand for all kinds
of live stock has so far been brisk ; in some
localities in the southern part of the prov-
ince buyers have picked up nearly every-
thing, and fair prices have been paid. The
number of silos appears to be slowly but
steadily increasing, novably in Huron, Grey
and Bruee.

The past season has been a favorable one
to the dairying industry, with plenty of grass
and water. In the eastern part of the pro-
vince especially cheese making has flourish-
ed, and farmers seem well satizfied with the
returns. Throughout the rest of the pro-
vince cheese appears to hive taken the lead
also and to have given better results than
butter, except in the noighborhood of cities
and large towns. Durhans and their grades
are still the favorite breed for the diary cow
in the west, but Holstiens and Jerseys are
being introduced to a considerable extent
where butter is made, and they are well lik-
ed. Holsteins, Aryshires and Durhams and
their gradesare the most popular breeds.

The revised estimates of cereal and legu-
minous creps show lower yiclds than the
estimate of August, but it is only in spring
wheat and oats that the decrease is material.
The wheat was injured in the ripeningstage,
a few days following the date of August re-
turns, and the effects of the blight upon
oats was not fully recognized until the
threshing seasonopened. Asa consequence,
the yicld of spring wheat is 2,000,000 and of
oats nearly 4,600,000 bushels less than the
August estimate. The acreages of spring
wheat, oats, peas, corn, bucﬁ-“'heut and
beans are greater than their respective aver-
ages of nine years, while those of fall wheat,
barley and rye are less. Fall wheat and
buckwheat are the only crops whose yield
peracre is greater than the average of nine
years, while peas, corn, buchwheat and
beans are the only crops whose aggregate
yield is greater than the average of the
same period.
