Secretary-Treasurer A. K. Bunnell

Overdraft caused by reduction of 
$2,000 on our estimate by the City 
Council $2,155.49.”

Mr. Bunnell explained that the 
board was in a position to state al­
most accurately each year what its 
feeeipts aird expenditares would be. 
and it was fully realized at the out­
set that the cutting «f the appro­
priation by $2,000, would mean on 
overdraft of about the same amount.

For Twenty Years.
Mr. Bunnell, as secretary-treasurer 

er, made a request for an increase in 
salary.

It was moved by Trustee Ryer­
son, seconded by Trustee Watson 
that the secretary’s salary be in­
creased to $600, which was finally 
carried.

During the discussion on this re­
solution it transpired that Mr. Bun­
nell had been secretary-treasurer of 
the board for twenty years, and dur­
ing that time he had only received 
one. increase and that was ten years 
ago. He began wenty years ago at 
a salary of $300 and ten years ago 
it was increased to S400 and has re­
mained at that figure un until the. 
present time. When he assumed the 
■position the appropriation for the 
hoard was $22,000, next year it would 
he about $63,000. The work devolv­
ing upon the officer had tripled in 
that time. It was 'the general feelin 7 
of the trustees that the time had 
come to recognize the services of a 
faithful and competent official.

In making the usual Christmas 
present to the reporters, quite a dis­
cussion took place regarding news of 
the board’s doings. Several of the 
trustees felt 'that the meetings of the 
board should be more fully reported.
