over the yield of the previous yesr,
The eatch for the Province of Quebec
was worth £1,953,134, an increase over
the preceding year of $191,604.

The lobster plant slone is estimated
to be worth $i,134;180. It comprises
88 dispersed on the sea.

The sealing fleet last vear numbered
37 yessels, an increase of 11 over the
previous year and representing an
