the bee world is drifting back to the
standard form and size demonstrated
b?’ old Dr. Langstrath, 40 years ago.
To him alone the honor of giving us
nature’s true standard hive is due.
Even the combination hive of D. A.
Jones is but a new name for a division
of the old form. Mr. Hough elaims
to simplify and cheapen the Langstraths
for tho peopie. As a combinaticn,
either for scctions or shallow extract-
ing frames, or both, with brood cham-
ber, it may be had complete (sixteen
frames) for 95¢. He also maintains
thgt his § story cuts the natural re-
serve honey line above the brood at the
right distance from the bottom, and
that it may be removed ooly a short
time in early spring to give the brood
a rapid send off.

Mr. Walker's apiary consists mostly
of well bred Itulians, with a few
stocks of Cyprian, Holy Land and
other races. Mr. Hough, in the fine
pursery here, raised a few queens that
were lighter in ¢olor than chrome. It
is a pretty sight to see his haudred
and ten colonies of diffurent racee.

I did not lose one colony out of the
twelve wintered. The combs came
oub in good order, with plenty of store.
I sold two colonies in the spring, and
I have doubled the remaining ten. I
have now 23 good stocks, or three
more than double, the result of 18 new
swarms and the uziting of some col-
onies. T extracted some honey, The
three extih colonies wiil need one
frame of honey from the very heavy
ones. 1 have good reason to believe
that my bees may winter well.

I have a few of the hives referred
to and show the mahagement to any
interested in the system.

I bad one swarm escape to the woode
and I lost it. I am to blame, as ®
little more care would have saved it.

The river is
2,300 miles long, of which 2,000 - are
navizable without a single rapid or portaye’
its breadth is six to seven miles in places
and averages three or four. Rivers empty-
inginto the Yukon are broader than the
Hudson at New York.

The Hydsh woman inserts &
plug of wood or ivory through her lower lip
until it presents the hideous appearance of
a fleshy shelf over her chin. A Chinese
or @& Biamese lady oultivates long
nails. A Hottentot belle cannot get her
nose flat enough, or a Persian beauty hers
high enongh. On the northwest coast of
America no reproach is more. bitter than
for one Indian girl to tell another that
“ Your mother was too lazy to flatten your
head.” Tattooing is almost universal
among half-civilized or savage raoces ; in
New Zealand the Maori women, before
they began to imbibe Earopean prejudices.
even tattoed their lips, lest they should
have- the reproach of being red.’ Bome
races sliv their ears until they hang in
loops on their shoulders. Others insert
huge rings and other ornaments vhrough
the carvilage of their noses.

It is a quarter of eastern
Loondon contsining not less than 60,000
iphabitants ; but it is the most shickly
populated and the poorest part of London,
and the criminal element here is propor-
tionately large.

Despatches from Pitébargh, Kas., give
the following as some of the incidents of
the mine horror at that place : For hours
after the explosion snuffed out the lives of
nearly one hundred men, the scene at the
pit was distressing.

« Have you any new information about
the Whitechapel murders ?"

“ No. We are followi ngnllight clues
all the time. We received about fourteen
hundred letters. Every single idea was
i igated. For we were asked

snow beat upon them. Most of the vi
were shookingly mutilated. Bome were 8o
disfigured as to be unr ecognizable. All
were covered with blood and dust. and
many were almost stripped of their clothes.
There was nothing left of the firet men
brought up from the dreadful hole but a
bleeding, pulpy trank. Thehead and arms
and legs had been blown off. Many of the
searchers fainted at their work. Others,
stimulated by brandy and the entreaties of
the frantic women, continued at their task
all through the night. Bome of the vio-
tims were not disfignred.

A. CHILD'S TERRIBLE VIGIL.
Locked Up All Night in a Cold and Dismal
Basement,

A New York despatch says : Mrs. Math-
ilda Matheson, a widow residing at No. 55
Summit street, Brooklyn, has been in the
habit of sending her 6-year-old daughter
Maggie to the Industrial School st No. 139
Van Brant street every morning to be
oared for during the day. One of her
brothers always eseorted the little girl to
and from the school, which is conduoted
by the Children's Aid Booiety, and ie &
sort of day nursery. The children generally
are quartered in rooms on the upper stories
and fed in the basement. Mrs. Matheson
said thas shortly after 6 o’clock on Batur-
day evening she sent William for his sister.
When he had rung the bell for several
minutes a woman stuck her head out of a
second-story window and informed him
shat Maggie had been sent home some time
before. Willism returned, and, as Maggie
had not yet arrived, the mother wae nearly
orazy with fear. After searching the neigh-
borhood she gave the alarm to the polive,
but they were not able to find her. Mrs.
Matheson searched the streets all night,
and about 7 o’clock on Sunday morning
found Maggie, surrounded by & number of
gentlemen, on Van Bruat street. Her eyes
were inflamed and her cheeks swollen. Sbe
was blue from the cold, and could hardly
stand on her feet from exhaustion and
tright. Mrs. Matheson said, after taking
the obild home, she told how, after being
dismicsed, she went down in the basement,
where she fell asleep and remained so for
some time. When she awoke she " was
unable to get ous, but spent most of the
night in screaming and orying. Nobody
came until morning, when the 14 year-old
son of the janitor descended the stairs and
turned her into the street. Mrs. Matheson
indignantly said: ¢ They might have
either brought her home or sent me word

to drag » oanal at a certain spot. We did
g0, but there was nothing to be found.
People talk ag if nothing had been done. As
for the Malay story, it osnnot hold.

SIR CHARLES WARREN'S DISMISSAL.

In the British House of Commons yes-
terday Mr. Matthews, Home Becretary, said
that the reui{mtion of Bir Charles War-
ren a8 Chief of the Metropolitan oo was
solely due to his refusal to submit $o the
rale which forbids officials to publicly
criticize the Government service. Gen.
Warren in ing the resignaticn, said
Mr. Mathews, wrote that :-had he known
that such a rule existed he would never
have acoepted the post.

A London despatch from an anti-Radical
source to.day says: Whas isocalled Bir
Charles Warren's resignasion is practioally
his dismissal. When once the Home
Secretary had been allowed $o lecture the
Chief of Police in the House of Commons
for publishing sn article in * Murray’s
Magazine” his stay in office became im-
poseible. It has for some time a
question whether B8ir OCharles or Mr.
Matshews should go. There has been fric-
tion ever since the Trafalgar square riots
last winter. Then came disputes respect-
ing the detective service and the resigns-
tion of Mr. Munro, the head detective,
followed by his transfer to the Home
Office. Mr, Matthews has behaved badly
shroughout, and is perhaps the least com-
petent and least popular Home Becretary
since Bpencer Walpole. Finally, the differ-
ence between him and Bir Charles
Warren became & Cabinet Txmlon,
and the Oabinet, as wusual, pre-
ferred to eacrifice somebody else
rather than a colleague. Itonlyshows onoe
more what weak things & strong Govern-
ment can do. The desire for Mr. Mat.
thews' retirement is genuine and well
founded. The opposition to the Chief of
Police sprang from no other cause than his
doing hisduty and doingit thoroughly well.
