The agitation long continued for the
removal of the toll-gates on the Brock-
ville road, between Forthton and
Athens, seems now likely to bear
fruit. As announced in‘the Reporter
last week, delegates from the councils
of Athens and r Yonge and Escott
will attend the first meeting of the
Elizabethtown council and discuss with
them the whole subject. “The council
of Elizabethtown is cowposed of wide-
awake, progressive men, who are more
or less familiar with the proposal in
all its bearings, and need not to be
told that a large number ot their con-
stituents are prejudicially sffected by
the existence of the gates and are very
anxious for their removal ; so it seems
only reasonable to ‘expect that’ they
will come to the meeting prepared to
deal finally with the matter.

THE TOWN HALL
x T -
Editor Athens Reporter.

Dear Sir,—Should not the people of
Athens take more interest in the town
hall that is to be built tbis summer
than they are now showing. They are
the people that will have %o pay for it,
and they should feel interested in see-
ing that the building is located in some
central place where it would accommo-
date the public best, and wher» spare
rooms in the firstlat would rent well
and help pay for the building.

No one should be selfish in this
undertaking, and I hope that the pres-
ent council will act wisely and for the
best interests of all. This village nceds
a gooi hall and other rooms for enter
tainment for young and old, and why
not put forth an effort at this time and
and construct & buiding that will ans-
wer coming wants, and one that, I be-
lieve, will pay for every dollar that it
costs, if managed rightly ?

I have been considering tbe wants
of our village and will try to put hefore
the readers of your paper some suggest
ions that will pay well, if wisely car
ried out. Iam building a model ~o
thut any one can see the shape of the
building and all the different depart-
ments und advantages that are needed
for our thriving town, and my hopest
conviction is that such a building, ‘Prop-
erly located, will have payed everydol-
lar that it has cost when the twenty
years expire, after which theré*will be
an income yearly therefrom of $600 or
$700 to help town expenses. Is not
this worth looking into by men of
means !  Let them not allow the five
csnt piece blind their eyes so that thev
cannot see the dollar that is to be got
by launching out in this enterprise,

The council is getting out plans for
the hall, 50x70 feet and will most
likely call for tenders which will de-
cide its location and cost. Many
thinking men would like to see rhe
hall built near the mod:l school on a
good rock foundation in the centre of
the village. This is ahout the highest
location in the village, being fully 15 to
20 teet above Main street. The lot
purchased at a cost of $1,000 is soft
and springy, which will make it cost
very high to get a good foundation,
and it ix doubtful if it can be got at
all. Four years ago, I pnt down a

tank for the village 18 feet to the rock

and found no bard pan or »ny founda
tion fit for a building of great weight,
and this lot is about 200 feet from the

tank on lower ground, which would,

make it more spongy, as it isa side
hill. Everyone knows that the road
slong side of this lot is, every spring,
bard to get through ;-even after it was
tiled, teams got stuck there. Now, I
ask any man of common sense, is it
wise to put a ball on such a foundation
a8 that, where crowds .of people will
gather.

I have given facts and stand by this
statement. I huve no axe to grind in
this matter, and I only wish to put
before the public facts that I Ienow
about the location. I went last Octc-
ber and teld the council what I repeat
here. I will refer to a building not
far away as.an object lesson. It was
buiit on a side hill und part of it fell
down because the fouvdation was coft
and springy. I refer to the stone
house that Mr. Harper lived in east of
this plsce.

When plans are out and builders
look over the location, then people will
know more about these things. The
bands of the present council are tied,
in a me.sure, as there is not epough
funds to build the hall, and to appeal
to the voters again after paying such a
price for the lot, would, I think, be a
failure. lime only will tell how
things will turn. [ hope there will be
some way out of this tangled state of
affairs. ;

isolate tiem aud quarantine all ex-
posed persons, either at home or
some place of detention.
1 Persons who have not had the dis-
ease, but have come in contact with
‘it, skall not leave their premises until
‘the perioa of incubation is past.

If medical healtn officers permit
persons to keep cases in their own
houses, they must be quarantined.

Tho maximum period of incubation
is limited to a week, and the mini-
inum period of isolation is six weeks.

,ex,08ed pevgons, wheher in the clags-
|FO0I Or at home, shall be held daily,
‘until the period of incubation is
passed.

Five Armed Men

MINERS' LAWYER TALKS

REPLY TO BAER.

Philadelphia, Pa., Feb. 16.—Aftér
the close of Baer's address to ‘the
Strike Commission, Mr. Darrow be-
gan for the Union OMiners. Alter a
review, of the strike he said: “I shall
apologize for hone of the mistakes
of the men, but I do say it does
not come with grace from their ac-
cusers to call them criminals.”™

Mr. Darrow; went on to tell of the
opera,t()!;s refusing to give the men
more¢ momey, and said:

“You can do just as you please
about recogmizing the union. If you
do not recogmize it, it is because
you: are blind and you want to bump
against it some more; that is all.
It is here to stay, and the burden

is on you amd not upon us. There
is neither the power mor the disposi-
tiom im this court, I take it, to des-
troy the umion. And if these agents
of the Almighty cannot see the un-
jon, they had better blunder along
swill a few, more lyears, and possibiy,
after a whue tney will knuw it s
here and recogaize it ‘hemseivest’
Passing to hne wage statements
handed o the commisswon, Mr. Dar-
row, said the operacors have been
deceived by their own aceountants.
“If, at the ead of all this time
and labor, e is wiling to give us
5 or 40 per cent. upon the iigures
that he says correctiy represent our
earnings,” Mr. Darrow, said, * we
wiill be wvery glad, indeed, to take
it. From the beginning of this strike
until the emd, whatever you may;
say about whether the miners
knew what they were getting or
not, these operators have never giv-
en out a correct figure or made a
statement that wouid stand the
light of day for a single moment
wnen they talked to tne public. I
have had a computiation made cov-
ering every company that has filed
schedules with this company, and
in Mr. Baer's company oniy about a
third of the men got over $400 in
the year 1901.”

Speaking of the alleged fact that
58 per cent. of 'the Keading’s men
received only $300 a lyear, Mr. Dar-
row exclaimed,:

Island of Spain,

London, Feb. 16.—Lieut. Porid-Alex-

ander, who has just returped from
the Island of Fervando Po, . the
island of Spain in the Bight of
Biafra, Western Africa, gives an in-
teresting description of the eurious
inhabitants of tile praetically pre-
viously unexplored interior bf the
island. They are known as “Boobies.”

OTBREM OF SHEEP SCAD.

Precautions Are Taken Against
it in Eng'and,

WHAT THE REMEDIES ARE

At this period of the year sheep-
scab is likeiy to become more preva-
lenc und troublesome. ‘the symptioms
—restlessness, a desire to biie the
affccted part or to 1up against gates
Oi posts—are suffivicnily we:l known.
A8 to the treatment, as soon as a
sheep is found to present the char-
a.t_.istic's,mp.oms ch: owner should
at once exam.ne ithe animail, anu if
he has any doubt as to the nature
of the disease, call in the assistance
of his veterinary adviser to uiscover
whether the itching is due to the
presence of the sheep-scab mite or
other causes. Dipping will not be
cfiective as a preveniive unless pro-
p-r materials be used, nnd the opera-
tion must be carried out in a ihor-
cugh manner. The substances most
commounly empioyed to kil the scab-
mite are preparations of white
arsenic, carbolic acid, tobacco juice,
or sulphur. Some flockmasters com-
pound home-made dips, but most rely
upon one o» ‘other of the many
patent dips that are now upon the
market, fortified in some cases by
ths addition of one gal.oa of tobacco
ju.ce for a score of sheep. For the
obj.ct in view they are not all ser-
viceable, so that care shouid be
given to the selection of one that
is known to be effective. Of the two
forms ‘of bath—hand and swimming—
the latter is greatly to be preferred.
The length of the time of immersion
depends on the state of the fleece,
and, to some extent, on the strength
of the dip, but with proper mater-
ials one minute is suilicient. On
pastoral hids or where the boundary
fences are defective, it is diificult,
if not impossible, to prevent a cer-
tain amount of mixing between sheep
belonging to adjacent owners, and
it, iy no easy matter to ward off the
risk of attack. On commons the dan-
ger of contamination of the tlock is
st'll greater. But, with ordinary pre-
cau.ions, scab shouli b. impo-siul. of
introluction to a well-fenced farm.
These precantions consist in using
reascnable care in the purchase of
cheep, and in making a point of never
bringing fresh sheep on the ground
withcut first putting them through
the dipper. And if sheep are exposed
at a market. without effecting a
sale, the animals sheuld be dipped be-
fore being returned to their grazings
and mixed wiith other sheep. These
are safe precautions under any cir-
cumstances, and especially so in
scab-infected districts.

The Red Clover Tests

Following our art:cles on the adul-

day we present the results of the
red clover tests, concluding this
series, which has heen of vital im-
[portance both to tarmens and the
pubiie, with those comments which

rve the mosc serious study and
earnest consideration.

Althouzn cuere are several varle-
tias of red clover, only two distinct
varieties are well known in Canada.
Common red clover and mammoth or
pea vine clover are quite extensively
grown in Ontario and Quebee, and
to some extent in the Maritime Pro-
vinces and in the west. These two
varieties are offered in the markets
under a larze numher of confus.ng
{ Bames, and dilficulty is often experi-
Ienced in getting seed of the kind de-
sired because of these local terms.

Nearly two hundred samp es o! red
clover seed were examined, and
scarcely any o- them were Iree from
the seeds of noxious weed pests.

In Ontario the vitality o the sam-
i P'es was satisfactory, over one-third
of them germinating 94 per cent.
or over. The chief causes for low vi-
tality and impaired
were immature seed.

Seed Mixed.

sampies. The sample which was sup-
plied direct from a prominent To-
| ronto seed house was ihe only one
that was abso.utely free from weed
seeds. Thirty-one out of the thirty-
iive conta.ned seeds of green foxtail.
Twenty-two samples contained va-
rying quantities of white cockle
i ®eed.

|curled dock, sheep sorrel, Canada
thistle, lamb's quarter and lady's
thumh alco occurred very frequently.

The worst samples came
from R:n.rew, Oitawa, Car.ton P.ace,
Brantiord and Kempcville. =

The quality of the red c!over which
was o.tained in the Province of Que-
bec was not noticeably inferior to
that obtained in the Province of On-
tario. The mmpurities in the Quebec
samples
same pnature as those found in the
seed obtained from Ontario. Nearly
all the clover seed offered was re-
! ported to have ‘been obtained by
the local dealer from wholesale
firms in the Province of Quebee. By
far the worst samples came from
' Yamaska, Iberville, Chartierville,
Montreal, and Quebec.

Charlock or Wild Mustard
seed was found in large quantities
in samples Irom some dealers, one
set of seeds containing eightean spe-
cies of weed seeds. In general the
red clover from Prince Edward Island
was better than that from the
other two Miritime Provinces, and
i the market price per bushel was
i lower. One sample from Morell con-
| tained sixteen spceies of weed seeds,
| and 19,350 weed sceds to the pound,
while the samples from Bridgetown,

Morell, FEidon Selfast, and Albar-
| ton, each contained a plentiful ad-
mixture of Charlock or Wild Mustard
seed.

With the exception of three sam-
ples the quality of red clover seed
obtained from the Provinece of Brit-
ish Columbia,- was excellent., Most of
| the samples were obtained from
i Windsor and Toronto seced gouses.
| Bampies from Nanaimo and Mount
| Toimie contained ten and twelve
' seeds vespectively of charlock or wild
imustard in the ten gram samples
i (about one-third of an ounce) that
!'were examined. The samples that
containead the largest amount of im-
purities cam~ from Nanaimo, Van-

Legislation Needed.

A careful perusal of these
and figures points unmistakably to
the necessity for legislation along
the lines of protecting the farm-
ers from those unscrupulous dealers
who are flooding the country with
noxious weade and bleeding the ag-
| viculturist by means of mixed and
’ol‘ton worse than useless seeds. It
is cvident that the relative market
prices of Timothy, Alsike and Red
; Clover Sceds are not determined by
| their actual value, and competition
in the seed trade has been too largely
| confined to prices without due at-
! tention to quality.

! Many of the Most Noxious Weed Sceds
cannot bo separated from grass and
clover seeds by mechanical processes,
therefore it is highly important
that sced growers should thoroughly
clean their fiekls of weeds before the
crop is harvested.

‘There is- a great need for wise
measures and energetic and persist-
ent efforts to protect Canadian farm-
ers and their fields from the far-
reaching and long-continuing dam-
ages which' arise from the sale of
sceds which contain noxious impuri-
ties. '

As long as Canadian farmers are
content to use cheap low grades of
seed without possessing any definite
knowl -dge of their real value, so long
will the best quality of our home-
grown seeds be exported to coun-
tries where the seed trade is con-
ducted on a more businesslike basis
than is the custom in this Dominion.

The sale of seeds containing seeds
of such weeds as bindweed, or wild
morning glory, wild ts, tharlock,
or wild mustard, ficld pennycress or
stinkweed, and perennial sow-thistle
should be restricted or wholly pro-
hibited. .

100,000 Men Now Massed on
tho Bulgarian Frontier.

Macedonian Committes Dissolved and
Bome of Its Leaders Arrvested—Porte
Greatly Relieved Through Assurance of
Bulgaria’s Pacific Intentions—Reform
Demands Have Been Pruned—Paris
Wants End of Turkish Misrule.

London, Feb. 16.—Developments in
the Balkan crisis promise to be more
rapid than anticipated ten days ago.
There is now ample authority,- de-
spite official denials, for saying that
Turkey has already massed 100,000
troops on the ‘Bulgarian frontier.

BUKGARIA ARRESTS MACEDONIANS.

Committee and Muny Others Have Been
Made Prisoners.

Sofia, Bulgaria, Feb. 16. > Presi-
dent Michaelovsk of the Central Ma-
cedonian Committee; Gen. Zontcheff,
the vice-president; President Stanis-
chefl of the Sarafoffi Macedonian
Committee and many others have
been arrested. .

It is officially announced that the
Government has decided to dissolve
the Macedonian Committee in Bul-
garia and place a strong military
cordon along the Macedonian fron-
tier, thus demonstrating Bulgaria’s
readiness to fulfil her international
obligations,

Dr. Danew, the Premier, announced
in the National Assembly yesterday
the measures which led to the arrest
of the chief ofliccrs of the Maeedon-
ian Committee, and added that the
office of the Central Macedonain
Committee had been seized and all
the papers there confiscated. He said
the dissolution of the Macedonian
Committee in the provinces had been
accomplished without opposition.

Macedonians have been summoned
to a mass meeting to-day to pro-
test against the action of the Gov-
ernment and to demand the release of
the prisoners.

Porte Greatly Relleved.

Constantinople, Feb. 16.—In offi-
clal circles it is ass¥rted that the
Porte has received from the powers
assurance regarding Bulgaria’s paci-
fic intentions and that it has been
greatly relieved thereby. At the
same time the military council has
completed the plans for the mobiliz-
ation of the second and third army
corps, and has decided that in the
event of it becoming necessary to
take the field in Macedonia Marshal
Bdhem Pasha, the Generalissimo in
the Graeco-Turkish war, will have
supreme command of the quarter of a
million of men which would be avail-
able there.

To End Turkish Misrule.

Paris, Feb. 16.—A meeting of four
thousand persons, presided over by
Baron Constant d’Estournelles and
supported by many prominent men,
was held yesterday In connection
with the Macedonian situation. A re-
solution was adopted calling on the
Government to work energetically to
promote the enforcement of the Ber-
lin treaty and to put an end to
Turkish misrule in Macedonia.

Reform Demands Pruned.

Vienna, Feb. 16.—The rumor to the
effect that owing to the ditficulty of
obtaining the consent of the other
powers or for other reasons, the
Austro-Russian demands of re-
forms {in Macedonian have been
greatly attenuated since Count
Lamsdorfl drafted them, was practi-
cally confirmed last night by the of-
ficial Fremdenblatt, which states that
the demands are carefully framed so
as not to overstep the limits pre-
scribed by respect for the Sultan’s
suzerain rights, and that being con-
fined to comparatively modest
bounds, they are more likely to at-
tain the desired end than if they
were more pretentious. They will
not, however, says the official or-
gan, succeed if Macedonia is made
the theatre of a guerrilla war,

It is regarded here as certain that
these half reforms will not satisfy
the Macedonian revolutionary party,
which demands complete autonomy.

Armed Intervention.

London, Feb. 16.—The correspon-
dent of The Daily Mail at Vienna
says he learns that Austria has mob-
ilized two .army corps and has con-
centrated an extra 40,000 men on
the Balkan border.

FRUIT AS A DIGESTIVE AID,

Pineapples are Especially Good for
People Afllicted With Dyspepsia.
The partaking of a slice of pine-

applo after a meal is quite in ac-

cordance with physielogieal indica-
tions, since, though it may not be
generally known, fresh pineapple

Juice contains a remarkably active

digoestive principle similar to pepsin.

This principle has been termed “bro-

mclin,” and so powerful is its action

upon proteids that it will digest as

much as 1,000 times its weight with-
In a fow hours. Its digestive ac-
tivity varies in accordance with the
kind of protcid to which it is sub-
Jocted. Fibrin disappears entirely af-
ter a time.

With the coagulated albumin of
eggs the digestive process is
albumin
of mecat its action seems [irst
to produce a pulpy gelatinous mass
which, however, completely dissolves
after a short time. When a slice
of fresh pineapple is placed upon a
raw beefsteak the surface of the
stcak becomes gradually gelatinous
owing to tho digestive action of the
cnzyme of thesulce. Of course, it is
well known that digestive agents ex-
ist aleo in other fruits, when con-
sidered that an average-sized pine-
apple will yield nearly two pints of
juice it will be seen that the digestive

‘ action of the whole fruit must be

enormous. ‘The activity of this
poculiar digestive agent is destroy-
od in the cooked pineapple, but un-
loss the pineapple is preserved by
heat there is no reason why the tin-
ned fruit should not retain the di-
gestive power.

The active digestive principle may
be obtained from the juice by dis-
solving a largo quantity of common
salt in it, when a precipitate is ob-
tained possessing the remarkable di-
gestive powers just described. Un-
like pepsin, the digestive principle of
the pineapple will operate in an acid,
neutral, or even alkaline medium, ac-
cording to the kind of proteid to
which it is presented. It may, there-
fore, be assumed that the pineapple
enzyme would not only aid the work
of digestion in the stomach, but
would continuo that action in the
intestinal tract. Pineapple, it may
be added, contains much indigestible
matter of the nature of woody fiber,
but it is quite possible that the de-
cidedly digestive properties of the
juico compensate for this fact.

Cheapened and
multiplied newspapers and maga-
zines and books ol all kinds have fal-
len in with, if they have not [os-
tered, an extensive in the place of
an intensive reading habit, so that
the Bible must now struggle for ex-
istence as literature, instead of be-
ing the “one book.” Bible reading
has been bowed out of the Public
Schools, while the home, to which
it was aguain kindly commended, has
politely passed on the unwelcome
guest to the Sunday School. But
that institution, with the best will
in the world, cannot recreate the
heaven which lay about the infancy
of those, who, at a mother’s knee,
made their young imagination fam-
iliar with the racy, piquant English

of the King James version, and with |

wealth of Oriental trope and alleg-
ory and parable and pastoral and
drama, which, from the Bible, has
passed into the masterpieces of our
literature.

The evidence is too sirong,. and
comes from too many quarters, that
the old saturation with biblical
phraseology and imagery and illus-
tration is a thing of the past. An
arid and astounding ignorance has
too often succeeded it. Tennyson and
Browning, to say nothing of Miiton
and Dryden, are already in need of
scholiasts to explain to ingenuous
minds in school and college echoes
and reminiscences of the Bible, which
were second nature to an earlier
generation. All this is a twice-told
it still sorrowful tale. And there
seems no present hope of turning
back the tide of battle. We can but
sadly reckon up our losses.—Century.

For more than 600 years
they have been roaming over Europe,
and' the up-to-date gypsy is by all
means the cleverest thiel In. the
world. Where no cat gets through
the little brown gypsp boy finds his
way. They have no religion, no mor-
als, no honor, or no fatherland. Bul
he is prouder, perhaps, than a Span-
ish grandee. He lies to perfection and
Is the greatest story-teller in the
world. Many other efforts have been
made from time .to time to conline
the gypsies to certain territories In
Hungary, but always without any
success. !
