. “The St George’s Society reminds us 
that we share the greatness, the glory, the 
freedom of that land upon whose sacred soil 
the exile can tread in safety ; the land 
which offers an asylum to the unfortunate, 
the unhappy, no matter who they be ; the 
land that brooks not slavery, and whereon 
for centuries no foreign invader has been 
able to plant his foot. This Dominion is 
great in itself ; greater still in its future 
prospects. But its greatness is enhanced by 
its connection with the Mother Land, and it 
shares, through common origin, in the illus­
trious past of the great British nation. 
Surety of this country it may to a certain 
extent be said, that the honours on the 
crest of England are garlands for the head 
of Canada. It is no proof of national vigour 
to ignore the past, and live only in the pre­
sent. While, therefore, we love Canada ; 
while we are ready to serve her interests 
and promote her advancement ; let ns still 
turn a loving glance across the broad sea to 
the mother of us alL Happily, loyalty is a 
master principle in the heart of a Canadian. 
Like justice, of which the Roman poet 
wrote, which, quitting the world, yet linger­
ed in rural abodes and pastoral pursuits ; so 
loyalty, even if about to qoit this earth, 
which I trust is not to be, yet tarries here, 
and there is no fear of its extinction. And 
the loyalty of Canadians is of the true, old- 
fashioned type—nngplfiah, faithful ; the 
loyalty of the free.”

Sir Francis Hinoks believes that these 
sentences, though addressed to Englishmen, 
do nevertheless faithfully reflect the senti­
ments entertained by the Canadian people of 
all nationalities towards the Mother 
Country. He believes, moreover, that there 
has been no period in the history of Canada 
when its inhabitants were so loyal as at the 
very time when the writer in the Fortnightly 
has considered it his duty “ to oast its 
political horoscope,” and to assure the peo­
ple of England that its destination is 
absorption into the adjoining Republic. He 
feels the more certain of the correctness of 
his impressions in this respect from the fact 
that he haa in his time seen the sentiment 
of Canadian loyalty in very different 
phases, giving him an experience which 
ought to quality him for judging.

He is firmly convinced, moreover, that when 
he first entered public life tiie majority of 
Canadians were thoroughly alienated in 
their feelings from the British Crown. 
Three who engaged In the rebellion of 1837 
constituted but a fraction of the host of the 
discontented, to whom the old co’onial sys­
tem of government was odious and oppres­
sive. To this system Lord Durham’s report 

-gave a death-blow, and a revolution follow­
ed, creating a new cause of discontent, 
which became fierce and widespread among 
the old Tory party. Great allowance, Sir 
Francis thinks, must be made for the feel­
ings of the latter under the circumstances. 
They had seen political power handed over 
to their opponents, lately in rebellion, by 
the very act of the Crown whose authority 
they themselves had so zealously defended. 
These, Sir Francis thinks, were the days when 
disaffection to the Crown was a reality 
in Canada, and not the fiction which is new 
conjured up, so notoriously out of season as 
is the case to-day.

for a short time before. But what of 
that Î The value of the loaned rails was 
only *8,000, and he had security for the 
loan to the amount of *30,000 ! This 
looks very plausible ; and it would be a 
capital reply only that it lacks the essen­
tial element of truth. The quantity of 
rails Mr. Foster was allowed to “ bor- 
“ row”—in other words take anduse as he 
liked—was 100 tons, but Mr. Foster 
knew that he was master, and 
not Mr. Mackenzie, and so he 
walked off with 227 tons. Mr. Mac­
kenzie, by the terms of the Foster con­
tract for the Canada Central Railway, 
was limited in his payments to the con­
tractor to three-fourths the value of the 
rails laid on the line of railway. He 
paid Mr. Foster *48 per ton—a shame­
ful pri* ; which left the rails (iron rails 
be it remembered) as dumped down ten 
Tni1ft« from the Canada Central railway, 
worth *60 per ton. Now, as Mr. Foster 
walked off with 227 tons, a simple calcu­
lation shows that he walked off with 
Dominion property worth *13,620, not 
*8,000 as stated by Mr. Mackenzie. 
But, as the Premier says: “It’s of no 
“ consequence, haven’t the Government 
“ got *30,000 worth of bonds as security?” 
It wouldn’t be of much consequence if the 
bonds were worth *30,000, or half the 
sum. When Mr. Mackenzie was inter­
rogated in the Public Accounts Com­
mittee as to their value, he said 
he didn’t know they were worth a 
doll*. We believe they are not 
worth a doll*. Just as Mr. Mackenzie 
took Mr. Foster himself—without in­
quiring into his financial standing, 
though required by the law to have done 
so—so he took these railway bonds. He 
knows to-day that they are worthless, or 
next to worthless, and yet he stands upon 
a public platform and deliberately tells 
the people of this Dominion that he holds 
*30,000 of security ! And this is the man 
who talks about the mendacity of his 
opponents, and alleges that, it has always 
been his desire to make party warfare in 
Canada respectable ! Oh Reform, thy 
name is hypocrisy, and Alexander Mac­
kenzie is its personification !

Sir John Macdonald having stated 
that Mr. Mackenzie’s majority in the 
House of Commons had dwindled from 
101 to 46, Mr. Mackenzie hastens to 
correct the Opposition leader. He says 
he never had a majority of over 76, and 
that he still has 52. Any one who would 
have dared to have told the Premier in 
the early part of February, 1874, that he 
had a majority of but 76, would have re­
ceived apretty curt and sharp reply. Day 
after day the «Imwi was made that his ma­
jority was over 100, and no doubt it was. 
The Globe, on the 16th Februaey, when 
there were only a few constituencies in 
British Columbia to be heard from, classi­
fied the members elect thus :

Even if every one of the Independents { 
had gone with the Opposition, Mr. Mac­
kenzie’s majority would still have been 
over 100—101, as stated by Sir John 
Macdonald. Mr. Mackenzie surely 
do* not want to fasten a lie upon his 
organ. It is quite true that he may 
never have had as large a majority as 
100 in any division, but that was because 
the House was not full at any time when 
a division was taken. They were 
ready, however, had they been wanted, 
for an emergency—which, with such a 
majority, could not well arise.

Mr. Mackenzie endeavours to estab­
lish his point as to his majority now and 
then by alleging that since 1874 
the Conservatives have gained but 
13 seats, while the “Reformers” 
have gained 4. The difference between 
the two would make 18 on a division. 
Mr. Mackenzie .is wrong in his figures. 
We do not see how he makes out that the 
Grits have gained four seats. Probably 
he counts Provencher, but surely he does 
not put down as a supporter of the Oppo­
sition a man who never took his seat and 
who had no reason to have a kindly side

Railway. In his testimony before a 
Committee of the House of Commons 
Mr. Carvell gave evidence as to his 
plenary powers in this respect, and added 
that no Minister knew anything of his 
purchases of rads. That evidence ought 
to prevent one who hM as many brothers 
as Mr. Mackenzie insinuating that Mr. 
Carvell’s relation to a late Minister had 
anything to do with his transactions in 
rails. But the important question is as 
to the time the purchases were made. 
Mr. Mackenzie says they were made in 
the last few months the late Government 
wm in office. Now, here are the facte as 
told before the Parliamentary Committee 
of Enquiry by Mr. Brydgbs, a Govern­
ment officer :—“ Purchases of steel rails 
“ were made in 1873 and 1874 amount- 
“ ing altogether to 6,000 ton* In 1873, 
“ 600 tons were purchased from the 
“ Ebbw Vale Co. and charged for at 
“ £16 12* per ton f.o.b. at Liverpool 
“ In the same year 2,000 tons were pur- 
“ chased from Guest & Co. and invoiced 
“ to the Government, and paid for by 
“ them at £17 per ton f.o.b. at Liver- 
“ pool In 1874 two lots were pur- 
“ chased—one of 1,750 tons from the 
“ Mersey Steel and Iron Co., and a 
“ similar quantity from Bolckow, 
“ Vaughan, <£ Co.” Mr. Mackenzie 
says the late Government purchased the 
6,000 tons. Mr. Brydgbs affirms that 
8,500 tons, or more than one-half the 
total quantity, was purchased after Mr. 
Mackenzie came into office ! It is not 
material here to enquire whether Mr. 
Carvell acted rightly or wrongly. We

A family in Buckland, Mass., are confi­
dent they have been poisoned so much as to 
be very sick by eating the eggs of hens that 
had eaten potato beetles. The hens ate 
freely of the beetles, and the family eat of 
the eggs, boiled, at three different times, 
and were similarly affected each time, a 
soreness and labored movement of the 
bowels, with a severe smarting and burning. 
Has any one else been similarly affected? 
Poison for potato bugs is in some «s* 
proving a sort of two-edged sword which 
injures those who apply it almost as sen- 
ously as it does the bugs. Cases in which 
children have been poisoned by getting 
Paris green have been noticed from tame to 
time. Last week a valuable horse died in 
West Springfield from eating meal which 
had been poisoned for the bugs. Other in­
stances of a somewhat similar nature have 
been recorded and they all teach one lesson 
—that there is need of a great deal of care 
in the use of any dangerous preparation.— 
New England Homestead,

I was called upon for advice a short time 
ago in regard to a valuable cow which had 
been well fed, and had given a large quanti­
ty of milk. The owner, thinking she ought 
to have a rest before she calved, attempted 
to dry her off some two months before she 
was to drop her calf. She was then giving 
about six quarts of milk per day. He took 
away her roots and grain, and began milking 
onoe a day. Had reduced the amount of 
milk one half, when her milk began to get 
ropy and thick, and the udder was swollen 
and caked. I advised washing it off well 
with blood-warm water and a dose of salts 
and saltpetre, and returning to the feeds of 
roots and shorts, and milking twice a day. 
For that cow, with the keeping and care she 
has had, it is more natural to continue 
in milk than to cease from it, and I believe 
more damage is done every year by trying to 
dry up cows that are natural milkers than 
there is by milking too long. I do not care 
if a cow does not go dry one day before 
calving, if she will not without my taking 
pains to dry her off.—Boston Journal.

One spring we had a jar left 
over, and I sold it to the same 
merchant I bought it of—buying at 
fifteen and selling at thirty cents. 
And one season we summered over a surplus 
jar, and used it the second winter in Febru­
ary and March, and it was good. The fact 
that summer butter has been kept fresh and 
sweet for winter use is positive proof that it 
can be so kept. The four essentials are :— 
It must be well made. It must be salted 
with pure salt. It must be so packed as to 
entirely exclude the air. It must be kept at 
a low temperature. If any one of those 
four conditions are wanting, your butter 
will not keep. Yet, after all, I believe the 
best way to keep summer butter for winter 
use is to keep it in the grasses and grains you 
provide for your dairy stock, until near the 
time you wish to market it. Kept in this 
way it will never become strong.—Illinois 
Dairymen's Report,

are apt to be very troublesome, and, from 
the fact that many green-houses attached to 
villa residences are badly constructed, an 
effectual fumigation by means of tobacco 
smoke in the ordinary way becomes some­

I am therefore led to adopt a plan of my 
own. Once a week I put some soft soap ana 
flowers of sulphur into four gallons of 
soap-suds, mixing all well together. Tie 
next process is to turn the plants heels 
upward and immerse their heads in the 
soapy solution ; but before doing this I 
prepare a circular pieoe of stiff card with a 
hole half an inch in diameter, and a slit 
reaching from the central opening to the cir­
cumference of the card. Thus is then 
stretched so as to allow the stem of the plant 
to be surrounded, and by pressing the fingers 
of the left hand firmly against it and to the 
rim of the pot when the plant is turned up­
side down, no soil can fall into the mixture. 
By gently moving the head of the plant back- 
ward and forward in the solution the leaves 
become cleansed of insects, and, as a kind of 
soapy clings to the leaves after they
sre dry, insects do not quickly infest them 
again.—The Garden.

Riel fled from justi* sad remained in the 
United States. A process of outlawry wra 
taken against him, and he was de­
clared an outlaw. The effect of that 
judgment of outlawry against him was 
that he wra thereby adjudged to be guilty - 
of the crime of which he was accused. A 
great distinction had properly been drawn 
between political offenew and offenow against 
life and property. Political offences were 
frequently and generally, after a lap* of 
time, condoned. In civilized countries where 
there had been risings against the consti­
tuted authorities, after the law had been fully 
vindicated, and order had been restored, 
the Government generally came forward 
and granted an amnwty or pardon to those 
who had not been previously {punished. In 
this oa* there wra not the alighted eviden* 
adduced of O’Donoghue being in any way 
an accompli* or a participator in the death 
of Seote, * homicide which the Court and 
jury had declared to be a murder. He, 
therefore, stood on a much more favourable 
ground than the other twa They were all 
guilty of being concerned in the insurrection, 
but there were only two of them shown 
to be .guilty of murder. O’Donoghue 
was not tried or outlawed, neither was any 
information on oath lodged or warrant 
issued against him ae having been guilty of 
'the murder ; therefore, he most be consider, 
nd to all intents and purposes innocent, as 
he (Sir John) from oiroumstanow and evi­
dence whioh had been laid before him, 
believed him to be. It would be remem­
bered that the punishments of Riel and 
Lepine were light—the former (Riel) being 
outlawed for six years, and the latter being 
imprisoned for two years, while O’Donoghue 
wra in effect banished for life. He (Sir
