FARM AND FIRESIDE.

Timely Hints Useful to the F armer
and his Household.

A cow carries her milk from one milk-
ing to the next, held firmly in little reser-
voirs distributed all through the udder.
The valves which open and close the pas-
sages from these reservoirs to the teats are
under the control of the will, but like the
muscles which close the neck of the blad-
der, they are naturally and constantly
kept closed, and are only relaxed by a
special effort of the will. At milking time
these valves, by a relaxation of the cords
which control them, are opened and the
milk let down in a flood into the teats.
This relaxation does not last long. After
a little the spacial effort to hold open the
valves ceases, and they instinctively close
again, shutting off the flow from the re-
servoirs and retaining in them any milk
which may have not passed out. The
habit of not “giving down” consists in
shortening the time of this relaxation,
thus stopping the flow from the reservoirs
to the teats before the milk is all drawn.
The circumstances which tend to make a
cow shorten this period of relaxation are
rough treatment, fear, grief, solicitude,
loud noites—in short, anything which at-
tracts attention and makes the cow un-
easy.

The things inducing prolonged relaxa-
tion are comfort and quietude, and freedom
from disturbance and excitement, together
with the relief which the flow of milk oc-
casions. When a cow has from any cause
acquired a habit of shortening the time of
“letting down ” it is very difficult, and
sometimes impossible, to overcome it, says
Farmer's Record. The best way is to
avoid all occasions of disturbance, and ob-
serve well those which promote pleasure
and quiet for the cow, and to milk as
rapidly as possible, consistent with com-
fort, with a view to getting the milk out
before the “letting down” ceases. Milk-
ing rapidly doesmot mean jerking sharply,
or moving with hasty or irregular motions
in the presence of the cow. Such a course
would counteract the very thing aimed at.
The motions of the milker should not be
such as to attract suspicion. They should
be deliberate and cool, but nothing should
be allowed to interrupt or retard the work.
This will produce continual relief to the
udder. The milker should bear constant-
ly in mind the fact that the letting down
is short, and that every moment should
be used to the best advantage. When the
milk ceases to flow the milking should
stop at once, whether it is all out or not.
There is no good in hanging on after the
milk stops coming, as it only cultivates
the habit of “ holding back.”

CUTTING AND CURING CLOVER.

Be sure and cut the clover early, before
the seed has formed. Clover isa biennial,
one of those plants that begin to die when
once it has produced seed. Here is the
point: By cutting before the seed forms
you can cut two crops in one season and
still keep the root alive. At least it will
not lie because its purpose has been ful-
filled. This year we shall need all the hay
we can get. Skillful management of our
clover meadows will give us a large addi-
tional yield of hay and have the roots
right for the next season. That wise farm-
er, the late Hiram Smith, once showed us
a field of medium clover nine years old
from which he had taken that year fully
three tons per acre in three cuttings. But
there is another great advantage in early
cutting. The hay for milk and butter
purposes is worth double that of the or-
dinary grade, says as good authority as
Hoard’s Dairyman.

The thick stems of a rank growth of
clover make it hard to cure by the ordin-
ary means of exposure to the sun. Long
before these stems are dried through the
tender, thin leaves will be shriveled up
and broken off. This necessitates curing
clover by heating and with as little stirr-
ing as possible, and that only when fresh-
ly cut. American Cultivator says that the
best way is to follow the mower with the
hay tedder with only the least interrup-
tion. Then as soon as the leaves have
dried rake the clover and put it in cock.
It may seem dry because the leaves will
rustle, but leave it twenty-four hours or,
if need be, thirty-six or forty-eight. Then
open and it will be found moist inside.
The moisture has come from the stems,
and when this has dried off the hay will
be cured sufficiently to go into the barn
or stack. The slight heating which hay
thus gets not only does not 1njure it, but
really makes it more palatable to stock.

SHEEP IN PLACE OF COWS.

Whether it would pay to keep a small
flock of sheep in place of some of the cows
on a farm depends very much on the man.
If he does not take to sheep he had better
let them alone. But, if he will give the
sheep proper foods, proper care and will
breed judiciously, there is much profit in
sheep, and more than in some cows, es-
pecially on hillsides. Ifa farmer is going
to keep sheep he must make up his mind
to take proper care of them,and to feed
them properly balanced rations. Put
enough sheep on a pasture to eat all the
grass, weed and bushes and give them a
liberal nitrogenous grain ration. In win-
ter they must be put into warm barns and
kept there till time to go out to pasture in
the spring. Wheat bran and oil meal are
two of the best foods. Plenty of pure
water should also be furnished. Put
seven to 10 sheep in the place of one cow.
A farmer of our acquaintance has 1,200
sheep which he pastured, or nearly all of
them, in summer, at 2}c. per sheep a week.
Those kept at home are mostly pastured
in orchards.

TO PREVFNT MILK FEVER.

Cows coming in in the summer time are
apt to get too fleshy before calving, says a
valued correspondent. About three or
four weeks before the cow is due I bring
her up and reduce her food. Preventing
an accumulation of flesh is a preventive of
milk fever. A week before she calves I
put her into a box stall. If she worries
much I go in and curry her. The curry-
comb or card is a great thing to introduce
yourself to a cow. After she calves keep
her quiet and avoid drafts and cold water.
I have never cured a case of milk fever,
but I believe I have prevented hundreds
of cases.

SOAPSUDS AS MANURE.

Few persons know how very useful soap-
suds prove when employed as manure.
Applied to the roots of vines, fruit trees,
etc., they impart a vigor and rapidity of
growth which is perfectly surprising. No
one who is so lucky as to have a garden
should waste this valuable form of manure.
It is an excellent plan to have a large tub,
and put the soapsuds and dirty water into
it till required upon the garden.

HARROWING -CORN.

I will give my experience in harrowing
corn. In 1866 I cultivated a piece of
ground that had been an old stable lot.
It was well sec led with what we call here
“butter-print” weeds, and a very good
supply of Jamestown weeds. After I had
planted my corn I found out that the
weeds would grow much faster than the
corn. I had adouble “A” hinge harrow
with. forty teeth in it. Just as the corn
was coming through the ground, I com-
menced harrowing. Ihad harrowed about
a half day when one of my neighbors
came along and said: “You are ruining
your corn. The harrow will break off the
tender sprouts and kill the plant.” I took
his advice and quit the harrowing. Re-
sult, where I harrowed my corn came
along with a rush and was comparatively
clean. Where I did not harrow, it was
decidedly weedy and continued so all the
summer. The one harrowing made an
increase of twenty bushels to the acre.

. Another time I drilled my corn. A
term of wet weather came on and I did
not get into the field until the corn was
boot top high. I hitched to the harrow
put my son on the horse and told him to
go alipad. The ground was full wet to
workmt'the time, and I had ploughed the
corn stalks under. I noticed my son get-
ting off and on very frequently and finally
went over to see what was the matter. I
found the raggedest piece of corn I ever
saw in my life. I told him to drive down
to the fence and turn the harrow up in the
corner. Result in this case, I doubled the
amount of corn on the harrowed piece
over that which was not harrowed. One
of the best corn growers we have in the
country harrows until the corn is eight or
ten inches high before he starts the culti-
vator.—Germantown Telegraph.

YOU SHOULD KNOW

That white spots can be removed from
furniture by holding a hot iron over, but
not on the place.

That oranges and lemons with green
leaves intermixed make a pretty dish for
decorative purposes.

That the usual average in reckoning the
cost of living for each person in the din-
ing room is $5 a week.

That the yolk of an egg in half a pint
of tepid rain water, with a little powdered
borax and a teaspoonful of spirits of cam-
phor added, will take spots out of black
goods.

That teapots should be washed thor-
oughly with strong soda and water and
then rinsed well and perfectly dried each
day if one would prevent the curious hay-
like smell often noticed in a teapot.

That nothing is better_ for restoring the
brightness of polished tables than rubbing
them with a linen rag dipped in cold-
drawn linseed oil.

That a good handful of salt should be
added to the water in which matting is
washed. That salt keeps the matting in
color. Do not use soap.

That grease stains on wall paper may
be removed by mixing pipe-clay with
enough water to make a sort of cream.
Spread this rather thickly on the stain,
leave it on for twenty-four :hours, then
take it off carefully with a knife and dust
and brush the paper thoroughly.

That a capital wash for stained boards is
made by boiling one half pound of slaked
lime and one pound of soda in six quarts
of water for two hours. Let this settle,
then pour off the clear part for use.

That you can tell if a bed is damp by
laying your hand glass between the
sheets for a few moments. If the sheets
are not properly dried the glass will be
clouded.

That pearl knife handles should be
rubbed with a salt rag dipped in fine
table salt ; then polish with leather.

That a little warm water and soap ap-
plied frequently is better for cleaning
your lacquered brass than all the clean-
ing materials in the world.

CHINESE WIVES AND CO-WIVES.

A Chinese engagement dates its begin-
ning from the exchange of red cafds be-
tween the parents of the contracting par-
ties. These cards in many districts are
immense documents, almost the size of
a horse blanket. They are important for
the reason tkat they are used as evidence
in case of disagreement in the future.
We-seldom hear in China of broken en-
gagements. Yet if a quarrel connot be
settled peaceably recourse is had to thé
law, and the judge usually imposes a fine
upon the party who has broken the
contract.

The chief incident in a Chinese mar-
riage is the arrival of the bride in her
bridal clothes before the house of her
chosen one. That is a de facto fulfilment
of the contract. The wedding day is de-
termined by the parents of the groom.
The imperial calender names the lucky
days, and on such days the so-called “red
celebrations” take place, both in the city
and country. The same bridal clothes
may be used several times.

In districts where it is customary to
celebrate the weddings in the forenoon,
the weddings of the co-wives take place
in the afternoon or in the evening. The
Chinese thus hope to make them less im-
portant.

That the chief part of a Chinese mar-
riage is the arrival of the bride at the
house of the groom is illustrated again by
the fact that the sons are often married
without being present at their own wed-
dings. It is not believed to be fortunate
to change the wedding day when once
decided. If the future husband, there-
fore, happens to be called away on the
wedding day, the marriage takes place by
gending the bride to his house.

Chinese law recognizes seven grounds
for divorce from a woman — childlessness,
improper conduct, neglect of the parent
of the husband, a tendency to steal, jeal-
ousy and incurable disease. A natural
consequence of the importance attached
in China to male heirs is that where they
are abgent the husband marries a co-wife.
This, however, is not general, and is lim-
ited to families of wealth. The bad results
of the system are recognized by the
Chinese themselves.

The practical Chinese, therefore, have
adopted a more simple way of obtaining
heirs — the adoption of children who be-
long to side branches of the family. In
this way the family line is kept intact.
In the absence of male descendants in the
side branches of the family the sons of
strangers are adopted. The Chinese pre-
fer this method to marrying second wives.

The Rural Legislators Meet in Mid-
Summer Session.

York county council met in annual ses-
gion at their chamber on Tuesday last, at
ten o’clock, with warden Fullerton in the
chair. All members were present.

Minutes of last session were read and
approved.

Coun. McNally moved that this session
have but one official reporter.

The following committee was appointed
on secretury treasurer’s accounts: Geo.S.
Inch, Pinder, McKeen, Lundon, Lawrence,
Scott, Cliff, Thompson, Nason, McMillan,
Hallet, Goodspeed, Boies.

This question of reports brought outa
statement from coun. Mowatt that the re-
ports of last year were not correct.

Coun. Jamieson said that the Gleaner’s
report was not correct. Coun. McNally
then spoke to his motion.

Coun. Kinghorn said that one reporter
might do, but that the acts of the council
should be freely scattered over the county
and he would be willing for two or more
than two reporters.

Coun. Murray said that it would be as
well not to pay any one.

Coun. Scott said he was against a re-
porter at all ; put in one this year, he said,
and if he does not do it well put him out.

Coun. Mowatt was for paying four.

Coun. Rowley said it appeared to him
that this was a new move, establishing an
official reporter, would be inclined to
second Mr. Murray’s appointment, that
they do not recognize any reporter at all.

Coun. McNally spoke again on the
economy question

Coun. Jamieson8aid that it looked as
though there was only one paper circul-
ated through the county with the correct
report of the county council. The inten-
tion of the reporter was to give a correct
report and if only one reporter was paid
many of the people wodld not hear the
doings of the council at all. He felt that
every ratepayer in Canferbury should
‘now what he did here, and if all re-
porters were not paid, then there should
be none paid.

Coun. Nason said if there was an official
reporter he would be present all the time.

Coun.gScotty repeated his former state-
ment.

Coun. Pinder said that the Farmer was
a few years ago an official organ. It gota
certain sum for sending a copy of the
paper to the ratepayers.

Coun. Cliff said that very few took the
Reporter or Gleaner and if they pub-
lished the report, very few people would
get it. If the official reporter be com-
pelled to send copies to the people, then
he would support the motion.

‘The motion was then put and carried,
thirteen to eleven.

Moved by coun. Nason that Jas. H.
Crocket be the reporter. Coun. Graham
moved that the fee be $10.

In reply to coun. Jamieson, it was said
that this $10 did not include the sending
of a paper to each ratepayer. Motion put
and carried.

Auditor McCready said that the report
of the auditor was criticised in a way not
pleasing to him. He said he thought it
was the duty of the council to find out
whether he was a capable officer, and
would like a committee appointed to look
into this matter. He considered the re-
port of last year was as correct as any
other report.

Sec. treasurer Black followed in the
same strain laying all the blame on the
printer.

Coun. Rowley asked why waste the time,
if these criticisms were incorrect they
should pass them in silence, but as they
paid for the reports they should be correct
or not paid for. Ifthey were conceived in
a spirit of malice, as the sec. treas. said,
why should they be looked over.

Coun. Cliff said he had never seen a
correct report yet.

Coun. Mowatt said that there were
things recopied from reports of former
years wrong, and that this was the case
this year.

Coun. Pinder moved for a committee of
five to investigate the criticisms. The
following committee wasappointed : King-
horn, Inch, Scott, Gould and Grabam.

ArTERNOON SEssioN. After roll call the
“first business was the report of committee
on public buildings, which was referred to
audit committee.

Coun. Rowley submitted the report on
Secretary’s reports; that all vouchers etc.,
were found correct.

THEY WONT. BE CIVILIZED.

Two Curious Tribes Who Resist all
Efforts to Improve Condition.

Hundreds of steamers sail every year
through the straits of Malacca bearing
thousands of passengers, who never dream
that just behind the mountains along the
narrow Malay peninsula are two tribes
apparently untamable, that have scarcely
any intercourse with the rest of the world,
and wish only to be left alone. They are
known as the Semang and the Sakei
tribes, and are supposed to be the abor-
igines of the Malay peninsula. Ever
since the vessels of civilized nations haye
frequented those waters they have lived
there, and they have no traditions as to
ever occupying any other region. Once,
however, they extended down to the coast,
but the Malays drove them toward the
centre of the peninsula, where, in the
virgin forests, they found shelter against
the human enemies whom they fear much
more than they do the wild beasts around
them.

The Sakei resemble negroes, and eth-
nologists who have seen a few of them
wonder whence these black people with
whoolly hair, flat noses, and thick lips
derive their physical characteristics. The
Semang tribe on the contrary are copper-
colored, with clear skins and brown cheeks
and clear-cut features. The tribes speak
different languages, but they have the
same customs and live on the best terms
with one another. There seems, how-
ever, to be very little intermarriage among
them and thus the types are kept distinct.

The Sakei communicate from time to
time with the Malays,'but the Semangs
never leave their mountains. They seem
to have no idea of religion, and their
imaginations are not at all impressed by
natural phenomena. Within their cir-
cumscribed limits they are among the
greatest of wanderers. They lead a
thoroughly nomadic life. They rarely re-
main two days in the same place and do
not construct the slightest shelter except
occasionally a roof of boughs to cover them
for a few hours from a storm of unusual
violence. Like some of the natives of
Tierra del Fuego they have no idea of
building huts in which to live. They
have no herbs and their greatest passion
is the jealousy with which they guard
their liberty and independence. White
missionaries have made some attempts to
gain influence over them, but have been
wholly unsuccessful. No effort to give
them any of the notions of civilization
have succeeded in the slightest degree.
They have not assumed even those habits
of civilization which prevail among their
nearest neighbors, the Malays. They,
however, have adopted some of the vices
of civilization, among which is the tobac-
co habit. The weed does not grow in
their country, and their occasional efforts
to procure it from the coast are about the
only relations they have with other peo-
ples. Many of them speak a smattering
Malay or Siamese. Mr. Meyners d’Estrey
is the only white man who is known to
have lived even a short time among these
very peculiar people, and about all the in-
formation we have concerning them has
been supplied by him.

TEA CHEST LEAD.

One of the industries in connection
with the tea trade is the collection of the
lead with which tea chests are lined.
China has been noted for many centuries
for purity of its lead, and this tea chest
lead, as it is called, is regarded as the
finest in existence. There are many uses
for it : it is found very valuable in making
the best kind of solder. No machinery is
employed in the production of this sheet
lead ; every sheet is made by hand and in
the most primitive fashion. A large brick
is provided, the size of the sheet of lead
to be made, and is covered with two or
three sheets of paper. On these the mol-
ten lead is poured, and another brick is
placed on the top, which flattens the lead
out the required size and thickness. The
sheets are then soldered together to the
size of the interior of the tea chest, the
tea is packed in, and the top sheet is fast-
ened in place. The workmen are very
expert, and they turn out an immense
number of sheets in the course of.a day,
and, where labor is 8o cheap, at a price
much less than if the articles were pro-
duced by machinery.

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THE PROVINCE WINS.

Word has been received during the
week that the Maritime Bank case on ap-
peal to the privy council, has been de-
cided in favor of the New Brunswick gov-
ernment. When the Maritime bank
failed the province had about $35,000 on
deposit. In circamstances of this nature,
what are called crown debts are preferred,
that is they are paid in preference to
ordinary depositors. The New Bruns-
wick government contended that, as the
¢ representative of the crown in this pro-
vince, its claim should be paid out of the
funds of the defunct bank, before a divi-
dend was paid to the other depositors.
The liquidators disputed the claim of the
government {o priority, and the question
whether the government represented the
crown under such circumstances was put
in issue. The matter was first argued be-
fore the supreme court of New Brunswick,
the government side winning the suit.
The liquidators then appealed to the
supreme court of Canada, and again judg-
ment was received for the province. The
case was then carried by the liquidators
to the privy council of England, the final
court of appeal, and attorney general
Blair, who successfully pleaded the case
of the province in the courts below, went
across the sea to contend for provincial
rights before the highest tribunal in the
empire. The signal victory he has won
will settle a long disputed question of
constitutional law, and will add fresh
laurels to the reputation of the attorney
general as an able lawyer, and a valient
defender of the rights of the province of
which he is premier. The case was
handled for the liquidators by Dr. Stock-
ton, the leader of the opposition, while
the respective council on with each side,
were Sir Horace Davie and Sir Richard
Webster. Dr. Stockton does not seem to
have been any more successful in his
efforts to down the attorney general when
he catches him away from home, than
when facing him on the floors of the
aseembly. - He would no doubt have
rejoiced in spirit could he only have
succeeded in preventing that $35,000 from
ever getting into the provincial chest.
There would have been much jubilation
in the tone of the opposition organs, which
are now dumb as an oyster, had the good
news been wafted from over the sea that
the attorney general had lost the case,and
that the province had lost the $35,000,
with the accrued interest and the costs of
suit' The matter is now finally settled as
there is no appeal from the privy council.
Both the province and Mr. Blair are to be
congratulated on the result, which as we
intimated above settles a constitutional
question which far outweighs the amount
of money at stake. To Mr. Blair the re-
sult must be particularly gratifying, and
he can rest assured that it will not lessen
the enthusiasm with which he will be
welcomed home from the well deserved
holiday, which we understand, hoth him-
self and Mrs. Blair are enjoying thorough-
ly.

TaeE HeraLp last week, without men-
tioning any names, or otherwise identify-
ing the person, referred to a certain party
as a “culmination of idiocy,” and as
being in the custody of the gaoler.

THE COUNTY COUNCIL.

The county couticil held their semi-
annual meeting on Tuesday last. The
session only lasted one day, and the
council seems to have devoted most of
that time to whitewashing the financial
officers of the county, and passing a vote
of censure on TEE HEraLp for having
pointed out numerous mistakes in the
public accounts. In the absence of
official information on the subject (which
is, no doubt, in the hands of the official
reporter) the majority of the coun-
cil seems to have come to the
sage conclusion that the fact of the
different columns of figures being added
up incorrectly does not make any differ-
ence, provided the totals at the end of the
account correspond with the secretary-
treasurer’s balance. Councillors Scott,
Graham, Gould, Inch and Kinghorn went
through the auditor’s accounts, and re-
ported that the mistakes pointed out by
Tue Herarp did not affect the totals,
which came out all right, notwithstand-
ing the mistaken figures which go to
make up the totals. The accounts were
then declared all right and Tne HeraLp
all wrong. Tue Heratp will probably
live through the “rebuke” which it re-
ceived at the hands of councillors Pinder,
Lockhart and McNally, and will, no
doubt, continue to meet the approval of
the ratepayers of the county, when it
states that the county pays for, and
should receive a correct statement of the
county accounts.

BT SPEN

The same gentlemen who engineered
the above unique price of municipal legis-
lation,succeeded in appointing Mr. Crocket
what they call an official reporter. In
other words they told the other news-
papers in the city that they did not wish
them to publish any report of the council’s
doings. The large number of THE
HeraLp’s readers, throughout the county,
will therefore understand why it is that
we have not a full report of the council
meeting to lay before them this week.
The official papers and other material for
a proper report are all in the possession
of Mr. Crocket, who by the way up to the
present time, has failéd to publich a single
word of the proceedings at the council
board. We think this action of the coun-
cil will scarcely meet the approval of the
ratepayers. Each ratepayer has his favor-
ite paper, and expects to receive full re-
ports of the council through it,and in
place of injuring the papers excluded, the
council are only inconveniencing the pub-
lic in refusing to each paper, irrespective
of politics, the privilege of full and
free access to the proceedings of the
council. We think that every fair
minded person will agree that the act of
the council this session in practically ex-
cluding the reporters of the city papers
from its meetings was a high handed and
unwarranted act.

We see by a certain paper that the
council severely criticised some of the
government’s recent legislation. We have

| no official resolutions of the council at

hand (they are doubtless in the possession
of the official reporter) but the following
gem, sent by the county auditor, Mr.
McCready, to the St. John Sun, may be
taken as anthentic.

“The secretary-treasurer was instructed
to say in reply to the request of the tax-
ation commission that there was no de-
mand from the county for any change in
the present system of taxation, and to
urge the commission to guard against any
tendency towards direct taxation in
amending the assessment laws.”

This is, no doubt, intended for a “ criti-
cism ” on the policy of the government in
appointing a commission to inquire into
the various modes of assessment through-
out the province, with a view to making
them uniform if possible. According to
the above, the council first came to the
conclusion that our present system of
taxation in the county was perfectly satis-
factory, as there was no demand for
any change. They then instructed the
secretary treasurer to wurge the com-
mission to guard against any tendency
to “direct taxation” in amending
the ‘“assessment laws” Those rate-
payers who every year, about this
time, receive a notice calling upon them
to pay over their spot cash to the collector
of taxes, or go to gaol, will think that our
“assessment laws” are about as near dir-
ect taxation now as they can be got. The
council say this igall perfectly satisfactory,
no change is demanded ; but they “urge
the commission to guard against any tend-
ency to direct taxation in amending the
assessment laws.” So says Mr. McCready
the auditor. What rot! We would sin-
cerely advise the secretary treasurer to ad-
vise with Messrs. Pinder, McNally and
Scott before stultifying the council by
sending such a resolution to the com-
mission.

DESPERATE BATTLE.

Horrible Scene at Homestead Between
Detectives and Mill Men.

The Carnagie steel company run an iron
foundry at Homestead in the State of Penn-
sylvania. Most of the workmen have
joined recently a lodge of knights of labor.
The company locked the men out to break
up the union. The men returned and took
possession. A body of Pinkerton detectives
some three hundred strong, was sent to
oust them.

A flag of truce was displayed by the
Pinkerton men and was shot down. It was
hoisted a second time with a like result.
The third time the flag was riddled with
bullets and hardly enough of it left to hoist
again.

The mill workers heard that the militia
has been ordered here and they now seem
determined to rid the place of every Pinker-
ton man before the troops get here.

At present the workmen have control,
having taken the Pinkertons prisoners and
maltreating them shamefully. The final
outcome is awaited with intere<t.

The latest is that committees at Home-
stead are placing arms and ammunition in
the hands of trustworthy men, and any at-
tempts by company or sheriff to come to
town are sharply watched by committees of
strikers. The mill was quiet this morning,
but an unusually large number of armed
men have congregated near the works.
Many disturbing rumors are afloat.

VICTORIA MILLS.

JuLy 8.—Work on Hale & Murchie’s
mill is being pushed along rapidly. There
are sixty men employed at present and
Messrs. Hale & Murchie expect to have
her ready for sawing about the first of
Auguet. The size of the mill is 147 x 42
feet ; boiler and engin¢ house, 70 x 40 feet,
and when completed will have a gang and
rotary capable of cutting 100,000 of long
lumber per day, also will have the neces-
sary machinery for manufacturing short
lumber.

C. H. Shaw, who met with an accident
in the mill by which he lost his thumb
and finger, is elowly recovering. He is
being attended by Dr. McLearn during
the absence of Dr. Currie.

And Now It's the C. E. R.

The opposition calf that roamed the
government pastures till it got treacherous
and was suddenly weaned now attacks the
Canada Eastern Railway.

The ‘“‘Gleaner” of the 27th inst., had a
half-column article on the mismanagement
ofthe Canada Eastern Railway. It is inter-
esting to see the paternal anxiety this paper
manifests in the interests of this road. Of
course, we would not for a moment assume
that this is cansed by the withdrawal of the
roads patronage from the * Gleaner” office,
although there are people, no doubt, who
might be unkind enough to attribute its
motives thereto. On an examination of the
time table referred to we fail to see the
numerous inaccuracies alleged by the
“Gleaner,” and areafraid our contemporary
has been hoaxed by designing friends. We
have also failed to hear the complaints about
the unjust treatment Fredericton is receiving
from the management of this company
The present time table announces an express
daily between Chatham and Fredericton,
making the distance in five hours, and a
freight train daily each way thus giving the
patrons of the road an extra train daily,and

a much faster service. This should not
give any cause of complaint. Altogether
it looks as if our friend’s head was sore, and
that he had been looking for something to
complain of, and has not been able to find
it.

The new train arrangement improves the
service of that road very much, giving
greater accomodations and better connec-
tions than any former one. They run two
trains per day each way, the express being
run through in five hours, making close
connection at Fredericton with the C. P. R.,
train, which leayes this city at 10 A. M.,
for St. John and the west.

The connections at Chatham Junction
with the Intercolonial are not as close as
desirable, but we are assured by the officials
that they are the best that can be made
without increasing the train staffto a greater
extent than the present earnings of the road
will justify.

AROUND THE WORLD.

The Week's Events in Brief-The Cream
of our Exchanges. -

- The Canadian Pacific land department
has sold farm lands to actual settlers thus
far this year to the value of $85,000.

It is said that Senator Boulton is com-
ing west to seek a nomination in Mar-
quette, where Boyd is the straight govern-
ment condidate.

There are now in the fleld four candi-
dates for the United States presidency.
The last to be nominated is General
Weaver, who is the candidate of the peo-
ple’s party.

Mr. Laurier’s proposed amendment to
the criminal law, to make it & criminal of-
fence for railway contractors to contribute
to election funds, was negatived in the
House of Commons.

St. Johns, Newfoundland, was destroyed
by fire on the afternoon of yesterday.
Five hundred buildings have been de-
stroyed, including the R. C. cathedral,
which alone cost $800,000.

The catching of bassin the St. John
river is prohibited for three years begin-
ning at the first of the next fishing sea-
son. This is according to the latest fish-
ing regulations received from Ottawa.

Seventy-five delegates representing the
American Association for the Instruction
of the Blind are in session at Brantford.
The visitors are all Americans and the
meeting is the first of the kind ever held
in the Dominion.

Gen. Herbert inspected the engineers
and 73rd batt. at Sussex on Thursday
morning. He took the cavalry in hand
Friday morning at eight o’clock. The
cavalry officers’ examination took place
Thursday evening.

A fire originating in a shooting gallery
on San Fernandina street, San Jose,
spread rapidly and destroyed a brick
house, the California theatre, the South
Methodist church. Loss, $200,000 ; insur-
ance about two-thirds.

The Canadian Pacific railway company
have applied to the judge in equity for
an injunction to restrain the provincial
government from crossing their railway at
the end of King street, in Woodstock, at
the end of the new bridge there.

Charges of irregularities in office have
been lodged in the Attorney General’s
office against Sheriff Sutton of Wallerton.
Over-charges in connection with the ser-
vice of criminal processes is charged, and
an investigation has been ordered.

Moncton is full of speculators and not
content with the Louisiana and Quebec
lotteries, to say nothing of the Carslake
and other Derby sweeps, some of them
about a year ago made up a fund to pur-
chase tickets in an Australian lottery.

A verdict of accidental death, with no
blame attached to anybody was rendered
by the coronor’s jury empannelled to en-
quire into the circumstances attending the
death of little Gertie Friedman by being
run over by a street car at St. John.

The Inman line steamer “City of Chi-
cago,” which went ashore off Kinsale, Ire-
land, last Saturday, is a total wreck,
Thursday morning the vessel broke in
two amidships and the after portion went
down in twelve fathoms of water.

Col. Salter M. Jarvis, a_retired lawyer,
was found drowned at Chatham, Ont., in
a huge cistern in the basement of his
house, which he had constructed in con-
nexion with a new water service and
closet system which he was perfecting.

John Mair’s new mill near Campbellton
just completed and in running order, was
burned to the ground Tuesday morning
last. No cause for the fire can be given.
Loss about $6,000, no insurance. Mr.
Mair has already commenced rebailding.

The governor general Wednesday night
telegraphed the British ambassador at
Washington offering government bonds
in order to secure the release of the
seized steamer Coquilam and asking him
to at once see the United States govern-
ment on the subject.

A collision on Hochelaga wharf, on the
Canadian Paciflc railway, caused the
death of a man named Henri Gagrion and
the injuring of one Bauchard so badly
that he will die. The men were stealing
a ride on a flat car. The damage to the
railway property will reach $5,000.

The government refuses to give the
savings band depositors more than three
and a half per cent for their money, but
seeks to charge four per ¢ent. on money to
be loaned to the proposed harbor com-
mission. Evidently the principles of
equity do not prevail much at Ottawa.

Shortly after one o’clock Thursday,
Capt. J. W. Lawlor in his little canvas
boat, started from North Market wharf
on his voyage across the Atlantic. A
large crowd assembled to give Mr. Lawlor
a send-off, and as he moved off he was
given hearty cheers, the captain replying
with a torpedo. _

A party of prominent men, represent-
ative of the agricultural, commercial and
professional interests of the maritime
provinces have arrived at Winnipeg, and
will spend a few weeks viewing the
country. They were driven through the
province Monday by representatives of the
local government.

Posters are distributed throughout
Queens county calling a Tory convention
to consider the political situation. There
is a rumor that Mr. Baird, M. P., who
can only find time for intermittent visits
to Ottawa, and who is by no means satis-
fied with the reception accorded him in
parliament, is about to sever his con-
nexion with the commons.

Ship Peter Stuart, capt. Hughes from
St. John for Liverpool, deal laden, struck
on the ledges off Chebogue Point, Mon-
day, in a dense fog. The ship imme-
diately went to pieces. The captain’s
wife and child were drowned before
leaving the ship. In all fourteen of a
total of twenty-seven are missing. The
injured men are under medical treatment.

At 1 a. m. to-day, Saturday, the. total
number of members of imperial parlia-
ment returned so far is: Conservatives,
166 ; liberals, 132 ; liberal unionists, 24;
McCarthyites, 15; Parnellites, 4; indc-
pendent laborites, 3. Of 344 known re-
sults or over in the whole house, the
unionists would have 90, against a united
opposition of 154. ®he liberalg, theréfore,
would require to capture a number of
conservative county districts to obtain a
working majority.

In committee of the Dominion parlia-
ment on the railway resolutions Tuesday
afternoon, the subsidies to the Tobique
valley railway, Buctouche and Moncton,
Restigouche and Victoria, Woodstock and
Centreville,and St. John Valley and River
du Loup were duly passed without dis-
cussion. At the evening session along
discussion took place on the proposed
subgidy to the Temiscouata railway com-
pany for twelve milesof road. An amend-
ment that the subsidy to the road be struck
out was defeated by a vote of 63 to 43.

DrowNED.—A despatch from New Hamp-
shire to his friends on Monday afternoon
conveyed the news of the drowning of
Herniry White of Northfield, Sunbury county.
He was engaged in stream driving and ac-
cidentally fell into the stream. On Satur-
day morning last Lennie Butler, a son of T.
W. Butler of Milltown, N. B., and a grand-
son of Samuel Dutler of Marysville, was
drowned in the St. Croix. The youth, who
was 13 years of age, was bathing and waded
beyond his depth.

WHITEWASHED.

How the Committee Dealt with the
Auditor's Report.

TreE HERALD in a former issue stated that
the auditor's report for the county of
York was unreliable, inasmuch as on al-
most every page there was an error in the
addition or subtraction of accounts. At
Tuesday’s meeting of the council after a cer-
tain amount of bluster and buncombe from
Messrs. Black and McCready a packed
committee was appointed to examine the
report and investigate the criticisms made
by Tre HeraLp in the interests of the
county.

TrE HERALD believes that it is the duty
and the privilege of a newspaper to criticise
any accounts or any public man and the re-
port of Messrs. Black and McCready is pub-
lic property.

The committee met and in less than one
hour concluded that the errors were the
fault of the printer. We made the state-
ment that the report was incorrect as it con-
tained many errors. The committee sub-
stantiated Tae HEerALD's statement, but
found out in the few minutes devoted to it
that the printer made the mistakes.

No committee could go over the report in
the time taken, therefore they were not in
a position to say whether the printer made
the mistakes or not.

This typographical error business is a
neat way to blind the eyes of the people.
The people pay for a correct statement and
there is not the least reason for fifty mis-
takes or more to be palmed off on them year
after year coupled with the weak excuse,
the printer made them. There are errors
since 1384. Messrs. Black and McCready
say that the written records are correet.
We do not know as we have not examined
them ; but this we do know, that the print-
ed report is misleading and unreliable and
we can give the figures.

It is not only possible but very easy to
print a report the size of the one under con-
sideration without a mistake. We will
guarantee that the next one printed does
not contain so many mistakes as the present
one. Whether the typographical errors of
Pinder, Black & Co. affect the balance due
by or to the county we cannot say ; let those
who have the accounts examine them for
themselves. It is a farce and an injustice to
the people of York an investigation such as
the one conducted by Coun. Kinghorn,
Scott, & Co. The report could not be ex-
amined in less than half a day ; but this se-
lect committee of financial experts did it in
less than an hour. We make the statement
again that the report is unreliable, and that
the committee did not take time to examine
it.

All reforms have met with more or less
opposition, we must expect it in this case.
We will reach our aim when a report is
given to the people that is a correct showing
of the auditor’s books (as the present has
been shown not to be ) and till then no cries
of malice will have any effect.

The Reformed Baptist alliance met this
year at Millville, N. B,, June 29th. There
were present fifteen ministers, five licen-
tiates and sixty delegates. :

A PLAIN STATEMENT.

Mr. Wilson’s Dealings With the County
and University.

To THE Eprtor or THE HERALD :

Sir,—1In an editorial of Thursday’s issue
of a local paper tefetences are again made
to my conduct as secretary treasurer, also as
registrar of the University and my private
dealings which are by no means new in
their character, but are applied to new sub-
jects of investigation. If I mistake not, this
is about the sixth time that paper has referr-
ed to my dealings as secretary treasurer, so
that the public are pretty well aware by this

time, of the nature of the charges and I
think it will be remembered that I answered
every one of those charges at the time they
were made. I will not therefore refer again
to them except to remark that when this
paper first referred to them it stated that my
embezzlements were upwards of $600,00,
now, it says they reach $1000,00. Both
statements cannot be correct.

In regard to Erof. Hyde's draft, which this
editorial says shows that I have been using
the university funds for my own use, the
facts are: prof. Hyde's actual work ended
at the college on the last of May, 1891, but
his quarter’'s salary, as well as that of the
other professors, was not due until the first
of July, when the provincial grant of en-
dowment would be paid. He, therefore, as
he was anxious to sail at once for home,
drew upon me as registrar at thirty days for
the whole amount of his quarter’s salary,
which draft I accepted and which was paid
on the first of July, 1891, and was presented
to the committee, composed of hon. Wm.
Pugsley, hon. Archibald Harrison and Dr.
Coulthard, appointed by the kenate to ex-
amine my accounts, to whom I am safe in
saying, it appeared perfectly satisfactory.

In regard to the reference to my dealings
with a certain deceased, much respected and
prompt paying citizen, whose son I at-
tempted to defraud of $140 of interest, I will
ask the editor of this local paper, or his
brother writer, to give me the names of
father and son. TUntil that is done, I think
the statements will be looked upon as a
malicious slander. But then I should not
complain. These boys cannot help slander-
ing'me. They come honestly by it. Their
father, the ex-chief superintendent of educa-
tion, sent me an open card through the mail
from Quebec, charging me with holding
funds belonging to the Brydon-Jack me-
morial scholarship in my hands for three
years, which card I now have in my pos-
session, and reads as follows:

Feb. 16, 1892.— Mr. Wilson will please
pay over with interest to Mr. Macredie, sec-
retar{ of the alumni association, the balante
of subscription to the Jack scholarshiF fund
which he has held in his own hands for the
last three years. Wy. CROCKET.

Mr. Crocket was chairman of the commit-
tee of which Mr. Parken and I were the
other members to collect funds to establish
the Jack scholarship. Mr. Crocket made the
last report that was made to the alumni
society and gave a statement of the standing
of the fund. He knew what I had collected
and paid in and he made no such insinua-
tion in the presence of the members of the
alumni society, but from Quebec he could
send an open card through the mail charg-
ing me with dishonesty.

hen such a feeling, as is indicated by
the editorial referred to and the above card,
exists toward me in the minds of the
Crocket family, it is hardly possible that m
conduct in any capacity would meet wit
their favor.
