CAPTURED THREE BOER GENERALS
Commandant Botha Roiinded Up 

by Hutton with the Second 
Canadians.

LINDLEY THE LATEST FREE STATE CAPITAL IN-BRITISH 
HANDS—STEYN AND HIS GOVERNMENT 

FLED ON SUNDAY. '

London, May 18, 4.14 p. m.—Il ha 
just been officially announced that Gen­
eral Methuen entered Hoopetad yeeter 
day nnoppoeed, that Generals Dupre? 
and Daniels and forty men have sur­
rendered, and that General Broad wood 
occupied Lindley yesterday.

It is further announced that Gen. Hut­
ton's mounted infantry, including the 
second Canadian contingent, yesterday 
surprised and captured Commandant 
Botha and twenty three others, thirty 
miles northwest of Kroonttadt.

Confirmed by Roberts.
London, May 18.—Following is the 

text of Lord Roberts' despatch to the 
war office :

Kroonstad, May 18.—Methane en­
tered Hoopetad yesterday unopposed. 
Gens. Duprey' and Daniels and many men 
have surrendered.

Broadwood occupied Lindley (the 
latest Free State capital) yesterday 
after slight opposition. Only two men 
Were wounded.

Steyn was not there, atid his govern­
ment officials had left last Sunday.

Hutton’s mourned infantry, including 
the second Canadians, surprised and 
captured about thirty miles north west 
of this place Commandant Botha, Field 
Cornet Gassen, five Johannesberg police­
men and seventeen Boers.

There were no casualties on our side.
Buller reports that several Natal farm­

ers are handing in arms.
Queen Congratulâtes Buller.

Gen Boiler has received a message 
from the Queen congratulating him upon 
the taking of Dundee and expressing ap­
preciation of the work of the troops, to 
which he has replied.

The Boers left two doctors and an am­
bulance here.

Canadians In Bbodesle.
London, May 18.—The Canadian artil- 

ery contingent of the Rhodesian force is 
now reported to have reached Bnlawayo 
Mav 2. The distance from Bulawayo to 
Mafeking is 460 miles. As the railway is 
open all the way to Pitsani, 28 miles 
from Mafeking, where Col. Plumer is, 
the Canadians may yet take part in the 
relief.

Will Defend Johannesburg.
London, May 18.—The Standard says : 

“From pro-Boer sources we learn that 
the first great stand by the fédérais will 
be on the ridges near Johannesburg. This 
position has been strongly entrenched, 
and the borghers believe they can hold it 
for some time. II driven from that point 
part of the force will be thrown into 
Pretoria to withstand a siege, while the 
main body will retreat to Lydenborg dis­
trict, the intention of keeping npa gueril­
la warfare from the mountains. They be­
lieve they can indefinitely postpone a 
pacification of the country.”

This view is partly supported by a des­
patch to the Timee from Lorenzo Mar­
quez, which says :

“ There is general talk in Pretoria of 
President Kroger contemplating an im­
mediate departure from the capital. 
There seems no longer any doubt of the 
intention of the Transvaal to transfer the 
seat of government to the Lydenborg 
district and endeavor to make a final 
stand there. The Rand is reported to 
have endorsed the proposal.”

The Times also says that a number of 
the Transvaal officials are preparing for 
fight, and that State Secretary Reiiz has 
selected South America as bis future 
home.

GENERAL HAMILTON.

Distinguished Career of a South African 
Hero Who Leads the Canadians.

Major-General Ian Stendish Monteith 
Hamilton, C.B., D.S.O., who is com­
manding the mounted infantry divi­
sion, which includes Geo. Hutton's 
brigade, has greatly distinguished him­
self in the present war. He was with 
Sir George White during the early 
fighting in Natal and the siege of 
Ladysmith, and was severs! timee men­
ti >ned in despatches. Following the 
relief of the town, he joined Lord 
Roberts’ army, and was given the com­
mand in which he has added to hie 
laurels. He was commandant of the 
Hythe School of Musketry from 1898

BEAUTIFY THE CITY.
The Matter Discussed by 

City Council and Board 
of Trade.

SPEECHES BT PRES. CHESTNUT 
P. B. COLEMAN, J D. PEN­

NEY AND ALD. PARREL.

Queen Street a Disgrace to the 
City, Says Mr. Coleman.

K. PHINNEY LIKENS CERTAIN 
PROPERTY TO A BOER LAAGER.

The joint meeting of the city cooacil 
and board of (hide Thursday evg, was at­
tended by Mayor Beckwith, Aide Clarke, 
FSrrell, Merritbew, VanWart, McKay, 
Ryan, Maxwell, and Meagre C Fred 
Chestnut, F B Coleman, J W McCready, 
Wm Lemon*, Judge Barry, J D Phinney 
and Jae 8 Neill. After the mayor had 
taken the cheir and called the meeting 
to order, President Chestnut claimed at­
tention and explained that the meeting 
was called by the board of trade at the 
instance of the Tourist Association, who 
were anxious to advise with the council 
as to the beet means to adopt to beautify 
the city and make it more attractive to 
visitors. It was a matter in which they 
were ell interested, and he felt sore that 
the present was a good time to act in view 
of the approaching celebration of our 
University's centennial year. There 
would be many distinguished persons 
visit the city, and it was most desirable 
that they should carry away with them a 
good impreeeion. He would ask the 
council to endorse a request made by the 
board of trade to the Ottawa authorities, 
for the removal of the dilapidated old 
buildings and fences connected with the 
military property. The speaker then 
read a report prepared by a committee of 
the board of trade appointed to examine 
the military property, which was in sob- 
stance as follows :

“ That they had examined the bnildings 
and fences in connection with the officers 
barracks, soldiers barracks, park barracks, 
and the post office. The fences at the 
soldiers barracks were in need of exten- 
tive repairs and also a coat of paint ; the 
drill hall and hospital would also stand 
some repairing and repainting. The 
fence surrounding the poet office square 
they thought should be removed al 
together, as well as the old " shedf 
and wsrefionees in the vicinity of 
the officers’ barracks. The fence ear- 
rounding the officers’ square they found 
to be badly in need of repairing and 
painting. In regard to the park barracks 
the committee were of the opinion that 
the fences and outbuildings in connection 
therewith only had to be looked at to be 
condemned. The fences were dilapidated 
and some of the ootbuildinge were in 
such a wretched condition as to be a 
menace to the public health. The com­
mittee recommended that copies of the 
report he forwarded to the minister of 
railways, the minister of public works, 
and to Hon Geo E Foster.

In conclusion Mr Chestnut stated that 
any etepe taken by the council to beantifÿ 
the city would have the cordial support 
of the board of trade.

Mr. Coleman, then made one of his 
characterietie addresses, which com­
manded the closest attention of those who 
were fortunate enough to be present. 
Daring the afternoon, he said, in com­
pany with Messrs Edgecombe, Phinney 
and Palmbr he had made a survey of the 
city with the view of ascertaining wha 
could be done bv the council in the way 
of making improvements before the cen­
tennial celebration. In looking over the 
city they had all come to the conclusion 
that one street has been neglected and 
that was Queen street. There was plenty 
of room for improvement on Ibis street. 
As the principal street ofonrcity it shonld 
be looked after more than it ie and pnt 
in better shape. Take that portion of it 
from the railway bridge np to St John 
street ; it is certainly in a very bad shape, 
hot can be improved somewhat at very 
little expense. Another thing he re­
gretted was that grass was allowed to 
grow in the ditch io front of >he officer’s 
square, and also from Carletnn to York 
street the whold year round. In his 
opinion nothing looked so had in a town 
or city as grass growing in the streets.

Mayor Beckwith—It ie good for yonr 
hens.

Mr. Coleman—It is not a ma’tsr of 
feeding hens or cows hut of making our 
city one we can all be proud of. He held 
that it was a disgrace to any citv to have 
its ditches in the state that those along 
Queen street are in at the present time. 
Why, at some points there ie water 
enough to drown a roan. It was dis­
creditable to the council that this street, 
should be in such a condition. At this 
stage Aid Farrell wanted to know why 
it was that Mr. Coleman was seeking the 
cooperation of such a council, and Mr. 
Coleman replied that Hie Worship had 
induced him to do so. Proceeding, he 
said he was not afraid to stand there and 
say that Queen street was a disgrace to 
any city. The improvements required 
cannot be made at once bot the grass can 
be removed. Then there is the dump 
near the railway bridge ; that should 
either be removed at once or covered 
over. Mr. Coleman then proceeded to 
discuss other streets of the city, most of 
which he was glad to say were in good 
condition — much better than Queen 
street. One thing he noticed that shonld 
be attended to at once and that was the 
bridge on Banbury street; it needed a 
new railing on one side. The sidewalk 
on college road also was in need of repairs. 
(Applause.)
eMr Phinney had no sympathy with the 

chronic grumbler and complaioer, bot it 
seemed to him that a little sympathetic 
interest by any poblic body would be ac­
cepted by any fair minded mao. The 
council had done a great deal for Freder­
icton, bat b great deal more could be 
done. He was glad to see that the hack 
streets of the city were so well cared for, 
and the general appearance of the town so 
good. It was true there were c rtain 
public eyesores, fhe same as seen on one's 
own property, but he hoped in time to 
see them removed. He was glad to note 
the deep interest being taken by the 
council in the approaching centennial 
The University was an institution in 
wbleb our people took « greet interest and

he Was glad to know that the board had 
taken hold of the sozgeetions made by the 
committee for the entertainment ot the 
visitors. In addition to feeding them he 
hoped the council would give them some­
thing they coold feed their eyes upon. 
He Urged the conned to make some im­
provements to Queen street and to try 
and prevent people from scattering straw 
and waste paper abont. He thought it 
would be a good plan to employ a scaven­
ger for a few days prior to the centennial, 
and let him clean things up a bit. Re­
garding the dump near the bridge he 
thought it shonld be covered up at once, 
aa a good many visitors would pass that 
Spot. He urged the council to emphasize 
the action taken by the board of trade 
with respect to the military property. 
He bad inspected the buildings at the 
Park barracks and he did not believe a 
Boer laager could be much worse than 
some of them. Ho believed the attention 
of the government bad only to be called 
to the matter by the coui oil to induce 
them to take some action. He was only 
present to consalt with the council, and 
not to dictate or find fault with them.

The Mayor spoke of having inspected 
the military property in the company of 
Col. Dunbar, who has assurred him that 
any recommendations the council might 
see fit to make in regard to the same he 
would have much pleasure in forwarding 
to Ottawa, With his own recommendation 
that improvements be mad-. The mayor 
hoped that repa’rs woo’d he made to the 
streets where needed and the city put in 
an attractive condition as possible be­
fore the centennial.

Aid Farrell, as chairman of the road 
committee, thought it no more than right 
that he would say a word on behalf of 
the council. He referred Io the work 
that had already been done on the streets 
this season, and thought there condition 
would compare favorably with any pre­
vious year since he had been a member 
of the council. He said that there were 
many things that the council would like 
tor undertake, hut the funds were not 
available. A certain amount was voted 
to each department, audit that was ex­
ceeded by the expenditure the council 
was liable to he accused of extravagance. 
Regarding the improvments asked for he 
could assure them that all matters 
within the scope of the council re­
ferred to by the delegates, he had, after 
consultation with the roadmaeter, decided 
to have attended to before the centennial. 
He was aware that a number of distin­
guished men were to visit the city on that 
occasion, and he had felt that the U N B 
was worthy of some recognition on the 
part of the cooncil. He look issue with 
Mr. Coleman regarding the condition of 
Queen street, anp did not think that the 
letter’s statements were borne out by the 
facta! The grass on Queen street was 
removed annually, and Mr. Coleman cer­
tainly bad no justification for the state­
ment made by him that it was allowed to 
grow the whole year round. He intended 
having Queen street scraped and pnt in 
good condition before the 24th of May. 
In regard to theSnnbory street bridge, he 
would see to it that it was provided 
with a new railing in the very near 
future. It was the intention of the 
council during the coming season to 
macadamize York street from tho station 
to Charlotte street, find they hadjjecided 
to macadamize Queen street from the St 
John street corner to the railway bridge. 
Io the meantime it would he useless to 
spend any great amount on those streets. 
In regard to the resolution to be forward­
ed to Ottawa, he thought it would be well 
to impress upon the department the de­
sire of the city to have the *ork doneas 
soon as possible in view of the approach­
ing centennial celebration.

Mr Phinney was glad to learn from Aid 
Farrell that the improvements suggested 
by the board of trade had been anticipated 
and favorably consider#d hy the council, 
that was a proof that the request was not 
an unreasonable one. He was glad the 
council had removed one of the old build­
ings on the George property, and hoped 
they would lose no time in getting rid of 
the other. It was unsightly structure 
and he would not give $5 for it. If the 
council did not care to remove it they 
shou'd at least take down the sign before 
the centennial.

Aid McKay thought the council shonld 
appoint a committee to act n ith the com­
mittee appointed by the hoard of trade to 
wait on the minister of mi itia when he 
visited the city, provided the old bmld- 
i.ige'.were not moved before that time.fle 
thought the council should also ask trn^ 
telephone company to palm their posts. 
Aid McKay als) made reference to a pile 
of boom poles lying below the club bouse, 
and expr# seed the hope that they would 
be removt-d shortly.

Ahl Farrell explained that the council 
had empowered him to remove the 
George huildingr, and one of them had 
been taken down. The other the road 
master thooght ought not to he destroyed, 
as it might be removed to another part of 
the city and turned to some account. He 
(Farrell) had since examined the struc­
ture, and had arrived at :li.t conclusion 
that it would cost more to move it than it 
was worth. He could naive the meeting 
that it was quite likely Io disappear with­
in the next few days. (Aid Farrell's ad­
mirers will be pleased to learn that the 
idea of sparring one of those old land­
marks did not originate with Info.)

After Aid Farrell had finished, Land­
lord Coleman took the floor and gave 
another deliverance on the grass question. 
He explained that he did not wieh to be 
understood as finding fault with the coun­
cil, but his statement in regard to the 
grass would have to stand. The grass an • 
doubtedly did exist, and was 
there to speak for itself. This 
emphatic declaration convinced all 
preeent, with the possible exception of 
Aid Farrell, that Mr Coleman was not 
trifling with the truth, as he is sometimes 
accused of doing.

After a few remarks by the Mayor, 
the delegatee withdrew, and the council 
took the mattere brought to their notice 
into consideration.

MURDERER CONFESSED.

Man Who Butchered The 
Crew of the Prinz 

Karl

EXPRESSES REGRET THAT HE 
HAD NOT COMPLETED 

THE JOB.

Denies He is Insane and Glories 
in His Bloody Deed.

Stockholm, May 18.—A despatch re­
ceived here today from Eskilstavna, 67 
miles west of this city, says that Philip 
Nordlnud, who was arrested there, has 
now fully confessed that be deliberately 
planned the crimes committed on board 
the steamer Prinz Karl on Wednesday 
night, when he murdered seven men and 
wounded five.others, and a woman and a 
boy, after which l.e escaped in a boat at 
Koping.

The fact of his confession became known 
last evening, but be did not enter into 
details until today.

He says be deliberately planned the 
crime and bought the revolvers with the 
express intention of robbing another sea- 
mao at Orebro. After killing those on 
hoard he changed his mind and boarded 
the Prinz Karl.

The prisoner added that he regretted 
not having recognized the policemen who 
arrested him, as otherwise he would have 
snot them.

He also expressed regret at the fact 
that he had not killed every one on 
board the Prinz Karl. He denied he 
was insane and asserted that he commit­
ted the murder in order to avenge him­
self on mankind.

THE RELIEF OF MAFEKING.

Everybody knows that Mafeking has 
been relieved, and a great many people 
here as elsewhere outside the recently 
beleagured town, are feeling the effect 
of it.

Since October 15, the place bas been 
closely invested by the Boers, and gal­
lantly defended by Col. Baden-Powell 
who has made a name for himself, that 
will be remembered as long as British 
hietbry is read.

The siege has been a very trying one, 
theénemy having made many determin­
ed attempts to capture the town and 
secure as prisoners the distinguished 
Englishmen within its confines, and its 
isolated position has mode relief a long 
and difficult task. The garrison consist­
ing originally of not over one thousand 
iiregular troops, and tbe citizens, white 
and black, reinforced from the immediate 
vicinity, until tbe population reached the 
vicinity of ten thousand, have suffered 
many privations, and death by Boer 
shells and bullets, disease and lack of 
food has done its work, until the number 
of inmates of the town must be very 
greatly reduced. The whole British Em­
pire has awaited with breathless suspense 
for the succor of Col Baden-Powell and 
his brave men and women, and it is no 
wonder that the news of relief has been 
received with the wildest rejoicing. 
Prominent among the defenders was Lord 
Edward Cecil, son of the British Prime 
Minister, so that the raising of the siege 
brings a pecnliar personal joy to one of 
the leaders of tbe British nation.

Mafeking is the last of the besieged 
towns to gain relief. Kimberly was 
the first, Ladysmith speedily followed, 
and now the only British soldiers or citi­
zens within the Boer power are the pris­
oners under lock and key at Pretoria, 
and even they will soon be liberated. 
Lord Roberts is marching on Johannes 
burg, an<$«' will soon be knocking at the 
gates of the*Boer capital. The end of the 
war is in sight, and even the victorious 
British army and nation will welcome 
it.

No rewards within the power of the 
Sovereign to give, will be too good for 
Baden-Powell, who at the early age of 
43 finds himself among the illustrious 
men of the century. His splended cour­
age, his unlimited resources for securing 
the safety of the town, his inspiring 
message and his splendid example to 
hie men are among the most conspicuous 
features that helped to maintain a de­
fence of the beleaguered town.

PRESERVING HER FORESTS.

Tbe Ontario government is using every 
possible endeavor to preserve the valuable 
forests of the province, and have passed 
an order in council requiring tanbark ent 
on Crown lands in Ontario to be con- 
_jmed in tbe country. Practically by 
the new order, the exportation of tan­
bark cut upon the lands mentioned is pro­
hibited.

In taking this step the Government 
have adopted the policy urged upon them 
by the tanners of Ontario. These gentle­
men waited opon the Provincial Cabinet 
some time ago and pressed for some 
measure that would restrict the shipment 
of tanbark from Ontario. They stated 
that the supply in the United States was 
limited compared with that in Ontario, 
and American tanners were supplying 
themselves from this province and con­
serving their own resources. The run upon 
Ontario bark was therefore so great that 
it would exhaust tbe material in a short 
space of lime unless a stop were pat to 
the drain. Canadian tan bark, it is ar­
gued, is superior to the raw material deed 
by tanners in any other part of the 
world, and if preserved for the use of tbe 
manufacturers of this country will enable 
them to torn out more finished pro­
ducts.

The order in Council says the 
Toronto Globe, regarding tanbark 
is regarded as another step in the policy 
which the Ross Government have adopt­
ed looking to tbe manufacture of Ontario’s 
raw materials in Canada. Tbe list now 
consists of sawlogs, nickel, pnlpwood 
and tanbark. The present order in Cran­
ch goes into effect on May let, hot does 
not affect tanbark cuL-eu the lands of 
settlers.

Boers Delegate Weeeells said to a New 
.York audience Thursday ;

“ We have come to tell the free people 
of America that we mean to win and to 
retain onr freedom; if not today, to­
morrow ; if not tomorrow ; we will keep 
on fighting for it, for .the next one hun­
dred years. We did not want to fight, but 
we had to. We do not ask yon to fight 
for us, but we aek you to say to England, 
“ Stop,” and we think that if America 
says the word the war would be stopp­
ed.” Bosh. The early annexation of the 
Boer republics to the British Empire is as 
certain as the Boer de égalés presence in 
America, and everybody knows that it 
was the Boers who m]de the war. 
Further more, no effort of the United 
Seatee could put a stop to the war unless 
it meant the complete obliteration of tbe 
Boer republics from the map.

The names of the New York gentle 
men who are foremost in welcoming the 
Boer delegates, were suggestive of Dutch 
descent. The Van Wycksand Von Hol- 
sens are certainly not of British origin. 
As one writer says : “ There is hardly 
one name in the general executive of the 
New York reception committee which 
stands for anything which men respect, 
not even wealth. Their names only rep 
resent race prejudice, corrupt politics 
and perhaps here and there ignorant 
sympathies. The members are mostly 
Dutch, including noted Fenian sympa 
thizers, and sundry self-advertising no­
bodies, and some Germans.”

Hon. A. G. B'air has a bill before 
Parliament asking authority for the 
government to make running rules and 
regulations to govern the operation of 
all railroads and the empowering of the 
government to prevent the side tracking 
of town sites by railway companies in 
the location of their stations. The hi 1 
was before the railway committee Thurs, 
day and was opposed by Sir Charles 
Tupper, whom Mr. Blair observed was 
tlie mouth piece of the railway compan­
ies, and who had db views except those 
dictated by the railway interests.

The discussion at the joint meeting of 
Aldermen and Board of Trade representa­
tives Thursday should have some practi­
cal results. The- aldermen received a 
great many valuable hints from the com 
mercial gentlemen, which it is hoped 
will not pass unheeded. If we want to 
deserve the appelation of “ the Celestial 
City,” we must clean up and fix up a 
good deal before our centennial and 
summer visitors arrive.

Hugh John Macdonald, the Tory 
premier of Manitoba, proposes a tax on 
railways, banks, insurance companies and 
various other corporations, following a 
line adopted in this province some years 
ago. When such taxes were first levied 
in New Brunswick, there was an opposi­
tion howl of direct taxation, but our Tory 
friends are silent regarding the Manitoba 
Tory premier’s proposals.

It is said that W K Reynolds, editor of 
the St John Free nan, is to return the 
first of June to bis former position at 
Moncton as press and advertising agent of 
the Intercolonial Railway. Mr. Rey­
nolds was an industrious and efficent 
officer, and if the report of his proposed 
change is true,the railway service is to be 
congratulated.

The Boer peace delegatee, after visiting 
almost every European capital, seeking 
foreign intervention to put a stop to the 
war, failed to secure what they are after, 
and now they are going to try at Wash- 
ton, where they will meet with no more 
satisfactory results.

The pulling down of the fence around 
the officers’ square, was a wanton piece 
of destruction, for which there is no ex­
cuse. Leave to celebrate a great occasion 
is not license to pillage and destroy valu­
able property.

It seems there are other Bothaa, and 
that the Boer general by that name who 
was bagged by Gen. Hutton, was not the 
Boer commander-in chief. Never mind, 
Lord Roberts will have the whole family 
shortly.

President Steyn is reported at Pretoria 
in close conference with Kruger. Pro­
bably both gentlemen are packing their 
grips preparatory for flight to Europe.

It is sad that the Duke of Argyll, 
formerly the Marquis of Lome, has been 
offered and declined the first governor 
generalship of federated Australia.

Three Boer generals and the Free State 
capital waa not a bad scoop for one day. 
That waa Lord Roberta record for Thurs­
day.

War Office Confirms News

London, May 19—The whole British 
empire has been carried off ita Let by 
the news of the relief of Mafeking.

Cablegrams from all parts of the world 
where floats the Union Jack, tell of joy- 
fol demonstration.

Overstrained feelings have found vent 
in a storm of enthnsiasm, which has 
spread through the united kingdom and 
the colonies. The empire is en fete, and 
most of the people in the united kingdom 
are taking a holiday today.

Further confirmation of the various 
reports of the relief as received today 
in a despatch from Lorenzo Marques, 
under today’s date, announcing that 
Mafeking had been relieved. .

As hundreds of loaded trains journeyed 
from the suburbs to the city.audtbeir occu­
pants kept up a roar of cheering, which 
was echoed by the occupants of decor 
ated houses all along the route.

From down street the crowds swelled 
until tbe frequented thoroughfares were 
impassable and vehicle traffic had to be 
stopped. No attempt was made to re­
strain the pent up feelings. Nearly every 
one had a Union Jack about bis cap or high 
hate and many wore sashes of the national 
colors. Business men and street orchios 
hurrahed for Baden Powell and Mafeking 
and blew shrill blasts on tin horns, while 
well known society and other notable 
women took part with tbe great crowds.

Outside the Mansion house from early 
morning a dense mass of people stretched 
far up the adjacent streets. Ever and 
anon the crowd burst forth with tbe 
National Anthem, “Rule Britannia,” or 
“The Absent Minded Beggar.” Huge 
pictures of Col Baden Powell were cheered 
again and again. A few hundred persons 
on tbe ontekirta of the mass formed a pro­
cession and followed a throng of the 
musicians through the neighboring high­
ways.

The members of the stock exchange 
mastered early and bought all the flags 
and bunting available. The opening of 
buainesa waa delayed owing to the excite­
ment, but the jubilant stock brokers had 
little inclination for business and amused 
themselves by connecting by telephone 
through the Paris Bourse, so that the 
aingingof “God Save the Queen” might 
be beard there.

When the remaining places of bueinoes 
closed for the usai half holiday, the clerks 
formed huge processions and paraded all 
quarters of the town singing and cheer 
ing, and adding to the extraordinary ex­
citement of the throngs of holiday 
makers. All the naval and military 
centres dressed ship and fired saintes.

A Cape Town despatch, today’s date 
says: The relief force entered Mafeking 
unopposed, the siege having been al­
ready raised.

The relief column which left Kimber­
ley secretly passed the Taungo and Vry- 
burg ^districts without enconnte*ing ibe 
fédérais column. It was 1500 strong and 
composed of Cape police, Diamond fields 
horse, Imperial yeomanry and the Kim­
berley mounted regiment with three 
maxims.

The force reached Manitzan river, 
twenty miles south of Mafeking, May 11.

Colonel T Mahon, who, it is understood 
commanded the relief column, served in 
the Dongola and Nile expeditions with 
Gen. Kitchener.

The most intense excitement prevails 
at Capetown, where the buiidinga are 
ablaze with flags.

Daring the afternoon the police found 
difficulty in keeping the spirit of nnruli- 
nese down. A great deal of rough horse 
play was indnged in, and every soldier 
and sailor in uniform was seized on and 
carried on the shoulders of cheering men

Lotenzo Marques, May 19.—Mafeking 
was relieved on Wednesday, May 16.

Capetown, May 19.—The Argus says 
that eighty of Eloff’s patrol were killed, 
and that the Irish-American brigade was 
cut up at Mafeking and Kronstad.

The Boers are turning against the 
French and Germans.

Kroonstadt, May 18.— Gen. Hatton 
with his Mounted Infantry, today, made 
a dash upon Bothaville and captured three 
commandants and nineteen other prison­
ers, mostly Zirps.

The Colt Machine gnn section com 
manded by Plumney has arrived here. 
Owing to the derailing of two trains at 
tbe Vet River, progress toward the com­
pletion of the railway will be delayed 
for some days.

London, May 19—There had bean no 
interruption up to noon today of London’s 
celebration of the British successes in 
South Africa. In fact, the enthusiasm 
increased as the day proceeded.

The omnibuses are crowded with men 
and women waving flags, and every cab, 
cart and carriage and nearly every l^byse 
is decorated. Everyone, from the news 
boys in the street to the most dignified 
business man, is wearing a rosette of the 
British colors.

Traffic is practically suspended, and 
great crowds surround the Mansion 
House and other public buildings, shout- 
ting and cheering.

London, May 19, 4 a. m.—Linden's 
millions spent half the night in the. 
atreet, and even at four o’clock this m rn- 
ing troops of young men are promenading 
singing and cheering.

It was all brought about by a twenty 
word telegram from Pretoria that Mafek­
ing had been relieved. Although the 
government lias not a wor^, and although 
nothing confirmatory has been received 
from any African source except Pretoria, 
nobody apparently questions tbe news.

George Wyndham, under secretary for 
war, replying to several members of tbe 
bouse, said :

“Although tbe government baa noth­

ing, I am disposed to believe the Boer 
bulletin. It may be tomorrow and per­
haps even Monday before the government 
would get despatches frbm onr military 
Commanders.” v ■

Col Baden-Powell’s brother, in London, 
has received a telegram from a Dutch 
friend in Pretoria, saying that Mafeking 
has been relieved.

Tbe Daily Telegraph was the Bret 
paper office to bulletin the news from its 
window, and the crowds in Fleet street 
setup a mighty shout which was taken 
up on tbe Strand, Trafalgarjeqnare, Picca­
dilly and Kensington way.

Tbe streets were filled with a multitude, 
waving flags, singing tbe national anthem, 
blowing fish horns, and shouting them­
selves hoarse. The news spread with re­
markable rapidity from street to street 
and before ten o’clock there was an 
undertone of rejoicing and revelling so 
load that people in tbe remote suburbs 
knew that the nation had its heart’s desire, 
and that the plucky, heroic garrison of 
Mafeking had been rescued. The tidings 
came, too late for a general illumination, 
but the maisee tamed oat to wave flags 
in the streets, to take possession of Pall 
Mall, St James street, Piccadilly, White­
hall, and the Strand, and to hold a rol­
licking carnival.

The exeitemeut over the relief of Lady 
smith wps exceeded. Tbe thoroughfares 
were blocked with immense crowds cheer­
ing and singing,and long after midnights 
mob of spectators were serenading St 
James palace and Marlborough house, and 
enthusiastic throngs were singing God 
Save the Queen before Buckingham 
palace, empty and dark as it was. It was 
a night of unparalleled patriotic frenzy 
and popular rejoicing.

Ten thousand people stood in front 
of Mrs Baden-Powell’s honse in St 
George’s Place, cheering and singing, 
and a score of cabs brought congratula­
tions.

As soon as information of the relief 
was received, the lord mayor, A J New­
ton, sen) the following despatch to Col 
Baden-Powell: “Tbe citizens of London 
are relieved. They rejoice in the good 
news received. Yoor gallant defence will 
long live in British annals. Cable me 
what money is wanted for the needs of 
the garrison and inhabitants after long 
privations.”

London, May 19.—Lord Roberta ia ac­
cumulating immense quantities of sup­
plies and tbe preparations for another 
movement are well advanced. The next 
stop will be Johannesburg. Two thou­
sand .men are working on tbe railway 
deviation a. Valech River. There are 
12,000 Boers at Rhenoeter Spruit. Recon- 
no tering parlies are sighted daily by the 
British patrols.

Desperate efforts are being made ty 
tbe Tranevaalers to get every available 
unit on tbe fighting lice. All exemp­
tions have been cancelled. The civil 
administration ia reduced to the 
lowest limits. Tbe Boers have dyne 
mited Luing’e Nek tunnel, and the rail­
way is completely wrecked. The work of 
repairs will occupy many weeks. The 
Boers now hold the best positions for 
defending the pars.

Toronto, May 18 —The Telegram’s 
special cable from London eaya the Cana­
dian artidery with Gen Carrington’s force 
marching to the relief of Mafeking reach 
ed Buluwayo on Wednesday.

Ottawa, May 18.—Mrs Rogers received 
the .following cable from her husband 
Major Rogers,'captain of tbe Ottawa Com 
pany of the first contingent :

“Kroonstadt, May 18.—Am well. 8 M 
Rogers.”

London, May 19.—Under the head of 
“ How the news was received” tbe Daily 
Chronicle says: v

“ The telegram to tbe Associated Presi 
from Pretoria—the historic despatch 
nonneing the relief of Mafeking—was sent 
from tbe capital of the Transvaal at 11.35 
a. m. May 18. It reached the London 
office at 9 17 p. m. and was instantly de­
spatched to every quarter of the globe. 
By 10 30 p. m. bad come a response 
from far off Toronto deecibing tbe recep 
tion of the news there.

“This ia not surprising in view of tbe 
fact that, four mientes after the receipt of 
the telegram here, it was in tbe Associat­
ed Press office in New York, whence
was forwarded to the farthest limits of 
the North American continent."

Maleklng’e Relief Confirmed.
London, May 21, 3 22 p.m.—The fol­

lowing despatch from Sir Alfred Milner, 
the British high commissioner in South 
Africa, to the secretary of state for the 
colonies, Joseph Chamberlain, was re­
ceived at 1.30 today :

Ottawa, May 20.—A young Canadian 

officer, Cept Mein nee, R E. son of Sen­
ator Donald Mchmes of Hamilton, was 
one of Col Baden-Powell’s principal 
officers in tbe defence of-Mafeking. 
Baden-Powell has written in the highest 
terms of the splendid assistance which 
Capt Mclonee has rendered to him dur­
ing the long siege.

It is understood th i', 
as soon as the official news is received, 
the rank of supernumerary major general 
will be cabled him, and at tbe same time 
he will be advanced to the rank of 
Knight Commander of the Bath. Possi­
bly a baronetcy will be conferred upon 
him.

London paid an all day call upon Crl. 
Baden-Powell’s mother, yesterday. Tele­
grams, letters and flowers arrived every 
minnte. It took six policemen to keep 
the crowd in order. Mrs Baden-Powell 
appeared upon the balcony at intervals 
and bowed her acknowledgments to the 
Crowd, Arthur Pearson, principal pr<P 
prietor of the Daily Express, has started a 
movement to build a ball of heroes to 
commemorate those who have fallen in 
the war.

Canadian Artilleryman Dead.
Toronto, May 19.—The Telegram’s 

special cable from London says Gunner 
Patrick O’Reilly, of“E” Field Battery 
Royal Canadian Artillery, died at De Aar, 
South Africa, from enteric fever on Wed­
nesday, Capt Weeks and Lieut.

Before dawn May 13th, a storm­
ing party, 250 strong, personally led 
by Eioff, rushed the pickets and reached 
the Staat and Protectorate camp from the 
westward along tbe Malaphe valley, a 
strong musketry demonstration being 
made at the same time along tbe eastern 
front of onr position.

Our western posts closed in and stop­
ped the Boer supporters following them, 
cutting off Eloff’s retreat, while the town 
defenses stopped his further advance.

His force got divided in the darkness 
and a strong party was placed between 
them, completely surrounding them. *

Fighting continued all day long. Soon 
after night fall one of the two parties 
surrendered, and the other was 
driven out of the Staat under heavy fife.

Ten dead and nineteen wounded of 
the enemy were left behind and 108 pris­
oners were taken including Eioff and 19 
officers. Seventeen Frenchmen and many 
Germans were among the prisoners.

WERE KEPT BUSY.

Proceedings of the Annual Meeting- 
Changes In Teaching Staff.

There was a large attendance of officers 
and teachers of the Methodist Sabbath 
School at the annual meeting on Thurs­
day night, and at the adjourned meet­
ing Friday night. Pastor Campbell pre­
sided, and reports were received from the 
chief officers, all of which showed the 
school to be in a vigorous and healthy 
condition. Mr Martin Lemont and Mr 
J J Weddall, for many years filling the 
offices of superintendent and as-iistat-n 
su^érintendent, respectively, and Mr 
C A Sampson, who succeeded the late 
Mr G A Parley as secretary and 
also for many years discharged 
the duties of treasurer, have all resigned 
their offices. Dr Inch was unanimously 
elected to tbe office of superintendent, 
and his acceptance has given general satis­
faction. Tbe other chief officers are Mr 
W J Oaboroe, aiaietimt superintendent,

The glorious news conta ned in a des­
patch from London, reached Fred­
ericton shortly after five o’clock Fiiday 
evening, and created the wildest enthusi­
asm. The despatch was short and to the 
point ; it merely stated that Mafeking 
had been relieved, but that was sufficient.

The pleasing intelligence that the gal­
lant Baden-Powell and hie little band of 
heroes had at last been succored was first 
made known to the general public by 
the ringing of the tire alarm. The 
church bells and factory whiatles quickly 
joinqd in the chorus, as also did tbe 
whistles on the steamers David Weston, 
Aberdeen and several of the tugs which 
happened to be in port at the time. Flags 
were already flying on many public and 
private buildings, in honor of another 
British victory reported earlier in the 
day, and the number was quickly added 
to. A great many made their appear­
ance on the store front alonp Queen street, 
and gave the place quite a holiday ap

1 pea ranee.
After supper the citizens turned out in 

force and began celebrating the event in 
earnest. Old and young, . male and 
female, joined in the fun and the name of 
Baden-Powell wat on everybody’s lips. 
Nearly every one sported a badge or a 
minature Union Jack, and not a few had 
both. Some rode in delivery waggons or 
busses, some on bicycles, which they had 
appropriately decorated for the occasion, 
but the majority of coarse were on foot.

, The Sidewalks on Queen street were 
thronged -rith a surging, good natured 
crowd, al eager to join in the grand ac­
claim of ctoiy. The uoiquilious small 
boy was i try much in evidence, and got 
in hie wr t in flue style. He seemed to 
have a' inexhaustible supply of file 
crackers ky rockets, etc, which be ex­
ploded a' uncertain intervals, sometimes 
eiogly ft ud sometimes collectively.

The police gave the youngsters a free 
hand and they made the most of their 
opportunities.

When Col Dunbar, commandant of the 
military school, heard the good news he 
gave the men under his command per­
mission to be absent from barracks until 
twelve o’clock, and gave the C B men 
their freedom, in order that all might 
have a chance to join heartily in tbe cele­
bration. At seven o’clock the men turned 
out under the command of Sergeant 
Brewer, and marched through the princi­
pal streets of the city, to inspiring martial 
music rendered by the corps’ nevly 
organized fife and drum baud. Sergt 
Byers was in charge of the big drum and 
attracted much attention by the artistic 
manner in which he manipnlited the 
drumsticks. The playing of the band 
elicited much favorable comment from 
the spectators, and the celebration was 
rendered much more imposing by reason 
of the part taken by the military.

The band of the 71st Regiment joined 
in the celebration later in the evening, 
and delighted a large crowd with several 
choice selections, rendered in front of 
the Queen hotel. They al o played to 
and from the b^hd room in the drill 
hall.
t Eye-Sores Removed.

At ten o’clock, the boys having com 
mandered a number of empty kerosene 
casks, and other combustible material, 
started a huge bon-flre on the corner of 
York and King streets. A great crowd 
assembled on the spot and watched the 
lurid flames leap skyward with the great­
est delight. Just as tbe fire was begin­
ning to slacken op a little for the want of 
more fuel, an alarm was rang in from box 
44, at the corner of Queen and St John 
streets. The firemen turned out and 
rushed to the scene, followed by a large 
crowd, and all were somewhat astonished 
as well as amused, to find the D F George 
shanty wrapped in flames. A line of hose 
was quickly laid, but apparently the 
hydrant would not work, and the firemen 
and spectators could do nothing bn* stand 
off at a safe distance, and watch the old 
structure being converted into ashes.. 
There were no tears shed over its de­
struction, and nobody seemed moch con­
cerned as to the manner in which the fire 
started. It is well known that the build­
ing bad not been occupied for several 
years, and was very dry both inside and 
out; but it was scarcely thought possible 
that it could hum of its own accord. 
While public opinion is somewhat divided 
as to the exact origin of the fire, yet all 
agree that it was a meet expeditions 
method of ridding the city of an eye-sore.

They Would Not Burn,

While the firemen were doing all they 
could to help put out the fire at the George 
shanty, another alarm was sounded from 
Box 34, corner of Queen and Cirleton 
streets. One of the hose companies was 
sent to investigate and found on examin­
ation, that a daring attempt bad beei 
made to fire tbe old sheds located just 
above tbe officers’ barracks. A bottle of 
kerosene oil bed been ponied over the 
building and a match applied, but the 
flames were discovered and extinguished 
before they had made any great head­
way. A boot tbe same time an unsuccess­
ful attempt was made to set fire to one of 
old buildings in connection with the 
park barracks. The incident was report­
ed to Col. Dunbar and served to emphasize 
what had already been brought to his 
notice, that government property, of 
which be is at present the custodian, was 
liable to serious injury if prompt measures 
to protect it were not adopted. He 
accordingly called out the men *of No 4 
Company and had sentries armed

posted at the park barracks and officers 
qoarters. They remained on duty until 
daylight, and it is hardly necessary to 
state that no further ’attempts were made 
to interfere with the military property.

The firemen bad scarcely lime to in­
vestigate the alarm from Box 34, when 
another was sounded from box 14, at tbe 
head of Brunswick street. It turned out, 
however, to be a false alarm.

Firemen Kept Busy.

At one o’clock an alarm was' sounded 
from box 54, and the firemen on turning 
out, found the old tannery on the Whittak 
er property, Snnbury street, in flames. It 
bad a good start on them, and quickly 
went up in smoke. There was some de­
lay in getting the water from the hy­
drants on account of tbe machinery at 
the pumping station being temporarily 
out (of gear. The origin of this fire 
is also a myetern.

The last alarm of the night was sonned 
about 1.30 o’clock from box 46, and was 
met with a response from the chapel bell 
only, the others haviog ran down. It 
turned out to be false alarm.

Note» and Incidents,

During the night the old picket fence 
on the Regent and Queen street sides of 
the officers’ squire was torn down, and 
part of it was carried away and destroyed 
A portion of the fence on the Quern 
street side, was carried sway hy the crowd 
pressing against it while the fire works 
display was going on, and the rest was 
probably laid out by some mischievous 
persons. The rehmant of the fence was 
removed to the barracks yard this after­
noon by a fatigue party. It is hardly 
likely that it will be replaced by a new 
cne at the present time.

The R C R I, during their tour of the 
city serenaded Mayor Beckwith at his 
residence and were briefly addressed by 
His Worship. They also halted at Bis­
hop Kingdon’s residence, where the hand 
played a selection. His Lordship respond­
ed with a happy speech, and afterwards 
the boys paid a visit to Bishop Caseys’ 
palace. His lordship, however, much to 
their regret, was found to he out of town

Prominent among those who took in 
the celebration was the veteran Cnailes 
Lacy, one of our oldest citizens, and a 
pensioner of the Royal Artillery. With 
three bright medals pinned upon hie 
brea t (including one lately received 
from the Dominion government in recog­
nition of his services at the lime of the 
Fenian scare). Mr Lacy was a conspicu­
ous figure in tne crowd on Queen street 
during the evening, and none seemed to 
rejoice more over the latest triumph of 
British arms than he did.

The military, men made a capture dur­
ing the night, but lost their man while 
conveying him to the guard room.

An oldtime wicker barouche, contain 
ing N. A. Edgecombe, W. A. Adams and 
several friends, and drawn by a long­
eared grey horse, was one of the oddities 
noticed on Queen street during the even 
ing.

From Gunner Everett.
Gunner Fred Everett of E Battery R C 

A, writes to the Herald from De Aar 
Junction South Africa, under date of 
April 16th, as follows :

“ We reached this place last Saturday 
morning, after a march of over 300 miles, 
which played havoc with our horses, and 
no wonder. All they had to eat was several 
handlols of wheat and a few pounds of 
chaff at one time, for tbe greater part of 
tbe match. The men are mostly all well, 
bet were not long in disposing of all the 
wheat treeft they could buy. Here we 
found the men and horses that we left at 
Halifax, and glad we were to see them, 
ae well as two or three week’s mail that 
awaited os. Five or six Heralds were a 
welcome addition to mine. C Battery s 
not here and we don’t know just where 
it is, though it will probibly join us in­
side of a week or two, when we hope to 
be sent to the front. We hope to have 
more luck in finding the enemy than at­
tended oor efforts to locate and punish 
the Cape Colony rebels. There are 
about five thousand troops here and a 
hospital ; a few buildings comprise the 
town. Guod-bye for the present.

Firing immediately ceased 
and quite a number of those who had 
fought ad long and so desperately against 
otir army advanced with arms upraised to 
the trenches they had deserted a short 
time before. There they were met by a 
number of Canadians, including Lient 
Jones of G Company, who went forward 
to meet them. Most of the Biers conld 
talk English. General Cronje- bad 
sent a letter of unconditional sur­
render to Lord Roberts. It wae no use 
fighting any longer, aa it wae evident the 
British were determined to have their 
revenge on the anniversary of M-joba. 
With considerable interest, the bewhis- 
kered Dutchmen enquired the name of 
the regiment which had given them each 
an uncomfortable morning. "Canadians, 
are you ? The samfe thfti charged onr posi­
tion farther down the river two Snndays 
ago?” “Yon are not men, yon are 
devils I" said one borly looking fellow 
with half a yard of dull red whiskers. 
“Von fight bravfljÿ, bnt not well ; y onr 
generals have an otter disregard for life I’ 
Proceeding, the loqnaCions Boer told how 
they knew at eleven o’clock the previous 
morning that some officer of high stand 
ing most have come into the trenches and 
given the men direction as to fire. “Be­
fore that the bullets from yonr fire passed 
over us and we found no difficulty in ad­
vancing and retiring to and from onr 
trenches in the open. Your fire wae ranch 
too high. Bat after eleven o'clock it wae 
impossible to erase over the open to get 
food or water. Oar men were being pick­
ed off continually. Yon had found onr 
range. For. twenty-four hoars we had had 
nothing to eat,” Little,indeed,It was that 
the Canadians had to offer, bnt they stand 
it with their foes of the night before. Vic 
tor and vanquished side by side in the 
trench which had been won and lost 
breakfasting together while all about 
them lay the dead and dying. Each had 
goffered, the stronger had won, bnt (here 
was no animosity. It was over,

Of all the praise and congratulations 
which came to thorn that day none was 
more prized by tne Canadians than that 
unconsciously bestowed by the gallant 
enemy they had forced to surrender ! No 
officer of high standing had come into the 
British trenches at eleven o’clock the pre 
vione day ! That was simply the hoar the 
Canadian regiment fyled quietly along the 
river bank and relieved the Cornwall regi 
ment in the occupation of the trenches ! 
When they entered the trenches the 
Canadians had erqnired what range they 
were using ! From twelve to fifteen hun 
dred yards, was the answer ! Convinced 
that this range was wrong the men of the 
Canadian regiment were told to find the 
range for themselves ! They need fixed 
eights and tin n four and six hundred 
yards

Boers Paid Canadians n Great Compli­
ment at Paardeberg.

The Montreal Star correspondent in 
South Africa, writing of the final on­
slaught on CroujVe laager at Paarde­
berg, says :

The sharp report of the Manser and 
the answering crack of the Lee-Eufleld 
showed that a desultory game of sniping 
wae being kept op between the two 
trenches.

They 
expected to see a tribe of American 
Indians in their wer-paint and feathers, 
each as they had seen in England with 
Buffalo Bill’s wild west show !
