The
Nisters of Charity the world over are
and always have been famed for their
tender nursing of . the sick and dying,
and for their loving self-sacrifice.
Wherever humanity sutfers, there these
angels of mercy go to bind up the
bleeding wounds, and by their watch-
fulness and jtenderness to alleviate
suffering, and to lovingly minister to the
dying. The request of the mayor for
the service of these Sisters is a very
simple and apparently natural ome, but
thereby hangs a tale. When the small
pox epidemic suddenly broke out in
Charlottetown, in lhrmins proportions,
a panic ensued. A crowd of citizens
assembled, took forcible possession of
the old Lunatic Asylum, two miles from
the city, and a score or so of small pox
patients were jostled out of their homes
and into these old buildings—dilapi-
dated, with but little if any furnitnre,
and too miserable a place for a jail, not
to think of an hospital. Imagine the
place and the circumstances! There
was a general scare, and great difficuity
was of course experienced in obtaining
competent nursgs, even at the highest
remuneration. So at was the dif-

ficulty that Halifax and 8t John were
asked to furnish belp in this line. But
ere the difficulty had arisen, on the first
outbreak of the epidemic, the little band
of Sister= of Charity in that town had
already volunteered their services. But
the offer was declined. Unreasoning
bigotry prevailed even in the midst of
the crisis. The Citizens' Committee
were strongly in favor of accepting the
offer; but it a rs that the Board of
Health decli: and the patients in the
hospital suffered by being placed in
charge of necessarily. inexperienced’
nurses, and too few of them, rather than
the authorities would accept the volun-
tary offer of the free services of nurses
experien¢éd and trained as the Sisters
had been. But after a little while the
necessities of the case conquered pre-
judice, and the authorities were com-
pelled to request the services of the
Sisters, the volunteer offer of which they
had previously rejected.
