Mr iPugsley is busy 
explaining that he gave value in 
extra services for alt tbs overdrafts 
Whiph he hftj returned to-tbe treas­
ury since the change of government, 

services were ren­
dered eight or ten years ago and 
were supposed to lu settle^ for. 
Most people thought they were ex- 
oeesively rewarded at the time, see­
ing that Mr Pugsley With a nomi 
nal salary of $2,100, was in the 
habit of drawing $6 000 to $10,000 
a year froçg tka treasury for legal 
services.

In the preset.t state of the Do­
minion finances, and in view of tbe 
grotesque financial methods of the 
Pugsley administration in New 
Brunswick, it is unfortunate that 
Mr Pugsley should have charge of 
one of the great speeding depart­
ments of ihe Canadian Government. 
Enough was discovered last session 
in dredging contracts alone to show 
that this minister is an easy mark 
for contractors. That was illustrated 
in new contracts given on the lakes.
It was also lotted that one dredging 
company, working in John Har­

leaving the company $125,000 profit 
and the dredge to tbe good. Tue 
chief member of this company is 
the son of a member of Parliament 
and obtained the oontract without 
tender. Just now Mr Pugsley 1 
finds it necessary to acquire for hi» • 
party a newspaper in St John, and 
t is a significant fact that the chief 
movers in that enterprise are men 
with dredging contracta. The sad 
result of Mr Pugsley’e interference 
with the last provincial election 
ma^es bias anxious to gather in 
help from all son roes for another 
sectional appeal.

THINGS ARE DIFFERENT.

When Sir Wilfrid took offloe he 
had at bis back tbe aolid support of 
all the Provincial Governments from 
the Atlantic to the prairies. First 
he lost Manitoba, then Ontario, then 
New Brunswick. A straight Con­
servative Government has taken the 
place of a mixed organization in 
British Columbia.

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A Bad Record.

In our last issue we showed 
how wide apart were the 
promises and performances of 
the Liberal party, now in 
power in this Province. To 
prove their insincerity and 
absolute failure to fulfill their 
preelection promises, by cor­
responding performances after 
reaching power, we gave the 
figures of the public expendi­
ture for the years they have 
bisndn-office. These figures 
show how vain, false and mis­
leading were the promises of 
economy and reduction of ex­
penditure made by Mr. Fred­
erick Peters, before the elec­
tion of 1893.

At 
Tbnnde*0Jspe, the whole lection is 
lighted up with the flames. East of 
there, along the G. P. R., the worst 
forest firee in the history of the country 
are raging, and thousands of dollars 
worth of timber is ablaze. Along Dnl- 
nth Central several villages are threat­
ened. The fire is only a short distance 
from the village of Hymers, and the 
people are very anxious. From the in­
ternational boundary to Hymers, a 
distance of thirty miles, the whole 
country is ablaze. The steamer Ameri­
ca reporte great bush fires between 
Pigeon River and Grand Marais. The 
captain said that he had seen twenty 
distinct fires en route. Grand Marais 
is surrounded with firee and all the wo­
men and children will be taken to 
Duluth. The peorle along the shore 
are in a frenzied state. At the reser­
vation all the lumber campe have been 
burned, and the people had to flee to 
the lake to save themselves from the 
awfnl heat.

The Quebec Bridge.

By act of parliament passed lset 
session the government was given 
authority to construct the Quebec 
bridge as a public work. Tee first 
step toward carrying ont tbp will of 
parliament in that regard'"»*» taken 
a f.w weeks ago, when ihe govern­
ment appointed three engineers of 
undoubted eminence in the engineer­
ing profession as a board of experts 
to prepare plane and any out the 
work of electing tin brdgt- as a 
national undertaking T board 
assembled in Oitew» t *nd
held its initial meeting. The num­
bers of it are practical men, and be­
ing doubtless seized of the import 
ance of early completion of the work 
no time is likely to be lost by them 
in getting the gigantic project once 
more under way.

39 miles, $32,573 per mile; 50

8 1-2 miles, $85|,570 per mile1; 32 
miles, $110,173 per mile.

Tbe above leaves about 150 miles 
not yet estimated, but this portion 
of the route, it is said, will average 
up quite as high as the others, 
namely, about $60,000 per mile, 
making a total of nearly $24,000,000 
tor the whole, instead of $10,000,000 
Of course an effort will be made to 
blame this huge discrepancy on tbe 
officials who were responsible for 
the original estimate; but the figures 
themselves are eloquent of tbe fact 
that little or no trouble was taken 
by anybody to secure data. Even 
tbe mileage might at least have been 
computed with reasonable accuracy 
instead of being nearly 100 miles 
out, and when the finance minister 
himself jauntily added 40 miles to 
the estimated length merely as 
convenience in computation, 
stands to reason that he knew as 
welUas anybody else that the data 
was about as accurate as could be 
obtained with a map and a pair of 
calipers.

The Yukon Report.

The report for the past fiscal year 
of the Commissioner of the Yukon 
territory tells again of the disappear, 
ance of the independent miner work 
in g on his own account and of the 
growth of the company with exten 
aive machinery end large capital as 
the chief gold producer. The out 
put of gold in the twelve months 
given as 189,811 ounces, which, at 
$15 an ounoe, the value fixed for 
royalty purposes, represented $2,- 
820,080. As the work of getting 
gold is the basic industry of the ter­
ritory, all others being subsidiary or 
tributary to it, the moderate figure 
noted will help to understand why 
the country is declining in popula­
tion, and why the revenue, which 
was $332,846, falls short of the ex­
penditure, which amounted to $338, 
755. The individual miner is still 
to tbe fore in some places, and took 
out gold on Dominion, Sulphur 
Quartz and Eureka creeks, with, 
is understood, good resnlts, and new 
discoveries were made on Blackbills 
and Little Blanche creeks. The 
hope of the country rests with the 
dredging and hydraulioking works. 
Cue company with seven dredges at 
work or under way has created over 
seventeen miles of ditohes and four 
miles of flumes, with twelve and a 
half miles of piping to convey the 
water across a valley and up to the 
level where it oan be used. A dam 
on Bonanza orcek will store $35,000,- 
000 gallons of water, and other ex­
tensive works have been completed 
or are ender way to supply electric 
power as well as water for the ma­
chinery. There are seven extensive 
companies behind tbe works in ques 
tion, the Yukon Hold Company be­
ing the most important. When 
they have exhausted their claims, 
and gold claims are soon exhausted, 
the chances are that the Yukon will 
cease to be anything more than a 
memory.—Montreal Gazette.
