WINNIPEG "ASSIZES.

Winnipeg, Oct. 31.— Michael Huduk
and Danelo Kamylo, charged with beai-
ing a manto.d¢aih during the progress
of a wedding ‘eelebration orfthe - day
of the Russian green feast, June 4ih,
on Magnus stréét, Winnipeg, were to-
day by a jury to be guilty of manslau-
hter.

Project

(Scientific American)
(By Klittredge Wheeler)

The province of Alberta which is
seven hundred miles long and four hun-
dred 'miles wide is ‘situated west of
Sukstchwgn Last of British Colum-
b.a and north of Montana. The sou-
thern part of this great provioce is
callel Sunny Alberta ,and the name
is we.l garned. it is & land of mud
winters and a perennial sunshine. The
soft kiss ot the Japan cur-
rent and the. warin breath of
Chinook winds are felt through its
sheitered valleys and open piains, and
horses and cattle range at will the
winter through without being ted or
sheltered.

The main water supply is the noble
Bow River, which heaas the great di-
vice, weil up in the very heart of the
Rockiea, whcsapeaksare covered with
perpetual snow ; whosedeep and rugged
cthasms are the glaecier's home, and
therefore the source of an inexhaustibie
watler supply—the winter's store Ior
summer’s need. Unlike many other ri-
vers, the banks of the Bow are not
deep-cut below the plain, but are near
the lands to be irrigatea and the sup-
ply at low water is more than double
the - demand.

In Canada all the rivers belong to
the crown, and and are under the im-
mediate supervision of the government;
they are’ measured and meted out by
government officials, so that the water
right is as good as the land title, and
the stipulated supply is guaranted with
both.

The great t ract to be irrigated by the

Canadian Pacific Railway Company lies |

in southern Alberta between Calgary
end Medicine Hat! It is one hundred
and fitfty miles in length and forty
miles in width, lying between Red Leer
River on the north and the Bow River
on - the south, and through its very
centre runs the iron way of the Trans-
continental Rallway;:

The {0.a! exCivalion in tle man can-
al of the western section was approi-
imately 2,500,000 cubic yards; second-
ary canals A, B, and C. about 5,000.-
000 cubic yards, and in the distributing
ditches 750,000 cubic yards, making a
grand total excavation for the weat-
ern section of 8,250,000 cubic yards. At
one point it was necessary to ‘cut
away the top of a  jutting cliff 1,080
test long, 180 feet wide and 100 feet
deep. :

Steam shovels and small construction
locomotives were used - in excavating
the large canals and ditches and in car-
rying out the earth, and wherever pos-
slbie elevating graders were used ,.em-
ploying steam and horse power. In the
construction of banks the greatest care
and mskill have been shown. The por-
ous surface soll has been stripped off
and the harder clay and excavated solls
have ‘been- used for filling in depres-
sions and buildin gin the banks. In
bullding the banks the soil was put
on in layers, wettel down, and then
packed by rollers to make thém strong
pnd water-tight,-so there is little dan-
ger of breakage or loss from seepage.
The soll through-which the ¢anals are
dug is very hard and clayey, so there
is -little seepage .or erosion.

The intake receives the water as has
besn - stated, from the Bow River some
two miles bslow Calgary, and when
the water s first let ‘on, although
only two #f the twenty headgates were
open, that fs, only one terth of its
possible flow, yet in the very short
space of forty-six hours the twater had
reached the extremne end of the maln
canal, a distance of seventeen miles,
and the difference of level at the in-
take and the end of the canal was
only one inch. This was a rémark-
ablés alowing and speaks well for the
enginegrings kill'displayed in locating
and constructing: the einal
“& large amount of heavy timber has
beert used in the construction. At the
great intake, just below Calgary, for,

the protection of the headgates, a
doub:p row of heavy pllling has been
driven along the river's front for sev-
eral hundred yards. Farther down the
main canal a large spillway has been
introduced by means of which, in tase
of needed repair, or for any other
other cause, the water can be entirely
drained off into the Bow River.

At several points on the main and se-
condary canals the slop of country ne-
cesaitated the construction of falls or
‘‘drops” which carry the water safely
to thel evels below without erosion of
sides or bed.

It the eame proportion of mileage and
excavation obtaing in extending tne ir-
rigation sysiem through the central
and eastern sections or the block, tnus
scheme will ultimately embrace a to-
tal of $2,900 miles of canal, and the ex-
cavation of the enormous mass of 24,-
750,000 cubic yards of material.

The Bow River has an abundant na-
turaist orage, not only in the deep
gnows and mighty glac.ers of the Rock-
fes, but also in tne many mountain
iaxes which pour their overflow into
the river. Levils Lake ajone is 12
miles long, 1-2 miles wide ,and 40 feet
deep and its great basin is availabie
tor sworage., in addition there are
many other places where the store-
age of enormous bodies of water can
be effected, but the river has in itseif
a capacity of 6,000 cubic feet per second
during the irrigation seaso..

It may be of special interest to note
that the water is being supplied to the
farmer in this great scheme at 60 cenls
per acre per annum, the duty being. 1
cubic foot per second, flowing continu-
‘osuly for 150 acres, and in selling Ir-
| rigable land an allowance of 10 per
cent of the area is made for the space
to be occupied by farm buildings, ecc.
Demonstration farms have been opened
in the western section, and next year
will show the wonderful possibilities
of the irrigation of land under this ca-

nal in Southern Alberta.

MANITOBA'S GASE.

Ottawa, Oct. 21.—The province of
Manitoba . has submitted - its ‘case,”
consisting of several printed pages, to
the Dominion Government ih support of
its claim for an éxtension of its bound-
aries. This claim will be heard at Ot-
tawa on Nov. 12. The case sets forth
that in 1870 at confederation Manitoba
had an area of 13,500 gjuare miles. in
1881, the population havings incrcased
the limits of the province were enlarg-
ed, west, north and east so as to give
a4 total area of 154,000 sjuar® .ules.
The jjuestion aroseé with the provinee
Ontario as to the lccation of the bound-
are: whcateng reeér.ed to ths krivy
Council resulted in 1854 in a decis.ou
reducing Manitoba’s area from 154,000
sjuare miles to 73,732 square miles,
which is the present area of the pro-
vince. Before the judgment of the
Privy Council Maniioba had asked ror
an extension of provincial boundaries
west t0 the 102nd meridian and north
to Hudson’'s Bay.

The northern extenslon was asked 8o
that the -Province might havé Fort
Churchill on Hudson’s Bay. It 1is
claimed that the Hudson’s Bay route
had been for a period of 200 years
the only means of communication with
the civilized world, that it was the
route by which edrly settlers -were
prought in by Lord Selkirk; that any
seaport  on Hudson's Bay would be
nearer to Manitoba than any other.pro-
vince, and that in the near future it
‘will necessarily be embraced -within
muniecipal organization.. Furthermore
the farming community of -Manitoba
have a more direct stake in the Hud-
son's Bay route than the people of the
other provincés. In 1901 the Manito-
ba legislature unanimously passed a
resolution declaring that as the area
of the province is small compared with
that of most of the other provinces,
‘ while the machinery of Government ls
sufficient to maintain a much larger
territory, there are districts adjacent
| to Manitobe which should be joined to
it, as their agricultural ,educatlonal
and commercial interests are in agreat
measurs common and they -could ne
more economically administered as a
part of the province. Therefore the
| legislaturé prayed that the boundary
of ,Manitoba might be extended north-
ward to Hudson’s Bay. In the yeaps
1902, 1906 and 1906 simlilar resolutions
were adopted by the Manitoba Legisla~
ture, asking for an enlargement of the
provincial boundary and reciting the
reasons for the same.- When the bills
creating the provinces of Alberta and
Saskatchewan weré before the Feler-
al Parlijamént représentations from
Manitoba again urged the extension .of
the Provincial boundary to the north-
ward, and gpeaking on theé autonomy
bills, Sir Wiltrid Laurier said the de-
i1mand of Manitoba was entitled to fair
consideration.

Under the irrigation regulations the
policy ' adopted for bringing this land
under settlement and cultivation has

Abeen to-sell it at the rate of $3.00 per

acre; ‘allowing a reduction from this
price of ‘the cost of irrigation : work,
up ‘to $2 per acre. That is, if the irri-
gation costs $1.00 per acre the pur-
chaser pays $2 per acre “for the land,
while if /it costs $2 per acre or $10
per acre he pays $1 per acrc for the
land. The judge of the cost of the ir-
rigation work is the commissioner” of
irrigation.

‘These regulations have been in force
for years and are of course open toanyone
who has the money and the inclination
to avail himself of the opportunity. Un-
der these circumstances to accuse the
Government of partiality in making a
sale such as that alleged to have been
made is exactly as honest and as rea-
sonable as to accuse them of favoritism
for accepting a eettler’s application for
a homestead.

It these facts of the case were un-
known to the Journal apology is due
from it ‘to the Government; if they
were known the Journal deliberately
endeavored to manufacture a seandal
where no ground for scandal existed
and no explanation {s necessary and
no apology to be expected.

SOUTH AFRICAN TRADE.

Ottawa, Oct. 31—The department of
trade and commerce has received a
telegram from the secretary of the
Cape Town chamber of commerce
through Mr. Kitson, the Canadian
agent in South Africa. Cape Town
takes exception- to the report sent to
Ottawa some weeks ago by Mr. Kit-
son on the condition of trade in
South Africa. E. J. Cattel, secretary
of' the Cape Town chamber, writes
that* no doubt throughout South Af-
rica, depression in trade “still' con-
tinues, and though at present no
signs arg evident of any immediate
impréveément, information is being re-
ceived of -a marked advanee in the
agricultural and pastoral prospects of
the country and it is expected that
the effect of this will be apparent on
the conditions of the country gener-
ially ‘at no distant date.'

On his refusal they pounced upon
him, knocked him down, beat and
abused him, and ‘then relisved him
of his money. They left the old man
lying on the ground.

He had a friend named Andrew
Spralic, who, it seems, also intend-
ed to make his bed in the park. On
his return to his bed chamber he
discovered his comrade lying in an
almost unconscious condition. View-
ing his companion, he at oncs be-
came alarmed, rushed to the stroet
and.the first man he met was Of-
ficer Beaumont.

Peasants
at the wayside railway stations were
in ccats of thick blue padded bed-
quilt with long months of wear in-
scribed upon whitening seams. The
houses grew substantial.

We hought, at length, thatf
we had discovered what we were look-
ing for in the distance upon the left.
It was a hundred feet high, and bore
scrub jungle, joss houses and dwell-
ings upon it. It was only too big
and too.much like a natural line of
hills to 'satisfy our expectations.
Then it stopped off unaccountably on
the right of the track, where the
country stretched away indefinitely
upon precisely the same level as our-
selves. Doubts about the school
primer’s information began to arise in
our minds, and were confirmed when ‘a
glea mof water flashed out of a yellow
desert of sand at the point where
what we had imagined to be the em-
bankment left off. The train stopped
at the foot of the hill..

dered how much of the foundations
had been undermined since the last
preceding train had crossed. Some
of the dusty stretches were dotted with
hundreds of .blue human ants toiling
to build up at the more geriously

threatened points breastworks of sand,
which the water may or may not res-

pect when it rises. Down-stream a
bhundred junks floated placidly upon
ah expansion of the river, their sails
dleaming swan-lide in- the strong
midday light.

The . prolonged. rumble of wunstable
girders gave place at length to the
substantial hum of metalled perman-
ent way. We had reached the farther
bank, and the train teok heart and
quickened its pace.. We sped through
flat, low-lying country across a flimsy
embankment a few feet high, which

hills on the southern bank.
