By the Judge: "IS It the same?"

your r E. Young, Chief Geographer for the Dominion of Canada, Says Ap­
plication for Grand Rapids Water Power Franchise Has Been 

Made by Private Parties Ahead of the City of Edmonton 
but the Franchise Has Not Been Granted, and no 

Alarm Need be Occasioned

Robert Evans Toung, D.L.S., super­
intendent of railway lands and chief 
geographer of the Dominion of Can­
ada, was in Edmonton Friday at 
the Alberta Hotel. Mr. Toung is 
making a tour of the west in the in­
terests of his department. He is 
widely known to the public by his 
pubilcations on the “The Great North­
land" and the official maps and ex­
ploration reports Issued under his di­
rection. The development of power 
from waterfalls on Dominion lands is 
controlled by Mr. Toung’s department 
and he is in effect the Dominion power 
commissioner. v

“The power possibilities of North­
ern Alberta are enormous, and just 
becoming known,” said Mr. Toung, in 
conversation with the Bulletin yester­
day.

Application for Franchise Made.
When asked concerning the applica­

tion of a private company to, develop 
power from the Grand Rapids on the 
Athabasca river, Mr. Toung said that

he had not recognized him as he was he had heard that an application had 
dressed up as a pilot. Up to that | beeen mad since he had left Ottawa,
time he had not thought what charge 
could be made against him and when 
Inspector Dew spoke he did not pay 
much attention as he was so contused 
at that ttlme. He could not eay, there­
fore, whether inspector Dew told him 
then that he was arrested for murder 
or mutilation of his wife, Cora Crip­
pen. Subsequently he was cautioned 
by the Canadian police officer and 
charged with the crime.

By Muir—"Up to that time did you 
believe your wife was alive?”

Subject to Restrictions.
"In any'case the franchise would 

be granted subject to certain restric­
tions Imposed by the Dominion gov­
ernment, such as regulations govern­
ing the price at which power might

ISe sold, and the price even which 
would be paid the government for the 
use of the water of the falls. These 
restrictions are framed with a view 
to safeguarding the public Interests, 
and prove effective In restraining 
monopolies.”

Mr. Toung did not care to say 
)ust what amount of power might be 
developed from the Grand Rapids. It 
was problematical. Perhaps 125,000 
horse-power would be a guess not tar 
from the mark.

Greater Falls Further Down.
A greater falls than the Grand Rap­

ids was that at Fort Smith, on the 
Athabasca river, 500 miles north of 
Edmonton. Here, in a distance of 
sixteen miles, there was a tall of 260 
feet. The volume of water, was much 
greater than at the Grand Rapids 
and the amount of power which might 
be developed was tremendous.”

“Northern Alberta is a most fascin­
ating country, look at it from What­
ever point of view you will," said the 
chief geographer of the Dominion.

Its Enormous Possibilities.
"The more one sees of thp country 

lying north of Edmonton, the more 
one Is Impressed by its possibilities. 
The greatness of the coùntrÿ is aptly 
expressed by those who say that, .con­
sidering the agricultural ana mineral 
resources of Northern Alberta it is 
fair to say that the best half of the 
province lies north of Edmonton."

Assistants to Mr. Toung yfill he en­
gaged this winter in etpioratlpn work 
In the vicinity of the northSVtt "béruhH- 
ary of the province with Fort'Smith 
as headquarters. Next summer ex­
ploration work will be carried on 
south and west of Fort Smith. This 
work is under the supervision of Mr. 
Crane, whhose recently issued pampli- 
Iet on the Exploration of the North­
land is in such great demand.

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CITY MARKET IMPROVEMENT.

Upon a crowded day on the city 
market an observer will notice the 
farmers standing talking In groups. 
Upon Investigation It is found that 
each group is very apt to represent 
atne at. the settlements surrounding 
Edmonton. They come from all 
around : Nbrth, south, east and west, 
for from twenty to fifty miles.

On Saturday for example one 
group standing near the corner repre­
sented a settlement east of Leduc.

“Yes, we came all the way to Ed- 
mon ton to market our potatoes,' said 
one farmer.

Then a lady who had sold her but­
ter and eggs on the market exclaim­
ed: "This Is the first time I have been 
on the city market but I sold my 
produce for a good price and for cash.
I am coming back.”

The city market is an interesting 
place on a busy day. But the decay­
ing hay and manure scattered over the 
square more resembles a farm yard 
than a city square Just a stone’s throw 
from the office of the Health Depart­
ment. On a windy day the farmers 
who sell the dainty dairy butter or 
the dressed meats or poultry, have to 
keep it covered to keep off the dirtv 
dust from the pavement or the man­
ure from the square which a passing 
gust of wind might deposit upon the 
good-looking butter. A passing show­
er lays the dust, but there is no shel­
ter for the ladies from the farms, wht) 
pluckily have to stand and wait tHl 
a purchaser comes to buy.

A farmer of a philosophical turn 
■xplained why they went to a town 
to trade and to which kind of a 
town they preferred to go. “We want 
to sell dear and to buy cheap. We pre­
fer to go to a town or city where there 
is a good market and where we can 
sell for cash. We will very likely 
spend the cash again in the same 
town. But we will come to the town 
to trade where we can sell for cash.”

The city market is well patronized 
by both farmers and citizens, for it is 
a convenient meeting ground for both.

The farmers will be glad to hear 
of the interest the city aldermen are 
taking in improvement to market 
conditions.

One advocates a market building 
and- better accommodation for those 
who have produce to sell. Another 
advocates a municipally owned stock 
yard market. With the profitable de­
velopment of the Edmonton district 
along the lines of mixed farming 
these improvements are much needed.

more new grain coming in this week 
than last week, but the grain market 
it not very active yet, no doubt due 
partly to the recent wet weather de­
laying threshing.

Butter and eggs are scarce on the 
market when the weather makes it 
rather uncomfortable in the open air 
market which is not then so well pat­
ronized by the farmers’ wives who 
have butter or eggs to sell. Butter 
was In demand at 30c per lb., and 
fresh eggs sold freely at 35c per doz.

It is nothing less 
than a tour of the British Empire with 
a naval and military tournament, un­
der the Command of Colonel Burns, 
the object being to assist recruiting 
by depicting to the citizens of the 
Empire the life of the soldier, and, 
as far as possible, that of the sailor 
in the imperial services. The pro­
posal originated xvith a few gentle­
men who thought they saw a good 
commercial speculation in touring the 
empife with troops and the whole 
equipment of a naval and military 
tournament. In the course of inquir­
ies in various directions, it was pointed 
out to these gentlemen that whatever 
might be the financial pospects, there 
were very great possibilities in their 
proposition from the point of view of 
assisting the army in obtaining re­
cruits. They did not hesitate to 
change theii**plans, and have offered 
to finance the scheme, leaving the 
management and details in the hands 
of a number of officers who are in­
terested in it. Already the plan is far 
advanced, and in the near future the 
work of selecting the men who are to 
take part in the tournament will be­
gin.

The idea has appealed to the gov­
ernment, and while no definite 
promises of financial assistance havo 
been given, the War Office authori­
ties have intimated their intention to 
help in the matter by lending guns, 
small arms, and transport wagons. It 
is also hoped that a transport for 
conveying the new brigade to various 
parts of the empire.

Paris, Oct. 13—The French govern­
ment is meeting the situà^én comiVig 
from the general strike of railway em­
ployees with a firmness that challen­
ges the admiration of even those who 
sympathize with the men in their de 
mands for a minimum wage of $1 a 
day. Five of the most influential strike 
leaders were placed under arrest to­
day in fulfilment of Premier Briand’s 
promise to punish agitators. The Na­
tional Railroad union has succeeded 
in thoroughly demoralizing the ser­
vice on the Northern and Western 
systems. On the eastern and southern 
lines the situation this morning show­
ed little change from that of yester­
day.

The mobilization of railroad reserv­
ists decreed by the government 4s pro­
ceeding. The men have responded in 
large numbers, bat as yet they have not 
been ordered to take up the work of 
the strikers. The strike is effective on 
the western road leading to Lemans 
and Brest, Cherbourg, Havre and Di­
eppe, and on the northern road ex­
tending to Amiez and about Calis.

NewOTork engineer engaged to look 
over the ground and draft a plan for 
water and sewer systems sufficient to 
meet the requirements of the city for 
a long term of years, to solve in fact 
so far as it can be done finally and 
permanently the question of the water 
and sewer service. It is evident from 
the report that Mr. Potter took a 
broad view1 of the situation and plan­
ned for a big future. The report in­
timates that the plans suggested are 
sufficient to meet the requirements of 
a city of a quarter of a million people.
For a city with thirty thousand or 
less population at pre^nt this figure 
seems like an ambitious expectation, 
but those who understand the char­
acter and extent of the country upon 
which the city has to draw will not 
admit that it is an over-sanguine one.

WKêb a few years ago Mr. Chipman 
prephred a similar report supposed to 
be sufficient to meet the requirements 
for some years"to come it was thought 
he took a rather optimistic outlook. 
But the short period that has inter­
vened has seen his plans outgrown, 
and the extension of population be­
yond the area which was then thought 
likely of early settlement has intro­
duced problems for which those plans 
offered no solution. It was this out­
growing" of the old plans that made 
new ones necessary, and the lesson 
from the former experience was that 
the new one should leave plenty of 
room for expansion. The council did 
well to take a hint from experience 
and have plans prepared with this ne­
cessity in mind. Those submitted by 
Mr. Potter seem to meet the require­
ments in this respect at least.

The plans being comprehensive, it 
will, or would, of course involve an 
immense outlay to complete the sys­
tems they propose. This was inevit­
able. One cannot make omelets with­
out breaking eggs, nor put in water 
and sewer systems without spending 
mopey. But it Is not necessary to 
undertake the whole, enterprise and 
make the whole expenditure at once, 
nor at one time. If that were the idea 
thé only safe disposition of the plans 
would be to burn them, for even to 
Edmonton the proposal to put at once 
nearly fouT.roillion dollars into sewers 
and a corresponding amount into a 
waterworks system would be a large 
order. The advantage of having a 
general plan prepared at this stage is 
not that the city may plunge into 
the folly of. trying to carry out me 
whole project forthwith, but that those 
who have, the management and ex­
tension of these services.,in hand may 
see the end from the beginning and 
may thus be able to make the exten­
sions from time to time so that these 
will ultimately form part of the sys­
tem foreseen to be necessary when 
the city attains large proportions.

The alternative was to go on as we 
have been doing, making provision for 
the need of the time in the way that 
seemed most expedient for that pur­
pose. But this temporizing policy is 
a dangerous one where each expedient 
costs a large sum of money. If con­
tinued we were pretty certain to wake 
ur some day arid find that we had 
spent a lot of money that could have 
been saved or put to much better use 
K tee had, _h.een developing the sys­
tems. In accord with a well-conceived 
plan for meeting the requirements of 
the city some years ahead. It is en­
tirely probable that had Mr. Chipman 
been everi more optimistic and drawn 
up the old plans in the expectation of 
a much more rapid growth of popula­
tion. the money that has been spent 
would have been spent to better ad­
vantage...™; Had he been optimistic 
enough no 'new plans would now be 
required.

In one direction Mr. Potter recom­
mends an unexpected saving. It had 
been taken jtpr- granted generally that 
owing to the increase of population 
above the intake we should have eith­
er to find some other source of water 
supply than -the river or to move the 
pumping station farther up stream. 
Either was bound to be an expensive 
undertaking. But according to the 
report neither will be necessary. The 
bringing of water from Pigeon lake, 
Mr. Potter" says." would be more ex­
pensive than pumping until the am­
ount required has trebled,, and then 
the limit of the lake's capacity would 
have been reached. He recommends 
tjiat' the- present plant be left where 
it is, and extended as necessary. Con

Retributive justice seems to be pay­
ing a visit to the Ontario Tories who 
à few years ago objected to having the 
school question in Alberta settled once 
and for all in a way acceptable to the 
people who have to support the 
schools and demanded that the ques­
tion be left an open one about which 
rival parties and creeds could and no 
doubt would squabble and wrangle 
through coming generations. A bishop 
of the Roman Catholic church in that 
Province has just declared the bi-lin- 
gual schools which exist there a fail­
ure, and his statement is endorsed by 
other clergy of the same church who 
have had long and wide experience 
in educational matters. According to 
these authorities the anxiety to ac­
commodate the wishes of the parents 
of both creeds has resulted in a sys­
tem which does not give the pupils 
an education such as the common 
school should give them arid such as 
the schools of Alberta, public anu 
separate, do give them. Supposedly 
the pupils attending these schools are 
educated in both languages, but ac­
cording to these men, who should 
know, they are educated in neither. 
The minister Of education seems to be 
in the unfortunate position of not 
knowing just what to do about It, a 
predicament which can be readily un­
derstood. Unless he does something 
it seems pretty likely that a consider­
able section of the public—that is the 
voters—will be dissatisfied, and if he 
does anything one section or other is 
certain to Perhaps before he is
through with it he and some of the 
husy-bodie| in his party who butted 
jnto the Alberta question will wisli 
the kind of schools to which the mi­
nority there are entitled, had been 
clearly and definitely specified by en­
actment of the Federal house. A mat­
ter which cannot be settled to the com­
plete satisfaction of everybody is bet­
te- settled ,in a way that does injustice 
to nobody than left as a bone of con­
tention for disputants to gnaw at.

The secretary of the Humane society 
complained in a letter published in a 
recent issue of the large number of 
reports reaching him of the ill-treat­
ment to which both men and animals 
are subjected in the construction 
camps on the various lines of railway 
being built in this district. Railway 
contractors have a name for getting 
out of a man or a beast all the work 
there is in him, and some who have 
evolved from railway builders into 
railway-owners, have the worst repu­
tation. Exceptions there doubtless 
«are, and varying degrees of severity 
even among those who deserve the un­
enviable repute. But railway build­
ing is hard work at the best and the 
man who goes into it with any other 
idea is sure to find out his mistake. 
None but the most rugged constitu­
tion has any business on the grade 
It is quite possible some of the com­
plaints come from men who were not 
physically fit to go into such work, 
and more from some who went into 
it without a notion of what it was 
like. In a country where work is as 
plentiful as it is in Alberta there 
should be little trouble in finding em­
ployment elsewhere for those whp 
are unable or unwilling to put up with 
the hardships incidental to the con­
struction camps. The work is neces­
sarily as hard on horses and mules as 
on men. But while the men can reg­
ister protests, and these failing, can 
leave the camp, the animals can neith­
er petition, protest, nor leave. They 
must stay on the job, taking what 
comes to them, whether it be good or 
bad. On their behalf, rather even than 
on that of the men, there should be 
a sharp lookout, and where they are 
known to have been abused those re­
sponsible should be brought to justice. 
The man of sense: knows that it is 
cheaper to keep a horse by treating 
him properly than to kill him by 
abuse, and the humane man—even 
though a railway contractor—will and 
does treat him as well as can oe 
whether he thinks it pays or not. Those 
who have neither sense nor humanity 
should be taught that there is a power 
in the land capable and willing of in­
terposing between them and the vic­
tims of the! rown folly and brutality.

The Journal is quite seriously af­
fected by the Bulletin having pointed 
otit that certain of the city aldermen 
seemed to think untimely talking had 
prejudiced the city’s claims to the 
Grand Rapids water power, and were 
now calling on the Province to go into 
the power business as a means of de­
tracting attention from themsselves. In 
fact our contemporary seems to be 
afflicted with that complication of 
maladies not inaptly described as a 
diarrhoea of language and a constipa­
tion of ideas. The cause of its distress 
is apparent. For a couple of weeks 
it has been working overtime to cul­
tivate the impression that Hon. Frank 
Oliver was indifferent towàrd the pro­
posal that Edmonton should acquire 
water power rights at Grand Rapids, 
if he was not actually antagonistic to­
ward the city’s interests and favorable 
to those of some adventurer who is 
reported to have beat the city expedi­
tion to the Rapids, made a survey and 
made application for water rights. 
Whatever interfered with this con­
genial but not over-successful occupa­
tion was certain to induce a violent 
disarrangement of the already over­
strained imagination; and to be put 
squarely up to the «fact that if the 
city’s chances have been prejudiced by 
anyone or to any degree it was by 
the wagging tongues which gave out 
beforehand the intention of the city 
to go after power rights was Clearly 
more than it could be expected to stand. 
The Journal accordingly raves to the 
extent of a couple of columns, in the 
course of which it calls Hon. Frank 
Oliver stupid and the Bulletin a liar, 
winding up with the beautifully con­
sistent declarations that the water 
power “belongs to the whole people 
of Canada.’’ but that the city of Ed­
monton “owns” it. The outbreak is 
not likely to go far toward convincing 
aiiS’body c.apable of recognizing politi­
cal prejudice and personal spleen, that 
Edmonton’s interests are less safe in 
the custody of the Minister of the 
Interior thai^ they would be in th£t 
of the Journal. People gifted with 
this capacity will rest, as they have 
every right to do, in the conviction 
that no interloper will be allowed to 
interpose between the city and -the 
water power privileges at Grand 
Rapids. If the city’s claims have been 
prejudiced in any way it has been by 
the ill-timed publicity which made it 
possible for an adventurer to make his 
surveys first, and presumably to file 
his formal -application before the city 
had done so. In expressing the fear 
that they may have been prejudiced 
the aldermen concerned are simply 
advertising their belated recognition 
that the tongue-wagging may have 
done harm. The roaring idiocy of the 
Journal merely expresses its fear that 
some of its friends have got them­
selves into a corner and its anxiety to 
help them' put ti*e plame on some­
body else.

such it seems had been- in the city 
when the intention to despatch the 
survey party was blazed abroad, had 
taken "the hint that wfhat the city 
wanted so badly it would be willing 
to pay for, and had found ample 
time before the arrival of the expedi­
tion to make his preliminary surveys 
and get in his application. If the 
latter formality has been complied 
with the city would seem to be in tn«s 
position of second comer. If not, the 
fault certainly does not lie with those 
who gave warning of the city’s inten­
tion. Assuming that the leasing of 
water power rights is governed oy 
regulations and that the first applicant 
who has completed his surveys ana 
established his bona fides is entitled 
to first chance, the city is in the 
lurch. And unless the Government is 
prepared to violate its regulations, to 
refuse the first applicant, to give the 
desired rights to the city regardless of 
priority of claim, and probably to fight 
a law-suit against the first applicant, 
the only recourse for the city is tA 
buy off the enterprising gentleman 
who took advantage of the informa­
tion so generously tendered. Whether 
the man who surveyed the power site 
got in his applicatiçn first is not yet 
known, but if so the power rights are 
unquestionably his unless the Gov­
ernment is prepared to deal with him 
with a high hand and no very scrup­
ulous regard for absolute justice.

Having given away information that 
they they now fear has prejudiced the 
city’s chances certain of the aldermen 
are trying to cover up the bungle by 
calling on the Province to go into the 
power business on a wholesale scale, 
as the Whitney Government have done 
in Ontario. There will be difference 
of opinion on the merits of this pro­
posal, but its merits and demerits'is 
not the matter for present considera­
tion. The point is that the city’s 
claim has been prejudiced, or is feared 
to have been prejudiced, by an ill- 
timed announcement of its intentions 
and that the proposal for a Provincial 
power project is simply interjected in 
hope of diverting public attention 
from this fact. While there were no 
obstacles in sight in the way of the 
city securing monopoly rights on the 
Grand Rapids nothing was heard of 
a suggestion that the Province should 
go into the business and forestall the 
city and all others on the Athabasca. 
Only when the. chief of the explora­
tion party finds that some enterprising 
person lias taken advantage of the in­
formation handed out is it discovered 
that the city should not go into the 
power business at Grand Rapids. Hav­
ing got the city in a corner, or think­
ing they have done so, these gentle­
men are searching for something to 
divert attention from themselves.

TRYING TO DIVERT ATTENTION.

Three months ago the city authori­
ties decided to send an expedition up 
to the Grand Rapids on the Athabasca 
to survey the water power, with the 
object of - finding out what the cost 
would be of establishing a power 
plant there and of bringing electric 
energy into the city. The first step in 
the enterprise was the obviously wise 
one of telling the world about it. Not 
only were the newspapers informed 
that the expedition would be sent, but 
that there were high hopes of the 
enterprise being found practicable; 
that in fact there was scarcely any 
doubt it could be found otherwise, and 
that there were excellent reasons to 
expect that before many years had 
passed Edmonton’s homes wbuld be 
lighted and her industries operated 
by power generated on the northern 
stream at much lower cost than that 
produced from coal at the power 
house. All who were concerned, or 
wtho might become concerned, were 
told that here was something of im­
mense value to the city and which the 
city was preparing to secure but 
which was yet open to the world.

The expedition got to the Rapids a 
few days ago, and as might have been 
expected, the first report from the 
head df it was that somebody had got 
there ahead of him, had surveyed the 
site and staked it out—and no doubt 
made application to Ottawa for per­
mission to use water from the rapids 
for the generation of electric power. 
What else the expedition was expfeoted 
to find, or could be expected to find 
under the circumstances, it would be 
interesting to know. The country is 
not altogether devoid of enterprising 
men with money to put into power 
projects once they are told where 
these are to be found, and not averse

PUMPING AND PLUMBING.

The Ottawa city authorities have 
just found out that for every 20 gal­
lons of water used from the mains 80 
are wasted. Defective plumbing is 
accused of much of the waste. A few 
months ago our own city officials were 
trying to find out where the enormous 
amount of water pumped into the 
mahis at the power house went to. 
The Ottawa situation may account for 
some of it.

JOSEPH AMONG THE PROPHETS.
Toronto Globe—More than a quarter 

of a century ago, when he was a new

Ottawa, Oct. 20.—Seven years ago, 
when Hon. A. B. Aylesworth came 
back from London to address the 
Canadian Club of Toronto on the re­
sults of the award of the last inter­
national tribunal in which Canadian 
interests were ODDOsed to those of the 
United States—namely, on the Alas­
kan boundary question, he addressed 
an audience smarting under a sense 
of justice, and somewhat belligerent 
in its attitude towards Great Britain. 
On that occasion he notably played 
the statesman in explaining a Cana­
dian defeat, and at the same time 
converting an audience, at first mani­
festly hostile to any further Implicit 
trust in British diplomacy, into an 
audience that, at the conclusion of his 
address, gave a remarkable evidence 
of Canadian loyalty to the motherland 
by singing with the great enthusiasm, 
“God Save the King.”

A Happier Story.
On Saturday afternoon, before the

The Main Issues.
Mr. Aylesworth, in his address, 

covered succinctly the main issues of 
the case and the significance of the 
award. In an historical review of 
the controversy over the interpreta­
tion of the treaty of 1818 he noted 
that the correspondence between the 
British and American governments 
showed that at times the irritation 
caused by the conflict of opinion as 
to American and British rights in 
the fisheries of Newfoundland and 
Canada has been so acute as to bring 
war within reasonable expectation.
The settlement of last month, with­
out friction on either side, was 
truly notable evidence of the value 
of! international arbitration in the 
promotion of the peace of the world.
Dealing particularly with the two 
main issues of importance to Can­
ada. he noted that by the award all 
the bays and territorial waters of 
Newfoundland and Canada were de­
finitely stated to be within the ex­
clusive jurisdiction of the colonial and 
British government. For nearly a 
hundred years the United States had 
claimed that all waters outside the 
three-mile limit from the shore in 
bays were equally open to American,
Newfoundland and Canadian fisher­
men. The ward was a completet vic­
tory for the British contention that 
every bay about which question had 
been raised was from its entrance*
British territory, and from it could 
be excluded, if so desired, every for­
eign fisherman.

Question of Regulation.
The other main contention of the 

United States was that American fish 
ermen froen the treaty waters were 
exempt from any legislation govern 
ing Canadian or Newfoundland fish­
eries therein. This contention was 
carried by one of the United States 
counsel, Senator Turner, to such an 
extreme that it was maintained Wash­
ington had the legal right to send an 
armed force into these treaty 
waters to compel the fishermen 
of Canada and Newofundland to ob- 

. serve regulations made at Washington 
The award had established the un 
qualified right of Newfoundland and 
Canada to enact laws which would be 
binding on United. States fishermen in 
all the waters in question.

Reasons for Success.

ARE TOO MANY TEACHERS.

Large Numbers Without Employment 
in Britain.

London, Oct. 20.—Three years ago 
the British Board of Education issued 
a report calling attention to the very 
serious shortage of female school 
teachers and urging steps to increase 
the number.

Both educational and municipal au­
thorities set to work to remedy the 
deficiency, and the result has been 
that there is- now such an excessive 
supply that many certified teachers 
are forced to seek other means of 
livelihood, some among them being 
reduced to seeing matches and many 
to domestic service.

An oîficial of the National Union of 
Elementary School Teachers declared 
that the official computations regard­
ing the dehiand for teachers have 
been criminally reckless, and points 
out that the training colleges are an­
nually turning out 6,000, for a con­
siderable portion of whom no posts 
can be found.

Toronto, Oct. 20—Albert Chamber- 
lain, president of the British Welcome 
League, has written an open letter to 
Col. Lamb, the representative in Eng­
land of the Canadian Salvation Army 
immigration work, who is nbw on a 
visit to Canada.

IMMENSE LOSS
FROM BIG STORM

Five Days Tropical Hurricane Does 
Greu-t Damage Along the Coast ol" 
Florida.

Key West, Fla., Oct. 18—The tropi­
cal hurricane which has been sweep­
ing over the West Indies and southern 
waters for the last five days, took Key 
West in its grip yesterday and tore 
away the tops of houses, shook a num­
ber of buildings from their founda­
tions, blew vessels from their moor­
ings and did other damage the extent 
of which cannot yet be estimated.

The first mutterings of the storm 
were heard on Thursday, the wind 
rose'and a deluge of rain came down. 
The storm continued until Sunday, the 
wind's velocity not exceeding fifty 
miles an hour. Then there was a lull 
for several hours but in the evening 
the hurricane swept over the island 
fiercely until by Monday the wind re­
gistered 90 miles an hour when the 
recorder was blown off.

The south beach section and the 
western part of the city suffered the 
greatest effects from the storm. The 
sea poured over the low lying shore 
and in many houses facing the ocean 
were either wrecked or blown from 
their blocks. The new government 
wharf was pounded by the heavy 
waves until sections of it were broken 
away.

The damage to the electric com­
pany’s plant amounts to $50,000, while 
the naval station will cost many 
thousands of dollars to put in repair.

The steamer Olivette broke from 
her moorings at the Peninsula and 
Occidental S.S. Company’s wharf and 
swung into an abutment. Later, when 
the wind veered she was blown back 
to her wharf and safely secured. Sev­
eral schooners were dispiasted and 
sunk in the harbor. The Standard Oil 
barge No. 94 dragged her anchor and 
is now on a bank a mile • from the 
city. Three lives are reported lost.

Jacksonville, Fla., Oct. 18—That the 
property damage throughout the state 
will total several millions and that 
there has been loss of life is not 
doubted here. The loss in this city 
is great. Semi-panic conditions pre­
vail. The only means of communica­
tion with the outside world is a single 
postal telegraph wire between here 
and Augusta.

Forty thousad square miles of ter­
ritory south of Jacksonville has been 
without means of communication with 
the outside world for over 24 hours. 
The last reports from this section em­
bracing all that territory south of a 
line from Tampa to St. Augustine told 
of hurricane winds hourly increasing 
and rapidly falling barometers.

PATRONS IN THE SCHEME.

Exposures Promised in Under Valuing 
Rare Art Works.

New York, Oct. 19—“The affair so 
far is of- minor importance—the prin­
cipal exposures are still to come.”

This statement made today by Wm. 
Loeb. jr., collector of the port of New 
York, summed up the government’s 
work to date in the charges made 
against Duveen Bros., the internation­
al art dealers, who are accused of 
bringing millions of dollars worth of 
rare art works into this country and 
unlawfully evading the customs du­
ties.

The sensational hint was made by 
the collector that charges, either crim­
inal or civil, may be brought against 
certain rich Americans, famed for 
their art galleries and costly bric-a- 
brac. These charges would probably 
place the alleged wrongdoers in the 
light of being accessories after the 
fact, establishing the claim,that, while 
Duveen brothers acted as their agents 
in collecting arc treasures abroad and 
bringing them to this country, cheat­
ing the government by undervaluing 
the works, the patrons for whom the 
objects were intended ware cognizant 
of the trick and did not inform the 
federal authorities.

Thé investigation wrhich is still go­
ing on and which will last for per­
haps a fortnight longer, / according to 
customs attaches, took a new tack to­
day. The probers are now investigat­
ing the allegation that some of the 
customs appraisers might have- been 
in collusion writh the art dealers, as­
sisting them to bring in their rare ob­
jects undervalued. The general ap­
praiser, Geo. Wanamaker, has a staff 
of men who are supposed to be ex­
perts in art affairs, and it was the 
duty of these men to pass upon all 
paintings, tapestries, wrorks of sculp­
ture and other art objects brought 
into port.

The innocent purchasers of art 
goods which Duveen brothers had 
brought in undervalued will be pro­
tected, said Mr. Loeb. Although the 
government may demand certain 
pieces of art for evidence, nothing 
wrill be confiscated.

ALBERTA APPEALS IN 
THE SUPREME COURT

l
Important . Threshing Machine Case 

Argued—Judgment Reserved in 
Case of St. George Hotel in High 
River—Both Appeals from Mr. 
Justice Beck.

Ottawa, Oct. 19-—In the supreme 
court yesterday the appeal in Limoges 
vs. Scratch et al, was argued. The ap­
pellant leased his property, known as 
St. George hotel in High River to 
Skead and Anderson for seven years 
from August, 1907, giving them an 
option during the first two years of 
lease to purchase the property tor 
$27,000, and also the privilege of re­
moving the buildings and constructing 
new ones at their own expense.

The lessees did not exercise the op­
tion to purchase, but immediately en­
tered upon a contract for the removal 
of the building and the construction 
of others in its place. After the new 
buildings hàd been partially construct­
ed the lessees failed in business and a 
number of mechanics’ liens were filed 
by the respondents, who sued to re­
cover their claims for labor done ana 
materials furnished in connection with 
the construction of the new buildings 
and to enforce the liens therefor, upon 
the property, in respect of both the 
interest of the lessees and of the own­
er of the land.

At the trial Judge Beck held that 
the title of' the owner Limoges was 
affected to the extent of which the 
land bad been benefited by the im­
provements made thereon and on an 
appeal the supreme court of Alberta 
varied the trial judgment by declaring 
the estate of the owner to be liable 
generally. The appellant contends that 
under the Alberta statute both judg­
ments are wrong and that the liens 
affect only the interest of the leases in 
the leased property.

Judgment was reserved, Perron, K. 
C., for appellant, Bennett, K.C., for 
respondents.

Sawyer Massey Company vs. Ritchie 
was then argued.

The respondent purchased the 
threshing machine of a company and 
used it for the seasons of 1906 and 
1907. In an action in the season of 
1908 by the company on notes given 
for the price, the respondent pleaded 
a breach of warranty and asked for 
damages in consequence.

At the trial Judge Beck gave judg­
ment for the amount of notes and al­
lowed the respondent an equal amount 
for damages for breach of warranty, 
both express and implied, then set on: 
one Judgment against the other and 
allowed general costs to the respon­
dent.

The supreme court of Alberta dis­
missed the appeal on the ground that 
the machine did not fulfill the implied 
conditions as to fitness and declined 
to consider the question and implied 
warranty were excluded by the con­
tract that the machine was sold under 
the trade name and implied warranty 
could not attach that the machine 
worked in a satisfactory manner dur­
ing several seasons, that it was ac­
cepted unconditionally after inspection 
and trial and that neither specific de­
fects nor damages were proved by 
the evidence.

“Do I speak with a fool or with an 
evil-disposed person ?” If the young 
man is willing td join the society, he 
replies: “You speak to a man.” The 
member of the society then says that 
he, too, is a man, but a man of 
honor, meaning that he occupies a 
high rank in the gang, and he adds 
that the society needs the young man’s 
service, and requests him to pay a 
“flower," that is, a contribution, or 
fee.

When this fee is paid the young 
man becomes a member, and he Is 
said to walk under the name of the 
member who persuaded him to join. 
In case a young man refuses to join 
the society, he is told to leave the 
place or to pay a fine,- but he gen­
erally does , Both, or else disappears.

The Family of Fire has a special 
code, which .consists of many , rules 
under two headings. “Dirty policy,’ 
which relattes to discipline, and “False 
Policy,’’ which deals with the work of 
the society. The code also fixes the 
procedure _to be adopted in execu­
tions, and these are grouped under 
/he single heading of “Convictions.’'

Divided in Classes.
The members of the society are di­

vided into different classes. They 
generally commence their career. as 
“young men,” then they are promoted; 
to “young men of honor,” later they- 
take the name of “dealers,’’ and “chief 
dealers.”

The Family of Fire has become so 
powerful and rich, mainly owing to 
the financial contributions of its mem­
bers in 'America who belong to the 
Black Hand, and it Bas extended so 
widely over southern Italy and Sicily 
that its members commit crime with 
impunity. Mysterious murders are 
becoming very frequent, and yet the 
police hardly ever succeed in arrest­
ing the murderers. .

The Family of Fire is indirectly 
aided by thé inhabitants, whose pas­
sive attitude and reticence to impede 
the course of justice, and who believe 
that to give information to the police 
about a crime or give evidence against 

prisoner invariably leads to ven­
geance. Prof. La Marca deplores 
that the government authorities make 
no effort to combat criminal associa­
tions, and that no surveillance is ex­
ercised over returned emigrants, who 
often come back to Italy with large 
sums of money, which do not always 
represent their savings.

The police, allow full freedom to 
suspicious characters who are in the 
habit of going to America once or 
twice every year. There are large 
cities in Calabria under the charge of 
only two policemen, and as a rule so 
little is known about the antecedents 
of the inhabitants that after the mur­
der of Rugolino, his wife and six chil­
dren, the police were quite in tjhe 
dark as to where and how the vic­
tim spent the two years he passed in 
America. Hence the motive of this 
crime will very likely ren > aatys- 
isry.

Winter, Wia, Oct. 18—For eight 
years John Deitz, a lonely pioneer 
farmer, has successfully defied the 
processes and warrants of county, 
state and federal courts, fought off 
sheriff’s posse with his rifle, punctur 
ed an occasional deputy wlto came 
too close, and maintained his right 
to his isolated homestead in the wild 
forest along the Thornapple river.

Deitz’ warfare with official society 
began eight years ago. He had lived 
with his family for years on the spot 
they call home.,By hard work he had 
won his living from the soil. He claim­
ed ownership of the clearing, and of 
Cameron dam,on the thornapple river 
over which a lumber syndicate—the 
Chippewa Lumber '& Boom Company 
—drives logs. Deitz demanded a toll 
of ten cents a thousand feet for all 
logs shunted over the dam, and also 
had a little claim for back wages un­
honored by the lufhber syndicate.

So Deitz did exactly what syndicates 
usually do when they have the upper 
hand—he sat tight on ihis land, kept 
his fingers crossed and his rifle prim­
ed. They sent deputies with civil 
processes to serve. He warned them 
away. Others câme and he demon­
strated that trespassers on his land, 
after a warning would be shot. He 
didn’t hanker for visitors and unin 
vited deputies would be treated as 
marauders.

For years Americans have 
buflt up their manufacturers by a 
high protective tariff. F*ree trade 
would simply mean that the Canadian

They were 
pulled oi|t of dusty pigeon holes the 
other day when Dietz insisted that a 
school be opened in his school dis­
trict, accrding to law, although his 
were the only children in the dis 
trict.

Dietz doesn’t look nor act like an 
outlaw—except when a deputy comes 
too close. Then hi* kindly blue eyes 
show only in slits, his teeth come to­
gether and his rifle barks. He cor 
dially welcomes a reporter.

"I’m hot a desperado," he says. 
"I’m a man, like any one else, with 
a family to provide for and protect.

ONTARIO’S SHARE IS 
DECLARED TOO SMALL

Premier Whitney Says That the Pro­
vincial Subsidies Should Be Read­
justed, in Address at the Niagara 
Power Banquet.

I Berlin, Ont., Oct. 20.—Premier 
Whitney in his address at the Nia­
gara power banquet referred to tne 
Ottawa government's 130,000,000 sur­
plus, declaring that this was largely 
derived from the results of Ontario's 
expenditures, and said it followed, 
therefore, that the provincial subsidy 
should be Increased, or perhaps re­
adjusted every four or five years. __ 

Sir James also referred to the fact 
that Ontario, with a population ap­
proaching three millions, had no right 
to approach the colonial office in 
London through her agent-general, 
but had to go through the high com­
missioner of the Dominion govern­
ment, whereas Tasmania, a state of 
the Australian Commonwealth, had 
such a right. 1

Upon reaching the auditorium in 
the afternoon, Mayor Hahn extended 
a welcome to the premier and guests 
on behalf of the city, Hon. Adam 
Beck, power minister, upon rising to 
reply, was presented with a bouquet 
of roses and an illuminated address.

Rumpel, dressed as “Miss Ontario, ” 
wearing a crown of maple leaves stud­
ded with electric lights, who present­
ed the magic button on a velvet 
cushion to the Premier, who pressed 
it, illuminating the rink, and Miss 
Ontario’s crown, the band playing “U 
Canada” meanwhile.
