To Fight White
Slave Traffic.

Grand Jury Investlgtiiiens Will lie 
Very Thorough—.! feme in Ten- 
derloln.

New York, January 5.—The G rami 
Jury which Is making a thorough in­
vestigation of the "white slave” traf­
fic, in so far as it pertains to N.w 
York city, Is to have the benefit, in 
its work, of the evidence Which has 
been unearthed by United States se­
cret service agents and by secret in- 
vestlgators working under the aus­
pices of local reform organizations.

This evidence, It is said, by those 
familiar with it. will prove to be sen­
sational. not so much because it will 
show a great volume of the traffic in 
question in New York city, bat be­
cause It is expected to prove the ex­
istence of at least two closely knit 
syndicates of procurers which have 
headquarters in this city, but which 
operate throughout the United States, 
Panama and South America.

Guilty Parties are Fleeing.
In New York’s Tenderloin yester­

day, members of these syndicates and 
those involved in their operations 
were in a panic, and many of them 
were reported to have fled the city 
pending the Grand Jury’s Investiga­
tions. As District Attorney Whitman 
made the “white slave” traffic one 
of his strongest campaign issues, it 
is believed by those Interested in the 
Grand Jury investigation that the en­
quiry will be pressed until the alleged 
evil is fully uprooted. If indictments 
are found, it is said Whitman will 
prosecute the cases with vigor.

We shall then ne 
using and paying for only 125 eleva­
tors that are the property of other 
people. But by the harvest of 1911 
we hope that we shall have built at 
least 50 additional new elevators of 
our own, and we shall build them also, 
not by new isdues, but out of our ac­
cumulated assets.

NEW YORK, Jan. 12.

A cable despatch from Constanti­
nople says: According to the Journal 
de Stamboul, Sir William Willcocks.

mined the exact site of the Garden of 
Eden.

Mr. Churchill 
announced that the details of1 the 
scheme had already been worked out 
by the Board of Trade, and he said 
that if the people granted the money, 
the House of Commons would pass a 
compulsory and contributory- employ­
ment insurance bill which would deal 
with the affairs of upwards of two 
million two hundred and fifty thous­
and adult workers, skilled and un­
skilled alike.

These ex­
changes, Mr. Churchill said, would 
give labor a scientific market and the 
advantages which modern civilization 
had conferred on all the classes. The 
insurance plan would improve and 
standardize labor and would equally 
benefit the employer and artisan. With 
an eye to the possibility of the Na­
tionalists holding the balance of pow­
er in the new Parliament, A. J. Bal­
four, speaking at York, glided gently 
over the Home Rule problem. He 
said it was a subject requiring the 
attention ot all students of politics— 
one of the greatest problems put be­
fore the country- Yet it was brought 
forward by the Liberals as an uncon­
sidered item and as an unconsidered 
scheme of legislation. He had said 
just enough to make the Nationalists 
struggle for the return of the Radi­
cal party and has not devoted either 
the time or the attention which the 
subject required.

Trouble at Carbonear 
Six Men Arrested.Killed at Garnish by 

the Explosion ol a Guo
While the 150 men engaged to go 

to Sydney to work at the coal mines 
were waiting at the railway station at 
Carbonear last evening a row arose 
between two of the men, who were 
under the influence of liquor, and in 
about a minute there was a general 
melee which the Carbonear police 
force was not able to quell. Judg< 
Penney wired to Harbor Grace fbr as­
sistance. Meantime the row became 
more furious, and more than half the 
men present were taking a hand in. 
Head Constable Newhook and his men 
had a hard time and were roughly 
handled.

339 Duckworth StreetA visitor in Montreal recently was 
Mr. William Anstruthers, an English 
capitalist who is is on his way to 
British Columbia on business. Mr. 
Anstruthers greatly interested C.P.lt. 
officials by his enthusiastic descrip­
tion of the new mono-rail cars just 
brought into practical use In England 
by Mr. Louis Brennan, the inventor 
of the gyroscope. Mr. Anstruthers 
was present at the trial trip of these 
cars at Gillingham in Kent a couple 
of weeks ago, and he declares that the 
success which attended that trip 
makes it a matter beyond all douot 
that the mono-rail system of railways 
will in the not very distant future 
revolutionize transportation.

“This great invention," said Mr. 
Anstruthers, “has far greater signifi­
cance for Canada than any one here 
has any idea of, for not only will it 
effect an immense saving in the coat 
of transportation, but it will bring 
the most inaccessible portions of the 
Dominion within easy reach of the 
traveler. For instance, I understand 
that many parts- of Labrador are im­
mensely rich in minerals, but that 
the development of these rich mineral 
areas is absolutely prohibited by lack 
of transportation. To build ordinary 
railways into these regions would be 
a ridiculous waste of capital that no 
one would think of undertaking. With 
the mono-rail system, however, the 
cost Would bé insignificant. There 
would be no need to grade a track at 
all. for the mono-rail car will run 

fuphill and down dale with perfect 
“ease. Ties, too, would tie unnecessary 
for there are not two rails to be kept 
rigid and absolutely parallel.

Ocean. During the twenty-five years 
of the Commercial Cable Company’s 
existence, they and other cable inter­
ests under the Mackay companies' 
control had made arrangements for 
cable expansion with no fewer than 
seven of the great nations of the 
world, the result of which to inter­
national trade could not be over-esti­
mated.

Mr. J. Wilkinson, in proposing the 
health of the other officers of the 
Commercial Cable Company, especial­
ly mentioning its vice-president and 
general manager (Mr. George G. 
Ward), spoke of its rapid develop­
ment under Mr. Ward’s able manage­
ment. Commencing with two cables 
across the Atlantic in December, 1884, 
the company had now five between 
Great Britain and the United States, 
and altogether the Mackay Companies 
now owned the whole or part of the 
capital stock of 102 prosperous cable, 
telegraph and telephone companies in 
the United States, Canada and Eu­
rope. The policy pursued throughout 
these years had been a constructive 
one, so that where anything had been 
acquired it had injured no one but 
benefitted all.—Ex.

to make him a small gift of jewellery, 
and asked the manager to send for 
an assortment of articles appropriate 
to the occasion. Jewels of consider­
able value wer brought to his room. 
He selected a number, and asked that 
they might be deposited in the hotel 
safe.

“When he had established confi­
dence he requested that the jewels be 
sent to his room. This having been 
done, he gathered them together, 
walked out of the hotel, and took 
train for England. The jewels were 
valued at £3,000.

“In 1890 he again ventured into Bir­
mingham and palmed off a forged bill, 
ostensibly signed by George Augustus 
Sala. He was traced to Lincolnshire 
and captured. On leaving jail he re­
turned to the United States, and be­
cause of his extraordinary capacity 
he was appointed editor of a Philadel­
phia paper. In a few months, how­
ever, he was at his old tricks again.

“I Shall See Him As He Is.”
“He appeared in Milwaukee and 

Wisconsin, described himself as a 
colonel in the British Army and acted 
the part to perfection. He was taken 
into a leading club and feted for a 
week. Then it was discovered he hal 
secured funds from almost all his 
newly-made acquaintances on forged 
cheques. He was arrested and incar­
cerated for a month.

“A year or two later he turned up 
in New York, and called upon the 
president of Columbia University, 
pretending to be the ‘professor of Eng­
lish literature from Oxford Univer­
sity.’ After obtaining money he call­
ed upon the president of one of the 
leading banks, impersonated a part­
ner in a London banking house, talk­
ed most intelligently upon economics, 
and secured more cash. As a result 
of this adventure he was taken into 
custody.

“I was appealed to by his friends 
to see him in jail. I did so, and sug­
gested that the only possible plea for 
him was one of insanity. I believed 
then, and I believe now, that it would 
have been the proper one. To my 
amazement he rose and was about to 
strik me. ‘Never,’ he said, ‘will 1 
leave a stigma of that kind upon my 
family?

“He was convicted and imprisoned 
for another term, during which he 
served in most extraordinary fashion 
as the editor of the prison newspaper, 
writing editorials of astonishing 
worth. After he was liberated his 
health broke down, and he was finally 
sent to Nevada, where he died."

Raymond was attended on his death­
bed by his wife. Some months ago 
the wife, in an interview, said. “Why 
have I clung to Ross all these thirty 
years? Because I love him. Some 
day, in another world, when all this 
insanity of sin has passed away, l 
shall see him as he is, a grand, big- 
hearted man of genius, now tempor­
arily lost in darkness and shame."

Raymond always claimed that he 
was an Englishman, and the son of 
an army officer, living in Sussex, but 
his real birthplace appears to have

Once Posed as Courier of Khedive of 
Egypt—Wife Clung to Him Loyally.

One of the most daring and accom­
plished adventurers in the world has 
just died in Nevada, America.

Convict, soldier of fortune, newspa­
per editor, naval officer, Ross Ray­
mond, had he chosen to go straight, 
might Jiave made an enviable position 
for himself, for that he was a man of 
remarkable ability there is no doubt.

He was known practically all over 
the world. In England he had served 
ten years in Portland Prison for im­
personating a nobleman. In Paris he 
is remembered for the feat of pretend­
ing that he was a courier of the Khed­
ive, and in this character making off 
with a collection of the rarest gems. 
In India he travelled as a rajah with 
a retinue of over a hundred servants 
and many elephants.

Raymond was employed in 1876 as 
a reporter on a Chicago paper, says 
the Dally Mail. He was a handsome 
young man, very intelligent, and did 
his work in a satisfactory way for a 
few months. Then he resigned and 
disappeared. At the moment his sal­
ary account was somewhat over­
drawn.

“After meeting with some ups and 
downs,” said the newspaper manager 
who employed him, “I received a 
cable message one day from Cairo ad­
vising me that a battle had been 
fought; that he, Raymond, had been 
an eye-witness, and asking if I desir­
ed a report I replied at once that I 
did, and he sent me an excellent de­
scription of the battle of Telel-Kebir 
—very truthful and very graphic. For 
this service he refused any compensa­
tion, pleading that he was my debtor 
and was glad to do me a service.

“He returned to America, and en­
countered in Chicago Mr. Calhoun, 
who within the past few days has 
been appointed American Minister to 
China. Mr. Calhoun identified Ray­
mond as a former acquaintance whose 
name was not Raymond. It seems 
that he was the son of a president of 
a university in Western Pennsylvania.

Posed as Orchid Farmer.
“On one occasion he appeared in 

Birmingham, called on Mr. Joseph 
Chamberlain, and announced himself 
as an orchid farmer of New Jersey. 
Then he went to Sratford-on-Avon, tc 
which city Mr. George W. Childs, th( 
American philanthropist, had given a 
public fountain. There he announced 
himself as a nephew of Mr. Childs 
and, after inspecting the fountain 
with great care, passed a number oi 
bogus cheques and obtained several 
hundred pounds.

“Subsequently he appeared in Par­
is, called at the Hotel Bristol, anc 
described himself as the courier ol 
the Khedive of Egypt, who was to ar­
rive that evening. He took an ex­
pensive suite, told the manager that 
it was the Khedive’s birthday, anc 
that he desired to arrange a dinnei 
in His Highness" honor. Elaborait 
preparations for a dinner of twenty- 
four covers were made.
