The Hague Award.

Yesterday we expressed the opin-
ion that the findings of the Hague Tri-
bunal -weye satisfactory. The most
serious issue from a National stand-
point was decided wholly in our
favour. = The American claim to a
share in the sovereign right of making
régulations was negatived by the
unanimous decision of the Tribunal.
This issue was the one most stubborn-
1y. contested by Awerica.

The importance of the issue may be
gauged from the fact that the setting |
forth of the contentions singly and
the reasons ‘why the Tribunal Wwas
unable to concur with the several
contentions occupies almost half of

the 41 pages of the Award. The dis-
" pute itself was no new one. It is at
least as old as the Convention itself.
It has always been a dangerous one
as it was a dispute about the exercise
of sovereignty within the territorial
confines og a part of the Empire it-
self,. and was one of the types of in-
ternational disputes which for a long
period it was considered impolitic to
submit to arbitration as involving
matters of sovereignty and national
honour. Indeed, the submission of
this matter was regarded by many
with. misgivings, that were not quiet-
ened by the spread-eagleism indulged
‘in by one of the American counsel at
the Hague Other persons-had such
falth in the strength *of the British
case that they had no doubt in their
minds as to'the result of the arbitra-
tion on this point. Their faith has
been' justified by the.result. The de-
cigion removes a° danger which hasl
thxfeatened the peace of the two Eng-
lish speaking nations for over a cen-
g tur‘y,.’ : ;

We now turn to Question V]I and
as it is short, we quote the whole

opinion and the decision:—

Question VII.

“Are the inhabitants of the United
States whose vessels resort to the
Treaty coasts for the purpose of ex-
erciging the liberties referred to in
Article I. of the Treaty of 1818 entit-
led to have for those vessels, when
duly authorized by the TUnited States
in that behalf, the commercial priv-
ileges on the Treaty coasts accorded
by agreement or otherwise to United
States trading vessels generally?

Now ' assuming . that ,k commercial
privileges on the Treaty coasts are
accorded by agreement or otherwise
to United States trading vessels gen-
erally, without any exception, the in-
habitants of the United States, whose
vessels resort to the same coasts for
the purpose of exercising the liberties
referred to in Article I of the Treaty
of 1818, are entitled to have for those
vessels when duly authorized by the
United States in that behalf, the above
mentioned commercial privileges, the
Treaty containing nothing to the con-
trary. But they cannot at the same
time and during the same voyage ex-
ercise their Treaty rights and enjoy
their commercial privileges, because
Treaty rights and commercial privi-
leges are submitted to different rules,
regulations and restraints. -

For these reasons this Tribunal is
of opinion' that the inhabitants of the
United States ars so entitled in so far
as concerns this Treaty, there being
nothing in its provisions to disentitle
them providing the Treaty liberty of
fishing and the commercial privileges
are not exercised concurrently, and it
is so decided and awarded.”

It will be observed that the com-
mercial privileges referred to do not
depend on the Convengion of 1818,
They are not' granted by that instru-
ment. The latter says nothing about
them. According to the opinion  of
the Tribunal, fishing vessels when. not
on a fishing voyage may exercise in
the Tréaty waters the same commer-
cial privileges as trading vessels of
the Unifed States can exercise in non-
treaty waters. The commercial ’friv-
ileges of the latter do not include the
right to purchase herring. That is
| forbidden by statute. Even in 1898
Uit was allowed on the Treaty doast
only.on conditions preseribed by’ the
-Customs - Department and by ‘'statute.

Plant Level—Other Things

ers Should Practice,

Spokane, Wash., Sept. 10.—“He who
obeys these precepts shall reap
abundant crops. He who violates
‘them shall be punished by decrease in
yield in proportion to the transgres-
sion.”

Professor W. C. Palmer, agricultur-
al editor of the extension department
at the State College of North Dakota,
says this is a foreword to “the ten
commandments of dry farming,” sub-
niitted to John T. Burns, Secretary of
the Dry Farming Congress, for adop-
tion at the Jifth annual convention in
Spokane, October 3 to 6, in connection
with the third international exposi-
tion of dry farmed products. The
commandments follow:

1. Thou shalt ‘plow deep.

Deep plowing permits rain to pens-
trate the soil easily\and without run
oft, also provides more feeding space
for plant. roots and makes available
niore plant food.

1I. Thou shalt keep the surface soil
loose. :

This prevents soil ~moisture = from
evaporating and congerves the rain-
fall. ‘Harrow grain after it is up two
inches or use weeder.

III. Thou shalt cultivate level.

Level soil affords the least exposure
to the air and will take in rainfall
faster than ridged soil.

1V. Thou shalt summer fallow.

This should be practiced in all dis-
tricts where the annual precipitation
is' less than fifteen inches, as it, con-
serves two years’ rain for one crop
and kills weeds and plant diseases;
land should be cultivated. Where the
yearly rainfall is more than fifteen
inches corn is as good a preparation
fon a crop as the bare fallow.

V. Thou shalt add organic
ta the soil.

The Hudson Bay Route

Is Declared to be Feasible by Govex;n-
ment Agent in Earlv Grey Party.

Ottawa, Sept. 13.—The Secretary of
State has received by mail a full re-
port of His Excellency Earl \Grey's
trip to Hudson’s Bay. It is an ela-
boration of the report already pub-
lished and concludes with an expres-
sion of opinion by R. W. Broeok; the
writer of the repart, as to the feasi-
bility of Hudson’s Bay route. He

Our New Issue of
Postage Stamps.

Editor Evening Telegram:

Dear Sir,—These stamps are a very
poor production, but the fault lies in
the manner of their production and.
not in the design of the stamps them-
selves.

The stamps are produced by lith-
ography, and aregthe work<of Messrs.
Whitehead, Morris & Co., of London.
This firm supplied the Daily Mail and
several other papers with = advance
proofs of the stamps for illustration.
I have seen a set of’ these advance
proofs printed ' in- black direct: from
the steel plates, and they are far more
effective than the lithographic copies.
The colors of the stamps are also in-
they have a faded, washed-
out appearance, but if they were
printed direct from the plates in good
ink of rich colors the ‘effect would be
far different.

As regards the designs themselves,
I think in the case of the 5, 8, 9 and
10c. the engraver has attempted to
get too much detail into a small space,
as you have to use a magnifying
glass to ascertain what the designs
represent, and ‘this “anly serves to
show’ up “the imperfections of the
lithographic printing, especially in the
case of the 9c. value, which is a very
poor subject to'print on a postage
stamp.

If the' postal authorities could be
induced to spend a little more money
and have the stamps decently printed
from the plates, I fancy that the sales
to collectors would pay the extra cost.
Newfoundland has produced some of
the handsomest and best printed
stamps in the world, but this new set
is certainly no credit to Great Bri-
tain’s Oldest Colony.
