Messrs. W. & G. RENDELL.
To test Soligriiim as a preservative for Wood against the at­

tacks of Worms, we tried a piece cf 2 x 4 Spruce, about two feet 
in length, by painting one-third with Sofigmim, leaving the 
balance clear" wood, this we suspended by a wire through the 
centre, in the water about one foot from the bottom, imme­
diately over a pilé of stones the remains of a sunken wharf 
( which is the place where our Wharf Shores are eaten off first) 
for Three Months. On taking it up at the end of Hat time we 
found some half-dozen small holes only a very short distance 
in t he clear part of the wood, which shows the liquid had pene­
trated tHrnngh the whole piece and the worms had hardly 
begun boring before coining in contact with it.

Last year as a test of some brands of Copper Paint we 
handle, we had a similar piece of wood treated at both ends, 
leaving the centre third clean.; this was in exactly the same 
place as the piece for the Solignum test for Three Months and 
Three Days', when taken up the painted ends weré perfect but 
the Centrer was riddfed with worm holes.

Both thejse pieces of wood are to be seen at onr Office by 
those interested in the preservation of Wharf Piles or any other 
wood work.

Negotiations for reciprocity with 
Newfoundland are not to be entered 
upon by the United States Govern­
ment until the issue of those concluded 
with Canada is settled. It is but na­
tural that President Taft and his Sec­
retary of State should desire to finish 
the Canadian business before dealing 
•with Newfoundland.

In the first place, reciprocity with 
Canada is incomparably more im­
portant to the United States than re­
ciprocity with Newfoundland. Canada 
extends over half of the continental 
area of North America; she is coter­
minous for upwards of 3.000 miles 
with the United States; she has 8 
population of 8,000.000; she has trans­
continental railway systems and has 
made great improvmcuts on her 
waterways; her natural resources art 
wonderfully rich and diversified; slit 
has made remarkable advances in the 
work of developing them; and she has 
a market of tirgerfiponsjunrin g capa­
city per head than any oilier country. 
Newfoundland, on the other hand, is 
but one of the islands of North 
America; she is separated from the 
United States by a wide tract of sea; 
she has a population of less than a 
third of a million ; white site has an 
important railway aÿStt-rh. and magni­
ficent and varied Ijiitural resources, 
she has ho great general* Industrial 
development, and has no considerable 
prospects as an agricultural country. 
She has. it is true, advantages for thc 
commercial exploitation of the fisher­
ies of her own favored waters and of 
the famous cod "banks" that, are 
economically tributary to her — ad­
vantages that give her the leadership 
in that field over all competitors. But 
in the calculations of the United 
States the benefits of reciprocity with 
Newfoundland would be an almost 
negligible quantity by comparison 
with those of reciprocity with Can­
ada. In the second place, it is mani­
fest that such an agreement as that 
arranged with Canada woud not be ac­
ceptable to either party if proposed 
for Newfoundland and the United 
States. . The former country would 
desire concessions in respect to fish in 
all marketable forms, and the latter 
would require free entrance for its 
manufactured products, and might be 
more inconsistent for the removal of 
checks on the exportation of pulpwood 
from Newfoundland. To have an 
agreement of one type pending with 
Newfoundland while one of a different 
type is being considered at Ottawa 
might increase the difficulties in the 
way of enactment. For these reasons, 
not until the efforts to establish the 
Knox-Fielding agreement have ended 
in success or failure will Newfound­
land be approached by the United.

if the Canadian agreement is rati­
fied by both the national Legislatures 
concerned, then the bargaining can be 
commenced the more confidently with 
Newfoundland, and also the more in­
differently by the United States. If. 
again, the Canadian agreement is not 
established, the United' States diplo­
mats will offer larger inducements to 
Newfoundland than they would other­
wise have thought of proposing. Raw. 
material to eke out the United States 
domestic supply must be . obtained 
somewhere, o rcertain of the country’s 
industries will have to emigrate. In 
particular, the pulpwood of Newfound­
land will be reached out for. It 
seems improbable, however, that the 
present ■ -Newfoundland Government 
will make any concessions at variance 
with the new spirit of enterprise now 
working for the" island’s national de­
velopment.—Mail and Empire.

jesty, who can speak to them in 
their own apartments or private resi­
dences.

Every lady and gentleman of the 
Royal Household, every functionary, 
can be reached in a twinkling. Then 
there are, of course, private lines to 
Marlborough House, St. James, and 
York House. Even the schoolroom of 
Buckingham Palace is “on the wire.”

There are three fifty-line switch- 
hoards in Buckingham Palace. Twj 
are used for the day service and one 
for night . purposes, and during the 
twenty-four hours the staff works In 
sections. The transfer ot the lines 
from the day. to the night service is 
accomplished by means of a change­
over switch, either in the Palace post- 
office or the Palace itself.

The King possesses an extension 
from the switch-board to his private 
apartments, and, in addition, His 
Majesty has a private exchange line 
to his own apartments. This is used 
for special communications of a pri­
vate nature in connection with State 
affairs.

Queen Mary has a private line and 
a'so an exchange line. The latter 
facility Princess Mary also enjoys : 
she can converse with her parents or 
with the occupants of the school­
room. Miss Knollys has a telephone 
in her sitting-room, from which she 
can converse with Queen Mary 
Queen Alexandra.—Tit-Bits.

Your correspondent does not reveal 
in his letter whether he is an Episco­
palian or a Methodist.

Now here'are three testimonies, Mr, 
Editor, from three eminent divines 
belonging to three different denomina­
tions, which unanimously confess that 
there is absolutely no Connection be­
tween the Fourth Commandment and 
Sunday. They, however, furnish t 
definite answer to “Preacher’s” ques 
tion, and explain most clparly why 
the .steam winches, etc., are heard on 
Sunday.

"Preacher,” however, may reply 
that while it is true that the i Com­
mandment specifies the seventh day, 

1 yet its obligations ate fulfilled by 
keeping another day. To that l 
would re.ply that when he appeals to 
the ten commandments for authority 
for the Sabbath he should be willing 
to accept its authority es to the pre­
cise day. it is sheer presumption, 
which doefi. not suggest very great 
“respect for fee Commandments of 
God," on his part to change the litera 
seripta of that Divine Code. And if 
he and his fellow-preachers presume 
to do this without Scriptural author­
ity whfit fault can they find when 
others go's step further and virtually 
say, “If I do not keep the right day 
it will make no difference if I do not 
keep any day at all.” Can they not 
see that they themselves are the 
chief offenders, and that they are set­
ting the example for the doing of the 
very things of which “Preacher” in 
his letter complains?

Now if “Preacher" will but conform 
his pnactice of Sabbath keeping to the 
Commandment to which he appeals, 
and for which he confesses a great re­
spect. he will never again be found 
complaining as he does of Sunday 
labor and at which he is greatly of­
fended. And he certainly never will 
complain nor be offended In regard to 
the Seventh day, for it is written: 
“Great peace have they that love thy 
law; and nothing shall offend them.”
