~ “THE _WARD SYSTEM.

Editor Evening Telegram. :
Dear Sir,—I. am sorry to see in the
newspapers continued suggestions
that a return to the Ward gystem
would be desirable. As I understand
it, the principal reasons zdvanced in
favor of this change, tre that each
portion of the city would then have
some one primarily responsible for
its conditicn, and each Councillor
would have definite work to- do. I
‘think, however, that if this argu-
ment is examined.a little it will be
found that such a’ division of the work
‘of ‘the’€ouncillors is not the best that
can be made, and further that the
Ward is not likely to conduce to
sconomical® and efficient Government.
It is obvious that the largest cities
are necessarily divided into Districts
or Wards. London and New York,
‘or- instance, are composed of numer-
ous centres or towns which have be-
come absorbed in'the course of time,
which ‘have their own interests, and
their own Watér, Sewerage, and
Eleectric Light systems. But for cit-
ies of the size of St. John's and per-
haps for cities up to 150,000 inhabit-
ants, such a division becomes " mis-
chievous. St. John’s must be con-
sidered as a whole. If one part is
evil, the whole is affected, and no one
nortion of the city can be allowed to
e fostered at the expense of the
rest.. I think this is an axiom which
cannot be gainsaid.

Under the Ward system, each
Ward elects its own Councillor, who
i8. required by the Electorate to have
special care of his Ward and obtain
for it ‘every possible concession and
adyantage. In practice it has been
jmﬁng‘pl\ found g&t A _ species  of
!m.rgammg arises amonx “the Coun-
cillors. For instance,, in order to got
Barter’s - Hill repaired, the Councillor
for the Ward finds that he has to.vote
for a wharf at Hoylestown and a
Band-stand in the Park, not gne of
which may be a real necessity. The
reverse also happens; & ‘ Councillor
may vote very properly against some
unnecessary expenditure in a. Ward
not his' own, only to find "some: realk
in his own district yoted
down in revenge. -Questions are sel-
dom or never considered on ‘their

merits.. Extravagance and corruption
are the material results of.the Ward

system, and throughout the States

and Canada, the system is being abol-

ished as fast as the change can be

made.

That each Councillor should ‘have
some special work has been recog-
nized evefywhere as desirable, but
instead of giving him a Ward to over-
see, the mcdern practice is to make
him the head of a Department. This
is an important feature of the Com-
mission form of Government, which
I adveoeatd in my previous letters.
The whole work of City adminigtra-
tion s divided into departments, as
may be found most convenient. B For
instance, one Councillor has charge
of the streets and lighting, another
of finance and taxation, @ third of
water.. and sewerage, and so on.
Efficiency and economy are the na-
tural ;results,.and every portion of
the city receives the same considera-
‘tion and every questlon is decided on
its merits.

Wayfarers of the Oecean and Thé.ir
Place in the General Scheme.

Broadly speaking, a cargo steamer
which does not ply upon any regular
recognized route is known as a
“tramp,” and about three-quarters of
the total tonnage of our Mercantile
Marine is made up of ships of this
kind.

The tramps miust not be eonfused
with the cargo vessels that run on
the same routes year in and year
out, for these are specially built
steamers which sail periedically over
the same tracks, bringing Home the
produce from abroad, and carrying
the articles manufactured in Gueat
Britain to ports all over the worid.

There are, for instdnce, the ships
which bring home the frozen meat
from_North America, Australia, and
the Afgentine; the vessels carrying
butter and_dairy produce from Den-
mark and Holland; fruit from the

West Indies, Spafn, and Poftdgal;
rice from India and Burma: wool

’ be does not much matter to the own-
ers ©f the ships so' long as they re-
ceive ggod payment.
