Municipal Board.

Public - Notice !

The following was adopted at a
meeting of the Municipal Board, held
March 19th, 1915, and ordered to be
published:—

WHEREAS:—The 1910 Amendment
to the Municipal Act, Sections 11, 12,
13, provides as follows:—

(1) AII tenements of a lesser rent-
ed value than $50.00 shall be
maintained by the owner or
lessee in all respects reason-
ably fit for habitation.

The Council to have power to
order any house not fit for
habitation to. be removed as
a nuisance.

The Council to have power to
make Rules and Regulations
for putting and keeping
dwelling houses in wholesome
and sanitary condition.

BE IT RESOLVED:—

(1) A house reasonably fit for
habitation shall have its roof,
outer -walls, windows and
doors sound and watertight.
Upon complaint being made
to the Council by the Occupi-
er of any tenement of a year-
ly rental value not exceeding
fifty dollars, that the tene-
ment occupied by him is not
in a habitable condition, for
reasons specified, and if upon
investigation by the Council’s
Inspector such’ proves to be
the case, notice shall be given
to the owner of the said tene-
ment to have repairs effected
within a time to‘be stipulated
or the Council may direct the
Inspector = to inspect such
dilapidated dwellings with the
view of having the same re-
paired or condemned.

If -repairs are not effected
within the time specified in
said notice, the said owner
shall be subject to a penalty
of $5.00 per day for every day
during which the specified 1e-
pairs are not effected, to be
recovered in a prosecution be-
for a Magistrate.

The Commissioners report that
though much is surmised, little is

known of the mineral resources of |

Newfoundland. Making a passing. re-
ference to the memorandum furnish-

ed them by Mr. J. P. Howley, Director |
of the Geological Survey, and the old- |

er copper and pyrites mining, the
Commissioners dwell mainly on the
striking development of ironing min-

icg at Bell Island during the last de- |

cade.  They call special attention to
the deposits of hematite ore’ there.

“Our enquiries in other Dominions |

have revealed nothing at all compar-
able to these deposits in extent, ex-
cept perhaps those at Iron Knob and
Iron Monarch, South Australia. Any
estimates as to their probable am-
ount must necessarily partake large-
1v of hypothesis, as the workings are
mainly under the sea, but we may
mention that Mr. Howley has estim-
ated the probable quantity of ore in
the whole area at over 3.500,000,000
tens. Up to the end of 1913, 12,000,
(HHY tcns of ore had actually been ex-
tracted.’

Analysis shows-that the ore has a
metallic content of over 50 per cent
but the percentage of phosphorus is
too high to make it suitable for treat-
ment by the aeid process of steel-
making. A considerable portion of
the ore has gone to foreign countries
which devote themselves .mainly. to
the production of basie steel.

The Commissioners consider the
hematite ore deposits at Bell Island
of immense potential importance to
the Iron and Steel industries of the
United Kingdom and Canada. They
say: “The continued and rapid de-
pletion of the non-phosphoric - ores
hitherto found in various parts of the
world will, however, necewarﬂ) in-
duce an increased production of basie
steel in Great Britain, and we con-
sider the existence of such enormous
deposits of iron ore 'in so aecessible
a position in a British Colony to be of
immense potential importance to the

. iron and steel industries of the Mother

Country as well as those of Canada.”

French Colonel
Gets Long Term

AND DEGRADATION.

Paris, March 26th.—Colonel Fran-
cois Desclaux, former paymaster in
the French army, charged with steal-
ing military stores, was convicted
yvesterday and sentenced to seven
years’ solitary confinement and mili-
tary degradation. His name was or-
dered removed from the list of the
L.egion of Honor.

Madame Bechoff, the wife of a
Germian, in whose house the stolen
goods were found, also was declared
guilty by the court-martial and sen-
tenced to two years' imprisonment.
A soldier named Verges, who was ae-
cused of aiding in the thefts, was giv-
en a one year’s sentence. All the
other defcndants were declared not
guilty.

Desclaux, who was formerly chief
secretary to Joseph Caillaux when
Caillaux was Minister of Finance,
was arrecgted in  January, charged
with stealing military supplies and
sending them to the home of Mme.
Bechoff, one of the best known dress-
makers in Paris. On account of the
conspicuous politicai connections of
Desclaux and the prominence of Mme.
Bechoff, the charges created a sensa-
tion.

Capt. Sorcho Offers
England New Defence.

Mysterious Wireless Invention Will
Make Battleships Unneecessary.

London, March 25.—The Daily News
says:

“Battlm‘éships are not really neces-
sary for the defense of Great Britain’s
coasts, according to Capt. Louis Sor-
cho, an American citizen, who claims
he can show us how the Germans
may be foiled if they should attempt
serlous operations against our shores.
Sorcho has arrived in London, and is
convinced of the value of his idea, and
has offered his services to the British
Government.

“It was Sorcho who, in 1898, recov-
ered 132 bodies from the battleship
Maine. His calling is particularly
connected with diving and submarine
work, but his new scheme, which he
outlined roughly to The Daily News’
representative, is mainly dependent on
the use of wireless telegraphy in a
novel way.

“‘I have already submitted my idea
to my own Government,’ he said, ‘and
‘it will in all likelihood be adobpted.
I am now in negotiation with your
Admiralty, and expeet to have .to pay
a personal visit there in a few days.””

U. S. Coneerned
Over Missionaries.

Washington, March 26.—The mass-
acre of foreign missionaries in
Northwestern Persia and the desper-
ate plight in which many others, with
native Christians, now find themselves
is causing the American Government
serious concern. Advices received by
the State Department from private
and official sources emphasize the
dangers to which the missionaries,
many of them members of the Ameri-
can Presbyterian sect, are exposed.

Turkish trcops and Kurds are over-
running the entire northwestern part
of Persia, murdering all the Chris-
tians and carrying off women and
children.

Mr. Bryan, Secretary of State, tc-
day cabled the United States Am-
bassador, Mr. Morgenthau, at Con-
stantinople, to make the most urgent
representations to the Ottoman Gov-
ernment, and to demand that full
protection be afforded American in-
terests.

The chief centre of the trouble is
Urumish, where thousands of native
Christians have sought refuge in the
French and American mission sta-
tions, which are the only ones that
so far have escaped the vengeance of
the mobs.

It is reported that the American
missiénaries’ have raised the Ameri-
can flag above their compound and
demanded protection from the native
officials. All American diplomatic
and consular representatives in Tur-
key, Russia and Persia have been
ordered by the State Department to
report information reaching them of
the sjtuation. Only the most meagre
official despatches have reached the
Department, but Mr. Bryan declared
to-day that he had not the - slightest
doubt that the press despatches from
Russian-sources accurately describ-
ed the situation.

For two months past roaming bands
of Kurds and Turkish irregulars have
ravaged northern Persia, persecuting
the native Christians unopposed by
the regular Turkish forces or  their
officers.

And she dosen’t know the happy
euding of this sad soumding story,
which is that in mine thousand, nine
hundred and ninety-nine cases out of
every ten thousand, we gradually find
ourselves coming back to our old love
and zest and power for work.

There are times when it seems to
me that I can never write another
word, and certainly not one even re-
motely worth reading. Years ago
these moods used to worry me. I was
sure they presaged the end of the
world,—my world, I mean. And

then I found that, sometimes gradu-
ally, sometimes suddenly, the old love
and zest came flooding back.

Even the Mother Sometimes Gets
Stale.

A mother surely ought to love her
profession as much as anyone in the
world, yet sometimes mothers get
stale at "their supreme profession.
Perhaps they don’'t put it in just
those words but that is what is really
happening to them when they find
themselves growing irritable and im-
patient, when they punish in unrea-
soning anger instcad of trying to be
just, when the prattle of little voices
grates on their ears instead of mak-
ing mausic for them.

When a trainer finds that the ath-
letes under him are getting stale from
over-training he sometimes has them
give up their strict routine for a day
or two.

If we could all do this when “we
get stale we'd come back more
quickly than we do. The best thing
for my little friend would be ‘to leave
her office work for a fzw days, put
it out of her mind and her life and do
something absolutely different. The
best thing for me would be to shut
up my desk; the best thing for the
mother would be to go away. from her
children for a few days.

TERRITORIAL EXPANSION  FOR
ITALY DEMANDED. -

Rome, March 14.—Territorial ex-
pansion for Italy with new dominions
“beyond the seas, especially on the
Mediterranean,” must be obtained,
declared the Giornale d’Italia in a
long article, regarded here as of a
semi-official nature, in which the pre-
sent crisis is discussed. Italy’s seven
months’ neutrality, the paper says.
was not lost for not only have her
interest¥ been defended but the na-
tion has acquired greater political
and military force.

“Since the beginning of the war,”
the Giornale d’Italia says, “Italy has
declared her neutrality only until her
own interests are in question thus
intending to exclude any renuncia-
tion of her rights ‘and proclaiming
for her the amplest liberty of aetion.
Neutrality has been maintained de-
spite foreign flatteries and the pres-
sure of internal agitation. The for-
ces of the belligerents gradually are
wearing out, while ‘our energies are
augmented.

“All have slowly recegnized Italy’s
right to have the amplest liberty of
action against any-one. Thus foreign
countries have abandoned the strange
idea that they would be able ‘to enlist
Italy in the name of sentimemntalism,
like the romantic knight errant, or in
the aid of great powers aspiring to
the domination of the world.

“There is now beginning the second
phase of the war which probably will
be decisive. Italy has a frontier prob-
lem which for fifty years has oppress-
ed her like a yoke, as the result of
the unfortunate war of 1866, which
forced Ttaly when she took the Vene-
tian province to accept a confine
which has been a threat. Now that
the configuration of Europe, perhaps
of a great part of the world, is about
to be decided, we must gnd will ab-
tain by every means, a frontier which
politically and from a military view-
pdint is in no sense a menace.

“Her anti-Italian policy in the Ital-
ian provinees within- her horders was
Austria’s fatal mistake. It cannot
and must not continue. These FItal-
ians must be saved from destruction.

“A nation of 37;000,000 inhabitants,
bordered almosf entirely by the sea,
a great exporter,of men, and with
agricultural, industrial and commer-
cial interests which are constantly
developing, needs expansion beyond
the seas; especially on the Mediter-
ranan.”

The newspaper says this istatement
summarizes the great problem which
Italy must solve “by sacrificing blood
and money, if necessary.” It declares
the nation must be constantly pre-
pared for any eventuality.

Russians Inflict an
Overwhelming Defeat

UPON GERMAN TROOPS.

Petrograd, March 25.—Complete de-
struction of two German battalions
in the fierce fighting north of the
Narew river in Poland is announced
in an official statement issued at the
Russian War Office to-day. In addi-
tion to annihilating these battalions
the Russians put a third to flight and
also captured four thousand prison-
ers.

This Russian victory was won on
Tuesday along the battlefront ex-
tending from Myszynsec, near . the
East Prussian frontier, to Kasidlo,
near ,the Russian fortress of Ostro-
lenka on the Narew.

“The Germans are making desper-
ate efforts to break our front in the
Narew region,” says the official state-
ment. “Their artillery subjects us to
a perfect hurricane of fire, but the
shells cause few losses because of the
nature of our trenches. After bom-
barding our positions, the  enemy
makes attack in force. These are re-
pelled.

“In one of these assaults we entire-
ly annihilated two German battalions
and put a third to "disorderly flight
on Tuesday near Vakh, on the road
from Myszynsec to Kasidlo. A little
wood there changed hands several
times, but finally remained in our pos-
session.

“The Germans operating in this re-
gion counter-attacked and, subjected
to our machine-gun fire, suffered ex-
tremely heavy losses on their flank.

“In the district between Kalwaria
and Suwalki we captured a German
convoy and a post car laden with cor-
respondence.”

While on
the way from the latier port to New-
town, the ship .became jammed in the
ice south of Pinchard’s Island, and
after getting clear returned to
Greenspond where she remained un-
til Tuesday last. On the way here
from the latter port she called at
Catalina, leaving there at 2 p.m. yes-
terday.

HARCOURT.

DOCKERS ENLISTING.

LIVERPOOL, March 31.

Lord Derby announced to-day that
the Government was planning to or-
ganize the dock workers of Liverpool
under the name of the First Dock
Battalion of the Liverpool Regiment,
the men to be dressed in khaki over-
alls. This plan is to be adopted to
prevent further delay in handling
war supplies. Labor troubles among
the workers on the Mersey, recently,
have caused serious embarrassment
The battalion is to be made up of 2.-
000 Union men, who will be enlisted
under military law, with army pay, in
addition to a guaranteed minimum
wage of 35 shillings weekly. It is
said that both ship-owners and Union
officials favor the plan. The men are
to enlist voluntarily, while the bat-
talion will be for Home service only.
IL.ord Derby will be in command of
the regiment. Guarantees will be
given that the organization will not
be used for strike-breaking.

INDIAN TRIBESMEN REVOLT

SIMLA, India, March 31.

A revolt of ten thousand tribesmen
at Tochi has resulted in a battle with
the Government troops. The tribes-
men were repulsed. Following is the
official statement issued to-day: Ten
thousand tribesmen composed of Za-
drais, collected with a view of attack-
ing Tochi. . Government troops under
Brigadier-General Vane, engaged the
natives at dawn on the 26th, repuls.-
ing them, killing two hundred and
wounding three hundred. A subse-
quent reconnaissance showed no
trace of the band.

BRITISH STEAMER DAMAGED.

LIVERPOOL, March 31.

Badly damaged, but able to navi-
gate, the British steamer City of
Cambridge crept into port _to-day
with battered sides and superstruc-
ture, giving mute evidence of the ef-
fectiveness of an attack made by a
German submarine on Sunday even-
ing.

ANOTHER STEAMER SUNK.

LIVERPOOL, March 31.
The Glasgow steamer Crown of
Castile, 4,500 tons, is reported to have
been torpedoed and sunk by a Ger-
man submarine off Scilly Islands.

THE ‘CROWN OF CASTILE.
CARDIFF, March 31.
The Cardiff Echo declares that the
British steamer Crown of Castle has
been torpedoed off Scilly Islands. She
was engaged in the trans-Atlantic
trade, and sailed from St. John, N.B.,

on March 19. She was built and
owned in Glasgow.

‘PRINCE EITEL FRIEDRICH.

NEWPORT NEWS, March 31.
Barge loads of coal for the German
auxiliary cruiser Prince Eitel Fried-
rich, were brought down Hampton
Roads this afternoon. The commdnd-

er plans to begin coaling to-day.

LORD ROTHSCHILD DEAD.

LONDON, March 31.
Lord Rothschild, head of the Eng-
lish branch of the family, died in
London to-day.

ANOTHER PIRATE SUNK.

PARIS, March 31.

A statement, indicating that a Ger-
man submarine may have been sunk
by a French cruiser, was’ given out
by the Minister of Marine as follows:
Yesterday a French light cruisér
sighted a German submarine on the
surface, off Dieppe. The cruiser
gave chase, forcing the submarine to
