LENIN AND TBOTSKT.
“There is, I believe, only one real 

Bolshevist in the world, and that is 
Lenin,” said Dr. Harold Williams, the 
Russian correspondent, lecturing this 
week at the Lyceum Club, London, on 
the extremely muddled Russian posi­
tion. Lenin, he said, was first and 
foremost an extremely cold fanatic, 
possessed with the one idea of crea­

be found a series of regulations draft-, Col. W. F. Rendell, who was Chair
ed by the Food Control Board and ap­
proved by the Governor in Council, 
which go into effect this morning. 
These regulations, we understand, 
have been rendered necessary by the 
action of the American and Canadian 
Food Boards. The American authori­
ties have had very severe restrictions 
in force for some months with the idea 
of economizing in the use of wheat 
flour. The Canadians last winter in­
troduced a new system of milling 
which produced a standard flour gen­
erally known as War Flour, for the 
entire Dominion, and which has been 
coming here lately. Latterly, how­
ever, the demands of the Allied armies 
for foodstuffs and especially as a re­
sult of the enormous number of Am­
erican soldiers sent to France, have 
become so great that further measures 
have become imperative in order that 
(1) a sufficiency of wheat flour may 
be available for the needs of the sol­
diers during the coming Fall and Win­
ter, and (2) that a reserve may be 
accumulated on this Continent to pro­
tect both North America and Western 
Europe from the serious consequen­
ces which might arise from a failure 
in the grain crops next year.

As our readers will remember, a 
representative of the Canada Food 
Board came here last month to place 
before our authorities the serious sit­
uation in that country and thq im­
minence of new regulations. These 
went into force on the 1st July. They 
provided that for the first fortnight 
of this month, or until Monday next, 
every private, householder and public 
baker using wheat flour for any food 
products should substitute ten per 
cent of other grains, such as rolled 
oats, oatmeal, corn flour, corn meal, 
rye, barley, etc., most of which are

day this proportion is increased to 
twenty per cent, or one pound of sub­
stitutes to every four pounds of flour, 
and this regulation is expected to 
continue in force for the next twelve 
months at least and possibly longer. 
Certainly It will not be relaxed until 
the extent of the harvest of 1919 is 
determined.

The Canadian authorities have call­
ed upon us to make similar sacrifices, 
if such they can be called, in the in­
terests of the cause. The Food Con­
trol Board, after a conference with the 
importers of flour into the Dominion, 
have framed regulations which pro­
vide that from to-day until August 
5th the 10 per cent of substitutes 
shall apply in this Colony, and that 
after that date there shall be an ad­
vance to 20 per cent The 10 per cent, 
period is provided In order that a 
sufficient stock of substitutes may be 
distributed among the outports, and 
after that date our people will have 
to make up their minds to accept this 
new form of breadstuff for about 12 
months at least It id to be hoped 
that everybody will realize the spirit 
in which these regulations are fram­
ed, and conform with them in that 
spirit It will be observed, however, 
that ample powers are taken by the 
Food Control Board for the enforce­
ment of the regulations, and that pen­
alties as high as 81,000 and 3 months’ 
imprisonment or both, may be inflict­
ed for breaches of the rules. Arrange­
ments are being made for the importa­
tion of a sufficient quantity of sub­
stitutes, and by combined action be­
tween the Food Control Board and the 
importers it is hoped that the new 
system will work smoothly and with­
out causing any serious inconveni­
ence to anybody.

After all, if these restrictions are 
the worst that this Colony has to face 
for the remainder of the War, it will 
hardly be denied that we are getting 
off lightly. Thus far it may truthfully 
be said that Newfoundland has not 
known, except for the losses in men, 
that there was a War in existence. 
Our people were never more prosper­
ous, and conditions were never more 
favorable. None of the hardships and 

, drawbacks from which our neighbors 
| are suffering are being borne by us 
yet, and if we are now to feel the 
pinch somewhat. It Is a debatable 
question if it will not be for our good, 
rather than the reverse.

Men fell on all sides, but thoir 
comrades carried on, crossed the ar­
tillery positions, and swung into ex­
tended line for the charge. Beaumont 
Hamel exacted a heavy toll on the 
Newfoundland Regiment, but the day 
of reckoning is not far off when Ours 
will avenge the death of thoir com­
rades. r

There are signs that Germany is 
preparing to see if it can shock t.he 
world by a new kind of atrocity, 
though one would have supposed that 
nothing she could do now would even 
startle the human race. She seems to 
be seeking an excuse to commit some- 
horror or other as a “reprisal" for im­
aginary injuries. The first sign we re­
call was her threat to the United 
States Government that unless we re­
leased a German convicted of felony 
in the civil courts, Franz von Rintei- 
en by name, she would inflict certain 
undescribed injuries on Amercan 
prisoners of war. At about the time 
of that occurrence, or soon after, there 
appeared threats in the German pa­
pers against American prlsonerc, 
based on the false charge that Ger­
man officers are being maltreated in 
American prisons.

Now comes the announcement of 
the Deutsche Tageszeitung that if it 
proves to be true that China has in­
terned 10,000 Germans, Germany will 
seize and imprison an equal number 
of French people—not in Germany, but 
in the occupied districts of France. 
The Tageszeitung announces that the 
Germane must not only be

from their status of internment, bat 
must be “compensated for their loss­
es.”

It need not be pointed out that any 
country at war with Germany has the 
right to intern German subjects, and 
that if such a country does so, there is 
no reason or excuse for reprisal; or 
that it is not reprisal at all, but mere 
barbarity, to imprison the inhabitants 
of an occupied district. Neither need 
we waste any words on the fiendish­
ness of all these threats. Germany 
has acquainted the world so well with 
her savagery that words are not called 
for. All we aim to do is to prepare our 
readers for some new manifestation 
of her peculiar gifts, which seems to 
be either forthcoming or else in con­
templation as a thing she would like 
to do if she dared. It has often been 
observed that when Germany suffers a 
reverse on the battlefield she avenges 
herself In some atrocious manner on 
the helpless, and something of this 
kind seems to be what she has in 
mind now, and for the same reason.— 
N. Y. Times.

Such enormous 
machines are rather exceptional, how­
ever. Bombing machines arq usually 
convoyed by fast fighting planes, and 
do not have to defend themselves from 
attack In the air. Often bombing raids 
sr. made at night, and the big Italian 
machines are provided with “search­
light bombs” to enable them to locate 
importent spots on the ground be­
neath. These are brilliant magnesium 
torches suspended Jtrom parachutes, so 
that they fall slowly and give a broad 
illumination, while the airplane itsolf 
is shielded from the light by the para­
chute.—St Nicholas.

(1) In these Regulations
(a) " breadstuffs ” shall mean 

wheat flour, rolled oats, oat­
meal, corn-meal of the qual­
ity known as granulated or 
bolted table meal, and corn­
flour; and “substitutes” shall 
mean any or all of the fore­
going, except wheat flour.

(b) “person” shall mean any in­
dividual, firm, partnership, or 
corporation.

(c) “importer" shall mean any 
person duly licensed by the 
Food Control Board under 
these Regulations.

(2) From and after this date no 
person shall import any "breadstuffs” 
into the Dominion unless he shall 
have first obtained a license so to do 
from the Food Control Board. Such 
license shall be issued -without 
charge.

(3) No importer shall Import any 
such breadstuffs without previously 
obtaining a permit from the Food Con­
trol Board for each and every quan­
tity of breadstuffs he may desire to 
import.

(4) Every permit so issued shall 
authorize him to import wheat flour 
and substitutes in the proportion of 
four-fifths of wheat flour, and one- 
fifth of substitutes.

(5) Any importer, who, prior to the 
issue of these Regulations, shall have 
purchased abroad for import into this 
Dominion any wheat flour, may be 
granted by the Board a permit for the 
importation of the same on an under­
taking by him that he will import 
within two months thereafter substi­
tutes to the extent of twenty per cent 
of such imports of wheat flour, and 
if such person has made contracts 
with any dealers within this Domin­
ion for the supplying of such wheat 
flour, or any portion thereof to such 
dealers, he shall be regarded as sat­
isfying the terms of such contracts 
if he furnishes four-fifths of the flour 
on its arrival, and the remainder in 
the form of substitutes within two 
months thereafter.

An interesting booklet was recent­
ly found in a raided German dug-out 
It was published in Germany in the 
Interests of "Amol"—which is alleged 
to be a remedy for all ailments of ac­
tive service, such as lumbago, tooth­
ache, frostbite ,and bayonet-wounds.

One does not propose to advertise 
this precious specific any further, but 
the extraneous matter in the booklet 
is worth notice, containing as it does 
all, or nearly all, the mental refresh­
ment which the German soldier wants, 
including two pictures of Hindenburg, 
four of the Kaiser and one of Bis­
marck.

AFTBBNOON SESSION.

July 9 th.
Synod opened at 3.45, The Lord 

Bishop presiding. After prayers the 
roll was called when 30 Clergy and 21 
Lay Delegates responded. Minutes of 
last meeting read and confirmed.

Hon. R. Watson gave notice that he 
would on to-morrow introduce a Bill 
to amend Chap. 18 of Constitution and 
Rules entitled : “The Clergy Retire­
ment Fund.”

Pursuant to notice Canon Smart in­
troduced- the following Resolution, 
which called forth a spirited discus­
sion in connection with Sunday 
Schools which was not only helpful, 
but brought forth many suggestions 
dealing with religious training in Sun­
day Schools:—

Be it therefore resolved :
(1) That there shall be a Diocesan 

Board of Religious Education, 
subject to the Synod, the duty 
of which shall be to promote 
religious, social and moral 
education in the Diocese ;

(2) The personnel of the D. B. R. E. 
shall be the Bishop of the Dio­
cese, ex officio, four persons to 
be appointed biennially by the 
Bishop, four clergyman and four 
laymen elected by the Synod;

(3) (a) The D. B. R. E. shall hold
at least four meetings an­
nually. The first meeting 
in each biennial period shall 
be convened within one 
month of the close of the 
session of the Synod.

1 order of its nominees, to 
act as a Standing Committee 
on Sunday Schools. Each 
section may convene sep­
arately for its own particu- 

. lar work, but the two sec
tions shall convene together 
Vken necessary to promote 
the general objects for 
which the Board is created ;

(4) The D. B. R. E. shall have pow­
er to adopt such measures as 
shall be necessary for promoting 
objects for which it is created;

(5) The D. B. R. E. shall biennially

courtesies and kindness received dur­
ing his visit. In a very interesting and 
pleasing manner the learned Doctor 
reviewed toe growth of the Church 
In all branches of its work since the 
iuception of the union of the Dioceses 
into one General Synod. There are a 
great many problems to solve both 
educationally and otherwise after the 
moral and spiritual life disordered by 
the shock of the terrible conflict now 
raging, would bo reconstructed and 
things so thoroughly restored as to 
make it possible for the sons and 
daughters of the Church to uphold the 
ideals we are all aiming after, and a 
true education, an education that 
would re-establish all these tilings by 
bringing order out of chaos. The mes­
sage given us by the American Church 
is at the present time: Men, whole 
men of body, mind and spirit. The 
Canadian Church stands for Religious 
Education as essential to the develop­
ment of mankind. He briefly referred 
to the work of King’s University; man­
hood, learning and gentleness being 
the keynote of all teaching. He ven­
tured to hope that the longing desire 
that both churches here and in Can­
ada may some day become more close- 
lv associated.

The Bishop in conveying the thanks 
of the Synod to Dr. Boyle was afraid 
that while corporate union between 
tlie Newfoundland and Canadian 
Churches may not yet be possible, they 
were united in heart, soul and purpose. 
He felt grateful for his visit.

Mr. Bayley moved that it be a re­
commendation to the Executive Com­
mittee of the Synod that all missions 
and parishes be notified that they are 
expected to pay necessary expenses of 
local men who jgay be elected to toe 
Synod as Lay Delegates.

The discussiog on the Report of the 
Committee on C. of E. Colleges tfcia re- ! 
sumed, when quite a lively debate took 
place by members on both sides of 
the House ; as the hour for adjourn­
ing had arrived and very little pro­
gress had been made, the report, upon 
motion was referred to a Select Com­
mittee of twelve from toe Education 
Committees of the Synod to deal with 
the question and report before the 
close of the Synod.

At 10.15 the House adjourned, the 
Bishop pronouncing the Benediction.
