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DO NOT EXPECT GOVERNMENT TO 
RESIGN.

LONDON, Oct. 24.
Political experts and the éditorial 

utterances in the papers this morning 
generally express the view that no one 
expects the Government to resign as 
a result of the adverse vote in the 
House yesterday, and that the circum­
stance of the defeat of the Pilots Am­
endment in no wise need entail such 
a step. The incident, however, is re­
garded on all sides as one which has 
given the administration a severe 
shock, a repetition of which it could 
hardly survive. The vote generally 
described as an assertion of the in­
dependence of the House of Commons 
and a revolt against dictation of Min­
isters. A determination to reassert 
the supremacy which the Commons 
surrendered to the Cabinet during the 
war. M^re than one hundred sup­
porters of the Coalition, among whom 
Sir Edward Carson was conspicuous, 
voted against the Government. These 
represented the intense anti-alien feel­
ing prevailing among the Conservative 
Coalitionists, and the fear that the 
Government is trying in the present 
stage of the bill to annual amendments 
which these hostile to aliens secured 
in the Committee stage. Some sur­
prise is expressed that the labor mem­
bers and the so-called free Liberals 
joined in the vote against the Gov­
ernment on this issue, thereby identi- 

. tying themselves with the anti-alien 
faction contrary to tl^e avowed princi­
ples of their leaders. It is believed in 
some quarters that the Government on 
Monday will ask the House to recon­
sider the vote and in view of certain 

1 circumstances, it is regarded as pos­
sible that the House may comply, 
frheso circumstances concern the con- 
■vehtiOh entered into between Great 
Britain and France in 1913 in which 
It was agreed that French pilots might 
bring French ships into pertain Eng­
lish ports, and that English pilots 
should be granted a reciprocal privi­
lege in French porte.

WHAT YOU SHOULD DO.

Many lives would be saved if there 
were only someone on tfle spot 4who 
knew how to deal with the victim 
of the bathing accident Of course, it 
is wise to get a doctor at the earliest 
moment but time must elapse before 
the arrival of the medical man.

Very simple instructions for the 
treatment have recently been issued 
by an American doctor. These are 
so simple that everyone can keep 
them in mind, and not a moment need 
he lost in executing them.

As soon as the victim has been 
taken from the water, place him face 
downwards on the ground, with his 
arms extended right above the head. 
Turn the head on one side, and gently 
force a stick, or anything of a sim­
ilar nature, between the teeth, so that 
^he month is kept open. New stand 
astride the body, grasp it about the 
waist with both hands, and lift it up. 
Hold it a few moment in order to 
allow the water to escape from the 
Inrigs. Next replace the body gently 
on the ground, and proceed to ths 
treatment for 1 estoring breathing as 
quickly ns possible.

Take bold of the lower part of the 
cnest firmly with both hands, squeeze 
with all your strength, and then sud­
denly release. This movement should 
he repeated fifteen or twenty times 
every minute. If one prson tires of 
the work another might take his 
pince, though the treatment must be 
carried on without a pause.

If good results are not soon ap­
parent do not despair. Apparently 
drowned people have frequently been 
l estored after an hour or even longer. 
At Titet. the patient rives a gasp fei 
breath, and" in a little while there is 
something like a regular respiration 
When breathing has been established 
get the sick one into bed between 
the blankets as soon as possible. Hot 
bottles are useful to keep up the bod­
ily warmth, and steaming lemonade 
is a tplendld ertnk at this time.

Whist It would be a futile task In­
deed to attempt anything In the nature 
of an appraisement of the varying de­
gree of barbarity of the deeds com­
mitted by the Central Powers during 
the war, there are certain of these 
deeds which hav always stood out from 
the rest with almost startling vivid­
ness. The sinking of the Lusitania is 
one, and the sack of Louvain is cer­
tainly another. When the news of the 
orgy of destruction which was being 
carried on by the Germans in Belgium 
began to filter through into the out­
side world, during that terrible third 
week of August, 1914, there were 
many hundreds and thousands of peo­
ple, utterly steadfast in their deter­
mination to fight Germany, who re­
fused to believe it It was very gen­
erally hailed as unquestionably an ex­
aggeration, not to say a distortion of 
the facts of the case, and many people 
determined to wait to learn “the real 
truth" before passing Judgment

it was found to be worse,

and, with the story of the sack of 
Louvain, the wholesale slaughter of 
Its people, and the burning of its fam­
ous university and library, the eyes 
of the world seem to have been open­
ed for the first time to the real nature 
of the thing against which it was up 
in arms. From that moment the allied 
peoples appear to have registered a 
vow that Louvain should rise again, 
if possible, more wonderful and more 
potentially useful than ever before. 
Scholars, the world over, took up the 
matter, and all manner of proposals 
were put forward for replacing the 
many treasures which had been des­
troyed In the fire.

As long as the Germans were oc­
cupying Belgium, and the great war 

’continued, practical work was neces­
sarily restricted, hut no sooner was 
the armistice signed than the great 
task of rebuilding Louvain passed out 
of the realm of theory Into that of 
realization. A national commission 
was formed In the United States, with 
the president of Columbia University 
as chairman; whilst in France, which 
had always shown a special Interest 
In the matter, the work was rapidly 
organized. An International committee 
formed by Etienne Lamy of the Aca­
demie Française and Imbert de la 
Tour, has been ai' work for some time, 
whilst several national committees 
and a general council are being or­
ganized. The International committee 
comprises men of learning from many 
countries, and already its plans, so far 
as they have been disclosed, reveal a 
determination that the restored Lou­
vain shall Indeed he one of the great 
çentefs otxthe world’s learning.

Offers of help, moreover, seem to 
he flowing in from all quarters. Mr. 
Veniselos, for Instance, has asked the 
Greek Government to vote the neces­
sary funds for the ’ foundation of a 
chair of history of the Byzantine civil-! 
ization. Spain is to found a chair of 
Spanish grt; the United States a chair 
of international law; France a chair 
of French art; whilst Great Britain 
has undertaken the task of recon­
structing one of the famous technical 
institutes of the university. Mean­
while, the great work of book collect­
ing for the library goes forward, and 
the general council promises to pub­
lish a bulletin, from time to time. In 
which the progress of the work of re­
storation will be duly set forth. Thus 
a great and necessary task is already 
well in hand.—Christian Science Moni­
tor.
