-‘The bait supply is froz-
en herring and squid. The weather
during the fortnight has been stormy
and the boats have been fishing only
part of three days. Fish is said to be
very plentiful but boats could only
set two tubs of gear each day, and
had to haul back almost immediately
on account of the weather being so
stormy. Boats and dories would get
from 10 to 20 cwt. for a two tub set,
and if they let their gear remain the
usual length of time the boats would
be loaded.

The Atlantic Fisheries Co. for the
three weeks operating at Rose Blanche
have taken 230,000 pounds of fish, all
of which were of unusually large size
and the livers of best quality.

NEWFOUNDLAND FOR THE GEN-
ERAL COLLECTOR.

The 1908 Issne—In 1908 a two cent
stamp was issued but for what pur-
pose no one has yet been able to dis-
cover. This stamp, which is carmine
in color, bears on it a map of the is-
land. It is supposed that it
is the precursor of a new set and
copies of the 1lc. and 5¢. were report-
ed though they have never been seen.
“It has been stated that the supplies
of those stamps were shipwrecked
and for this reason they were never
placed on sale,” says Mr. J. Ireland,
in an article written some time ago
in the “Stamp Lover.” Whether he
is right or not I do not know, but
what he says could quite possibly
have happened. The only thing wor-
thy of note about this stamp is that
it is the last ever printed by the Am-
erican Bank Note Co.,
Newfoundland. Although this firm
continues to print our  revenue
stamps, it no longer is able to adver-
tise itself by means of its name in-
serted in the space at the foot of the
stamps. As the next issue is a pretty
complicated one I shall deal with it
next week.

Swiss Annoyed
at Canada’s Flag.

The announcement just made that
the Canadian Government has intro-
duced a merchant marine flag show-
ing a white cross encircled by a ring
on a red ground has caused e¢on-
sternation in Switzerland. The Swiss
flag is, of course, a white cross on a
red ground, but without any ring
around the cross, and the Swiss
press and public are asking their
Government whether Canada cannot
be prevented from having a merchant
marine flag so closely resembling the
Swiss flag, especially as Switzerland
hopes one day to have her own mer-
chant marine, in view of her long
cherished project of having a canal
connecting the Rhone, or one con-
necting Marseilles with Lyons and
Geneva, and also utilizing the Rhone.
It is suggested that this new griev-
ance is one which might be carried
to the League of Nations, but it is
possible that the Swiss Government
will merely make friendly represen-
tations to Canada.

Leaves from a Diary and

Some Recollections..

(H. F. SHORTIS.)

In previous issues of the Telegram, |
I have endeavored to give a brief but
comprehensive history of the days of
our great sealing flest. I may say
here that I have done so under very
great difficulties, as for the past fifty
years I have been continually watch-
ing and committing to paper and
publishing through the magazines and
newspapers of the country events and
details in connection with our great
industry of the past. Unfortunately
the principal part of my records were
destroyed in the great fire of 1892,
and since then I have had to depend,
to a great extent, ch my memory.
Fortunately very many of these events
have been so indelibly stamped upon
my mind, that very little has escaped
me.

And now we are drawing to the end
of our long and eventful story—to the1
days when the small and insignificent
fleet of sailing vessels made their last
uallaﬁt stand against the almost.all-
;owerful advance of steam. Slowly,
“ut surely, did our numerous fleet
decrease in numbers—some gave way
to the ravages of time, others were
lost at the sealfishery, many were
totally wrecked on Labrador, others
were lost in the foreign trade and still
others were sold out of the country.
They had played their part, played it
well, but their day was at an end.
Steam as foretold by the old vikings
(in my own hearing in 1867) was
triumphant. The old vikings now sleep
at rest in the old churchyards, but
their memory will be green forever in
the hearts of all true Newfoundland-

ers:

“The boast of heraldry, the pomp of
power,

And all that beauty, all that wealth
e'er gave,

Await alike the inevitable hour—

The paths of glory lead but to the

grave.”
SIC TRANSIT GLORIA.

And now we come to the period
when the heroism, daring, hardihood
and perseverance of our seal-killers
shall shine with a setting ray, soon;
about to be totally obscured, and finai-}
ly disappear from amongst us, pro-l
bably forever. The old generation‘
had been gathered to their fathers,'
and a new one had sprung up. The|
last act in the drama was about to be
played and the curtain rung down on
the most imteresting, fascinating and
heroic period in our country's history.

As 1 said before the old and worn
out heroes of the ice-fields are slum-
bering peacefully in the churchyard,
and some rest beneath the ocean cn
which they fought and gained their
hard-won victories. Even the imple-
ments of their prowess and energy are
fast disappearing. The historic flint-
lock gun and the artistically carved
nowder-horn no longer take the place
of honor on the kitchen rack. They
are now relegated to some outhouse
or unfrequented place, and with the
passing away of these, the last ves-
tiges of our illustrious forebears will
have gone forever. The spirit
of friendly rivalry no longer exists,
and this rivalry was the incentive
which enabled the sealer of the old
days to step from the forecastle to
the quarter-deck as master watch or
barrelman, and from that to the
command of the ship. The CGreat Na-
poleons favorite expression that
“every French soldier carried a Mar-
shal’s baton in his Knapsack,” may
well have been substituted in the old
days by the equally possible one that
“gvery Newfoundland sealer carried a
Commander’s Commission in his
nunny bag.” ; _'

SQUARERIGGED STEAMSHIPS.

With the arrival of the steamers
we still had the thomsands of our
famouys Newfoundland -sailors, who
practiced their noble vocation on
board those ships, they being all
square-rigged. - In 1866-67 we had
two full-rigged ships, viz., the Re-
triever and Mastiff. Then we had the
barque-rigged ships, such as the
Bloodhound, Wolf, Nimrod, Fagle,
Ranger, Neptune, the second Wolf,
second Bloodhound, Hector, Commo-

Halifax; the Leopard, two-masted
schooner-rigged with high foreyard;
the Walrus a high fore and main yard
barque, as used in the Navy, she being
one of the ships of the English navy
in her early days, as was also the
Hawk, another warship. I could
never understand why the yards were
removed from our steamers. Some-
how it gave them the appearance of
being incomplete, as nothing was so
familiar in our young days as tha2
barques, brigs and schooners passing
through the Narrows with all sails
set, flags flying, guns firing and crews
cheering. Even the old familiar
“chanties” are no longer heard in
heaving up the anchor, or hauling the
ship to the wharf. In the old days it
was refreshing to hear the familiar
strains of the old sea-songs, such as
“Haul on the Bow Line,” “Johnny
Boker,” “Good-bye, Fare You Well,”
and many others.

One would imagine that by having
a good spread of canvas the steamers
would be protected in case of acci-
dent to their machiner_\'..and would be
equal to any sailing vessel, and then
in forcing through heavy ice, when

THE KING OF THE GULF.

“King of the Gulf,” owing to his
wonderful success. I remember one
year (about 1867) his merchant had
ino vessel to give him, as the one he
ghad the previous year had been lost.
Time was getting short, and it was
well up in February, and the merch-
ant told skipper Jacob the best he
could do for him was the old schooner

Russia after the signing of “Peace
of Europe,” on February 7, 1812,
Gentleman Jackson’demonstrated the
marvellous science he possessed, and
aroused the admiration and enthuiasm
of the spectators. He did much to
lift the sport to a higher level, for in
his luxurious rooms at Bond Street,
he gave lessons in scientific boxing to
the nobility and gentry of the age;
creating an enthuiasm for the game
! among a class which had previously
been content to watch others perform.
To be a pupil of Gentleman Jackson
became a vogue, and the ‘“young
bloods” of the day did not consider
they were thoroughly in the -fashion
till' they had had their “claret tapped”
by the champion of England. It was
not, however, only as a scientific box-
er that Gentleman Jackson outshone
his contemporaries, for he was, in ad-
dition, one of the toughest fighi=rs,
In his second public fight, when he
was only nineteen years of age, he
gave such-an outstanding exhibition
of fortitude that he at once became
famous. He was matched on that oc-
casion against Inglestone—a man who
only just miséed championship hon-
ours. Jackson was then far from the
accomplished professional which he
afterwards became, and he underwent
a thorough gtruelling at the hands of
Inglestone.  Although he got the
worst of the encounter in every round,
‘he fought steadfastly on. But he was
fighting a losing fight all the time,
and at last sustained a terrific fall, in
which he broke his leg. He wanted to
fight for a finish, but Ingilestone with
his natural sense of fair play, ab-
solutely refused to entertain such a
one-sided proposition, and Jackson's
seconds agreed.
