“Man's inhumanity to man 
Makes countless millions mourn."

A Story of the Saint of Cornwall,
One Joseph Carter alias Cartier, aged 

72, and a cripple ; his wife of about the 
same Age, and three grown-up children, 
who, being deaf mutes, had never left 
their home on part of lot No. 3 in the 8th 
Concession of Cornwall Township, were, 
we are credibly informed, turned out Of 
house and home on one of the coldest 
days of the week before last, at the in- 
stane.c of-the- Hon. Jolm -SandfieldMac. 
donald. The circumstances are stated to 
us as follows:—Carter’s father, many 
years- ago, owed a debt of 970 to one 
Donald McDougall, and in order to get 
rid of the creditor, in an evil hour the 
son mortgaged his homestead and farm of 
60 acres to the Hun. Saiulfield. This was. 
after execution had been issued and a 
pair of hoihcs of Carter’s had been seized 
Mr the debt aïïd costs;-arao-inting in nil 
to some 9112. A11 tlio money Carter ever 
had from Sind field, besides the debt and 
costs, amounted to fifty cents, with which 
to pay for a nighl'B lodging in Cornwall 
when the business was being concluded. 
About seven years ago, Squdfield told 
Carter that he wished to foreclose the 
mortgage for his own security—but that 
Carter need not fear liis doing so, as he 
would never disturb-him ; on which Car­
ter expressed a Wish to sell a part of the 
farm and so, at once, extinguish the debt. 
This Sandfield would not listen to. 
••What necessity was there for doing that, 
when he knew he could remain in pos­
sesion of the whole?” The poor fellow 
suffered himself to be lured into a false 
security, and so remained until the be­
ginning of this mouth when the Deputy 
Sheriff along with a couple of un sym­
pathising neighbours,, presented them­
selves at Carter’s homestead. Sandfield 
recently sold the farm to Mr.Julius Waite, 
and, in order that the latter might be put 
in possession,execution issued against the 

K’urlors who were ruthlessly turned out 
on the snow—their- furniture smashed, 
grain scattered about, and themselves 
left utterly helpless. Rut for the charity 
of Relia McLeod, a neighbour, who took 
them in for God’s sake, those poor people 
would pave been l-fl to perish! Since 
then, we learn Mr. Archibald Campbell 
Inn: given the Carters a lot bn which to 
build a house, which they may retain ns 
long as they live. The contrast between 
the conduct of Mr. Campbell and Bella 
McLeod and the Hon. .Sandfield, in the 
treatment of these poor people, is strik­
ing, and will not fail to Lear fruit in Corn­
wall Township, where the remorabrance 
of similar proceedings of Sandfield years 
ago, is bitterly cherished.—Cornivall Ga­
zette.

The Toronto Telegraph severely

partment. Coming from an avowedTHE GUELPH POST OFFICE.

The Herald of yesterday has some 
eevere comments on the Guelph Post 
Office, and on the loose way in which 
business is often done there. To 
which we reply, that this is all quite 
true, as has been pointed out before. 
But who is to blame for it? Who 
put the Postmaster there, and pen­
sioned him on the public? Who 
keeps him in the post office : allows 
him to winder over the country, 
while those with whom he has driven 
a. very hard bargain are left to do 
the work on the smallest possible 
jpittance, so that he may have all the 
plunder out of it that ho possibly 
can? Who but the present Domi­
nion Government which the Herald 
extols so much, and labors so hard to 
keep in power. It is ten years now 
since the present incumbent got the 
appointment from the Government, 
of which John A. Macdonald was 
then Premier. Wo arc safe in say- 

• ing [that during all that time he has 
not done a week’s work in the office, 
but instead farmed it out at the high­
est price he could get, and every year 
since he has been trying to squeeze 
as much more ont of it as he could. 
If the work is done loosely and inef­
ficiently, if the deputy does not give 
his whole time and attention to it, 
but employs boys to do the work, and 
if the postmaster is unable, through, 
age.to attend to the duties himself,or 
unwilling to give sufficient remunera­
tion to properly qualified ami experi­
enced assistants, then the Govern­
ment is to blame for allowin. 
state of things to continue, to 'the 
serious inconvenience and loss of the 
public.

The conduct of the Government 
in connection with this matter is dis­
graceful, and affords jtlie strongest 
possible evidence . that it cares no-

supporter of the Dominion Govern­
ment, these strictures have all the 
more weight. The Telegraph says

Tho treatment of the French officers 
of the lied Hiver expedition has been in 
marked contrast to that of the English 
officers of tho same force. A number of 
French officers were given leave to come 
home by way of St. Paul, and attended j 
the camps of instructions of their respec­
tive regiments at home. We are credibly 
informed, and are satisfied the Govern­
ment cannot deny, that in several in­
stances these French officers wore paid 
their regular pay while on leave, wore al­
so paid in addition for their attend­
ance at the camps, and to cap the climax, 
were paid their travelling expenses on the 
costly but pleasant journey home through 
the States.

Compare this with the treatment of the 
English officers of the expedition. They 
were obliged to work their passages back 
up the swift currents, and over the nu­
merous portages of the Itaiuy Lake route, 
carrying their food and Iuggftgo on their 
backs over the portages. The contrast is 
certainly marked.

Then take another instance. French 
regiments in Montreal are said to have 
been issued two suits of uniform clothing 
in as many years, while the English vo­
lunteer battalions in the same city were 
in rags. Yet during the re id of 1870 the 
English volunteers turned out, although 
almost destitute of military clothing, and 
went in largo numbers to defend the 
frontier, while of the whole Montreal 
force only twenty-nine French Canadians 
turned out with them, to aid ip driving 
off the enemy.

The British Canadians went in rugs to

Then, 
lot-, as now, the .German bishops-basely 
consented to the destruction of the organ­
ic constitution of the Church, and every 
attempt at concession or mutual under­
standing was rejected as heresy. The 
Reformation in Germany was, thinks Dr. 
Dellinger, a necessity based on the na­
ture of the ( ierman people. ‘Luther's’ 
overpowering greatness of mind and won­
derful versatility made him the man of 
hie time and of liis people, and tl\ere has 
never been a German who understood his 
countrymen so intuitively, and was at 
the same time himself so impregnated 
with the national spirit. The wills and 
minds of the Germans were in his hand 
like the lyre in the hand of an artist. If 
he gave to liis countrymen more than 
any man has given to his people in 
Christian times — language, popular 
school-books, the Bible, religious liynms 
—all this was poor and colourless by the 
side of his overpowering eloquence. Hi; 
adversaries stammered—he spoke ; he 
impressed his spirit on the German na- 

• tion, and even those of the Ger­
mans who hate him as the deceiver and 
Seducer of the the people can only speak 
with his language and think with his 
thoughts.
