This Morning’s Sensation.
The Fire on Cork Street.

This morning, Tuesday, the citizens 
of Guelph were treated to all the,stirring 
excitement incidenttoriugingthèRre- 
bell, calling out the engines, and crowd­
ing to the “ scene of the conflagration,” 
without the disastrous results which are 
usually the penalty for this kind of en­
joyment, except so far as one citizen is 
concerned—Mr. Nathaniel Croft—and he 
is insured, anyhow. The “fire originated 
about half-past ten, between the roof 
and tho bed room ceiling of Mr. Croft’s 
rough-cost house on Cork street, close 
to the chimney. Mr. Croft endeavored 
for nearly three-quarters of an hour to 
subdue the smouldering lire, but without 
success, and at a quarter past eleven he 
gave the alarm. The engine and hose­
reels were turned out with commendable 
celerity, and were taken to the hydrant 
on St. George’s Square. Whilst the 
firemen were getting ready, two holes 
were broken in the roof by axes, and two 
young men were sent up from Mr. J. M. 
Bond’s hardware store, each with a 
“ Fire King" extinguisher on his back. 
Streams of water impregnated with car­
bonic acid gas were thrown into the 
boles from these machines, and by the 
time their charges had spent theiri force, 
tho fire was apparently out, though a 
little smoko or steam still oozed from tie 
roof. The branch from the steamer had 
been brought on the root, and to make 
things doubly sure, a stream of water was 
sent.in, which drowned out tho last signs 
cf smoke, but played havoc with ttlr.

Prof. Dupre, of Wafford Col­
lege, says the noises heard in the moun­
tains are commfin to both earthquakes 
and volcanic movements, but these rum- 
blings are volcanic characteristics. Their 
area is limited to between ten and twelve 
miles, all the shocks being between the 
Broad and Catawaba rivers. The Pro­
fessor did not think there was any dan­
ger, however, of any volcanic eruption.

A Strange Self-Murder.^
COOL DELIBERATION.

Suleiilc ol Mr. I. N. Wlnstnnlej.
On Saturday evening, in Toronto, Mr, 

Israel Newman Winstanley, barrister, 
OQjnmitted suicide by drinking oil of 
almonds. His wife and family live in 
Guelph, and he h^s been separated from 
them for several years, the cause of 
separation being his intemperate habits. 
He formerly practised in Guelph, and 
afterwards went to Fergus. Daring the 
past six months he has been staying at 
the house of his brother,Dr. Winstanley, 
in Toronto. We cut from Tuesday’s 
Globe the following account of the ex­
traordinary circumstances attending his 
suicide. It would appear from the evi­
dence given at the inquest that he had 
lately , reformed the habits which led to 
his estrangement from his wife and 
children ;—

Mr. Winstanley spent most of his 
time in the office of Messrs. Reeve <& 
Platt, barristers, 18 King-street East, 
assisting them when they have been busy. 
A good portion of Saturday he sat at one 
of the desks in the office of these gen­
tlemen .writing, and it was observed that 
when any one went near him he was 
very careful to prevent them seeing his 
manuscript. During the day he asked 
Mr. Reeve to lend him the latch key of 
the office door, stating that he had some 
private writing to do, and that he could

do it more comfortably in their office 
alone, after they had gone, than up at 
the house. The key was given to him 
accordingly. Mr. Reeve came down to 
his office on Monday morning, and up­
on endeavoring to open the door found 
that be could not do so. Mr. D. H. 
Allen got in through the front window 
and found Mr. Winstanley lying death 
Dr. Millar stated that life must have 
been extinct at least twenty-four hours. 
On one* of the desks in the room stood 
an ounce bottle containing a few drops 
Of oil of almonds, one of the constituents 
of which is prussic acid, and which in 
sufficient quantity, destroys human life 
in five or ten minutes. This the deceas­
ed had used in poisoning himself, and 
in order probably that the druggist who 
sold it to him might not get into trouble. 
Ho had carefully scraped the label off 
the bottle, and thé fragments of it, along 
with a knife, were lying on the desk on 
which the bottle stood. The body was 
lying on the floor, face downward, and 
on the floor beside the head was a small 
quantity of blood ; this had flowed from 
the tongue, which had been bitten dur­
ing the convulsions occasioned by the 
poisoning. Tho deceased had divested 
himself of his coat and vest, which were 
laid ou, a desit, let down liis suspenders, 
and opened his shirt. He had also puj; 
out the lamp. There was found on 
a desk a letter, of which the following is 
a copy :—

Toronto, March 21, 1874.
My Dear Reeve,—I have often ex­

pressed to you my opinion that as soon 
as it became a burden to himself and of 
no use to anyone belonging to him, a 
man had a perfect moral right Flo divest 
himself of that life which has been bes­
towed upon him without his consent or 
concurrença. My life to me is like the 
gift of a white elephant—I cannot keep 
: t, and if I could I do not know wbat to 
do with it—consequently, whether it of­
fends the (unknown) King or not, I am 
about to dispose of it. I must bog for 
your forgiveness for having fixed upon 
your office as the place in which to draw 
my last breath ; I have fixed upon it as 
being the most convenient, iùaemuçh as 
after you have left for the evening I shall 
not be likely to be interrupted.'

Having some hours left- before the 
time which 1 have spppinted for carrying 
out my intentions, I shall devote them to 
the consideration çf my feelings on ap­
proaching what is facetiously called “The 
King of Terrors," and shall place them 
on record here. I have fully made up 
my mind on the matter, and I will now 
tell you what I have oftsn told you 'be­
fore, that I have not the slightest fear 
for the consequences hereafter. Of 
course my first"thought is, am I right or 
wrong in taking away my life while I 
have a wife and family whom I ought to 
support ? My answer is, that not having 
been able to assist them for a long time, 
and seeing that there is no prospect of 
my being able to do so in the future, I 
shall be doing them no wrong by putting 
an end to my life. If 1 could get an op­
portunity of making a living for myself,
I should be then only in a position which 
would got satisfy me at all, and as to 
getting anything more than that, I have 
for a long time despaired of doing any­
thing of the kind. Speaking of my wife 
and family, you will remember that I a 
short time ago drew up my will, and 
that it is in your safe. The reason that 
I drew up a fresh will was that it might 
be possible that a relation of mine in 
England might drop ofl the hooks before 
leaving some |monoy, of which a share 
would go to mo ; it is possible that she ie 
now dead, and if so, by my will, the 
money would go t<f my wife, but if she 
doss not die before me, I imagine that 
my shore would go to my children, and 
would be of very little benefit to them, 
(t. e, it would go to them on the death of 
this relation.) I request that you-will as 
soon (after you receive this) as- oonveni 
ent, enclose tho will to “ Mrs. G. L. Mad- 
dison, 5 Caer JHowell-street, Toronto, 
my Snly sister and my best beloved. 
should like to give some messages in this 
to various members of my family, but 
they woüld take up too much space, 
There are many circumstances in my 
life andTthe acts which I have done which 
I,bave regretted, and etlll do regret ; it

may be that I am wrong, but I cannot 
help thinking that circumstances have 
been almost continuously against me for I 
the last twenty-two or twenty-three I

I suppose by my act I shall put the I 
country to that (in my mind in this case) f 
useless expense, a coroner’s inquest, I 
and most probably yon will bo a witness ; I 
if so, do not, if you can help it, let the I 
jury bring in that, absurd verdict, “tem- I 
porrçry insanity." ïf I am insane I have I 
been for years, having for at least twenty I 
five years been of the same idea or opin- I 
ion as I am now with'reference to a man’s I 
right to. cast off a burdensome lite. The I 
conversation which you and I had to- I 
gether last night respecting tho immor- I 
tality of what is called tho soul/ leaves I 
rao, as it found me, in a state of doubt ; I 
but still inclined to think that so far as I 
a man is concerned it dies with the body; I 
tut " nous verrons." The thing, perhaps, I 
which troubles me most is the curiosity I 
(which I suppose will remain unsatisfied I 
after my death) as to v hat people will I 
say of me then. Whether they will tell I 
the samo lies of me which they have I 
done while living, or, acting on the prin- I 
cipal of the maxim “ De mortuis nil nisi I 
bonum," their lies will be of an opposite I 
character. If the order of things per-1 
mils the soul, or the mind, or whatever I 
else it may be called, to know after it I 
has quitted the animal (if it does quit I 
it) what is said or done, I expect to find I 
very few moist eyes, and still fewer re- I 
•grets. I am satisfiedx that no one can I 
say truthfully otherwise than that it ■ 
will be for the best. 1 am inclined to I 
think that, perhaps, you will be the one I 
to miss my daily visits more than any I 
one else will miss mo at all. I have I 
long had this step iu contemplation, and I 
should have taken it before only I was I 
wanting in pluck to ask for poison, and 11 
thtojc that for a fellow to cut his throat I 
is a low,ungent!emanly way of making his I 
exit, in addition to which, from attempts I 
which I read of in the papers as having! 
failed, it seems to me that it is not every-1 
body who knows how to go about it I 
scientifically. With my best wishes for-I 
your success in your profession and I 
otherwise, I pow bid you farewell. j

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The Credit Valley Railway 
Acts.

Among the host of railwajf bills 
I which have come before the Legisla- 
I ture this session for its sanotion, is 
I one amending the acts previously 
I passed relating to the Credit Valley 
I Bailway. It contains one or two 
I clauses which should not be over- 
1 looked by the people in this and 

other Counties who have either 
granted, or are about to grant, bon- 

I uses to aid in the construction of 
I the road. The legislation in connec- 
I tion with this railway has never 
1 been of» very honest or straight, 

forward character, but the bill which 
was read the third time on Saturday 

I night last caps the climax for au- 
I dacity, inconsistency, and total dis.
I regard of the rights of the people 
I whose money has been granted to 
aid the enterprise.

We notice that the, hrst clause m 
this bill confirms and makes valid 

I and binding the power of attorney 
granted by the Company to Mr. 
George Laidlaw, the President of it. 
This power of attorney gives Mr. 
Laidlaw authority to make such 
agreement as to him may seem 

I proper in regard to the construction 
and completion of the road. In 
other words it gives him power to do 
what he likes in the name of the 
Directors, without asking their san­
ction, or without consulting them. 
Ho is the autocrat of the Company, 
and all power which Stockholders 
and Directors usually have in con­
trolling the affairs of a Company is 
vested in one person—the President 
of the road. We venture to say that 
such extraordinary powers were 
never before granted to the tem­
porary head of any railway or other 
Company.

But though bad enough, this is 
-Tmfc-thft-most-imquitQus part of the 

bill, as our readers will see. Mr. 
Laidlaw in the plenitudeof his power 
has done even worse than concen­
trate all that power in himself—he 
has broken faith with the Munici­
palities which have given bonuses to 
the Credit Valley Railway, and by a 
most wanton act of injustice deprived 
the Directors representing these 
Municipalities of the powers which 
he conferred on them in the bill 
amending the Act which was passed 
in the session of 1873. In order that 
our readers may be convinced that 
this is no trumped-up charge, we re­
fer them to the sixth section of the 
Act passed in that yearji^whidi it 
is provided that if any 'Municipality 
or section of it grant a bonus of not 
less than $65,0U0 in aid of the road, 
the Council of the said municipality 
shall haye power to name a Director 
in said Company, as the representa­
tive of such Municipality, who shall 
be appointed yearly by the Council. 
But Mr. Laidlaw,after having thrown 
out this bait, and received all the 
bonuses ho expected to obtain, 
comes down this, session with an­
other bill, which he manages to got 
introduced and - passed. Section six 
of this bill provides that “no such 
Director (those appointed by Muni­
cipalities) shall in any way be respon­
sible or liable for the financial Imuirs 
of the said company, but the exclu­
sive right to deal with these allairs 
shall belong to- and rest with the 
Directors elected by the sharehold­
ers.”

When this bill came before the 
- Railway Committee, we are informed 
that Mr. Gow fought hard to get this 
clause expunged, and strongly con­
demned it as unjust to the Municip­
alities, as well as a breach of faith. 
Mr. Laidlaw . through Toronto and 
other influence as stoutly fought to 
have it retained, but finding that the 
majority in the Committee were a 
little squeamish about swallowing 
it in its entirety, they consented to 
add a clause giving to Municipal 
Directors the supervision over the 
expenditure of the money raised in 
their Municipalities, and a voice in 
determining the rates to be charged 
for passengers and freight. When 
the bill as amended came up tor a 
third reading late on Saturday night 
(it had been purposely kept back till 
the house was thin, and most of 
those who were likely to oppose it 
had left), Mr. Gow moved an amend­
ment that the section should be in­
operative, unless within six months 
after the passing of the Act these 
Municipalities interested signify 
their assent to its provisions by re­
solution of the Council of the Muni­
cipality which granted aid to the 
railway. There were only twenty- 
seven members in the House, the 
amendment was thrown out, and the 
bill read a third time.

Comment on such dishonest and 
dishonourable work is unnecessary. 
Mr. Laidlaw through Toronto in­
fluence, by continuous lobbying for 
weeks beforehand, by a constant at­
tendance in the saloon of the House, 
and an unlimited supply of cham- 
paigne, has succeeded in accomplish­
ing his purpose. He has triumphed 
for the time, but we warn those 
municipalities who have trusted in 
his word, or who may be melyied to 
put faith in his specious promises, 
that he is unreliable, unprincipled, 
and unscrupulous. To gam his ob­
ject he will promise anything, but 
that object once accomplished, he 
will without scruplej and without 
compunction ignore the rights of 
everyone who may come in his way,

. Or .who ma.y be likely to thwart him 
in his schemes. And we ask no 
stronger proof of our assertion than 
his action in giving one session Mu- 
nicipal Directors a voice in the man­
agement of the Credit Valley Rail­
way, and in another session coolly 
depriving them of that right.

Dominlor Parliament.
Parliament meets on Thursday,

The Income Franchise.—The Bill 
giving votes to those having an in­
come of $400 a year passed its third 
reading on Saturday, after the intio- 
duction ofjja clause providing that it 
is not to come into effect until Jan- 
uary of next year. The reason- for 
the postponment is that nearly all 
the assessments for the present year 
have been completed, and. that to 
make the law come into operation àt 
once would be to make the franchise 
difter widely m different constituen­
cies. By delaying it, it will come 
into operation over the whole Pro­
vince at once, and be impartial in its 
effects ; while at the same time, is 
will be law quite early enough to be 
bases of voting at the next general 
election.

A movement is afloat in the United 
States and Canada for the organization 
of a “ Liberal Baptist Union.” The 
object of this organization is the pro­
motion within the bonds of the Baptist 
denomination of the doctrine of Christ­
ian liberty in relation to the Lord’s sup-
