A Remarkable Masonic Incident.

The first Masonic funeral that ever oc-
curred in California took place in 1849,
and was performed over a brother found
drowned in the Bay of San Francisco.
An account of the ceremonies states,that
on the body of deceased was founda sil-
ver mark of a Mason, up.n which were
engravad the initials of his name. A
litue further investigation revealed to
the heholder the most singular exhibi-
tion of Masonic emblems that ever was
drawn by the ingenuity of man upon the
human skin, There is nothing in the
history of the traditions of Freemasonry
equal to it. Beautifully dotted on the
left arm, in red and blue ink, which time
could not efface, appeared all the em-
blems of the entire apprenticeship. There
were the Holy Bible,square and compass,
the twenty-four inch gauge and common
gavel. There was also the Masonic
Pavement, representing the ground floor
of King Solomon's Temple, the identical
vessel which sorrounds it, and the
blazing star in the centre. On his right
arm, and artistically executed in the
same indelible liquid, were the emblems
pertaining to the fellowcraft’s degree,viz:
the square, the level and the plumb.
There were also the five columns repre-

senting the five orders of architecture— |

the T'uscan, Doric, Ionie, Corinthian and
Composite.

On removing his garments from his
body the trowel presented itself, with all
the other tonls of operative Masonry,
Over his heart was the pot cf inceunse.
On the-other parts of his body were the
bee-hive, the book of constitutions guard-
ed by the Tyler’s sword, pointing to a
naked heart ; the All.Seeing Eye, the
anchor ‘and ark, the hour-glass, the
seythe, the forty.seveath problem of
Euclid, the sun, moon, stars and comets;
the three steps which are emblemalical

jof youth, manhood and age. Admirably
executed was the weeping virgin, reclin-
ing on a broken column, upon which lay
the book of constitutions. In her right
hand she heid tho pot of inceuse, the
Masonic emblem of & pure heart, and in
her left hand a sprig of acacia, the em-
blem of the immortality of tha soul, Im-
mediately beneath her stood a winged
Time, with his seytho by his side, which
cuts the brittie thread of life, and the
hour-glass at Lis feet, which is ever re-
min ling us that our lives are withering
away, The withered and attenuated
figure of the Destroyer was placed amid
the long and flowing ringlets of the dis-
consolate mourner., Thus were striking
emblems of mortality and immortality
blended in one pictorial represedtation.

It was a sepeotacle such as Masons
never saw before, and in all probability
such as the fraternity will never witness
again, The brother's name was never
known.— Phila, Age.

Wonders of a Hen’s Egg.
The following interesting observations

on the changes that occur from hour to
hour during the incubation of the hen's
egg are from Sturm’s * Reflections ;"

* The hen has scarcely sat on her eggs
twelve hours before some of the linea.
ments of the head and body ot the chick-
en appear. The heart may be seen to
Dbeat at the end of the second day; it has
ut thot time scmewhat the form of a
horseshoe, bat no blood yet appears.
days two vessels of
Llood are to be distinguished, the puisa-
tion of which is visible; one of these is
the left veutricle, and the other the root
of the great artery. At the ftiftieth hour
one auricle of the heart eppears, resem-

ling a nose folded down upon itself.
The beating of the heart is first observed
in the auricle, and afterwards in the ven-
tricle. At the end of seventy hours tte
wings are distinguishable, and on the
head 1wo bubbles are seen for the brain,
one for the bill,and two for the hind and
fore part of the head, Toward the end
of the fourth day the two auricles already
vitible draw nearer to the beart than
befcre. The liver appears towards the
fifth day. At the end of seven hours
more the lunge and stomach become vis-
ible ; and four Lours afierwards the in-
testines and lcivs, and the upper jaw.
At the one bundred and forty-fourth hour
two ventricles are visible, and two drops
of blood, instead of a ringle one which
was seen before.  The seventh day, the
brain begins to have some consistency,
At the one hunired and vineticth hour
of incubaticn the Lill opens; and the
flesh appears in the breast. In four
%hours more the breast bone is seen. In
gix hours after this the ribs appear,
forming frcm the back, and the bill is
quite visible, as well as the gall-bladder.
The bill becomes green at the end of two
bundred and thirty-six hours, and if the
chicken be taken out of its covering, it
evidently moves itself. At the two hun-

dred and sixty-fourth hour the eyes ap-
pear. At the two hundred and eighty-
eighth the ribs are perfect. At the three
hundred and thirty-first the spleen draws
near the stomach, and ‘the lungs td the
chest. At the end of three hundred and
fifty-five hours the bill frequently opens
and shuts, and at the end of the eigh-
teenth day the first cry.of the chicken is
heard. It afterward gets more strength
and grows continunally, till at length it is
enabled to set.iteelf free from its con-
finement.”

derable extremes ; yet this is only a
small matter compared with the foggy
atmosphere and rainy seasons of the
British Islands.
