Chinese Street Jugglers.

Street jogglers .and moantebanks
abound in Canton, ‘and in fact every
Chidese city. - They also travel from place
to place throughout the country, display~
ing their feats and picking up a few coins
bere and there. As a general thing their
joggling feats do not amount to a great
deal, yet some of them'are very clever,
aod would create fally as moch of &  thee
atrical furore.in the United States as did
the Japanese performers, Sword swale
lowing and stone eating appear to be the
commonest feats, and operators of this
description can be seen in almost every
street. One fellow, however, performed
a number of feats in front of our hotel
which demanded from me more than
passing notice.  He stationed himself in
the centre of ‘the street, and having blown
a blast upon a bugle to give warning that
he was about to begin his entertainment,
he -took &, small lemon or orange tree,
which was covered with fruit, and balanced
it upon his head. He then blew = sort of
chirruping whistle, when immediately a
oumber of Tice birds came from every dir-
ection and settled upon the boughs of the
bush he balanced or fluttered abont his

{head.  He theu took a cup in his hand

and began to rattle some seeds in it, when
the birds disappeared. Taking a small
bamboo tube, he next took the seeds and
putting ooe in it blew it at one of the
frait, when it opened, and oat flew ‘one of
the birds, which flattered about the circle
surrounding the performer. He continued
to shoot his' seeds at the oranges until
pearly a dozen birds were released. He
then removed the tree from his forehead,
and setting it down took up a dish, which
he held above his head, when all ‘the
birds flew iuto it, then covered it over
with a cover, and giviog it a whirl or two
aboot his head, opened it and displayed a
quantity of eggs, the shell of which he
broke with a little stick, releasing a bird
from 'each shell. ' The trick was neatly
performed, and ‘defied detection from my
eye.. The next. trick. was equally clever
and difficuls of detection. ~Borrowing a
handkerchief from one of the spectators,
be took dn ‘orange, cut a' small hole in it,
then squeezed all the juice out, and crama
med the handkerchiéf into it. 'Giving the
bandkerchief to & bystaader to hold, he
caught up a teapot, and began to pour a
cup of tea from it, when the spout became
cloggéd. - Looking fnto  the spout appar-
ently for ‘the purpose of detecting what
was the matter; he pulled out the band-
kerchief, and returned it to. the owner.
