UNCLE SAM DISPLEASED.

Fears Cuba Is Drifting Away From
Him.

. Washington, D. C., Oct. 9.—The situa-
tion as to Cuba is such at present as to
give officials here great concern, It is
feared that Cuba is drifting away and
evidence is multiplying day by day te
mark the growth of indifference toward
the cultivation of friendly commercial
relations with the United States, which
almost borders on hostility. The - best
efforts of the State Department have
failed to secure the adhesion of the Cu-
ban government to the treaty which by
the terms of the Platt amendment must
be entered into between the two gov-
ernments.  The delay is all on one side,
aamely at Havana, for Secretary Hay
and the ‘Cuban minister Senor Quesada
have performed their part in drafting a
treaty which it is beliéved carries out
the intent of Congress. That treaty is
now awaiting the approval of the Cuban
government, which approval is withheld
not with any expressed intention of re-
jecting the convention, but through what
is regarded here as the matural inerua
of the Cubans in diplomatic matters.
This treaty includes provisions for a
considerable measure of reciprocity be-
tween the United States and ‘Cuba and
while it is true that the Cubans be-
lieve that the United States has been
rather niggardly in the arrangement of
the reciprocity schedule, the objections|
are not regarded as sufficient to account |
for the great “delay in concluding the
treaty.

Alexander Will _
Become_ a Hulk

S8he was Once One- of the
Largest Tugboats on the
Coast.

Danube Sails For Northern Brit-
ish Columbia Ports--Antiope
is Due. -

. Today the tug Albion is expected to
arrive from Port Townsend, bringing
the hulk Alexander, which is to en-
gage in carrying logs from San Juan
logging camps to Puget ‘Sound mills. The
lumbermen have been. rafting logs with
success by the new device which was
Ly described in these columns a shoit
time ago, but during the winter w2itaer
the logs will be carried to the miLs
the old hulk. 'The Alexander is a ves-
sel well known to British Columbia sca-
faring men,’ having been built on the
Skeeua river, and as the tug Alexan-
der, a powerful towboat, engined at
Victoria, she began service out of ilus
port in 1876, with 'Capt. Rudlin, the vet-
eran skipper of the steamer Caarmer,
in command. “The Alexander was bult
by McAllister Bros., who selected Port
EKssington as the building place of their
vessel in order to have easy access to
the raw. material for the vessei’s hull.
The vessel, 180 feet long and 27 teet
beam, was towed to Victoria in Novem-
ber, 1876, by the steamer Otter, to 1e-
ceive her engines, which were broagkt
to this port from England on the oark
Mountain Laurel. The Alexander cost
her builders a fortune, and the cost of
operating her was so great that she
soon became known to the shipping fr:-
ternity of Victoria as 3
Kolly.,” Many local masters were in
command of her. Capt. Rudlin was her
first master, and Capts. Morrison, Mar-
chant, J. D. Warren, Jagers, McAllis-
ter, Urquhart and Bendrait followed the
(Charmer’s skipper in charge. The cost-
1y operation of thé& steamer soon ate f1p
McAllister’s fortune, and in 1880 the
steamer 'was sold to Capt. J. D. War-
ren, for R. Dunsmuir, for $15,000. The
steamer was operated under Mr. Duns-
muir's flag for ten years, and-then was
sold to T. P. H. Whitelaw, the weil
known wrecker of San Francisco, ‘who
came here to wreck the sunken steamer
San Pedro, and he converted the vessel
into @ whaler. She put in a few sea-
sons in the Arctie with tae melting-down
pots~ simmering on her decks, and the
right whales coming on board, and the13
she was converted into a four-masted
schooner and engaged in the lumber
trade uutil unable, to coast on the Unit-
ed ‘States side because of the inability
of her owners to get United States re-
gister. Now, is another transitory
stage in her eventful career, her masts
and top hamper have come down and
she is now a hulk. .
Several of the hulks now engaged in
hauling ore, lumber, coal, etc., in these
waters have equally interestinvg‘hxstor-
ies. The old Dashing Wave, which has
been engaged in transporting salmon to
Tacoma, and which is to be placed in
the coal-carrying trade on the Sound, al-
though now spoken of as a hulk, scow,
barge or, in fact, any old name, was at
one time hailed as a clipper passenger
ship. It was 53 years ago that that
vessel’s keel first cut the waters of the
Atlantic ocean. She was one of the
early built clipper boats, and soon made
a reputation for speed. For a long time
she was engaged in'the passenger carry-
ing trade between New York city and
Liverpool. Later, when the cotton carTy-
ing trade for New Orleans was at its
height, she was taken off the New York
run and put on between “New Orleans
and Liverpool, carrying “cotton on the
outward voyage and passengers on the
return. She was called one of the fast-
est ships on the Atlantic, and her pas-
senger cabins were always crowded.
Nineteen years ago she was sold to Han-
son at San Francisco. ‘She had outlived
her day of glory on the Atlantic. Other
ships of larger tonnage and faster sail-
ing qualities had been built, and steam-
ers were entering the passenger trafiic
to an alarming extent. She was brought
to the Pacific to enter in the Coast lum-
ber carrying trade. Things were newer
here, but the craft as a rule were older,
and again she took her place in the
front ranks of sailing vessels, showing
her heels to all comers for sevéral years.

OCTOBER WEATHER.

On the North Pacific as Predicted by
‘Hydrographers.

The pilot chart issued by the United
States Hydrographic Department has
the following statement of the kind of
weather which may be expected on the
North Pacific ocean in October. The
synopses have been compiled from the
records of that month in former years:

In October the winds near the Pacific
coast strengthen. MThey blow from,the
southeast from San Francisco to British
iColumbia, and gradually back to easter-
ly in going north into Alaska waters,
where they blow stronger than in any
other month.

‘Westminster is in a turmoil because
the 'Shamrocks came to Victoria, and
the Vancouver World criticises 'the sock-
eye team, but if any of the New 'West-
minster team could have seen the bur-
lesque of lacrosse at the Exhibition
grounds they would have soon realized
this matter is a case of “much ado about
nothing.””The [Shamrocks were well paid
to go to New Westminster, and they lost
their first match there, for men who live
high on their Pullman car cannot play
good lacrosse.

'was played Boney Suckling and Mr.
Baxter, sporting editor of the Vancouver
‘World, ovfered them $1,500 for a match
Vancouver on last Saturday. The
Shamrocks did not accept this offer, but
they made New Westminster put up.
Before the match started on Thursday—
the second game—the Shamrocks held
up Manager Keary. )

“After losing the (final 'match, the
‘Shamrocks were not in the best of
bhumor, and when it came to g_ettlmg up
they refused to accept the $625 tendered
them as half of ‘Saturday’s gate, hold-
ing that the exhibition management had
acted improperly in not charging fifty
cents admission—the same as when the
fair had been in progress early in_the
week.

STRIKES IN. FRANCE.

A Hundred and Twenty Thousani Men
Will Stop Work.

Paris, Octs 9.—Despatches received
here from the coal mining resions indi-
cate that the strikers numbered about
.000 men this morning, the depart-
ments affected being the Nord, the Pas
de Calais and the Loire and the Car-
maux coal field. The government has
issued rigorous instructions to prevent
disorders.

Further information received here
from the coal mining regions indicate
that the strike is spreading rapidly, but,
while in the Pas de Calais, Nord and
other districts the cessation of work Is
already complete, in other regions the
mines are still working at full capacity.
The strikers in the Pas de Calais district
number 47,600 men.
he Yellows, as the anti-strikers are
called, are preparing to offer resistance
In case attempts are made to prevent
them from working. They are distribut-
ing pistols and cartridges and are or-
ganizing night patrols. It is probable
that at the most only J20.000 out of
162.000, the total number of coal miners
in France, will join the strike.

Several disturbances have been ro-
ported, but mo serious trouble has yet
occurred. Strong hodies of gendarmes
and troops are guarding the pits and
patrol'ing the districts where attempts
at violence are feared. The lack of coal
has alreadv caused a number of iron
works to close, and increased quantities
of coal are being received in France
from Belgium and Germany.

While it is possible that the
exhibits may excel those made in other
parts, and he thought that in fruits and|
vegetables the Victoria show excelled by‘
a lot, still at New Westminster he
tl;g;mht some of ther exhibits had been
better arranged. The stock and cattle
were away ahead of that of last year,
and as to the sheep, he had not seen
anything that came any where near
hem. " The grain and produce, too, were
most excellent, and if these exhibits
had been put in the main hall they
would have drawn much more atten-
tion, and the excellence of the display
in both departments showed that they
deserved better attention. As it was,
they were comparatively side-tracked.
The district exhibits, too, were most ex-
cellent, and he must refer to Prof.

He had been told. that there
were no less than 376 classes of apples,
something that was almost unparalleled.

culture in many ways. ‘Already nearly
one million dolfars had been spent in re-
claiming.lands in the lower Fraser val-
ley. Then there were the creameries,
which had largely resulted from the
establishment of = dairymen’s associa-
tions. The good work of the Board of
Horticulture, established by government,

numerous even in progressive Ontario.
The rules made by this board may seem
strict, but it will be acknowledged thit
the action is wise, and the action of the
government in giving them this power
was ‘also wise. It would be a wise thing
to develop the Iands of the Island, and
if this were done, there was enough to
supply the whole of the. province with
farm produce, and for this but a very
little help is needed. He was glad
to see that this subject had been
discussed by the Voters’ League gnd
he was sure that the discussion by
the influential men who composed this
league would have a good effect. But
‘there was a lot of information to be
had at the government buildings as to
the lands. Before going far afield for
land, it would be wise to improve lands
lying right at our doors. He was in-
formed that there was much land on
the Saanich peninsula which, with a
stumping outfit costing abeut $5,000,
could be cleared for $50 an acre. In
(Chemainus district it cost , $100 an
acre, while in other parts it cost as
high as $150. With a little encourag-
ment in clearing, it would be found there
‘was land in Saanich to supply all. Then
irrigation in British Columbia was an-
other important matter. The great dry
belt was very large and was .the finest
fruit growing section. About 100 car-
loads of fruit had been shipped East
this year from British Columbia, and
of tth.s two carloads had been shipped
by Victoria. This was given by way
of contrast. There was a great fruit
growing country on the Mainland, which
was of the greatest importance. Twenty
years from mnow, British Columbia
would be one of the greatest fruit grow-
ing countries in the world. But irri-
gation was a very large subject. In
closing, the honorable gentleman point-
ed out that there were three needs—to
clear land on the Island, the completiou
of the dykes on the Fraser, and the ir
rigation of the great dry belt.

'Hgn. E. G. Prior proposed the toast
of “the guests,” which he said were
prlnﬂp{l!ly those gentlemen who had act-
ed as judges at the exhibition, whe had,
he was glad to say, come all the way
from Eastern Canada. The old style
in ‘British Columbia was to ask our own
farmers and others to act as _judges,
but now he was glad to say this old
style had been changed, and there was
not the chance of having local jealous-
ies interfere in the good work of judg-
ing. Now the gentlemen who do thig
work are thorough experts in their dif-
ferent lines, and their decisions would
be sure to give satisfaction to all. It
was always preferable to have an .un-
biased opinion just the same as in any
other case of arbitration.

From the evi-
dence of 'Huffer, the unfortumate victim’s
companion at the time of the accident,
it was shown that the two men had not
worked together before. In - previous
tests made in Spokane and in other
parts of the State of Washington, the
apparatus was found to work satisfac-
torily, and the accident of 'Wednesday
was not due in any way to defeets in
the appliance, but because deceased had
misjudged his companion’s position and
pulled the latter from the window be-
fore he had time to brace himself., .
Shortly before 5 o’clock, the body of
poor Lynch, which had been lying at
(Hanna’s undertaking rooms was remov-
ed to the headquarters’ station, where
services were conducted by Rev. Father
Kennedy of the Roman Catholic church.
Kather Kennedy’s reference to the ac-
cident was a most elogquent one, the un-
cértainties of life and the dangers which
surround the vocation of fireman being
alluded to in terms which commanded
the rapt attention of all present.

T'he delegates to the convention of
Fire Chiefs attended in a body, and
marched at the head of the procession,
which preceded by the City Band and
followed by the entire apparatus of the
local department, slowly wended its way
on its sorrowful mission to the wharf,
where the remains were placed on board
the Majestic en route to Spokane.

US OF SOOTLAND:

Popm;tion of Cities Larger, and of the
Country Smaller Than In 1891,

From Londen Times. .

The first volume of the results of the
eleventh decennial census of the z
lation of Bcotland, taken on Marc gl.
1901, was issued yesterday as a blue-
book (Cd.. 1257.) This is natural

much more detailed than the ro
statement sumimarized in the Times
of May 23, 1901, and the preliminary
reports . (Cd. 644) described in the
Times of June 29, 1901. . To their sta-
tistical tables 8ir Stair Agnew, regis-
trar-general for Scotland, and Dr.
Blair _Cunynghame have prefixed an
explanatory report addressed to Lord
Balfour, the ' secretary for Scotland.
The population for Scotland was given
in the preliminary report as 4,472,000,
and it is now ascertained to be 4,472,-
103—a trivial difference. @ We extract
the following passages from the pre-|
present report:

1At fthe date of the previous taking

of the census, the population was 4,-
025,647—the  males, 1,942,717; ‘the fe-
maleg, 2,082,930; thus giving a total in-
crease of 446,456 persons, 231,038 being
of the male sex and 215,418 of the fe-
male. The rate of increase is, for the
sexes combined, 11.09 per ceunt., that for
the males alone being 11.89 per cent.,
and for the females 10.34 per cent. This
rate of increase is greater by 8.32 per
cent, than was the rate last census,
when it was 7.77 per cent.
From the reports of the registrar-
general it is shown that in Scotland
during the intercensal period, 1891-190i.
there 'were registered 1,270,498 births and
780,703 deaths, which leaves an excess
of births over deaths of 489,795 persons.
The real increase of the population 8
enumerated, however, is 446,456 per-
sons—a deficency of 43,339 persons,
which may be Jogked upon as a loss by
emigrants over immigrants.

It may be calculated that, should the
present rate of increase of the popula-
tion during the past decennium uni-
formly continue, the population of Scot-
land will double itself in the course of
nerly 66 years, |
The total town population at the
present census is 3,120,241, which is an
increase of 488,934, or 18.58 per cent.
over what it was in 1891; in the vil-
lages 466,053 souls were  enumerated,
an increase of but 217, or 0.05 per cent

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PEAT FUEL.

{Dr. Bell of Geological Survey on Its
Value.
The present famine in coal has served
as 4 warning to !Canadians to develop
their natural resources in §uch a 'way
that a substitute can readily be found
for anthracite in case the present cou-
dition of affairs should occur again.
Dr. Bell of the Geological Survey, is
of the opinion that we need not in the
future be concerned for the want of hard
coal as long as this country contains.
the peat accumulations that it does at
present. Just now, however, it is a
little late to commence the erection of
machinery and the establishment of a
plant to make peat into fuel.
. The eminent doctor of the survey de-
partment instructed his field geologists
who went out to all points of the Do-
minion last year and this, to collect
all informatigpn possible regarding peat
and ftheir reports have revealed am
encouraging condition of affairs.
Peat exists in all parts of the Do-
minion. It requires a cool and moist
climate and ‘will not accumulate in a
hot, dry climate. In fact the climate
cannot be too cold for peat. The great-
est peat accumulations are to be found
therefore in the maritime provinces,
Newfoundland and the peninsula. of
Labrador. In ‘Quebec prowimce, jt can
be found-rin eastern parts and in the
northern parts of New; Ountario, al-
though a little exists in other locali-
ties in Ontario. .

In Manitoba and Western territores
it is too dry for pure peat, but on tne
Pacific slope and in” the Yukon walley
it can be found in large quantities.

Among other ‘things Prof. Macoun
looked upon the guestion of peat in the
Yugon valley. Having sketched th»
geographical _distributions of the true
article in addition there are large ac-
cumulations of vegetable substances
in our swamps and marshes that can
be converted ipto fuel by modern
processes. . - .
v ‘Dr. Bell is most emphatic in is
assertion that in the future it will be
our fault if we are stuck again for
cheap fuel. He believes that we can
make ourselves entirely independent of
the anthracite kings.

Ottawas is situated in a locality that

contains great bogs of peat, in fact
there is sufficient of it at Mer. Bleu
alone to supply e city for years to
come, if it were imade imto fuel. As
a combustible productive of heat there
is nothing better than peat. House-
keepers who have used it find it a
fine summer fuel and having an agree-
able odor, it is most desirable for
grates and furnaces.
i “There is no doubt of the immense
wvalue of the peat bogs throughout the
eastern part of Ontario,” said Dr. H.
H. Ami, of the Geo'ogical Survey, to
the Evening Journal this morning. “It
is an excellent fuel, and in some ve-
spects better than coal. The heat is
so intense from the peat, however, that
the difficulty will be to get stoves or
ranges with iron of a quality that will
mnot be easily burned out. 'There.is no
reason why pest should not become a
good paying industry.”

Railways.

Vancouver, B. C., Oct. 9.—The Hon.
Mr. Blair addressed the annual meeting
of the Liberal association of Vancouver
tonight. He said the government was
fully in accord with the wishes of the
West in regard fo railways. In regard
to the extgnsion of a railway morth that
the government he thought would m&t
any reasonable wishes of the people of
British Columbia. There should -also be
a railway in the southern part of the
province for the transportation of low
grade ores and he w&3 impatient to see
another transcontinental line; it could
not come too quick for him. He wanted
another line across the continent /from
Montreal right away, and he believed]
the young men of the audience would
live to see three and perhaps four trans-
coutinental lines in Canada to reach the
millions of acres of land yet untouched,

and to accommodate the millions of im-

migrants. The igeal policy to carry out
in his mind was a government road
across the continent run by the govern-
ment. It was a dream of his to have
such a railway and operate it mot for
revenue, but on such low rates as it
would pay the running expenses only
without dividends, and the other rail-

ways not operated by the government

would have to act accordingly.
_He severely criticized the Couserva-
tives in the Senate in preventing the

govérnment building the Canadian Yu-

kon railway with land bonuses, a policy
that had been vindicated in the West by
the Victoria Board of Trade telling him
during his present visit that it was
not now too late to carry out their Yu-
kom\ railway policy with McKenzie &
Mann. They had been told when they
offered the land in exchange for the
railway to McKenzie & Mann, that they
were giving away untold wealth, and
there had not since that time for years
been a single application to mine in the
belt which it was proposed then to give
in exchange for the railway.

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THE EXHIBITION.

The exhibition is,now over. The ver-
dict of all is that it has been a great
success and a marked advance upon last
year. The attendances have been par-
ticularly good, and the large number of
people able to enjoy themselves in this
way certainly does not give the impres-
sion to the casual observer that times
are at all hard in the city of Victoria.
In fact the observation most frequently
made by visitors to the city during the
last week or two has been that times ap-
Dear to be particularly good. We know
©of none except the chronie pessimists
who will feel inclined to contradict this
observation. The exhibition has been
successful, and all praise is due to the
‘self-sacrificing exertions of those: who
made it so. It is pow firmly establish-
ed as an apnual institution, and that’is
one result of this year’s exhibition which
must be most satisfactory to all who are
interested in the progress aund prosperity
of the city of Victoria. To our mind,
however, there is no sufficient reason
why revenue should not show a balance
over expenditure. There ig nothing
which gives an institution more solidar-
ity and respectability than a balance
in the bank. This is true of individuals
and it is also true of institutions. Dif-
ferent sections of the exhibition work
may well be left to different committees,
but the relation of the expenditures of
these different committees to each other,
and to the genera] revenne, is a matter
which an unwielding ceutral authority
or gemeral committee canuot watch over
o advantage, It is very satisfactory
that a balance between vevenue and ex-
penditure appears to be co nearly estab-
lished this year. We shelter ourselves
from over severity under the wings of a
proverb by saying that this has been
more due to good luek than good guid-
ance. We do not mean that thers has
been bad guidance on the part of any-
one responsible, but merely that system
of management is incapable of produc-
ing.the best results, It requires more
centralization to be effective.

JOHN MITCHELL, PRESIDENT.

§ I 1

‘Who is the real pnesident of the Unit-
ed iStates, Theodore Roosevelt or John
Mitchell? 'Some little time ago the for-
mer addressed the latter in terms of ap-
veal. ,But the language of John Mit-
chell to Theodore Roosevelt is not by
any means the language of appeal. “Hav-
ing in mind,” he says, “our experience
with the coal operators in the past, we
have mno reason to feel any degree of
«confidence in their willingness to do us
justice in the future; and, inasmuch as
they have refused to accept the decision
of a tribunal selected by you, and inas-
much as there is no law through which
you could enforce the findings of the
.commission you suggest, we respectfully
-decline to advise our people to return to
‘work simply upon the hope that the con
-operators might be induced or forced t
comply with the recommendations = of
your commission.” fThe tone of tha
communication reminds ws more of a
protocol in a diplomatic correspondence
than a letter from a citizen to the presi-
-dent of his country. We pointed out at
Pil
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‘the time of his interference that Presi
dent Roosevelt ran a grave risk of com-
promising his sovereignty, or we should
not say his, but the sovereignty of the
American people. It is true that he in-
tervened only in a personal capacity.
But it was by virtue of his position as

intervention in a personal capacity car-
ried any force. And if his interveution
did not carry force enough, as it did not,
the reaction of his failure affects, not
Theodore Roosevelt, but the president.
He disarmed himself of the power and
authority resident in the representative
of a sovereign people. He could not do
otherwise if he intervenedi at all. Yet
by doing so, he left the representative of
a sovereign people open to a rebuff at
the hands of whom? Of John Mitchell,
It was an experiment which success
might have justified, but the dangerous
features of which failure has brought
into bold relief. 'So much for the re-
lations between John Mitchell and the
President of the United States. But
Johu Mitchell has been in communica-
tion 'with others as well, or rather, that
the relative importance of the parties
may be properly understood, others have
been in communication with him. On
the 9th of October Benjamin F. Tracy,
Albert B. Bordman and D. H. Bacon,
president of the Tennessee Coal & Iron
& Railroad Company, called upon John
Mitchell. After they had seen him,
Gen. Tracy said: “We came to see
President Mitchell on the bituminous
sitnation in Alabama. We spoke of the
strike of the employees of the Tennes-
see Coal, Iron & Railroad Co. Mr.
Mitchell received us well and heard our
statement of the facts. - We made a
favorable impression, T think, and have
hopes that the result of our interview
will be favorable to us.” Surely that is
humble enough. It reminds us of a del-
egation of business.men to the hutocratic
governor of a «Crown Celony. These
gentlemen, millionaires, magnates of the
most superlative degreg, ‘“have hopes” of
a favorable outcome from an interview
with ‘John Mitchell. Who is this John
Mitchell? He is the president of a labor
union and the general of a strike. That
is‘all. To what extent are the individ-
ual qualities of the man involved in the
extraordinary position he occupies apart
from his representative position? This
anthracite coal strike bears the marks
of ‘genius. According to our different
ideas, we may call it ‘Heaven-born, or
the reverse. But genius there is wun-
doubtedly in efidence. It must have
taken the most remarkable and exact
calculation to know that the miners
would hold out from the 12th of May
till the beginning of winter, 'when the
lack of coal would assume national pro-
portions. It must also have required
tremendous organizing and executive
ability to keep the ranks firm in such
an immense union. Mr. John Mitchell
must have known exactly the strength
and durability of the machine under his
control, and as that machine was com-
posed of impressionable human beings,
his knowledge and successful manipa-
lation indicate genius of a very high or-
der. This anthracite coal strike is like
no other strike which has ever taken
place. Many attempts have been made
to effectually paralyze an industry. In
the great railway strike, of which E. V.
Debs was the John Mitchell, the at-
tempt was made to pull out the lynch
pin which holds society together. It
failed, but, this.strike has so far suec-
ceeded. The final outcome of the strike
it is impossible to predict; its moral and
social bearings we prefer not to charac-
terize, but as a phenomenon in the evo-
lution of industry, it is by far the most
startling and the most pregnant with re-
sults which has ever appeared.

THE DREAM OF HIS LIFE,

Speaking to the young men of Van-
couver on Thursday, the young and ea-
ger Liberals of that city, Mr. Blair re-
marked that “the ideal policy to carry
out in his mind was a government road
across tbe continent run by the govern-
ment. It was a dream of his to have
such a railway and operate it not for
revenue, but on such low rates as it
would pay the runuing expenses only
without dividends. and the other rail-
ways not operated by the government
wouird have to act accordingiy.’ 1t
would be merely flippancy to remark
that to extend a railway system, man-
aged as the Intercolonial railway system
has been managed in the past, and is
likely to be managed in the future,
would not be a national blessing to Can-
ada, but a nationa] calamity.  Such a
system might lower rates, but it would
ounly do so by raising taxes. We ven-
ture to say that in government owned
railways in Canada, New Zealand and
Australia, more mouey ig wasted over
what ought to be the flat cost of trans-
portation than is absorbed in the profits
of railways owned by private corpora-
tions. With a central government, in-
dependent of what are known as politi-
cal considerations, the government own-
ership of railways might be as great a
practical success as it is theoretically
attractive. But as our democratic gov-
ernments are at present constituted, it
forms nothing but an avenue to corrup-
tion and an active agency in political
demoralization. However, that is not
the point at issue. Mr, Blair says that
a government owned and operated
transcontinental line of railway in ‘Can-
ada has been the dream of his life. “We
are such stuff as dreams are made on,”
says ‘William Shakespeare, but for the
moment we wish to investigate the kind
of stuff of which Mr. A. G. Blair’s par-
ticular dream is made. No statesman
in ‘Canada ever had a more brilliant op-
portunity to realize his dream than Mr.
Blair has had since 1896, The first link
in the chain was the Intercolonial rail-
way already owned and operated by the
government. The second link in the
chain was the Parry Sound railway
some time ago supposed to have fallen
into the hands of the Vanderbilts, but
which is the Intercolonial’s natural Toute
to the sources of traffic. * The third link
in the chain was the Ontario & Rainy
River railway built with the aid of enor
mous subsidies from the public purse,
Then there was the Crow’s Nest Pass

Witness the erection in
Canada of another railway corporation,
the ‘Canadian Northern, rivaling in vast-
ness of design and opportunity the Cana-
dian Pacifie railway company itself. Re-
member it is out of his own’ mouth,
and by his own actions we are condemn-
ing Mr. Blair, We are not discussing
the question on its merits. It ill-
becomes Mr. Blair or any member of
the present government to say Jone word
about the government ownership of rail-
ways. ‘They may praise it with their
lips, but their hearts are far from it.
Folitical humbug which does mot even
take the trouble to be ingenious is ex-
tremely nauseating, It has been called
down as a blessing upon countries that
“their old men shall dream dreams and
their young men shall see visions.” But
surely these must be dreams of a dif-
ferent character from those with which
the Hon. A. G. Blair entertained the
visionary young men of Vancouver.

TARTE WILL FIGHT.

Our Liberal friends finstead of firing
away blank cartridge at the enemy had
bettet get their heaviest guns shotted
for some- of their friends. ‘When some
people speak early in the morning at
banquets there is sometimes some diffi-
culty in understanding what they mean.
But in the “wee sma” hours Mr. Tarte’s
language grows in belligerent perspic-
uity.

A FALSE STATEMENT.

It has been freely stated that the
British Columbia miner has to pay a
very much higher price for dynamite
than the miner in the Umited States,
and that the reason why he has to pay
a higher price is that dynamite is pro-
tected, and a Canadian monopoly is
therefore able to charge
price plus the Canadian duty. A some-
what similar statement has been made
in . reference to mining candles. The
cry has been raised that the mining in-
dustry should be relieved by taking off
the duty on powder and candles. These
statements are untrue. The Nelson Tri-
bune of 4th October says: . .

Wallace, Tdaho, is the ' commercial
centre of the Coeur d’Alene mining dis-
trict, a district that produces ome-half
of the silver-lead ore mined in the Unit-
ed ‘States. On Thursday of this week,
‘Hercules giant powder was quoted in
Wallace at 14 cents a pound. On the
same day, the same grade of powder,
manufactured in British Columbia, was
sulling in Nelson' in carload ‘lots (20,000
pounds) at 14 cents a pound, with 2 per
cent. off for cash at 30 days. The
price for a case or case lots is 16 cents.
Mining companies, like those managed
by Mr. McDonald and Mr. Kirby do
not buy powder in case lots, but in car-
load lots. These quotations are for a
grade of powder known as ‘40 per
cent,” a grade that is used in stoping. In
development  work, especially in hard
rock, a higher grade of powder is msed,
and if the grade used is “60 per cent,”
the Kootenay mine-owner has g slight
advantage over the mine-owner
Idaho, as the price is based on the per-
centage of nitro-glycerine in the powder,
and for every 10 per cent. in excess of
the 40 per cent. a charge of a cent and
a_ half a pound is made, whereas in the
United ‘States the charge is one and
three-quarter cemnts. ‘The price of 60
ber cent., in carload lots, is 17 cents in
Nelson, while the price at Wallace is
17% cents.

Here is a free trade in powder argu-
ment blown to atoms with a solid charge
of fact. ‘Candles are in a different posi-
tion. The Goodwin candle, is to all in-
tents and purposes a proprietary article
like Eno’s Fruit Salt, Pear’s Soap, or
Beecham’s Pills, and the miner is not
happy till he gets it. It is sold in Can-
ada for the United States wholesale
brice plus the duty. If candles equal
or similar to the Geodwin candle cannot
@e manufactured in Canada, ang if
‘Canadian miners cannot ke satisfied
with a candle of Canadian manufacture,
then there is no principle of protection
Involved in removing the duty on can-
dles. But we do not know why an
equally good candle should not be made
in ‘Canada. We do know that it is not,
and there may be some good amnd valid
reason why it should'mot be. Even at
its high price in Canada, the Goodwin
cnudl_e is the least expeénsive in mines.
But it should not be beyond Canadian
lnvention to supply something equally
good. Yet it ig the fact that, certainly
to within a few years ago, ‘Canadian
brands of candles were, thaugh cheaper
Il price, more expensive in use than
the  American article.  The  duty
makes the American candle more
éxpeusive, but if we look closer we see
that it is the fact that Canada does
Dot produce as good an article which
alone gives the duty the power of doing
so. If the ‘Canadian candles were as
gcod, the price of candles would he re-
gulateq in the same way as the price of
dynamite, which sells for the same price
in the two countries. ‘What would hap-
pen if the duty were removed on dyna-
mite? There would no doubt be a tem-
borary benefit to the miner in this way
that the American companies  would
cheapen the price here until they had
driven the Canadian companies out of
business, and would then Taise it again.
If the American companies are allied
with the Camadian concerns they would
not even take the trouble to do this.
They_would simply close the smaller
factories, and centralize their business
in the United States, without taking
the trouble to even temporarily lower
the price. In any case the binder twine
episode would be repeated, and the net
result be the loss of industry in Canada
without compensating benefit in any
direction.

| ifesto to Some Othcr
Countries.

| Paris, Oct. 8.—The national committee
, of the French.-Miners’ Federation has de-
cided to declare a general strike, to be-
gin tomorrow morning. It is new esti-
| mated that forty-two thousand men have
 alreudy struck in  the northern coal
fields, and that five thousand men have
struck around ‘St. Etienne.

The committee has issued a manifesto
addressed to the miners’ unions in the
United States, Great Britain, Germany,
Belgium and Austria, which declares in
part: “The cause we are defending is
common to all. ‘We are pushed to the
last extremity in fighting to obtain a
slight improvement in our miserable con-
ition, more equitable Temuneration,
with the regulation of our work for the
Present, and legislation sheltering us
against the strict needs of old age. We
are sure you understand your duty. We
leave to you the injtiative in such meas-
ures as are convenient to you in aiding
us in this struggle.”

The manifesto then appeals to the
troops ‘mobilized against the miners to
remember the conduct of Col. Stremy, in
refusing to obey orders during the Brit-
tany school troubles, which were con-
trary to his conscience.

THE ANNUAL MEETING.

The epecimen in the collection coming
from the point nearést to either Pole is
a flea from the Kerguelen Islands, in
the Antarctic; but M. Rothschild desires
to have fleas from the blue fox, the Po-
lar bear, the Esquimau dog, and other
Arctic animals.

KINAPP ‘TU'BULAR‘ BOAT.
New ICraft Makes a Trip From Pies-
cott to Brockville.

[From Montreal ‘Star, (Sept. 27.) .
The celebrated Knapp ‘tubular boat
is lying at the Brockville dock. Mr.
[Knapp, the inventor, aund a nuarty

33 |0f friends steamed here from Pres-

cott, a distance of 14 miles. The
boat resembles a pontoon. It is built of
steel and is cylinder-shaped, 118 feot
long and has a diameter of 22 feet. Sinze
the boat was first projected and launch-

88 ed, all “the roller’ element has been d’'s-

learded. She is now simply a cylindris
cal steam barge with a screw propetlor
plazed at the stern like any other balge.
She has been remodeled to guard aga.nst
any tendency o moll. The eungz.nes
‘which at first were in the centre of the
craft, are -now in the stern mear
to the propellor or steering gear. Iln-
side the outer eylinder is another and
smaller cylinder with bulk-heads divid-
ing the space between the two cylin-
ders into freight-carrying compart-
ments. ‘The steamer is essentially and
altogether a freight-carring device plan-
ned with the object of making availe
able for freighting purposes as much
space as possible that the roller boat
has been constructed into a tubu.ar
one. The inventor said that the pub~
lic did mot grasp the principles of the
roller boat, although he had proved that
the proposition was workable. Now lhe
was giving the public something' they
would understand in the form of the
tubular boats. Mr. Knapp’s boat when
loaded is capable of carrying from 700
to 800 tons. A boat of similar capacity
could be buit for $12,000, while, as he
pointed out the average boat of that
capacity cost $100,000. Mr. Knapp as-
seits that he 'has about revolutionized
the ocean traffic and that his boats
have a great destiny in the way of tak-
ing a /position as navigators. He says
the trip was a trial one and was highly,
satisfactory.

'Seen in his office in the Merchants®
jpbank ‘building, Mr. Knapp expressed
himself as perfectly satistied with tae
manper in which the steamer of tubu-
lar design performed. The vessel, he
states, was extremely steady and steer-
ed marvelously well. .

Ac-
cording to his plan of coustruction, a
vessel of the capacity just mentiosned
would weigh 500 tons as against 1,500
tons for the hox construction. He
further states that' the vessel will oe
stronger and more durable than if built
on the old ideas.

King was bound out to Farmer Free-
man when he was 16 years of age. He
came from oume of Barnardo’s London
houses for waifs and was one of the-ship-
load sent to Canada. The farmer proved
a hard task master and made a slave of
King. He admits never having paid
him wages, but clothed and fed him
and gave him “pocket” money.  Just
hovg' much ‘this. pocket money amounted
to is not 'in evidence, but King says he
never had-as much as ten cents in his
life. Though a man, he was constantly
lashed by his employer and forced to
perform. the meanest manual labor.

Slowly the animal instinct in King's
nature developed until he confronts a
jury little more than a dog and with
a dwarfed intellect. This process of
evolution has been almost imperceptible
and the defence wil introduce expert
testimony that today the prisoner's in-
tellect is shattered as a result of the
harsh treatment to which he has been
subjected.

His victim was his best friend, and
all the evidence shows that King loved
the boy and treated him with great-
est kindness up to the very moment
he grabbed a gun and blew out his
‘brains. It was a crime of a moment.
In his confession the murderer says the
impulse was:irresistible. He had

“When I was first arrested at the
age of 8, I wds charged with vagrancy
and having no one to care for me and
for a year I was in a charitable insti-
tution, only to be again turned adrift
in Whitechapel. I suppose that is ous
reason that I did not know that I was
not getting my dues when I went to
work for Farmer Freeman. He beat
me whenever I did not do my work and
I d:d not leave him. Why? I don't

“lI had always received floggings and
I did not exactly know that I did not
have to sumhit. Of course, I saw other
boys who were not whipped, but some-
how I did not think I was like them.

“I was told that I did not have to
'stay with Freeman, but I did stay in
spite of the fact that he flogged me
frequently.” T knew I was of age, but
I stayed on. T never had so much as
a dollar in all my life. The farmer
bought me two suits of clothes and forc-
ed me to go to church. I never saw
the inside of a schoolhouse, and where
I learned to read and write I -ioat
konow.
