The Monetary Times has been _making
enquiry about the cost of sending goods from
Onitario and Quebec points to Manitoba. It
Jiscovers not only that the prices quoted to
shippers .are not ecarried out, but that
charges of an onerous and unexpected nature
are added upon arrival of the goods at their
destination. A shipment classed as fourth
grade in Toronto is charged at St. Paul to
third grade, and the rates for the four kun-
dred miles forthwestward from St. Paul,
over the line of the St. Paul, Minnesota and
Manitoba railway, are about twice as much
as for the one thousand miles from Forento
to St. Paul.

These goods, which are shipped at a
weight satisfactory to the receiving carrier
at Montreal or Toronto, have an arbitrary
weight put onthem at St. Paul, acd charges
are based upon this weight, with a lump
